Abticlb 1,—This Association, composed only of Ministers and Delegates, who 

shall be members of the Churches which they represent, shall be styled “ The 
B. N. B. Baptist Association.”

Abticlb 2.—The Association shall meet annually, at 2 o’clock, p. M., on the 
second Thursday in July, at such place as they shall appoint; notice of 
which shall be jçiven in the Minutes. The meeting shall be opened with Social 
Conference ; after which, the Officers and Committees shall be appointed. 
Every meeting held by ajournaient from time to time during the session ol 
the Association, shall be opened and concluded by prayer.

Abticlb 8.—Each Church shall have the privilege of sendi 
or more ; but no Church, however immerous, shall be en 
number than five, in addition to their Pastor.

Abticlb 4.—At each meeting of <he Association, the Delegates shall deliver to 
the Clerk of the preceding year immediately on their arrival, the Letters from 
the Churches ; a list of the Delegates having been prepared by the Clerk, their 
names shall be called, and they shall take their places. The Moderator1 of. the 
preceding year shall call the vote for a Moderator, by ballot, without nomination, 
and the person who shall be chosen by a majority of the members present, shall, 
upon his acceptance, lead the meeting to the choice of a Clerk. It shall be the 
duty of the Moderator to preside in all the transactions of the meeting, and 
maintain due order among the members. The Association shall appoint two 
Committees—one on Arrangements, and one to nominate all other Committees. 
It shall be the duty of the Clerk to keep a fair and impartial record of all the do­
ings of the Association during the session, and furnish a correct copy for the press.

Abticlb 6.—It shall be the duty of each Church to send by its Messengers a 
letter to the Association, giving an account of its state, particularly of the ad­
dition and diminution within the last

year ; and generally, of whatever relates 
to its peace tod prosperity, together with the whole number of members in 
communion. It snail also forward money for the printing of the Minutes.

Abticlb 6.—When any Church shall desire admittance into this body, applica­
tion must be made by letter, and satisfactory evidence furnished of their faith 
and order : this being done, and a vote of acceptance taken, the Moderator shall, 
on behalf of the Association, give to one of their Messengers (if any be present) 

, the right hand of fellowship.
Abticlb 7.—When a Church shall neglect to make any communication to the 

Association for three years successively, it shall be considered as having with­
drawn from us, and "shall be dropped from the Minutes; unless two or more 
members request its continuance, and shall engage to enquire into its standing, 
and report at the next meeting of the Association.

Abticlb 8.—Although as an Association, we disclaim all poi 
Churches, so far as respects any interference with their independ 
cipline, yet we deem it our privilège to judge for ourselves of the propriety of 
continuing any Church or Minister in our connexion, which to us shall appear 
to be unaoriplural in principle, or irregular In practice. In order, however, that 

c. we may not withdraw our fellowship without sufficient reason, from any Church 
or Minister against whom a complaint is made by two members of this body, it 

duty! of the Association to appoint a Committee to investigate the 
points of complaint, and report the result of their enquiries to the Association, 
that they may decide as duty àhall appear.

Abticlb 9.—Alterations and amendments may i 
from time to time, such as experience may dictate.

And, as an able writer remarks, the primitive 
churches were not mere assemblies of men who agreed to meet to­
gether once or twice a week and subscribed for the support of 
complished man, who should on those occasions deliver lectuies on 
religion They were gathered out of the world by the preaching of 
the cross, and formed into Societies for the promotion of Christ’s 
kingdom in their own souls, and in the world around them. It was 
not the care and anxiety of the elder or minister only, but the people 
were interested in all that was done, and, according to their several 
abilities and stations, they took part in it. They were rooted and 
grounded and established in the truth, and in love, observing discip­
line ; and like an army of chosen men they attacked the kingdom of 
Satan with great advantage.

