Effort of Laurier Administration To Smother Dis-
cussion In Lumsden Case By Falsifying Docu-
ment Calls For Vigorous Arraignment By Mr.

ottawa, Mar. 16—The Laurier Gov-
ernment is fairly caught in an attempt
to smother di of the I d
case, by falsifying a document. The
facts were made absolutely plain this
afternoon in the House of Commons.
Incidentally Mr. Geoffdion, the chair-
man of the now abbreviated Lums-
den committee, received a terrific
castigation fr, Mr. Borden. Also the
Government ade an extraordinary
lame defence.

It was pointed out last week that
Mr, Lennox had put through tire Lums-
den committee a motion that the pro-
ceedings should be printed and re-
ported to the House from day to day,
but that Mr. Geoffrion’s report falsified
this by omitting, “and reported to the
House.” Mr. Lennox today drew atten-
tion to the fact that nothing had been
done. He proved that the falsification
could not have been done by the
clerk of the committee on whom Mr.
Geoffrion had endeavored to cast the
blame and asked who had made the
change.

Sir Wilfrid Laurler asked if Mr, Len-
nox had not been present when the
report of which complaint was made
had been presented, if he had been,
he should have paid attention to it.

“Does my hon. friend,” said Mr. Bor-
den, “take the position that knowing
that there was a mistake, because he
has admitted that and declaring that
that change was not intentional; does
he now take the position that he will
correct it?”

“I think,” said Mr. Borden “my hon-
orable friend places himself in a very
unfortunate position by the way in
which he evades a question which can
only be answered in one way if there
is good faith in the matter. And the
very best evidence that there is not
good faith in it is to be found in some
of the statements which have been
made in the house today.”

For I
think we should have some gentleman
at the head of that committee who
would know and be able in a straight-
forward way to state whether the
jomisgion of those important words
constitutes a change. [ think it is
high time that we had a chairman of
this committee who would be i a po-
sition to state. ‘ves, or ‘no’ without
equivocation or deliberation. 1
thought he would be manly enough
to say at once that it was a change.

“Can this be due to the fact that
the mouths of three members of this
committee on this side of the house
are to be closed during the proceed-
ings of that committee when a motion
is passed that these proceedings shall
be reported from day to day?

“I say that it was the bounden duty
of the chairman of the committee as
an honorable man and it was also the
bounden duty of the prime minister
as guardian of the dignity of this par-
liament to see that that mistake was
corrected at the earliest possible mo-
ment after it was brought to their at-
tention.”

SHIPPING COMPANIES

Montreal, March 16.—United action
has been taken by the shipping com-
panies against the recent demand
the longshoremen for a board of ih-
vestigation under the Lemieux Act to
look into their relations with the com-
panies. The shipping companies de-
clare that they will not recognize the
union and challenge its right to speak
for the longshoremen. The companies
also point out that they at present
have no longshoremen in their employ,
so that it would be hard to figure out
how there could be a board appointed
to adjust disputes between themselves
and persons who are not employed by
them or connected with them.

Letters to this effect have been sent
to the deputy minister of labor by
practically all the shipping companies
trading into Montreal, and there is
little doubt that they intend to hold
to their posiion, as they state that
they are heartily tired of the troubles
which the ex-longshoremen’s union
tries to start every spring.

Valley Railway bill, which is general-
ly regarded as a practical step te
bring about the building of the rail-
way. The premier in a speech of an
hour and a half explained the bill and
the government's position was clearly
get forth. The bill carries out every
promise that was made by the prémier
and goes even further and makes an
alternative proposition for the build-
ing of the railway. When the premier
arose to explain the bill after intro-
ducing it, he was greeted with a re-
markable warm outburst of applause.
from his loyal supporters in the house,
which continued for some time, and
during the course of his interesting
speech he was frequently interrupted
by applause. When he completed his
address he was given an ovation. Gal-
leries were filled with delighted-aud-
itors during the afternoon, and it was
easily one of the mgmomhle days of
the session.

The Premier showed the feasibility
of an electric road for the valley with
Aroostook Falls as the power creator
and it was pointed out by the Pre-
mier.The House was committed to a fa
vorable view of electric power. by the
unanimous vote of last session in fav-
or of the electrification of the G. Y. P.
in this province.

The Premier in his speech brought
out the important fact that the val
ley railway, if it should not form part
of the Intercolonial system, will have
the shortest route from Quebec bridge
to the port of St. John by over 200
miles, and should therefore carry a
large portion of transcontinental bus-
iness. He also laid it down very pos-
itively that the road is to be of the
highest character and suitable to form
part of a trunk line system whether
it becomes part of the Intercolonial
or not. There will be no cheap road
and what is more there will surely
be a road. The stability of the com-
pany headed by Mr. A. R. Gould, of
Presque Isle, Maine, who are anxious
to build tue railway was made plain
today. The bill was read a second time
this afternoon and will be taken up
in committee tomorrow afternoon.

When'the bill was introduced there
sat among the crowds in the galleries
two well known raflroad men, Mr. H.

Of Much Interest.

The honorable gentlemen of the
house knew that the questifon of the
construction of the railway along the
St. John Valley, was one which had
engaged the Interest of the people
in that important section of the pro-
vince for many years past. The pro-
vincial legislature and Domini Ar-
liaments had made what were thought
to be liberal provisions for the build-
ing of this railway but while New
Brunswick has probably as many
miles of railway compared with its
population as any “*country in the
civilized world, up to the present the

efforts of the people of this settled|,

and fertile district, well able to sup-
port tens of thousands more of popu-
lation, had been without result in
their efforts to secure modern trans-
portation facilities.

At the time of confederation in
1867 people along the St. John Valley
were asked to support confederation
on the grounds that the Intercolonial
Railway would be built down the St.
John Valley, it being one of the agree-
ments under the proposal for confed-
eration that the 1. C. R. would be ex-
tended to the Maritime provinces. For
reasons which it would do no good at
this time to discuss, the road was not
built down the St. John Valley but via,
the North Shore.

Again when the bill passed the fed-
eral parliament for the construction
of a transcontinental railway across
Canada and all on Canadian soil, it
was felt by the people of the St. John
Valley that it would come by the
route mapped out by nature to the
nearest Atlantic seapori, but for
reasons which were also useless (o
discuss at this time the railway pass-
ed through the central and undevelop-
ed portion of the province and ended
not at a seaport, but at Moncton.

