THREE SHIPS

Revolting Brazil Sailors Put To
Sea After Murdering Officers
—Demand More Wages And
Less Work.

FEW SHOTS FIRED
IN RIO JANEIRO

London, Nov. 24.—The Brazilian
minister in London' this evening re-
ceived a cablegram from the Brazil-
ian foreign office at Rio Janeiro stat-
ing that a mutiny had occurred on
board the battleships Minas Geraes
and Sao Paolo and a scout vessel. The
foreign office expected the surrender
of the three vessels some time today.

It denied that there was any dis-
turbance in the e¢ity of Rio Janeiro
and adds that the army and the rest
of the navy are loyal. The cablegram
says that the crew of the Minas Ger-

eag mutinied for more wages and less
work and murdered the captain and
three officers, the only officers on
board at the time, last Tuesday ev-
ening.

After the fight was over, the bodies
cf the slain officers were thrown on
shore. Later the crew of the Sao Paolo
and the crew of the scout vessel which
was lying in the harbor joined the
mutineers who took full possession of
the three ships under leadership of
petty officers. The mutineers threaten-
ed to bombard Rio Janeiro and did
fire a few shots into the town. Last
night the mutinous ships left the har-
bor in order to escape torpedo boat
destroyers which had been sent out
by the government to demand the
surrender oOf the rebels,

Rio Janeiro, Nov. 24.—The mutin-
eers in the navy have sent a message
to the government offering to surren-
der. The senate has approved a pro-
position for amnesty to the rebels.
The chamber is still discussing the
matter.

The chamber of deputies closed its
meeting and adjourned until tomorrow
with the question of amnesty for the
mutineers still under discussion. It
is thought that amnesty will be grant-
ed by a small majority. The Sao
Paolo and Bahia have gone outside of
the bar, but the Minas Geraes has
taken up a position in the bay oppo-
site the government palace.

According to the “Journal” Presi-
dent Fonseca is disposed to counter-
sign the anmesty as soon as both
houses of parliament shall have voted
it. The Minas Geraes sent a radio-
graph message to Senor Fonseca say-
ing that the revolters awaited with
confldence the decision of the govern-
ment,

ALLIANCE WITH BOURASSA
_REPUDIATED BY LEADER

Liberals Dumbfounded as
Mr. Brodeur is Exposed
in Unfavorable Light--
Misrepresented Facts to
House.

Opposition as Party Have
No Collusion With Na-
tionalists--Favor Refer-
ence of Question to
Electorate.

Ottawa, Nov. 24.—The feature of
today's debate on the address was
the splendid speech of R. L. Borden,
leader of the apposition. At the con-
clusion he submitted an amendment
to Mr. Monk’s amendment on the ad-
dress. Like Mr. Monk's amendment,
Mr. Borden'’s amendment demands
that the people be consulted before
the permanent naval policy of the
country be settled. Where it passes
Mr. 'Monk’s amendment. is that it ex-
presses a firm and high sense of the
duty of Canada to bear all her just
responsibilities as a nation of the
Empire. On this point Mr. Monk’s
amendsment was silent. After doing
this the resolution censures the gov-
ernment for its omission to consult
the people.

IN HIS SPEECH MR. BORDEN
MADE IT ABSOLUTELY CLEAR
THAT HE IS NOT IN ALLIANCE
WITH THE NATIONALISTS AS THE
LIBERALS ARE DESPERATELY
BTRIVING TO MAKE OUT. HE EX.

Secondly, Mr. Borden laid down be-
fore the people of Canada his policy
on the naval issue when called to
power. The significance of this is
that the Liberals, terrified by the
proof that Sir Wilfrid Laurier has
lost his hold on Quebec—a fact to
which the frantic anger of the
French Liberals bears ample tesli-
mony—have conceived the plan of
appealing to English speaking Can-
ada as a truly loyal party; as the vic-
tims of French Canadian racial hatred
of the Empire. Just as they were
developing this line of appeal, Mr.
Borden spoke and in his address did
two things:

1.—SET BEFORE THE PEOPLE
OF CANADA A PLAIN AND INTEL-
LIGIBLE IMPERIAL POLICY.

2—PROVED THE UTTER AND
BRAZEN INSINCERITY OF THE
LIBERAL POSE.

For as an introduction to his de-
claration of his policy, Mr. Borden
gave the government the most ter-
rible thrashing on the question of
sincerity that a party has undergone
in many years. He made the govern-
ment as a whole, and Mr. Brodeur in
particular, look as foolish, as mean
and as contemptible as could possibly
be the case.

Mr. Brodeur Refuted.

Mr. Brodeur in.his speech of the
other night had produced and had
described a cartoon which he said
was circulated in Drummond-Artha-
baska. It represents Baptiste smok-
ing his pipe quietly and holding the
Union Jack with both hands.

Behind him is the Britisher, John
Bull, Baptiste has taken off his
coat and hung it on a tree, and the
Britisher says to him, “hold the flag,
Baptiste, and while you are doing that
I will take care of your coat.” And
while he is doing that the Britisher
is represented as picking his pockets.

