ILLWSTRATED EMPIRE LECTURES

It is of interest to note that the Col-
onial Office is responsible for a move-
ment under which the rising genera-
tion in the United Kingdom, the Over-
seas Dominions and the Colonies will
be given a new and wider knowledge
of the Empire. It has been recently
announced that the Visual Instruction
Committee, which is under the control
of the Colonial Office, has made ar-
rangements to lénd, at the nominal
charge of ten shillings per set of six-
ty, slides that are being issued in con-
nection with a big geographical
scheme for inculcating this knowledge
by means of pictures. The work of the
committee is to provide, through the
medium of lectures illustrated by lan-
tern slides, the means of giving to the
people of the United Kingdom and of
the Overseas Dominions and Colonies
a8 vivid and accurate knowledge as
possible of the geography, the social
life, and the economic possibilities of
component parts of the British Em-
pire. The special object of the commit-
tee is to present this knowledge in
such a form that it will prove attrac-
tive and interesting to the rising gen-
eration; and, accordingly, the lec-
tures have been and are being pre-
pared with a special view to their use
in schools.

To accomplish the purpose in view
thousands of pictures, among which are
about two hundred original paintings,
have been prepared, a well known ar-
tist having been engaged by the com-
mittee to paint and photograph with-
in the Colonial areas. A series of six
lecturers’ handbooks are also being
provided linking up these pictures in
their réspective series. The first three

l already d, dealt with
“India,” “The Sea Road to the East,”
(British Possessions in the Mediter-
ranean), and “Australasia.” The
fourth of the series has just been is-
sued and deals with “From Canada to
Newfoundland.” This book contains
seven lectures, prepared for the com-
mittee and is reported to be full of
interesting and informative matter. A
set of about sixty slides accompanies
each lecture. .Forthcoming vojumes

in the Overseas Dominions and Col-
onies. It is noteworthy that English
schools, especially the pub}ic schools,
are showing great enthusiasm for the
idea, and that the lantern slides and
lectures will before the end of this
vear be doing missionary work for the
Empire throughout the length and
breadth of the United Kingdom.

The whole enterprise has cost the
committee, of which Lord Meath is the
chairman, over £2,000. It should be
mentioned that in order to cnable the
committee to provide these illustrated
Empire lectures a fund was raised and

PROTECTION OF CHILDREN IN
CANADA.

The test of a country’s civilzation
is to be found in the treatment accord-
ed its children. Judged by this stand-

fard Canada, and the Province of On-

tario, in particular, ranks high. Over
twenty vears ago the Ontario Legis-
lature enacted a Children's Charter
that has since been copied by all the
other Provinces, by many of the ad-
Joining States and in some of its im-
portant features by Great Britain and
foreign countries. In fact it paved
the way for the large and ever-increas-
ing interest now being taken in social
and child-welfare.

The following are the chief objects
of the Society:—

1-—The betterment of children in their
own homes,

2—Their removal when necessary to
ensure a chance of becoming good
citizens.

3—The endeavour to assist every child
to find fair treatment, wholesome
surroundings and good moral in.
fluences.

4—The finding of eligible foster homes
for all children made wards of the
society.

5—~Careful supervision without undue
interference after being placed in
foster homes.

6—Receiving and inquiring into com-
plaints of neglect or ill treatment
of children.

In Ontario there is a head office In
the Parliament Buildings under the
direction of Mr. J. J. Kelso, which fur-
nishes information and encourage-
ment to the Children's Aid Societies
organized in the various cities and
counties. Over ten thousand children
have been placed in foster homes In
the past twenty years, and in addi-
tion to the direct benefit conferred on
the children, the public funds have
been saved to the extent of at least
one million dollars in the lessened ex.
pense for the maintenance of this
class.

B —

A NEW CITY CHARTER.

Many varieties of improved city gov.
ernments are still being tried in the
United States. Dayton, Ohio, for in-
stance, recently sanctioned what is
claimed to be a decidedly new type of
municipal government. The charter
new adopted provides for the short
non-partisan ballot, a city manager
and a small commission of five mem-
bers for purely legislative purposes.
They will also employ the city manag-
er, who is responsible for the five de-
partments of administration. The
heads of each of these departments
will be appointed by the city manager,
but all subordinate official posts will
be filled under the conditions Imposed
by the regulations of the civil service.

This new Dayton charter is bellev-
ed to be unique in its creation of a
department of social welfare, which,
in addition to supervising the depart-
ments of health, parks and play-
grotinds, is authorized to enquire into
the causes of poverty and disease in
the city, and to make recommenda-
tions to the legislative commission.
Further innovations include the pre-
paration of a scientific budget and a
modern accounting system, the ap
pointment of a purchasing agent, the
standardization of city supplies, the
keeping of time and service, and many
other reforms. The Dayton charter
is the result of careful considération
of other municipal systems and comes
into effect next New Year's Day.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

THE VICTORIA RAILWAY BRIDGE.
“One of the most extraordinary

‘| works ever erected by man’-to quote

the opinion of a famous American
engineer of the time—was opened
fifty-three years ago today, when the
Victoria railway bridge across the
St, Lawrence at Montreal was form-
ally dedicated by the late King Ed-
ward, when Prince of Wales. The
tubular iron bridge, which was once
of the world's wonders, was built by
James Hodges, under the superintend.
ence of Robert Stephenson, and A, M.
Ross, engineers. Oonstruction was
commenced on May 24, 1854. Early
in the following year the bridge struc-
ture was much injured by floating ice,
but the stonework was uninjured.
The completion of the Grand Trunk's
great bridge was widely commented
on by the press of both America and
Europe, and the London papers point-
ed out that it was “seven times longer
than Waterloo bridge, and ten times
longer than the new Chelsea bridge.”

