ITALY

Rome, via Paris, Aug. 29—The
following official statement from
the general headquarters of the
Italian army, dated August 29, was
made public tonight:

GRR SERVICE OVER
NEW BRIDGE DELAYED

Western approach said to
be now unsafe for car traf-
fie.

Street railway officials say there are
difficulties about establishing a safe
and satisfactory car service by the
new bridge at the falls. Most vimporl-
ant of these is said to be the curve
of the approach on the west side. This

curve, made to give the shortest pos-
sible connection between the new
bridge and the highway, is, in their
opinion, too sharp for safety. At pres
ent a connection of the tracks on the
west side with those on the bridge is
impossible ecause the southern
anchorage iirectly in the way of the
tracks, whilc the cables running to
the northern anchorage are too low

to permit of a car pasging under them.

Until southern anchorage and north-
ern cables of the suspension bridge
are taken awa, a west side connection
of the two systems is, the street car
officials sa impossible. When the
way for the connection is open there
will remain the question of the short,
sharp curve, which the railway people
insist is ingerous. According to
their judgm the approach should
have started back of the northern
anchorage instead of in front of it.
They say that before cars are used it
would be betier to have the road
straightened cither by constructing
a new retai 2 wall or by filling in
to give a more direct and safer ap-
proach. Without this change they are

decidedly acziinst a bridge service.

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Archdeacon Dewdney
speaks of his work in the
West — Occupied former
pulpit yesterday.

Ven. Archdeacon Dewdney, Arch-
deacon of Prince Albert, Saskatche-
wan, preached in St. James' church,
both morning and evening, yesterday.
He was formerly rector of that church
and throughout the day was very busy
shaking hands with old friends and
parishioners who one and all were
delighted to see him again. At the
evening service, when the Archdeacon
took as the text of his sermon Mat-
thew xi—28-30, special music was pro-
vided under direction of Dudley Robil-
lard, organist and choir master. Mrs
Southouse sang a solo, “A Dream of
Paradise.” Simper's evening choral
service was used.

In speaking to a reporter after the
evening service, Archdeacon Dewdney
referred entertainingly to some of the
features of the work in his diocese.
His duties include the supervision and
organization of the activitjes of the
Apglican Church amongst the white
settlers. As giving some idea what
this means it may be stated that he
has in his district between 300 and
400 missionary congregations to keep
in touch with. This fleld covers some-
where in the vicinity of 75,000 square
miles, or an area measuring about 500
by 150 miles. His diocese includes,
besides the northern half of Saskatch-
ewan, parts of Manitoba and Alberta.

Two great difficulties with which he
has to contend with are financial mat-
ters, as affecting the welfare of the
church, and the extra work brought
about during the past few months by
the loss of many of the clergy and
divinity students who have gone to the
war. This latter incident means much
extra labor and increased anxiety, he
sald. The difficulty of reaching the
people so as to be of real use is in-
creased, he remarked, by reason of
the presence of so many of the for-
eign element, who are not easily won
over to such conditions as are ap-
proved in ‘Canada. Much good has
been and is being done, however, he

said, as the result of earnest effort
among all sections of the clergy.
Archdeacon Dewdney is visiting

various parts of Eastern (anada and
is on his way to Toronto where he ex-

pects to be present at the General
Synod of the Anglican Church on Sep-
tember 15.
