Ottawa, July 17—The sensation of
the hour at Ottawa is the abolition of
thé Ross rifile as the war weapon of
the Canadian troops and the substitu-
tion of the British rifie.

Whether the new rifle is to be nam-
ed the Lee-Enfield or simply the En-
field is not yet definitely known, but
probably it will be officially referred
to as the Enfield. Two changes men-
tioned by Sir Sam Hughes are that
it has “a straight pull,” and that the
sights are finer and more accurate, It
is shorter than the Ross.

Several million dollars have been
spent upon the Ross rifle by both gov-
ernments, and it has been subjected to
a great deal of criticism, However,
it has also had just as strong support-
ers as critics. It was introduced as
the Canadian arm by Sir Frederick
Borden, and although the Conserva-
tive opposition fought it strongly at
the time, it found a warm supporter
in Gen. Hughes, who was the leading
military critic of the Conservatives.
Since the Canadian troops went to the
front the Ross rifie has been vigorous-
1y condemned and by no less an auth-
ority than General Alderson, com-
mander of the Canadian forces. How-
ever, General Hughes intimated that
the rifie had been improved and that
defects in the ammunition which had
caused the rifile to Jam, had been re-
moved. Since the war began the out-

put of the Ross factory at Quebec has |

been very much “ increased. The
gauges and specifications of the new
rifie are on their way, The old Roas
rifies which will be called in will be
remodelled according to the new speci-
fications.

The announcement that the Ross
rifie had been abandoned came as a
complete surprise. It was thought it
would continue to be the arm of the
Canadian militia. However, the im-
provement in the Lee-Enfield, the in-
troduction of Ross rifle features and
the desire to have a uniform weapon
for the Empire, have made the general
adoption of the new weapon necessary.
While the barrel of the rifle will be
shorter the bayonet will not be longer.
Modern trench warfare has made the
short rifie more convenient, and is,
generally speaking, only used in close
work.

Its Disbursement.

M. P. Fennell, Honorary Secretary of the Organization, ar
rived in City Yesterday and will Attend Meeting this
Afternoon—What the Fund Aims to do and Manner of

The honorary secretary of the Bri.
tish Sailors’ Rélief Fund, M. P. Fen-
nell, Jr., arrived in the city yesterday
at noon, He is visiting the Maritime
Provinces in the interests of the fund
and will remain in the city until to
night when he will take the Halifax
train and forward the cause in the sis-
ter city, thence proceeding to Sydney,
C. B, Prince Edward Island, and then
to Moncton and Montreal at which
city is the general office of the fund.
He will afterwards proceed west as
far as Victoria, B. C.

In an interview yesterday at the
Board of Trade rooms Mr. Fennell
gave some particularly interesting de-
tails concerning the objects of the
fund, and expressed the hope that at
a meeting which has been arranged for
this afterncon at the board rooms
there would be a good attendance of
the local executive of the fund and of
those Interested in the splendid work
being undertaken to mark the appre-
ciation of Canada for the éffective
work that the British sailors, both in
the navy and in the mercantile marine,
have done and are doing for the Em-
pire.

It is expected that there will be a
large gathering at this aftprnoon's
meeting and arrangements have been
made by the secretary of the Board
of Trade to accommodate as many as
possible,

Mr. Fennell stated yesterday that
already Montreal has come forward
with the gemnerous contribution - of
$76,000; this amount having been con-
tributed within a week. He said he
was glad to receive an invitation to
St. John on behalf of the fund as a
first effort in the Maritime Provinces
to forward the objects in view. Mr.
Fennell said yesterday:

“The destination of the moneys be-
ing collected for the ‘British Sailors’
Relief Fund’ 18 not the Royal Navy
alone, but also the mercantile marine
and the reason is obvious. The mer-
chant service has performed work of
incalculable value to the Empire.
Some two thousand vessels of the
smaller sort have been employed up-
on patrol work, minesweeping, and
other hazardous duties, Between this
clan of vessels and the clan of larger
ones, commandeered as transports,
possibly fifty per cent of Britain's
mercantile marine has become auxil-
jary to the Royal Navy. The men en-
gaged are entitled to our gratitude
and our care for their interests, in tha
same measure as are the men of the
Royal Navy. It is proposed, therefore,
that the money now being collected
shall be divided between the two, The

Chief Recruiting Officer for N. B.

portion Qe\-oml to the Royal Navy

will be given through the Admiralty,
to asylums for the widows and chil-
dren of the sallors, while the remain-
der will be entrusted to a London com-
mittee to be devoted by them to those
institutions which care for aged and
disabled sailors, and the dependents
of those who have died in the mer
chant service,

“Most of the work of the navy fs,
in the popular notion, done by ‘big
battleships'—or, at least, by ecruisers
—constantly protecting us by a proud
show of grey steel, like a wall round
our coasts, but little is known or real-
ized of the amazing effort involved
in the subordinate and preparatory
labor of the smaller craft. The hum-
blest of men are alert on these smal-
ler boats. In one town alone 800 trawl-
ers, with their anti-submarine applian-
ces have been locally fitted out, as
well as 420 of the sister type of drift-
ers. It is owing to this clearance of
the seas that it has been possible for
21,000 ships to pass safely on thelr

trading errands on the smooth but
treacherous water,
“The ‘British Sailors’ Relief Fund’

has been organized to give Canadians
an opportunity to express their appre-
ciation of this great service in a prac-
tical and tangible way. The general
committee has not fixed upon any ex-
act sum to be raised, believing that
the amount can be safely left to the
generosity of the public. It ought not
to be less than half a million, judg-
ing by what has been done for other
funds and if we express our true feel-
Ings towards the sailor and his family,
we should not fall short of the million
mark.”

The mayor will preside at this after-
noon’s meeting and many prominent
citizens are expected to be present.
