Dismisses All His Committees and Files

Account

Declares Against Big Expenditures in Elections—Warns All
Violators of the Laws to Beware of His Coming Into
Power in Massachusetts as Prison Will Be Their Home.

Boston, Oect. 15—District Attorney
Moran, who was nominated for Governor
by the Democrats and prohibition parties,
and independence league, tonight issued a
statement addressed to the three parties,
in which he announced that he proposed
to conduct his campaign in his own way
end would not be held responsible for the
wtterances of any of the speakers attached
to the thre onganizations. Mr. Moran
also outlined his policy regarding cam-
paign contributions.

His statement in pant is as follews: “No
campaign funds should be accepted from
grafters, from corporations, their agents
or attorneys, from stock brokers, from
horse racers or pool sellers, from brewer-

ies, liquor distilleries, pr liquor dealers, or |ed

from any person or combination of per-
pons, liable to have a personal interest in
legislation.

“It has been shown to me that by mak-
ing confidential statements as to my public
policies when selected, that from fifty to
$100,000 would be raised by these various
interests for this campaign.

“My answer was that I would stand by
my record as an enforcer of the law
against great and small and by my pledges
to the people as embodied in my platform
of principles published last July.

“In consequence I find myself opposed
by this powerful combination of interests.

“I will be neifher the vacillating tool of
nor the willing accomplice of criminals or
corporations.

“I will not be what my opponent is al-
leged to be, blind to the offences of the
one aud attached to the principles of the
other.

“The police officials, their appointing
superiors, the district at‘orneys will all be
held criminally responsible by me under
the Jaw for their acquiescence in the com-

mital of erime in their respective localities.

“The gambling fraternity, the grafting
combinations, and other violators of larvs
may own these servants of the public now,
but ‘that ownership will terminate in Jan-
nuary or they will hold their future con-
ferences inside of the jail doors.

“Ten thousand dollars, instead of $75,000
or $100,000, is a reasonable sum to be ex-
pended by any political party in the state
for the punpose of expounding its princi-
ples and properly presenting them o the
people

“I am opposed to the expenditure by
any political party of more than that sum
and I ant in favor of the enactment of a
law nfaking it ‘oriminal and depriving the
candidate elect of the office thereby secur-

*“Zach of the three above mentioned po-
hitical parties must conduct its campaign
for its own candidates in its own way, sub-
ject, however, to the provisions of law and
subject tho such restrictions as I have above
set forth.

“I will decept no office to which I may
be elected by means disapproved by me.

“The nomination campaign committee,
consisting of John P. Feeney, Granville 8.
MacFailand and Alonzo D. Moran, having
faithfully and successfully performed the
duties for which it was organized, is to
wind up its affairs, file the account pro-
vided by law and cease to exist.

““I have no further use for campaign
committees nor press agents.

“From this date to election day I will
manage the petsonal end of my campajgn
without advice or assistance from any
man. I realize the obligations I owe to
the citizens who nominated me, and I will
meét them as well as I am able to do so.
But I also realize that there is less plea-
sure in being a dead governor than in be-
ing a live district attorney.”

OVER SPILT TEA

Former Lunenburg Couvle|
Both Dead as Result of
Frenzied Man

SHOT HIS WIFE TWICE

Henry A. Smith Then Ended His Own
Career With a Bullet—Aggravated
by Upsetting of Cup at Tea Table
Liquor-Crazed Husband Commit-
ted His Terrible Deed.

Pitchburg, Mass., Ozt. 15~In a fit of
ugliness aggravated by the accidental up-
setting of a cup of tea at the supper table
tcnight, Henry A. Smith, aged thinty-
seven years, driver of a coal team, shot hjs
wife Harttie, fatally, and, after firing an in-
effective shot at a boarder, ended his own
life by shooting a. buillet into his right tem-
ple.

One of the bullets struck Mrs. Smith in
the jaw, and as she aaised her arm a sec-
ond crashed into her side. She died twenly
minutes aftenwards. The family were at
the tea table and when Smith jumped up
and began shooting, his little ten-year-old
son, Harmry, a niece named Alice Bmith,
and a boarder, Arthur Harding, rushed
from the room. Snrith sent a third bullet
after Harding, but missed him. The
fourth he used to end his own life, and
when the weapon was found thgre was
still an unexploded cantridge in it.

Smith had been drinking heavily for
several days.and had frequently quarreled
with his wife over trivial affairs. Last
might he chased her about the house with
an axe in his hand and she was obliged to
seek refuge at the house of her sister-in-
law, whose mame is also Mrs. Hattie
Smith. Mrs. Smith was employed in a
shint faotory dwing the day, and tonight
she arrived home at the usual time, short-
ly after 6 o'clock. Her husband came in
a few minutes later and half an hour after
the family, including the tiwvo children and
the boander, sat down to the tea table. .

According to Harding, Smith was very
irritable and quarreled continually with
his wife, who seldom answered him.

Shot His Wife Twice.
At the supper table somecone overturned

a wup of tea and this seemed to provoke

Smith almost to madness, for he jumped
up, drew a revolver from his pocket and
fired, twice at his wife,

The family live at 32 Summer street,
while Smith’s &ister, Mrs. Hattie Smith,
lives a short distance away at No. 32 Win-
ter street. Before anyome in the neigh-
borhood realized +what ~had occurred,
Smith left the house and went to that of
his sister. Going up into one of the cham- |,
bers, he sat down before a looking glass |
and ended his life.

When the neighbors rushed into the
Smith house they found the unfortunate
woman standing beside the sink, bleeding
profusely from her wounded jaw. She
'weakened rapidly and died a few minutes
after being placed upon a lounge.

