It contained'a
s.ntement, without date or signature, and
was handed to the Coroner on his arrival
shmtly after 3 o’clock. A jury was em-
panelled, with Mr. John Melick as fore-
man, and tlle inquest commenced about
half-past three.

The body of Bowles was still lying on
the floor of the front room where he had
died.  This was the room in which Gal-
lant and bis wife ana some others of the
family usually slépt. The dead man was
lying just wheére he had been laid after

He was walking up and
down the hall till Mrs. Gallant had scrub-
bed to the head of the stairs. The wit-
ness héard the first shot, and about a
second ' later heard the next one. The
mother ran down screaming and the wit.-
ness locked hersell in the kitchen. She
had seen one shot flash past the kitchen
door. Her mother called out to come
down—she was shot.. -“Also to bring
the baby down staire. * The witness re-
plied that she could not, and the mother
came up and burst open the kitchen door.
Then the witness and her mother went
down stairs. Mrs. Slader came across
the street and helped the injured woman
up stairs. | Bowles was not in the habit
of getting up as carly as half-past
five. Witness knew of no cause for the
deed, and had never heard Bowles threat-
en her mother. Never knew of any
trouble, only on Friday at 5' o'clock,
when, as the witness was standing in the
doorway, he said he would have no stand-
ing there. He was always gruwmbling
about any one standing in the doorway-
Bowles had come in late the previous
night, and wituess did not know in what
condition he then was. He had been
drinking ‘' Friday, and had of late been
drinking heavily.

Robert Barnes, policeman, testified to
being called from the King Square, and
in company with McBarg, arresting
Bowles before being aware he was shot.
He found the pistol on the floor.

Rudolph Wottrich, gunsmith, testified
to an acquaintance of 8 or 10 years with
the deceased. Saw him at half-past seven
Saturday morning, when at his shop door.
Bowles came along from down town and

Witness identifled
the pistol as the one sold by him to
Bowles a few weeks afterlast Chﬁ!qtm_a_o.
