Newport, R. I, Oct. 30.—Members of
the coastguard crew stationed here
reported _early today that nq1 trace had
been found of amy of the 19 missing
members of the crew of 34 who were
on the concrete steamer Cape Fear
when that vessel was sunk in Narragan-
sett Bay last night in a collision with
the Savannah Line steamer City of At-
lanta.,

The coastguardsmen conducted an all-
night search and found only quantities
of wreckage that had been parts of the
upper deck of the Cape Fear, which was
a United States shipping board vessel.
Points along the shore reported wreck-
age washed on to the beach, but there
was no word of the missing men. Both
vessels carried only their crews.

The weaiher was clear, with but a
slight cloudiness when the accident oc-
curred. The Cape Fear was struck
amidships and sank in three minutes,
about half-way between Castle Hill on
the Newport shore and Rose Island, go-
ing down box first in 125 fathoms, the
greatest depth in the bay.

The City of Atlanta’s bow was dam-
aged badly and there was a seven-foot
hole above her main deck. Her bulk-
heads held, however, and she anchored’
in the bay. She struck squarely with
her bow and cut a deep hole in the Cape
Fear, shattering the concrete. The Cape
Fear went down so quickly that the}
lines that had been thrown aboard im-
mediately after the crash were of lit-
tle help and the majority of the crew
had to jump into the water.

Hun-
gary will be admitted, it is probable, if
she ratifles the treaty of peace before
the meeting is held. In a general way,
the proposed conference would be mod-
elled on the lines of the Brussels coun-
cil as ontlined - in. resolutions .adopted
there, providing for “the restorgtion of
a freedom of commerce which prevailed
before the war.” It is expected the
meeting will be held as soon as possible
in a city convenient to Vienna.

WOULD BE GREATER

“Instead of being short 2,500-horse-
power, we would be short about 12,000
if we had relied on Judge Barron,” was
the reply made today by General Mana-
ger E. V. Buchanan of the Public Utili-
ties Commission to the letter by the
judge criticising hydro management.

For al-
most six months nothing was learned of
her whereabqouts. When the bottom of
the cellar in Cocchi’s shop was dug up
in June her body was brought to light.

At his first trial, in June 1919, Cocchi
declared his wife had committed the
murder, and the trial was interrupted
to determine the thruth or falsity of
his charge. Mrs. Cocchi, however, was
ccmpletely exonerated.

Neither was there any evidence ad-
duced, declared the jury, as to“how the
body came to be placed where it was
found other than that the woman had
fallen from the bridge.

After successfully withstanding
slege by the Greeks for ten years, the Trojans
fell prey to curiosity. Forgetting caution for
the moment, they dragged within the walls of
_\-Troy the great wooden horse which the Greeks

had left as a decoy. Then came the revelation.
In the night Grecian soldiers issued from the
borse, opened the gates of Troy and the city
fell.

So, when in Canada some fourteen months
ago, the Board of Commerce was established,
there was a feeling of pride. It was no secret
that the Government had been loath to estab-
lish the foard. But a special committee of the
Hoyse of Commons had recommended it; there
was a public demand for it, and the board was
established. At last—so thought the men in

: the street—the power of “big business” over
ths nation was to be broken. The secrets of
“big Interests” were to be revealed. Perhaps
the man in the“ctroot is to be pardoned if he
gloated a little as he thought that now his cur-
josity would be satisfied, if he felt that in Gov-
ernment control the solution of his problems
wounld be found. For the early declarations of
the board itself breathed a tender solicitude for
the consumer.

Now, the public is rudely awakened. The
Board of Commerce has changed its character
as completely as the Greek horse of old. In
the public mind, at any rate, the board stands
asthe shield of the “big interests,” and it may
a.ll,-z‘be attributed to an unobtrusive declaration,
s to have been made by a member of the
b a d last spring—that it would be the duty of
th‘). board to protect the vendor in a falling

ket just as it was the duty of the board to
protect the consumer on a rising market. The
statement alone, unaccompanied by action, had
& imerely theoretic value. But the present
Bagrd of Commerce gave effect to it in supports
ing the sugar refiners in a falling market.

