MOTOR PLUNGES OVER
WORKMEN ESCAPE INJURY Rappe, film actress.

Miss Rappe’s death followed her at­
tendance at a party given in Arbuckle’s 
suite at a local hotel a week ago. She 
died of injuries which, District Attorney 
Matthew Brady of San Francisco and 
other authorities allege, were inflicted 
by Arbuckle.

Arbuckle is held without bail in the 
hall of justice here. He was arrested 
Saturday night on his arrival from Los 
Angeles, and was booked on a charge 
of murder. He is confined in a small 
cell, No. 12, on the Hall of justice tier 
known as “felony row."

The Arbuckle case is scheduled to be 
brought before the San Francisco county 
grand jury tonight. A coroner’s inquest 
into Miss Rappe’s death has been called 
for next Thursday.

Arbuckle has requested that none but 
his attorneys be allowed to see him at

Soon after it was learned by the direc­
tors of the Western Fair that the train 
of exhibits was to tour the west imme­
diately after the close of the Toronto 
Exhibition, the mayor and Col. Gart- 
shore wired the department in an at­
tempt to have the train brought here 
this week.

Two Days in London.
The train will immediately proceed 

to the western provinces, returning to 
Ontario in October. In the second week 
of next month the exhibits will be 
shown in every place of any size be­
tween Toronto and Stratford. The train 
will then move directly to Windsor, 
where it will remain two days. Return- 
ing eastward, after stopping at Chat­
ham. it will reach London on October 
20. According to the present schedule, 
the train will remain here only two 
days, and then proceed by way of 
Brantford and Hamilton to Niagara 
Falls and then back to Toronto.

Steps have already been taken by the 
department of trade and commerce to 
organize a Canadian train of exhibits 
to tour France next year. Until a per­
manent committee can be organized, the 
work will be under the direction of Sir 
George E. Foster. The minister of trade 
and commerce has written the various 
chambers of commerce and kindred as­
sociations for information and sugges­
tions.

France Reciprocates.
The privileges granted by the French 

Government are an exact replica of 
those which Canada has granted to the

Halifax, N S., Sept. 12.— Halifax was 

thrown into a turmoil of excitement 
shortly after 3 a.m. today, when a series 
of explosions at the Imperial Oil Com- 
pany’s plant nt Imperoyal aroused the 
population and brought hundreds of 
scantily-clad men and women Into the 
streets, ft aring a repetition of the disas- 
ter of 1917. Those who thronged the 
citadel and other points of vantage 
overlovking the harbor saw great sheets 
of Game rising from the rear of the oil 
company’s works and the entire basin 
ablaze with light. . _

Five pressure stills of a battery of 
twelve completed last year at a cost 
of $1,000,000 had detonated, and the on 
which they had contained was spouting 
great masses of smoke and flame. High 
above the noises of the rudely-aroused 
city was heard the roar of escaping 
steam with which the fire was being 
automatically fought..

Two hours later it was announe d 
that the fire was under control, ana 
that all danger had passed.

Vessel Gives Warning.
Six men at work in the Immediate 

vicinity of the destroyed stills gave the 
alarm, when what is known as the new 
battery. No 34, gave indications of 
trouble. This alarm was taken up by 
the oil tank steamer Victolite, engaged 
at the time in discharging four million 
gallons of crude oil at the company' 
wharf officers aboard the steamer tied 
down the whistle and casting off, 
steered for the stream Immediately 
thereafter the Victolite’s screaming 
whistle was drowned by the first of a 
series of explosions. Of the six men at

Geneva, Sept. 12.—When the day’s 
proceedings of the assembly of the 
League of Nations opened here this 
morning. Delegate Urrutia of Colombia 
spoke in continuation of the general 
debate, praising highly the work of the 
league's council. He declared the 
league’s act in instituting the interna­
tional court afforded striking evidence of 
the league’s vitality and efficiency.

Leon Bourgeois of France, continuing 
the debate, declared there was no rea- 
son for the league to be alarmed by the 
coming disarmament conference at 
Washington.

"The league respects national senti- 
ment,” he said, "and recognizes that 
those who are outside as well as those 
who are inside the league have the right 
to occupy themselves with the great 
question of disarmament.

