ed for the 1fland of Jamaica, whither Capt. Bligh will proceed in a day or
two, and from thence return to England.  Independent of the Bread-fruit, .
a number of other valuable plants are brought by Capt. Bligh, fome’of the
moft delicious fruits, ‘

Capt. Bligh has on board two men, natives of Qtaheite, going to Eng-
land with him, - : . .
