The AIDS epidemic reached

After an all-night sitting of the
Legislature Wednesday, the Al-
berta government has decided to
provide 100 percent remission on
all Student Loans.

“This is a tremendous oppor-
tunity for the students of Alberta
universities,” said Barry Chunder
of the Students’ Finance Board.
“For those who qualify for student
loans in the province, thisamounts
to a virtually free education.”

The remission decision is one
aspect of provincial Bill E-87
which calls for a restructuring of

the province's student finance
system.

Under the new law, "all loans
will now be remitted fully, retro-
active from September 1987,"
according to Chunder, who added
that in the past, “student loans
were remitted between 10 and 60
percent, with no remission after
two years of financial assistance.”

The bill was introduced early
in November by the Hon. Chuck
Cavanaugh member for the Com-
post riding. - -

After an initial response of
outright denial, the Government
voted last night in favor of the
bill, after much heated debate.

"We decided that after all of
the [post-secondary] students’
whining and obsequiousness, ad
nauseum, with petitions and so
fouth, to give them a break,” said
Nancy Fellatori, a spokesperson
for the Minister of Advanced
Education.

On January 1, new regulations
will come into effect banning
"socially unacceptable behaviors
pertaining to natural bodily func-
tions” from all buildings and parts
of buildings governed by the uni-
versity.

Until now, there has never
been any established policy, even
tacitly, for dealing with such vio-
lators. But under the new ruling,
students who are caught, for
example, belching or sculpting
earwax while in university buil-
dings are now punishable under
the Code of Student Behavior.
The resolution had been passed
by the board of governors on
September 29, but was kept quiet
until the controversy over the
non-smoking regulation had sub-
sided.

Despite attempts to avoid fur-
ther student unrest, the policy has
nonetheless illicited an immediate
response because of its vagueness
and wide-ranging implications.

ging houseplant-cum-rocker
Bobby Sprout brought his dazz-
ling array of foliage to the Bunker
Tuesday night for a show that
displayed many of his recent growths to
full advantage as well as revisiting the
well-known hits of his former band, the
Big Blimp.

Sprout was in fine form throughout the
show, wriggling his trunk in time to the
music and shaking his long flowing leaves,
which showed no signs of underwatering
or mineral deficiencies, just like he did
when he was a young English Sprout.

The sold-out crowd in the Bunker was
behind Sprout all the way, although their
constant demands for old Blimp hits be-
came rather nauseating at times, as did the
smells of the various weeds they were
ingesting throughout the show to display
their solidarity with Sprout, who didn’t
seem to be offended in the least by this
wanton destruction of his fellow foliage.

The stage was decorated in tasteful
earth-tones, offset by a large circular screen
which split into many smaller circles,
representing the light of the sun and the
regeneration of plant life through compost
heaps. Onto this backdrop was projected
apocalyptic images of forest fires, lumber-
jacks wielding large chainsaws and over-
trimmed and underwatered houseplants of
various kinds.

The lighting was also sympathetic, em-
phasizing the full range of the colour
spectrum, although an overabundance of
infrared rays toward the end of the show
had Sprout and his sidemen wilting slightly.

Musically, the show ran the gamut of
Sprout’s long career, including hits like
"Topsoil Breakdown” from the first Blimp
album, "In The Sunlight” from Chlorophyll
Graffiti and more recent favourites like
“Ship of Roots” and "Tall Shady One”.

A particularly poignant moment occur-
red when Sprout ‘set down his roots to
perform a moving version of “Growing in
California”, his famous ode to that ideal
climate for houseplants. After applauding
the first chords of the song loudly, the
crowd settled down to hear the quiet
rustling of the guitar strings.

The response to this song was typical of
the preference the audience displayed for
both old Blimp songs and green plant life.

emigrated to the Soviet Union,
has been an agent since 1980.

Nicholls, reportedly raised in
Leningrad and schooled in the
Soviet style of hockey until he
was |5-years-old, was planted in
Kingston, Ont., where he played
junior hockey for the Kingston
Canadians. He was scouted (pre-

sumably by another KGB agent
posing as a Kings scout) and
picked up by the Kings in 1988.

McNall, who lost an estimated
$15 million from his childhood
hobby — business of hockey card
collecting, disgruntedly left the
U.S. “for the Soviet dream” — to
be a spy. Upon arriving in Mos-
cow, he was immediately picked
up and taught the ways of the
KGB.

The plan was this: McNall
would be supplied loads of cash
which he would invest in certain
L.A. businesses. His primary goal
was to purchase the Kings — the
team Nicholls was now playing
for — and acquire NHL superstar
Wayne Gretzky, no matter how

high the price.

Here's where the story gets inter-
esting. The KGB’s reasoning be-
hind the Gretzky “deal’ was to
learn his style of play firsthand
and teach Soviet players so they
could win future Canada Cups
and Rendez-Vous.

Their plan backfired, though.

The KGB had no idea that
Nicholls would grow up to be
such a prolific scorer, leaving
Gretzky in the dust.

Now, according to reports from
the official Soviet news agency,
Tassle, McNall is to trade Gretzky
to the M-I-C-K-E-Y M-O-U-S-E
New Jersey Devils for a fifth
round draft pick, and bring
Nicholls back to his home land.
