Mr. Hugh David Lumsden, pre-
sident of the Canadian Society of
Civil Engineers for 1900, has de-
voted the greater part of his pro-
fessional life to railway engineering
and now holds the important posi-
tion of chiet engineer of the Eastern
Section of the Transcontinental
Railway of Canada.

Mr. Lumsden was born in
Aberdeenshire, Scotland, on Sep-
tember 17, 1844, and came to
Canada in 1861, He served an
apprentice ship as a land surveyor
at Woodville, Ont., until 1864 and
was engaged in private practice
until 1870. A long line of engage-
ments on Canadian railway surveys,
interspersed later on by construc-

tion work, was begun by Mr.
Lumsden in 1870, the roads with
which he was connected being the
Toronto and Nipissing Railway,
Toronto, Grey and Bruce Railway,
Northern Railway, Credit Valley
Railway and Canadian Pacific Rail-
way. In March, 1881, he became
chief engineer of the Ontari¢ and
Quebec Railway, which position he
held until November, 1884. Then
for practically ten years he was in
charge of the location and constru-
tion of various works for the
Canadian Pacific Railway, inclading
several lines in the north-west.
The Eastern section of the Trans-
continental Railway for which he is
now acting as chief engineer will
extend from Moncton, N. B., to
Winnipeg, Man., a distance of
some 1,890 miles.

Mr. Lumsden was elected a mem-
ber of the Institution of Civil
Engineers in 1885 and of the
Canadian Society of Civil Engineers
in 1887.
