OUR WATER SUPPLY

IS NOT EQUALED BY ANY IN THE DO-
MINION.

MR, SAUNDERS' SECOND ANALYSIS,

In common with many of our citizens, I was
under the impressi n until vecently that the water
at present supplied by onr city wi

er-works would
necessarily he more or less contaminated by the
materials o vecently used in coating and uniting
the pipes, and that some months of usemight be re-
quired to free it from foreign flavor.  So much had

been said about tar and other impurities in the |

pipes that I had thought of deferring the use of it
until spring, but a few days sinee the pipes were
introduced into my dwelling, when I found to my
surprize and delight that there was no perceptible
difference between the water drawn from the pipes

and that taken ,divectly frow the springs. Tt has |
| the same brilliantly clear, sparkling appearance and

refreshing taste,

Thinking it pos<ible that there might still he zome
contamination which the taste could not deteet, and
Deing also anxious to know how it would compare
with the water analyzed by me during the summer
of 1876, T have again, for my own satisfaction, sub-
mitted it to avery carcful ehemical examination. |

| find it entirely free from organie matter, nitrates,

lead, iron, and other unnatural impurity, and when
cubmitted to a highly magnifying power of the

mieroscope there is no appeatance whatever of |

microscopic organisms,  Inthe former analysis the
woportion of earthly matter found in ten ponnds
iy weight of the water wassixteen and a-half grains,
this being the aver of several experiments, The
water at present examined contains 17 crains as the
average of two experiments,  This «light increase
may be accounted for from the fact that during the
winter months, in the absence of rains, and with a
frost-bound =oil there is not the same influx of

| water from without as there is during the summer, |

and there being aless free cirenlation in the im-
mense sand and gravel beds in which this enormons
quantity of water is lodged, it remains probably

longer in contact with the lmestone, from which |
| the carthly matter is derived; the difference, how- |

ever, is s very amall a< to e quite immaterial,

| The earthly residue remaining from the evaporation
of the water consists mainly of carhonate of lime, |

with small quantities of sulphate and chloride of
lime.and a trace of magnesia.  Former comparisons
demonstrated that the water from “wells in- various
parts of the city yielded from 33 to 70 grains of
carthly salts in the Imperial gallon of ten pounds,
while in several cases organic matter was detected
in dangerous proportion.

The water in the well on my own premises is
prohably as vood as any in the eity, but that from
the Coombs’ Springs is so much freer from carthly
matter and so much more agreeable to dvink hat
the use of the well water has been dis ontinued in
my house entively,  The constant drinking of water
highly charged with calearcous matter i=no doubt a
fraitful source of disease, and apart from this I can-
not help regarding it as vi=ky, esped ially during the
spring months when the surface soil is saturated
with water which passes very rapidly throngh a
purous strata, to drink from wells within forty o
fifty, or even a hundred feet of cesspits and cther
sonrees of impurity. i

It i indeeda great comfort to
know that our city is now supplied with water far

removed from  the possibility  of contamination, |

which for drinking purposes is not equalled by any
water supply in the Dominion, and which maintains
it< character unehanged during summer and winter,
WM.

| GROSS OUTRAGE ON TWO PRIESTS IN BELFAST.

In the Belfast Police Court, Jan, 30, two  younyg
| men named James Keith and William J. McCui-
lough were charged, the former with having formed
