represent this great Republic in the courts
of Earope, how much greater is the pre-
rogative to represent the court of Heaven
among the nations of the world. “As the
Father,” says Ouar Saviour, “hath sent me,
I also send you. Going, therefore, teach
all nations—teaching them to obeerve all
things whatsoever I have commanded
you, and behold I am with you all days,
even to the consummation of the world.”

What a privilege to be the herald of
God’s law to the nations of the earth!
“How beautiful on the mountains are the
feet of him that bringeth good tidings and
that preacheth peace, of him that showeth
forth good, that preacheth salvation, that
saith to Zion, thy God shall reign!” How
cherished  favor to be- the bearer of the
olive branch of peace to a world deluged
by sin; to be appointed by Heaven to

roclaim that gospel which brings glory to

od and peace to men, that gospel which
strengthens the weak, converts the sinner,
reconciles enemies, comforts the afilicted,
and holds out to all the hope of eternal
life! The life of the Cardinal has never
been written and never can be, and this
is true of every Catholic Prelate of Amer-
ica. He never can have his Bosweil, The
biographer may release his public and
official acts, He may recount the churches
he erected ; the schools he opened ; the
institutions of charity and religion which
he established ; the priests he ordained ;
the sermons he preached ; the sacramenta
he administered ; the laboriows visitations
he made, But he can know nothing of his
private and inner life, which {s “hidden
with Christ in God.” That is manifest to
God’s recording angel only, The biogra-
pher knows nothing of the Bishop's secret
and confidential relations with his clergy
and people, and even with many who are
alien to his Faith, He is the daily deposi-
tory of their cares and anxieties, of their
troubles and afflictions, of their trials and
temptations, They come to him for
counsel in doubt, for spiritusl and even
temporal assistance. Were & Bishop’s real
life in its outward and inward fullneas
published, it would be more interesting
than & novel. If this istrue of the humb-
lest Prelate in the land, with how much
greater force may it be applied to one
occupying the eminent position of your
beloved Cardinal! How can I, then, my
brethren, with a few moments at my dis-

osal, attempt even a brief sketch of the
Sndintl's life? I can only skim over
the surface and touch upon a few salient
features in his long and eventful career.

John McCloskey was born in the neigh-
boring city of Brooklyn, on the JOth day

of March, A. D, 1810, That flourishing
city, which now numbers 600,000 inhabi-
tants, did not then contain 5,000 souls.
Trained in the path of virtue and piety
by his excellent Christian mother, he was
sent, abous the age of twelve years, to
Mt. St. Mary’s College, Emmitsburg, Md.,
where he graduated with highest honors

in 1828, This remarkable inatitution,
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which has been the nursery of 0 man
distinguished Bishope y
America, has been closely identified with
the last four ordinaries of the diocese of
New York, After pursuing a course of
theological studies at the moun he
was ordained by the venerable Bishop
Dubois in 1834, Soon after, young
Father McCloskey repaired to Rome,
where he devoted two years to more pro-
found theological studies, So talented
and industrious & priest must have derived
peculiar benefit from the exceptional
sdvantages afforded in the Eteraal City,
where he imbibed that, tender devotion to
the Holy See which was a distinguished
feature of his lifa, Another year he spent
in visiting the principal countries of
Europe. His contact with eminent men
in the civil and ecclesinstical walks of life,
and his babits of close observation,
developed in him an intimate knowledge
of mankind, which proved of incalculable
advantage to him during his long admin-
fstrative career., Oa returning to his
native country he was asigned to the
toral charge of St. Joseph’s church in
city, where he remained a few years.
Bat his great merits did not long esca;
the vigilant eye of Bishop Hughes. 0
was chosen as coadjutor to the Bishop and

