The Churchfifnion-—This Society is
making rapid advances in its organization;
each day bringing intelligence of thé for-
mation of Branches in various parts of the
Province. The proceedings at many of
the meetings were most interesting, and
the spirit which actuated:those who attend-
ed most gratifying : many having travelled
long distances to take part in the proceed-
ings. From the crowded state of our co-
lumns we cannot give any details, but we
will endeavor to give a summary of the
proceedings at some of them in our next.
Amongst the returns which have been re-
ceived of the formation of Branch Unions,
we may name Richmond, North Gower,
Goulbourn, Franktown, &c.: preparations
for meetings are being made in other pla-
ces, and the greatest anxiety is evinced to
maintain the settlement of 1840 ; Presby-
terians and Methodists uniting with the
members of the Church of England in
doing so. In reference to the petitions to
the Imperial and Colonial Legislature we
may state, that it is desirable that the sig-
natures continue to be obtained as long as
pussible, and then forwurded to the Secre-
tary of the Church Union, for presentation
this session, the course of action decided
on in Parliament enabling the time to be
extended for this purpose.— Church.

Piceons.—There are none of our rea-
ders that can be unobservant of the im-
mense number of pigeons, that at this sea-
son of the year may be seen passing over
from one part of this” continent to ago-
ther, and yet few of them are. probably
aware of the immensity of their number—of
the food required for their support, and of
the law of nature which regulates their mi-
gration. Myriards of these beautiful birds
havé, during the last ten days, flown over
this country, taking' a south-westerly
course, and yet how few persons are cu-
rious enough to enquire into their destina-
nation, the object of their flight, or of their
general economy. The Passenger Pi-
geon (Columbia Migratoria,) is a native
of North America. They spread over
the whole of this country, abounding
round Hudson’s Bay, where they remain
till December. - They arrive in the fur
countries in the latter end of May, and
depart in October. They are met with
as far South ag the Gulf of Mexico, but do
not extend their range Westward of the
Rocky Mountains.,  Stray passenger pi-
geons have been taken bgth in Norway
and in Russia, and it has found a place in
the British Fauna, from a solitary bird
having been shot in Westhall, Fifeshire,
on the 31st December 1825. Like other
pigeons, this genus makes a slender plat-
form nest of sticks and straws, but unlike
other pigeons, prolific as it'is, it lays but
one egg.. “The female builds the nest, the
male bird fetches the materials. The
time of incubation is sixteen days, and
the male relieves the female in stitting
during that period. . The immense num-
ber of these birds bafiles all computation.
Those éminent ornithologists, Wilson and
Audubon, describe flocks seen by them to
contain respectively from thousands of
millions to upwards of a billion in each,
the daily food required to sustain which
would be at least 60,000 bushels ;- and the
New York Evening Post informs us that
on the 31st of last month seven tons of
pigeons were carried into the New York
market by the Erie railrond.—St. Catha-
rines Constitutional,

Rumored decline of the Russell Minis-
try.—Rumors are again rife of an impend-
ing resignation of the Ministry. Notwith-
standing Lord Torrington’s defence of,
himself in the House of Tiords, Lord John
Russell and his colleagues have no faith in
the result of the motion on the affairs of
Ceylon, and have made up their minds to
die at last under that Damocles’ sword, so
long suspended over their heads.—dJokn
Bull.

TERRIBLE EARTHQUAKE IN CHILL

An awfil earthquake, which nearly swallowed
up Valparaiso, occifred on the 3rd of April last.
The first shock, which was the severest one, and
which caused the falling of many buildings, and
the destruction of much property, occtirred aboiit
six o’clock on the morning of the 2nd, but occa-
sional shocks, of greater or less severity, were felt
for the succeeding ten days, doing more of less
damage.

On the 2nd of April, at 6} A. m., Valparaiso was
visited by one ob.thoa#calamities s frequent in
volcanic countries.

A severe trembling of the earth, of 15 secords’
duration, prolonged by less violent after-shocks to
two minutes, which two minutes appeared as so
many hours to those whose lives and propetty
were endangered, has in so short a time desttoyed
several hundred buildings, and made a number of
persons houseless.

It is generally believed that from the vicletice
of the shock, ten or fifteen seconds more would
‘have brought on the same disastrous consequen-
ces as the earthquake in 1822, though the houses
at present are generally built in a more substan-
tial manner, and less liable to fall.

The motion came from the south, and dirscted
its course to the north, notwithstanding some of
the northern ports of the country, as Copiapo, Co-
quimbo, and Cobija, have only felt very slight
symptoms of the shock, and it is suppesed that the
motion, though severe, has not spread over much
territory.

The motion of the earth was ohserved to be of
less violence in some parts than others, not a hun-
dred yards distant, so much so, that old and de-
cayed houses stood she shock better, in some parts,
than newly and strongly erected edifices ; and
those houses in the structure of which most timber
has been employed, remained almost sound,

During the eventful filteen seconds, the houses
rocked to and fro like so many vessels at sea.

Not a breeze of air was perceptible during the
whole of ihe day, and slighter shocks continued at
6.46 minutes, 6.56 minutes, 8.55 minutes, 10.55
minutes, and have continued ever since, of more
or less duration; and even at this moment of
writing, on the 7th instant, at 1} p. ., ashort but
severe motion made the inhabitants rush out of
their houses.

The houses in the port, where the greater part
of the commercial establishments kept their offi-
ces, have, comparatively speaking, suffered but
little, being built on 4 solid, rocky foundation ; and.
we can only hear of one of Gen Herrera’s houses,
occupied by Messrs Gibbs & Co., beingin a dan-
gerous state. The custom house has suffered
little ; some slightly constructed outward orna-
ments having been demolished, and part of the
roof having been catried along withit. The con-
sequent heavy rain, however, on the 4th instant,
has damaged a number of packages, the extent of
which we have not as yet ascertained. A few
houses situated on the top of the hill, (Main Top,)
a sailors’ resort, came tumbling down with a crash.

