THE EAST KOOTENAY LICENSEG:

The Miner has secured reliable infor-
mation from Victoria to the effect that
a number of coal and peétrolenm licenses
will be granted early next menth on jo-
cations made in blocks 45¢3 and 4594,
Fast Kootenay.

This will be good news to those loc-
ators. who have complied with all the
requirements of the law but have, nev-
ertheless, been denied their rights for
the past year or two, owing to the ras-
cality of the McBride government.

It is safe to say that there will be
much development in the neighborhood
of Lodge Pole creek and the upper
Flathead river as soon as the licénses
are issued, and it is more than prob-
able that operations there will assume
important proportions  before the end
of the present year. But for the past
policy of the government in this matter
Southeast Kootenray would now be the
scene of great industrial aetivity, but
now that there is reasonable assurance
that justice is to be done to all bona
fide locateors, there is consolation to be
found in the old adage, “Better late
than never.”

The Miner will take considerable sat-
isfaction in seeing the Filathead dis-
trict opened to the public, for it was
this journal that first exposed the deal
betweén the raflway company and the
government, by which the people were
to be robbed of 635,000 acres of the
richest public lands in British Colum-
bia. It was The Miner also that forced
the matter into such. prominence that
it became a provincial issue and the
talk of Canada from Haulifax to Vie-
toria.

The government of. British Columbia
has come to a pretty pass when the
premier of the day becomes a tout for
an Eastern Tory newspaper, but that
is just what “Chum’ McBride has
done.

The spring sorting trade has
been good, especially in men’s and
‘women's woolens for customs tailoring.
The difficulty, however, in this depart-
ment is the scarcity of skilled labor.

Trade conditions at Québec are only
fair, which is accounted for by the
backwardness of the season.
