The news has been received that Ma-
jor Rathbone has died in an asylum
for the criminglly insanme in Germany.
This concludes ome of the most sombre
tragedies in history. Major Rathbone )
and his fiancee, Mise Harris, were guests i
of President ana Mrs. Lincoln in the box
of Ford’s theatre on the night that the
Predident was ‘dssasiifiited ' by Wilkes
Booth. These two young people had
been' invited to take the places in the
box that were.to have been occupied
by General and Mrs. Grant, who had
been hurriedly called away from Wash-
ington on' that fateful day. It will be
recalled that the assassin after shooting
President Lincoln, wounded Major Rath-
bone with a bowie knife as the latter
tried to stop him. Ae Booth leaped on
the front of the box to spring onto the
stage his spur caught in the folds of the
flag with which the front of the box
was festooned, and I fell upon the
stage, breaking his leg, and incident that
assured hie detection some weeks later.
After the death of Lincoln, Mrs. Lin-
coln never fully recovered her reason
and diet a few years afterwards. Ma-
jor Rathbone married Mise Harris and
was appointed to a.consulate in Ger-
many. Not long afterwards he went
mad and murdered his wife, and for
nearly forty years had beén an inmate
of an asylum: for the criminally insane.
Wilkes Booth was pursued and ultimate-
ly suwrvounded by a troop of cavalry,
while ¢oncealed in o baru, Stvick orders
were desusd gl w s to be taken
alive. Notwithstzeding <his a corporal
put his carbine ough an’ vpening and
shot the assasein dead.  The corporal
later on became insane and also died in
a lunatic asylum.

RAILROAD FIREWORKS.

Torpedoes and Pusees as Signals to
the Ear and Eye,

**‘Pop, pop,” or perhaps a single ‘pop,’
sharp and distincy, ke that of a glant
Lirecracker, heard not only un the Mour-
L1 ol July, but every day in the year,
Suncays ancluded—wliat aid it inean?’
writes a correspondent of St. Nichuvlas,
“And on almost auy might as I look out
oL my window 1 see the edge of the
Woid or the tields lighted up by red or
yellow fireworks. Wuy this strange il-
lununation?

“As all these gueer happenings took
place on the ruilroad a few rods from
my house I muae imguiries of the rall-
way officials, aud here are some inter-
esting facts about the use of these cup-
lous ‘flreworiks.’ ueneral Superintend-
ent R. B. Pollock, of the New York,
New Maven & Hartferd Railroad, ex-
pluined as follows:

“'Our rules provide ror the use of de-
tonators (commonly known as Ltorped-
oes) as audible signals and of fusees as
visible signals. These torpedoes are
attacled 1o the top of the rail on the
engineer’s side of the track by two small
flexible meial straps, which are easily
ben: around the ball of the rail and hold
Wle torpadoes securely in placa uncll
exploded by the rirst train passing  vver
thls track,

“The explosion of one torpedo is a »ig-
nal to stop: the explogion of two notL more
than 200 feet upart iw u signal to reduce
speed and look out for a stop sizual.
The fusees are of similar construction
to the well known Roman candle used
for frireworks celebration, except that
they burn a steady flame witnout explo-
sions, A sharp irou spike at the bot-
tom end will usually stick in the ground
or In the crosstie when thrown from ihe
rear of a traln and holds the fusee 'in
an upright position, where it Is more
plainly visible.

A fusee must be lighted and left by
the flagman whenever a train is run-
ulng on the time of another train or be-
hivd its own time, and under the eir-
cumstances which call for such protec-
tion, A fusee on or near the track may
proceed: with caution when, the - yay 18
sten and known to be clear. @tandard
fusees burn red for three minutes and
yeliow ror seven minutes and can be
seen for quite a distance.

