1 The defendant denies all the alle­
gations contained in the statement 
of claim.

2 The defendant says that if it 
be proved that he did publish the 
words set out in paragraphs 2 and 
3 ot the statement of claim, he did 
so under the following circumstances

8. The plaintiff’s business apparent­
ly wholly consisted in exhibiting to 
the public a ntnnber of moving pic 
tures and photographs each enclosed 
in a case and so constructed as to be­
come visible upon one cent being 
dropped into a slot attached to each

4 The said exhibition was daily at­
tended by a large number of school 
children who were permitted to and 
did view the said pictures or photo 
graphs.

5. The defendant was at the tima 
of the alleged publication and still 
is a member of the board of Educa­
tion of the City of Hamilton \yhich 
has charge of the proper education 
of the children attending the Public 
schools in said city.

6 If the defendant spoke or publish­
ed the words complained of he did so 
in his capacity as a member of said 
Boa-d of Education at a public meet­
ing of said board and because the de­
fendant considered that the said ex­
hibition was indecent and was im­
moral in its tendencies and suggestive 
of unchaste ideas to the. mmds of 
children (if any) were made to his

fellow members of the Board of Edu­
cation who were equally interested 
with the defendant in properly edu­
cating the school children of said 
city and in preserving their minds 
from any taint of moral corruption.

7. The defendant further says that he 
a ‘ted in good faith in such publications 
(if any such publications be proved), 
reasonably and in good faith lielieving 
the same to be true and acted in the 
manner aforesaid without malice, ami 
the publications complained of concerned 
a matter of public interest and were 
made for the public benefit and were 
ami are privileged communications.

8. The defendant further says that 
su h publications (if any such publica­
tions be proved) were made in pursuance 
of a social and moral duty which the 
defendant owed to the public.

:>. The defendant says that the words 
complained of in the statement of claim 
are true in substance and in fact.

Wealthy Woman Ensnared by Chinese With Whom 
‘See Was Engaged In Settlement Work.

Pittsburg, Pa., Nov. 14.—A victim of 
the ensnaring drug habit, a habit to 
cure the Chinese of which she turned 
missionary, is the sad plight of Mrs. W. 
L. Reese, 30 years old, a rich and pretty 
settlement worker of Altoona, Pa., who 
is under arrest in Pittsburg. She was 
arrested walking arm in arm on a prom­
inent street with an Americanized Chin­
ese. Mrs. Reese told Captain of Detec­
tives Edwin T. Metiough that her Chin­
ese companion, A1 Sing Dean, from New 
York, had drugged her and took her to 
Pittsburg, and also that he is back of a

proposed raid upon Pittsburg by the 
notorious Hip Sing Long, a Chinese high­
binder assassin, equivalent to the Italian 
Black Hand. Mrs. Reese says shg first 
met Dean when he volunteered to act as 
interpreter for her Chinese Sunday- 
school class in the First Lutheran 
Church, Altoona. She charges that Dean 
induced her to cat a candy like crystal 
yesterday and that after that everything 
lie asked her to do seemed the right 
thing, whereupon he induced . her to 
lioard a train and abducted her to Pitts­
burg. Her husband, said to lie a mem­
ber of a large boiler making establish­
ment in Altoona, where the family had a 
home, is on his way to Pittsburg.

PREMIER CAMPBELL-BANNERMAN.

BRITISH PREMIER SERIOUSLY ILL.
Sudden Attack of Heart Trouble—Has Cancelled 

All His Engagements.

Bristol, Eng., Nov. 14.—The Premier, 
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, after 
addressing a political meeting uns seiz­
ed with sudden illness last night at the 
residence here of Wm. Howell Davis, Lib­
eral member of Parliament for South 
Bristol.

Doctors attended the sufferer for over 
an hour and although the sharpness of 
the attack has ceased, the Premier’s con­
dition ia such that lxmdon doctors have 
been summoned. Heart trouble is be­
lieved to be the cause of the illness.

Sir Henry had planned to make sever­
al political speeches, but he has given 
up all his engagements and has request­
ed Chief Secretary for Ireland Birrcll 
to take them up.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, Prime 
Minister and First Lord of the Treasury 
since 1905, was born in 1838.

Later it was announced that the Pre­
mier’s sudden illness was due to a severe 
spasm of the heart, which gradually was 
relieved by restoratives. He was pro­
gressing favorably this afternoon.

GERMANY OBJECTS.
Trouble Over Damage Caused by 

Bombardment of Casa Blanca.

