MAKING NEW PAPER FROM OLD.

Used printed paper and paper cuttings
have now an important place among the
1aw materials of paper manufacture. So
much is this the case that large estab-
lishments exist for sorting purposes
only, and many middlemen occupy them-
selves entirely with paper scraps, print-
ed or otherwise.

The chief difficulty in the way of ob
taining a usable pulp from lni'n.ul pa-
pers is presented by the printing ink,
and means have therefore to be sought
of getting rid of this substance.

Taking the chief sort of printed paper
—that 18, old newspapers—we find an
inferior puper made of wood pulp, cellu-
lose and fillings. The printing on it
may be regarded as the result of the
\h\u'g of a mixture of finely divided
l\mphlmk with an oil vehicle. On ex-
emining a printed letter under a high '
power, the black particles of lampblack
and the gray dry residue of the vehicle
can often be clearly differentiated.

The first step is to tear up and dis
integrate the waste paper in the ordin-
ary manner. The resulting pulp is sie
ed, and it will be found that while lhq-

der ten, and twelve over ten. Eleven
were adopted, four received wages, and
three are to receive wages when they
reach the age of fourteen. Four were
returned to the society and dealt with.
There have been two deaths during the
year—two baby girls.

Five boys have been sent to St. John's
School, Toronto, and one girl sent to
the Alexandra I[udustrial School. Ohe
girl was sent to the Woodstock Hospi-
tal, being epileptic.

We have in the institution, awaiting
bomes, nineteen boys and nineteen girls,
some' very young. Of these, two girls
and two boys are more or Jess physically
defective. Of the number given, we have
pine in the Girls’ Home, eleven in the
Boys’ Home, six in the Infants’ Home,
nine in St. Joseph's Convent, two in the
Hamilton Orphan Asylum, and one in
the City Hospital.

Seven cases have been brought before
the Magistrate during the year, affect-
ing nineteen children, all of whom have
been dealt with and placed in foster
homes. There were three cases brought
before him affecting nine children, but
the evidence was not sufficient for them
to be placed under the control of the
society.
