WE bave been struck before to-
day with the gentlemanly demean-

in the world was at stake in the
Grand Southern Railroad, his repu-
tation too was staked there. He
asked a hearing before a Committee
of the Council, that hearing was
denied him. The Council had
made up its mind upon a “judg-
ment” and the feeble tones of one,

" though the accents weré"those of

an injured man, who based his
cause upon equity and right, could
not move it. We are reminded
of the colored Magistrate, who thus
atldressed the Counsel on both
sides.

%he ouncil carried out its will,
and what it has gained is far more
indeed than we can tell.  The re-
spectable press of the Province
denounces the act, and the masses
find for it no .justification either.
How false and how delusive was the
hope which dangled before the
mind of the Council ere they per-
.petrated - that shameless deed
that the Province would send up a
p=an of praise to it, as the guar-
dian of their rights! Only a few,
a few made up of those who under-
stood not the case and who are in-
terested in the rival road, say “well
done,” ‘but turning to their own
breasts,where all good men look for
consolation, they hear nothing but
reproach. - Ill indeed it becomes
their gray hairs to dishonor them
by an act of such crying injustice.
But Mr Green will triumph, and the
road will be built: and this article
is a mere reflection on an immoral
and unrighteousact. Here is what
the Telegraph, which has been mak-
ing no uncertain sound of late on
this matter, says of Mr Green,
among other excellent things :

A STAMPEDE, AND DISREPUT-

All the Aldermen railied inside the
rails Tuesday cvening, that being the
night appointed by law for the regular
monthly meeting.

The Mayor, who is at complete dis-|
count in the present Council, read a
communication from James White, |
Engineer of the ¢ Alexandra.” So
much of this document as was near the
point pretended to show cause for the
e;oposed dismissal of F.J. Todd by said
hite. The charge preferred was that
Todd was drunk at the Sharkey fire,
TWO YEARS AGO, and that therefore
he, White, wanted - another and more
reliable man. For the want of a docu-
ment more decent, that of White’s was
received by the Board, and justly and
properl{ gave rise to a long discus-
sion. It - is held by many that this
White is a man of a very malignant
nature, that his feelings and whims
run so strong and that his hatred is so
bitter, as to completely pervert his
judgment. If this is true, such a per-
son should not hold a position of
responsibility in the city, and we can’t
see why the Council has tolerated the
man.
In the discussion it came out quite
géalnly that malice was the cause of
hite’s recommendation for Todd’s
dismissal. Todd was present, and for
the life of him could not tell why he
was to be cast off, but under pressure
the explanation was given. Todd was
drunk two years ago! at the Sharkey
fire] What a malignant old man, to be
sure! Now if Todd were drunk then,
why did not White report him before,
and ask for his dismissal? Or is it as
an Alderman Eut it, that he is to be
dismissed for his sobriety since? But
here 73 the cause: When the Council
proposed to reduce the salaries, this
man White said if they reduced his/
salary to $50 a year he would resign.
Todd who is assistant offered to do the
work for $50; which so aroused White’s
malice, that he planned his dismissal.
He said not a word, but offered to take
the position for $50, and as soon as he
was sworn in (Saturday last) he made
out his report.
