FOWLS IN ORCHARDS.

Last fall we visited an orchard in which
fowls were kept, the owner of which told
us that before the fowls were confined in it,
the trees made little or no growth, and only
a corresponding amount of fruit was ob-
tained. But what a change was evident
now. The was kept down, the weeds
killed, and the trees presented an appear-
ance of thrift, which the most enthusiastic
horticulturist could not but admire and
envy. The h of the trees was most
vigorous, and the foliage remarkably luxu-
riant ; the fruit was abundant, of large size,
and free from worms and other imperfeo-
tions. The excellence was accounted for
by the proprietor, who remarked that the
‘“hens ate all the worms and curculio in
their reach, even the canker-worm.” He
found less trouble with their roostisg in
trees then he expected, and that a picket
fence six feet high kept them within
bounds. His orchard was divided into
three sections, and the fowls were. changed
from one to another, as the condition of
the fowls or the orchard sections seemed to
require.—Pouliry World.

On, railway timber
planting the Nebraska Fhrmer says :—

One of the t mistakes, as heretofore
stated by us, 1s with the planting for wind-
breaks. The trees are usually planted in
straight lines, often only a single row, sel-
dom more than two or three, and almost
always too mear the track. The trees
should be planted at such a distance that
the drift, in lodgingto leeward, will fallshort
of the track. e{ should also be planted
rather open than close, and be of sufficient
breadth that the drifts may lodge within
them, or partially so. In fact, the breadth
of the planting should oo nd to
the average depth of the snow-fall and the
nature of the drifts to be contended
against. Of course in certain localities
nothing less than a forest would suffice,
yet these are omly isolated instances, as
where tracks have to be walked in to pre-
vent snowslides. It is to be hoped that
a new impetus will be given to tree-plant-
ing for protection this and succeeding sum-
mers, especially by railway companies.—
Advocate.

ulge in any expensive luxury as
breeding for speed has proved to be, But
thereis a type of horse that farmers'can
breed with certain profit, and that is the
heavy, blocky, .compact, active, -quick-
stepping horse, weighing from 1,300 to
1,600 pounds. No man ever raised & herse
of that description at a loss; and no farmer
ever raised such a horse that would /ot
readily sell at & handsome profit. It is the
little, spindle-shanked, lank, lmg;l:ge_d
weed that remains on the farmer’s
a drug in the market—an unsalable, useless
produet.
How shall we breed such horses ? Well,
to breed anything in the shape of a horse
you need a mare, and the nearer the
mare finds the bill herself, the better 3 but
any ordinary good mare bred to a clean-
limbed, sound-footed, active, wide awake,
purely-bred, Percheron-Norman stallion
will, nine times out of ten, produce just
such a horse as we have described, that is
always salable, There may be stallions of
other breeds that, when properly mated,
will get equally as offspring as the
Percheron-Norman ; but we hu:n? nothing
in saying that, as a race, no horses, not
even the English thoroughbred, breed so
true and stamp their own character upon
their part-bred offepring with so much
certainty, because they are themselves the
E:mt race of horses of which we have any
owledge. Like begets like, or the
likeness of some of ancestors ; and
when, as is the case with the Percheron-
Norman race, the ancestry has for many
erations been of the same character, the
nloel of variation from this in-bred
in the progeny are very small.

The market has improved considerably during the
week, both in prices and amount of husiness.

The cause has lain partly in the opening of
navigation and some demand from Montreal; but
aleo in advancing prices at home, and a 'jump up-
wards in the western markéts—to which causes
may, perhaps, be added decreasing stocks. These
have now reached a low amount and unless there
should prove to be more in the country than is
generally believed to be there, we shall not have
very much te spare during the summer. Stocks on
hand on Monday morning were as follows :—Flour,
15,460 bbis; fall wheat, 43,301 bushels; spring
wheat, 132,605 bushels ; oats, 15,206 bushels ;
