STORY OF ENOCH ARDEN
ECLIPSED.

5 R
Away from Home for Thirty-Seven
Years—-His Wife Married Twice
During That Time.

On Thursday morning, Oct, 31st, when
the boat from Detroit tied up to her dock,
at Cleveland, O.,, a man crossed the
gang plank and stood on the dock several

minutes, looking about in a dazed way as

though endeavoring to get his bearings.
He was a man with a been-everywhere
look in his eyes, and but for the fact that
his long hair and beard were scarcely
streaked with grey one might have easily
imagined him to be a Rip Van Winkle.
After looking about him he accosted a
patrolman and inquired the way to Holt
street.

The man was Horace A. Moorehouse,
who, thirty-seven years ago, as the result
of a family quarrel, left his wife and five
small children in the township of Euclid,
since which time his family have been un-
able to obtain the slightest clue to his
whereabouts. Ina moment of anger he
dieappeared as mysteriously as though
the earth had swallowed him up, and but
for the fact that he was met and recognized
by a Mrs. Southwick, who had known
him years ago in this city, his family
would have never known a word of the
strange story which he had returned to
tell them. The story of his life is out of
the ordinary, to say the least, and savors
strongly of the romantic tale of Enoch
Arden, who returned home, after an
absence of years, to find his wife wedded
to another. It differs only in the fact that
the deserted wife, thinking that her hus-
band’s absence could mean but one thing,
that he was dead has been married twice.
She at present resides in Euclid, but the
family refuse to give her name by her last
marriage.

The old man was seen by a reporter at
the residence of his daughter, Mrs. James
Hendershot, 251 St, and after much per-
suasion contented to tell as best he could
where he had been the past 37 years and
how he happened to return to his family
after his long absence.

It was in the year ’53 or "54, I can’t just
remember which,” said he “that after a
family quarrel, the details of which I do
not care to give,l left my wife and four
small children,the youngest not more than
six months of age, with the determination
never to look upon their faces again. It
may have been,and probably was,a foolish
action, but I was impulsive and made the
determination while almost beside myself
with rage. Itell you the resolve has cost
me many a bitter hour, and many a time
I would willingly have sacrificed my right
arm to have been able to recall the words
spoken at that time.”

The old 11 n was convulsed with sobs
when speaking of the time he went away
and was unable to talk for several minutes.

“I went from here to Port Huron,” he
continued, “where I shipped as second
mate on a schooner running to New
Baltimore, and stayed aboard her all sea-
son.. From Port Huron I went to the
upper peningula of Michigan and builta
hut in the woods, where I lived all alone
for several years, doing odd jobs for the
lumbermen, such as gumming saws, etc.
I could not be contented to remain in one
place for any length of time, as the
thought of my family was constanly on
my mind, and I resolved to push through
further west. When the war broke out I
was in Iowa, and was one of the first to
enlist in that State. At the end of three
months I was honorably discharged, and
returned to Jowa. From there I went to
Nebraska, working in one town long
enough to get money to get to the next,
and in that way managed to reach the
coast. I took no account of time, what-
ever, and had no desire to do more than
make a living. In this way, knocking
about from place to place, I managed to
put in some thirty-five years,during which
time I have covered nearly every square
mile of territory in the west. I dare say
that no living man has seen more of the
country west of the Mississippi than I
have. I began to getfeeble,and the hard-
ships I had endured began to tell on me,
when two years ago I returned to Michi-
gan with the intention of staying there
the rest of my life. During all these
years I had never heard a word of my
wife or any of my children,and had given
up all hopes of ever again seeing or hear-
ing of them. I built another hut and
settled down to my old occupation of
gumming saws.

One morning about a month ago a wo-
man I did not recognize met me and
said that she was a Mrs. Southwick,whom
I had known in Cleveland. She was the
first human being I had seen in 37 years
that I knew,and you can imagine my feel-
ings. She told me all about my family,
that they were all alive, and for the first
time since I had left them, the thought of
returning entered my mind. After think-
ing the matter over I decided to come. At
Detroit I took the boat and arrived at
Cleveland, O., on Thursday morning. I
hardly knew where I was when I got off
the bhoat. They tell me that my wife
married again, thinking that I was dead.

That is the only reason I have to regret
my return. Had I known it T would not
have come back. The strange part of it all
is that when I went away I had five
children and only four can be accounted.
None of the four seem to know anything
about the other, and don’t even remember
there was one. She was about six months
old at the time, which would make her in
her 38th year now, and her name was
Julian. The children were all separated
and I think that she was probably adopt-
ed by some family who do not wish to let
her know they are not her parents. Ifl
could only find her my cup of happiness
would be full. As for my wife she is in-
nocent of any wrong in marrying, think-
ing and almost knowing that I was dead.

Morehouse is 80 years of age, but is re-
markably well preserved and does not ap-
pear to be more than sixty. His children
are well " able to care for him and appear
more than willing to do so.

« ,‘Pl'he Western and Atlantic train left the

ﬁ'ack last night at McIvor’s, and Richard
McClain, fireman, was killed. ”

That was the message, almost brutal in
its brevity, that was flashed over the wires
’om Atlanta to the Times. He was only
a fireman, of small consequence to this

amatter of fact world, with its rush and

‘bustle, and so a three line paragraph in
the morning papers was his obituary.

But back of this bear notice of McClain’s
death is one of the most pathetic stories
in the history of railroads accidents in
Géorgia. The dead man had a mother
snd family who lived in the valley of the
ﬂlous Chickamauga, and about them
Qlteu the pathos of the story. But let
éngineer Adamson, who stood weeping
over the body of his friend, tell it.

"“He was a good boy, ” he said, “one of
the best hearted men in the world ; and
he Joved his family so! Every night
when he would run by Zhis home his
motherjwould put out a light. to let him
know tHat all was well, and he would an-
answer with a light. Last night she may
have watched all night, for he didn’t pass,
and no doubt she was troubled with the
thought that something was wrong. ”

And something was wrong.

While the faithful mother, with her
lamp of love aflame, was straining her
eyes through the darkness of the night to
catch a gleam of the flashing headlight
that announced “ All’s well” with her son,
that son was stark in death.

The eyes that had watched for the light
in the window that told of the safety of
mother and kindred were glazed by death.
No more would they strain through the
dusk of the valley for the red ray which
conveyed to him a message of love from
home.

" Richard was dead by the track!

The loving mother, what of her?

Through the dark watches she waited
at the window, in her hand the beacon
that assured Richard of the well being of
the jewels of his heart.

Baf the rush and roar of the engine,
and the flashing of the headlight through
the swart reaches of the valley never
came.

The minutes ticked slowly by.

“Richard is late to-night,” thought the
loving woman, “but I'll wait awhile long-
er. Itis almost like a visit from him to
catch a glimpse of the headlight.”

So she waited till her eyes grew heavy
with sleep.

In
their alarm the pirates began to fire their
guns at one another. Ina little time,
however, all was quiet in the hold,and the
boatmen concluded from the silence that
all was over. So they ran their junk in
shore and communicated with the auth-
orities. A party of troops came on board,
and when they raised the hatches dis-
covered five of the eight pirates dead and
the other three in a dying condition. The
survivors were handed over to justice and
suffered the penalty of the law. The
boatmen were suitably rewarded for their
bravery and presence of mind.

CANADA'S MINERAL WEALTH.

