Pope Leo XIIL was born in Car-
pineto, on the roth March, 1810, so
that he is now in his 78th year. His
family name is Pecci, and in baptism
he received the name of Joachim
Vincent Raphael Louis. His early
education was received from the
Jesuits at Viterbo here his brilliant
talents soon attracted the greatest at-
tention, and during his years of study
he Jaid deep and solid the foundations
of that scholarship for which he has
since been so distinguished. His Latin
prose writings are as pure as Cicero's,
and he is a writer of classical Latin
poetry. Having passed through all
his studies, and received the degree
of Doctor in Theology, Civil and
Canon Law, with the greatest dis-
tinction, he was ordained priest on
the 3ist December, 1837.

DEATH OF OWEN CONNOLLY, ESQ.

ThE ol" Charlottetown

were shocked, yesterday forenoon,
on learning that Owen Connolly,
Esq., one of our most highly

respected and wealthy citizens, had
suddenly dropped dead in his store
on Queen Street. About halfpast
nine o'clock he returned to his store
from the market, where he had been

his usuai good health, and went behind
his desk to write out an order for a
load of coal and pair of blankets for a
poor woman, who had been waiting
for him. All at once he sank into a
chair, sighed, and became uncon-
scious. He was carried into the office
and placed on a lounge, and the
priest and doctor quickly summoned.
Rev. Father McLean and Dr. Conroy
arrived a few moments before he ex-
pirea, uus he was wholly unconscious.

The Doctor pronounced the cause of
his death to be apoplexy.

Mr. Connolly was a native of
Donagh, County Monaghan, Ireland,
and was born in 1820 ; so that at the
time of his death he was about 67
years of age. He came to this Island
in 1839, and for about two years was
employed as a farmer by a Mr. Small-
wood, in Lot 48. He then purchased
a farm on the Monaghan Road, and
shortly afterwards married Miss Ann
Hughes of that place. He, also,
about this time, brought his parents
out from Jreland and settled them on
a neighboring farm which he had pur-
chased for them. In 1852 he moved
to Charlottetown and started a grocery
store, and from that time forward his
business went on increasing, and all
his undertakings prospered, uatil he
became the most extensive grocery
and provision dealer on the Island.
He also carried on, probably, the
largest pork-packing business in the
lower Proyinces. He owned many
fine buildings and much valyable real
estate, not only in Charlottetown, but
also in different parts of the Island.

The Loss of the * Henrletta.”

Captain Hubbard, of the West India
Mail Steamship Company's steamer
Barracouts, ing been remarkably suc-
cessful in rescuing victims of shifiwreck.
He has many medals from humane so-
cieties here and abroad for what he has
done. While second officer of the na-
tional line steamship the Grecer, he
commandgd the hoats that took off over
200 passengers from ¢he France, of the
French line, which went down in mid-
ocean about a dozen years ago. Since

then he has saved the crews of fi e
other smaller craft, the last of these
being Captain John L. Hemmett and

six men, who were taken off from the
sinking schooner Henricttg retstitly and
brought into New York. The Henrictta,
which was 115 tons, belonged to Feen-
haur & Co., of* Lunenburg. She sailed
from Anguilla, West. Indies, on Dec. 1
with a cargo of salt. During the first
night out a terrific gale struck her. A
heavy sea arose which she rode but
yoorly on account of her heavy cargo
T'he reefed foresail was split, and shortly
afterward the stern, trisail was torn to
shreds.: As the storm increased and
the craft became more unmanageible,
the captain ordered the mea to throw
over some of the salt. They broke
through the cabin bulkhead to reach
the hold, and threw overboard twenty
tons of cargo. This helped things a
little for a time, but with daylight chme
still heavier waves and fiercer gales. A
leak was sprung, the rudder was garried
away, and afer throwing-out s drag
andpfinding hé could do nothing else,
the eaptain let the schooner rum right
before the wind under a closely reefed
mainsail. The men toiled at the pumps
night and day until the foprth evening,
when the weather began go moderate.
This aflorded little relief, however, as
the leak was 5o bad that it was easy to
see the ship would go down if they
stopped work at the pamgs.
