mere euphemism for “ evil society,” 
and it js adroitly used by the of­
ficers of evil associations to allure 
others into membership, under the 
pretext that their society has so 
many advantages to offer they must 
be kept secret, whereas the truth is 
their society is so evil that they, 
dare not make known its true char­
acter or purposes.

It is against the natural law, and 
therefore an evil thing to ask a man 
to bind himself to a secrecy so ab­
solute that, if he considers himself 
bound by an oath so unlawful, be 
can no longer exercise the inalien 
able right to seek advice or counsel 
from men whom be believes com­
petent to give them, and, when 
necessary for his own or for an­
other’s welfare, to disclose to a pru­
dent person the knowledge which 
he has acquired as secret. It is no 
extenuation of this evil to refer him 
to officers of the secret, association 
itself ior necessary advice or counsel 
when its secrets are concerned, for 
this is at least to limit hie right if 
not to deprive him of it entirely, 
since It makes him depend upon 
men who are sworn to advocate the 
very thing which he will have 
strong reasons to consider question­
able. It ie criminal to pot fetters 
on the human mind : the society 
which asks, and strives to compel a 
man, to give Op the chief legitimate 
source of knowledge, the advice or 
counsel of a prodent, competent, and 
disinterested man, is guilty of the 
crime of darkening and enslaving a

guilt!
It is not necessary to dwel’ upon 

the nature of evil societies, or, what 
is the same thing, those which are 
strictly secret, nor is it necessary to 
point out in such parts of their con­
stitutions or other declarations that 

| are sometimes permitted to beôorae 
public, passages which distinctly 

i declare their evil aims. We may 
even omit the exposures which 
must necessarily be made whether 
by members who are intelligent and 
brave enough to turn to better 
things, or who have reason to be

lows, since, as a member of a secret 
society, be is sw >rn to work exclu­
sively for. the ben fit of a few. The 
natural virtues, as they are under 
stood nowadays, I e can and must 
practise, for .they are inculcated in 
the i ulcs which govern him, and in 
the inetinotions writ'qo or spoken, 
which are literally given him. He 
must keep bis character legally and 
socially unblemished ; or, if he fail, 
no effort must be spared to keep it 
for him by using influence in the 
court-rooms, or in the public press. 
He must affect an outward respect 
for religion, at least, in countries

a majority of the plople, and lié 
must not only cultivate a ritual 
which bas every resemblance of a 
religious ceremony, but even im­
pose it. on others at every oppor­
tunity, particularly in national 
functions or by parading it in pub­
lic, eves though be may be ashamed 
to be seen at a service which is 
truly religions. He must show his 
benevolence by giving his time, 
labor and means for objects directly 
or indirectly connected with the 
advancement of his society, and ex­
ternally at least he must conform 
hie habits to the public criterion of 
honesty and the domestic virtues.
In fact, the cardinal sin of the chief 
secret societies, particularly of free­
masonry in all its forms, is that 
they strive to supplant true religion 
which is supernatural, by one which 
in their conception is purely natu­
ral in its origin and principles as 
well as in its practices and the mo­
tives which inspire them. It is a 
leading principle of this religion to 
speak very often of the Deity under 
various terms, but to dwell very 
little upon His attributes and title 
to our service ; whereas it is never 
done exalting humanity, which is 
really supreme in its worship. Ac­
knowledging no revelation from God, 
it accepts only snob truths as its 
votaries declare to be in'&coord with 
human reason. In its view the 
potrers of our nature are quite ad­
equate to do all that is required of 
them, so that there is no need of 
grace, nor of the sacraments and 
other means by which it may be ob­
tained, This is why it looks ujp

established guardian and adminis­
trator both of revelation and of the 
Sacraments, as its own arqh enemy, 
or rather as the enemy of the hu­
man race, with which it pretentious­
ly identifies itself. In the vain en­
deavor to substitute their human- 
harianism for -religion, the secret 
societies extol the natural virtues, 
bent on proving as they are that 
humanity owes nothing to religion 
bat obstacles to its natural and pro­
per progress. Hence it is that they 
value no appreciation more highly, 
and use no bait moie adroitly in rp 
eruiting members than the esteem 
in which somi of their body is held 
for the external observance of the 
natural virtues.