Your Board have much pleasure in presenting tlieir Eighteenth 

Annual Report. During the year the members of the Board have 
generally manifested a deep interest in the great work entrusted to 
them, and been regular in their attendance at the meetings. Unani­
mity and a dependence upon Divine aid in the discharge 01 the respon­
sible duties devolving upon the members, have characterized every 
meeting of the Board. Though, for the want of means, much has 
been left undone that the cause of Christ requires to be done, jet 
your Board are thankful to God that they have been able dnnng 
the past year to respond to so many of the calls made upon them, 
and that so much good has been done with the limited means at their 
disposal.

Rev. E. C. Cady, Agent of yonr Board, though sustained by funds 
raised outside thereof, has been of incalculable service in raising 

otherwise advancing the interests of the great objects 
’ embraced in the Union Society. Your Board feel thankful to the 

Divine Master that He put itûnto the heart of our dear brother to 
devote himself to this work ; mat the means of his support were so 
readily secured, and that his labors have been so much blessed. 
Bro. Cady’s frequent reports in the Visitor have been read with in­
terest, and make it unnecessary to refer to his labors at greater 
lengtn in this Report.

Only a hasty glance at the operations of the Board can be given 
in a limited Report. By referring to the Treasurer’s Report, much in­
formation may be drawn, which cannot be embodied in this.

NEWCASTLE, NORTH ESK, LITTLE SOUTH WEST, AND NELSON.
These important fields enjoyed the labors of Rev. E. Hickson till 

Autumn last, when he accepted the pastorate of 8t. George. Urgent 
appeals have been made to the Board to send a missionary in Bro. 
Hickson’s place. Most strenuous efforts have been made by a Com­
mittee appointed by the Board to obtain a missionary, and they 
have succeeded in securing Bro. G. F. Currie, who will labor in those 
fields for a time. If possible, the Board will send a permanent mis­
sionary to the North before Bro. Currie leaves. Bro. Hickson baptized 
nineteen during the year ending September 20th, 1870.

ST. ANDREWS, BAT SIDE AND BOCABEC.
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In March last, Rev. Geo. Seely became pastor of these churches. 
The Baptists in these localities being unable, within themselves, to 
raise a competent salary for Bro. Seely, urgently appealed to this 
Board for assistance to the amount of one hundred dollars for one 
year. To this appeal the Board unanimously thought it their duty 
to respond. It is most gratifying to know that Bro. Seely “ is uni­
versally esteemed, and is proving himself a most, suitable minister for 
the work.”, These churches intend, as soon -as possible, to sustain 
their pastor independent of missionary aid.

BLACKVILLE AND BLI8SFIELD.
These stations are still occupied by Rev. W. M. Edwards, who is 

one of our most indefatigable missionaries. Your Board, knowing
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also expended labor m the Newcastle field.

Rev. Jab. Wallace, of Coverdale, has fallen in the battle field to 
rise not until the heavens shall be no more. An interesting sketch of 
Ins life and ministry, from the pen of his son, Itev. Isaiah Wallace 
appears in the Christian Visitor of the 16th March, 1871. With one 
exception, hp was the oldest minister in the Eastern Association He 
was ordained in 1826.

In all the relations of social, religious, and ministerial life he was 
beloved and respected for his truthfulness, integrity, kindness and 
generosity. All who knew him regarded him as a good man, seek­
ing the glory of Christ and the salvation of souls, He depended for 
support more upon his own resources, than upon a fixed salary from a 
given Church. This occasionally interfered with entire devotion to 
ministerial work; but, notwithstanding this drawback, his ministry 
was successful in leading many to the Saviour. At times his preach- 
mg was especially rich m unctuous power, impressing deeply the 
minds of his hearers with the solemnities of eternal things 

His ministry was limited for the most part to the Counties of Al­
bert and Kings, but he occasionally preached the gospel to the re- 
gions beyond with acceptance and success.

He now rests from his labors, but the fruits of his toil are still fresh 
and vigorous. They adorn our Churches, and bloom in the ranks ot 
onrmiuistry. In this respect “ though dead he yet speaketh ”

We commend the bereaved widow and children of our departed 
brother to the sympathies and prayers of our Ministers and Churches. 