In 1907 a bill had been introduced
in the legislatare by the then Pre-
mier, which provided for a gnarantee

An Adequate Safeguard. .

He believed then and still did, that
such an arrangement safeguarded the
provineial interesis to the greatest
possible extont. The Intercolonial
was now earning $5,800 per mile and
after the short time of ®peration it
was only fair to believe that the aver-
age earning of such a railway on the
St. Jonn Valley would be at least

2,500 per mile, and 40 per cent. of
that would save province harmless,
The delegation then went to Ottawa
and submitted the case, this ae-
tion being taken he believed with the
unanimous approval of the legisla-
ture.

VALLEY RAILWAY BILL BROUGHT
DOWN IN THE LEGISLATURE |
BY PREMIER HAZEN YESTERDAY

Empowers Government To Proceed With Survey At Once, Defines Generally Route To Be Adopted
and Admits of Alternative Scheme Being Pursued in Road’s Construction---Interests of Pro-
vince Amply Safeguarded In Rigid Provisions Which Must Be Lived Up By Company Accepting
Contract---Bond Guarantee of $25,000 Per Mile, Grades As Specified By Mr. Pugsley.

Alternative Scheme Permits of Road Being Operated By Electricty If Itls Found That a Railway
So Operated Would Better Serve the Needs of the Province---Distance From St. John to

Quebec Shortened By 200 Miles---If Intercolonial Contract Is Made Company Must Equip
Road---Proceedings In Detail. :

He felt that it would have been in-

Pugsley in which he pointed
out that the finance minister was in
England and that it would be impossi-
ble to have a full meeting of the gove
ernment for some time for the confer-
ence and suggested that the federal
government might agree to operate the
road as part of the government rail-
way system on a'40 per cent. basis
and placing the standard of the road
at a grade not exceeding 4-10 of one
per cent. bridges of steel, culverts of
masonry and rails of 80 pounds to the
vard, and generally up to the standard
of a first class trunk line, the road to
be thoroughly equipped including roli-
ing stock.

Plans Available.

Plans made on that occasion v
available and also plans for the ronte
between bere and Woodstock of the
National Transcontinental were also
available. But there had never been
any surveys of the proposed road be
low Fredericton or above Centreville,
The Grand Trunk Pacific’s proposed
route down the St. John Valley did
not include Centreville, but it was
felt that it was desirable this road
should go to Centreville as it was the
centre of a great agricultural district
and a district which would be a great
freight producing one for the railway,

Therefore the first part of the bill,
which was in three parts, -related to
the survey. Ile believed that between
Fredericton and Centreville there
would be no necessity for a survey, A
section of the bill regarding the sur-
vey was as follows: ‘The leutenant
governor in council is hereby author-
fzed to cause to be made a survey of
the said proposed line of railway,
namely from Grand Falls to a peoint
on the line of the National Transcon-
tinental Railway in the county of Vie-
toria via the villuges of Centreville
and Lakeville in the county of Carle-
ton and through Woodstock, Frederie-
ton and Gagefown to the city of St.

guaranteed.”
At Once.

Therefore if this bill met with favor
and passed the house, the government
would see to it that survey was start
ed at ouce and that a report was made
as early as possible so that negotia-
tions for the bullding of the road

might commence.
Part two of the bill provided for the

guarantee of $26,000 per mile on the|

basis of an arrangement being made
with the Dominion government and
the company constructing it for its op
eration on the basis of the govern
ment paying 40 per cent. of gross
earnings as rental. As to specifica
tions it followed every detail of the|
Jetters which he had read from Mr. |
Pugsley and Sir Wilfrid Laurier ex-|
cept that the government felt that it
would not be right to ask the prov-
ince to guarantee bonds to the extent |
of $26,000 per mile and to provide |
equipment as well.

Hon. Mr. Hazen said that the govern-
ment felt that in asking for legisla-
tion to guarantee the bonds to the
extent of 00 per mile the prov-
Ince was going to the véry limit, and
if the province went that far it should
be possible to make arrangements
with the federal authorities for the
equipment of the road. There was a
provigion in the bill making it neces-
sary for the company undertaking con-
struction to give a guarantee to keep
the province harmless as to interest
when the road was under construction,
this provision being similar to that
which was placed in an act regarding
the International Railway. It was
also provided that the lieutenant gov-
ernor in council before entering into
a contract with any company or cor-
poration for the counstruction of the
railway shall first be satisfied of the
bona fides of such company and its
ability and resources to construct the
road. This was to prevent the com:
pany coming forward with an offer to
construct the road and after they had
completed some of the easler portions
and difficult parts remained saying
that they would be unable to go on
with the work. Until the government
had most unqualified information that
the company was able to go ahead and
construct the road no contract would
be awarded.

Another Provision.

There was also the provision that
the bonds should be guaranteed in ten
mile sections, as with the Internation-
al Railway legislation. There was
a provision that the company
uld obtain a subsidy of $6,400 from
al government and a further
section gave the government authority
to enter into a contract for the build-
ing of a railway with limitations, pro-
viding that an arrangement could be
made with the Dominion government
for the operation of the railway as a

were two companies ready to under-
take it with a guarsntee of $30,000
per mile, and another proposition was
made on the $25,000 mile basis. The
government had thought it desirable
to submit to the House in this bill
not only the proposition for a survey
of the route and one dealing with the
operation of the road as a part of the
Intercolonial system, but in case these
might fail there was another to allow
the government to open negotiations
with anybody capable of carrying on
the work and this was done in part 3
of the bill,
Government Not Tied.

The government was not tied up to
any individuals or any company., Buf
there was one concern who were ready
to start upon the construction of a
line of raflway from Andover via Cen-
treville and Lakeville, and through
Woodstock, Fredericton and Gagetown
to the city of St. John or to a point
on the Canadian Pacific Railway near
Westflield or between Westfield or
Welsford and té follow between Wood-
stock and Westtield as near as practie-
able the western bank of the St. John
river. They proposed to operate this
railway by either steam power or elec-
tricity and a bill provided for the prov-
ince to guarantee the bonds
of such a railway not to exceed
$25,000 per mile, It was not the idea
to make the road a local one by any
means, but it was to form part of a
railway to be constructed across the
state of Munine and the province of
Quebec, to connect with the great
Transcontinental Railway, going to
Western Canada at the Quebec bridge.
This company had about demonstrat-
ed their ability to raise the necessary
money for carrying out the project
and as protection to the province re-
garding interests there was a provision
calling for the company to deposit
$3.000 for each mile on which bonds
were guaranteed, this  amount to
stand as a safeguard against the pro-
vince for interest charges and would
amount to the total interest charge
for three years. There was also of
course a provision which made it so
that the province was not liable for
interest during the construction of
the road.