That is the kind of cartoon, Mr,
Brodeur said, with indignation, “these
Nationalists or Conservatives are dis-
tributing in the Province of Quebec.”

Now, that cartoon, Mr. Borden said
today, had originally appeared in a
Liberal paper.

Mr. Brodeur rose and declared that
the cartoon in question had been pub-

Mr. Borden’s reply was instant and
crushing.

Liberals Dismayed.

The Conservative benches roared
their delight at their leader's body
blow, while the Ministerialists sat
absolutely dismayed

“This,” said Mr, Borden in scorn,
“ls the honorable gentleman who
says the Nationalist party started a
campalign of this kind.” That cartoon
had been published in connection
with the Dundomald incident.

“That's not the same thing ai all,”
sald Mr. Brodeur, feebly, too stunned
even to keep silent .“The Nationalists
had sald that the Liberals were rob-
bing the country.”

“It 18 all very well,” retorted Mr.
Borden, “'to represent the Congerysh |
tives and thely leader #s wanting to’
rule the people in the interest of
BEngland.it is wrong to represent the Li-
berals as dcing that. The hon. min-
ister denounces the cartoon when ug-
ed against him. He is perfectly willing
that it should be used for him.”

And finally there came the one last
grand touch, THE ACTUAL COPY OF
THE CARTOON, WHICH MR. BRO-
DEUR HAD HELD IN HIS HAND
WHEN DENOUNCING IT, BORE ON
ITS FACE THE STATEMENT THAT
IT WAS COPIED FROM LE CANADA
MR. BRODEUR HAD CONCEALED
THIS FROM THE HOUSE.

Repudiates Aillance.

The ministerialists were sitting dis-
comfited, the (‘onservatives were
cheering with delight, when Mr. Bor-
den came to discuss his relations with
the Nationalists. It had pleased the
Nationalists in Quebee, he said, to de-
clare that the Conservative party in
Canada was in alliance with Sir Wil-
frid Laurier on the naval question.
He had been denounced beyond mea-
sure by Nationalist speakers on all
their platforms in Quebec. He did not
complain, he had taken his stand, and
was open to attack by those who did
not agree with him.

It also had pleased sundry ILiberal
speakers and Liberal newspapers to
declare that the Conservatives were
in alliance with the Nationalists. “We
are net in alliance with the govern-
ment on this question,” he declared.
“So far as our policy is concerned, we
differ from it. If it brings down any-
thing which is in accordance with our
policy we will support it.

“WE ARE NOT IN ALLIANCE
WITH THE NATIONALISTS, he went
on, “WE HAVE BEEN DENOUNCED
BY THEM. WE WILL RETRACT NO
PART OF OUR POLICY, WHETHER
NATIO NALIST OR LIBERAL
AGREES OR DISAGREES, WE WILL
NOT BE SWERVED FROM OUR
COURSE BY ANY STATEMENT
THAT WE ARE IN ALLIANCE WITH
ANY PARTY.”

Was Not Advised.

Mr. Borden then read Mr. Monk's
amendment. In doing so, he made it
clear that he had not known in ad-
vance what form it was to take. He
agreed with Mr. Monk’s amendment,
he said, so far as it went. But it
dealt with only one aspect of the case.

In Greatest Speech of
Career, Conservative
Chieftain Effectually
Answers Criticism Amid
Great Enthusiasm.

Not Satisfied With Mr.
Monk’s Resolution,
Amendment is Offered
Expressive of Canada’s
Responsibility.

Then Mr. Borden, in a few words,
laid down his own policy. There was
first the matter of naval control, He
could not see that it was possible to
maintain the naval supremacy of the
Empire by means of a series of dis-
united navies. = IF CANADA ONCE
MADE UP HER MIND THAT SHE
WAS TO HELP TO MAINTAIN THAT
NAVAL SUPREMACY, IT WAS
CLEAR THAT THAT NAVAL SUP.
REMACY COULD BE UPHELD ON-
LY BY ONE GREAT NAVAL FORCE
UNDER ONE CENTRAL CONTROL.

If a Conservative government found
itself in power it would take steps to
consult with the British government
and ascertain whetherfthe conditions
then existing, were or were not so
grave as to require immediate and ef-
fective ald. If the circumstances did
require such aid, it would be given, If
Parliament refused it, he would ap-
peal to the people on the question.

Then as to permanent policy. This
involyed large and wide considera-
tions. “If Canada and the other Dom.
infons,” he continued, “are to take
part-as nations in this Empive, in de-
fence of the Empirve 98 & whole, shall
it be that we, contributing to the de-
fence of the whole Empire, shall have
absolutely no volce whateyer Ifi the
councils of the whole Empire with re-
gard to the conditions of peace and
war throughout the Empire?

Must Have Voice.

“I do not think that would be a tol-
€rable condition.
the people of Canada would fof one
momernt submit to such a condition.

“Would the members of this House,
representative men, representing
constituencies from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, submit to a
condition whereby not one of them
would have the same voice with re-
gard fo these Imperial issues as the
humblest taxpayer in the British Isles
has at this moment? The pérmanent
policy would have to be worked out.
Then, when the permanent policy had
been worked out, it would be the right
of any government to give to the peo-
ple an opportunity to give their man-
date."”