BIENVILLE LE MOINE.

The City of New Orleans was found.
ed 195 years ago today by Bienville,
one of the eleven sons of Charles Le
Moine, the founder of the Canadian
branch of the famous French-Scottish
family. Bienville was born in Mont-
real, where his father was command-
er, in 1680, and with his brother,
Iberville founded the French empire
along the Gulf of Mexico and the
lm\'erpl\!ississippL

Y FIRST THINGS

THE COMEDIE FRANCAISE.

The first performance of the Come-
die Francaise, the famous national
theatre of Paris, was given 233 years
ago tonight. At the death of Moliere,
in 1673, his company of actors at the

Palais Royal separated into two
bodies, The fusion of these formed
the French National Theatre, or

Comedie Francaise, founded by a de-
cree of Louis XIV. The monarch and
courtiers attended the first perform-
ance on August 25, 1680, and the ac-
tors, fifteen men and twelve women,
the best of their time, were heartily
applauded.

The king continued his patronage
until his latter years, when the thea-
tre was much' depressed, but it was
revived by Louis XV. In 1799, owlng
to the overthrow of the monarchy,
it went out of existence, but in 1803
it was restored, and under Napoleon's
patronage it again became a true
national theatre. In 1880 the republic
held a great celebration of the bi-
centenary of the establishment of the
celebrated playhouse and home of
French dramatic art,

THE HUMAN PROCESSION

AN EMINENT JEWISH SCH"LAR.

The Rev. Dr. Moses kHyamson, one
of the most eminent of orthodox Jew-
ish rabbis and scholars, was born in
Suwalk, Russia, just half a century
ago today. For nearly fifteen years
he .has been senior dayan, or chief
judge, of the ecclesiastical court of
the United Synagogue of London, but
he recently accepted a call to become
rabbi for life of the Congregation
Orach Chalm, in New York. Dr. Hy-
amson was a candidate for the office
of chiel rabbi of Great Britain, but
the choice fell on the Rev. Dr. Joseph
H. Hertz, of New York, and now Dr.
Hyamson will succeed Dr, Hertz as
pastor of Orach Chaim in the Ameri-
can metropolis,. Dr. Hyamson was
acting chief rabbi of Great Britain
during the period of twenty months
between the death of Dr. Alder and
the election of the New York rabbi
as his successor.

Like so many other Hebrews, Dr.
Hyamson's parents were subjected to
persecution in Russia and fled to Eng-
land. The young Russian Jew found
England a land of opportunity, and,
by dint of hard work,®secured an edu-
cation at the Jews' College and the
University College, of London. For
a decade he served congregations in
Swansea, Wales, and Bristol, Eng-
land, and then he returned to London,
where he was pastor of Dalston syna-
gogue in Poets’ Road. He founded a
number of Jewish charitable move-
ments in the metropolis, and also be-
came a member of the Beth Bin, or
ecclesiastical court, to which cases
were often referred by British law
courts for authoritative decision.

Many of the duties of chief rabbi
fell on his shoulders during the de-
clining years of Dr. Adler, and he
also wrote many volumes of essays
and devotional works, which spread
his fame throughout the Jewish world.
Congregation Orach Chaim, of New
York, of which he has been elected
rabbi for life, is probably the most
strictly orthodox Jewish congregation
in America. Its members, mostly
wealthy business men, live up to the
strictest requirements of the Hebrew
law, and close their places of business
on the Jewish Sabbath, although such
a course naturally entails a consid-
erable financial loss.

On this journey
be was taken prisoner by the inhabi-
tants and .condemned to death. His ex-
fecution, ‘however, having been post-
‘poned for some days, in order that
#hey might torture him, he succeeded
‘in making good his escape. but not
without carrying with him the scars
of 22 wounds and other horrible evi-
dencé of the excruciating tortures to
which he had been subjected,

Then. in 1900 he accompanied the al.
lied troops to Pekin at the time of the
Boxer massacres and the following
vear he rode from Russia to Calcutta,
through Persia, Afghanistan and Belu-

Africa at its widest part,

In his recent journey :across South
America he encountered almost insu-
perable obstacles. Upon his arrival
at Goyas, where he had hoped to se-
curg some 30 men, he was regarded
wit® universal hostility and after par-
leying with the natives for 14 days
he was able to induce only 2 men to
Join him. The governor, however,
came to his rescue and provided him
with 6 men, intimating to him that
théy were all criminals, and starting
out with them, he soon discovered to
his cost that this particular governor
was a most truthful man. In a few
days:about half of these men deserted
him, . stealing large quantities of am-
munition and supplies. Time and
again the men who had remained
with him proved traitorous. Like La
Balle, the discoverer of the Mississip
pil who was treacherously shot by one
of*his men, this man narrowly escap-
&d being murdered ang on another oc-
¢asion his men cast into the river the
bulk of the food supplies in order to
compel him to turn back. He encoun-
tered- dangers in the forests and on
the cataracts of unknown rivers and
he writes that for many long miles
the country through which he was
compelled to pass was infested with

,swarms of insects, a terrible species
{of ants.

These sauba ants are the most de-
structive known to the students of
natural history and one night they en-
‘tirely destroyed his boots. For 16 days
he, with his two remaining men, bat-
‘tled onward through- the wilderness,
barefooted and without food.