It was not known that she had been shot
in the side until medical examiner H. P.
Lyons and two physicians had been called.

The friends of the family tonight stated
after the tragedy that the family had not
been a happy one, owing to the habits of
the father, and the quarrels, especially
during the past week or two had been
quite frequent. Mrs. Smith was highly

The family had lived her some years, but
came originally from Lunenburg. Medi-
cal examiner Lyons viewed the bodies and

then turned them over to a local under-
taker.

INQUIRY NOW
INTO SUN LI

Insurance Company Had Capi-
tal ot $500,000, But Only
$62,500 Paid Up

ISSUED MORE STOCK

Shareholders Were Only Called On to
Pay 121-2 Per Cent—President and
Managing Director Tell of Disagree-
ment With Department of Justice
Over Investments.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Montreal, Oct. 15.—Profit distribution
and the general business methods of the
Sun Life Assurance Company were ex-
plained today before the insurance com-
mission by Robert Macaulay,president and
managing director of the company, and
R. B. Macaulay, also of the Sun Life Com-
pany, the latter being sworn in the af-
ternoon so that he might give his evi-
dence at the same time as Robertson Ma-
caulay, the testimony of one being some-
times required to supplemient and explain
that of the other.

The evidence given was along business
lines and showed no unusual development,
the inquiry being oconfined - to general
ideas. In only one instance did the in-
vestigating ocounsel delve into specific
matters, that being relative to the meth-
ods of the distribution of the surplus em-
ployed by this company.

Asked by Mr. Shepley as to the com-
pany’s investments, Mr. Macaulay said
that they had invested in bank stocks
and those of chartered companies. He did
not consider that the company was re-
stricted to deal alone in shares of com-
panies in this province, but that they
were privileged to make thiose investe
ments wherever suitable.

Mr. Macaulay told Mr. Shepley that
there had been disagreements between his
company and the department of justice
relative to the interpretation of the in-
surance act. These disagreements prin-
cipally related to the power of the com-
pany in making investments. Witness
said that unless agreeing with the depart-
ment ruling, the company did not feel
bound to abide by decisions of the de-
partment. These differences had been set
forth in correspondence carried on be-
tween the company and the department
but no further action had been taken in
this matter.

Paid Up Capital Small.

After discussing the insurance act, Mr.
Shepley began a series of questions, seek-

'| ing to learn how the capitalization of the

company had been carried on. Mr. Ma-
caulay ‘explained. that the original issue
of stock had been $500,000,0f which amount
subscribed, 12 1-2 per cent was paid up.
Asked if this was not a small amount,
Mr. Macaulay replied that it was a suffi-
cient to carry the business, and as no
further amount was needed there was no
reason to make a further call upon the
ghareholders. The amount paid up had
proven sufficient for the needs of busi-
ness, and operations had been successfully
carried upon the paid up capital of $62,-
500. Mr. Macaulay added that he was op-
posed to making further demands upon
the subscribers. This capital proved suffi-
cient until 1897. .In that year the com-
pany considered it advisable to seek busi-
ness in the.state of New York. It was
found that they could not do so unless
there was a paid up capital of $100,000.
To teach this amount it was decided to
issue new stock. Mr. Macaulay explained
the issue of nmew stock to bring the paid
up capital to the amount desired by New
York. New shares were issued to the
number of 2,000. These were sold at $45
a share, representing fifteen per cent paid

amount realized from the sale was $90,000,
of which amount $30,000 went to capital

ONTARIO BANK

ALWAYS SHAKY

Such is the Statement of Man Who
Completed the Ruin

Declares His Speculations Were for the Purpose of Bolster-
ing Up Its Financial Condition, and That the Directors
Gave Him No Help—Admits Making False Statements in
Order to Keep Up Its Credit.

(8pecial to The Telegraph.)

Toronto, Oct. 15.—A million and a half
of gold reached Toronto this morning
from New York. It was consigned to the
Bank of Montreal to be used by them to
meet any emergency occasioned by the
Ontario bank collapse.

Among Bank of Montreal officials there
is a feeling of considerable resentment
against other banks because of the ac-
tivity of the latter in endeavoring to gain
advantage through the situation.

“They were anxious enough that the
Bank of Montreal should come in and save
them from financial crisis,” said one of
the high officials this morning. “It may
be hard to believe that the Bank of Mon-
treal should take this step from purely
disinterested motives, and the bank, of
course, is looking after itself, but a phil-
antropic desire to save the crash had
a great deal to do with the Bank of Mon-
treal stepping in as quickly as it did.

“Now these other institutions which
were &0 anxious for the Bank of Mon-
treal to come in are after every Ontario
bank man who is worth while and every
Ontario Bank account that is profitable.
They seem to be doing everything in their
power in that way to embarrass us.”

Withdrawals Small.

The same official said that for the present
at least,every former branch of the Ontario
Bank would be maintained as a branch of
the Bank of Montreal. An experienced
Bank of Montreal official had been sent
to every branch, not to take charge, but
to make an inspection.

W. E. Stavert said business in connec-
tion with the absorption was proceeding
without a hitch. He said.the entire with-
drawals of accounts at all branches
throughout Ontario Saturday did not
amount to more than $250,000.

President Geo, R. R. Cockburn has given
it as his opinion that McGill had gone
into speculation with a view to making
money for the bank. He had never been

authorized to do so ,and the directors
were kept in ignorance of his operations.

McGill’s Defence.