THE ADVANCE OF GOSPEL UNITY.

Conspicuous among modern movements fur-
thering unity of spirit and aim 'within the
ranks~of the Christian church have been the
growth of the International Sunday School As-
sociation, which lately held a historic world

session in Japan, the adoption and spread of’

the uniform Sunday school lesson system, the
advent of co-operation or co-ordination in cer-
tain fields of home mission work, and among
vast populations like those of Asia. co-operative
campaigns for socfal reform and evangelism,
and the necessities of war-time. There are
also enlarging conceptions of brotherhood de-
rivable from the resources of faith the
Divine Redeemer.

Originally, the church undertook its com-
mission to disciple all nations as a simple
group, the outgrowth of the seed-bed fertilized
by the Holy Spirit in the upper.-room of Pente-
cost at Jerusalem. From that epochal gather-
ing the apostles went forth to declare and wit-
ness the Gospel of the Risen Christ. Following
its spread to the Gentile world by the propa-

" sanda of Paul and Peter, Christianity, about
the fourth century, became the recognized re-
ligion of the all-powerful Roman Empire. How-
ever, from an early date tendencies to diverg-
ence grew out of political and ecclesiastical
differences, as well as varying views of truth,
finally culminating in the division into the
Hastern and Western churches, representing in

general way Greek and Roman types, which

. materially affected conceptions of doctrine and
policy. Naturally, there were those strongly
attached to the salient maxim of Christianity
that the Gospel was to be propagated by its
own spiritual and moral potency, and distrust-
ful of reliance upon the secular arm of em-
perors. Modern controversies woulll seem
tame compared with some that rest men’s
minds in those early assemblies. Nogwithstand-
ing all this, and still more drastlc develop-
ments later on, it 1s evidence of inherent vital-
ity and truth that the recognized essentials of
the Scriptures abide until this day.

'Finally came the great religious revolution
of the early sixteenth century in Europe and

. also in Great Brital/n, when the English Church

: came into being. Although of one organism be-
fore that, uniformity was less complete than
would appear, for those of Norman extraction
prized an ornate and more elaborate ritual,
while the Saxon element preferred simpler
forms of worship. Speaking generally, history
indicates that what had moved as one church
current became separate streams, many of them
~world-wide and beneficent in their flow. Whole
libraries are required to recount the rise and
growth of the “Independent,” “Free” and “Non-
Conformist” communions. In perspective, some
striking religious developments in Britain dur-
ing later years appear to have beenm in re-

mn to very real needs that might have
been met had existing churches shown more
adaptability in organization and policy. Some-
times, as the Master Himself once declared, the

. children of this world in their generation seem

to be wiser than the children of light. The rise
of those communions emphasized digerent
of doctrine, revived spiritual life and

ice, and stimulated church activities. At

During the present year ‘notable steps were
taken to promote the wider idea of a reunion of
Christendom, and plans are laid for future
world congresses to that end. Good should re-
sult when in a real spirit of Christian brother-
hood wad recognition men of different types
and communions confer upon their common
faith and purposes. It will be wise, doubtless,
not to become over-sanguine in respect to vast
mechanical *organization. Such could only
wisely mature by reason of need, and the free
vet Divinely led will of the people. Since
that Involves a unity of spirit, mind and organic
life, it wouid develop gradually in that order.
Doubtless the majority of church communicants
become so identified through the cricumstance
of parentage. However, there need be allow-
ances for differences of individuality and edu-
cation. A forest all of maple trees would pos-

posed of several varieties. Because of the
nature of language iiself, the “grasp and ex-
pression b'j different persons of certain aspects
of truth are often far from identical, and with
experience take on new and surprising ouali-
ties. Who could say that the complete mastery