“It was not to be expected," added 
M. Bourgeois, “that a country which 
sent 2,000,000 men across the Atlantic2 
fight for liberty would afterward re- 
nounce a part in future affairs.

Breaking of Rusty Plate

CHICAGO, Sept. 11.—Harvey W. 
Church, the twenty-year-old youth ac­
cused of slaying B. J. Daugherty and 
Carl Ausmus to obtain possession of a 
$5,400 automobile, broke down after 
twelve hours of questioning today and 
made a complete confession, according 
to the police.

The youth, brought back tonight from 
Adams, Wisconsin, his former home, 
where he had driven his mother in the 
car Friday, the day after the murder, 
was quoted as admitting that he alone 
planned and executed the tragedy.

The terrible beatings shown on the 
bodies and the trussing of both was 
merely to be sure they were dead, 
according to the alleged confession, 
which in part follows:

Held Up His Hands.
"Ausmus waited in the car outside 

my house at the curbing while 1 went 
inside with Daugherty. I told him I 
would give him the money in the par­
lor. When I got to the parlor 1 drew 
a pistol. He just held up his hands. I 
guess he thought I was going to rob 
him.

"I pulled out the handcuffs with one 
hand and told him to hold out his 

I hands, one at a time. All the time I kept 
him covered with the gun. He looked 
like a powerful man and I wasn't going 
to give him a chance. I took him to the 
basement.

“When we got down the stairs I took 
the baseball bat in one hand, but I kept 
him covered with the pistol so that he 
could not move.
"‘Turn around,’ I said. He started to 

turn. I guess then he had an idea of 
what was coming but it was too late. 
1 swung the bat with all my might and 
it caught him right across the head. 
He went down, but tried to strike back

PARTS, Sept. 11.—Negotiations were 
completed in Paris yesterday whereby 
the vast estates of Archduke Frederick 
of Austria and his son, Archduke Al­
brecht, estimated to be worth more 
than $200,000,000, were taken over by 
a United States syndicate of prominent 
businessmen.

They include the 
great steel works and mines in Teschen. 
which are partly in Czecho-Slovakia and 
partly in Poland. The estate comprises 
numerous other industries, including 
the dairies which formerly furnished 
most of the Vienna supplies of butter 
and milk; sugar plantations, factories, 
apartment houses, palaces and other 
private properties in Vienna, castlesin 
various parts of the continent, about 
one million acres of agricultural and 
forest lands scattered over several coun 
tries and the remarkable Albertina Mu- 
seum In Vienna, which is said to contain 
nearly one million works of art.

Archduke Frederick was a field mar­
shal and commander-in-chief of the

He had some skill in the arts of music 
and painting, one of his friends being the great painter, 
Giotto. He had his experience as a citizen soldier, 
fighting In one of Florence’s battles. Politics, both 
theoretical and practical, claimed him. His treatise 
in Latin “De Monarchia," is a work of permanent value. 
In order to play an active part in Florentine govern­
ment he had himself enrolled in one of the gilds, that 
of the Apothecaries, rose in the year 1300 to the chief 
office ot the city-state, and because of his energetic

Besides, "Inferno" is more concrete and simple, 
Purgatorio and Paradiso more philosophical. The Com­
media strikes the ordinary reader as anything but a 
comedy, but Dante's own definition of comedy was a 
story beginning darkly and ending happily, written in 
ordinary language of the people. How better entitle, 
then, a poem opening in Hell, ending in Heaven, and 
written in the tongue of the people, not in the Latin 
of the scholars? Dante was no pessimist. He had 
been in Hell, but out of it he had risen through re­
pentance and by grace of Beatrice into the Heaven of 
redemption. A chastened optimist, like Shakespeare 
or Wordsworth, he sees life fundamentally joyous as 
ending in Heaven, not in Hell.

Rogers 
Hornsby. St. Louis, who last year led 
the National League in batting with an 
average of .370, promises to repeat this 
season. He is the only regular in the 
league hitting above the .400 mark, his 
average being .406..

Hornsby is well in front in total 
bases, his 210 hits giving him a total 
of 333 bases.