Cl: olic cler
and faithful of New York, what senti-
ments of honest pride must be locked in
your hearts at the bare mention of the
names of these two illustrious pontiffs !
They will compare favorably with the
hierarchy of any See in Christendom, and
they will shine forth as stars of the first
maegnitude in the glorious galaxy of
eceased American prelates. They will
ever serve as shining fighu, to guide those
who come after them in the paths of vir-
tue and apostolic wisdom. ‘These two
Prelates had each his predominate traits of
character, McCloskey, meek, gentle, re-
tiring from the world, reminds us of
Moses with uplifted hands praying on the
mountain, Hughes, active, bold, vigorous,
ngireuive, wae, a8 it were, another Josue,
fighting in the valley, armed with the
Christian panoply of faith, truth and jus-
tice. The one recalls the Priuce of the
A&o.tlss, blending aulllority with pat.rnal
kindness ; the other reminds us of the
Apostle of the Gentiles wielding the two-
edged sword of the epirit, the sword of the
tongue and the pen. In 1866 Archbishop
Mc&loske attended the Second Plenary
Council o{ Baltimore, of which he was a
burning and shining light. He was con-
spicuous alike for his eloquence in the
pulpit and for his wisdom in the council
chamber. I well remember the discourse
he delivered at the opening session. The
clear, silvery tonns of his voice, the grace
of his gestures maaner; the persuasive
eloquence and charm of his words, are
indelibly imprinted on my memory and
imagination. Just before ascending the
pulpit & telegram was handed to him,
announcing the destruction by fire of his
Cathedral. He did not betray the slightest
emotion, notwithstanding the sudden and
calamitous news, Next morning I ex-
pressed to him my surprise at his imper-
turbable manner. “The damage,” he re-
plied, “ds done, and I cannot undo it. We
must calmly submit to the will of Provi.
dence.”

This habit of self-control, so characterls-
tic of the man, was not the stern, unfeel-
ing composure of the stoic philosopher; it
waas the serene tranquillity of the Christian
priest, acquired by long and serious medi-
tation at the feet of Christ. In the coun-
cil chamber his coileagues always listened
with marked attention and respect to his
words, and rarely, if ever, did any of them
dissent from the views that he expressed.
In 1869 the Archbishop attended the
(Ecumenical Council of the Vatican, the
most imposing ecclesiastical assembly that
has ever taken place since the Council of
Trent. The Bishops assembled from the
various countries of Europe, North and
South America, from Australia, from
Africa, and from the islands of the Atlan-
tic am the Pacific. They came from the
banks of the Tigrisand the Euphrates, the
cradle of the human family, and from the
banks of the Jordan, the cradle of Chris-
tianity. They came from Mount Lebanon
and varlous parts of the Holy Laad, hal-
lowed by the footprints of our blessed
Redeemer, Archbishop McCloskey was &
conspicuous figure even in this august
assembly, He was deemed worthy of
hw' a member of the Committee
on line, one of the most important
of the (Kmncil, and Cardinal Capalti, who
presided over the committee, spoke in
terms of the higheat admiration of the
wisdom of the Archbishop of New York,
But one crowning honor was reserved for
your beloved Archbishop as a reward of
conspicuous merit and li e‘lonf services in
the cause of God. Oar late Holy Father,
Pope Pius IX,, in a consistory held in
1875, was pleased to create him Cardinal
of the Holy Roman Church,

This was an honor unprecedented in
the Western World, and rarely if ever was
such a dignity conferred with stronger
marks of approbation. Not only in this

Their influence arises from
the sacred character of their office and
from their own character as men faith-
ful to their sacred calling, disinterested
and devoted to the welfare of their
people. The influence of such men
should generally be wholesome in poli-
tics, as in everything else, and if they
sometimes make mistakes, as even the
best men will, their motives are seldom
if ever open to suspicion.”

We propose going a step farther than
the Tribume in its defence of Dr. Cam-
eron, We can see no evidence of mis-
taken conduct on his part, and hold that
both as a bishop and citizan it was
within his right to recommend to the
elettors the choice of one candidate in
preference to another. We agree with
our contemporary in his view that the
influence of the clergy in politics should
be wholesome, We adhere firmly to the
opinions we have already expressed that
“every man should vote upon principle,
that is to say, he should cast his vote in
favor of that candidate who, according to
his sound judgment, will best discharge
the duties of representative in further-
ing the principles upon which govern.
ment is based, and social happiness
secured, Every elector is not capable
of a just discrimination between princi-
ples; but there are in every community
men who, by education, intellectual
acumen, and moral worth,are peculiarly
fitted to exercise such discrimination,
To these men, not only the unintelligent
and illiterate, but that great body of
citizens prevented by the vigorous pur-
suits of life from following the course of
political action should have and gener-
ally do have recourse. Among these
social mentors none sway 8o just and
powerful an inflaence as the newspaper
editor and clergyman. As to the right
of the latter to interfere in politics, it
must be admitted that as citizens and as
clergymen they have a just and well-
established right to interfere. As to the
mode of this intervention, it must also be
as positively declared that it should be
characterizad by good sense and modera-
tion, although devoid of rancor, person-
ality and extravagance which could not
but prove hurtful to the best interests of
society and religion,”