In those parts, however, spreading along the
beach, the Almandrale, Calle Nueyva, and others,
where the ground is luose and sandy, considerable
damage has been done, and about 200 houses are
unfit for habitation. More than 200 families have
been obliged to pass the first day and night in the
streets, partly from fear of renewed shocks, and
partly from the danger attending the stay in their
houses.

We are happy to say not a single life has been
lost, nor can wo hear of a severe fracture. On the
4th instant, at 12 o’clock p. M., a heavy rain set
in, which lasted uninterruptedly for twelve hours,
which cooled the atmosphere considerably, but
destroyed still more property, pouring into the
roofless houses, and compelling those who had'
taken refuge in the plaza, and were living in tents,
to leave, and seek shelter in the theatre, or with
friends in the ports. The loss.is.;generally esti-
inated, - including the damage done to buildings,
at one million of dollars.

The principal public buildings which have suf-
fered are the Aduana, the churches Merced and
Martz, the cartel of the national guard, the Hos-
pital, and the Temple St. Dotningo.

Commissioners have been appointed to examine
the houses, and to condemn those which are inan
unsound condition. It isto be hoped that the con-
structors of housges will be, in future, more careful
in the choice of materials, and study the best mode
adapted for building in a country subject to earth-
quakes, and that they will ‘not be made careless
by the consolation that these violent shocks ouly
talte place every twenty or thirty years.

usiness has only been interrupted for one day,
the Custom ITouse having been closed by order of
the Intendente.

Cazsa Blanca, as well as Quillota, have suffered
severely, and in some parts in the latter place,
as well as in tho capital, the ground has opened
and thrown up a quantity of hot water.

The damage done in Santiago is similar to that
in Valparaiso, with the exception that, there being
a larger number of buildings in the capital, the
pecuniary loss must be severer.

The principal public baildings more or less
damngtzi‘nre the mint, a splendid new building in
the Pla%a, at the same time the residence of his
Excellency Bulnes, the cathedral, the temple of
San Francisco, the Ghurch de la Compania, the
old palaco completely ruined, and the court house.

There was an abortive attempt made to over-
throw the government of Chili, on “tho 20th of
April.

At three o'clock in the morning of the 20th
inst., the battalion Valdivia marched out of their
barracks, headed by Colonel Urriola, and hoping
to be supported by the populace of the city, en-
deavored to take by assault the barracksof the
artillery, for the purpose of procuring arms for
them. “This they found was no easy maiter, for
it was gallantly defended ; but after being set on
fire, it was taken. In this. part the firing was
heavy and the well contested ground showed
symptoms of the bloodiness of the fray. In the
meantime, the President, accompanied by the
Ministers of State, was gathering such forces as
could be called together on the instant and with
a large number of the national guard, and half
the battalion of Chacabuco, together with many
volunteers of the highest respectability, he put
himself at their head, and after about two hours’
street fighting, the attempt at insurtection was on-
tirely put down. Colonel Urriola was killed, and
wo hear of about twenty-six killed and six
wounded, Several proclamations were issued,
calling upon all good citizens to do their duty in
support of the laws, which was responded to with
alacrity by fight thinking men; and although,
the victory was by no means bloodless, order and
tranquillity were soon restored. Martial law has
been proclaimed in the provinces of Santiago
and Valparaiso as a precautionary measure, yvhu:h
does not, however, interfere with basiness in any
way.

Thus ended, we hope, the last Santiago riot, in
which the national guard, the representatives of
the people, have fought their own battle to up~
hold the laws of the country, and have again
provedy that their country is worthy of the repu-
tation, as being tho best regulated republic in
South America. .

ENGLAND.

much discussion was deféated by a vote of 49 to
13%. The object of transportation .to Van Die-
nian’s Land has also occufpied the attention of the
Government. The inhabitantaef that coloiy, it
appears, ate as excited inl regard to this constant
transmission of taint amongst them, as the Cape
of Good Hope coldnists wete a short time since.
Ftom the consus in 1848, it appeared that three-
fourths of the adult population were, or had been
convicts. The discontent had manifested itself in
varigus petitions to Pailiament, emanating from -
the cletgy, the merchauts, and the leading free
people in the colony ;. and even the women of Van
Disman’sLiand havé latélymemotialized theQueen
on the subject. Many respéctable persons have
left the colony, and a feeling of deadly hostility is
said to be rising betweer the free and the convict
coloniets. There is little doubt that the griovance
of the colonists will sbon be removed.

IRELAND:

Emigration from Ulster.—The Fermanagh Re-
porter thus refers to the progress of emigration-in
the North of Irsland :—* From every part of the-
countty the people are flying, as if before the surg-
ing sweep of another deluge. Every day the differ-
ent conveyances that pass through Enniskillen are
loaded with exiles—those who are breaking their
hearts to save their lives. - Whole families are
moving away together undet the desperate incan-
tation of ¢ No hope here.”  What will becomé of
the countiy when those able to stay are going—
the strength and hope of the land departing, and
those remaining, so many of them, burdens on the
ceuntry ? And when this wish to fly is o strong'
in Ulstet, what must be the feeling in the dark
parts of Ireland; that are full of the habitations of
cruelty 7 There must be an end to this flying, and
where will the end be 7”’

FRANCE.

In Paris, the revision of the Constitution creates
a great deal of agitation, but, with the exception
of the Legitimists, who declare openly for the re-
storation of the Monarchy, and whose cry is en
avant, all the others appear to hesitate.