LUne tood oi tne meadow lark
consists of 75 per cént. or injurious in-
sects and 12 per cent, of weed seed,
showing it to be a bird of; great eco-
romic value. Sparfows, finches and
quail eat a large amo-nt of weed seed.
Practically all the food of the tree
sparrow consists of seed. Examinations
by Professor F. E. L. Beal, of the Bio-
lcgical Survey of the Department of Ag-
riculture, show that a' single tree spar-
row will eat a quarter of an ounce of
weed seed daily. In a State the size of
lowa tree sparrows alone will consume
more than 800 tons of weed seed annu-
ally. This, with' the work bf other seed-
eating birds, saves the farmer an im-
mense amount of work. Nuthatches and
ckickadees scan every part of the trunks
and limbs of trees for insect eggs. In u
days’ time a ehickadee has been known
to eat hundreds of insect egis  and
worms that sre very harmiful to our
trees and ivegytables: Warhlers npd vir-
€08 hunt the leaves and buds for moths
and millers. Fly-catchers, swallows and
night hawks are busy day and night
catching flies that bother man and beast.

STOLE T0 GIVE

Bapkkeeper Stole Money

U. S. WORKMEN

WearThemselves Out Work-
ing Too Hard.

London, Aug. 28.—The Board of Trade
has issued a report from Consul Bennett
regarding the trade of New York, New
Jersey, Conunecticut for 1909. It con-
tains the following comparison between
Awerican and European labor:

“Every worker in Ameijzan puts more
energy into his work tuan does the
European in his own country. Spending is
partly responsible for this, but the re-
serve of energy is no greater in America
than in European stock. Ameriean en-
ergy is consequently exhausted more
rapidly.

“At between the ages of forty and
fifty, when the Kuropean workman is at
his best, the American frequently breaks
down pinysieall_v exhausted. His place
is taken by a younger man. So long as
there is an abundant supply of labor
through foreign immigration the vacant
places can easily be filled; if the stream
stops there will not be s0 much heawsd
of the superiority of the American work-
inf man for America would then have to
depend upon ber own children whose
stock of vitality is not greater than of
their perents, whether American or

foreign.”

But Lived and Died in Ab-
ject Poverty.

New York, Aug. 28. —Although he liv-
ed in abject poverty and died from laek
of proper food, the will of Dr. Charles
F. Meyers, an eccentric uptown physi-
eian, showe that he was worth hundreds
of thousands of dollars.

ONTARIO CROP BULLETIN

The following statement regarding the
eondition of crops in the Provinee, based
upon returns of correspondents under
date of August 5th, has been issued by
the Ontario Department of Agriculture:

. Fall wheat.—Ancurding - to the May
bulletin this crop suffered more or less
from winter-killing in many counties,
and 8 comsiderable area of fall wheat
land had to be plowed up, or was re-
sown with spring grains. Returne just
'to hand show & wide variation both in
yield and quality reported, ranging from
poor to good; but the average yield
per acre will be decidedly less than
uwsual The étraw, while short, is gen-
‘erally clean 'and bright. Smut was re-
ported by only a few correspondents.

Spring wheat.—This crop suffered
from the drouth and unusual heat of
the season. Although short in straw,
heads have filled in well. and the grain
is =aid to be of good quality gmeraliy.

Barley.—This crop will also be below
the average in yield. The gtraw is de-
geribed as being short but clean.

Qate.—Oats have fared the worst of
the grain crops, although some good
yields are reported. Complaints of rust
have come from different districts. While
eome are through harvesting eats others
have not yet begun cutting.

Rye.—Where grown for grain this
crop has been of fair yield and quality,
although short in straw.

Peas.—The unusupally high tempera-
ture prevailing at different periods of
the growing season told severely upon
gome peas, reports of the blossoms dry-
ing up owing to the heat and druoth.

Beane.—There has been too much heat
and too little rain for beans in the first
stage of growth.

Hay and clover.—Clover did not win-
ter well, and in many quarters the ex-
cessive heat and drouth of May and
Jupe added to that drawback. The crop
has been remarkably free from insect
pests thie séason. Cutting extended
from the 20th of June to the end of
July.

Corn.—late planting. owing to drouth
of May, was the greatest drawback to
the corn crop.

Tobacco.—The ground was exceedingly
dry st planting, and the crop did not
get a good start, while the ensuning hot |
and dry weather was trying to growth.

Potatoes.—A light yield of small po-
tatoee will be the general rule, as the
seasen has been too dry and het for best
pesults. Karly planted guffered most.