Paris, Nov. 14.—The Matin this morn­
ing declares that the reply of Germany 
to the Spanish-France note proposing an 
international commission to examine in­
to the claims for damages arising from 
the bombardment of Casa Blanca by 
French and Spanish warships, similar to 
the Alexandria commission of 1882, is 
most unfavorable. It presents obstacles 
to the speedy settlement of the question 
and demands, in addition a separate Ger­
man commission to settle the claims of 
German merchants.

Formed in Chicago.

Chicago, Nov. 14.—The nucleus of 
what is intended to he the most exten­
sive and aggressive organization for the 
betterment of the physical and moral 
conditions surrounding children, was 
formed here yesterday, under the name 
of tbi International Juvenile Court, So­
ciety. The scope of the society is to be 
world-wide. Judge B. M. Lindsey, Den­
ver, was elected president.

“The Episcopal Church boasts of its 
strength but it sometimes seems to me 
that it is more congregational than the 
Longrcgalionalists themselves.’

CLEVER WORK OF 
PLAIN CLOTHES MEN

Results In Capture of Four Men Suspected of 
Numerous Housebreakings.

About $500 Worth of Watches, Chains and 
Jewelry Recovered by the Police.

To Constable Harry Sayers and Ar­
thur Robson, plain clothes men, belongs 
the credit for an arrest that the police 
say will clear up the majority of the 
mysterious robberies which have taken 
place in the city lately. For three weeks 
these two men have been on the track 
of four young men, all well known in 
this city, who were suspected of being 
the mysterious thieves. The thefts Ivave 
all taken place while the occupants of 
the houses were away from their homes, 
in church, at theatres and other places. 
Many of them have been daylight rob­
beries, which led the police to believe 
that the theivès were men who knew the 
city and the police, and who did not 
work. Their search led them to suspect 
“Soldier” Doyle, alias William Hildreth, 
287 Emerald street north ; George 
Young, 70 Hess street north ; John 
Campbell, 98 Wentworth street north, 
and Howard Campbell, 80 John street 
north. .These men, they discovered, werti 
well supplied with money, and yet not 
one of them did any work to speak of. 
The two acting detectives shadowed 
them for three weeks and when they got 
one of them alone they would tackle him. 
One of the Campbells and Doyle and 
Young were held up on the streej; by 
them and searched yet nothing incrimin­
ating was found on them, and they car­
ried little cash. The officers still stuck 
to them, however, and last night the 
whole number decided to “blow.” They 
went to the T., H. & B. station and stood 
on the platform for half an hour or 
more. The 8.10 train for Toronto came 
in 13 minutes late and the men stood 
around for a while ami watched the crowd 
board the train. Word was telephoned 
to headquarters that the men were very 
likely going to skip and several men 
were despatched to the station, but did 
not feel justified in going near it as the 
four were keeping watch on all quarters 
of the compass. As the train 
pulling out and the men still 
stood there, Sayers and Robson 
still stood there, Sayers and Robson

sauntered slowly out and the four made 
a break for the train and caught the 
second to last coach as it was crossing 
James street. The plain clothes men 
waited till they disappeared into the 
train and then chased it for half a 
block, keeping behind it, and jumped 
on the last coach some distance from 
the station. The men who were on the 
watch from headquarters under Inspec­
tor McMahon had 110 chance to get to 
the train so the inspector telephoned to 
Detective Mackie in Toronto that he 
wanted some men to assist the locals 
in affecting the capture when they ar­
rived. Officer» Mackie, Newton, Wallace 
and Socket immediately took a car to 
Parkdale and boarded the train separ­
ately there. The car in which the four 
suspects were sitting all unsuspicious 
could not be surrounded ns the men were 
all at one end of it so that one of the 
train men was detailed to go through, 
and hold the door? When he got to the 
door the detectives walked in. They had 
no. trouble i'11 shackling their men as they 
were all more or less under the influence 
of drink that they had taken along with 
them. They were brought back to the 
city by Sayers and Robson and when 
they appeared at the court this morn­
ing the Crown Attorney obtained a re­
mand for eight days. When the men 
were searched in Toronto in the police 
station they gave up a pile of jewellery 
that might easily be worth $500. They 
kept their mouths shut and did not 
have anything to say to the policemen. 
One time in the train the policemen were 
forced to dodge into a toilet room on 
the approaeh of one of the suspects and 
they had to stay there almost half an 
hour until the men settled down again. 
The police expect that the jewellery, 
which is not hard to identify, having 
monograms and marks on it, will soon 
be claimed by the people who have been 
the victims of recent robberies. -

HIGH FINANCE RUN MAD.