The Toronto Globe publishes an inter-
view with 8. J. Ritchie, of Akron, Ohio,
the great mining man, respecting Canadian
iron, nickel and copper mines. Mr.
Ritchie is of opinion that nickel steel can
be made for export at Sudbury. We have
the iron and the nickel. Nothing but
coal is lacking and that can be got from
the States. Mr. Ritchie places a high
estimate on the extent and value of our
general mineral wealth. He declares,
however, that it is idle for us to look for
any great development of the iron de-
posits in Hastings or of those which
make the howling wilderness along Lake
Superior one of the richest spots on the
continent until we secure free access to
the American market. He employsa happy
illustration to show what the opening of
the iron mines would mean- for the rail-
ways. A bushel of wheat weighs sixty
pounds. The product of an acre yielding
twenty bushels weighs 1200 pounds. A
cubic yard of iron ore weighs about three
tons, or as much as the wheat yield of five
acres. The entire crop of Manitoba, plac-
ing it at 16,000,000 bushels, does not pro-
vide as much freight for the railroads as
any one of several mines on the American
shore of Lake Superior. ItisMr. Ritchie’s
belief that if they were developed as they
could be developed, the iron and other
resources of this country would be worth
more than agriculture, and would support
a larger population.

| STORY OF A GHOSTLY VISITATION.

A Strange Report Which is Believed by
Many.

The neighborhood of Mather and Halst-
ed streets Chicago, is in a fever of excite-
ment. Children and timid women scurry
by when the shades of night begin to fall,
and their superstitous elders look askance
and confess to an uncomfortable feeling
—the dread of something unknown.
Three women, occupying successively the
same room, have while in"a delicate
physical condition, met death by the same
horrible fright. They have all alleged be-
ing visited by a hideous man, and one of
the women who did about a year ago
claimed she was lifted high and then
thrown upon the floor. Neighborhood
tradition tells that the house was once oc-
cupied by an irate old man, who, to re-
venge himself upon the landlord cursed
him, swearing that he would kill every
occupant of the house.  The horrible
deaths which these women have under-
gone and the visions or realities of fright
which they suffered, are current gossip
among those who have lived long in the
neighborhood.

The house which, it is alleged, the
fiendish stranger visits, and which is in
back of a Mather street lot, near Halstead,
is a two story frame structure which has
been moved to its present site. The
house is now raised several feet from the
ground level, the half cellar being boarded
about and serving no practical use. A
pair of steps lead up to the first floor,
which contains four rooms. The windows
in the front room face toward the street.
Folding doors face toward the street.
Folding doors open into the second room,
which has a window at the eide. A furth-
er door opens to a dining room, and back
of this the remaining space is converted
into a closet and a bedroom. The second
floor is a counterpart of the first floor, the
entrance to which is by a stairway on the
outside of the building. This stairway
runs above and partly covers the upper
part of the window in the second room of
the first floor.

The apparition which haunts the house
appears always in the folding doors be-
tween the first and second rooms of the
first floor. The women have described it
as the figure of a man of powerful build
and hideous aspect. His head is buried
between high shoulders, which give him
the appearance of having no neck. He
bends towards those who have seen the
awful sight with a threatening air, while
his huge hands work convulsively as he
slowly advances. The fingersare abnorm-
ally long and look like frightful claws.
Hissing and displaying terrible teeth,
with eyes of fire alternating to a green, the
hideous creature creeps upon those to
whom he has appeared. Some who have
seen him aver that he wears a slouch hat,
others that he is hatless, but has a mass
of disheveled hair.

The character of the front room is such
that a bed can only be placed in one cor-
ner of the apartment. Its position com-
pels the occupant to face the doorway in
which the apparition has appeared. Mrs.
Cull, Mrs. Cinnama, and, two weeks ago,
Mrs. Allen, have been thrown into fatal
spasms by fright.

The most intelligent of the neighbors
say they do not believe in ghosts, but can
not explain the mystery. No strangely
appearing man has ever been seen prowl-
ing about the premises. Mrs. McCuen,
who occupies the upper story of the house,
with her two children, heard Mrs. Allen
ghriek and was with her when she died.
Mrs. McCuen said she had lived there
three years and had never seen anything
of a ghostly kind. She thought the mias-
matic surroundings of the place had affect-
ed the health of the first woman who had
imagined that she saw such a figure, and
that the noxious effluvia had likewise
affected the other women. They had heard
the ghost stories, and being ina condition
of susceptibility they finally fancied they
saw the same thing.

Mrs. Powell, who lives comfortably at
No. 198 Mather street, said she did not
believe in ghosts or goblins, but had
heard the current gossip. Mrs. Kinney,
who keeps a grocery at 202 Mather street,
did not believe inspirits. She had known
all the tenants, and said there was no
doubt gbout their terrible deaths. She
could only account for it by some man
going about scaring women. George
Allen, the husband of the last victim, is
still in the house, and only knows that
his wife was frightened to death. He
proposes to stay until the mystery is clear-
ed up, and promises to make it interesting
for any intruder.

A PREHISTORIC GIANT.

While blasting stone from the Marding-
ham quarry near here there was yesterday
discovered the prints of a gigantic foot on
a shell of rock, which had been covered
with earth and vegetation, but which was
displaced by the explosion, writes a Fort
Dodge (Kan.) correspondent. The foot is
apparently that of a human being, though
provided with nails of great length and
curved slightly at the ends of the marks.

The prints are seven in number, vary-
ing considerably in distinctness, each
measuring a fraction less than two feet in
length and broad in proportion. The toes
are shorter than is usual in the human
foot and spread much wider -apart. The
prints all point in the same direction, and
are from four to four and a half feet apart
the most clearly defined sinking about two
inches into the rock. There is in addition
to the footmarks indications of some heavy
object having been dragged over the rocks
after the creature whose tracks are there.
This object was probably a club, to judge
from the marks it made.

The ledge of rock on which this valu-
able record of a prehistoric age is to be
seen was detached with the greatest care,
but an unfortunate fall broke the piece
right across the footprint most clearly de-
fined. Thebreakage will be repaired as
skillfully as possible with cement and the
rock forwarded to the Museum of Geology
and Paleontology at Dubuque, Iowa, Mr.
Mardingham, who owns the quarry, pre-
senting it to that institution.

BARTTELOT’'S DEATH.

New York, November 8. — H. M. Stan-
ley, the explorer, is accompanied by his
wife, mother-in-law, Mrs, Tennant, J. M.
Jephson, one of his trusted lieutenants,
and a Hamilton Aide, a cousin of Mrs.
Stanley. He gives some very important
information regarding the causes which
led to the tragic death of Major Barttelot,
commander of the Rear Column, and the
horrible disaster which fell upon the
camp at Yambuya. The first inquiry put
to him was: “How did you first come to
pick out Major Barttelot ? ”

“That’s a very easy question to answer,”
said Mr. Stanley. “Col. Sir] F. De Win-
ton, Sir Redvers Buller and Capt. Grant
Elliott were to pick out men who they
thought were likely men. In that way
we picked out about twenty of the most
likely young gentlemen who applied. A
Mr. Fitzgeraid, of the India Office, brought
a wellbuilt young fellow about thirty,
introducing him as Major Barttelot, who
had distinguished himself in Afghan-
istan and on the Nile under General
Wolseley. He said: “Here, sir, if you
want a young fellow to do anything neces-
sary in Africa, here he is,

AN EMBODIMENT OF PLUCK. ”’

Looking at him I said: “I can see Ma-
jor Barttelot looks very promising as far
as pluck goes, but there is one thingI
like to see better than pluck — that is for-
bearance.” He also had a letter from Sir
Redvers Buller, recommending him, and
I accepted the recommendation.

What did you hear about his death
when you got to camp? Washe muti-
lated ?