How shallow is the pretense o: 
secret societies to the acquisition of 
the natural virtues may be judged 
from their constant boast that they 
are a benevolent organisation, as if 
real benevolence could be compatible 
with the stlfish motives they held 
out aa an inducement to member' 
ship, with the exclusiveness with 
which they dole out the benefits in

men to abk, ae if immune from all 
human retribution;

Finally, a thing that is evil in one 
place is evil everywhere. The sec­
ret society is the same in principle 
no matter where it exists. It is an 
ttempt to substitute humanitarian- 

ism for the true religion ; to abolish 
he Churoh and coerce all men into 

its own fold ; to favor the material 
and hinder the spiritual progress of 
the world ; to establish new ideals of 
perfection and new criteria of moral­
ity; to substitute a pagan for a 
Christian civilisation ; to eliminate 
from the world all that is super­
natural, divine revelation, the 
Churoh established by Christ, and 
the doctrine and saoi aments by 
which it sustains the faith and 
charity of its menubars, and the 
priests who. are chosen to administer 
them. As a political organization 
it has ever consistently striven to 
crush religion as a factor in public 
affairs ; to admit none but its own 
extravagant ritual in civil functions ; 
to control the influence and the sal­
aries that go with public offices or 
employment; to secularize the In­
struction giveu in schools and uni­
versities; to degrade the sacrament 
of marriage to the level of a legal 
contract, and to ignore the privileges 
of the priesthooi; to put insuffer­
able burdens upon religious associa­
tions, and to exclude them as much 

possible from the school room, 
the reformatory, and the hospital, 
where they might keep alive the 
spark of Christian faith.

It is not enough to plead that the se­
cret spoie ties of our country or in Eng­
land are not apparently so hostile to

ai y than r«àl,otiaéing Socially or com­
mercially ostracised by them. Fin.. 
ally, we must humbly beg of God, 
who knows the secrets of hearts, to 
bring to light their secret machina­
tions against religion, the public 
welfare, the family and the indivi­
dua1, and, removing from our bear's 
all foolish dread of their impostures, 
inspire us to show at least ae much 
wisdom in our generation as the 
children of this world, and as much 
energy in foiling their evil designs 
and safeguarding for ourselves and 
others the benefits of His divine 
revelation, of membership in Hie 
Church, and of all its saving minis­
trations.

Although there are good reason- 
for believing that the Peace Con­
ference at the Hague was inspired 
by Lao XIII., it is probable that 
none of tee delegates was aware 
that his Holiness had ever appealed 
to the Tsar to use his great influ­
ence with the nations of Europe to 
bring about a general disarmament, 
—at least to lighten military bur­
dens under which so many peoples 
groan. The Holy Father’s letter to 
the Queen of Hbliand, written last 
May, was a genuine surprise to the 
delegatee of the Conference, not 
more than three of whom, it is said, 
knew of its existence. It was in 
reply to a personal petition from 
Queen Wilbelmina requesting the 
Pope’s moral support to the work of 
the Conference. It was impossible 
to disregard this simple and court­
eous act of the royal hostess at the 
Hague ; and the correspondence was 
read at a general session, just before 
the deliberations of the Conference 
were brought to a oloee. __ The 
words of the Holy Father are said 
to have made a deep impression on 
the members. Thus it happened 
t at the efforts of UAited Italy to

Hence it is we are to pray for pro­
tection from evil societies, as we 
wouid against the powers of dark­
ness with which their secrecy iden­
tifies them. We need not attribute 
to them the diabolical purposes and

Professor J. W. Robertson, 
Canada’s Dairy Commissioner, was 
in this city yesterday, and ad­
dressed a meeting regarding the 
establishment of manual training 
in the schools. He announced 
that a wealthy man, a friend of 
his’ had guaranteed the funds 
necessary to establish manual 
training in several sections of 
Canada. One of the places decid­
ed upon by the Professor for try 
ing the experiment is Charlotte­
town. A committee was formed 
to take-the necessary steps for es­
tablishing this branch of educa-

On Thursday last, the Grits of 
East Queen’s held a convention in 10 
the Liberal Club Room in the 
Market House, Charlottetown.

So­
cieties such as we arc here warned 
against exist ever; where, and by their

It is among 
these latter the danger lies, for the 
Catholics who may- join them under 
one pretence or anether, not unfre- 
quently without understanding exactly 
what they are doing, may advance the 
plea that they are not condemned. 
This is untenable ground ; for it is 
not enough that a society is not form 
ally condemned, it should be positive­
ly approved befdnra Catholic should 
join it. The safest course to pursue 
in all such cases is to consult one’s 
pastor. But there is no need of be­
ing in any doubt - or running any risk 

this matter, w4t$n there exists a 
society that possesses temporal and 
monetary advantages equal, if not 
superior, to any other and at the same 
time is capable of affording greater 
social advantages, while it has the 
positive approval, blessing and en­
couragement of the Pope, the sanction 
and active co-operation of the Bishops- 
and priests everywhere.. This society 
is the Catholic Mutual Benefit Asso­
ciation, commonly styled the C. M. 
B. A. Here is an association that 
offers insurance at a cheaper rate than 
can be had in any other insurance 
company, while in its basic and fun 
damental principles it embraces all 
the elements of a perfect society.