“Brother, thou srt gone to rest ;
And this shall be our prayer,

That when we reach our journey’s end.
Thy glory we may share.”

Rev. William Pulsifeb died at his residence in Hillsboro’, Albert 
County, May 20,1871. He was bom in Chester, N. 8., in 1793. He 
experienced the renewing grace of the gospel in early life, and was 
first regularly licensed to preach the gospel by one of the Cornwallis 
Churches. Subsequently he removed to St. Martins, and was publicly 
ordained to the work of the ministry by the Baptist Church of 
Upham. His labors were of the missionary type. He travelled ex­
tensively in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and in the State of Maine, 
preaching salvation in the name of Jesus. He especially sought out 
the destitute in now districts of the country, and broke to them the

Article 1. We believe that there is but one only living and true God 
who is a Spirit, infinite, eternal, and unchangeable in his being, wisdom’ 
power, holiness, justice, goodness and truth: Deut. vi. 4; John iv. 24- 
Ps. xc. 2, cxlvii. В ; James i. 17 ; 1 Tim. i. 17 ; Mark x. 27 : Isaiah vi!

2. That there are three persons in the Godhead—the Father, the Son
and the Holy Ghost—who are but one God, the same in substance, equal 
in power and glory : Matt, xxviii. 19 ; Johnxv. 26: 1 Cor. xii. 4-6 • 2 
Cor. xiii. 14 ; Eph. ii. 18. ’

3. That the Holy Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments are the 
Word of God, in which He hath given us our only rule of faith and 
practice : Luke xvi. 29-31 ; 2 Tim. iii. 15-17; 1 Thess. ii. 18 : 2 Peter 
i. 21, iii. 2; Rom. iii. 2; Isa viii. 16, 19, 20.

4. That God, who is infinite in knowledge, and perfectly views all 
things from the beginning to the end, has foreordained that whatsoever 
cotnes to pass, either by his order or permission, shall work for the eter­
nal glory of his great name : Acts xv. 18, ii. 23 ; Ps. lxxvi. 10. xxxiii 
11 ; Rom. ix. 17-28, xi. 36.

6. That in the beginning God created the heavens and the earth, 
the sea, and all that in them are ; and he upholds and governs all 
things by the word of his power : Gen. i. ; Ex. xx. 11 ; Dan. iv. 35; 
JUeb. i. 8.

6. That God made man in his own image, in knowledge, righteousness, 
and true holiness ; and made with him a covenant of life, the condition 
of which^was perfect obedience : Gen. i. 26, 27 ; ii. 16,17 ; Ecc. vii. 29 ;

7. That man being left to himself soon fell from that happy and glo­
rious estate in which he was made, by eating the forbidden fruit, by 
which he brought himself and all his posterity into a state of death : 
Gen. iii. 6 ; Rom. v. 12-19.

8. That man being thus dead, his help and recovery are wholly in and 
from God : John vi. 44 ; Eph. ii. 4, 5, 7-10 ; 1 John iv. 10.

9. That God the Father has chosen a great multitude of the human 
family, whom no man can number, of all nations, and kindreds, and 
people, and tongues, and given them to his Son in the covenant of his 
grace, that he might redeem them from all iniquity, and purify unto 
himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works, which is the only 
foundation of salvation for lost and helpless sinners ; and thereby the 
Ministers of the Lord are encouraged to preach the Gospel to every ra­
tional creature, because the purposes of God, and the infinite value of 
Christ's atonement, secure the increase and establishment of Christ’s 
kingdom, so that the kingdoms of this world shall become the kingdom 
of our Lord and of his Christ ; and He shall reign for ever and ever.
Rom. viii. 29, 80 ; Eph. i. 4, 6, 11 ; John vi. 87-39 ; Rev. vii. 9; Titus 
n. 14 ; Mark xvi. 16 ; 2 Tim. ii. 19 ; Isa. ix. 7 ; Rev. xi. 15.