Certain portions of the press had
been putting the idea forward that
it was the government's idea to have
a4 cheap electric road built. There
was no idea further away from the
minds of the government than this.
The government realizes that a rail-
way which would traverse the 8t.
John Valley must eventually become
part of one of the great transcontinen-
tal systems carrying the output of the
great Western province of the Domin-
ion to an Atlantic seaport. Any gov-
ernment which would allow the build-
ing of a cheap railway that could not
form part of a transcontinental sys-
tem was deserving of the greatest con-
demnation,

The Shortest Haul.

The gentlemen with whom the gov-
ernment had been in touch claimed|
that they would have no difficulty to|
raise sufficlent momney to build that
portion of the line from where it
branched away from the St. John Riv-
er at Andover to the Quebec bridge
there to connect with the great trans-
continetal system. The proposed
route for this road would make the
shortest haul from Quebec to the port
of St. John. - From Quebee city to St.
John the distance was 578 miles while|
the proposed St. John and Qm-hov}
route distance would be as follows:
Quebec to Montmagny 38 lllilt'il;‘
Montmagny to Washburn, Me,, 118
miles: Washburn to St. John \'nlleyl
(Parish Andover) 28 miles, Parish of
Andover to Fredericton, 92 miles;
Fredericton to Gagetown, 30 miles;
(Gagetown to Welsford or Westfield,
35 miles; Welsford to St. John, 34
miles; total o miles.

Thus it was shown that the route
would be two hundred miles shorter
from Quebec to St. John than via the

(. R., and it would be nearly as
much shorter than the National Trans-
continental. The company said they
were prepared to go ahead, they would
build almost all the road as|
an electric - rallroad. There were|
gome people in the province who|
thought that an electric railway was
not suitable for hauling heavy loads
and big traing, but that was a fallacy.
There are now in operation in the
United States 42,197 miles of electric
roads and a great many more under
construction. Of these roads 4679
miles were bullt for steam roads and
formerly operated by steam, but since
have been equipped electrically for
various reasons such as more effl-
clent service saving in cost of opera-
tion, less danger of setting fires in
forests ete. The New York, New Ha-
ven and Hartford for instance, have
changed their four track system run-
ning out of New York as far as Stam-
ford, Conn., thirty-three miles, from
steam to electricity, and it had proved
so efficient and satisfactory that they
are now making preparations to ex-
tend the equipment though to Bos-
ton. FElectrie currents cost a {trifle
over 2 1-2 cents per kilowat generated
by steam, where they get coal direct
off vessels right into the power house,
but the company desiring to con-
struet the Valley Rallway claimed fo
have an offer of 1 14 cents per kilo-
wat for their power.

Pennsylvania Railways.

Pennsylvafia rallways are adopling
electric power as fast as they can
make changes. The New York Cen-
tral runs out of New York City on
their old steam railroad lines with
electrical equipment and are extend-
ing the electrical service every year.
The government had been given to
understand by those desiring to build
this road that they had about com-
pleted arrangements to get power at

the Aroostook Falls Power Devel
ment and that there would be su

1
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More Power.

Hon. Mr. Hazen sald that he was
informed by Mr, Gould the president
of the company, who he had always
found to be a most reliable man, that
the water flowing over the lower dam
would give at least 20 per cent. tore
horsepower than reported above, Mr.
Gould also said that at the dryest part
of 1908 a minimum amount of horse-
power going to waste over the dam
was about 5000 horsepower, and to
operate a rallway along the valley
from Andover to St. John would not
take one-half of the five thousand.
The company did expect to make mon.
ey on the operation of the road and
not on its construction. The cost of
building an electrie railway was more
than for one of steam. The electrifi-
cation was a big item and everything
totalled up the road would cost over
$40,000 per milg.

While it was well known that guar
anteed bonds would have to be sold
at a discount the men at the head
of this project were in touch with
men in the money market of New
York and London and besides the suc-
cessful flotation of the bonds, they
were gonfident they could secure a
further”sum of two million dollars to
make up the dilference between the
assistance given and the cost. They
had brought business men and bank-
ers of standing in New York and Lon-
don financial circles who met mem-
bers of the Government and whq
stated that the necessary money could
be raised all right. He consldered the
fact that the company was prepared
to put two million dollars into the
scheme, a guarantee that the pro-
vince was not going too far.

But with all this, part 3 of this bill,
does not bind the Government tg
that company or to any company
whatever, If there still were people
in the province who belleved that
the steam roads were the only ones
for hauling heavy loads he was pleas-
ed to be able to say that that wad
not the opinion of this House for at
last session Mr. Burchill, of Northum-
berland had moved, seconded by Mr.
Byrne, of Gloucester, that steps be
taken to press upon the Federal Gov-
ernment the advisability of electrifica-
tion of the National Transcontinental
through this province in order to save
the forests from fires which would pro-
bably result from the road passing
down through the central portion of
the province.

House Concurred

The House concurred in that resolu-
tion and the mover and seconder with
the representatives of the Government
went to Ottawa along with represen-
tive lumbermen and representatives
of the Province of Quebec, and urg-
ed the matter before the Dominion
Government. His only regret was that
therc was such a pressure of business
at Ottawa at that time that it was im-
possible to have a fuller discussion.
Sir Wilfrid had said however, that it
was a matter of great importance and
worthy of most careful consideration.

New fideas were coming into effect
from time to time, and while it was
hard to get out of old grooves changes
were nevertheless, working out to
great advantage in many cases, One
of the new ideas was the Introduction
of oil for fuel. It was being adopted
in the British navy and in use on some
railways.