He was not particularly satisfied
with the wording of Mr. Monk's am-
endment, though he was in sympathy
with its object; and so he moved his
own amendment to the amendment.

Mr. Perley’s Denial.

When the orders of the day were
called, Mr. Perley, chief whip of the
Conservative party drew attention to
an insinuation made by the Minister
of Marine that he had contributed to
the campaign funds of the Nationa-
lists. He denied absolutely, unequiv-
ocally, that he had directly or indirect-
1y had anything to do with the by-
election in Drummond and Arthabas-
ka. He knew of no one of his ac-
quaintances living in this vicinity
who had had anything to do with it.

Mr. Nantel drew Mr, Brodeur's at-
tenton to the repeated assertions in
the English press that a 5,000 ton
cruiser of the Bristol class has been
ordered for Canada.

Mr. Brodeur said that the policy of
the Government would be to call for
tenders for ships to be built in Can-
ada. He did not directly deny the
statement.

Before Mr. Borden spoke Dr. Paquet

DREXEL FALS TO
RETURN AFTER FLIGHT

Latest Holder Of Altitude Re-

cord Lost Near Philadelphia]-

—~Grahame White Takes Up
Signal Officer.

Philadelphia, Nov. 24.—J. Armstrong
Drexel today tried to fly back to
Phl\.uh-lpllm in a Beélriot monoplane
from Oreland, Pa., where he landed,
yesterday after his world altitude
record breaking flight, but he got lost
and was forced to land at Trenton
Junction, four miles from Trenton, N.
J. Oreland is about 13 miles from
Philadelphia, but Drexel in his flight
of one hour and ten minutes today
travelled 20 miles. Mr: Drexel landed
because of a shortage of gasoline.
He said that he mistook the Dele
ware River for the Schuykill and
travelled north instead of south.

Claude Grahame-White, and several
thousand persons were awaiting Mr,
Drexel at Point Breeze and when word
which proved to be untrue, was re-
ceived that the former was coming
down the river, Mr. White arose in
one of his machines and sailed up the
river to meet him, but returned alone
to hear of Mr. Drexel's landing.

Mr. White gave several exhibition
flights today, and on one of his trips,
took aloft for ten minutes, General
James Allen, chief signal officer of
the United States army. General
Allen was taken around the field
several times at a height of several
hundred feet, and he was so much at
ease that he was taken for a trip
over the Philadelphia navy vyard,
which is about a mile from Point
Breeze.

MADERD ASSUMES
PRESIDENCY TITLE

“I have assumed the character of
provisional president of the United
States. of Mexico with the power and
requisite faculties of making war up-
on the usurpatory government of Gen.
Diaz,” the document states, “as soon
as the capital of the republic and
more than one-half of the states of
the federation shall be in the power
of the fo of the people, the pro-
visional president will convecate to
extracrdinary general elections to be
held one month later and he shall
turn over his powers to the president-
elect”

“On the 20th of Nov. from 6 o'clock
®. m. on all the citizens of the re-
pubiic will take up arms to thrust
from power the authorities governing
it now. Attention is also called of ev-
ery Mexican of the duty to respect per-
sons as well as property of foreigners.
One of the first acts of the provision-
al government shall be to set at liber-
ty all political prisoners.

The new authorities shall dispose
of all monies found in the public of-
fices in order to provide for the or-
dinary expenses of the administration
and for the cost of war keeping ac-
count with the greatest scrupulosity.
When such funds are not sufficient
for military outlays, voluntary . or
forced loans shall be resorted to, but
the latter only from citizens or from
national institutions.

Reys Not In It.

Nov. 24.—General Bernardo

eyes, the Mexican soldier, who came
to Paris some time ago on a military
mission for the Mexican government,
denjed today the report that he in-
tends to return to Mexico; to take a
hand in the revolution, To a represen?-
ative of the Associated Préss, General
Reyes expressed the opinion that Pre.
stdent Diaz whom he described as a
great patriot, would succeed in restor-
ing order and afterward adopt effect-
ive measures to allay the present pop-
ular discontent in Mexico, General
Reyes decined to go into details re-
garding the causes which led up to
the present condition of affairs in
his country, but expressed the belief
that thé unrest could not be consid-
ered as serious and would not last
long.

Of Francisco Madero, leader of the
revolutionists in  Mexico, General
Reyes said, “Madero lacks experience.
He has had no public ¢career which
Wwould  make him formidable. Should
some man with greater, prestige and
a popular following and especially a
man of influence with the army ap-
pear behind him, the situation might
possibly become grave.

Miguel E. Diebold, with headquarters
in this city, received official advices
today which eay that quiet has been

restored at. all points save one
throughout the country,
The exception cited i what is

known as the Guerrero district in the
State of Chiuahua. In that section
200 revolutionists are still making at-
tacks on small villages. The consul
asserts they are not “revolutionists,”
but bandits who are using the upris-
ing as a pretext to rob and pillage.
The Mexican government still main-
tains a cordon of troops along the
border. On the American side of the
river troops are on guard from
Brownsville to Delrio, and according
to information this stretch of terri-
tory has been quiet all day.