McGill pointe out that while he made
investments without knowledge of the di-
rectors he believed the ventures were
sound and made them solely in the in-
terests of the bank. He says that for four
or five years after he had taken his of-
fice, the boand of directors would or could

1give him no aid and they simply avoided

him. Eleven years ago when he took
charge the bank was in a hopeless condi-
tion; the stock was unsaleable, credit waa
gone, accounts were all tied up and the
bank 'had lost the bulk of its accounts.
To save the situation McGill explained
that first class investment securities had
been purchased with which it was propos-
ed to make a profit, but whenever there
was pressure they had to let these go.

“I undertook the work of two or three
men and I soon realized that I could not
pull the bank through,” said MecGill.
“Right from the start, the whole respon-
sibility was on my shoulders. There was
no market for the stocks and all respon-
sibility for protecting these stocks was
mine. At first, when everything was go-
ing up, we did fairly well. They turned
out badly because we could not hold them.
I had ro help. I could not quarrel with
the managers that had deposits. All the
mistakes they had made I had to shoulder.
My plan was to hold the securities for a
rise.” 3

McGill further admitted losses on some
stocks had been concealed. He said he
had to make a good showing because if
not they could net otherwise have gone
on at all

“l did what I thought was best, both
for the directors and depositors. If T have
failed in my attempt, T must take the
blame, I suppose, though it has been a
one-man fight,” said MeGill.

When asked about allegations that the
directors had known nothing of invest-
ments or speculations the former general
manager said: “If they have not known,
they ought to have known.”

U. S. CRUISER DENIED
PORT PRIVILEGES
IN NEWFOUNDLAND

St. John's, Nfld.,, Oct. 15.—The colonial
ministry has refused the American naval
tug Potomae, which is now at Bay of
Islands, free entry for stores, in spite of
the fact that this concession is accorded
French warships in those waters.

ROSEBERY ON MODERN PROBLEMS

Tord Rosebery, who made an address|
the other day in opening the Edinburgh |
Lunatic Asylum, introduced eome ideas%
which his audience probably did not ex- |
pect on an occasion unusually provocati\'c!

of platitudes merely. Last year the capi-{
tal invested in lunatic asylums in the!
United Kingdom was twenty-four and al
half millions sterling, and the mainten-
ance of the institutions cost three and a
half -millions more. Lord Rosebery, in
citing these figures, does not intimate ‘n
any way that the mentally afflicted are
too well cared for. He realizes to the
fullest extent the duty of society toward
the defective, and he knows that the man-
ner in such problems are handled reflects
tne tone of society. What we do for the|
afilicted shows how hopeful are some,
phases of our Christian civilization. But|
why are there so many insane? And do
we deal as mercifully with others who are |
sane but suffering from want, degradatdon:
and lack of opportunity in the same gen-|
erous epirit we show toward the lunatics?
To these questions Lord Roscbery sougnt
an answer.- lle said in part, after re-
ferring to the immense sums annually 2x-
pended upon these asylums:

“This is the vast barren fact that you
have to face—that this money is paid by
the nation not for those from whom it
can have any hope in the future, or gen-
crally in whom they can have any confi-
dence, as good citizens and subjects, bub
for those who represent their waste and
{heir decay. It is for those that we are|
building these sepulchres for living hu-j
manity—these tombs of the intellectually
dead.

“Seeing constantly details of how this
or that money could be better spent, when
my more inflammatory friends of the plat-
form want an instance of expenditure of
money which might better have bheen spent !
elsewhere they usually take the Uganda |
Railway. DBut a thousand Uganda rail- |
ways, even if they were to convey but a
few passengers to bring civilization into
the heart of Africa, would be infinitely
more productive th#n this expenditure on
the intelletcually dead. If we could check
or diminish the need for that expenditure
we should indeed be happy.”

Of the insanity, twenty-five per cent he
credited to hereditary transmission.

“Where,” he asked, “are we to find a
remedy? I believe we can only hope for

Several newspapers have been insti-

tuting comparisons between the Dominion
exhibition, recently held in Halifax, and
the St. John fair. The Halifax Echo says
of the matter:

“The attendance may have been, as the
fun says, small for a Dominion exhibi-
tion; but there can be no.two opinions
about the respective merits of the two
exhibitions. St. John people, who saw
the Halifax exhibition were free to ad-
mit that there was no comparison in any
respect. The St. John exhibition seems
to have been fortunate in having a regu-
lar Barnum of an advertiser.”

Whatever is the fact, there should have
been no comparison in point of general
attractiveness, because the Halifax man-
agement started out with the tremendous
advantage of the Dominion grant. 1f
with this advantage the management could
not get together material for a first class
show the management did not know the
A B C of its business. Tt appears, how-
cver, that a fair examination of the at-
tendance here and at Halifax, and -due
consideration of the different methods fol-
lowed in making up the returns, will
prove that the St. John show drew bet-
ter than the other. The casy lesson from
this result is that while the St. John
fair was well advertised that in Halifax

{euffered badly .from a failure to buy

the requisitc amount of printers’
ink. ~There arc obvious disadvantages in
regard to Halifax as a place for the hold-
ing of a Dominion exhibition, and these
had their effcct; but the neglect to ad-
vertise properly was probably the great
drawback.

But, after all, the question to be ans-
wered in November is as to how many
men in New York State want an over-
turn and are willing to give Hearst a
trial.

THE MAIL PORTS

Our good friend the Sydney Post falls into
an error common among Nova Scotians
who discusses the mail service. The Post,
to quote the Chronicle, “‘strongly supports
the resolution passed by the Halifax Board
of Trade, which protests against a change
in the existing arrangement as proposed
by the Allan Line and the C. P. R. in
their .own interests. It is an insult to
Nova Scotia, the Post say§ in the course
of a well-considered article, to have the
trans-Atlantic mails delayed for twenty-
four hours in winter to accommodate any
corporation. If it is a matter of import-
ance to Montreal and the West to save a
few hours in the delivery of these mails,
it is of no less moment to Nova Scotians,
and Halifax would be recreant to its duty
if it did not lead the way in protest.”