|plans had been reached? Consequeuntly, without

any departure from ganurally reeognized funda-
nentals of “the faith once delivered to the
gnints,” it 1s to bte aeld not only in sincerity,
but spoken in love, as enjoined by St. Paul,
whose intellectual and spiritual calibre is be-
yond question. He had to warn the Cofnthians
against dividing into rival groups one saying
“] am of Paul,” and andther, “I am of Apollos,”
as though Christ were to be divided. The
wasteful divisions being engendered were far
removed from that wonderful intercession pre-
vious to Gethsemamne by the Lord Himself, who
again and again prayed that His {followers
might be one and perfected by union with
Himself. The possession of His spirit by the
individual and the church is the dynamic with
which effectually to manifest Christ to the
world.

SYLVIA IN DISGRACE.

It was shocking and distincily dic«ppointing
to learn that Sylvia Pankhurst had gone over
bag and baggage to the Bolshevists, heading a
conspiracy to bring on a Red revolution in Eng-
land. In these times of social unrest and
change nobody imagined that the militant Syl-
‘'via was sitting back and leisurely tatting or
idly ‘picking at a ukelele, but that she should
have carried her'well-known passion for ‘“start-
ing something” to the point of linking up with
the infamous Lenine was not expected. The
most of us rather admired Sylvia for the brave
and spectacular fight she put up as a grand
champion of woman suffrage. We were all with
her on that occasion, even when she was gum-
ming up the empire's mail matter or dropping
malodorous drugs in the House of Commons.
She was resourceful, courageous in an excellent
cause. Furthermore, her rilings and goadings
of the Government contributed a most joyous
note to the gayety of nations. Every day we
were tense for something amazingly fresh and
original in suffrageite ‘“‘outrages,” and Sylvia
never failed us.

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*« THE TEACHER IN THE WEST.
[By Mrs. George Hambleton, M.A.]

Throughout nearly the whole Province of Alberta
the insurgent movement of school teachers has
spread with astonishing rapidity. Scarcely more
than two. years old, the Teachers’ Alilance of
Alberta now numbers within its ranks almost all
the four thousand rural and urban teachers of that
section of Canada. ‘Were the organization ong
merely for the protection of the"teaching profession,
we could pass it by with but passing comment. But
it is more than that. Its challenge is a challenge
to Canada, for the alliance is endeavoring to solve
difficulties underlying the aural problem, difficulties
standing «in the way of a healthy growth in our
national civilization.

Agitation for increase in salary is not the driving
force of the Teachers’ Alliance of Alberta. The
impulse which created it and gives it strength is
a deeply democratic sympathy with the needs of
the isolated farmer—and a faith in the future of
Canada. Three years ago a voung Canadian girl
wrote as follows tqo the then existing National Ser-
' vicg Council at Ottawa:

“Every evening after school I ride. and

find not a single person speaking English. 1

have passed at various times school after

school in the districts surrounding my own
section, all closed down. University students
came out in the summer time for two, three
or lour months and taught in these schools. :

When they arc gonc., the boys and girls of

foreign parents soon forget the few words of

English they have learned. I teach f{rom

seventy to eighty pupils for the whole school

vear for 3750 per annum. In the whole of
vural Alberta there is hardly a man teacher.

How could he support a family on that salary?

In almost any career of domestic, commercial

or national service I could earn more, no

doubt. But my idea of national service is to
stick it out here.”
Would Not Remain.

To understand the courage of this resolution,
one must know that these girl teachers went into
foreigh sections where often not a single person
spoke English, lived in houses which would prob-
ably be condemned as unsanitary, and, in sehool,
had te teach oider boyvs who scarcely understood
anything said to them. Small wonder was it that
usuaily only the young, Inexperienced girl teacher
took these schoolis, and that, after one term or a
vear, the trustees had again to advertise for a
teacher—who again stayed but a few,months. The
career of teacher after teacher followed almost
monotonously the same order—just a term in a
foreign farming section, then a few terms in an
older settled English-speaking section, then, ulti-
mately, the teacher drifted to the town or city or
out of the profession entirely. Men teachers. except
as principals in town or city schools, seldom stayed
in the profession more than a few years.