Clerical influence of this character
cannot but prove beneficial to society at
large, and a great protection to the elec-
toral body. It has not been shown that
the intervention of the Bishop of Arichat
was of a difterent character. Of the can-
didate that received his support a pro-
nounced liberal paper of the Provincs ot
Nova Scotia says :—“We are intimately
acquainted with Mr. Thompson, and it
was our lot to meet him often during
four years of legislation in the local
house, and we can say a more thorough
gentleman we never met with in an
official capacity, We congratulate the
people of Nova Scotia in having in the
Dominion Cabinet a gentleman of Mr,
Thompson’s ability and untiring energy.
He is an excellent speaker, a clear-
headed lawyer, and will undoubtedly fill
the office to the satisfaction of the coun-
try‘"

public life at s comparatively early age
caused genuine regret amongst his politi-
oal friends, who keenly felt his absence
from the arena of battle. Mr, Thomp-
son's ceaseless activity, brilliant attain-
ments, and lofty eloquence, combined
with rare personal merits, had won for
him so high & place in the hearts of his
political friends, that a very general
desire among them prevailed in favor of
his selection to fill the place left vacant
by the withdrawal of Sir Charles Tupper.
He was accordingly offered and accepted
the portfolio of justice, But a seat had
to be found for the mew Minister. It
had Pbng been known among his intimate
friends that MreMcIssac, who, since 1873,
bad continuously represented Antigon-
iah, was desirous of retiring from Parlia-
mentary life, The Government of
Canada felt free to offer the hon, gentle.
man a judgeship, and he, after consulta-
tion with hisfriends, felt free to accept it.
Mr. Thompson immediately offered himy
self for Antigonish, and for some little
time it appeared as it he were to have
awalk over. Arival candidate, however,
appeared in the person of Dr, McIntosh,
himselt a Conservative, The contest was
waged with earnestness, if not with
bitterness, and resulted in the return of
Mr. Thompson by a majority exceeding
two hundred votes.

The opponents of the uew Minister
attribute his viotory to the intervention
on his behalf ot the Most Rev. Dr. Cam-
eron, Bishop of Arichat, in whose diocese
the county of Antigonish is situated,
Admitting that Bishop Cameron’s inter-
vention did determine the majority in
favor of Mr. Thompson, it does, say we,
reflect the highest oredit on the new
Minister that a prelate of the discern.
ment, disinterestedness and patriotism of
the Bishop of Arichat should feel it a
duty to cast in with him the great weight
of his valued support. The learned pre-
Iate did, we believe, issue to his clergy
circulars commending Mr., Thompson's
“private virtues, social standing and
commanding abilities,” and declaring
that as no other county was available
for the honorable gentleman, it would be
“both a lack of public spirit, patriotism
andhonor on our part, an indelible dia-
graoe, to oppose, or even not to support,
his eandidature on the ocoasion,”

By a section of the press Dr. Cameron
has been harshly and unjustly censured
for these declarations in favor of the Min-
ister of Justice, By more than one
paper he has been held up as a political
partisan, These journals affect to be
ignorant of the fact that the policy of
the government was not really ou trial,
for Dr. McIntosh is himself a pronounced
Oonservative, But whatever Dr. Mec-
Intosh’s politics, we do maintain that,
even were the policy of the government
on trial before the electors of Antigonish,
and that Bishop Cameron believed it
essential to the interests of the country
that that policy should be endorsed, it
would be not only his right, but even
duty, to support the candidature of Mr.
Thompson, The issue in Antigonish, as
between the two candidates, was, we have
every reason to think, merely personal,
and the Bishop of Arichat felt it a duty
to take & firm stand in favor of the min-
ister.

Should the Bervi-
ans succeed, the most fertile portion of
Western Balgariajwill be theirs, a result
well defined as robbery of Bulgaria, an
insult to Rassis, and & crippling of Tar-
key. The opinion is expressed that
Turkey baving invited the Powers to a
conference on the general situation, will
be too wary to interfere at the pres-
ent moment, as she would naturally
prefer the costs and hardships of war to
be imposed on them than on harself, A
London despatch says that if the ‘‘clash of
resounding arms” is swept by northern
breezes to the very doors of the conference
chamber it may lead tlit body to make
some hasty settlement with the view of
localizing the war. There is little pro-
bability that Russia will be a silent spec-
tator of thespoliation of Bulgaria by Aus-
teia’s protege. Russia and Austria may
therefore be said tostand face to face
with a gigantic struggle. The outlook
for peace is on the whole gloomy and
discouraging. Fh

Oa the other hand we bave. the speegh
of the Emperor Francis Joseph at the
meeting of the delegation on Friday. This
is a parlismentary body of 120 members,
one half chosen from Austria and the
other half from Hungary, its jurisdiction
being limited to foreign affairs and war.
The emperor is reported to have
declared :