The most remarkable change whici has taken
place in the political atmosphere of France is tho
bold stand taken by the Legitimists in favor of the
cause ol Henry V. There is rio longer any con-
cealment about the matter. They frankly proclaim
that they look to a restoration of the monarchy,
and that in seeking for a total revision of the
Constitution, their object is to alter its republican
spirit, and to pave the way for the re-establishment
of the ancient line of kings. M. de Falloux, in &
remarkable speech in the club of the Rue de
Rivoli, goes further, for he abjures all adjourn-
ment, boasts of the unhoped for success of the
party during the last three years—of the educa-
tion law—of the expedition to Rome—and of the
reconciliation of parties who had been enemies for
eighteen years—all méasures so favorable to the
cause, that he brings them forward a8 showin,
that the hand of Providence is on theirsids ; an
having thus strongly expressed his feelings and
his hopes, he concludes by declating that all plans
of adjournment are franght with evil to the coun-
try ; thatthe solemn period has arrived when the
Legitimists must assert their principles and prove
their devetion to France, and having thus done
their duty they may rest satisfied, for ** God and
the country will do the rest.”

SPAIN.

Frightful Accident at Seville.—The Madrid
Epoca of the 15th inst., quotes a letter from Se<
ville, announcing that a frightful catastrophe had
occurred in the garden of the Duke de Montpen<
gier; at Alcala del Rio. The ptince had caused &
steam engine to be placed in.it for its irrigation,
and the 10th inst. was fixed forits trial. His
Royal Highness could not assist at the operation
as he intendod, having been obliged to repair on
that day to Villamaurique. As the boiler to be
used for the experiment was not new, it was
agreed that it should be slowly heated, but, either
from neglect or imprudence on the part of the
engineer, the boiler exploded, and overthrew the
building, burying nnder its ruins sixty or seventy
persons, assisting at the experiment as operatives
or mere spectators. M. Latour, secretary of the
Duke, on hearing of the accident, immediately
repaired to the spot, accompanied by the physician
in attendance at the palace.

ITALY. »

Accounts from Milan of the 15th instant, state
that Marshal Radetzky had been summoned to
Vienna, for the purpose, it was believed, of accom-
panying the Emperor of Austria to Warsaw. Gen
Ginlay was to be charged.ad interim with the
chief command of the army, and to establish his
head quarters at Verona.

The greatest honors were paid at Milan to the
Princess of Hesse Darmstadt, it being reported
that the daughter of the Grand Duke was to be
married to the Emperor of Austria.

Serious quarrels, or rather conflicts, have taken
place between the French and Roman troops. The
provocation from the French, who called the Ro-
man soldiars cowards. During the collisions of
last week, theFrench lost above twelve men kilied,
and many more wounded ; while on the part of
‘the Roman goldiers there weré not more than three
or four wounded, and a tailor was killed by a
French soldier whilst in the act of gotttng out of
the way. In the meanwhile thirty-six Roman
goldiers have been placed undet arrest, and they
are to be tried by a Fronch court martial.

PORTUGAL.

Accounts from Lisbon in the Diariada Governo,
of the 14th, via Madrid, state that the Queen has
issued a decree by which the dismissal of Marshal
SaLpanua is rendered null and void, and to be
considered as never having existed, and hisap-
pointments both civil and military have been cou-
firmed ; it aldo states that Count do Thomar has
been informed of his dismissal from the Embassy
at Madrid to which he had been appointed. Sal-
danha was at Oporto exercising full civil and
military authority, but in the Queen’s name. g._,

Deferred Articles.

RaiLroap AccipEnTt.—Since the acci-
dent on the Paris and Versailles railway,
a few years ago, when the cars toek fire
and a large number of passengers who
‘were locked in, were burned to death, we
do not remember any railway accident
miore terrible than one that occurred on
the 30 ult. in England, in the Fordsham
Tunnel, a short distance from the city of
Chester on the Lancashire & Cheshire
Railway. There “had been an unusual
amount of travel on the line during the
day, on account of the Chester races, and
three trains left Chester in the evening, in
quick succession, with great numbers of
passengers from Manchester. The first
train was too heavy for the Locomotive,
and consequently came to a dead stand in
the middle of the tunnel, which is a mile
and a half long.—Before it could be start-
ed again it was run into by thé second
train and then by the third train, both
coming up at a rapid rate, The crash
was fearful and the damage very great.
Eight persons were killed and more than
thirty others were badly hurt by fractures
or otherwise. There were as many as
1500 persons in the three trains.—Detroit
Advertiser.

During the exhibition of the menagerie
in Derby, on Wednesday last, a little boy
was killed by being struck with the trunk
of the elephant. He was amusing him-
self, in company with other boys, by feed-
ing the elephant with nuts and other arti-
cles, when for the sake of sport, he prick-
ed the animal, upon the trunk with some
sharp instrument which enraged him, and
the boy becoming frightened, withdrew
into the ctowd. Soon after he approach-
ed toward the elephant, though cautioned
to keep away by the keeper, when he re-
ceived a blow on the head which injured
him so severely that he died.—New Ha-
ven Journal. 3

Boston, June 8.—A fearful tragedy took
place last evening in Rockbury. A young
man, representing himself'a stranger, from
Hope, Maine, called at the house of A. G.
Cummings, a physician, and required me-
dical advice. The Doctor being out, Mrs
C. invited him to step into the parlor,
where he sat down, took off his cravat,
and complained of pain -in his side. A
little daughter of Dr. C.’s came running
into the room, when the may instantly
drew ‘a razor from his pocket,"and cut the
child’s throat from ear to ear.