Roots.—All classes of roots cxperienc-
ed & poor start, on account of the drouith
delaylng or preventing the sead from
‘germinating.

Fruit.—Some correspondents claim
the unusually hot weather at time of
blessoming affected the setting of fruit.
Apples will be light in total yield. Win-
ter apples will be scarce in nearly every
locality, but in most quarters there ie a
fair supply of Duchess and other varie-
ties. Al classes of apples are much
freer fram' spot or scab than usual
Pears, while greatly thinned by the wind
sterms, are yielding better relatively
than apples. Plums range all the way
from poor to heavy in yield, and have
done best where sprayed. There will
be medium yicld of peaches; the later
varieties give the best promise. Cher-
ries a8 g rule did well, although some
complain of poor returns. Grapes, so
far have every proepect of success.
Small fruit promised well early im the
season, but failed to il expectations

ONTARIO CROP BULLETIN

‘The following statement regarding the
condition of crops in the Provinoe, based
upon returne of correspondents under
date of August 5th, has been issued by
the Ontario Department of Agriculture:

- Fall wheat.—Ancurding - to the May
bulletin this crop euffered more or less
from winter-killing in many counties,
and a considerable area of fall wheat
land had to be plowed up, or was re-
sown with spring grains. Returne just
to hand show & wide variation both in
yield and quality reported, ranging from
poor to good; but the average ' yield
per acre will be decidedly less than
usmal. The étraw, while short, is gen-
‘erally clean 'gnd bright. Smut was re-
ported by only a few correspondents.

Spring wheat.—This, crop suffered
from the drouth and unmsual heat of
the season. Although short in straw,
heads have filled in well. and the grain
is said to be of good quality gnerally.

Barley.—This crep will also be below
the gverage in yield. The straw is de-
seribed as being short but clean.

Qate.—Oats have fared the worst of
the grain erops, although some good
yields are reported. Complaints of rust
have come from different districts. While
some are through harvesting eats others
have not yet begun cutting.

Rye.—Where grown for grain this
crop has been of fair yield and quality,
although short in straw.

Peas.—The unusually high tempera-
ture prevailing at different periods of
the growing season told severely upon
gome peas, reports of the blossoms dry-
ing up owing to the heat and druoth.

Beans.—There has been too much heat
and too little rain for beans in the first
stage of growth.

Hay and clover.—Clover did not win-
ter well, and in many quarters the ex-
cessive heat and drouth of May and
Juge added to that drawback. The crop
has been remarkably free from insect
pests thie season. Cutting extended
from the 20th of June to the end of
July.

Corn.-—Late planting. owing to drouth
of May, was the greatest drawback to
the corn crop. |

Tobacco.—The ground was exceedingly
dry at planting, and the crop did mot
get a good start, while the ensning hot
end dry weather was trgng to growth.

Potatoes.—A light yield of small po-
tatoes will be the general rule, as the
seasen hae been too dry and bet for best
results. REarly planted guffered most.

Roots.—All classes of roots experienc-
ed o poor start, on account of the drouth
delaylug or preventing the seed from
germinating.

Fruit.—Some correspondents eclaim
the unusually hot weather at time of
blessoming affected the setting of fruit.
Apples will be light in total yield. Win-
ter apples will be scarce in nearly every
locality, but in most quarters there is a
fair supply of Duchess and other varie-
ties. Al classes of apples are much
freer fram spot or scab than usual
Pears, while greatly thinmed by the wind
sterms, are yielding better relatively
than apples. Plums range all the way
from poor to heavy in yield, and have
done best where sprayed. There will
be medium yicld of peaches; the later
varieties give the best promise. Cher-
ries 88 g rule did well, althongh some
complain of poor returns. Grapes, so
far have every prospect of success.
Small fruit promised well early in the
season, but failed to fulfi] expectations

A priceless manuscript of eighteen
pages, found in an Hgyptian monu-
ment and published in facsimile im
France about the year 1847, is thought
to be the oldest book in the world.