Alleged Defalcation of John R. Walsh, 
Bank President.

Chicago, Nov. 13.—The trial of John 
R. Walsh, formerly President of th-3 
Chicago National Bank, now defunct, on 
a charge of misuse of the funds of that 
institution, formally opened to-day. The 
Government will attempt to show that 
Walsh took from the Chicago National 
Bank, the Equitable Trust Co., and the 
Home Savings Bank $14,000,000. In 
his statement to the jury Attorney 
Do by ns declared that Walsh obtained 
the ownership of various large proper­
ties without cost to himself by using 
the funds of the banks.

He said; “Watered stock to the prob­
able amount of $25,000,000 or $30,000.000 
was issued. Mr. Walsh, through em­
ployers, voted the stock to himself. He 
then sold this stock to the banks, taking 
the money to build up his private enter­
prises. All of the stock so sold by Mr. 
Walsh was practically valueless. It was 
also the practice of Mr. Walsh to make 
loans to one oÇ his companies, and then 
sell the bonds of that company to the 
bank. These bonds were practically 
worthless.”

FROM LIVING TOMB.
Rescued After Being Entombed Un­

derground For Days.

I'ottsville, Pa., Nov. 13.—Imprisoned 
for 87 hours, several hundred feet be­
neath the surface of the earth, almost 
directly under his own home, where his 
wife and children mourned for him as 
dead, Michael McCabe, of Gilberton, was 
to-day taken from bis tomb in the Drap­
er mine, barely alive, after one of the 
most marvelous rescues in the history of 
anthracite mining.

Since Saturday afternoon, when the 
top of the chamber in which he was 
working caved in and caused a rush of 
culm and water from the surface, relaya 
of workmen toiled unceasingly to reach 
him.

Two Furnaces Blown Up and the Care­
taker Injured.

Galt, Ont., Nov. 13.—A terrific ex­
plosion occurred this afternoon at 3, 
o'clock in the basement of the post- 
office, entirely demolishing the two 
furnaces used for heating the building 
and inflicting serious injuries on Thomas 
Barrett, the caretaker.

One furnace had been going for some 
time and at noon the caretaker started 
the second one. He was busy about the

furnaces when suddenly an explosion 
totfk place which shook the building.

All the employees rushed, out of the 
building, which was full of steam and 
smoke. Customs Collecotr Thomas 
Peck, who has quarters in the sec­
ond flat, summoned, the plumbers, who, 
on going into the cellar, stumbled over 
the body of Mr. Barrett. He was 
immediately taken upstairs and doctors 
summoned. The injured man was found 
to . have sustained a frightful gash on 
his head and other serious injuries.

The reason assigned for the explosion 
is that the water in the boiler was ex­
hausted. How the caretaker escaped 
with his life is a miracle.

41,000 Troops to Engage in Manoeu­
vres.

Tokio, Nov. 13.—The Emperor left to- 
dav to attend the army manoeuvres, 
which will be on an unusually large scale, 
41,000 troops, of all branches of the ser­
vice, participating, with pontoons and 
the commi&sary corps.

life, two engines were badly smashed 
and three ears were rendered useless. The 
Fireman Hopi was pinned between .the 
engine and tender. He died at 2 o’clock. 
He was a resident of Montreal.

London, Ont., Nov. 13.—While Con­
tractor R. G. Wilson was at xvork at the 
Alelnide Street Baptist Church doing 
some repairing, the scaffold gave way, 
and he fell a distance of nearly thirty 
feet. Fortunately his fall was broken by 
the scaffolding braces, which probably 
saved his life. He is at present under 
the doctor’s care.

What a Grimsby Baker Has to Say 
About it.

K. M. Stephen, a Grimsby baker, 
writer to tbe.Grimsby Independent dis­
cussing tbe price of bread in the light 
of lict Mr. Hollinrake’s sermon. It does 
not set forth what it costs to make a 
loaf of bread, but be presents this case:

‘"In the first place, it is not gospel 
truth to state that bread has been raised 
sixty per cent., when the price of bread, 
and tbe weight here and in most places 
is the same to day as it was two or three 
year ago, while flour nnd wheat are 
about fifty per cent, higher. In the year 
1888 we paid about #> per barrel for 
flour and sold bread at 12c per four- 
p mid loaf. In 18ÎI0 flour was not so 
high as ait the present time, but we sold 
bread for 14c per four-pound loaf, or 
3Jôe per pound. To-day we are, paying 
in thi neighborhood of $6 per barrel for 
flo ir. and selling bread at 10c per three- 
pnnd loaf, or 3 l-3c per pound, and this 
in the face of advanced cost of labor, 
horses, feed, etc. If the statement that 
prices were always raised who» raw ma­
terial advanced, but not lowered ai corre- 
spmding amount when said material 
goes down again, were true, where would 
tli,y eventually go to?"