No, he was buried when I got there.
The killing took place on July 19, and this
was on August 17,

What was the causes of his death e
Why was he shot ?

Because of his violent temper. First of
all he quarreled with the owner of the
station, Abdulla Karonga. He demands
sixty men. Abdulla says: “I cannot get
them.” Barttelot says: “If you do not
get them I will go back to Tippoo Tib and
report you.” He was Tippoo Tib’s man.
“Tippoo Tib has given me the power of
life and death over these people, and I
must have them.”

He wanted the men as carriers. He
complained to Bonney and said: “ Don’t
you think I havedone well in demanding
these men?”

Bonney said: “No, I think you have
got plenty of men. You say you want
carriers. Here you have got fifteen loads
of rifles. Distribute them among the men.
There are many other things you can dis-
pense with.”

Again he goes to the Manuema chief
and :

BEATS HIM WITH A CYPRESS STICK.

On the morning of July 10, at dawn, he is
disturbed from his sleep by singing and
drumming. He sends a Soudanese ser-
geant out to find out who is making the
noige and tell them to stop.

He again tells her to stop, and then strikes
her, prods her with his cypress staff,

AND FINALLY KICKS HER.

The husband is cleaning his gun in a
hut about five yards from her. He hears
his wife scream, looks out threugh a loop-
hole and sees the Major kicking her. He
pus hes his gun through the loophole and
shoots him dead.

Stanley went on to say that he had
plenty of proofs for all his statements and
would give them to the world at tbe right
time. He fully reiterated all he had pub-
lished in his book asto the demoralization
of the rear column through the careless-
ness and neglect of orders of Barttelot and
his companions. On his return to En-
gland he intimated that tbe whole affair
would probably be cleared up in the
courts.

FORSAKEN AT SEA.

New York, Nov. 7—A sad tale of the
gsea, including the probable loss of ten
fever stricken men, the crew of the
gchooner A. P. Nomell, Captain Himburg
bound for Philadelphia, was brought into

Pancaldo. The former was sighted about
three hundred miles off Hatteras. The
bark bore down upon her.

Three men alone were seen on her deck.
They were haggard and worn, and one
evinced all the symptoms of a raging
fever.

“We are in distress, ” signaled the man,
“Qur officers except myself are stricken
sick ; the crew is all down ill; we are out
of oil and need assistance. ”

A yawl of the Leon Pancaldo reached
the schooner. The man with whom they
spoke said that for three days they had
no one to steer the vessel, and that she
had drifted wide from her course.

Without oil they had been compelled to
steer by the north star.

He asked that two men from the bark
be put aboard his vesgel to assist in reach-
ing port. None of the crew of the bark
were willing to volunteer, however, so,
after wishing the distressed vessel luck,
the bark sailed away, leaving the fever
stricken crew to their fate.

The bark passed the schooner on Oc-
tober 27. It was just after the cyclone
that swept the Atlantic. Altogether the
vessel was at the mercy of the waves.

The news created a great deal of ex-
citement in maritime circles yerterday.
There is but little doubt that the craft,
with her fever-stricken crew, has gone to
the bottom.

Otherwise, the vessel is floating about
with no hands to guide her helm and the
crew all dead.

A despatch to this city flast night from
Philadelphia stated that the vessel had
not arrived at that port.

RAN A MILE A MINUTE.

The Interesting History of a Once
Famous Horse,

A hundred and Jseventy-five years ago
a man who was passing along Carr House-
lane, near the famous old Doncaster race
course, observed in an adjoining field a
brood mare in evident distress and ex-
citedly pacing backward and forward
along a deep drain which separated mea-
dow from meadow. On reaching the spot,
after crossing the fence out of curiosity,
he found a foal in the water and unable
to get out. The old mare showed her
great delight when the youngster, not with
out some difficulty, was restored to solid
ground. It was a chestnut colt with a
white face and white legs. When the
colt was four or five years old he was used
by the trainer of the family of the owner
asa hack, and one morning after the
trainer, mounted on his hack, had gone
as usual to see his horses take their exer-
cise a messenger recalled him on some
important business. The trainer returned
immediately, leaving his hack with the
stable boy who had brought the message.
The lad’s orders were to wait until the
horses had taken their last gallop and
then return home with them, but in the
absence of the master the boy’s instruc-
tions were not strictly carried out, and he
joined the string of horses in their gallop.
He soon caught the last horse, then the
next and finally closed on the leader, ex-
claiming. “Why, I can beat you all.”
The other lads, ashamed of running se-
cond to a hack, set to work and gave him
an out-and-out race, the result being that
the chestnut hack beat the whole lot by
three or four lengths. When the trainer
afterwards heard this, though only by
chance, as the lads feared the punishment
of their disobedience, the powers of the
chestnut were put to another test and the
result was so surprising that he was put
in training. England never produced a
a horse that achieved greater or more last-
ing fame, for the despised hack is now
known as Flying Childers. Starting in
many races, mostly at Newmarket, and
against the fast horses of his time, Flying
Childers was never defeated. Racing
legends for more than a century and a
half have attributed to him the speed of
the hurricane. Indeed I have occasion-
ally heard repeated the belief, still enter-
tained by not a few, that Flying Childers
once ran a mile in a minute. About the
year 1821 the white-legged chestnut ran
against Almanzor and Crown Betty, car-
rying 128 pounds, over the Round Course,
3 miles 6 furlongs and 93 yards, in the re-
ported time of 6 minutes and 40 secondse
It was thought at that time that he moved
82} feet in one second of time, which was
roughly put at the rate of a mile a minute,
though it is 103 yards short, andit was
from this time that the story arose. His-
tory also relates that he ran over the Bea-
con Course, 4 miles 1 furlong and 138
yards, in 7 minutes and 30 seconds, and
that he has leaped 30 feet on level ground
with his rider on his back. There is no
American record for any distance between
three and four miles, that for the latter
being 7.15% made by Ten Breeck 14 years
ago. When Salvator ran his great mile
race against time at Monmouth Park a
few months ago, he went at an average
rate of about 54 feet a second, and in
places no doubt faster than that. Asto
the mile a minute legend the absurdity of
thestory is seen from a comparison be-
tween the fabled speed of Flying Childers
and the positively ascertained powers of
Salvador, thebest horse of to-day. If these
two could meet in a mile race the oldtim-
er would beat Prince Charlie’s son more
than a third of the distance. They ran
long races in those days, and Flying
Childers beat the Duke of Bolton’s Speed-
well at four miles and the Earl of Drog-
heda’s Chaunter at six miles. The latter
race was for 100 guineas a side, and the
horses carried 140 pounds each. Flying
Childers was a son of the Darley Arabian,
a horse that was sent to a Mr. Darley of
York by his brother, a mercantile agent
in Syria, and became with the Godolphin
Arab and the Byerly Turk one of the
great founders of the English thorough-
bred of to-day. The dam of Flying Chil-
ders, Betty Leedes, was by Careless, and
his granddam a daughter of Leedes’ Ara-
bian.

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STEADMAN V. THE SUN.

Tre HeraLp took occasion some months
ago to express its opinion very plainly in
regard to the charges made by the St
John Sun against Judge Steadman ; and it
is in keeping with the views then given
to say that the verdict rendered by the
jury ought to commend itself to the public.
The amount, $2500, is certainly a very sub-
stantial award; but when the circum-
stances of the case are considered it can-
not be called excessive. In the first place
the standing and official position of the
plaintiff are such as to entitle him to a
large verdict. Had the verdict been for
the defendants it is not easy to see how
he could have retained his place as revis-
ing officer and even his usefulness as a
Judge would have been impaired. In the
second place, the making of grave
charges against a high public official strikes
go directly at the respect in which the
adminstration of the law ought ever to be
held, that, when these charges are false,
the person making them should be com-
pelled to pay exemplary damages. In the
third place the ability of the defendants
to pay ought to be considered, for it is
evident that which might be a deterrent
verdict against a poor man, might have no
influence upon a wealthy corporation. In
the fourth place the fact that the attack
upon the plaintiff was made in the inter-
ests of a political party is an important
element. In view of all these considera-
tions it cannot be very well claimed that
the damages awarded were excessive.