Shen parliament met, ready to be 
lied by the appointment of govern­

ment supporters. Alter these vacan- 
cies are filled the government will be 
able to count twenty-seven supporters 
out of forty-one, required for a ma 
jority. When it is considered that 
more than half of these will have be­
come senators since the change of 
government, it will be seen that the 
work which Sir Richard assigns to 
Providence may be accomplished in a 
few years more. It is true that, as 
the number of liberal senators in­
creases a larger proportion of vacan 
cies will be on that side than occurs 
now. Probably five or six years of 
continued power would enable Sir 
Wilfred and Mr. Tarte to control the 
upper house. But we «hall have one, 
and perhaps two general elections be 
fore that time, and the new senators 
may not be Laurier men.

The minister of justice and the sec 
retary of state would naturally object 
to be called “ millstones on the neck 
of the people ” if they thought that 
their colleague intended his remarks 
to apply to grit senators. It has been 
noticed that the reformer in patlia 
ment who denounces the Senate with 
the greatest energy is usually the most 
eager fora seat in the red chamber. 
Hon David Mills, for instance, once 
described the Senate as a resort of 
defeated candidates and bloated 
millionaires. Mr. Mills justified his 
reflection by seeking a seat in the 
Senate when he was defeated in Both- 
well, and has the satisfaction of sitting 
in the same row with that more or 
less bloated millionarc, Mr. George 
A. Cox, appointed by this government. 
Other defeated candidates and other 
millionaires are ready to take the six 
seats now vacant.

A CRIPPLED ONLOOKER.

Richard Cartwright was asked at Tor­
onto : “ What about the Senate ?" 
he replied : “ You may leave the 
senate to the care of Providence, 
which, in its own good time will 
doubtless take that millstone from off 
the necks of the people. "

This waa a rather cold blooded way 
of refering to the fact that death is 
making many vacancies in the senate 
But it is philosophical and shows that 
Sir Richard in this matter, asin others, 
is not in hearty accord with the pro­
ject ol “ Senate reform '' proposed by 
his leader on the recommendation of 
Mr. Tarte. , * -

Two" years âgo*ïdî.%arters journal, 
La Patrie, which waa then angry be­
cause the first and most improvident 
Drummond railway contract was re­
jected, proposed a new constitutional 
device. The plan was that whenever 
the Senate did not agree with the 
commons the two chambers should 
meet as one body and vote together.

The adverse majority of the Senate 
might thus be overcome by the gov­
ernment majority in the Commons. 
Sir Wilfred Laurier at once fell in 
with this un-British scheme, and at 
the late session gave notice that the 
government would ask the house to 
pass an address to the imperial au­
thorities, praying for this change in 
the constitution, The resolution was 
postponed from day to day and finally 
withdrawn altogether, with the assur­
ance of the premier that it would be 
brought in next year aai forced to the 
inue.

THE WINTER SERVICE.
Meanwhile tbe former mail aabaidlea 

were continued, and the arrangements 
made by the late government to divert 
tbe Canadian winter export business 
from New England porta to St John and 
Halffax were kept in operation. A 
large quantity of grain and other pro­
ducts haa been shipped in winter from 
St Joi n by boats of tbe Allan, Dom- 
ioior, Donaldson, Beaver, Furness and 
other lines, which formerly did busi­
ness at Portland and Boston. Ibis 
large and growing trade is now in peril 
as a result of Mr. Blaii’s contract with 
the Grand Trunk, in connection with 
the purchase of the Drummond line by 
tbe government. The minister baa 
practically agreed to hand over to the 
Grand Trunk all the Intercolonial west 
bound freight. The Canadian Pacific 
Company, wbicjj formerly received from 
the Intercolonial at St. John a part of 
tbie traffic, claims that without return 
business it is not profitabls to carry ex­
port freight toits terminus at St John. 
At tbe time of writing the company baa 
declined to promise freight to the steam­
ships which were to have gone on the 
8t John ronte, and the management of 
the ships decline to pnt them on the 
ronte unless assurances are given that 
they can get cargoes.