10, That Jesus, the eternal Son of God, hath come, and taken on him I 
our nature, and in that nature hath yielded a perfect obedience to the
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his glory, and for their own edification : 1 Peter, ii. 6 ; Acte, ii. 42, ix.
81 ; Hebrews, x. 26; Eph. iv. 16, 16.

2. That Baptism and the Lord’s Supper are ordinances of Christ to 
be continued until his second coming, and that the former is requisite to 
the latter—that is to say, that those are to bo admitted into the commu­
nion of the Church, and to partake of all its ordinances and privileges, 
who upon profession of their faith have been baptized by Immersion, in 
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost : Matt, 
xxviii. 19, 29; 1 Cor. xi. 28-26; Acts ii. 41, 42, and ix. 18-26 ; and 
viii. 12, 86-89; Matt. iii. 6-16; Rom. vi. 4; Col. ii. 12 ; Gal. iii. 27 ; 
Matt. xxvi. 26-28; Acts xx. 11 ; 1 Cor. x. 16.

8. That since none but true believers can rightly partake of the ordi­
nances, therefore the door of the church should be carefully kept against 
all such who cannot give scriptural evidence of their union with Christ :
1 Cor. xi. 27-29 ; Mott. vii. 6, 16-20; 1 Peter, ii. 6.

4. That a Church thus gathered hath power to choose, and by Elders 
to ordain those officers that Christ hath appointed in his Church, viz. : 
Bishops or Elders, and Deacons ; and also to depose such officers who 
walk contrary to the rules of the Gospel ; and to discipline their mem­
bers, though in some cases it may be convenient and profitable to re­
quest the advice of the neighboring Churches of Christ : Acts i. 21-26, 
vi. 8-6, xiv. 23, and xv. 6-81 ; 1 Cor. v. 18 ; 2 These, iii. 6, 14,16 ; 
Titus, iii 10.

That a Bishop or Elder hath no more power to decide any case or 
controversy in the Church than any private brother, yet they, having 
superior gifts for teaching and ruling, ought to exercise and improve the 
same for the benefit of the Church ; and the Church ought to be sub­
jected to thp gilts bestowed on the Minister from the Lord, while be is 
rightly administering in his place ; whose place it is to lead in the act­
ings of the Church, and to administer the ordinances of the,Gospel, and 
devote himself to the work of teaching, warning, rebuking, and exhort­
ing the people publicly, and from house to house : Matt. xx. 26-29;
1 Peter v. 8 ; Acts xx. 20-28, 81 ; Heb. xiii. 17 ; 1 These, v. І2,18.

6. That the Deacon's office or work is to take care of the poor, and 
to have the oversight of the temporal affairs of the Church, and to min­
ister at the Lord’s Table: Acts vi. 1-6 ; 1 Tim. iii. 8-14.

7. That every believer is commanded to be faithful, to improve every 
gift and talent Which is bestowed on him ; in order to which, there ought 
to be such a Gospel freedom that the Church may know where every 
particular gift is, that it may be improved in its proper place, and to its 
right end, viz., the glory of God and the good of his people ; and the 
Church ought to be subject to such improvements : 1 Peter iv. 10,11 
and v. 6; 1 Tim. iv. 14 ; lOor. 12th and 14th chapters ; Rom. xii. 8-8.

8. That there is a mutual obligation between Minister and people- 
one to administer in things religious and spiritual, according to the gifts 
God has given. The Church to communicate of their temporal or 
worldly substance for his comfort and support, and that by an equality, 
as nearly as can be ascertained, that one may not be burthened and 
another eased. But this is not to be effected by force or compulsion, or 
bv the sword of civil power ; but it is to be a free-will offering, agree­
ably to the Scriptures of truth ; and every member deficient in this 1 
matter ought to be disciplined by Gospel rule, as for any breach of 
covenant, or neglect of performing Obristian duty : Luke x. 7 ; Bom.
xv. 27 ; 1 Cor. ix. ; Gal. ?i. 6.