Mr. Hazen then read a letter from
Mr. Frank Taylor, a highly competent
and well known engineer in the em-
ploy of the Genetral Electric Company
of the United States, who has had in-
vestigated a number of changes and
proposed installations from the Paci-
fic to the Atlantie, who said in part
as follows: “While propulsion of cars
on their own tracks oy electric pow-
er, Is accepted as a common every day
occunrence by people of the present
day, yet pioneers in this movement
did not foresee the growth and expan-
sion of this system as it is today and
the end is nowhere yet in sight. The
slogan c¢ry of the electric inter-urban
road of today in comparison with the
steam road 1s in all cases, no dust, no
dirt, no smoke, no cinders and these
results can be obtalned at a lower
cost per car mile through the use of
electricity than a steam road can be
operated with its accompanying dirt,
cinders and smoke even when operat-
ed under the best conditions.

“There is so much evidence in fa-
vor of this that it is well nigh im-
practicable to quote but a few well
known examples of which the follow-
ing are sueh:

In Investigations.

The Southern Pacific spent some
three years in Investigations, costing
thousands of dollars looking for a
remedy for thefr congested conditions
in traffic through their most moun-
tainous district where practically ev-
ery train meant a double header and
this all on a single track. The use
of electric power entalling for this
road, the source of power, with its
attendant expenses of rolling stock
and the total initial expense of instal-
lation as well as i ,

7,000 | foul

trains were divided into as mauy as
r sections which wege
through one at a time, each trip of
the logomotive back and forward must
awalt the clearing of the tunnel of its
smoke and gases which was a slow
process when the wind was not favors
able. It has:taken from one to four
hours to get a train through by steam.
It takes twenty minutes by electricls
ty.”
More Evidence.

“This will suffice to show what an
electrie locomotive can do and what
has been done recently by two of our
large steam systems.”

“The Pacific Rlectric Railway has
four hundred ninety-one large passen-
ger cars and five hundred, seventy-
four freight cars. In the busy season
twenty-five car lohds of berries are
brought into Los Angeles dally by
electrie cars ynd us many as one
hundred twenty cars of lumber, fruit,
garden truck, milk and crushed rock,
pass through the city in a single night.
The city of Long Beach tapped by
this system, from a small hamlet has
grown In a few years to a business
town of thirty thousand inhabitants.
That in the eastern portion of the
country, the elec road is also coms
ing into its own as is evidenced by
the opening in November of the Pitts
burg, Harmony, Butler and Newcastle
Rallway Company's 1200 volt, direct
current llge.s This road is entering
into diregt’ tompetition with another
electric road already in operation, be-
sides existing steam roads, and has a
trackage of sixty-two miles, covering
territorg having a population in the
neighborhood of six hundred, twenty-
six thousand.

“Some figuras obtained by the well
known engin®ering firm of Dodge &
Day of Philadelphia, in actual ser-
vice, will show the economy of elec-
trical operation. They found that on
a certain®Jdine a steam locomotive
with one car seating sixty passeng-
ers, was operated at a cost of 4543
cents per car mile, while with direct
current motor car seating forty-four
bassengers, cost per mile was cut
to 17.17 cents. This may sound like
an exaggeation, but the standing of
this firm in the engineering and com-
mercial world speaks for the reliabili-
ty of this information.”

In Maine.

Mr. Hagen said that statistics show-
ed that steam railroads in Maine had
galned in mileage from 1898 to 1908
ten per cent., while electric roads in
the same time in that state had in-
creased their mileage about 500 per
cent. The Atlantic Shore Line Rall-
road in the southwestern part of
Maine, considered the poorest part of
the state originated in 1901, In 1902
it had one and a half miles bullt
earned $4,637, and carried 92,758 pas-
sengers during that year. In 1908
their mileage was increased to nine-
ty miles and their carnings for pas-
sengers and freight were $348,807,
and they ‘carried 6718868, "The Au-
gusta, Hallowell and Winthrop Rall
road in 1902 had 12 1-2 miles of
track and paid dividends that year of
$2,400 and passed surplus account
$11,407 thelr stock and net debt per
mile being $46,48¢. In 1908 they had
89 miles, their earnings were $387,186
and they pald good dividends every
year and earned surplus last year
of $63,006.

Continuing Mr. Hazen said he wish-
ed it to be clearly understood that
the Government was not tied up to
any eleetrie proposition, but he was
convinced & road could be operated
much more cheaply with electric po-
wer than with steam and if other con-
ditions were suitable an electric road
would be more likely to become a
paying proposition and pay the inter-
est on the bonds which the province
guarantees and give a profit to those
who have the energy and the ability
to undertake it,

Under part 2 of the bill, it was stat-
ed that the road down the valley
would start at Grand Falls. Under
this part it would start at Andover.
The Government takes authority under
the bill to guarantee the bouds of the
company to $26,000 per mile and takes
a first mortgage ou the railway and
on any other property of the company.
Provision is made that the province
will not be liable for bonds while the
rallway i under construction and the
company 18 required to deposit with
the Government $3000 in cash for ev-
ery mile of road on which the bonds
are guaranteed, to stand against any
interest charged which. the province
would have to pay.

Province Safequarded.

The House would feel that this safe
guarded the proviuce to a great ex-
tent, In making any contract the Goy-
ernment must do everything to safe-
guard the province's interest at the
same time recoguizing the great ne-
cessity of this railway. The matter
had caused him and members of the
Government a great deal of thought
and anxlety as would be expected
with & matter of such great import-
ance and munl!wh'. It wag the duty
of all members of the House to bring
their best intelligence to see that the
interests of the province were well
safeguarded.

of St. John, he belleved that this road
when constructed would take over
much of this traffic as the develop-
ment of the great western country
continued. He belleved that along
the valley of the St. John between
this city and Westfield and above here
there was a country which was capa-
ble of maintaining many thousands
more* population than at present In
habited in. 'The frult growing possi-
bilities of the section of the valley
between here and Westfield were just
being realized and great development
would surely follow the building of
the Valley Rallway. When the Puri:
tans under Moses Perley settled in
Maugerville they found it the best
land in all that they had traversed
in which to settle, Those good men
included the Taylors, Pickards, Bar
kers and Perleys, who with their sons
had done so much towards moulding
the future of this country.

Better Facilities Needed.