Similarly we might argue that New
Brunswick mails must not be delayed
twenty-four hours by having them land-
od at Halifax. Delay for New Brumswick
is no more ecnticing than delay for
Nova Scotia, viewed from this section. To
land the mails here is not going to cause
any delay at all ,except for Nova Scotia.

But if we are to consider the essential
matters we must consider not Nova Sco-
tia alone, or New Brunswick alone, but
the whole Dominion and the progress of
the mails westward. So far as these east-
ern provinees go their desire to be prompt-
ly served in this matter is not going to
be a decisive factor. The important ques-
tion that must be answered is: By which
port can the mails be transmitted with|
least delay?

He assumes from what is known that
the securities mominally representing the
bank’s reserve were speculative in - the
highest degree, and he deems it inconceiv=
able that these securities had not. come
under teview by the board of directors.
Advocacy of government inspection, such
as the insurance companies will have, is
bound to arise, he thinks. “Our import-
ant banks,” he believes, “are so thorough-
ly well managed in every respect that fur-
ther safeguards, such as would be pro-
vided by government inspection, are mnot
neceded, but it is not too much to expect
of these banks to submit to’ what for them
would be an unnccessary inspection, in
order to impose some check upon such
methods as must have prevailed in the
Ontario Bank.

“Whether the annual inspection of a
financial institution by the government,
to be effective, must be one where, as in
the excise; an inspector is put into each
institution and remains there all the year
around, is something upon which, not be-
ing a banker, I do not venture an opinion.
It would be expensive.. Our banking sys-
tem and our bankers are both entitled to
our admiration. An occasional case, such
as the Ontario Bank, occurring at long
intervals, need not shake our confidence.
Their rarity does, in fact, accentuate the
essential strength of the system as a
whole, and the prudence with which it ie

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JONFERENCE OVER---DOMINION GRANTS
BETTER TERMS TO THE PROVINCES

N‘.cw Brunswick's

Ottawa, O-t. 14—After a week's stay in
Ottawa, the provincial premiers have re-
fturned to their homes with the assurance
of increased financial aid and a better un-
derstanding between themsclves and the
dominion on a variety of eubjects which
in the past have arcated more or less fiic-
tion.

The result of the avork of this confer-
ence will mean an additional expenditure
to the dominion of a little rhore than $2.-
250,000, and in return the Dominion is not
likely to he harrassed with such legisla-
tion as the comunercial travelers’ tax .nnd
diserimination by the provinces against
companies chartered by the deminion.

Only One Unsatisfactory
Feature. '

The way to settle the conflicting jutis-
diotion over the fisheries has been paved
and so satisfactory were the whole.pro-
ceedings, outside the attitude assumed by
the British Columbia premier, that resolu-
tions were passed thanking Sir Wilfrid
and his colleagues for their attention and
efforts to facilitate the wo:k of the con-
ference and that there should be annual
mectings of the provincial premiers to be
convened by the premiers of Ontario and
Quebec.

A brief review from the offizial record
shows that when the conference opened
on Monday last, the Premier of Quebec
avas appointed chairman on the motion of
Mr. Whitney, seconded by Mr. Roblin.
The subject matter of the Quebec resolu-
kions of 1902 were at once comsidered by

Resolved, 2. That in case of the govern-
ment of Canada concurring in the views of
the conference as expressed in the above
resolution, a measure should be submitted
to the parliament of Canada at the next ses-
sion providing as may be determined upon,
pending an amendment of the B. N. A. act,
it such amendment should be decmed neges-
wary.

Mr. Tweedie’s Motion.

< Tt was moved by Mr. Tweedie, ceconded
by Mr. Roblin, that sub-sedaticn (C) of res-
olution No. 1 adopted at the conference
held at Quebec in  December, 1802, be
emended, and it avas unanimously resolv-
ed that it be amended so as to read as
dollows:

It was meved by Mr. Murray, ceconded

The dominion made certain suggestions
to the provinces to consider such subjects
as the fisherics, education, commercial |
travelers' tax, and the taxing of companics |
incorporited by the dominion, so that cer- '
tain friction which existed might be re-
moved.

On motion of Mr. Murray,
peconded by Mr. Weir, a resolution was
adopted stating that it was inadvisable
that the c¢laim in the way of subsidies of
any province be referrel to arbitration.
All the provinces voted for this except
British Columbia, so that it was lost by

eight to one. '

McBride Styied Neither ‘‘Frank

After Mr. McBride left the conference
on Saturday there was a conference be-
tween the dominion and the provinces. At
the instance of some of the dominion min-
isters, Mr. Roblin was asked to get Mr.
McBride to return to see if anything rould
be done in- the way of satisfying British
Columbia. Mr. McBride returned, but did
not stay long, and then retired altogether,
taking his papers along with him. The
other ministers said that the British Col~
umbia premier would not give them any
data to go on and Mr. Whitney told him
in the conference that he was neither
“frank nor candid.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier informed the prov-
inces that he would not be able to give
all that they asked.- He could not accede
to the financial resolutions of 1902, but
would give them what was asked at the
conference of 1887. The difference was
that in the latter there was no amount for
criminal justice. Along with Mr. Fielding
he said that he would visit England next
spring and arrange for an amendment to
the British® North America Act. The
premier touched upcn the other subjects
taken up at the conference.

"Iihe Manitoba premier, who presented
his own case in a brief and business-like
way, did his best to get Mr. MecBride
satisfied and Premier Whitney lost his
patience with the man from the Pacific
slope.