Such is the real story of the ‘“Melting Pot,”
whereof inhabitants of the United States have made
a fetish. We are gradually beginning to realize, as
we should have realized before, that the efficacy
of the ‘‘melting” depends finallv on the rural
teacher and on the elementary teacher in towns.
And'm the Canadian West it was evident that the
melting pot was in danger of becoming a meaning-
less figure of speech, and nothing more.

A Minimum Satary.

But some of the finer members of the teaching
profession thought that thelr work was something
more than a stepping-stone to other things. They
felt the tremendous demands of a young and
growing civilization. They determined to establish
high standards and to cultivate among teachers a
wider respect for their calling. Soon the Teachers’
Alliance of Alberta was formed. Public agitation
and teachers’ petitions resulted in an advanced bill
belpg introduced into the Legislature. The bill,
which was passed, established a minimum salary
of $840 per annum for all teachers. Hon. Mr. Smith
stated this week that the bill had been a success
in spite of individual school boards, here and there,
trying hard to circumvent it. Now ang 'agaln,
however, the department of education for the
province is still forced to issue permits for
tnqualified teachers at lower salaries.

The present demands of the Teachers’ Alilance
of Alberta include: A minimum salary of $1.200 per
annum; teachers’ residences in the rural communi~
ties, and recognition of the teacher's right to sub-
nlt matters in dispute between himself and the
school board to some independent tribunal on which
teachers will be represented. Such a tribunal would
have control over dismissals. Other demands made
concern three-year contracts and léngth of notice.

the fundamental needs of life. But
is 1t fair or right to say to the
coming generations that cleanliness,
gleep and exercise include the whole
duty of mankind regarding physical
condition?

Surely it i3 not fair to mislead

ne on any subject and it is most
air for teachers in high positions
of trust to do so. Of all the unfair
things in this world, the most unfair
is the misleading of children — the
telling to them of things that are
not 80 with all the emphasis and au-
thority possible! If cleanliness, sleep
end exercise result in the physical
development necessary to the good
athlete, hunter and fighter, what a
dirty, sleepless, lazy race we have!

How a.gout the child whose food is
improper? Will bathing or &leep-
ing or exercise correct the diet?

The physical troubles ot tha chll-
dren of the human roce are sel-
dom due to lack of exercise. Lack
of exercise !s generally a symptom,
not a cause, in & child—a symptom
of something wrong—for the child
who has nothing the matter with
it will usually be active enough in
all directions, physically. So
with sleep—seldom is it that a
healthy child does not sieep
enough. It is true that sometimes
a child otherwise all right falls to
grow normally because of too lit-
tle time spent in bed—but really
the reasons why the child does not
spend enough time in bed will usu-
ally be the reasons for ({ts poor
health—not the mere lack of sleep
alone. If a child spends the proper
time in bed and still fails to sleep,
some defect or disease or improper
diet is at fault.

A WRONG ATTITUDE.

The harm done in such teaching
as that quoted—the harm done in
telling children that cleanliness,
exercise and sleep will make splen-
did adults of them is simply that
it is not true. It is a inost one-
sided and improper misstatement
of the facts. hat is true is this
—that without these things, and
without also many other things not
mentioned, of which good food and
good mourishment generally is a
most important one, not mentioned
at all-a successful physical life
cannot be lived. One might as well
tell a man who has just bought a
new automobile that if he will only
keep 1t clean, run it so many miles
a day and see it does not run too
far nothing else need bother him!
A thousand things may go wrong
with an automobile that have noth-
ing to do with its cleanliness, how
far it is run, or resting it when it
gets too hot. The new beginner
who blissfully accepts such teach-
ing will quickly find that all his
cleanliness will not adjust his car-
bureter when winter comes on;
nor adjust his timer, or keep his
battery charged, or prevent a loose
brake - band from slipping or
avoid punctures or take the
place of oil, or prevent his
spark plugs missing. Just so with
the: human body. The *‘simple rules
of health’’ are very far from sim-
ple, in our day and generation. To
say that cleanliness, sleep and ex-
ercise include all the attention the
body needs is to assume that every
other condition of the body is per-
fect and is working oa its own ac-
count; and does not need attentlon
—and that every other. function of
the body will continue to do work,
if these things are looked out for.