“The foreign relations of Austria are
of the most friendly nature. The recent
meeting of the emperors at Kremsier
clearly indicated to an unprejudiced
mind that the active and trustful rela-
tions of Russia, Germany, and Austria
haye still continued, which is a very im-
portant fact at this juncture for the
peace of Europe, The powers who join
us will maintain the legal status of the
Balkan States, gusranteed by the treaties
of Berlin and San Stefano, as a basis for
securing peace in future, The unanim.
ity of the powers on this point is an im.
portant guarantee of the success of the
peaceful solution of the Roumelian
question. The signers of the Treaty of
Berlin seek to restore the status quo,
which was g0 unexpectedly violated by
the Roumelian rising, endangering the
peace and welfare of the people of the
whole Balkan peninsula, Europe eviden.
ced her respect for the treaties of San
Stefano and Berlin by the confidence
with which she gave the Balkan States
an independent political existence.
Austria’s first care is to maintain peace
among the nations of the East and pro-
tect the interests of her monarchy.
Bosnia and Herzegovina make steady
progress in an industrial and economic
sense, and are able to pay their own ad-
ministration,”

If this speech means anything it means
that Germany, Austria and Russia are as
one in the determination to sacure the
deposition of Prince Alexander and effect
a restoration of the condition of affairs
existing in the Balkan states hefore his
rising, The emperor’s pacific utterances
do not, however, wall accord with the
action of King Milau in his invasion of
Bulgaria. Thie invasion will, no doubt,
either precipitate war or speedily bring
about some temporary eettlement of
existing difficulties, The represeuntative
of England has, it is said, been instructed
to make a motion in the conference in
favor of maintaining the union of Bal.
garia and Roumelia effected under Prince
Alexander, and it is further stated that
the representatives of France and Italy
have been instructed to support England’s
motion. We take these statements with
great reserve. It seems to us that Eng-
land will be certain to keep out of the
contest a3 long as her own interests per-
mit. How long that would be it may be
soon easy to tell, In a few days we will,
no doubt, have decisive news of some kind
from the East. No matter what the
action of the conference, war cannot for
any great length of time be postponed,

THE FRENTH ELECTIONS.

One of the most significant features in
connection with the French elections is
the immense popular strength displayed
by the Catholic party. The late election
was the first, as we have already pointed
out, in which the various fractions of the
Catholic party made any serious effort to
combine their forces. The Republicans
went to the polls, as is their wont, ani-
mated with enthusiasm and courage, and
strengthened by thorough orgamization.
The Catholics, while more united and en-
thusiastic than ever before, went into the
contest without anything like the com-
plete organization of their opponents.
Yet, in the face of all the difficulties with
which they had to contend, they polled on
the 4th of October last, in 78 departments,
3,150,000 votes, against 1,800,000 in 1881,
and against & total republican connt of
3,550,000, All the leading Catholic
members of the late Chamber, in-
cluding Mgr. Freppel, have been trium-
phantly returned, while many of the
republican chiefs have fallen by the way
or barely squeezed themselves through
a gimlet hole into the new House. The
republicans are divided into two hostile
schools, which it will be found difficult if
not impossible to bring into harmonious
action. The Conservatives, who will
number in the next Chamber more than
two hundred members, can, with good
management, render government by the
radicals, or so-called moderate republi-
cans, an impossibility. They can, in
fact, force on another dissolu.
tion, an eventuality for which
they should at once begin to prepare
themselves, The anti-Catholic elements
of the population have been thor-
oughly aroused by tho recent successes
of the Catholic party, and will fight with
desperate energy to prevent the return of
France to its religious instinocts aund

Commenting on these figures the

Ottawa Fres Press says :

#Tt will thus be seen that the enormous
increase of population in Lower Town
continues, and that the two wards—
Ottawa and By—between them contribute
three-fifths of the increased population.
The increase for two wards is 1,345
as against 721 for the other three wards, of
which Wellington ward alone claims 591.
The total population of the city in 1883
was 27,645, in 1884 it reached 30,791 and
in 1885 it is 32,857. The percentage of
increase is about 7 per cént. as compared
with 11 last year. “The increase is in
ordinary figures 8,066 this year as against
3,145 the year preceding.”

In other words, the two wards which it
was proposed to rob of their legitimate
influence in civic government have during
the past twelve months contributed much
more than half of the total increase re-
corded during that period. This is a
cheerless outlook indeed for the advocates
of representation based on “wealth and
taxation.” The people of Ottawa know
too well that labor too hasits rights ss
the chief factor of wealth, and that'in
this country population also is & basis of
representation.

SOME VALUABLE MEMENTOES TXEERITED