“St. Louis, June 7.—The Mississippi
continues to rise, and the whole length of
our levee is submerged, and the merchants
in that vicinity are moving their goods from
the ground floors. A large amount of pro-
perty on the levee has already been
injared by high water, and the difficulty
in re-shipping and landing goods has al-
ready caused the suspension of business.

Serious Riot.—A serious riot occurred
in the outskirts of the city of New York;,
on the 26th ult., by which a number of
persons were killed, and_ forty or fifty

| persons wounded. The day was celebra-

ted by the German population as the holi-
day of Pentecost. About 12,000 had as-
sembled in a Park, and every thing was
passing off peaceably till towdrds evening
they were assailed by a gang of rowdies,
who were armed with guns, pistols,
swords, &c.; they commenced without
provocation, to insult the females, over-
throw the refreshment tables, and destroy
the preperty of the venders. Buildings
were burned, and 49 or 50 robberies were
committed, principally on femzlss, who
were waylaid, and made to deliver up their
money, rings, &c. The affray was not
quelled until late in the evening.— Canada
Christian Advocate.

The Church Union—This Society is
making rapid advances in its organization;
each day bringing intelligence of the for-
mation of Branches in various parts of the
Province. The proceedings at many of
the meetings were most interesting, and
the spirit which actuated those who attend-
ed most gratifying : many having travelled
long distances to take part in the proceed-
ings. From the crowded state of our co-
lumns we cannot give any details, but we
will endeavor to give a summary of the
proceedings at some of them in our next.
Amongst the returns which have been re-
ceived of the formation of Branch Unions,
we may name Richmond, North Gower,
Goulbourn, Franktown, &c.: preparations
for meetings are being made in‘other pla-
ces, and the greatest anxiety is evinced to
maintain the settlement of 1840 ; Presby-
terians and Methodists uniting with the
members of the Church of England in
doing so. In reference to the petitions to
the Imperial and Colonial Legislature we
may state, that it is desirable that the sig-
natures continue to be obtained as long as
possible, and then forwarded to thie Secre-
tary of the Church Union, for presentation
this session, the course of action decided
on in Parliament enabling ‘the time to be
extended for this purpose.— Church.

Piceons.—There are none of our rea-
ders that can be unobservant of the im-
mense number of pigeons, that at this sea-
son of the year may be seen passing over
from one part of this continent to ano-
ther, and yet few of them are probably
aware of the immensity of their number—of
the food required for their support, and of
the law of nature which regulates their mi-
gration. Myriards of these beautiful birds
have, during the last ten days, flown over
this . country, taking” a south-westerly
course, and yet how few persons are cu-
rious enough to enquire into their destina-
nation, the object of their flight, or of their
general economy. The Passenger Pi-
geon (Columbia Migratoria,) is a native
of North America, They spread over
the whole of this country, abeunding
round Hudson’s Bay, where they remain
till December. ‘They arrive in the fur
countries in the latter end of May, and
depart in October.. They are met with
as far South™as the Gulf of Mexico, but do
not extend their range Westward of the
Rocky Mountains.  Stray passenger pi-
geons have been taken both in Norway
and in Russia; and it has found a place in
the British Fauna, from & solitary bird
having been shot in Westhall, Fifeshire,
on the 31st December 1825. Like other
pigeons, this genus makes a slender plat-
form nest of sticks and straws, but unlike
other pigeons, prolific as it is, it lays but
one egg. 'The female builds the nest, the
male bird fetches the materials. The
time of incubation is sixteen days, and
the male relieves the female in stitting
during that period. = The immense num-
ber of these birds baffles all computation.
Those eminent ornithologists, Wilson and
Audubon, describe flocks seen by them to
contain respectively from thousands of
millions to upwards of a billion in each,
the daily food required to sustain which
would be at least 60,000 bushels ; and the
New York Evening Post informs us that
on the 31st of last month seven tons of
pigeons were carried into the New York
market by the Erie railroad.—St. Catha-
rines Constilutional.

Rumored decline of the Russell Minis-
try.—Rumors are again rife of an impend-
ing resignation of the Ministry.. Notwith-
standing Lord Torrington’s defence of
himself in the House of Lords, Lord John
Russell and his colleagues have no faith in
the result of the motion on the affairs of
Ceylon, and have made up their minds to
die at last under that Damocles’ sword; so
long suspended over their heads.- -John
Bull.

TERRIBLE EARTHQUAKE IN CHILL

An awful sarthqdeke, which nearly swallowed
:P Valparaiso, occiifred on the 3rd of April last.
he first shock, which was thie severest one, an:
which caused the falling of many biildings, and
the destruction of much property, occtitred aboiit
six o’clock on the morning of the 2nd; but occa-
sional shocks, of gredter or less soverity, were felt
for the succosding ten days, dcing mors. of less

damage.

On the 2nd of .\&fil. at 6} a.m., Valparaiso was
visited by one -obthomirealamities s0 ffequent in
volcanic countries.

A severe trembling of the earth, of 15 secords’
duration, prolonged by less violent after-shocks to
two minutes, which two minutes appeared as so
many hours to those whose lives and propetty
were endangered, has in soshort a time desttoyed
sevetal hundred buildings, and made a number of
persons houseless.

It is generally believed that from the vidletice
of the shock, ten or fifteen seconds more would
‘have brought on the same disastrous consequen-
ces as the earthquake in 1822, though the houses
at present are generally built in a more substan-
tial manner, and less liable to fall.

The motion came from the south, and dirécted
its course to the north, motwithstanding some of
the northern ports of the country, as Copiaps; Co-
quimbo, and Cobija, have only fel€ very slight
symptoms of the shock, and it is supposed that the
motion, though severe, has not spread over much
territory.