Procured at Thebes by Prisse
PAvennes and presented by him to
the vational library at Paris, it is
usually called the “Papyrus Prisse,”
from the name of the donor. As the
manuscript was found in a monumensg
of the eleventh dynasty, it must be an-
terior to the shepherd kings and there-
fore older by many centuries than the
time of Moses—older even than the
date usually assigned to Abraham—
and so of all existing books it would
be the most ancient. The words of
every page, though believed ¥o have
been written 4,000 years ago, are in-
tensely black to this day and in a bold,
round hand

By a curious frony this echo from
the very childhood of the world la-
ments the good old times that had
passed away. The author, who was a
prince of the royal blood, gives warn-
ing to the young and declares that the
words of anclent wisdom should be the
daily food of children and grown men
alike. Humility and obedience he
makes to be the foundation of all vir-
tue.—Christian Science Monitor.

_“He was wounded for our transgres-
sions” (Jsa. 53: 5). No one ean care-
fuly read the O1d Testament and the
New without seeing numerous referen-
ces to the great doetrine of sacrifice for
sin. The patriarchal and Mosaic sys-
tems of sacrifices proclaim release from
sin throfigh the death of a virtim. The
saerifices them offered pointed to the
sacrifice of the Lamb of God,for the
sine of the world. Christ “bare our
sme in His own body on the tree, that
we being dead to sins, should live unto
righteousness” (I Pet. 2, 24). He suf-
fered in our stead. An ancient king
made a decree that any one found
guity of committing a certain crime
should be punished by having his eyes
put out. His own son wa sthe first to
be convicted of the crime. The king
must uphold his own law, vet parental
love urged him to permit his son to re-
tain his eyesight. He solved the pro-
blem by causing his son to lose one ot
his . eyes, and the king had one of his
own put ont.

“In affliction he..humbled himself*
(2 Chron. 33:12). Manasseh does not
wmind as the only one in history whe
came to hie senses through falling into
adversity, Many can say, “Before | was
afflicted T went astray.” (Psa. 119:67).
The Lord is intensely interested in our
beiag saved. If He sees that sorrows
or losses will bring one to repentance,
He will let them come upon him. While
this is true, it cannot be said that be-
cause suffers therefore he is sinful. Men
have testified that while they were
prosperous in business and had all ot

earthly god othat monmey and position
could procure they were forgetful ot
God, but when losses came and they
were left destitute they turmed toward
the Lord.

“Departed not from following the
Lord” (2 Chron. 34:33). Many uh:ngs
in Josiah are commendable, and among
them are s devotion to the house ot
the Lord and his ready acceptance of
the book of the law.

Sailors siay deliberately disregard the
light and be wrecked, so men may ne-
glect God’s word and go down to ruin.

“The king had burned the rol” (Jer.
36:27). 1n striking comtrgst to Josian’s
reverence for God’s work was Jehoiak-
jm’s contempt for it. God’s word 18
indestructible, no matter how gheat may
be the hatred toward it or how strong
may be the efforts put forth aga.nst it.
Voltaire boasted that he would destroy
it in a few years. but his boast was
vain. The very house which Re occu-
pied became later a Bible repository.
Jehoakim’s unholy example has been
followed by multitudes in the centuries
since he lived.

“Carried away captive into Babyion”
(Jer. 39:9). The folly of Judah and
Israel has been repeated over and over
in the world's history. “Becaunse sen-
tente against an evil work is not exe-
cuted speedily, therefore the heart of
the sons of men is fully set in them to
do evil” (Eeel. 8:11). Men presume
upon the mercy of God. ‘They love
their own ways and persist in following
them in defiance of the authority and
power of the Almighty, Men say they
will not submit to God. but sometimes
they repent. A man declared that he
would never bow his knee to God and
in so dbing used very ireverent langu-
age. Shortly before he died he. foil
upon his knees and pleaded for mercy,
and was saved.