I The finding in the inquiry into the 
ohrrges made by Bongard. a disgruntled 
qn.pjoyee, in connection with the sand- 
Aiuktr is not yet made, but last night’s 
jussion has tended very much to dis­
credit them. Bongard was alleged to 
Bave said that the dredge had lain at 
ihe bottom of Toronto Bay before the 
<jSty got it. and that it was a second­
hand affair then. Confronted with his 
charges and the secretary of the com­
pany selling it to the city being present, 
he Withdrew these statements, and con­
tented himself with averring that the 
pumps were worn out, that it could not 
lie made to take out the weeds, and that 
it did not pump over. 10 per cent, of 
eblids. whereas it should take out 25 per 
cjyit. Against Bongard’s story the sec­
retary of the Dredging Company testi­
fied as to the character of the hull and 
iflachincry, and ridiculed as absurd the 
Hfntrment that the dredge should pump 
35 per cent, of solids. Mr. James Bain, 
who examined the pumps when purchas­
ed, said they were in good condition 
|ben, and he thought they had been 
damaged by inefficient handling since. 
Mr. John Bain, the machinist who has 
tile repair contract, says the pumps are 
Opt worn out as alleged, but will be put 
jit good condition at a cost of about $100. 
Hr. McFarlane. Mr. Hunting, Mr. Barrow 
i$id others told of the stream of black 
fllth the dredge threw out when at work, 
proving that it was efficient.

Sir. Beck, the ’ Minister of Vouer,” and 
his well paid Tiydro-^leoUiu Commis­
sion, that, wc are at. a loss to fonn any 
opinion upon the subject. Nor do wc 
tuink‘ a Minister who imagines that God­
erich is north of Stratford, and is un­
familiar with the name of the Trent 
river is capable of imparting much in­
struction on any public question.

That is very much to the point. The 
paper or promoter or alderman who 
seeks to commit the taxpayers of a city 
to the scheme without more definite in­
formation as to v.unts and results—in­
formation that must not be mere 
guesses, but be guaranteed by the Gov­
ernment that seeks'to induce the muni­
cipalities to take it up—is not serving 
well the people. No business man fit 
to be outside of a lunatic asylum would 
be guilty of" rushing into such a- ven­
ture with his own money without care­
fully ascertaining every item of cost 
and liability and weighings them against 
chances of return; and ii is hard to re­
concile honesty of purpose with a desire 
to use the latepayvio’ money with less 
care i^l foresight. And the Beacon's re­
marks shows that the same fug envel­
opes the birutfurd proposition as in 
Hamilton's vase. It says:

12) The cost of the transmission line 
and transformer station, to be built by 
the Government, but on which the city 
will have to pay, m the price of power, 
4, per cent, interest.

13) The exact cost of the distribution 
line to be constructed by the city, and 
the cost of u lighting plant.

(4) How the power at night could be 
utilized to reduce the peak load of 
the ten hour working day. What a 
Abater works stand pipe would cost to 
permit of the pumping being done at 
night so as to reduce said peak load.

(5) How the city could pay the es­
timated ¥28 per h. p. for twenty-four 
hour service and sell it by the meter 
to intermittent users without enor­
mously increasing the cost to them over 
the twenty-four hour rate.

(6) What quantity of power will be 
taken by city 6 industries, and how much 
in for W0U^ ke warranted in contract-

The Beacon's questions should be ans­
wered. And the situation is much the 
same here. We have never had one de­
finite, guaranteed offer of power or light 
at so much per horse-power or per kilo­
watt hour. Why should that be? Such 
a clear, definite offer would enable us 
to compare it with other prices and 
with power otherwise produced, and show 
us just what our burden and liability 
would be. It would enable our people 
to judge intelligently—which they can­
not do with the information (?) now be­
fore them. Will th<- Commission 
such guaranteed price?