In presenting this view, THE HERALD is
not animated by the slightest feeling of
hostility to its contemporary, the Sun.
The truth probably is that the Sun in this
case lent itself to the plans of an an un-
scrupulous faction, and itself acted in good
faith : that is to say, the Sun probably be-
lieved it had good ground for saying what
it did say. It no doubt received the
strongest assurances from the conservative
managers in Queens that the charges it
made could he substantiated. We would
not like to think, we do not think that
the Sun would deliberately make the grave
charges it did, without believing it could
sustain its position. Ithasbeen greivously
deceived ; but unfortunately for it, this is
no defence either at law or in common fair
play. It has learned just how much re-
liance can be placed in assurances received
from a certain quarter, and the lesson
though a costly one may not be altogether
useless.

Nor by the most strained construction
can it be claimed that this verdict unduly
restricts the liberty of the press. On the
contrary the trial has shown that a news-
paper will be allowed the widest latitude
within the rules of evidence to prove the
correctness of its criticisms and that no
fanciful dignity hedges about the judicial
office. The acts ofall men may be criticiz-
ed; but when it comes to impugning the
motives by which those acts are influenc-
ed, the press takes every step at its peril.
It cannot be denied that this is a salutary
rule. No pretence have ever been made
that there is such a thing as official infalli-
bility. Every officer of the state makes
errors in judgment, and the right to ques-
tion the soundness of judgment exhibited
by any particular act ought not to be in-
terfered with, and, as the law now is con-
strued, cannot be interfered with; but to
charge that acts are corruptly done, never
ought to be tolerated unless incontrovert-
able evidence of corruption is forthcoming.
Not that it is necessary to prove an open
avowal of a corrupt notive, or to show
that influences were used, the tendency of
which would be induce a corrupt line of
action. It issufficient that acts be shown
which are not explainable except on the
supposition that the motives of the officer
were other than a desire to act justly. We
claim that the liberty of the press within
these limits is in no use curtailed by the
verdict in Judge Steadman’s case. On the
other hand the jury having shown the
light in which fair-minded men regard
unwarranted attacks upon the reputation
of their neighbors, we may with reason
hope that the grossness, which has charac-
terized the assaults made by certain dis-
creditable journals upon public men, will
give place to fair and reasonable criticison.

As rouLLER details of the democratic
victory in the recent elections are received,
its sweeping character becomes more
appargnt. Some of the papers speak of it
as almost a revolution, and speculation is
rife as to what use the victors will make
of their success. Meanwhile the repub-
licans have not learned wisdom by their
defeat. They talk of passing the force
bill as soon as congress reassembles. The
spectacle which this action will present
will be the reverse of edifying. The
people have by an overwhelming majority
declared themselves opposed to the
policy of the republicans, yet this party,
for the time being controlling both
branches of congress, proposes to place
in the hands of a republican president
authority to employ military force when
he shall think it necessary at the
presidental elections. This looks like
dangerous work. It is a severe strain,
that will test to the utmost the republican
form of government as established in the
United States. One can hardly think
it possible that a free, self-governing
people will submit to legislation designed
for the purpose of continuing in power
a discredited party, which has been
repudiated at the polls.
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Ax impression prevails in some quarters
that there will be a general election for
parliament in January next. For some
reasons this does not seem improbable.
If parliament is allowed to-live out its
term, such changes may take place in the
United States as will render it no
longer possible for the conservative party
to say that reciprocity is unattainable;
hence the protected manufacturers, who
are opposed to reciprocity, would like to
see an election now, when the McKinley
bill has undoubtedly excited a feeling
throughout Canada antagonistic to the
idea of openiug negotiations for closer
trade relations with our neighbors.
Thinking men are not influenced by it;
but it would not be easy to find a better
cry to go to the country on than could be
evolved with a little ingenuity from re-
cent tariff legislation in congress.

ALMOST A PANIC.

Tuesday was an exciting day in the
New York stock exchange, and a panic
was only averted by the good judgment of
the bank presidents. During the whole
summer money has been getting tighter
and those who kept the track of events
foresaw a severe pinch this fall. Just
what are the causes for the stringency, it
is not easy to determine, although no
doubt the hoarding of gold by the bank
of France has a great deal to do with it.
This institution is alleged to have $250,-
000,000 of. gold lying in its vaults, the
greater part of which can be serving no
good commercial purpose whatever.
‘While gold remains the basis of money, it
is evident that all banks must have either
on hand or be able to secure readily gold in
a certain proportion toward their busi-
ness transactions. The gold may or may
not be actually called for, but conserva-
tive banking principles require it to be on
hand. Hence if banks cannot get gold in
sufficient quantity to warrant them in
meeting the demands of the mercantile
community, they must refuse to meet
those demands except to a limited extent.
The wealth of the the country in wheat,
corn, cattle, everything, in short, may be
greater than ever, but without gold to
form a basis of currency, whether that
currency is in the form of bank notes or
bills of exchange or whatever you like,
business will be hampered for want of
money.

Had the market gone to pieces in New
York and a run of failures followed, as
was dreaded at one time on Tuesday, it is
hard to say where the end would have
been. The corn and wheat crop in the
United States is less than usual, the effect
of the McKinley tariff will probably be to
reduce exports and these two causes op-
erating together, if railway stocks had got
on the down grade, it would have been
difficult to stop them.

On several previous occasions where the
stock market has got into a tangle, the U.
S. treasury department has been able to
step in and give relief; but owing to the
extravagant appropriations made during
the present year, this course seems scarcely
possible now. On Tuesday last the national
treasury had only about $60,000,000 of coin
on hand, including $25,000,000 of frac-
tional currency and about $25,000,000 on
deposit in the banks, leaving less than
$10,000,000 of coin actually in the
treasury vaults. The government was
not, therefore, in much of a position to
help out business men by relieving the
financial stringency. However, the diffi-
culty was tided over by good judgment of
the bank presidents, and though a few
large houses went down, business was not
demoralized.

Among the firms which failed was that
of Decker, Howell & Co. This firm’s lia-
bilities are $10,000,000 with assets proba-
bly sufficient to meet them. The senior
partner said that his firm was in the habit
of borrowing several million dollars
every day; yet the total wealth of the
firm as estimated by themselves in June
last was not more than $400,000. This
gives a slight indication of the sort of
business that is carried on upon Wall
street. We read of enormous transactions
and naturally attribute the possession of
great wealth to the men engaged in them;
but it seems that under the Wall street
system men may handle tens and even
hundreds of millions without themselves
possessing more than what is, by com-
parison, a very small capital.

Soye prominent Newfoundlanders have
been talking about annexing that island
to the United States, and if we may be-
lieve the telegrams from the island, the
idea is received with gome enthusiasm.
It is not easy to see what Great Britian
gains from the possession of Newfound-
land, or what the island would gain from
being annexed to the United States.
Recent events are not calculated to stimu-
late a desire on the part of neighboring
countries to be politically tied up with
that country. Besides all this, before
Newfoundland could be annexed to the
republic, Canada would have something
to say about it. The dominion would
certainly protest in the strongest possible
manner against such a step. The islanders
will probably have to be content with
their present political condition and wait
patiently for that redress of their
grievances, which will come sooner or
later. It is quite true that the French
rights are very objectionable ; but it must
never be forgotten that they are “rights,”
and that France ought not to be expected
to surrender them without adequate com-
pensation.