The* public is lees interested in the 
fortunes of two great railway corpora­
tions than in the future of this winter 
purt trade. It will be a serious cal­
amity if, aa a result of the Drummond 
deal tbe whole winter trade of Canada 
is again transferred to foreign porta. 

NOTES.
Mr. Tarte, who haa been undergoing 

surgical treatment in a French hospital 
has been restored to health, and ia ex­
pected back this month.

There is still much speculation as to 
whether the government will appeal to 
the country before next aeeeion. At 
least two ministers are quoted aa hav­
ing given solemn assurance* that there 
will be no election—and yet there are 
donbtera.

But 
here, also, hie authority seems to have 
been only nominal, The late govern­
ment had closed a contract for a first- 
glass all Canadian v«kly Atlantic mail 
service, having fast ships, yvith cold 
storage accommodation and pp,Update 
equipment jn every particular. Almost 
the first thing that Mr, Lawler's gov­
ernment did waa to cancel this arrange­
ment. Then the matter waa taken ont 
of the hands of Sir Richard and given 
to Mr. Dobell, minister without office.

On Thursday Dreyfus had the moat 

trying day be haa yet gone through. The 
ttrain proved too much for him, and 
for Ihe second time in the course of his 
trial he gave way to his feelings and 
sooght relief in tears.

Dreyfus is repprtqd to be facing 
the ordeal of the trial by a superhuman 
effort losing bis nerve completely on 
returning each day from hie cell. The

RIOTERS RECOGNIZED.
The prisoners charged with rioting in 

the Place de la République and deeecraU 
ing the churoh of St. Josepn on Aug. 20th 
were confronted with a number of wit­
nesses of their riotous acts. Thirty-seven 
of those in custody, all of whom carried 
revolvers when they were arrested, where 
recognized by the witnesses.

Probably the moat dreadful drowning 
accident that haa ever ocoured in Halifax 
harbour took plaoe there Monday after­
noon. E.even young people went oat for 
a Bail on the harbor, and when near Me 
Nab’s Island a heavy squall strack up, 
which tore the malt ont of their boat, 
leaving a huge hole through which the 
water poured in, immediately ainking the 
boat. Four of the victim’s are children of 
Robert Davidson, sexton of St. Paul’ 
Church, another ia the wife of Davidson’s 
son. The other two are Wm. Hamilton, 
of the city clerk’s office, and John E Han­
cock, checker at Furoeaa, Whitby & Co’s. 
The names of the unfortune ones who lost 
their lives are : William R. Hamilton, 
25, single ; Robert Davidson, 25, married ; 
Minnie Davidson, aged 23, wife of Robert ; 
Mabel Davidson, aged 12, Tot Davidson, 
aged 19, Bertha Davidson, aged 23. single; 
John Hanoock, aged 27, married. The 
bodies of John E. Hancock and Robert 
Davidson were recovered yesterday. Ad­
miral Bedford despatched a launch and 
four cutters with divers to recover other 
bodies, if possible. Petty Offioer’e Eudy 
and Poole of H.M.S. Talbot will be recom­
mended to the Royal Humane Society for 
bravery in saving lives of those rescued.

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FIVE THOUSAND LIVES LOST.
A despatch of Sept. 1, from Ponoe, 

Porto Rico, says : A conservative esti­
mate wpnld plaoe the lpt1 of life op the 
island in the recent tornado at 6,000. 
Even at this time it is impossible to even 
roughly estimate the loea of life and prop­
erty. Almost the entire loss of life was 
among the common people, or peons, as 
jhey are called, and tfopre la no way of get, 
ting at the number loet. An Idea of the 
extent of the flood may be had from the 
fact that warehouses and stores at the 
port of Ponoe, standing on a level plane 
above the ocean and within a few yards of 
ft, were flooded to a height at four or five 
feet, not by backing ep'of the ooeao, but 
by the enormous sheet of water rushing 
over the whole level plane from the moun­
tains to the ocean.

BARBARITIES IN THE SOUDAN.
The Paris Matin of Friday published 

details of the investigation into the con­
duct of Captain Voulet and Captain Cha­
noine! charged with barbarous cruelties 
to the natives of the French Soudan, 
which led to the sending of an expedition 
under Lieut.-Colonel Klobe, after them. 
According to the paper, the two officers 
mentioned, who were in command of a 
column of troops, began their work of 
barbarity by beheading a native, who had 
declared he did not know a road about 
which he was being questioned. Snbse- 
quently, it is declared, Voulet eaptnred 80 
natives of whom he killed 20 of the 

men and children, shot a soldier for 
wasting ammunition, and burned a village 
of ten thousand inhabitants. Chanoine, it 
Is added, shot two of his men without 
trial, for ' not pursuing a native who had 
wounded a soldier, He also burned a vil­
lage, and having loet six men in an en- 
gage ment, rushed in and raptured twenty 
of the inhabitants, of which number he 
killed tea, sticking their heads on picket», 
It is farther charged thaï Chanoine allow 
ed his men to mutilate the bodies of the 
natives who were killed, by cutting off 
their heads,