When the United BEmpire Loyalists
settled along the valley they had the
noble river as their only means of
transportation and it practically re-
mained the same today. The result had
been that communities had not grown
as they would have if they had had
better transportation facilities. He be-
lieved that the bullding of this railway
would within not a great many years
gee tens of thousands more people
living along the line of rallway than
at present. He wished all the hon.
gentlemen to wunderstand that be
would be delighted to give any inform
ation concerning the provisigns of this
bill which was desired.

Proviglons made it possible for any
company to operate the rallway eith
er by steam or electricity. It was
claimed that possibly below Gagetown
the distance from the point of se«
curing power would be so great that it
might be cheaper to use steam power
trom Gagetown down the remainder of
the road to the city of 8t. John, but
he understood that the company con
templating undertaking the project are
looking into the question of securiug
other power privileges along the live,

With an electric road it would be
possible to run trains oftener than if
steam were used and this would do
more to develop the country through
which the road would pass. It would
be possible to not only have trains
run oftener but to have them stop
oftener and this would be most desir-
able for tourists. He trusted that'
when the people of Fredericton wish-
ed to enjoy a change of scenery and
alr and took a ride on this rallway
they would not only go to Woodstock
but would also go into the good old
county of Sunbury which adjoined this
beautiful city.

He wished the House to understand
that he wished this bill thoroughly
discussed and considered. He did not
want to give the idea that there was
any wish to rallroad this bill through
the House. It had been twice submit-
ted in caucus to his supporters and
he was delighted to be able to say to
the House that it met with the hearty
approval of his supporters.

company until the Parllament of Can-
ada shall enact legislation authorizing

be built to the satisfaction of the
provincial engineer or such other en-
gineer or engineers as the lleutenant
governordn-council may from time to
time appoint to inspect the same; and
such contract shall also provide that
such rallway shall be equipped by the
sald company or by the Government
of Canada with proper and sufficient
rolling stock.

Agriculture Committee in Ses-
sion at Fredericton Discus-
ses Industry---Messrs Hub-
bard and Turney Speak.

Fredericton, N. B, Mar. 16.—The
corporations committee met this mor-
ning, Mr. Slipp in the chalr, and took
up the bill to incorporate the Hart-
land and Miramichi Rallway Com-
pany. A provision of the bill to give
the company power to dam the Boca-
bec stream for power purposes so
that the rallway could be run by
either steam or electricity, met with
oposition from F. E. Sayre on behalf
of Sayre and Holly, who ciaimed that
if the stream was dammed it would
be impossible for the company to get
logs to their mill thereon, and Mr. F.
R. Taylor of St. John on behalf of
the New Brunswick Railway Co., who
claimed thdt any injury to Sayre &
Co.'s business would work against the
New Brunswick Railway Co. in so
much as it would interfere with their
selling stumpage to that company o
land In that vicinity.

Mr. L. M. Hayward of Hartland ap-
peared for the promoters of the biil
The committee after considering the
matter in private, referred the bill
back to the promoters to be re-draft-
ed, omitting the power clauses.

The bill relating to the Intgrna-
tional Railway was taken up. The bill
‘was agreed to with amendments mak-
ing it necessary to have approval of
the Lieutenant Covernor in Council
before the road is leased and an-
other making the interest on bonds
guaranteed by the province a prior-
ity payment before interest on the
third mortgage bonds which it is now
proposed to issue.

The bill gives the company author-
ity to issue bonds to the amount of
$30,000 per mlile on the company
agreeing to pay off the bonds of the
province, guaranteed to $8,000 per
milé, or to issue bonds to the extent
of $22,000 per mile without an agree-
ment to pay off the province's guar-
anteed bonds.

The agricultural committee this
morning met and spent some time
discussing apple growing and fruit
raising in the province generally,

Mr. A. C. Turney, provincial horti-
culturist, delivered an address with
information to fruit growing, and with
Bug| as to i which
might be made,

W. W. Hubbard, secretary for agri-
culture, was also heard on the same
subject. A number of resolutions
were adopted, one recommending to
the department the advisability of tak-
ing over supervigion of a number of
old orchards and demonstrating what
could be done with them when intel-
ligently managed according to modern
methods.  Another recommendation
was that permanent’ displays of fruits
grains and vegetables be placed on
exhibition in prominent centres, and a
further recommendation was that a
large provinelal fruit show, with a
thre days convention of fruit growers
of the province be held at 8t. John
in November.

Chairman Dickson suggested that
something be done to urge setting
forth within and without the prov-

Mr. Boatman, in New York,
Tells of British Honduras’
porting a Big Industry.

New York, March 16.—J. Robert
Boatman came up yesterday from Be-
lize, the capital of British Honduras,
and, according to Mr. Boagtman, the
biggest town you will strike on the
east coast of the continent south of
Vera Cruz until you reach Sputh
America.

Mr. Boatman is an American, and
he is In the business of exporting
mahogany and chicle, Most of the
mahogany and practically all of the
chicle they turn out down there comes
to the United States. Last year
this country chewed up 2,000,000
pounds of chicle in the form of
chewing gum, Chicle, according to
Mr., Boatman, was originally brought
to this country as a substitute for
rubber.

“There is one -other product of
the country,” said Mr. Boatman yes-
terday at the Imperial, “logwood, or
dyewood, which is mostly shipped to
Europe. Of mahogany between 16,
000,000 and 16,000,000 feet were sent
out last year, of which almost three-
fourths came to the United States.
There are three American firms oper-
ating down there. 1 huve heen there
seven years. There are freight lines
to England, but to ship to New York
we have to charter a steamer.

“A great guantity of the forest
lands of British Honduras is owned
by persons who get a royalty for
cutting over their lands. The logs
are hauled to the rivers by oxen and
then floated down to Belize, for Hon-
duran mahogany, unlike Cuban, will
float. Some of the mahogany is

interior. All the mahogany trees in
the neighbourhood of Belize were cut
down years ago.

“Chicle comes from what is called
by the Spanish the ‘sapute,’ and by
the English the sapodilla, a fine-look-
ing tree with heavy red wood. When
it 1s tapped a white milky substance
exudes, This is evaporated by boil-
ing and the product is shipped by
blocks, 1 have not heard of any
other use for it than to make chew-
ing gum. The chicle industry is one
of the biggest in Belize,

“The climate of Belize is like that
of Kingston, Jamaica, without the
cooling effect of the mountains, The
trade wind enables people to live
there. The maximum temperature is
96 degrees, and it does not go down
more than six or seven degrees at
night. In winter it gets down to 60
degrees.