It was hinted before Mr.. McBride left
home that he was to play “a lone hand”
for the approaching general election in
his province rather than to get all that
he could in the way of a subsidy. And
evidently Mr. Whitney saw something
of this kind going on when he told the
British Columbia premier that he was
neither “frank nor candid.”

Further Meeting Nov: 12,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier arranged with
Premier Roblin and Attorney-General
Campbell as well as the other provinces
interested, such as Ontario, Quebec and
Saskatchewan, that he will take up the
matter of provincial boundaries on Nov-
ember 12 in Ottawa. These provinces will
again be represented here.

In reference to Mr. McBride, it may
be said that he was, after he left the
conference, asked if the conference agreed
would he accept $30,000 annually in per-
petuity and $40,000 per annum for ten
vears in lieu of the proposed $100,000 for
ten years.

| sidy question &0 as to do away with per-

fodical applications for rearrangement of
the subsidies. The province did not agree
in the idea that the act should not be
changed. It would be strange, says the
memorandum, if the fathers of confeder-
ation did legislate for posterity and to
find a province which came into exist-
ence afterwards. The income of the do-
minion for customs and excise should be
taken into consideration in defining the
subsidies. The dominion was not bur-
dened with the responsibilities of an in-
dependent nation. The provinces spent
money on immigration and pays its share
of the dominion expenditure on the same
work. The expenditures of the province
must go on increasing while the revenue
of the dominion goes on increasing.

Some of the provisions of the Austral-
ian act of union are cited. Because of
the large amount of customs revenue col-
lected in Ontario compared with the ex-
penditure on Qxil\\"n)'s by the dominion,
special consideration should be given to
the province. In future there should be
no special grants. The claim for admin-
istering the criminal law had merits.

What Messrs. Whitney, Foy and Mathe-
gon, who signed the memorandum, want-
ed was a settlement on a just and equit-
able basis to all the vrovinces.

Little Harry Todd Got Out of the
Epidemic Hospital and Police
Found Him

AUTHORITIES OF THE
INSTITUTION SILENT

by Policeman Marshall After
Midnight and Taken Back---
Mother, Two Daughters and
Four Sons Down With Diph-
theria.

A little after midnight Saturday, a sight
out of the orainary met the gaze of acting
Sergeant Marehall as he passed along City
road, just opposite Delhi street for, coming
down the latter street, was a little cha.p}
in his nightclothes. The blue coat pickedi
up the little wanderer and carried him to|
the Meadow street lockup. Later 1t
proved that the lad was a diphtheria pati-
ent in the epidemic hospital, had wander-
ed out of the building, descended the hill
to Delhi street, and was wandering farther
when found by the policeman. He was
taken back to the institution and handed
to the nuree.

It was learned yesterday that the little
patient’s name is Harry Todd, the seven-
year-old son of Alexander Todd, of 66
Durham street, North End. Inquiries at
the hospital failed to elicit any informa-
tion. Dr. Malcolm, the superintendent,
positively declined to discuss the matter.

A Telegraph reporter called at the home

of  the child’s father Monday, and Wwas ep

told by Mr. Todd that besides little Harry
he 'has his wife and five children, the en-|
tire household excepting himself, in the
epidemic hospital suffering from diph-
theria. The other children are three boys
and two girls.

The girls are ‘Carrie, aged five, and
Elba, aged two years, and the boys Cecil,
aged thirteen; Clarence, eleven; Gillis,
nine months and the boy Harry already
mentioned, aged seven. The eldest boy
was the first to be stricken with the dis-
ease, the others falling victims one after
another. The mother was the last to take
down; consequently, Dr. McIntyre, iho
was attending them, says he advised that
they go to the hospital.

Mr. Todd says the last report that te
had from Dr. Malcolm, which was yes-
terday, wae that all were doing well. He
did not know that his son had wandered

out of the institutiom, and had not tele-!

phoned after reading the account of the
matter in the Evening Times. It was his
intention, he said, to make inguiries to-
day.

Though no one connected with the hos-
pital will speak, it is understood that a
full investigation into the facts related will
be made.

When Mr. McKnight went out a few
minutes later he found his guest acfing
rather strangely on the barn floor and
asked what he had been doing. “I have
cut myself;”” was Mr. Moffat’s rather
startling reply as he at the same time
called attention to a deep gash in his
throat.

Deceased was an
excellent workmamr and was very popular
among his acquaintances. His tragic
death has greatly shocked the community.

It is learned that about two weeks ago
he made an unsuccessful attempt to end
his life by swallowing a weak solution of
acid. The razor with which he committed
the dreadful deed is the proporty of Me-
Knight and he managed to #eccure pos-
session of it unknown to those about the
house where he was a guest.

W. H. MORAN'S REPLY
70 REV. C. W. TOWNSEND

(The Evening Times).
St. Martins, Oct. 12.
Editor of the Times: g

Dear Sir,—Will you kindly allow me space
to reply to a letter signed C. W. Townsend,
which appeared in the Times under date of
Oct. 10.

In the first place, I state without fear of
successful contradiction that I am not re-
sponsible either directly or indirectly for an
article—which, as near as 1 cam recollect—
is a verbatim report of Mr. Townsend's re-
marks at the regular monthly conference last
Friday evening. The reverend gentleman
evidently thinks otherwise.

In order to defend myself from his un-
Christian attack on me, it will be neecssary
to state some facts in comnection with the
condition of the Baptist church at St. Mar-

tins.