FALLACIOUS PROMISE.

Cleanliness, sleep and exercise
are very excellent things; but so
are honesty, repose and energy in
other spheres. To promise a man
mental development of the nighest
if he will only be honest and work
hard is as fallacious as to promise
him physical success on the same
points. Success in business, in
farming, in engineering in any line
of life does not depend on simple
honegty. hard work and proper re-
laxation. We see too many in-
stances every day of failure to
achleve success where honesty and
hard work are not lacking. It fis
true that none can be successful
without these—but it is not true
that these alone mean success

Only by search for the particular
thing which is wrong in each case
and the correction of it when found
can physica] success be achieved.
After correction of defects comes
proper physical development by .
good food, proper exercise, suffi-
cient rest, etc.

'WILD AND WOOLLY

from the United States, next January
will explore about 1,000 miles of al-
most unknown territory in the Amazon
basin along Eastern Ecuador and Peru,
it is announced at Columbia University.
The ground to be covered includes a
portion traversed by the Roosevelt ex-
pedition aiong the Madeira River.

Among the members of the expedi-
tion, which will take an entire year,
will be Henry H. Rusby, dean of Col-
umbla School of Pharmacy, who will
head the party; Dr. David Starr Jordan,
president of Leland Stamford Univer-
sity, who with Dr. Carl H. Eigenmann,
dean of the University of Indiana. will
study fishes and reptiles; Dr. F. Krem-
ers, University of Wisconsin, an author-
ity on volatile oils; Professor Gill, Bos-
ton Institute of Technology; Dr. Ruth-
van, Unjversity of Michigan, and many
zoologists from the American Museum
of Natural History, Harvard and Johns
Hopkins University are also co-operat-
ing in the expedition for a study of
drugs as to physical, chemlcal and clin-
ical properties.

Dr. Rusby, who headed a similar
South American expedition In 1885, said
he learned from natives of narcotics in
the section and he hopes to find speci-
mens for valuable medicines. The ex-
pedition will be-known as the Mulford
Blological Exploration of the Amazon
Basin, he said.

The start will be made from Bogota
by mule to Calamar, thence by canoe
down the Jaupes River and the Rio
Negro. After reaching the Amazon, the
second half of the journey will be begun
July 1 up the Madeira. The party plans
to avoid the difficult high land en-
countered by the Roosevelt expedition
by going up the Mamore River. The

NEW YORK, Oct. 29.—By Canadian

The 1920 presidential electlon in the
United States will be the 34th in the
history of the republic. Former elec-
tions resulted as follows:

1789—Previous to 1804 each elector
voted for two candidates for president.
The one who received the largest num-
ber of votes was declared president, and
the one who received the next l;rrn
number of votes was declared vice-
president. @aorge Washington was de-
clared president end John Adams vice-
president.

1792—George Washington, president;
John Adams, vice-president.

1796—John Adams, president; Thomas
Jefterson, vice-president.

1800—There being a tie ‘between
Thomas Jefferson, Republican, and
Aaron Burr, Republican, the cholce de-
voived upon the House of Representa=-
tives. Jefferson received the votes of
ten states, which, being the
vote cast for a candidate, elected
President. Burr received the votes of
four states, which, being the next larg-
est vote, elected him vice-president.
There were two blank votes.