The motion of the earth was phserved to be of
less wiolence in some parts than others, not a hun-
dred yards distant, so much so, that old and de-
cayed houses stood she shock better, in some parts,
than newly and strongly erected edifices ; and
those houses in the structure of which most timber
has been employed, remained almost sound,

During the eyentful fifteen seconds, the houses
rocked to and fro like so many vessels at sea.

Not a breeze of air was perceptible during the
whole-of ihe day, and slighter shocks continued at
6.46 minutes, 6.56 minutes, 8.55 minutes, 10.55
minutes, and have continued ever since, of more
or less duration; and even at this moment of
writing, ou the 7th instant, at 1} p. m., ashort but
severe motion mage the inhabitants rush out of
their houses. ; :

The houses in the port, where the greater part
of the commercial establishments kept their offi-
ces, have, comparatively speaking, suffered but
little, being built on a solid, rocky foundation ; and-
we can only hear of one of Gen Herrera’s houses,
occupied by Messrs Gibbs & Co., beingin a dan-
gerous state. The custom house has suffered
little ; some slightly coustructed outward orna-
ments having been demolished, and part of the
roof having been cafried along with it. The con-
sequent heavy rain, however, on the 4th instant,
has damaged a number of packages, the extent of
which we have not as yet ascertained. A fow
houses situated on the top of the hill, (Main Top,)
a sailors’ resort, came tumbling down with a crash.

In those parts, however, spreading along the
beach, the Almandrale, Calle Nueva, and others,
where the ground is lvose and sandy, considerable
damage has been done, and about 200 houses are
unfit for habitation. More than 200 families have
been obliged to pass the first day and night in the
streets, partly from fear of renewed shocks, and
partly from the danger attending the stay in their
houses.

We are happy to say not a single life has been
lost, nor can wo hear of a severe fracture. On the
4th instant, at 12 o’clock p. M., a heavy rain set
in, which lasted uninterruptedly for twelve hours,
which cooled the atmosphere considerably, but
destroyed still more property, pouring into the
roofless houses, and compelling those who had
taken refuge in the plaza, and were living in tents,
to leave, and seek shelter in the theatre, or with
friends in the ports. The loss is generally esti-
inated, including the damage done to buildings,
at one million of dollars.

The principal public buildings which have suf-
fered are the Aduana, the churches Merced and
Martz, the cartel of the national guard, the Hos-
pital, and the Temple St. Domingo.

Commissioners have been appointed to examine
the houses, and to condemn those which are inan
unsound condition. It isto be hoped that the con-
structors of houses will be, in future, more careful
in the choice of materials, and study the best mode
adapted for building in a country subject to earth-
quakes, and that they will mot be made careless
by the consolation that these violent shocks ouly
take place every twenty or thirty years.

Business has only been interrupted for one day,
the Custom Houss having been closed by order of
the Intendente. ;

Casa Blanca, as well as Quillota, have suffered
severely, and in some parts in the latter place,
as well as in the capital, the ground has opened

.and thrown up a quantity of hot water.

The damage done in-Santiago is similar to that
in Valparaiso, with the exception that, there being
a larger number of buildings in the capital, the
pecuniary loss must be severer.

The principal public buildings more or less
damaged are the mint, a splendid new building in
the Plaza, at the same time the residence of his
Excellency Bulnes, the cathedral, the temple of
San Francisco, the Chureh de la Compania, the
old palaco completely ruined, and the court house.

There was an abortive attempt made to over-
throw the government of Chili, on the 20th of
April.

At three o’clock in the morning of the 20th
inst., the battalion Valdivia marched out of their
barracks, headed by Colonel Urriola, and hoping
to be supported by the populace of the city, en-
deavored to take by.assault the batracksof the
artillery, for the purpose of procuring. arms_ for
them., This they found was no easy matter, for
it was gallantly defended ; but after being set on
fire, it was taken. In this part the firing was
heavy and the well contested ground showed
symptoms of the bloodiness of the fray. In the
meantime, the President, acconirpanied by the
Ministers of State, was gathering such forces as
could be called together on the instant and with
a large number of the national guard, and half
the battalion of Chacabuco, together with many
volunteers of the highest respectability, he put
himself at their head, and after about two hours’
street fighting, the attempt at insurrection was en-
tirely put down. Colouel Urriola was killed, and
wa hear of about twenty-six killed and six
wounded; Several proclamations were issued,
calling upon all good citizens to do their duty in
support of the laws, which was responded to with
alacrity’by tight thinking men; and although,
the victory was by no means bloodless, order and
tranquillity were soon restored. Martial law has
been proclaimed in - the provinces of Santiago
and Valperaiso as a precautionary measureywhich
does not, however, interfere with basiness in any
way.

Thusended, we hope, the last Santiago riot, in
which the national guard, the representatives of
the people, have fought their own battle to up-
hold ¢he laws of the country, and have again
proved, that their country is worthy of the repu-
tation, as being the best regulated republic in
South America. :

Letters from Guayaquil state that the presi-
dential election took place on the 25th of Feb.,
and that Sir D. Diego Novos had been elected

IRELAND:

Every day the differ-
ent conveyances that pass through Enniskillen are
loaded with exiles—those who are breaking their
hearts to save their lives. - Whole families are
moving away together undet the desperate incan-,
tation of ¢ No hope here.” What will becomé of
the countiy when those able to stay are going—
the strength and hope of- the land departing, and
those remaining, so many of them; burdens on the
ceuntry 7 And when this wish to fly is so strong
in Ulstet, what must be the feeling in the dark
parts of Ireland; that are full of the habitations of
cruelty 7 There must be an end to this flying, and
where will the end be 7*

FRANCE.