1The average results
of "tho carefuly conducted co-operutive
eXperiments wilih autuinn sown cfops are
here presented in a very concise form,
WINTER WHREAT—vive varieties .of
winter wheat were distributed last aut-
vmn to those farmers who wished to
test. svme of the leading varielies on
their own fgrms. The average yields per
acre of straw and grain are as feltows:
I:uperial amber- i-5 tons, 2.1 bus.; Cri-
mean red, 14 tons, 2.7 bus.; No. 5 Red,
18 tens, 239 bus.; Amencan Banner, i-Z
tong, ZL8 bus.; Tasmania Red, -2 lons,

It will pe seen toat ine Imperial Am-
ber has given good results Lhroughout
Outarlo,as well as at the Ontario Agricul-
tural College. 'The Crimean Red, which
stapds second in the co-operative exper-
iments, has been grown ui the College
for niRe years, and is one of the highest
yiekiers. It possesses wheat of excel-
lent quality, but the siraw 18 somewhat
weak The American Banner is a
wheat which resembles very closely the
Dawson's Golden Chaff variety in me-
thol of growth and in quality of grain.

WINTER RYE.—Two varieties ol win-
ter rye were distributed in the gutumn
of 190. 'Che results show that the
Mammoth White variety came at the
hegd of the list in the yield of grain,
with an average of 24.8 bushels per acre.
In experiments threughout Ontarie for
the last five years, the Mammeoth White
anrual average of about four bushels per
hus surpassed the Common Rye by an
acre.

FERTILJZAERS WITH | WINTER
WHEAT.—In- the ' co-operative experi-
mente with different fertilizers applied
in the autumn to winter wheat, the av-
eruge yield of grain per acre for the sev-
en years are as follows: Mixed Fertil-
fzer, 23.7 bushels; Nitrate of Soda, 3.3
bushets; Muriate of Potash, 21.8 bushels,
and Buperphosphate, 21.4 bushels. On
sin ilar land, cow manure at the rate of
tuenty tons per acre, gives an average
yield of 2.9 bushels per acre, and the
land which received neither fertilizers
nor menure gave an average of 18.6 bush-
els per acre. The Superphosphate was
applied at the rate of 3% pounds, and
the Muriate of Potash and the Nitrate
of Soda each 160 pounds per acre. The
Mixed Fertilizer consisted of one-third
of the quantity of the other three fer-
tilizers here mentioned. The usual cost
of the fertilizers as used in this exper-
iment 8 between four and five dollars
per acre.

WINTER EMMER AND WINTER

LEY.—A comparative test of Win-
P-:?Pémmr and Winter Barley was made
throughout Ontario during the past
year. he Winter Emmer gave a 'yield
of 5,440 pounds, and the Winter Barley of
3,040 pounas per acre.

Canadian Farmer: The farming in-
dustry occupies the attentiom and time
of the world to-day. Farming and
farm matters are being widely discussed,
and too much camnot be said on a sub-

Jeet mpon which the future of our coun-
try depends. ricultural colleges are
a girong factor iu the development of
our resources. These institutions ad-
vise more crops and better crops, but
fora:& one essential part of trme agri-
cultural education. We refer to a study
of the cost of production.

Farming 1s @ business which requires
just as much common sense as any other
enterprise. If the merchant bought and
sold his goods in the way the ordinary
farmer disposes of his crops, how long
would he be keeping store? What would
happen to his busi if, when you ask
him the price of a bag of flour, he re-
plies: “It is worth just what yeu like
to pay for it!” How long would this
merchant keep above water in this age
of keen comnpetition? Let us learn how
much it costs to produce every bushel
of grain and every quart of milk on the
farm, and thus demamnd a price suffi-
cient to cover costs and give a fair
profit. When this shall come to pass,
farming will be more profitable. Give
the farmer an equitable price for his
production and buy direct from the pro-
ducer and the consumer will get easier
prices. Tf our college will adopt a sys-
tem of teaching true economy of farm
production it will be of lasting benefit
to the country. 3

FEEDING YOUNG HEIFERS.

Good breeding will not make weH de-
veloped heifers unless they are well fed.
It is sabsolutcly folly to expeet that
heifer calves will develop into first
class cows if they are stunted when they
are young. It is perfectly legitimate to
get a good ration at as low a cost as
possible, but nothing but failure ecan
come from trying o aave moncy by feed-
ing a poor or imsufficient ration.

The average daily ration fed two-year-
old heifers is as follows: Hay, eight
pounds; silage, twenty pounds; grain,
one and a half pounds. The grain wix-
ture made up of 300 pounds of bran, 100
pounds of cornmeal, and 100 pounds of
]ti.naeed meal.—Storr’s Experimental Sta-

ion.