Frederic Nicholls says the estimate of 
$5,200,000 fof an electric light and power 
distribution plant for Toronto is “ut­
terly inadequate."’ He points out that 
even if 10,000 horse-power be handled,

To 
justify this action it is only necessary 
that it should appear to the Board that 
there is reasonable probability that the 
prisoner “will live and remain at liberty 
without violating the laws and that his 
absolute discharge from imprisonment is 
not incompatible with the welfare of so­
ciety.” Already several life prisoners 
have been liberated under the new law.

Bongard was given an opportunity to 

speak, and he said he would like to see 
an independent engineer go down and 
look the sucker over to see the shape it 
was in, and to see an independent body 
of men investigate and decide whether 
the south basin was cleaned.

In reply to a question from A!d.f Pere­
grine, he said he discovered half an hour 
after he began to run it that the pumps 
were worn out and that the outside shell 
was worn a good deal.

“You were aware of that when you 
took charge of the pump?” asked Aid. 
Anderson.

“Yes.” said the captain.
“Then why tlid you run the dredge for 

several months without calling • some 
one’s attention to it?”

“I pointed it out to the man who was 
in charge.”

Stood in Bare Feet in Water.
It took ten days, said the captain, to 

get through from the lake to the basins, 
and this was with teams scraping off 
the surface. In good condition the suck­
er should have got through in three 
days at the most.

The dredge should have pumped 25 
per cent, over 30 feet from the water 
level, and yet they could not pump fif­
teen feet, they being forced to dig ten 
or twelve trenches for the pipes.

Aid. Wright—Did you mention to any 
one else that it was out of order ?

Capt. Bongard—Mr. Bain once, in con­
versation.

He denied ever having spoken to the 
Mayor, and said he had only spoken to 
Chaii man Clark once one Sunday. Capt. 
Hemphill, he explained, had told him 
that the dredge was at the bottom of 
the bay in Toronto, and that he had 
helped raise her.

Questioned by Aid. Farrar, he said lie 
had no way of knowing how much weeds 
the sucker took out of the basins.

“Men stood in the basin sometimes in 
rubber boots and sometimes in their bare 
feet raking out the weeds with sixteen 
foot poles.” he said. “I suppose this was 
done under the direction of Myles Hunt­
ing. who was in charge. It would not 
have been necessary to do it if the suck­
er had been working right.

Some of the Sucker’s History. 
Secretary McClelland, of the Toronto 

Company, ’from which the city purchased 
the eucKer, took up Capt. Bongard s 
story in sections. Dealing with the state­
ment that the pumps were worn out, 
he said that the pumps were purchased 
from the Morris Machine Company m 
August, 1902. According to the com­
pany’s record they had pumped 2,500,000 
cubic yards that y«ar. From April 1, 
1903, to August the first of that year, 
4.500,000 cubic yards were pumped. Dur­
ing 1004 and 1905 over 17,000 cubic 
yards. The shell of Toronto dredge No.
1 wore through after 8 years and after 
pumping 000,000 cubic yards and yet the 
shell ot Hamilton’s dredge was suppos­
ed to have Worn through after pumping 
2,000 yards. Capt. Bongard, he said, had 
been employed by his company nine 
days at the rate of $1.75 a day as a 
laborer.

The pump on the local sucker, he said, 
coat $17,115.10. After using it one sea­
son on a boat it was found too powerful 
and was put on the Hamilton dredge 
when it was built in 1904. Everything on 
the dredge from stem to stern, except 
the boiler, was new. They had to get 
the history of the boiler before the Gov­
ernment inspector would pass on it. It 
had been purchased from the Bertram 
Engine Company and was traced back 
to a boat owned by the Lake of the 
Woods Lumber Company, which was 
burned.

A Lie, He Says.
“That is a lie,” said Mr. McClelland, 

referring to the statement that the 
dredge nad been at the bottom of the 
bay at Toronto for eight months. After 
Going some work on me Beach for Ross 
& .Vie Flue in November, 1904, she got 
caught in the ice returning to Toronto 
and was later sunk by the ice in a slip. 
Part of her went down in eight feet of 
water on December 29, 1904, and on Jan­
uary 25, she was raised. An entire new 
huh was put on the sucker at a cost 
of $1,567.22. When the sucker was rais­
ed it was found thu* not a single pipe 
had burst. For thelkvork done oil the 
Beach they cut through sixteen'feet, in­
cluding weeds. “But we had a competent 
man in charge, Capt.- Gillespie, who we 
paid $2,000 a year; not a $1.75 a day 
man,” lie added.