TaE country is well rid of Reginald
Birchall. Too much has been said about
him already, so we will not waste  much
space upon him. He has formed the
staple topic of Canadian journalism- for
the last month or two—a fact which is
not much to the credit of Canadian
journals. The publication of his biography
is an outrage upon the public sense of
decency. He was a miserable type of a
man, without a single redeeming trait in
his character. It will do the world no
good to be told his_history, while the
semi-heroic aspect given to his loathsome
career may have a harmful effect upon
weak minds. The only lesson of his life
worth repeating is this, that some men
are so base, that no ties or considerations,
however tender or sacred, can keep them
from evil ; but we all knew this before.

DurinG the week two schooners loaded

by D. F. George with laths and shingles

have - been aground on the Oromocto

shoals and have had to discharge part of
their loads in order to get off. This sort

of thing is too bad altogether, and there

is really no good reason why it should oc-

cur. The Dominion dredge has been at

the shoals and dug out a channel for part

of the way, but a ridge not more thana

few rods in width was left, and it is upon

this that the schooners caught. What is

wanted is that the dredge should come!

back next summer and clean the channel

out. Not a very large appropriation, not

more than from $3,000 to $5,000 would be A
necessary, and surely the trade of this

port is of sufficient magnitude to warrant

such an outlay.

Tue Grand Trunk railway has by no
means abandoned its projected road
through New Brunswick. One of the
friends of the scheme says: “We are
bound to get there.” They will be very
welcome. When the two great Canadian
systems enter New Brunswick we may
look for lively times.

TuEe minister of finance has gone to the
West Indies to look for a market for
Canadian products. We hope he will
meet with a better reception than the
Jamaica delegates did who went to Ottawa
to look after a market for the West India
products.

Tuere seems to be some foundation for
the expectation that gold may be found
upon the Nashwaak in paying quantities.
If the hopes of prospectors are realized, it
will be “on Stanley, on,” and no mistake
about it.

Execution of Birchall.

Woobsrock, Ont., Nov. 14.—John Regi-
nald Birchall was hanged this morning.

He retained his jauntily callous air to the
end, apparentlv unaffected by the advice of
the Rev. Mr. Wade, the clergyman who had
been in his cell day after day exhorting him
to prepare for death.

Mrs. Birchall went to the jail at 7 o’clock
accompanied by her sister Mrs. West Jones,
and a college friend of Birchall’'s named
Arthur Leetham, now in Montreal.

The deputy sheriff had found that suicide
was a most remote possibility. Instead of
being dejected Birchall was resorting to
every device which his vivid fancy might
suggest to sustain his spirits at an elevated
pitch. He had worked himself up to a de-
gree not far removed from insane merriment
He made jokes about the gallows and railed
at the cooks who had sent him a venison
steak for supper that had not been kept
long enough after killing: but he had his
calm moments also, and in one of these he
presented the deputy sheriff with a signed
and dated photograph of himself.

Soon after the sheriff had left, Mrs. Bir-
chall and Mrs. West-Jones were ushered
into the cell ; the latter remained only some
fifteen minutes. Her {farewell was a sad one
but she kept perfect control of herself. The
wife was then practically alone with her
doomed husband, for the guards stood at
the other side of the cell with averted
averted faces, while the clergyman with-
drew from the scene.

The effect of the
somewhat unnerved

prolonged interview
the prisoner, but he
smiled coldly as he parted with his wife,
forever. For atime after she had gone he
was a child in the hands of the clergyman.
Then he lay -down and in his exhausted
condition tried to sleep, but sleep was im-
possible. Then he got up and declared he
would sit it out. He laughed and joked at
the guards again, but after a while began to
pay attention to the administrations of Mr.
Wade.

At six o’clock the prisoner, who had laid
down for a few minutes, rose and robed
himself in a dark suit of clothes, a white
shirt with cuffs and collar, black corded tie,
white gloves and silk socks. The hangman
then entered the cell. Birchall, who had
seen him previously during the day, nodded
to him as he entered.

The morning was clear and sunshiny, a
hoar frost was on the ground. The crowd
of people who got admission to the jail yard
numbered about 200.

Several medical men had arrived by 15
minutes after eight, when asquad of county
constables with batons, came into the yard
and shoved back the crowd, forming a
semi-circle around the corner where the
gallows stood. The hangman re-entered
the prison while Dr. Chamberlain stood
guard by the rope. Outside the prison
walls crowds had been collecting and some
men climbed up into the branches of the
shade trees of the street overlooking the
western yard. At 25 minutes to 8
the voice of reverend -dean Wade
was heard in prayer inside the prison.
A second or two later Mr. Wade in vest-
ments appeared, reading aloud the death
service. Behind him came. Dr. Rice, then
Birchall whose arms were fastened with a
leather strap. On either side of him were
Arthur Leetham, his Oxford friend and
young Mr. Cameron, his day guard. He
walked erect with his eyes looking straight
ahead, his face was composed and calm, the
same firm look on it that he wore during
the trial. He was at this time dressed in a
tight fitting Prince Albert coat and "his face
washed and his hair parted in the centre.

The little procession halted a few feet from
the scaffold, Birchall was then in the front
rank. He raised his eyes and kept them
fixed on the gibbet for the rest of the time
while the clergyman continued the sacred
exercises. His fortitude put nerve into the
crowd and remarks were passed from one to
another in audible tones.

Birchall looked as fresh as if he had been
sound asleep all night and had breakfasted
well. As a matter of fact he had not slept
a wink nor had he tasted any food. His
black suit fitted his natty figure perfectly.
His turned down collar and white tie show-
ed his strong, well-shaped neck, his black
mustache and his hair had been -carefully
groomed.

Mr. Wade cencluded all the service but
the recital of the Lord’s prayer, before which
he placed his arms around the condemned
man’s neck and kissed bim affectionately.
Mr. Leetham advanced and did the same.
The hangman took Birchall by the arm and
they walked together under the dangling
ropes.

Birchall wheeled around and faced the
crowd like a soldier on parade. All this
time his face had not moved a muscle and ir
his lips were not compressed one would
imagine he was smiling by the bright cheer-
ful look in his eyes. It took but a minute
to adjust the rope and the black cap. The
hangman put out his hand, Birchall took it,
and gave it a strong grasp.

Meanwhile the Dean was  reciting the
Lord’s prayer, the next minute - after the
hand grasp, the executioner has pulled a
rope which held in position, by means of a
chain, a 350 1b. weight. The body sprung
into the air, getting a side jerk. This was
exactly at 8.27. ‘““Forgive us our trespasses
as we forgive” -—the clergyman was repeat-
ing. Almost every one in the crowd held a
watch.

When the body had recovered from the
side jerk, it turned round and round and the
hangman endeavored to steady it by turning
the face to the wall but it swung round again
and again. Convuisive writhing movements
shook it, passing from the neck downwards.
In six minutes Dr. McLay pronounced life
to be extinct, and the others agreed.

Summary of the Press Telegrams From
all Parts of the World.

Vice Admiral O’Bry, commander of the
French squadren in the Levant, is dead
—says recent Paris cables.

In a collision near Georgie station on
the Edinburgh suburban railway Tuesday,
twelve persons were badly injured.

The whaler Narwhale from Fox Island
reports six men whashed from the decks
during a gale but two of the men were
thrown aboard again by a return wave.