The Transvaal Trouble.
A despatch from Pietermaritzburg, capi­

tal of Natal, sa y a that at a farmers’ meet­
ing called there to consider the defence 
of the colony, it was resolved that the 
duty of every loyal able-bodied colonist, 
able to rise and shoot was to aid in the 
defence of the colony against invasion, 
and it was announced that the volunteers 
would be sent on in front in the event of 
war.

In his despatch to the Lrodon Times of 
the 24th the Johannesburg correspondent 
of that paper says : Some very disquiet­
ing reports are being received here from 
Natal regarding the behaviour of the Bo­
ers. It appears that on Sunday last a 
train from Johannesburg was fired on 
while in Transvaal territory. This has 
not improved the state of aflairs. The 
Boer sympathizers on the border are said 
to be very bitter and disloyal, and it is 
reported that the Natal Dutch are armed 
with Mauser rifles and waiting the turn of 
events.

London advices of the 25th say that 
preparations of a warlike ^character still go" 
on with regard to the Transvaal. A spe­
cial magazine has been constructed by the 
military authorities on board the hired 
steam transport Amvoli, now being fitted 
out on the Thàmee, for the purpose of con 
veying stores, arms and ammunition to 
South Africa. Part of the.: .Igo.-^bioh ia ■ 
said to be consigned to Natal, will consist 
of a million rounds of machine gun cart­
ridges, one thousand saddle trees, and. a 
hundred tons of general military stores,

A London despatch of the 25th says :— 
Lord Salisbury and the Queen had a long 
interview today, believed to be on Trans­
vaal matters. The Manchester regiment 
of one thousand men have gone to Cape 
Town and the Arundel Castle sailed with 
770, The men of the firat-elais reserve at 
Durban, Natal, have been ordered in 
readiness to join their regiments. The 
Germans at Johannesburg have offered the 
Boers to volunteer for service. Every­
thing looks like war. Ammunition in­
tended for the Transvaal Government, 
which was detained at Delagoa Bay has 
now been removed to a Portuguese troop­
ship.

A firm in Birmingham, Eog., has re­
ceived an order for 14,000,000 maneer 
cartridges for urgent delivery to South 
Africa. Secrecy is being observed as to 
the. exact- destination of the cartridges, 
bat it is said that Boers alone use Mauser 
rifles in that territory.

The Cape Town oorrepondent of the 
London Chronicle of the 28 th says 
“ British troop* will be immediately con­
centrated at Laing’a Neck and Mafonking, 
and it is believed the British programme 
will be to surround the Transvaal and 
then to negotiate » new convention.

The Dreyfus Trial-

Maître Labori, leading counsel for the 
defence, who was murderously assaulted 
Aug. 14th, was present in court on Tues­
day morning before last, when the second 
day of the third week of second trial by 
court-martial of Captain Dreyfus oegan. 
The proceeding openedat6.30 a.m. The ar­
rival of M. Labori at the Lyme was the 
signal for scenes of extraordinary enthusi­
asm. Among those who greeted M. La­
bori were Generals Billot and Mercier, 
who courteously inquired as to hi» condi­
tion. The lawyer looked very well con­
sidering his reoent experience.

At the Dreyfus inquiry on the 24th 
the officers of the general staff were fur­
ther examined by Labori and made a poor 
showing. General Meroler refused to re­
ply to many questions. During the pro­
ceeding some witnesses spoke strongly in 
favor of Dreyfns and the prisoner himself 
absolutely denied hie alleged confession to 
Captain Lebrun Reinault. As on the pre­
vious day the result of the testimony 
taken' decidedly' tends to weaken the case 
of the prosecution.

At the inquiry on the 28th M. Paraf 
Jnval (draughtsman) gave expert testi 
mony exploding the ideas of Bertillon and 
arguing that Eelerhazy wrote the Border­
eau. M Charavay, another expert, who 
at the former trial declared Dreyfus wrote 
the document, admitted his error and put 
the blame on Eeterhazy. Other experts 
were favorable to Dreyfus, but two of 
them said Esterhazy had not written it. 
They had not examined Dreyfus’s writ, 
ing.