“There is very little agriculture in
the country. The town itself is given
up to the exporting business. There
are more Scotch than English in the
place, a few Germans, a few Ameri-
cans—in fact Belize is almost as cos-
mopolitan a place as you'll find any-
where. There are some Turks and
Armenians back in the bush, and some
of them are very prosperous. The
country is healthy. We try to avoid
the mosquito, who is more than neigh-
borly, and most of all we have to be
temperate to keep from harming us if
he bites. I remember a big Texan
came down there several years ago
who insisted upon maintaining his habe
its of the temperate zone, He said
that any mosquito that bit him would
be poisoned. Well a mosquito did bite
that Texan, and it was the Texan that
dled. We don't go in much for mos-
quito netting on the houses, but of
courge one has to sleep under a mos-
quito bar.

“Food is rather restricted in varie-
ty. Rice and plantains are the staples.
Potatoes and other vegetables have to
be shipped from elsewhere. As for
meat, occasionally an ox gets too old
to do any more hauling and they bring
him down to Belize and slaughter him,
and that is the principal article we
get in the way of meat,

“For amusement there are the golf
links, and then we have a gymkhana
on national holidays, and on New
Year's Day we have horse racing. Some
of the residents have summer ecotta-
ges on the cays ten miles out.

“Just now they are starting a new
industry—banana growing. The col-
ony is building a narrow gauge rail-
road into the interior. It has been fin-
ished for twenty-five miles and taps
good agricultural lands. Land is be-
ing bought up in small tracis. One
KEnglish company, however, owns one-
third of all the land in the colony, or
something like 250,000 square miles,
There are no settlements in the inter-
for, but the English company talks
about giving some of its land away
to attract settlers, There is practic.
ally none of that land under cultiva-
tion.”

Prominent Horticulturist Gives
Some Practical Suggestions
Regarding This Important
Work.

By A. G. Turney, Provincial Horti-
culturist,

Is my old orchard worth renovat-
ing, is the question uppermost in the
minds of many farmers to-day. In
reply 1 would say that if the trees
are not more than thirty-five years of
age, have not been allowed to de-
velop their bearing wood too high,
up, and are not too badly broken
through disease and neglect, the task
of putting them In a profitable comw
dition is comparatively simple. Un-
doubtedly there are some orchards in
the province, which, although they
have never received any care, being
covered with mosg and lichen, are
vet strong, thrifty, and in a condition
to yield handsome returns under pro-
per treatment To renovate such or-
chards proceed as follows:

I. Remove all dead and broken
limbs, taking care to leave as neat
and short stubs as possible, Prune,
but not too heavily at first, removing
enough limbs to admit the entrance
of sunshine and circulation of air to
the centre of the tree. Work as far

as possible from the outside of the
tree, This work may be done i
March, or the first two weeks of
| April. Do not attempt to take out

tall the wood that should be removed
in one year, but content yourself with
removing one-half the first year and
completing the thinning out operation
the second spring. Coat all large
wounds and stubs with a heavy white
lead paint to which has been added
enough green paint to color it.

2. The trunks and main limbs of
neglected trees will be covered with
bark, moss, and lichén, which
a beautiful winter home for

and spores of fungous dis-
eases, To remove these, the trees
should be well scraped, A. short
handle fitted into a small hoe, or
better still, into a small triangular
shaped hoe, makes a very efficient
implement for the work. Spraying
will be made much more effective
when the trunk and main limbs of

the trees have been rid of their rough
covering, and the surplus limbs thin-
ned out.

Germeny may have occasion to rejolee over her
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THE VALLEY RAILWAY,

The Valley Railway bill, introduced and explained
yesterday by Mr. Hazen, fulfils the promise of legislation
to authorize a contract for that important work. This
measure gives complete authority for the guarantee
of bonds for a line to be operated by the Intercolonial.
But it does mot stop there. Should this project fall
for want of a company prepared to undertake the large
responsibility of building a railway up to the required
standard under the proposed conditions, or should the
project fall through for any other reason, an alternative
is provided. This legislation is evidently intended
to make the construction of the railway a certainty.

The chief provisions of the bill are given elsewhere,
and they are also set forth in detail by Mr. Hazen him-
self, Its main features are these:—

First, that before any contract is made, there shall
be a thorough survey of that part of the route which
has not been covered by surveys already made. In
this way the cost will be determined as near as possi-
ble, as well as the length of the line and the location.
This information will be essential both to the govern-
ment and any contracting company.

Secondly, the government takes power to make a
contract on the lines proposed by Mr. Hazen last April.
This arrangement contemplates operation by the Inter-
colonial on a percentage basis. The measure provides
against a contract with a company with insufficient re-
sources to finish the work. It meets with great exact-
ness the conditions imposed by Mr. Pugsley, and after-

wards endorsed by Sir Wi

frid Laurifer as an exact
statement of federal government policy, The govern-
ment of the province Is not asking for power to modify
these conditions in any degree, and all possible pre-
cautions are taken to satisfy the n-quiwwvms of the
depurtment of raillways, leaving no conceivuble ground
for fiiction or subsequent disagreement.

Thirdly, the government tukes power to proceed with
an alteruative proposition, This contemplates a line
from St Jobn or near Westfleld to a point near
Aundover, This road may be operated by elec-
tricity, but it is to be up to the standard proposed by
Mr. Pugsley in 1907 for the Valley Line, when he ex-
pected it to be a part of a transcontinental rallway
system, For this line the same guarantee is permitted
as for tue other, The road itself may be a little
shorter so far as this bill provides, but Mr, Hazen
points out that the company which desires to construct
such a railway would make it a part of a short and
direct through route from St. John to Quebec
City. This would bring St. John some 200 miles
nearer Quebec than it is now by the Iutercolonial, and
much nearer than the Transcontinental can bring it.
Between Quebec and Fredericton, Woodstock, or any
other northern pofnt, the proportionate reduction of dis-
tance would be more significant. While the bill gives
the right to use electricity as a motive power it does not
require it. Nor does the measure give this last proposi-
tion preference over the Intercolonial partnership. 1In
case the contraet deseribed in the last part should be
made, the company must produce evidence of its ability
to furnish the money required above the subsidies
and guarantees, The amount required to pay interest
during construction must be deposited when the con-
tract is made—and other saf ds are intr d
Mr. Hazen explains that the original cost of an electric
rallway is greater than that of a steam railway, while
the operating charges are much Jess,