This distressing quarrel began about three
years ago. 1 returned from New York to
reside at St. Martins about six monthe after
it originated; I found the church greatly dis-
tufbed by strife and contention, caused by
some simple misunderstanding between the
pastor and his wife on one side, and two of
the leading deacons and their families on
the other &lde. I, as well as the rest of the
church membership ,deplored this condition
of affairs, and undertook to restore good-
fellowship. A church meeting was called, and
after a lengthy and heated discussion, which
lasted until midnight, with the writer in the
chair, it was by a unanimous vote of the
church agreed to drop all differences, and
walk in Christian fellowship, but the strife
and contention kept on increasing to such an
extent’ that the welfare of the Baptist church
at St. Martins is seriously threatened.

1 have always been strongly attached to the
pastor ,and was in hopes that our efforts to
restore peace would be successful, but after
one year’s trial, and finding that the pastor
was incapable of restoring harmony, I, as
well as fully three-fourths of the member-
ship, became convinced that in the interest
of this church the pastor should send in
his resignation—my authority for this state-
ment regarding the membership is a personal
expression of feeling from the membpers, and
when Mr. Townsend in his letter states that
a large majority are in favor of his remain-
ing, he evidently includes members of other
churches and members of no church.

His slurring remarks about the small fac-
tion of the church opposed to him remain-
ing pastor, includes practically all the offi-
cers of the church and a large majority of
the members, fully three-fourths of the mem-
bership, as before stated.

It is also true that an effort is being made
without the sanction or approval of the
church to raise a salary for Mr. Townsend,
and it is headed by two leading citizens, not
members of the church, subscribing $25 and
$20. . Whether the church will endomse this
action or not remains to be seen, as no
business meeting has been held since the
pastor’s letter was read at the last confer-

Cce.

The following statement appeared  in his
tetter: ‘‘My statement awoke in them the
utmost enthusiasm.’” Will the reverend gen-
tleman go farther and state the spirit of that
enthusiasm ?

Just now prominent members are discussing
the advisability of holding an indignation
meeting, expressing their indignation for the
conduct of the pastor towanrds many of the
members, and his violent attack upon me,
whose work has been publicly acknowledged
and recorded on the church records.

A growing indifference has gradually taken
possession of many of the members, and
quite a large number are conspicuous by
their absence, not feeling : comfortable in
their church home, caused by the action of
their pastor.

Barly in the spring, before the end of the
pastoral year, Mr. Townsend sald he had
been invited to preach the convention ser-
mon at Liverpool, Nova Scotia, to be held
some time in August, and said he wanted to
attend and preach that sermon, after which
he would make other arrangements, convey-
ing the impression that he would tender this
church his resigmation on his return. As a
matter of fact he did neither. The alter-
nate had to preach the convention sermon
with only a few hours notice, given him by

| myself, who was the delegate -from this

church. The action of Mr, Townsend in this
matter was openly regretted ,and was the
subject of many adverse remarks, many of
the pastors present claiming that Mr.
Townsend’s failure to appear without send-
ing notice was an insult to the convention.

For the past two years {t has takemn all
the subscribed salary, all the church expense
funds, all the missionary and sacrament col-
lections to pay Mr. Townsend's salary, and
with all combined there was a deficit on
the 30th of September last of $150. The
finance committee them passed a resolution
that no money should be paid by the treas-
urer, except on the account for which it was
received. At this point the church appointed
a committee to wait on Mr. Townsend and
inform him that the church could not pay
him his salary, and pay the other demands
of the church. The committee kindly told
him that they had been. appointed by the
church to wait on him and discuss fiture
arrangements. Mr. Townsend said he would
let the church know his decision at an early
date, and on the following Friday at the
regulagr conference that letter referred to
in' the Times of October 8 was read to the
members, and ‘I will. venture to say it is
without, precedent in: church-history.*

The sSeven members forming the commit-
tes who waited on Mr. Townsend, when ask-
ed to give a personal expression of feeling,
slx out of the seven gaye their opinion that
Mr. Townsend should resign.

The reverend gentleman was quick to dis-
cern his legal point and used it ta his own
advantage, regardless of that spirit which
‘the Master so strongly urged upon His fol-
lowers,

It is the firm nviction . of the officers
and ‘brethren of t‘l?is church that the pres-
ent existing condition cam only be' settled
py calling a church council—the only legal
procedure recognized by the church.

In' conclusion, I wish to say that Mr. Town-
serid is correct in his statement that the

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FOWLER WILL TELL WHO
GOT THE $55,000 RAKE-OFF

Refused at First, But Yielded—Kings County M. P. Takes

a Bold Attitude Before

Waxes Highly Indignant and Declares Investigation is
Political Spite--Disputes Foster and Stevenson.

Insurance Commission ----

Toronto, Oct. 12—How George W. Fow-
ler, M. P., and other men with whom he
was associated, Pope and Bennett, ob-
tained possession of valuable lands in the
northwest was an important feature of
the evidence before the insurance com-
mission this morning. ¢

Geo. W. Fowler, M. P., was called ahd
Mr. Shepley explained that the witness
bad been absent at great inconvenience
to the investigation. He moved for a
writ of atf@.g:hment, inflicting such punish-
ment as might be thought proper by the
court. A summons had been issued on
September 5 and served on September 10.

Mr. Fowler made a lengthy reply, °x-
Mm that his private business was
pressing. He did not think he would be
called upon so early, but in any event he
thad sacrificed private interests to get to
Toronto as soon as possible. Then again
he had been delayed from time to time
on the return trip.

'(haimma.n MacTavish, of the commis-
sion, intimated that he would make no
order at present. Mr. Fowler was in-
structed to remain in court.

Oronhyatexha Contradicts Fos-
ter.