1804—The constitution of the United
States having been amended, the elec-
tors at this election voted for a presi-

| dent and a vice-president, instead of for

date it will be determined whether the
administration of the republic for the
next four years is to be Democratic, as
now, or Republican, as for many years
prior to 1912. It will be decideq on
that day whether the first citizen of

the United States for the four years
from March 1 next is to be Senator
Warren Gamallel Harding of Ohio or
Gov. James Middleton Cox of the same
state. The fate of the League of Na-
tions covenant, o far as the United
States Government is concerned with
that covenant, also hangs on Tuesday’s
veting, as well as numerous other mat-
ters of public policy now being threshed
out on the hustings.

Thanks to the terms of a rigid con-
stitution, the people of the United States
always know when their elections are
coming. The presidential election comes
once in four years, and, to make the
occasion properly thrilling, many states
have their local political tilts for the
election of state officers on the same
day. But, of course, the federal con-
test stands our before everything, more
especially at a time when the issues in-
volved are of such tremendous import-
ance and the policies of the rival par-
ties so directly opposed to each other.
There are many minor parties in the
fleld, but the struggle is*between Demo-
crats and Republicans, between Cox and
Harding.

The electors of the republic, joined
this year by many millions of women
voters, do not vote directly for their
presidential candidates. They merely
elect members to an electoral coliege,
and the electoral college does the rest,
reporting its findings formally on Con-
gress. Of course, when the final re-
turng are in on Tuesday night or, Wed-
nesday morning, everybody will know
who the next tenant of the White House
will be. But, strictly speaking, the new
president will not be electeq until Janu-
ary, and will not take office until March.
The constitution has surrounded the
important job of president-making with
safeguards and red tape enough to
make it a very solemn ritual indeed.

According to the statutes, ‘‘the elec-
tors of president and vice-president
shall be appointed in each state on the
Tuesday next after the first Monday in
November, in every fourth year suc-
ceeding every election of a president and
vice-president.”” That settles the date.
Now for the electors themselves:

‘“The number of electors shall be equal
to the number of senators and repre-
sentatives to which the several states
are by law entitled at the time when
the president ang vice-president to be
chosen come into office.”

That is to say, when a United States
voter goes to the polls next Tuesday to
perform his duty (or her duty) as a
citizen, he (or she) will vote for electors,
| not presidential candidates. In each
! state a slate of presidential electors will
be elected in this way, by the popular
vote. The Republican slate, if elected,
will cast its vote in the electoral col-
lege for Harding; the Democratic slate,
if chosen, wiil record in favor of Cox.
By this method of seiection, in which
each state influences the choice of presi.
' dent and vice-president according to its
representation in Congress, it is mathe-
maticafy possible for a candidate to
secure election even when the populer
vote favors his opponent.

There are several instances on record
where a president has been elected by
a majority of the electorial college when
the popular verdict was against him. In
the year 1876 Rutherford B. Hayes, Re-
publican, was elected president, re-
celving 185 votes in the electoral college
as against 184 for his opponent, Samuel
J. Tilden, Democrat. Tilden had a
plurality in the popular vote of 250,935.
Similarly, in 1888, when Grover Cleve-
land, Democrat, had a popular plurality
of 98,017 over Benjamin Harrison, Re-
publican, the latter secured 233 votes in
the electoral college to 168 votes polled
for Cleveland, and was declared presi-
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dent. This happens when populous
states, entitied to a heavy representa-
tion in Congress, and so to many mem-
bers in the electoral college, are carried
by the winning party by small majori-
ties, while other statea less fortunate
in their congressional representation,
give majorities to the loser,

In the year 1908, for instance, Presi-
dent Taft won 321 votes in the electoral
college as against 162 for his Democratic
opponent, William Jennings Bryan, and
the popular plurality in favor of Taft
was 1,269,804. In 1912 Woodrow Wilson
secured 435 electoral college votes, as
against 8 for Taft, his Republican an-
tagonist, and 88 for Theodore Roosevelt,
who ran on the Progressive ticket.

ilson’s vote plurality in the country
generally was 2,173,512. In the election
of 1916, which was a close contest,
Wilson receiveq 277 votes in the elec-
toral college as against 254 for Charles
E. Hughes who led the Republican
ticket. Wilson's plurality in the popu-
lar vote was 581,941.