In Paris, the revision of the Constitution creates
a great deal of agitation, but, with the exception
of the Legitimists, who'declare openly for the re-
storation of the Monarchy, and whose cry is en
avant, all the others appear to hesitate.

The most remarkable change which has taken
place in the political atmosphere of France is tho
bold stand taken by the Legitimists in favor of the
cause ol Henry V. There is no longer any con-
cealment aboutthe matter. They frankly proclaim
that they look to a restoration of the monarchy,
and that in seeking for a total revision of the °
Constitution, their object is to alter its republican
spirit, and to pave the way for the re-establishment
of the ancient line of kings, M. de Falloux, in &
remarkable speech in the club of the Rue de
Rivoli, goes further, for he abjures all adjourn-
ment, boasts of the -unhoped for success of the ,
party during the last three years—of the educa-
tion law—of the expedition to Rome-—and of the
reconciliation of parties who had been enemies for
eighteen years—all méasures so favorable to the
cause, that he brings them forward a8 showin
that the hand of Providence is on their side ; an
having thus strongly expressed his feelings and
his hopes, he concludes by declating that all plans
of adjournment are fraught with evil to the coun-
try ; thatthe solemn period has arrived when the
Legitimists must assert their principles and prove
their devetion to France, and having thus done
their duty they may rest satisfied, for ** God and
the country will do the rest.”

- SPAIN.

Frightful " Accident at Seville.—The Madrid
Epoca of the 15th inst., quotes a letter from Se<
ville, announcing that a frightful catastrophe had
occurred in the garden of the Duke de Montpen+
sier, at Alcala del Rio. The ptince had caused &

team engine to be placed in it for its irrigation,
and the 10th inst. was fixed for its trial. His
Royal Highness could not assist at the operation
as he intended, having been obliged to repair on
that day to Villamaurique. ~As the boiler to bg
used for the experiment was not new, it was
agreed that it should be slowly heated, but, either
from neglect or imprudence on the part of the
engineer, the boiler exploded, and overthrew the
building, burying under its ruins sixty or seventy
persons, assisting at the experiment as operatives
or mere spectators. M. Latour, secretary of the
Duke, on hearing of the accident, immediately
repaired to the spot, accompanied by the physician
in attendance at the palace.

On their arrival eight dead bodies, and sixteen
wounded, had been removed from under the ruv-
bish,

ITALY.

Accounts from Milan of the 15th instant, state
that Marshal Radetzky had been summoned to
Vienna, for the purpose, it was believed, of accom-
‘panying the Emperor of Austria to Warsaw. Gein
Ginlay was to be charged ad interim with the
chief command of the army, and to establish hig
head quarters at Verona.

The greatest honors were paid at Milan to the
Princess of Hesse Darmstadt, it being reported
that the daughter of the Grand Duke was to be
matried to the Emperor of Anstria. i

Serious quarrels, or rather conflicts, have taken
place between the French and Roman troops. The
provocation from the French, who called the Ro-
man soldiars cowards. During the collisions of
last week, theFrench lost above twelve men kilied,
and many mofe wounded; while on the part of
the Roman goldiers there weré not more than three
or four wounded, and a tailor was killed by a
French soldier whilst in the act of ' gotttng out of
the way. « In the meanwhile thirty-six Roman
soldiers have been placed under arrest, and they
are to be ttied by a French court martial.

PORTUGAL.

Accounts from Lisbon in the Diariada Governo,
of the 14th, via Madtid, state that the Queen has
issusd a decree by which the disinissal of Marshal
SaLpanma is rendered null and void, and to be
considered as never having “existed, and hisap-
pointments both civil and military have been con-
firmed ; it algo states that Count de Phomar has
been informed of his dismissal from the Embassy
at Madrid to which he had been appointed. ~Sal-
danha was at Oporto exercising full civil and
military authority, but in the Queen’s name.

R. Carney, Esq., having resigned office as
‘Reeyo of Dorby sinco last session, the Warden
read a certificate from the Clerk of that Town-
ship, certifying the election of N. Herriman, Esq.,
us Reeve of the Municipality, and Mr Herriman
touk his seat accordingly.

The Warden read tho following Address :—

GENTLEMEN ;~—

The several communications on various sub-
jects connected with the Municipal effairs during
the interval which has elapsed since the last meet-
ing of Council, will'bo lzid before you.

I'he first is a Gircular addressed to the Wardens
and Members of the severul County Councils in
Canada West, from the Sheriff of the County of
Peterborough, suggesting the propriety of adopt-
ing o different system of disposing of the waste or
unsold lands of the- Ctown, and recommouding
that the Government should dispose of all such
lands to the Couuty Councils at a nominal price,
the County Councils to re-sell them Lo actual set-
tlers at a .reasonable rate, say 5s. to 7s. 6d. per
acre according to value, the profit to bo laid out in
making good roads.

"I'he next communication is from the Clerk of
the United Counties of Stormont, Dundas, and
Glengarry, enclosing two Petitions adopted by that
body, and addressessed to the Legislative Assem-
bly—the one praying for an amendment of the
144th Sectien of the Municipal Act, 12th Vie.,
cap. 81 ; the other, for the repoal of the 30th and
31st Sections of the Common School Act.