SO, MOISTURE AND WEEDS.

Moisture is the limiting faetor in erop
production—that being the case it is im-
portant to make good use of the rain.
It is nor how much rain that eounts,
but how much of it gets into the soil
and 8 held there till the crop needs it.
When wheat crop can have 15-in. of rain-

fall in the scil it can produce 40 bush-
els per acre, and corn ean make 50 bush-
els. A half pound of dried weeds or
cach square yard will take up enougt
moiature to reduce the wheat 20 bush-
els per acre and corn 24 bushels. There
is only one way to make sure of the
amount of weeds in a field, and thut is
to cut them on a square yard and weigk
them. If this is done at harvest time
the weeds dried and then weighed.
very accurate measure will be secures
of the damage done by the weeds. The
moisture that the weeds take i just
where the crop can get it.—North Da
kota College.

PASTURING SBTOCK.

Many farmers are grazing all thei
stock in the same pasture fields. W here
sheep are kept in conjunction with other
stock, they pezsture the grass so closely
that the cattle may have trouble in ob
taining enough top satisfy their appetites
and their-needs. Where grass is abund
ant, no bad effects may follow the prae
tice of paaturing all in the same field
but as the season advances the amount
of herbage will become less and less, anc
the close-feeding sheep, if kept in large
numbers. will crop it so closely that the
cattle will be unable to obtain suffici
eni feed. As fields are cleared of hay
or grain, they can profitably be used ms
sheep pasture, save where there is clo
ver to presérve against their destroying
nippers. Sheep feed so closely and eat
s0 many of the different kinds of weeds
that they are very profitable to use as
scavengers in fields from which the crops
have been removed. They not only de
atroy the weeds in the eropped part of
the fields, but they destroy, also, the
fence-corner weeds which are increasing
eo fast since the last problem has neces-
sitated leaving the grass and weeds
along the fences uncut. In fact, it is one
of the strong features of sheep-breeding
that they destroy so many noxious
weeds. In view of this fact, and for
the best interests of the cattle and
other furm stock, the sheep should be
pluced on newly-cleared fields from time
fo time, and thus mave the regular pas-
ture for the other stoek, and at the
same time destroy the weeds in the cul-
tivated fields. The sheep like a change
of pasture, and do better when given
new grazing grounds frequently. Much is
thus gained by pasturing the various
classes of stock, especially sheep, in sep-
arate ficlds.—PFarmers’ Advoeate.

THE ONCE DESPISED POTATV.

The potato was not alwayas the popu-
lar and useful vegetable that it 18 to-
day among civilited peoples. For 1n-
stance, Turgot, the most eminent of ail
French statesmen, in so far as efforts to
improve the agriculturel and economic
eonditions of the country were concerned
introduced the potato among other new
food plants and grasses. Curious oppo-
sition developed. It was claimed that
potatoes should not be eaten, because
they caused leprosy, and beeause no
mention of them was made in Scripture.
The latter "consideration has not been
urged against the potato, but only the
other day the attention of one of the
editors of “The Farmer’s Advocate” was
called to the prejudice that still exists
in the minds of some aaginst esting to-
matoes, because they are thought to be
the cause of cancer. It was only by a
world of paims that Turgot was able 1o
induce the upper French elasses to adopt
the potato'ss a part of fheir diet, thus
weanng away the prejudices of the
masses of the people. In order &0 ac-
complish this, he had to induee no less
& personage than the King himself to is-
sue a special order that the new vegeta-
ble should be served onm his table.—Far-
mer’s Advocate.

SOMETHING NEW IN BARNS.

M 8. Yoder, a farmer living at Ship-
shewana, Indiana, is the designer and
builder of a unique cement barn. Be-

:| ‘sides drawing up the plans and supen-

intending the construetion. Mr. Yoder
invented a hay-carrying device that con-
veys hay from the mow to any part of
the barn by gasoline power.