Touching on the point that it should 
lift twenty-live per cent solids, Mr. Mc­
Clelland said that no pump vn the con­
tinent would lift that amount under any 
condition. The Hamilton sucker had a 
capacity of 4,500 gallons a minute of 
2«u.000 gallons an hour.

conditions it might run a much longer 
time without doing this. The dredge 
Northumberland paid a royalty of $4,- 

i 000 for the use of a cutter after which 
the one on the local sucker was fashioned.
If the agitator was properly placed be­
low the weeds it would get them out.

“To say that the shell is worn out is 
ridiculous, silly, preposterous and fool­
ish,” said Mr. McClelland. The company 
wished it had the dredge during the 
year. The sucker had been rigged by an 
experienced man. "1 think I could put 
a man in the basins who would clean 
them out in quick time,” he added. “The 
man who says the dredge will not do it, 
if working properly, does not know what 
he is talking about.”

Engineer Bain Speaks.

«James Bain, assistant engineer at the 
Beach pumping house, who examined the 
machinery ana advised that it was all 
right, related his connection with the 
famous sucker. He described in detail 
how it had been wrecked under Captain 
Hemphill’s management and said that he 
had saved Capt. Bongard from being in 
the hole a dozen times over it. Once 
when the shafting was broken, Hemp­
hill borrowed a rachet drill and when 
it did not do the work he used a s tc’ge 
hamiher to finish it. The shafting sub­
sequently was broken and cost the city 
u goodVleal to repair. He said Bongard 
had told him the agitator was working 
fine, that the weeds were being sut up 
and cleaned out in great shape.

“1 certainly think there has been a 
great deal ot* stuff taken out and r. Lig 
improvement made," he said.

“Would you say the damage was 
brough about by the negligiM.-e of 
those handling it?” asked Aid. Farrar-

Mr. Bain said they could 
not although the water could, be lowered 
until the pumps would suck air and it 
would be possible to sec the bottom bet­
ter.

‘No, 1 would not/* \v»s the reply.

xvas Aid. Farrar's sarcastic comment.
Mr. Bain protested against this slur 

and Aid. Farrar withdrew it. His reason 
tor not recommending what Aid. Farrar 
suggested was that there would only be 
the James street reservoir to depend on 
in case of a big fire. A good deal of the 
•tuff taken out of the basins had been 
dumped into the creek and could not be 
seen. The shell, he sajel, that was spoken 
of, was only cracked, and not worn.

City Engineer’s View.
City Engineer Barrow said he had re­

commended the purchase of the pump to 
clean out the basins because he thought 
it was the only proper way of doing it. 
He had been down three times a week 
while the operations were in progress, 
and found the sucker pouring out bfack 
stuff, which satisfied hjnu.it was doing 
good work. Bongard anil Hunting had 
told him the sucker was doing good 
work, and Engineer McFurlnne said the 
basins had never been cleaned so well

“Are you still satisfied that basin has 
been cleaned?” asked Aid. Farrar.

"There may have been parts of it miss­
ed, but it is my intention to go over it 
again.” Jf there had been failure, Air. 
Barrow said it,was because the agitator 
did not get under the weeds.

WAS ST0RYA FAKE?
M0THERSILL WON CASE AGAINST 

FARMER HENRY.

Defence Was That Blackmail Had Been 
Attempted—Jury Brought in Ver­
dict After 20 Minutes.

Brampton, Ont., Nov. 13.—A case ^ 
which created a great deal of attention 
in Peel and Halton Counties, was com­
pleted this afternoon at the Peel Fall 
Assizes. John Henry, a farmer, of 
Chiugaueousy Township, brought action

NORTH-WEST 

Homestead Regulations
ANY even numbered section of Domin­

ion Lanods in Manitoba or the North­
west Province», excepting 8 and #6, not re­

served. may be homesteaded by any person 
the sole bend ot a family, or male over 18 
years of age, to the extent ot one-gu*rter 
flection, of 160 acres, more or less. | 

Application for homestead entry nlust be 
made in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Spb-agency. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made at an 
Agency on certain conditions by the father, 
mother, son. daughter, brother or sister of 
au Intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancellation 
made personally at any Sub-agent’s office 
may be wired to the Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for Is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application is to have prior­
ity and the land will be held until the ne­
cessary papers to complete the transaction 
are received by mall.