Three hundred thousand. peasants and
Polish Jews have emigrated to Brazil
from Russia during the past three months,

‘despite Russian governmental prohibition.

Advices from Santiago de Cuba say the
famous bandit Velasquez _has been killed
by government troops, and his whole
band, numbering 34, have surrendered to
authorities.

Intense excitement prevails in Guate-
mala over the prospect of a general war in
Central America. The Mexican mini-
ster is endeavoring to persuade Barillas
to recall the troops he sent to aid Bogran.

Wesley P. Balch, the well-known
horseman, committed suicide Tuesday
afternoon by shooting himeself with a revol-
verin hig office in Commonwealth building
Boston, Mass. Financial difficulties caused
the act.

Patrick Delaney, who was implicated in
the Pheenix Park murders and was gerving
a sentence of life imprisonment for his
connection with that crime, and who ap-
peared as a witness for the Times before
the Parnell commission, has been released
from prison.

The threatened evictions on Olphert es-
tate begun' at Ardsherg Wednesday. A
fierce storm raged all night, and the work
of eviction begun under a cloudy sky. A
force of heavily armed policemen was on
the grounds. Sixteen families comprising
100 persons were ejected from their
homes.

. Five hundred armed Armenians concen-
trated at Modor in Russian territory Wed-
nesday made a raid on several Kurdish
villages, killing five persons. The band
was attacked and dispersed by Cossacks.
The police here have made'a large seizure
of Martini rifles and ammunition intend-
ed for Armenians.

Twelve thousand dollars was stolen on
the Georgia railroad between Conyers and
Oconee bridge last Wednesday night. Mes-
senger Ficklin was asleep on a cot and the
robber must have entered the door next
to the engine. The robber opened the safe
with a key which he took from Ficklin’s
vest,'which hung on the wall.

In Okhalska Sea six men left the whal-
er Charles W. Morgan in a small boat in
pursuit of a whale. The whale was har-
pooned and started off rapidly, towing af-
ter him the boat, which contained second
mate A. Martin and five seamen. A fog set
in and nothing was ever found of the boat.
1t is believed the whale emashed the boat,
killing the occupants.

A terrible accident occurred at Tai-Ping-
Fu, China at which place are situated the
government mills for the manufacture of
powder. While the workman were em-
ployed abeut ¢he mills, an explosion oc-
carred which entirely demolished the
building. The: loss of life was enormous,
300 persons being killed. The cause of
the explosion is not known.

English naval engineers are congratulat-
ing ‘themselves upon the fact that the
Italian government, after careful tests of
the merits of the Armstrong and Krupp
guns, has adopted the former for use-in its
new batteries. The result is the more
gratifying in view of the fact that Italy’s
political relations with Germany would
naturally incline her to favor the German
manufacturer, other things being equal.

The. Times says, Jay Gould has secured
the control of the Union Pacific railway
company. Interested with him in the
deal ‘are William and John D. Rocke-
fellow. Mr. Gould says he will probably
take the presidency of the road himself.
President Charles Francis Adams, he says
has been managing the road in an entire-
ly unsatisfactory manner and many of the
largest stockholders are determined his
administration must cease. The Rocke-
fellersand himself (Gould) secured a large
amount of stock recently.

Two Japanese students of Michigan Uni-
versity have created quite a sensation by
eloping with two American girls. The
Japs are Kulsutare Fukushima and Re-
itaro Tokano, both of noble familes and
graduates of the law department here last
year: One of the girls is Miss Fuller of
Ypmlantl who is of good family and very
handsome. The other woman was consid-
erably older and well known among cer-
tain circles. The elopers were traced to
Detroit, then to Windsor, where they
bought tiekets for Toronto.

It isofficially announced that the resig-
nation of Lord Connemara as governor of
Madras has been accepted. Lord Connemara
was only appointed in December,1886,and
it, is ;understood that his resignation has
been .occasioned by . the guit for divorce
that has been brought by lady Connemara,
his lordship not caring to stand the ex-
posure that, it is averred, will inevitably
follow the approaching trial,the case stand-
ing on the calender next to that of Capt.
O’Shea. Lord Connemara was known as
the Hon. Robert Bourke before he received
his title in 1887. He is the third son of
the Earl of Mayo. Lady Connemara is the
eldest daughter of the first Marquis of
Dalhousie and was married in 1863. The
scandal occurred in December, 1888.

There is considerable romance connect-
‘ed with the marriage on Monday in Agus-
ta, at the home of A. D. Weeks, of Rev.
Costello Weston of Charlton, Mass.,to Mrs_
Martha Hamilton of that city. An engage-
ment which once existed between them
in their more youthful days had been
snapped, they had both been married,
reared children, their companions had
died, the old love flame was rekindled,and
a happy marriage takes place. Surely there
is material for a story. Mr. Weston is the
well-known Universalist minister and has
held several pastorates in this state, and
for a time preached in St. John.

THE SALVATION ARMY. — The officers an-
nounce special meetings for three days, com-
mencing Saturday the 15th inst., in com-
memoration of their fifth anniversary in this
city. A grand banquet on Monday evening
will wind up the proceedings.

ELEGrgp A SENATOR. — Frederick S. Ris-
teen, formerly of this city, was elected a
senator to the state of Massachusetts last
week. He is on the democratic side of poli-
tics, and formerly served in the senate dur-
ing general Butler’s governorship.

LookiNg For Damaaes. — Jacob Barker,
while working at the high water wharfsome
weeks ago was injured, and is now looking
to the city corporation for compensation.
The matter is now receiving the attention of
the wharf committee.

A Serious Loss.—On Saturday the 8th
ult., a valuable horse belonging to Henry
Burpee of Marysville was found dead in the
stable. It appears that the animal, which
had been tied by a rope round the neck, by
some means or other tripped over its fasten-
ing and suffocated itself. It was valued at
$150.

Oratorro Music.—The production of
Handel’s Samson at St. John on Thursday
evening last was a splendid success. The
oratorio which was given at the Institute,
was conducted by professor Bristowe of this
city, who kindly came to the assistance of 1
the society, during the illness of Professor
Morley.

There were twenty-five
couples present, and to the music of Allin-
son Cook, a very pleasant time was indulged
in by all. 8. Staples, W. Gray, and H.
Burtt are to be congratulated on the success
of these enjoyable meetings.

Nor HaArmoxrous.—The preshytery of
Halifax at its recent meeting refused to
sustain the call extended from St, Matthews
church of that city to the Rev. A. J. Mowatt
notwithstanding the fact that 25 to 19 ballots
were polled in favor of that gentleman at
the congregational meeting. The reason for
refusal stated by the presbytery was that
the call was not harmonious.

AN Upser.—On Thursday evening last as
three of the down town boys were driving
past government house, a turn was made to
get out of the road of an approaching teand,
with the result that two of the boys fell out
of the carriage. They afterwards drove
to their hotel very much sobered and very
thoughtful, and avoided all questions by
proceeding straight — to bed.

Mr. Sclo-
cum left for Boston on Wednesday, well
pleased with the city and its pretty sur-
roundings.

THE OLD BOYS SOCIETY.

A Very anmi-m of Old Boys
on Wednesday Last.

A most successful meeting of the old boys
society was held in the Collegiate school on
Wednesday evening last, a great number of
the old members being present. The chair
was occupied by E. L. Mitchell. The event
of the evening was the presenting of the old
boys prize to Miss N. B. Williamson,
daughter of the station agent. This prize
given for the highest number of marks
obtained by any student from the collegiate
school at the matriculation examination, is
for the special encouragement of higher
education.