Capadian tarlft “ynduly discrimigates.” Had this eveyt
bappened last year; ar the year before, a condition of
surtax between Canada and the United States would
have done Germany no good since her products coming
to Canada would also be surtaxed. But when the
United States imposes the maximum on Canada, and
Canada levies the surtax on the United States, Germany
will have a double chance. An article from the
United States paying a Canadian duty of one dellap
will pay ouly seventy-five cents when coming from Ger
many. The British shipper will fare best of all, as
his goods will pay only fifty cents. Germany seems
to be able to sell a good deal of merchandise to Canada
and Australia in competition with British preference
goods and will surely gain largely by the surtax on
the manufactured products of the United States,

But without doubt the British manufacturer will get
he largest benefit from the American tariff changes.
Take, for example, heavy iron and steer products. We
import from the United States at present pig iron to

the value of some half a million, railway iron and
steel the same, structural steel more than a million,
skelp iron and steel a million, tubing or plate a million
or more, machinery some five million. There are
other iron and steel manufactures amounting to some
three millions, Then there are large imports from

jewellry, of cotton, woollen and silk fabric. This trade
will be simply and abruptly brought to a close. No
doubt home industries will profit to some extent, but the
British and continental competition will get a large
share of the lost business,

Imports of provisions from the United States will
also be reduced to a minimum. We still buy from that
country considerable quantities of breadstuffs, and large
quantities of lard, pork and bacon, beef, meat extracts,
and canned goods. This trade will be turned to our
own farmers.

There is a large exchange of coal, Canada importing
from the United States in round figures 7,100,000 tons,
and exporting to that country 1,300,000 tons. The
United States people buy from us annually $4,000,000
worth of fish, $26,000,000 of forest produce, $4,000,000 of
produce of the farm, and $12,000,000 of manufacture.
Most of this latter is lumber, The imposition of the
maximum tariff on the dutiable portion of these goods
would be a serfous blow to some industries, but probably
not a heavier stroke than the McKinley and Dingly bills.

NOT THE PRESIDENT’'S FAULT.

It is thought by many that the government of the
United States has no intention of applying the maximum
tariff to C'anada, but is trying to obtain concessions by
the process called bluff. This is a discourteous and
unwarranted assumption. Beyond doubt the question is
seriously considered at Washington. The most likely
result of this consideration is the imposition of the
extra duty. If there have been presidents and secre-
taries at Washington who have sought to coerce by vain
threats and suggestions, Mr. Taft and his advisors
are supposed to be statesmen of that type.

Nor can it be questioned that the law authorities
the proposed action. There is a kind of discrimination
in the French treaty, inasmuch as it provides for
lower duties on certain French goods than on similar
American goods. We gave this favor in exchange for
similar favors. The United States government demands
it without giving amything in exchange. But the law
of the United States authorizes this demand,

The general tariff of the United States is remark-
ably high. She maintains this high tariff against all
countries, and yet demands from all countries as good
tariff rates as they give to countries which give them low
tariffs, It Canada were to cancel the French treaty
and so make peace, she would be met by retaliation
again, the moment she made a reciproeity treaty with
any country. . While the United States does not accept
reciprocity with Canada she will not allow Canada
to adopt reciprocity with any other country except on
pain of the maximum penalty, That is not the fault
of the President of the United States. It is the tariff
law, which he has to administer,

There would be no point in arranging this French
treaty matter if it could be done. This country must
not yield the right to make treaties of this kind. We
should be able to make them without disturbing our
tarift relations with the United States, But if that
cannot be done, let the penalty happen,

A PROPER PROVISION,

The provision which the government proposes for
Dr. Inch and Dr. Creed will be generally approved,
Both have given their lives to the work of education in
this province. Dr, Inch began as a teacher in the
common schools and finished his public service as su-
perintendent of education, The allowance made to him
is a single payment equal to one year's salary, and no
one will consider this an extravagant appropriation, Dr,
Creed, who has been an instructor of teachers, and has
held other high educational positions, receives a modest
annual allowance. If anything less had been done for
these retired educators, they would have been treated
less generously than the province is treating other re-
tired teachers,

The government supporters on the Lumsden com-
mittee are not satisfied with the opportunity they have
by having the investigation all to themselves.

Berlin, March 16.—The cessation of
the surtax on German goods is the
one topie of the hour in commereial
circles here, Great exporting firms
are energetically seeking travellers

and agents with intimate knowledge
of Canadian conditions. Men familiar
with the trade practices of the Domin-
fon especially the rapidly developing
communities of the middle and far
west being engaged at fancy salaries
and will be despatched to the fleld of
operations equipped to conduct one of
the most active business campaigns
Germany has ever waged on foreign
soll. They will be preceded by an
avanlanche of catalogues and other ad-
vertising matter printed in the “Cana-
dian language” offering unprecedented
inducements to Canadian buyers to es-
tablish connections with German hou-
ses, All branches of German trade
expect to boom Canadian orders.

The management of the Aniline Dye
Syndicate, Germany's most important
chemical trade, says the new tariff
conditions justify the hope of a heavy
increase in sale of the syndicate's pro-
ducts in Canada.

Herr Graumann, proprietor of an
important millinery establishment,
says: “The settlement of the tariff
war will certainly be an immense ben-
efit to the entire German textile trade.’

Although the possibility of & tar-
Iff war with the States is causing con-
siderable uneasiness in Toronto and
Montreal, St. John appears to view the
prospects with equanamity.The Stand-
ard yesterday interviewed represen-
tatives of the lumbering, pulpmaking
and fishing industries, and of the
wholesale grocery, hardware and dry-
goods trades and was informed by
both exporters and importers that
while a tariff war might occasion some
inconvenience and perhaps loss, they
conld see no reason to be seriously
alarmed.

Cauada, It was argued, was no long-
er in a position of industrial or com-
mercial dependence upon the states,
and there was reason to suppose that
the net effect of a tariff war would
be to make Canada more self-contain-
ed and independent. Incidentally it
would tend to promote better trade
relations with the Mother Country and
other portions of the Empire,

Export of Pulp.