Dr. Oronhyatekha was again called and
allowed a seat in front of the commission-
ers during his testimony. Mr. Shepley
said it had been stated by Mr. Foster that
100 shares of Great West Land Company’s
stock was invested in witness’ name. How-
ever, the doctor replied that such a state-
ment was erroneous. McGillivray had
asked him to attend a meeting of the com-
pany, but the doctor said he had stated
that be could not do so, not being a mem-
ber. It was then he had been told that
he was a shareholder. He bad never at-
tended a meetmg.

Mr. Shepley then asked about two pay-
ments received by Oronhyatekha in »e-
spect of certain Northwest lands, these
payments being $1,250 and $2,000 respec-
tively. He had not been informed of such
receipts until he had returned from abroad
in’ April, 1904, when Dr. Montague inti-
mated that such payments had been made
from the Montague syndicate. Witness
said he gave instructions that this amount
go to the Foresters’ Home. That year
they had not thought it advisable to draw
any money from the order for the home,
but there were private sums sent. He had
mever inquired into the $1,250 from the
Umion Trust Company.

“I was assured by Dr. Montague that
these moneys were profits from my share
in the Montague land deal,” said Oron-
hyatekha.

The doctor desired to make a statement
refuting the allegation that he was an
exceedingly wealthy man. He said he had
spent $100,000 in improvement to Forest-
ers Island. Last year he had deeded the
whole property over to give the manage-
ment absolute isolation for children. He
had a house on the island, as bad also his
son and daughter. After their deaths the
whole property became absolutely the
property of the I. 0. . °

“My income today is iust my salary,”
eaid the doctor. “Everything outside of
that goes to the home.” He also said
he had perhaps $2,000 worth of property
in Toronto and his farm on the Indian
meservation, but the latter could not be
sold.

George W. Fowler.

Geo. W. Fowler, called, said he was a
barmister, having been a member of the
house of commons since 1900. Telling of
his land deals, he said it was some time
in October, 1902, that he and Pope, on be-
half of themselves and others, had got
options on lands from the C. P. R. for
$3.50 an acre.

Mr. Shepley asked where the option was,
but Fowler did not remember about it.
Mr. Shepley wanted all papers in connec-
tion with the deal, and the correspondence
with Griffin, land commissioner of the C.
P :

R, .

Mr. Shepley forced witness to take down
& number of memoranda about the corres-
pondence about the lands. ““Write down
map,” said Mr. Shepley, as that article
was mentioned, and Fowler wrote.

“Tell me the origin of this punchase of
lands,” said Mr. Shepley.

Mr. Fowler entered a protest, but this
was not heard by the commission. Then
he told of Pope, Lefungey, Bennett and
himeelf being in the west together and
seeing what they thought were good oppor-
tunities to make money. !

“We shared with the majority of man-
kind a desire to make money,” remarked
Fowler. ‘“We ithought we had a perfeatly
legitimate enterprise.”

Mann Gave Them the Route.
He contended ithat it looked legal even

for mombers of parliament. A general offi-.

cial of the Hudson Bay Company advised
them to buy C. P. R. lands since these
were near. Acocordingly they went down
to the C. P. R., finding that they could get
tands north of the Saskatchewan river for
$3.50 an acre. At that time they had not
met Griffin; neither did they make any
application for a contract or option, but
then, of course, they thought to get as
near the prospective Canadian Nornthern
railway as possible, and they saw D. D.
Mann shortly afterwards in Toromto. The
fatter told them the better way was to go
.up there and see the survey. However,
‘ the map was produced, and the route in-
' dicated, though not in their presence.
They subsequently received the map,
though they did mot know who marked
the route upon it. He knew of no sug-
gestion at this meeting of any proffered
help at the hands of MacKenzie & Mann.

“Tell me of the arrangement with Mac-
Kenzie & Mann,” said Mr. Shepley.

Fowler, hawever, gave an indirect o4
wer, hinting that he knew of no arrange-
ment.

“Then we went to Montreal and saw the
president of the C. P. R, Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy,” eaid Fowler. They told
Shaughnessy that they wanted to purchase
C. P. R. lands, and he referred them- to
Land Commissioner Griffin.

“He said he would take a hand in the
armangement of the price,” said Mr. Fow-
ler.

Shaughnessy Fixed the Price

Mr. Shepley called this a “threat,”” but
Towler thought it betiter defined an “in-
timidation.” They understood this was
said with an intimation they were to get
,Jands at less than $3.50, because of taking
such a lange block of land. Afterwards
they made a formal application for the
.land, this being done by writing.

Concerning Peuchen’s connection, Mr.
Fowler said Pope had introduced him.

Again wit-
ness stated he had ‘no knowledge of a writ-
ten contract.

Mr. Fowler said when they were called
upon to make the first payment of $20,000
others had been taken into the syndicate,
such as Geonge W. Parker, of St. John
(N. B.); Samuel A. McLeod, of Sussex
(N. B.); Parlee and A. B. Pugsley, of the
same place.

After these had been taken in there
were ten altogether. Each of these ten
put up $200 as preliminary expenses. They
were brought into the original syndicate
during the time the megotiations were be-
ing made.

“We expected to dispose of this lamd be-
fore we had fully paid for it,” remarked
Mr. Fowler.

When the first payment of $20,000 was
made by the ten men, Peuchen was away
and Bennett and Lefurgey each put up

2,000. They “financed” Peuchen’s por-
tion. MacKenzie & Mann endorsed notes
from Pope and witness. They “financed”
for Peuchen because he was away, bat
MacdKenzie & Mann financed for the other
seven members, the mailroad to get one-
half interest.

He added, however, that MacKenzie &
Mann -never paid the notes, simply en-
dorsed them, the partners paying the
money themselves. Mr. Fowler then told
of being summoned o Toronto to meet pos-
sible purchasers for western lands, and
prior to that they had paid about $80,000
on the lands.