On Tuesday next, then, the members
of the electoral college will be named,
and, so far as the general public is
concerned, the result of the struggle will
be known. But the law does not deem
the election of president and vice-presi-
dent complete at that stage. The
electors have now their duties to per-
form. The statutes set forth these dutlies
in the following terms:

*“The electoys of each state shall meet
and give their votes on the second Mon-
day next following their appointment,
at such place in each state as the legis-
lature of such state shall direct. . . .

“It shall be the duty of the executive
of each state, as soon as practicable
after the conclysion of the appointment
of the electors in such state . . . to
communicate, under the seal of the
state, to the secretary of state of thi
United States, a certificate of suc
ascertainment of the electors appointed,
getting forth the names of such electors
and the canvass of the number of votes
cast for the appointment.” .

The electors meet on the day ap-
pointeq and go through the formalities
set forth in the statutes. Their work
ts then done. The next step is taken
by Congress. The act continues:

“Congress shall be in session on the
second Wednesday of February succeed-
ing every meeting of the electors. The
Senate and House of Representatives
shall meet in the hall of House of Rep-
resentatives at the hour of 1 o'clock in
the afternoon on that day, and the
president of the Senate shall be their
presiding officer. Two tellers shall be

'FROST REPORTS GIVE
BULLS ADVANTAGE IN
' MARKET FOR WHEAT

Word That Farm Strike Seri-
ous Helps—Corn, Oats
Are Up.

CHICAGO, Oct. 29.—Bulls had the
advantage In the wheat market today,
owing largely to the frost reports from
Argentina, and to views expressed by
a widely-known trade authority that
the farm strike in the United States
wyas serious. The market closed un-
settled, 13%c¢ to 2%c higher, with De-
cember, $2.09%% to $2.093%, and March,
$2.03. Corn finished 13%c to 15sc up,
and oats gained %c to 3%c. In pro-
visions the outcome varied from 2bc
decline to 35c advance.

More than usual significance was at-
tached to Argentine ‘rost news inas-
much as the wheat crop damage was
implied, and any great impariment of
yield in the southern hemisphere would
likely be to bring abdut a more ac-
tive European demand for supplies from
the United States.

Aside from the Argentina situation,
interest among wheat traders centred
about developments touching the ho'd-
ing attitude of farmers. It was con-
tended that nothwithstanding primaty
receipts cortinued liberal, an adequate
implied, and any great impairment of
rural selling would require at least ten
days. Under such circumstances the
trade was largely at sea, and venture-
some dealers were quick to act »n an
opinion which held that the farm strike
was not altogether visionary.

| EXCHANGE RATE

V.—What Controls It?

THE previous numbers of this series ex-
plained that the foreign dollar is not
money but a commodity, and that the in-
convenience of settling international debts
in gold has led to the use of Bills of Ex-
change. We now come to the effect of
the Trade Balance on the exchange value
of the dollar. :

If we bought from the United States
goods to exactly the same value as those
we sold to them, broadly s, ing, there
would be no exchange problem between
us, since the amount of Bills of Exchange
offered for sale in each country would just
cover the requirements of wanting
to pay debts in the other.

At present, however, we are buying
from the United States far more than they
are from us. In consequence many Bills
of Exchange, representing Canadian dol-
lars, are being offered in the money mar-
kets of the United States by American
vendors and few bids are being made for
them. The holders, to dispose of them,
lower the price until they become a tempt-
ing bargain. The Canadian dollars are
therefore at a discount in the United
States.

On the other hand, only comparatively
fex’ United States dollar Bills of Exchange,
created by the sale of Canadian goods, are
being offered in Canada and there are
many bidders who want to buy them to
pay their debts in the United States. In
consequence the competition is keen, the
price rises and United States dollars are at
a premium here.

We will deal next week in No. VL with
the effect on the exchange rate of one
result of war financing, namely the Infla-
tion of the Currency.