To the Memorial addressed to his Excellency

the Governor-General at our last session by this
Council, praying that his Excellency would ap-
peint the Treasurerof each Municipality respec-
tively as the officers to istue the Tavern Licenses,
jnstead of the 'Tavern Inspectors, an answer has
Neen received, stating thaf his Excellency could
not disturb the arrangements under which Licen-
sos are issued by Revenue Inspectors while the
Imperial Act, 14 h Geo. II1., continues in force,
which provides that the amount collected shall be
paid to the Receiver-Generul ; but that the Go-
vernment have tuken the necessary steps to ob-
tain its repeal. That communication was written
on the 19th of February last; on the 8th of May
following, the County Inspector writes officially,
wforming me that he is instructed to pay the pro-
ceeds of the Tavern Licenses in future directly to
the Treasurer of each Municipahty. 1 immedi-
ately called on him, for the purpose of ascertain-
ing if he had the funds in hand belonging to our
good tewu and township; butno ! they were gone
to the Provincial Chest—shaved, of course, the
12} per cent. The Inspector informed me that
any future sums coming to him for Tavern Li-
conses would be paid to the different Municipali-
ties. Why could not that have been done at first,
as well as now ? According to the Deputy In-
spector’s letter, under the Imperial Act as above
quoted it must be paid to the-Receiver-Genoral ;
after the money is received and sent away, we
are informed that soy future moneys paid into the
inspector’s office will be refunded back to the
Munrcipality to which it belongs. 1 feel so dis-
satisfied at the conduct of our legislutors, after
making over the Tavern Licensos to the differcut
Municipalities, to enact that it shall be taken
away for three or four months and shaved into
the bargain, that [ dare hardly trust mysulf to find
language sufliciently strong and diguified to ex-
press my opinions. 1 would strongly recommend
this Council to adopt a Fetition to the Legislature,
praying that in future the Tavern License fund
Lo paid over to each Municipality without any
deduction. Before quitting this subject, I have
to state that Richard Carney, Esq., late Reeve of
the township of Derby, wrote to mo in the month
of March last, requesting me, as Warden, to writo
to the Inspector General’s department, to obtain
copies of Mr Hodgert’s reports and returns, and
to send a corrected list where alk the Taverns are
situated, that the Department might endeavor to
have the mistakes roctfied, by deducting what was
overpaid totownships last year, and placing it to
the credit of those townships that were paid too
little ; also to send Circulars to the Reeves and
Deputy Reevesiu the County to collect froim their
respective Inun-keepers the amount of their Li-
censes for the year 1850, and for the two months
of 1851. In confority with the wishes of Mr
Carney, I felt itto be my duty toendeavor to gain
the desired information, and in consequence, 1
requested Mr errier to write to the Reeves and
Deputy Reeves, and to the Inspector General’s
Department, for the purpose of obtaining such in-
formation. ¢

insure the School for more than £250; I declined
on those conditions, and received back the amount
advanced, which was 1unmediately paid into the
hands of our Treasurcr, lought perhaps here to
state that they offsred to insuTe for £300 in the
Provincial Mutual, but not in the Proprietary
Branch.

I have fo report to you that the Treasurer has
renewed lis bond for £2,000, and two sureties in
£1,000 each ; also that I applied to our County
Solicitors for their opinion in writing on the follow-
g points—~whether the County Council are em-
powered, under the Municipal or any other Act,
to appoint the salary of the Jailer, and also the
salary of the Surgeon to the Gaol; and likewise
whether this Couucil are bound to apportion the
County Rate, in the event of its being discovered
that great inequalities exist in the, valuation of
property by the different Township Assessors in
neighboring townships, in accordance with that
valuation, or whether they have inerely to say
what each township has to pay. The opinion in

| writing will be laid before you ; it is to the effect

that we have the power, in all three cases, to do,
as we like. £ -

1t will be unnecessary for me to say anything
about the Brock Road, as a report of the Chairman
and Commissioners will be laid before you. Ire-
gret to have to state that our friend Johu Cock-
burn, Esq, has resigned as a Commissioner on
said Road; his letter tondering his resignation will
be laid befare you ;- it will be your duty to appoint
another in his stead, or persuade him to join us
again.

Respecting the Guelph and Arthur Road, or
that part of it leading from this town to Card’s
Corner, it is my duty to remind the Council of the
dikcussion which took place last December ses-
sions respecting the tariffof tolls ; andas my friend
Mr Pasmore is now my colleague on that Road,
and holds the same views now which he then ex-
pressed—and as I still believe, after mature reflec-
tion, in what was then endorsed in a report drawn
up by the Directors, and received and adopted—
and as the Gate will ‘have to be re-let before the
next meeting of Council—I wish you to decide
whether you will continue the prosent rates of toll
or not.

‘Woolwich, was referred to Committee on
Roads and Bridges.

Mr Lunn brought in a petition relative
to the Elora and Saugeen. Road Company,
which was read and ldid over till to-mor-
row at 2 p. M.

A Report from Mr A. Stephens, one of
the County Auditore, was ref@rred to the
Finance Committee. A Memorial from
Bentinck was referred to the Committee
on Roads and Bridges.

The Warden again brought up the sub-
ject of petition to Government for aid to
proposed Rail-road from Toronto to Go-
derich, which, on motion was laid over for
the presont. We understand it was in-
tended to take further action in this matter
but which was unaccountably over looked.
A Railroad hence to Toronto is a desidera-
tum which, could it be accomplished, would
aid .more to advane the prosperity of
Guelph and the adjacent locality, than any
other project imaginable. Stone, lime,
lumber, bark, bread stuffs, catile, &c.,
would then be carried to the Lake so ra-
pidly and at such a moderate chargo, as
would leave a very different remuneration
to the proprietors from what they now re-
ceive.. . Wae understand that some descrip-
tions of lime stone fetch somewhere about
400 per cent in Toronto over the price
charged here.

On the motion of Mz Cameron, second-
ed by Mr A. Smith, it was resolved that
the Townshipd in the Owen Sound Tract,
also Maryboro’, Peel, and Garafraxa, be
allowed through-their Reeves, the sum of
£12 10s each, to be laid out on Roads and
Bridges, and that said Reeves lay out the
said sums on the Garafraxa or Owen
Sound Road, and no other.