The barn itself is remarkable in shape,
a8 it is a polygon with 12 equal sides
aud contains in its structure not a stick
of wood from ventilator to cellar. One
of the unusual features of its construc-
tion iz that the reinforcement in the
concrete is eimply junk iron, moetly
from an old bridge, but which served as
well ae the material made and sold for
that purpose. This iron was wound
with wire fencing to hold the cement
to the beams and girders. Another
praseworthy feature of the barn ie the
entire absence of wpoden doors and
window frames, for the doors are all
kung on the outside and the windows
are attached by boits imbedded in the
cement while it was soft.

The roof of this barn ie of concrete
as well as the walls. and it conforms to
the rhape of the sides, giving the struc-
ture a pleasing appearance. The ground
floor is arranged for cattle, and houees
30 horses and cows. The gecond floor
i a threshing floor and is approached
by an old highway bridge used as re-
inforcement with the eement. The hay
mow is very roomy, and the ventilator
is east on an iron wheel rim. fmade by
knocking out the snokes of an old spur-
red harvester wneel. In mixing and
conveying the cement .the farmer called
his gasoline engine into use, with con-
riderable saving of labor. The barn
complete cost $1.700, not including the
work of the farmer and his horses and
help.—Canadian Farmer.

WHAT THEY LOST.

British Railways Suffered
Over £500,000 Worth.

London, Aug. 28.—British railways
lost considerably more than £500,000 as
a result of two days’ strike last week.
The traffic returned published last night
show an aggregate decrease of £465,000,
whereas under normal conditions an
increase of £60,000 might have been
looked for.

On the London & Northwestern the
falling off was £101,000, on the Great
Western £91,000, on the Midland line,
£54,000, and on the Lancashire and
Yorkshire and Northeastern about £50,-
000 in each case, ,

good returns for the next week or two,

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DICKENS AND DORA.

Interesting Relics Which Were Re-
cently Offered for Sale at Auction.
A Greek codex of the fomr Gospels,

laboriously indited 1,000 years ago, and
a fan scarcely a quarter of u century old,
inscribed with historic signatures, make
a atrange company, yet auctlon juxta-
gouu these curious antithases, and onr
uly 27,at Sotheby’s, there were offered,
along with the true acconnt of the rela-
tion between Dickens and Dora, vener-
able illuminated manuseripts and flip-
pant letters by Wilde and Whistler. The
fan is indeed a memento mori. It is
that “Jubilee fan” sold for the benefit
of the wiemorable Charity Bagaar at
the luncheon party given by the Duke of
Fdinburgh on June 20, 1887. Signed by
the rowalties of the time, it now re-
minds us of those who have passed away.
Queen Victoria, King Edward VIL, the
Emperor and Empress Frederick, Kin,

Christian, Leopold 1I., Albert, King of

Saxony, Carlg, King of Portugal, and
the Duke of Clarence. The signatures
of the King, ‘then Duke of York, Queen
Alexandra, the Emperor William, as son
of the Crown Prince, the King of Greece,
the Duke and Duchess of Connaught,
and many others, combine to give the
fa extnordinnr! historic interest.

e Dickens letters, privately printed
fop ?n Bibliophile Society, prove
(he Iubors of Mr. Stonehouse and Pro-
fes3or Baker in elucidating the Tove
story of tha povelis T Vivte Bead-
mell. The first set of letters, written in
1833, show the ‘dramatic intenseness of
an attachment doomed to disappoint-
ment. Over 20 years afterward Dickens
reopened the correspondence. In a
touching letter he then wrote: “What-
ever of fancy, romance, energy, passion,
inspiration and determination belong to
me, [ never have separated and never
shall separate, from the hard-hearted lit-
tle woman—you—whom it is nothing to
say 1 would have died jor with the
greatest alacrity. . You mny have seen in
one of my books a faithful reflection of
the passion I had for you, and may have
thought it was something to have beem
Invc'fsu well, and may have seen in lit-
tle bits of ‘Dora’ tonches of vour old seld
scmetimes, and a grace here and therg
that may be revived in your little gi:‘-b
vears hence, for the bewilderment
some other young lover—though he wil}
never be as terribly in earnest as'I and
‘David Copperfield’ were.” Mr. Stone-
house’s M.S. notes help to iientify many
of the originals of Dickens’ characters,
notably Mr. Winkle.