In case of ‘‘personation"’ or fraud the ap­
plicant will forfeit all priority of claim or 
If entry hae been granted it will be summar­
ily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must b< 
made In person. The applicant must be eli­
gible fOr homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for cancellation will be received 
from an Individual until that application has 
been disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subsequent to 
Institution of cancellation proceedinge, the 
applicant for cancellation will be entitled to 
prior right ot entry.

Applicant for cancellation must staU in 
what particular the homesteader Is in de-

A homesteader whose entry is not the 
subject of cancellation proceedings, mey, 
subject to the approval of Department, re­
linquish it in favour of father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister If eligible, but 
to no one else, on filing declaration of aban­
donment.

DUTIES—A settler Is required to perform 
the duties under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months' residence upon 
and cultivation of the land In each year dur­
ing the term of three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by liv­
ing on farming land owned solely by him, 
not less than eighty (80) acres in, extent, lu 
the vicinity of his homestead. Joint owner­
ship lu land will not meet this requirement.

(3) If the father (or mother, if the father 
Is deceased) of a homesteader has permanent 
residence on farming land owned soiely by 
him. noi less than eighty (80) acres in extent, 
In the vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him In the vicinity, 
such homesteader may perform his own resi­
dence duties by living with the father (or 
mother).

(4? The term “vicinity” in the two pre- 
cedlng paragraphs is defined as meaning not 
more than nine miles in a direct Une, ex­
clusse of road allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

5) A homesteader intending to perform 
hie residence duties In accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
Agent for the .district of such intention.

Before making application for patent the 
settler must give six months’ notice In writ­
ing to the Commlseloner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa, of his Intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 

MINING REGULATIONS.
COAL.—Coal mining rights may be leased 

for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of 81 per acre. Not more than 
2.560 acres shall be leased to one individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, haying discovered mineral in place, 
may locate à claim 1,600 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At le-ast $100 must be expended oh the 

claim each year or paid to the mining re­
corder In lieu thereof. When $500 has been 
expended or paid, the locator may, upon hay­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the land at $1
per acre.

The "patent provides for the payment of a 
royalty of 2% per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet ^square; entrance fee, $5; renewable

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

.The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2(4 per cent, collected on 
the output after It exceeds $10,000.

It was comparatively 
simple for the stewards on those vessels 
to smuggle people aboard at Liverpool, 
hide them in certain parts of the vessel 
where they knew they could not be 
found, and just as easy a matter to pro­
vide them with food.

Suspicion fell on Korff and Davis, and 
they deserted some time ago, hut were 
arrested here. They will be taken back 
to Liverpool to stand their trial.

NOT TAKEN SERIOUSLY.

Question as to Validity of British Colum­
bia Divorces.

Ottawa, Now 13. —The Department of 
Justice does not regard as serious the 
contention of Mr. Justice Clement of 
the Supreme Court of British Columbia 
that there is a possibility of the divorces 
granted by the Provincial Court since 
1871 being declared invalid. Although 
bv the British North America Act mar­
riage and divorce were especially ie- 
served for the jurisdiction of the Dom­
inion, it was also expressly stimulated 
that the Provinces of Nova Scotia. New 
Brunswick, Prince Edward Island and 
British Columbia should retain their di­
vorce courts. Under that agreement 
these four Provinces have been granting 
divorces ever since they entered confed­
eration.

FOR FAIR PLAY.
A belt of Railways is Carried Much 

Too Far.
(Montreal Gazette.)

The railways are undergoing in 
somewhat aggravated form their an­
nual condemnation because the tem­
porary demand for cars is greater 
than their equipment enables them to 
meet. The situation is not new. nor 
is anything notably new being said 
about it. It extends to the Unitéd 
States and to the best equipped roads 
there as well as to roads in Canada.
It was only a few days ago that lines 
between New York and Buffalo had 
to announce they could make no more 
contracts for the carriage of grain 
over their tracks till those they were 
engaged on had been, fulfilled. In 
both countries there is, however, a 
disposition to take hold of minor in­
cidents, to magnify them, to represent 
them as indicating the general situa­
tion. and to hold the railways up to 
condemnation as being inefficiently 
equipped and inefficiently managed 
by men who have no regard either 
for those who stand to the roads in 
the relation of customers or for the 
general interest of the country. To 
answer such extreme talk it should 
only be necessary to point to the 
work the railways have done and are 
doing, to the immense traffic they 
carry at" about the lowest rates pre- 
xailing in the world and to their 
constant expenditures, not alone ,6on 
new rolling stock, but on terminals, 
warehouses, and nil that is requisite 
to the effective and cheap transport 
of passengers am) freight. In the 
case of the two leading Canadian rail 
waxs, the Grand Trunk and Canadian 
Pacific, there was an addition to the 
rolling stock between July, 190ti. and 
July. 1907. of .8,880 freight cars. This 
represented an increase in car equip­
ment much beyond the increase in 
mileage of the roads. Most of it was 
designated to meet the requirements 
of the increasing traffic that was ex­
pected. The records show the roads 
are carrying more traffic than they \ 
ever did before, though their profit 
is not proportionately increasing. It 
in spite of this expenditure and this 
increased business there are at times 
and places delays in the supply of 
car- it is for the well understood rea­
son that it is not commercially prac­
ticable to keep a railway equipped 
with sufficient rolling stock to meet 
at once the maximum demand of 
the season of greatest traffic, partic­
ularly when, ns often happens, the 
movement of the freight offered, is 
largely in one direction. This is