Prof. Duff in an eloquent and instructive

address spoke of the advantages of higher
education in connection with collegiate
school work, and in neat complimentary
terms presented the prize to Miss William-
son. The prize consisted of a very hand-
some collection of books, three volumes of
Shakespere's works, four of Milton, and four
volumes of Knight's Half Hours with the
best authors, and form an elegant addition
to a student’s library.
- The old boys next proceeded to the elec-
tion of their officers for the year 1890-91,
when the following were elected : president
B. C. Foster, M. A.; vice presidents, C.S.
Everett, Robert Watson; Secretary, Miss
M. B. Williamson; treasurer, Fred. St.
John Bliss, B. A. The executive committee
consist of E. Brydon Jack, Charles E. Neill,
Miss M. K. Tibbitts, and Miss E. Hunter.

It should be mentioned in conclusion that
about $450 has been given away in valuable
prize volumes by the society for furthering
the higher courses of study. Any person
who has been in attendance at the school is
eligible for membership on the payment
of a nominal fee of $1.00.

Police Court.

The assault case Hugh Edgar v. Moses
Blizzard was settled by defendant paying
damages and costs.

On Monday last Thomas Doran was
brought up before police magistrate March,
and charged with disorderly conduct on the
public streets. He was fined $8, or in de-
fault thereof 7 days jail. He chose thelatter.

A charge was laid on Monday last against
a Dr. Rossin of Harvey Station who, it is
alleged by certain parties in Wilmot'’s alley,
stole two watches. Roberts was sent to
arrest the doctor, but found the bird had
flown. On Tuesday Roberts traced the Dr.
to the Adams house, Chatham, where one of
the stolen watches was recovered. It had
been offered to settle a board bill. While
Roberts was communicating with the
Northumberland authorities, in order to
obtain an endorsement on his warrant,
without which the arrest could not be effect-
ed, the doctor skipped, but wasseen later on
near ' Chatham junction. The sequel
to the Dr. Rossin case comes to
hand from Miramichi., It appears that
the man’s true name is Deroche, and he is a
well known bluff. At Harvey station he
gave himself out as a mineral prospector,
and succeeded in victimizing a great many
people. At another place he posed as an
evangelist. It isreported thatseveral people
in this city would like to hear from him.
The doctor is still at large and is supposed
to be hiding in the vicinity of Chatham.
The Chatham World says: “ Monday even-
officer Roberts of Fredericton arrived for
him, saw hlm at the Adams House, and
went out to get his warrant backed. When
he returned to the hotel his bird had flown,
having recognized him or learned who he
was. Roberts returned next day, and will
next time arrest his man on sight and get
his warrant backed afterwards.”

TWO BOY ADVENTURERS.

How They Travelled From Boston to
Fredericton.

Two young lads, aged about thirteen, Guy
Anderson and Harry Furlong have arrived
in this city, after a series of adventurous
exploits which- are not werth imitating.
The former lad is a son of John Anderson
formerly of this city but now of Boston, and
his companion belongs to the latter city.

A few days age these young lads resolved
to run away from home, and with that in-
geniousness peculiar to youth ensconced
themselves under the cars, resting their
bodies against the iron band.

THE LIBEL CASE.

Close of the Case for the Defemce—The
Rebutting Evidenoce.

On Monday last the first witness examined
was L. A. Currey, who said: On the 7th,
Oct. 1889 I visited Judge Steadman in this
city, in reference to my proposed examina-
tion of the applications connected with the
revisions of 1886-89. The Judge accused me
of writing the articles in the Sun. I was not
in St. John at the time. There was a con-
siderable amount of feeling in the country
against Babbitt's appointment. In 1886 a
large number of conservative applications
were refused on technical grounds only, a
great proportion of these came from Canning
and Wickham. I have never abused the
Judge in any way whatever. At the court
of revision in 1889, I examined a large
number of applications at Gagetown.

The applications were then examined and
identified and the marks in Babbitt’s hand-
writing referred to by witness. The court
then adjourned for luncheon.

On the re-assembling of the court. L. A.
Currey, continuing, gave evidence respecting
the rejected conservative applications, and
complained that Babbitt had acted in a
partisan manner.

John Welton of St. Mary's the next wit-
ness,stated that Babbitt told a man Ferguson
in Burpee's store at Sunbury that “all things
would be right for the party in Queens, as
he was clerk to the reyising officer;" subject-
ed to by Mr. Vanwart, but allowed sulged
,to the objection, as his honor said the value
of this witness’ evidence depended upon
whether Judge Steadman was bound by Mr.
Babbitt's word or not.

The examination of a few more witnesses
closed the case for the defence.

R. T. Babbitt of Gagetown in rebuttal, de-
posed, that he had never personally tried to
influence the plaintiff in the matter of the
revisions, and that the story told by Welton
was deliberately untrue.

Judge Steadman was called to rebut the
testimony given for the defence, and stated
that after considering applications Babbitt
made at his discretion the memoranda on
them. He never gave any Queen’s county
man permission to mail final revision pap-
ers to his Fredericton address, and no specific
charges against Babbitt were ever brought
before his notice.

The case was then closed for the defence
by Mr. Skinner who went into & minute
criticism of the revisions.

On Thursday morning Mr. J. A. Vanwart
addressed the jury on the subject of the
rejected applications, showing clearly that
Judge Steadman had acted entirely within
the requirement sof the law.

Chief Justice Allen in charging the jury
summed up the facts of the case at consider-
able length.

He took as a basis of his charge the three
following questions:

1st. Whether the articles published in the
Sun or any of them are only a fair criticism
on plaintiff’s proceedings in revision of the
electoral lists in the year 1889.

2nd. If the articles published exceed the
limits of fair criticism, do they bear the
meaning which plaintiff puts upon them in
his declaration ; that is do they or any of
them charge plaintiff with acting corruptly
and dishonestly in making up the electoral
lists, of deciding in favor of and putting on
the lists the names of persons supporting
one political party, and excluding names of
persons supporting the other political party
in the county ? -

3rd. Did plaintiff, in refusing to enter
upon the electoral lists the names of certain
applicants in the parishes of Hampstead and
Petersville or other parishes, do so with the
wilful intention of favoring the liberal party
in the county, or did he do so in the honest
belief that he was acting according to the
law in the decisions which he made?

At four o’clock the jury retired, and re-
turning atsix gave a verdict for the plaintiff
for $2500.

The counsel for the Sun applied for a stay
of postea which was granted.

THE CRUISE LUMBER LANDS.
A Trip Through a Magnificent Stretch
‘ of Country.