While it is belleved that the appli-
cation of the United States maximum
tariff to imports coming from Canada
would practically prohibit the sale of
New Brunswick pulp in the American
market and seriously interfere with
the exportation of lumber to the states
neither the pulp makers nor the lum-
ber merchants of St. John are loos-
ing any sleep over the prospect of a
tariff war.

A representative of the pulp indus-
try when interviewed said that though
a tariff war would create a good deal
of inconvenience at first, the New
Brunswick manufacturers felt confi-
dent of their ability to find a market
for their products elsewhere. In form-
er years they had make large ship-
ments of pulp to the English and
Juropean markets, but, owing to a
fall in prices they had neglected those
markets of late. But they felt satisfied
that they could greatly increase their
sales in the Mother Country and in
Europe. Then, too, the Canadian mar-
ket for pulp was growing in import-
ance every year..

Many of, the manufacturers of pulp
would sooner submit to the temporary
loss that a tarif was would entail
rather than back down on the tariff
question,

! Lumber,

Natur i}' the bigger lumber ship-
pers do not regard with much pleasure
the possibility of the application of
the U. 8. maximum tariff to Canada,
but, as St, John does not rely very ex-
tensively on the American lumber mar-
ket it is not expected that the effects
will be very serious.

Mr. Fraser Gregory, of Murray and
Gregory, said that the maximum tar-
iff would only affect the operations of
his firm to a slight extent. The St.
John lumbering interests, he added,
did not ship a great deal of Jumber
to the states, but there were a num-
ber of big shippers in Fredericton and
other parts of the province whose op-
erations would be seriously affected in
event of the maximum tariff being put
into force.

New Brunswick's exports to the Un-
ited States amount to about $2,500,000
a year; but the value of dutiable ar-
ticle exported is considerably less
than this. A great deal of the lum-
ber shipped from St. John is manu-
actured from logs cut in Maine and
brought down the St. John river. This

lumber enters the American market
free of duty
Mr. Geo, 8. Cushing said that the

shippers of shingles would be rather
geriously affected, but they could pro-
bably find markets elsewhere,

Local fish merchants say that St.
John does not ship any large quanti-
ties of dutiable fish to the states. Lob-
sters which are shipped in consider
able quantities from certain parts of
the coast enter the U. 8. market free
of duty.

A Compromise Hoped For.

But while the general opinion here
seems to be that Canada would not
suffer from a tariff war as much as
the United States, it is still hoped
that a satisfactory adjustment of the
difficulty will be arrived at before
Mar. 31. A majority of American pap-
ers are urging upon the Washington
executive the advisability of effecting
a settlement and pointing out that
it is within the power of (Canada to in-
Jure American trade to a much greater
extent that the United States can
hope to injure the trade of Canada.
The United States exports to Canada
are nearly double the Canadian ex-
poris to the United States. And no
doubt if Washington imposes a 25 per
cent. increase in the tariff against
Canada, Ottawa will retaliate by im-
posing a surtax on imports from the
states,

The power to surtax is to the tune
of 3313 per cent. is in the ,hands
of the Ottawa executive, and it cona
no doubt be invoked without causing
any great protest from Canadian
importers. At any rate this seems to
be a fair inference from the opinions
expressed by representatives of the
local trading interests,

The Drygoods Trade.

Mr. Joseph Allison, of Manchester,
Robertson, Allison, Ltd., said that
while a tariff war with the states
might produce a mild revolution in the
drygoods trade, it was not likely to
cause any noticeable advance in pri-
ces here.Canada imported considerable
quantities of drygoods from the states,
but, if a tariff war led to an increased
Canadian duty on goods coming from
the states, they cot. be purchased
elsewhere at corresponding prices.

A surtax on American goods would
stimulate Canadian manufacturers and
give an incentive to the manufactur-
ers of Great Britain, Germany and
France to develop their markets in
Canada.

Hardware.

Mr. M. E. Agar said that while he
would much prefer to see Canada and
the United States settle their tanm
differences in the amicable spirit that
has hitherto characterized their rela-
tions, he was of the opinion that the
hardware trade could afford to view
the possibility of a tariff war be-
tween the two countries with consider-
able complacency. Of course If Canada

BETTER FIRE_ PROTECTION

Maritime Nail Works Installing
Sprinkler System---Estimate
To Be Submitted On Sand
Point Warehouses,

The Maritime Nail Works is the
latest concern to consider the advisa-
bility of Installing a sprinkler system
in their plant for protection against
fire. Mr. R. A, Tingley, engineer for
the General Fire Extinguisher Co. of
Montreal, has been looking over the
factory at the foot of Portland street
with a view to preparing . plans and
specifications for a sprinkler service.

What is known as the wet system
will be installed as the water can be
retained in the pipes owing to their
being protected from frost. Mr. E. C.
Blkin, president of the company, said
last evening that he considered the
sprinkler system ensured protection
and its adoption would cause the own.
ers to feel very safe as regards fire,

During his visit here, Mr. Tingley
has beem engaged in making an in-
spection of the Sand Point warehou-
ses for the purpose of making a re-
port to the harbor committee on the
cost of installing a Sprinkler system,
and was engaged in making plans of
all the sheds yesterday.

It will be necessary at Sand Point
to instal the dry system and use com-
pressed air in the pipes, which are
exposed to the frost. The water will
be kept back at Union street and will
be released when the compressed air
escapes with the beat from a fire,

Mispec Company To Give Up
Property When Lease Fx-
pires---Have Contract With
Partington Pulp Company.

When the lease of the pulp mill at
Mispec expires on June 1st, the com-
pany will close the mill and the pulp
wood from the properties owned by the
Cutler interests at Musquash, which
has hitherto supplied the mill, will be
shipped under contract to the Par-
tington Pulp and Paper Company for
use in their mill above the falls, The
quantity the Partington Company will
handle under this arrangement will be
about 15,000,000 feet.

It is understood thst no decision
has yet been reached as to the dis-
posal of the Mispec Company’s mach-
inery now in the mill. Much of it
may be sold for junk and the more
valuable machines will probably be
transferred elsewhere.

The city paid $115,000 to acquire the
mill property and the water rights on
the Mispec. It is said that in vigw
of the effort being made to develop
the water powers in the neighborhood
of St. John that no further steps will
be taken to lease the property.