Mr. Shepley stated that if the payments
had been specified there must have been a
contraat, though Mr. Fowler could remem-
ber mone.

After luncheon Mr. Fowler told of nego-
tiations for the sale of the land with a
syndicate composing Wilson and Foster.
He did not remember any dealings with
MocGilliveay. Though this property sold at
a profit of $1 an acre, he did not tell the
purchasers that he and his partners had
retained a portion.

Mr. Shepley pressed for an answer as to
whether this keeping the purchasers ig-
norant of the other land was intentional
or not, but Mr. Fowler said so far as he
was concerned he had no intention in the
matter. He refused to differentiate be-
tween the comparative values of the lands
sold and those retained.

Mr. Fowler did not recall but one set of
agreements between the syndicate and the
C. P. R, and Mr. Shepley produced a
document to which was a‘tached a schedule
of lands totalling 193,000 acres out of the
original 200,000 acres purchased trom the
PR \

Then there followed a heated argument
batween Messrs. Fowler and Shepley re-
garding the purpose of the Pope-Fowler
syndicate in keeping hidden from the
schedule shown the purchaser some 7,000
acres of land originally bought from the
O P R,

A Heated Tilt.

Mr. Fowler thought the transaction had
been fair, and he advanced the argument
that when a piece of property was sold,
the vendor did not mequire to tell about
everything he owned. He said the Fores-
ters made a good deal of money out of it
all, anyway. i

Mr. Fowler said if he had represented
the schedule presented as the original one
it would have been improper, but such had
not been dome.

Shepley produced the opinion given by
Fowler to the syndicate, together with
the schedule of lands, which was revised
in Fowler’s handwriting.

Mr. Fowler said he did not khow that
the Union Trust Company was interested
until*the assignment was made. Pope and

they had to finance, but he could not say
whether this was before or after the
transfer of June 23.

When ' asked regarding the propriety of
this procedure, Mr. Fowler said that he
put the property before the purchaser at
a certain price, the purchaser had it ex-
amined and was satisfied to take it at
that price. That this price was justified
was shown by the fact that the property
has since beem sold at a large profit.

“Would you believe it to be proper if
you were approaching a man with an offer
of partnership in a property you owned
to lead him to believe that you paid more
for the property than it actually cost
you?”’

“I say I beliecve it perfectly right to
approach a man if I owned this property
and put it in at any figure which was rea-
sonable and which would allow a margin
and that it would not be mecessary to

state what I gave for the property/’

“Did you tcll them you had an option
for a greater figure?”’ -

“Of course they saw it.”

“Did you tell them you were getting it
at a less figure than named in that op-
tion?”

“Of course I did not.”

“Did you intend them to believe you
were paying a higher figure?”

“I did not care what they thought. If
they had asked me I would have told
them. I expected them to pay a higher
figure, certainly.”

Mr. Fowler, who protested that he was
answering Mr. Shepley’s questions more
fully than he was required to, admitted
that he did not show the contract with
Ryan at the lower figure to the Union
Trust Company.

Fowler Refuses to Tell.

Mr. Fowler refused to say whether
Ryan had paid over to him $55,000 dif-
ference between two options on the
ground that it was a private matter be-
tween them. -

Ultimately Fowler bowed to the ruling
of the '‘Commission and agreed to look
the matter up and give the information
Mr. Shepley asked for.

When Mr. Shepley asked for details
regarding the disposition of the $55,000,
Mr. Fowler made another vigorous pro-
test against being compelled to discuss
private affairs, and emphatically denied
that he was the agent of the Trust Com-
in the transaction.

MAY BRING MILK
DEALERS T0 COURT

Board of Health Issues Five'
Days’ Warning to Recal-
citrant Ones

LICENSES MUST ‘
BE TAKEN OUT

i

[Cases Where New Regulations Are Not
Complied With — Inspectors Fri=
day Visited Groceries Where Milk
is on Sale and Laid Down the Law.

It may be that the board of health may
have to institute police court proceedings
against some of the milk dealers of the
city beforq they will consent to compiy
with the mew regulations governing the
sale of milk in -the eity. Friday, Sec-
retary Burns was busy writing letters to
fourteen of these dealers, notifying them
that unless they take out their licensesy
within five days, proceedings will be start-
ed against them.

While it is true that many of thedeal-
ers have already complied with the new
regulations there are cases where the con-
ditions are far from satisfactory. In some .
cases the milch cows have not been in-
| spected by the veterinary as required, and
in others the stables and dairies have not
been found to be above reproach.

Section 6 of the regulations for the sale
of milk in the city of St. John contains
the following: “Every licensed milk ven-
dor shall permit all his milch cows and
cow byres, and all dairies and other
places in which milk is sold or kept, to
i be inspected by the health officers, or
| persons appointed for that purpose by
i the board of health, whenever such offi-
cers may desire to do so.

The opposition to section 17, which re-
quires vendors of milk to sterilize their
cans before returning to be refilled, is al-
s0 strong among the dealers or a portion
of them. The authorities of- -
however, say that before a license will
be issued to anyome they must be satis-
fied that these conditions are carried out.

The inspectors of the board waited on
the proprietors of grocery and other shops
yesterday, leaving with each a copy of the
new regulations, calling their epecial at-
tention to Section 13, under which they
are required to keep their milk in earth-
enware vessels, properly covered, . and:
which also provides that they must take*
out a permit from the board. These per-
mits cost nothing and it is surprising how
few have applied for them. It is not at
all unlikely that some of these last may,
also be required to appear before Judge
Ritchie.