An amendment by Messrs Ellis and
Hawke, to the effect that the Council could
not grant any sum of money out of the
County Treasury this year to be expend-
ed on the Garafraxa Road, as that locality
has already received greater indulgence
than any other portion of the County in
the shape of money grauts, led to consi-
derable discussion ; the Representatives
from the upper townships contending that
as they were assessed for the expenditure
on the Brock Road, from which they de-
rived no immediate advantage, they were
entitled to an equivalent to aid in ameliora-
ting the almost impassable main route
travelled by their constituents.. The mo-
tion was carried 15 to 9—the Reeve of
Maryboro’, strange to say, voling against
the grant to his own township.

2oad Question, as they consider that the
security recommended is not sufficient to
secure the re-payment of the sum requir-
ed,” was lost—17 to 8.

Heflernan, Isq., Auditor for the County,
was read and referred ‘to Finance Com-
mittee :— :

To the County of Waterloo Municipal Council.
GENTLEMEN :—

Finding that Mr Stephgns has sent in a report,
without my knowledge or signature, which has
been received by your hon, Body. Inow send in
my report without consulting Mr Stephens which
1 expect will have at loast as much weight at-
tached to it as the report of your other Auditor.
In gompliance with u resclution of the Couacil at
their last sitting, I beg to state that Mr Stephens
and myself have re-audited the Treasurér’s Ac-
counta for 1849, and have the pleasure of stating
that we have found every item therein correct as

June 11th.

A petitiori from the Rev. E. M. Stewart,
Master of the County Grammar School,
praying the erection of certain out-houses
in connection with that Establishment, was
referréd to the Finance Committee.

A petition from certain Inhabitants of
the township of “Erin, praying for assis-
tance to make a road in their township,
was referred to the Finance Committee.

This was merely a resusitation- of the
old affuir which has already occasioped
sufficient discussion as well as redicule.
The Reeve of Erin contended, that it not
having been specially specified in the re-
solution of a previous session granting an
issue of Debentures to the amount of
£1500 1n behalf of the Erin and Esque-
sing Road Company, which party should
pay the interest on the loan, it must ne-
cessarily be understood that the lender
should have that privilege ; and he stated
that, although such argument had been
controverted by Mr Carney at last session
of the Council, and a resolution had been
passed *that the township of Erin must
pay the whole interest on said loan,” the
Coungil had been in error; and as for
Mr Carney, he had renounced his previous g
opinion,having written him from Garafraxa
on his return from Toronto some months
since, that, having travelled over the town-
ship of Erin, and seen the proposed route
and progress made in the construction of
the road referred to, he thought the Coun-
cil should do every thing in their power
to promote its completion. It was con-
tended; on the opposite side, that such
recommendation did not imply . that Mr
Carney was yet.of opinion that the Coun-
cil should pay the interest on the loan, and
that a resolution to that effect would form
a precedent productive of interminable
applications of a similar nature, involving
consequences alike injurious to the har-
mony of the Townships and the credit of
the County. The petition was eventually
referred to the Finance Committee.

On motion of Mr Pasmore, seconded by
Mr Cockburn, the petition of the ILlora
and Saugeen Road Company, laid before

and referred to the Special Committee ap-
pointed for. that purpose, to be re-con-
sidered.

It was moved by Mr Lunn, secomded
by Mr Armstrong,

¢ That tho imposition of oaths of Office upon
such’ Township Officers as Overseers of lligh-
ways, Pound Keepers, Fence Viewers, &e., is
unnecessary, and that the use of oaths in rofer-
ence to such cominon duties has a tendency to
wenlken in the mind the senso of the solemn obli-
gation of oaths in general ; and therefore resolve
to petition Pirliament to alter and amend Act 12
Vic., Sec., 127, in order that such officers shall
unot be required to tuke any oath of office whate-
ver."’

Mr Lunn supported his motion on the
ground that the sanctity of an oath was
depreciated in the eyes of the community
by bringing such a sacred obligation into
requisition in matters of such comparative-
ly trivial moment as the filling up of a
mud-hole, or ameliorating a piece of swamp,
and that in not a few cases consciontious
persons were unwilling to have such a so-
lemn obligation imposed on them in mat-
ters in which unententional mistakes might
not unfrequently be committed.

Mr Cockburn opposed the resolution, on
the ground that if the obligation was dis-
pensed with in the case of some officers,
it would be difficult to know at what grade
to stop, and that it was necessary to im-
pose an oath in order that punishment
might be inflicted in cases of violation of
trust. ,

It was replied, that the inffiction of a
money penalty which the actalso imposed,
would be more likely to reach the consci-
ences of parties disposed to delinquency
than the breach of an oath.

It appeared from the statement of Mr
Pasmore aud others, that in many town-
ships the oaths of office were, in the cases
of subordinate officers, dispensed with.

An amendment by Messrs Cameron
and Willoughby, that the motion do not
pass, was carried by 15 to 11.

A memorial from R. F. Budd, Esq, re-
lative to arrears of salary as Clerk of the
Council, was referred to the Finance
Committee.

On the motionl of Mr Cameron, second-
ed by Mr Watson, it was resolved, that
the County Treasurer be authorized to
pay to the Secretary of the Board of Pub-
lic Instruction for the County, the accounts
of the Board for the current year, without
same being previously submitted to the
Council.

A petition from certain inhabitants of
of the Township of Nichol, praying a
grant to build a bridge over the Irvine, on
the Owen Sound road, was referred to the
Finance Committee.

N In the afternoon sitting, Mr Cameron
brought up a by-law from the Education’
Committee, to assess the different Town-
ehips for an equivalent to the Governmment
grant, which, was read a first timge and
subsequently passed. h