LEMEUX AT T0KI0.
CANADA'S ENVOY WILL BE RE­

CEIVED BY MIKADO.

Japanese Government Thinks Its r~n 
for Control of Emigration Will Be 
Satisfactory to Canada.

Tokio, Nov. 13.—Hon. Rodolphe Lem­
ieux, Postmaster-General and Minister 
of Labor of Canada, arrived on the 
steamer Empress of China this evening. 
He xvas received at Yokohama by Count 
Turainiiua, representing the Japanese 
Department ot Foreign Affairs. A pro­
gramme for the entertainment of Mr. 
Lemieux will not be arranged until 
his wishes in the matter are known, 
lie will be received in audience by the 
Emperor on the latter’s return from the 
army manoeuvres.

The Japanese Government under­
stands that Mr. Lemieux comes as a 
representative of the Canadian Gov­
ernment for the purpose of discussing 
and investigating immigration mailers, 
and that he brings an indefinite plan for 
their settlement. The Japanese Govern­
ment considers that its present plans, 
now in progress of completion, looking 
toward the control of emigration, will be 
satisfactory to Canada, and it is not 
likely that*the visit of the Minister will 
result in any material change.

NO SLANG IN HIS COURT.

Mr. Justice Riddell Insists on English 
Undefiled.

Toronto, Nov. 14.—Mr. Justice Riddell 
is evidently determined to do what he 
can to have the English language re­
spected in his court, both by the bar and 
by witnesses.

"How do you know that?”

"XYell, i suppose it was they who 
did it; there was no one else,” the wit-, 
ness replied.

“You do your case no good by mak­
ing statements like that when you arc 
on oath in the witness box,” eaid his 
Lordship; "you deliberately assert you 
know something which you *do not know. 
1 will not have such trifling with lan­
guage.”

Engineer Barrow Preparing Defence 
Against Farrar’s Attack.

People May Be Asked to Vole Half 
Million Dollars in Debentures.

Have Prosed That Sucker Was No 
Gold Brick, Aldermen Think.

In connection with the report asked 
for by the special committee appointed 
to investigate his department with a view 
to reorganization. City Engineer Barrow’ 
will make a vigorous defence of the 
charges made against him by Aid. Far­
rar. Mr. Barrow thinks he will be able 
to knock them into a cocket hat. The 
conduit over which Aid. Farrar finds so 
Wtueh fault, Mr. Barrow says, he was in­
structed to proceed with at the time he 
did. Tenders were asked for, and only 
one company made a bid. Its price was 
$7,000, and it was uot anxious for the 
work. Mr. Barrow says the job was done 
by day labor for half that amount. Re­
garding the intake, over which there has 
been so much talk, Mr. Barrow thinks 
the public is familiar enough with the 
details to know that he was not to blame 
tor the delay. The only other charge 
made by Aid. Farrar, that the Engineer 
gave an estimate that was lower than 
the actual cost on a small job in the cast 
end, Mr. Barrow says he will explain to 
the committee’s satisfaction.

Mayor Stewart, Chairman Clark and 
the officials say that they are quite 
pleased with what was revealed by the 
investigation last night. It proved con­
clusively, they- point out, that the sand- 
sucker. instead of being a white elephant 
and gold brick, as Aid. Farrar hinted, 
was in first class condition when bought. 
They admit that there are still weeds in 
the basin, and that it is not thoroughly 
Cleaned, but they say this was as they 
expected! “Like sweeping a floor; the 
oftener it is done the cleaner it will be,” 
said Chairman Clark. Aid. Farrar is not 
quite so satisfied.