Mr. H. B. Rainsford of this city has just
returned from a pleasant business trip
through Gloucester county. The object of
the trip was to visit that well-wooded stretch
0f 10,000 acres, known as the Swinney lumber
lands. Thejourney was made with a cruiser
provided for the purpose by parties in-
terested in the purchase of these lands.
From the old Bathurst road, and from
thence along the south branch of the Trac-
adie, a boundary line of the Tracadie block
—a grand forest of pine and spruce, standing
in all its primeval beauty, greets the eye of
the tourist. Along the stream are splendid
fishing Tesorts, annually visited by enthu-
siastic american lovers of the rod and line.
Brother Jonathan has taken trout from the
pleasant waters weighing from one to five lbs
each. The warden of the stream, Frank
Connors, who acted as guide to the party, is
a thoroughly reliable sportsman’s friend,
well acquainted with this paradise of the
hunter, and takes unwearied pains in point-
ing out the great natural beauties of the
district. All along the route is the home of
the bear, the mink and the musquash.
Partridge are to be had’in abundance. The
bear season is now in full swing, and dead
falls are now the order of the day, the skins
averaging $20 a piece. This is a great im-
provement on the prices paid during the
operation of the bear bounty, for when the
latter was in force; an indiscriminate
slaughter was waged on pater bruin, so
much so that only $3 per skin could be real-
ized by the hunter, The removal of the
bounty has brought money into the county
bears are now killed in their proper season,
and the quality of the fur is preserved. The
cruise along the stream referred to is a
thoreughly gnjoyable one, and to the eye of
the lumberman, a source of never failing
delight. Here hard and soft woods in all
their beauty grow in stately magnificence.
Further on from the Tracadie lands is an-
other stretch of pine and spruce called
the Tabusintac block, situated about fifteen
miles from Frank Connors’ rendezvous on
the old Bathurst road. A stream runs right
through the forest. There are great fishing
grounds here also, most conveniently situ-
ated. They can be reached by a drive of 26
miles from Chatham, or 22 miles from
Bathurst. There is a spacious clearing
affording ample pasturage for horses
during the summer. All along the route
partridge abound in unlimited numbers
Mr. Rainsford bagging 14 in a short space of
time. Very little fallen lumber is to be seen
on the Tabusintac block, there is good
walking, and the place is delightful in
summer, Canoes can be taken right down
to the gulf of St. Lawrence, and there is no
trouble to strike in the stream, no rocks,
islands, or other impediments. Fifteen
bears were killed this fall by a Mr. Bateman
and 'if ‘'the weather continues fine he
expects: to trap 15 more. Mr. Connors,
who understands all the features of the
country, pointed out that moose, sable,
mink, beaver, and otter were plentiful here.
Pine everywhere, wide streams, and spring
brooks as clear as a bell. The place is free
from wind falls, and to camp near the
waters at night, within the sight of beach,
birch, and maple, protected from the wind
is a delightful experience"

At the mouth of the Tracadie is a mill in
good running order, provided with the best
of machinery, and built for the purpose of
manufacturing the lumber cut on these
lands. At Tabusintac is a stone quarry.
Further on Pokemouche is reached where
is to be seen a fine block -of 520 acres.
The owners of this tract gave a power
of attorney to a gentleman in London.
England, who came to this country,
and went to Elmira, N. Y. At that place
he got into treuble through forging bonds
while president of the Elmira railway. Be-
fore his imprisonment, he conveyed a deed
of the premises at Pokemouche to a gentle-
man who had gone his bail. Litigation
followed, Mr. Rainsford filed a bill in chan-
cery as soon as he had learned of the illegal
conyeyance, and the case went into the
equity court, and adecree was made setting
aside the deed, from which decree appeal
was made at the supreme court in Fred-
ericton. The appeal was dismissed, and
another appeal was then entered at Ottawa,
which was also dismissed.

The Pokemouche, Tabusintac, and Trac-
adie lands are among the finest in the Do-
minion, and all the sport-loving traveller
has to do in order to visit these virgin forests
is to seek out Frank Connors on the old
Bathurst road, and he will be provided with
eve}ything in the sporting line.

A NOVEL NOTION ABOUT THE
MOUTH.

It has just been discovered that the
human mouth has a steady motion toward
the left ear. Man has-an invincible tend-
ency to eat only with the teeth that are
on the left side of his mouth This wears
out the left teeth more rapidly than the
right teeth, and this in turn gives the
upper and lower jaw an inclination to-
ward the left. It isthe opinion ofa learn-
ed scientific person that in the course of a
few millions of years the human mouth
will have completely changed its position,
and will be situated rather nearer to the
left ear than to the nose. While no fault
can be found with the train of reasoning
that has led the scientific person to this
conclusion, he would nevertheless possibly
find it difficult to explain why the mouth
should pause when it reaches the left ear.
If the habit of chewing on the left side of
the mouth can move it a fourth of the
way around the head, it is evident thata
continuance of the habit will in time cause
the mouth to make the complete circuit
of the head. Fortunately we can save
our descendants from having mouths at
the back of their heads by resolutely eat-
ing on the right side as well as the left
side of our mouths, but unless we do this
persistently the march of the mouth to-
ward the left will continue with all its
painful consequences.

ORIGIN OF THE SAHARA.

The view long entertained by a great
majority of geologists that the great Sa-
hara Desert is an old sea bottom has been
discredited by Dr. Murray, the naturalist
of the celebrated Challenger expedition.
This well-known scientist, as reported
in Nature, recently related the results of
his observations in the Sahara during 1889,
among which was the discovery that the
sands of the desert are the product of dis-
integration of the rocks engirdling that
arid waste.

According to Dr. Murray, the sun shone
on the rocks and they expanded ; the sud-
den cooling at night broke them up, the
wind carried away the smaller particles,
and so continually the rocks were being
disintegrated by means of changes other
than water. It has long been well known
that the Sahara, owing to its vaporlessness,
the temperature sometimes falls from 100
degrees in the daytime, to the freezing
point at night. A similar thermal varia-
tien was obgerved by the Russian explorer,
Prejevalsky, when leading his expedition
across the Desert of Gobi.

Dr. Murray’s reasoning, therefore, is
very plausible. The apparent abundance
of water to be gotten by sinking artesian
wells in the Sahara leads him to form a
favorable opinion of the French scheme:

A NEW RELIGIOUS SECT.

Never was such a place as Russia for
eccentric and mysterious creeds, says a
writer in the Pall Mall Gazette. The peas-
antsin the governmental province of Ufim
have been disquieted for some months
past by the appearance of a new religious
sect. Although no man has yet seen with
his own eyes an individual member of
this sect its extraordinary doings have
filled many a village with panic. The
“Shavers ” —or “ Shearers,” as they are
properly called — carry on their mad work
at night and in secret. Thus the inhabit-
ants of a village discover early in the
morning that all their fowls have been
plucked of their feathers, all their sheep
closely shorn, and the horses have thelr
manes and talls cut off.

The hair, wool and feathers thus gained
are made into a sacrificial pile and burned

in an open place on the road. In village
after village the cry has been raised:
“The Shavers have been here.” The ad-

vent of the “Shavers” was foretold, they
say, by the appearance of a “besom” (a
comet) in the heavens. The peasants are
persuaded that the “Shavers” are in-
spired by an evil gpirit, and that their ob-
ject in making these burnt sacrifices is
that the ashes, blown about by the wind,
may scatter the seeds of the plague
through the country.

DAINTY NIGHTGOWNS.

Nightgowns deserve honorable mention
in the list of gowns, for so elaborate and
dressy are they that they are scarcely dis-
tinguishable from tea or matinee gowns.
The prevailing style of decoration con-
sists of narrow insertion, through which
baby ribbon is threaded. Broad collars,
frilled with exquisite fine laces gathered
very full, turn down to the shoulders, and
wide cuffs of the same fold back to the
elbows, being tied with broad ribbons of
the same ghade as the narrow in the in-
gertion. These gowns open the entire
length beneath the lace frill, and another
fall of lace covers the hem at the bottom.

About the waist broad ribbons run
through insertions to gather the fullness
in slightly without confining it to the
figure, and tie in bows in front, giving the
appearance of a skirt and bodice closely
belted. The material is in the finest
sheerest lawn. Sometimes the cuffs are
made straight, turning upward with a
double hem of silk or batiste of some
positive color joined to the white with a
narrow veining or insertions, and again
the color is introduced in small embroid-
ered flowers or buttonholed on the edge of
frillings almost as full as the lisse frills on
parasols. Pretty outside pockets decorate
the left side with the monogram or initials
of the wearer daintly embroidered.
