The Romanoe of Adeis Hugo

TRUTH MORE THRILLING THAN FICTION,
Mr Robert Motton, the stipendiary
magistrate of Halifax,was for a long time
a prominent lawyer in actiye practice in
Halifax, Nova Scotis. He was chiefly
distinguished as a criminal laywer, and
many stirring incidents of real life have
marked his long profeseional career. One
dramatic story, ewing to its superior his-
toric interest, is worthy of being made
public.

One morning in the year 1836 Mr
Motton was seated in his law office as
usoal,when his elerk announced & visitor
waiting to see him. ‘©a being shown in,
Mr Motton observed a tall lady, appar-
ently young and closely veiled. After
the usual salutatione she was invited to a
seat. Upon her lifting Ler veil a remark-
ably handsome face was revealed; com-

lexion dark, a Roman ncse, jet-black
iair inclined to be wavy, and eyes of
piercing brightness whick. would barst
into flame at the first touch of passion.

After a little preliminary conversation
MMr Motton discovered thet his interest-
ing clfent had called to consult him pro-
fessionaily upon a matter of considerable
delicacy. Halifax,as is generally known,
is a garrison town—now the only garri-
son town in Canada. At that time there
were some regiments of British regulars
stationed there ; together with detach-
ments of artillery and engineers. Cne
of these was the Sixteenth of the line,
whicli kad been ordered to ‘Halifax to-
wards the end of 18G1, on the occasion
of the threatened difficuity between
Great, Britian and the United €tates over
the Trent affair. Owue of the afficers ol |

It wasian relation to this
younz ofiicer that the tall and veiled lady
had called to consult Mr Motton.

Before proceeding with the clrect of
her visit, it may be well to make the|
reader acqueainted with the yourg lady.
Bhe gave her name as Miss Lewly, and
that was thename by which she was
koown in Halifax. But her real zame
was Adele Hugo, and she was the favor- |
ite daughter of the great French poet and |
patriot, Victor Hugo. This parrative |
might not be without passing interest in
the cuse of any young woman, but it de-
rives its chief importance from being as-
scciated with the daughter of one of the
greatest of modern poets, whose worke
have thrilled five continents, whose
poetry has almost revolutionized litera-
ture and whose genius was employed}
with terrible force in the service of his|
country—of liberty and equality. The
incidents of this story are identified
with the great man himself, and arose in
great measure from the accidents of his
fortune.

It will be recollected that the famous
coup d'etat toak place in Paris on De-
cember 2, 1851. Victor Hugo was one
of the first persons prosoribed by Louis
Napoleon. He had persistently resisted
the attempts of Bonaparte and his ad-
herents to destroy the republic and re-
establish the empire, and was con-
sequently especially obnoxicus to the new
Tuler. He firet took refuge with his
family in Belgium. Political pressure
secured his expulsion from that country,
and he then took up & residence in the
Joland of Jersey, and finaily settled
down in Guernsey, everywhere fulminat-
ing against the emgperor, until tie fall of
the empire in 1870.

Mademoiselle Hugo made known the
object of her visit to her lawyer in
something like the following statement :
— While her family were living at Brus-
sels.during the exile, a wealthy English
family was residing there named Pinaen.
The Hugo and Pinsen families became ac-
quainted, and after a time intimate—
sofficiently intimate, at all events, for a
loye affair to spring up between young
Piusen and Mademoiselle Adele. There
are no means of knowing how sincere or
fervent was the affection on the part of
the young man, but no doubt remains as
ot the intensity of passion on the part of
the young lady. Mademoiselle Adele
Hugo became perfectly infatuated with
Pinsen, madly, blindly in love. At
that time, although Victor Hugo had a

in the-world, and -money 18 never left
out of the acoount. .

The exact date of this oonrt_llup canaot
now-be accurately fixed, but it was pro-
bably about. 186061, - There is & atreng
presumption of mutual  attachment.
Medemoiselle Hugo was hsudsome, of
sccomplished msnners, wnuseal talents
and fiery temperament. The lovers be-
.oame engaged, and 1n spite of the oppo-
sition of Pinsen’s family, they went
through the form of a secret marciage.
Youog Pinsen about this time weat to
England. He sither rejoined his re-
giment, from whick he was t.ompo!'u:lly
absent, or else purchased a commiseion
as licutenant. Mr Motton’s recollee-
tion is that he then bought a commission
.and entered the army for the firet time,
but-some of the officers of the regiment,
who formerly served with Pinsea, give
their impression that he was transferred
from another reginent to the Sixteeath
in 1801, =
It is sufficient to know that Piosen left
Brossels for Epgland, and oa leaving
hin lady-love he. promised, with every
soken of sincerity and hocor, that she
should join him in England, and that
the marriage, which had been secret in
Brussels, should be publicly celebrated
in an Eoglish church. Just at this point
—probably December, 1861—his regi-
ment was ordered to Halifax, and Lieu-
tenant Pinsen wrote to Mademoiselle
Hugo informing her of this fact, and
asking her to join him in London, have
their marriage duly celebrated, and go
together to Halifax. )

When this proposition was received,
it was duly discussed in the Hugo fami-
ly circle. Victor Hugo would not en-
tertain the idea. -Be demanded that
Lieutenent Pimsen should come to Brus-
sels and marry his daughter there.
Madame Hugo agreed with this; but
Adele was infatuated, and her fiery
spirit would not accept this wise paternal
counsel. She insisted upon going to
London .2t all hazards, and even in de-
fiance of all social rules. When it was
found that the impetuous girl was deter-
mined to have her way, her mother at
length acguiesced sc-far as to accompany
her to London.

On their arrival they found, to their
mortification and chagrin, that Lieute-
nant Pinsen had sailed with his regi-
ment for Halifax, and without leaving
any message or satisfactory explanation ;
indeed, the circumstances gave indubita-
ble evidence of desertion. Adele and
her mother had no other course than to
return at once to Brussels.

But the unhappy girl was madly in
love ; she belonged to that class of in-
tense natures which are led away by
passion, and she could not rest content
apart from hec lover. Clandestinely she
left Brussels and took passage on board
a steamer, said to be the Great Eastern,
for New York. On her arrival there she
started for Halifax, where she assumed
the name of Miss Lewly. Alas! forber
fond dreams of a happy re-union with
the man in whom all her ardent and
unconquerable affections were centered.
She found him indifferent ; she resorted
to every means to securo his regard, but
her love was spurned. All her time
and attention were devoted to him ; she
sent notes to him daily, but without
effect. It would not be just to regard
Pinsen’s ¢onduct as the restlt of base
heartlessress ; it may be that the impor-
tunities of the frenzied girl had produc-
od a reaction in his mind and heart. It
may be, also, that he saw evidence of
that lack of mental equipoise which has
sadly enough developed into permament
end hopeless insanity. It is the fact, at
all events, that he entirely repulsed his
former sweetheart, and refused to re-
new the iutimacy and regard of those
heleyon days when they talked of love in
Lrussels.

The story of her residence in Halifax
is & very sad one. She remained three
cr four years, during which she was
ehietly engaged in dogging her lover by
night and by day, but without success.
She had at least two lodging places
during her stay, the first being with Mrs
Saunders. She sent frequent letters to
Pinsen, and received quite a number in
return,brought by his servant. Fromthose
who knew her intimately, some pain-
fully interesting particulars can be glean-
ed of her life. She was eccentric to a
remarkable degree. In going out of the
house she was invariably closely veiled.
Sometimes at night she used to disguise
herself in male apparel,and walk through
the streets wearing a tall hat and flour-
ishing a delicate cane, . The details of
her life, for the year and a half she
boarded at Mrs Saunders’, were publish-
ed nearly two years ago in one of the
Halifax papers. V/hen she first arrived
in Halifax she stopped at the Halifax
Hotel, and through the agency of a
French cook there she secured lodgings
at Mrs Saunders’. She hired a rcom in
the house, which she furnished herself,
and was to board herself. According to
the landlady she ate but little, and did
very little cooking ; her chief diet was
bread and butter and chocolate. The
Saunders, under the belief that she was
poor, used often te furnish her with
meals,

Her employment was writing ; her
handwriting was most beautiful—like
copper-plate impressions. She soon had
great masses of manuscript. Mr Motton
mentions that’ she used to bring large
bundles of beautifully written manuscript
to his office, and offered it to him, say-
ing :—*‘Publish this some time, and you
will create a great sensation and make
a fortune.” Unfortunately, Mr Motton
had not much interest in literary mat-
ters at that time, and feeling, no doubt,
that his fair client’s mind was not
well balanced, did not accept the offer.
RBome literary interest might have sur-
rounded her stories at this sad perlod of
her life. She once told Mr Motton,after
he became aware of her identity,that her
father used to tell her that she wrote
better than ke did, and with more
wer.

8he took no care to renew her clothing,
and soon began to be destitute,especially
in her underclothing and linen. i

+For a long time the Ssunders family
were entirely ignorant of the history of
their strange lodger. She was a pro-
found mystery to them, and all attempts
to pacertain the trae story of her life were
fraitless. She received many letters and
sent many, but they were written in
French, and the addresses were quite
unfamiliar to the good people with whom
she was staying. Her identity was dis-
covered quite sccidentally. Mr Saun-
ders used to wait at dinners given by
the best people in town, and on one ec-
ocasion the French cook in the service of
Sir Hastings Doyle, who was then com-
mander-in-chief of the forces in British
America, came to Saunders’ house to in-
form him that he was to attend at a
certain dinner to be given a few eve-
nings subsequently. Some of Mies
Lewly's letters were lying on the parlor
table, waiting to be mailed. The cook,
observizg, the address, said in surprise :
““Why who ia sending this letter ? This
is directed to the greatest Frenchman of
the day.” The letter was addressed:—

VicecomtE Viceror Hueo,
Guernsey,
Great Britain.

After this Mrs Saunders was able to
obtain the true story of her lodger, and
she felt certain that so distinguished a
man as her father wuld not care to have
his daughter living comparatively desti-
tute of the ordinary comforts of life. She
accordingly took the liberty of sending
him a letter, detailing fully the present
position and circamstances of his wander-
ing child, This brought an immediate
response from Victor Hugo, in which he
thanked Mrs Saunders most profusely
for her kind interest in Adele, requested
her to make every mnecessary provision
for her elothing,comfort and respectabili
ty, and assgred her that he would be ou-
ly too happy to meet all expenditures.
All bills were promptly paid by the poet.
A number of letters were received by
Mrs Saunders from Victor Hugo, but
not much importance was attached to
them, beyond the subject-matter, by the
recipients, and most of them were mis-
laid. When one of Mrs Saunders’ daugh-
ters grew up and was made acquaint-
ed with the story of the young lady, she
began to search the house for Hugo’s let-
ters, and succeeded in finding two or
three of them, All of theee letters speak
of Mies Lewly as Madame Pinsen, and
none of them speak of her as his daught-
er. He describes her as a lady of high
position and influential relations, in
whom he took a great interest.

Oue cf these letters, which are now in
possession of Mrs Saunders, is as fol-
lows: —

Brussels, October 15, 1865.

M. Hugo presents his best comph-
ments to Mr and Mrs Saunders, and begs
to inform them that a box full of winter
clothes is being sent to the post to Miss
Lewly, to be deposited in their house
under the usual name of Madame Pin-
sen. M Hugo has not forgotten
the kindness of Mr and Mrs Saunders,
and trusts that under their good care
the box will be delivered as quick as pos-
sible to the young lady.

Another of the letters is as follows : —

Guernsey, Feb. 5, 1866.

My Dzar Mes SaunDERS,—I am in-
deed exceedingly thankful to you for
your kind note. Your information has
been most welcome..... 1 hope Miss
Lewly will at last be induced to come
home to her own family. Her mother
is very anxious to get her home, and
has unfortunately been prevented by a
serious indisposition from crossing over
to Halifax. She intends doing so as
soon as the spring will come. Until
then be kind enough to give information
which I will faithfully transmit to her
friends, and for which they are extreme-
ly obliged te you. Tell me also, in
your letter, how I can repay you for the
stamps you are affixing to your letters,
I can, indeed, very easily repay you for
these triffing expenses, but never for
your Christian kindnese.

It will now be easy to understand the
purpose of Miss Hugo's visit to Mr Mpt-
ton’s office. ~Wearied with a fruitlpss
pursuit of her faithless and callous lovér,
and finding the time approaching when
his regiment would be ordered away to
another station, as a last resort she went
to consult a lawyer to eee, perchance, if
there was any remedy in the law—if any
means existed of compelling Pinsen to
do justice alike to her affections and her
honor. She had the agony to hear
among the current gossip of the city
that Pinsen had become engaged 0 a
lady in fashionable society, residing in
Dartmouth —a town situate on the oppo-
site side of Halifax harbor. It is, of
course, impcssible to report all that pass-
ed between attorney and client in the
secrecy of the consulting-room. It is
sufficient to say that the story of her re-
lations with Pineen was fully unfolded,
and though the case did not present
many points for the consideratien of a
lawyer, yet Mr Motton was &0 far inter-
ested in her case as to send a letter to
Pinsen, The circumstances of his re-
lutions with Mademoiselle Hugo becom-
ing known to his Dartmouth friends,
all social intercourse was at once termi-
nated by the young lady and her family.

But really nothing of any consequence
could be dcne by Mr Motton. A suit
for breach of promise would have been
an unsatisfactory remedy, and no legal
evidence of a marriage which would be
recognized in the courts in Nova Scotia
was available, Mademoiselle Hugo used
to speak cf her wrongs to her lawyer
with burning cheek and flashing eye.
Her e{en he describes as being almost
terrible in their fiery brightness when
she was aroused. She repeatedly de-
clared in passionate words that she was
Pinsen's wife in the sight of Heaven,
and that he should never marry another
wWoman,

A word may be devoted to Lisutenant
Pinsen. Several persons remember him
well. He was never distinguished from
the ordinary subaltern in a British regi-
ment, except, perhaps, that he appears
to have been rather more of a dandy.
He was of average height, rather hand-
some and decidedly stylish in appear-

l

ance. He wore long moustaches, and
took great pains to appear in most ex-
quisite mode, and was essentially a
ladies’ man, Much has been reported

concerning his subsequent life, but
nothing sufficiently authentic to justify
any definite statpment. There seems
little doubt, huowever, that he has since
married—it is said—a M{ of means. It
has also been stated that he was seen by
s former acquaintance under conditions
which indicated that he was not In
sfluent circumatances. But nothing re-
liable can be given. It was known in
%il regiment as well as in the town 'tlm.

e was followed by a lady who claimed
him as her own ; but he stoutly denied
all insinuations, and the romance was,
to the pablic, merely & matter of passing
curiosity.

As the time drew near for the Six-
teenth Regiment-to leave Halifax, the
infatuated Adele was keenly alert for
the movements of her truant lover.
Only ove line of Eoglish steamers then
called at Halifax, and these always came
to Cunard’s wharf. KEvery steamer day,
filled with a vague fear that Pinsen
would attempt to make his , she
took a cab and her clothing and went to
the wharf, there to wait and watch if
Pinsen embarked for England, and
ready in that case to follow him wher-
ever he might go. This occored several
times, but be never took this means of
leaving.

At length the regiment embarked for
Barbadoes—the station to which it was
ordered, Faithful to her mission, Adele
promptly followed and took up her resi-
dence in the little town where the gar-
rison was stationed. She lodged with a
Mrs Chadderton. Here she devoted
herself to writing, and walked in the
streets in dowdy apparel and with an
air and manner so eccentric that she
was subjected to jests and ribaldry. In
time she came to be associated with
Captain Pinsen—who, it secms, had got
his company—and was known to the
people of the little town as Madame
Pinven.

The rest is easily told. After the sad
sojourn in Halifax, Adele Hugo wearied
out her steadfast heart in Barbadoes.
Many harrowing details of her life in
both these places have been purposely
withheld. The generous heart will never
seek to draw the veil from the hidden
depths of human grief and muefortune.
An exile from home, friends and
country—a poor “Wnhappy waif in a
lozely and comfortless world ! With
her beauty, her talents and her family
connections she might have been an
ornament of European society.

THE FASHIONS.

A Varlety of Jettings that Will Uaterest
the Falr Sex.

It is in good form to have small and
dressy little wraps made of the gown
fabric wholly crin part, with tailor cos-
tames for the promenade. These are ap-
plied mostly to morning wear and for
the country and summer resorts. They
take many different forms, embracing
the Directoire cape, the plain scar’, the
mantle shape with front tabs,the pointed
tichu, and are, in fact, in any shape that
takes the fancy. The form or shape call-
ed the empire pelerine is a favorite. This
has a short, straight back that barely
passes the waist, and long paneled or
vandyked scarf ends that nearly cover
the front of the skirts. A vast number
of openwork fabrics are also made into
promenade wraps, some of them being
much larger than the pelerine and cut

mostly in the ‘‘visite” shape, with
‘‘caped” sleeves and ‘‘tabbed” fronts.

So acceptable is this style of wrap that it

may alwost be said to be becoming a
standard garment in wraps, It obviates
the costly costum of furnishing each
separate eostume with one, and if made
in blacz, which is now the most fashion-
able color for them, they answer for ac-
companiment to a variety of dresses.

There is really no end to the list of abbre-
viated pelerines, French cape, directoire
coats, and fancy short wraps, with tabb-
ed or peplum finish. Then tkere are the
long lace wraps spoken of earlier, besides
a new style of semi-dolman shape that
has lost its bunchy effect, and no longer
seems to bind the arms uncomfortably.
There are also short wraps made of Ar-
wmure silk in black, and colors matching
1n the gown,and very costly ones are im-
ported in heavy cordead colored silk, bro-
caded in superb Persian patterns, and
decorated with ‘‘jewelled” passementerie
or lace. For genuine hot weather there
are charming little short coats of black
or white lace suitable for evening fetes,
and others made of fancy basket net and
long meshed grenadines in latice over
patterns of silk and velvet, with bands
and fringes to correspond. Besides the
lace connemaras, those of suitable mat-
erial for warm weather travelling come
in black and colors, and make comfort-
able and protected wraps. Woman who
give close attention to the details of a
toilette find a suitable travelling cloak
that can be easily put on and off indis-
pensable at all seasons of the year.

Paris models in short wraps come in
some of the palest tan-colored cloths,
whether in jacket or pelerine form, and
with no trimming but a double stitching
round the edges ; they are made to open
over a gorgeous waist-coat of gold cloth
on which applique embroidery is done in
ecru cloth. Pingatuses pean de soie or
twilled surahs for vests ef light tan
cloth jackets, using lavender silk - with
“‘livery tan” and cordiog all over the
silk with gold and silver cord.

The gray shades in expensive materials
are beautiful this season, and in many
cases thesé various tints take precedence
of all other colors, and their varying
tones are more refined and artistic than
ever before. There are also to be seen
in the newest fabrics lovely tints of vieux
rose, mauve pink, strawberry and green
that are indescribably beautiful. The
latter especially, in tones that are neith-
er garish nor aggressive, appear in
tenderest half-tones as if a bit of gray,
or gold, or silver had been rubbed into
the faintest of emerald dyes.

Some very beautiful effects are being
uffected in French models for tailor cloth
or Frensh camel’s hair that are excessive-
ly stylish where dove-grays are combin-
ed with white armure or moire silk,
braided over in silver, Or some have
the cloth deftly mingled with the armure
of the same tint, that is garnitured with
fine cut steel embroideries, or gray silk
cord flecked with silver threads,

A reseda cloth redingote, bordered
with gold braid, is made up over a tan
eloth skirt, with the lower sleeves of
the tan color, also the plaston ; while
the waist has thickly corded ribbons in
gray green, crossed a I'Empire, and
hanging nearly to the floor at the left of
the front, The tam skirt is full and
plain, with two.rows of gold braid as a
border.

The sleeves are of the reseda from the
shoulders to the elbow. They are full
enough to push up in irregular folds,
and below the elbow they shape into
points which are edged with the braid.
These points reach over tightly fitted
second sleeves of tan cloth, which come
down closely over the wrists. This and
similar picturesque dresses for afternoon
uses are to be worn with the projecting
Empire hats of tan colored Milan braid,
faced with green velvet and trimmed
with long sprays of green foliage and
pale tea-roses. Russet-red cloths and
red camel's-hair in varions shades are
shown, —these designed for the summer
resorts, with vests made of white cloth,
wrought in vermicelli devices in gold
cork, with folds on the skirt and bedice
of cream white Bengaline. The dinner
and evening toilets are charmingly
varied.”

The very lovely old rose shades are
brought out yery attractively in some of
the handsome eotton fabrics—lawns,
muslins, sateens, etc.—and the patierns
we formerly saw in woolen textiles only
are here repeated so that one is puzzled
frequiently, at a short distance, to know
what is the exact nature of the material.

The Council was called to order at 3
p. m. on Tuesday last, a good majority
of the members being present. :

The Warden addressed the Ccuncil
stating that the petitions for amend-
ments te the Municipal and Assessment
Aets had been forwarded to the Legisla-
ture ; that the alterations ordered in the
petit jury room had been carried out ;
and recommended an amendment as to
the date of enforcing the by-law fixing
the width apart of eleigk-ruunera.

The report of the County auditors was
read and referred tc the Finance com-

ittee.

m'l‘h; following report of Jailer Dickson
‘was read and referred to Jail and Court
House Committes :

REFORT OF JAILOK DICKSON,

GeNTLEMEN,—Herewith I beg to sub-
mit for your consideration my report of
prisoners confined in your County Jml_.
There are at present 7 prisoners — O
males and 2 females; one of the females
is insane, ber case has been duly reported
on and she ie now waiting removal to the
asylum. The other, Mary Brady, was
committed for six months by Mayor
Batler. She comes from the township
of McKillop, is 57 years of age, weak
minded, and has no friends that we
know of. Of che males, Robert Fletcher,
of the township of Howick, is committed
as a vagrant ; he is about 90 years of
age, weak and feeble in body and um_ld.
He has been in jali ever since the 25th
of June, 1886, and his present sentence
expires on the 25th of this month,
when he will have to bs recommitted,
and so on until death claims him. An-
other of the males is ander sentence for
larceny. The remaining three are io-
sane, have been reported on and are
waiting removal to the asylam. Two of
them, William Kelly and Charles Lin-
guard, are harmless, but the third, Fred-
erick Huuosicker, is exceedingly destruc-
tive in his habits, = We have to watch
him as closely as we pnsaioly can, in
order to keep him clothed, but with all
our vigilance he destroys both the bed-
ding and his clothes. 1 was under the
necessity of getting clothes for Mary
Brady when she went out on the 5th of
May last, but she was out only four days
when she was again brought back and
committéd for six months, 1 also had
to get a pair of pants for Thomas Clarke,
a bill for which wiil be presented to you
duly certified

REPORT OF ERIDGE COMMISSIONER,

GeNTLEMEN:—I beg to submit to you
this my second report for the year 1889,

(1) All the bridges which you gave
orders to build at the January meeting
have been duly placed under contract,
except that over the Sauble river on the
boundary line between the townships of
Uaborne and Hibbert. The contract for
the Wingham north bridge was let to
Robert Jamieson, of Fordwich, for the
price or sum of $893. The contract for
the Rogerville bridge was awarded to
John Forester, of Wingham, at thLe
price of $195. The Zetland Creek
bridge was awarded to John Forester for
$86. The contract to erect the Henfryn
bridge was awarded to Robert Jamieson,
of Fordwich, for the sum of 393, The
county of Perth is to pay half the cost
of this bridge. All the above mentioned
bridges are to be completed at an early
date. The contract to furnish the plank
to refloor the Maitland bridge was a-
warded to Benjamin Taylor, of East
Wawanosh, at the price of 814 50 per
thousand, to be delivered and piled at
the bridge as directed. From the 1st of
January, 1889, to this date,I have issued
the following orders for the amounts and
purposes mentioned as follows:— (1)
Jan, 14th, Wm. Vanstone, - for repairing
south abutment of Benmiller bridge,
$6; (2) Jan, 23rd, Cap. Paisley, for re-
pairing Copeland’s bridge and the ap-
proaches tc the Kirkton bridge, $3.70 ;
(3) Jan. 23rd, Balph Kirkpatrick, for re-
peirs to the Crediton bridge, $2; (4)
Jan. 23rd, Qorporation of Ashfield, for
repairs to approaches to county bridges,
$17.98; (5) Jan. 24th, Geo. Hawkins,
for repairs to the approaches to Port
Albert bridge, $8; (6) Jan. 24th, W,
Lasham, for repairing the floor of the
Maitland bridge, £7.66; {7 March 12th,
Samuel Stanlake, for lumber for bridge
floor, $8.29;(8) May 13th, Arthur Forbes,
for gravelling the approaches to Grieve's
I was

swounty of Perth to meet the reeve of
Fullarton and himsel at a bridge on the

county boundary line about a mile north-
east of Kirkton, on the 30th of May. I
was at the place appointed on time in
company with reeves Kay and Bissett,
bat owing to the very unfavorable state
of the weather the parties from Perth
county did not meet us. However, we
found the bridge a very o!d wooden
structure and it appears about time it
was rebuilt. By request of Mr V' Ratz,
reeve of Stephen township, I met Mr
John H Jones, engineer for the county
of Lambton, at the Grand Bend, on
Friday, 3lst May. We examined the
bridge at that place and found the
chords considerably decayed, It wiil
require some attention as soon as posal-
ble. We considered by putting two
strong bents to support the chords the
bridee may stand two or three yeare
longer. Some improvements whichIthink
should be attended to this summer are
the foilowing :—A stone wingwall to
Egmondville bridge, and the stone-
work of the Maitland, Manchester an
Clinton bridges to be repaired by filling
the cracks and joints K with cement.
The probable. cost of the vault for the
registry office will be about $1500.
There wi'l likely be about the usual
amount required for small repairs. The
amount of money likely to be required
for the year 1889 for bridges and ap-
proashes and repairs to the county
buildings, including the vault will,I eeti-
mate, not exceed $6,000. -

The fcllowing report of the Special
Committee on the poor house question
was read and laid on the tabie :

REPORT ON POOR HOUSE.

Commirrze—Messrs Kelly, Manning,
Proudfoot, Rollins, Wilson, Kaine, and
the Warden.

In accordance with the instructions
contained in the resolution of this coun-
cil at its January session, your special
committee have endeavored to obtain all
the information possible relating to the
cost of Jand, buildings and maintenance
of the various institutions called Houses
of Refuge, for the care of the poor, in the
province, and other information of a
kindred nature. A sub-committee, con-
sisting of Messrs Proudfoot and Man
ning, has collected the statistics which
we hereby submit, and which will be
found of great importance in considering
this subject.

Your committee have aimed at giving
to the council the very fullest informa-
tion concerning this important matter,
and the information has been obtained

without reference te the leanings of the |y

members of your committee. The sub-
committiee thoughs its first duty was to
cbtain a correct account of the amount
spent by the various municipalities of the
county under the head of ‘‘Charity.”
This allows a comparison—though an
imperfect one—to be made between the
cost of keeping the pcor in our own
county and the cest in a county having
a House of Refuge. The returns under
this head embrace the years 1887 and
1888, and are as follows : —

Amount spent by the various munici-

It will thus be seen that directly out
of the local municipal oxcmnen has
been paid the sam of $9, in two
years, To these sums must be added
the sums of $284 16 and $483, respect-
ively, which are the amounts estimated
by the County Treasurer as spent by
the county for the same purposes as the
local grants in the same years, and
these two make a grand total of no leas
than $10,751, or $5,375 per annum.

Every member of the County Council
is also aware that these sumns do not in
any way represent the full amount of
the charity bestowed by this county.
Private charity by individuals, churches,
and societies, is largely given to the
very same parties that receive municipal
aid.

Another large item of expense to the
county is in connection with the running
cf the goal. The manner in which this ex-
pense is paid is as follows: The Gov-
ernment pays for all prisoners who are
charged with indictable offences, and
the county pays for all others. The last
quarter the Government was charged
with 119 days and the county with 1513
days. Of this 1513 days, 1433 days is
chargeable to the maintenauce of indi-
gents. In consequence of this the coun-
ty had to pay $642, against §40.37 paid
by the Government, or about 14-15ths
of the whole expense. If there had
been no indigents confined the Govern-
ment would have had to pay nearly two-
thirds, and the county something over
one third. In this way the cost to the
county was for indigents alone over $400
for the quarter. This quarter is not
above the average, so that the county
pays annually about $1,600 for main-
tenance of indigents in ths goal.

The question naturally arises—how
much of this large sum would be saved
to the local municipalities by the erec-
tion of a House of Refuge  From infor-
mation in the hands of your Cemmittee
it is quite evident that only a very small
proportion of the charnty grant to indi-
gents would necessarily remain. It is
not pretended that there would be no
amount to'be spent by the local muni-
cipalities for charitable purposes, but it
is established beyond all question in the
connties where Houses of Refuge have
been erected, that adding the items for
charity and incressed county grant for
House of Refuge, together, the result is
a less sum by a considerable amount than
the sum previously spent for like pur-
poses. The special committee appoint-
ed by the county council of Oatario
county to report on this same subject at
its June session, and of whose report we
have been fayored with a copy, on
this puint report as follows: “‘The
erection of Houses of Refuge appears
to have obviated, except in the smallest
degree, grants to indigents by the minor
municipalities.”

It will thus be seen that the average
cost of these institutions is the. sum of
$16,670.66, but the present feeling of
all concerned 18 that large farms are a
mistake. The weight of evidence goes
to show that 40 or 50 acres are better
than 100 or over. In many eases the
buildings are much more expensive than
need be, and the officials recommend
cheaper and plainer ones, The smaller
institutions, such as would be ample for
the county of Huron, do not average in
cost over §12,000. The Oatario county
committee agree with us that smaller
farms and cheaper buildings would meet
every want, and save a large and un-
necessary expanse. :

Your committee would next call atten-
tion to the number of inmates, and the

It will thus be seen that in tho matter
of municipal grants alone the amount ex-
pended would be less. If to these grants
be added a proportion of the amounts
spent privately, as undoubtedly should
be done, then a very much larger saving
can be shown. It must also be borne
in mind that the present system is yery
unsatisfactory and insufficient. Under
it one municipality frequently must care
for the pcor oi another, but with a
House of Refuge the burden would be
equitably borne. At present many de-
serving poor really suffer rather than go
to gaol, which might be their fate 1if
they applied for aid.
“We take the liberty of calling your at-
tention ta the following extracts from
the report already referred to of the
Special Committee of Ontario County.
The Warden personally visited the
Houses referred to, and he states that
though he bas always oppored the build-
ings of a House of Refuge, this trip has
made a thorough convert of him. In de-
scribing the diflerent places visited they
say :
COUNTY OF ELGIN.
The House of Refuge of the County of

Thomas. The farm contains 50 acres of
land, nearly all under cultivation. The
products of the farm are hay, corn, oats,
potatoes, and o‘her vegetahles for the
stock and inmates, little or nothing be-
ing sold, all being consumed on the
premises; The building is a fine two-
storey, structure and basement of white
brick, with accomodation for about 60
persons. This being insufficient, small
frame cottages have been erected, and
others are to he built this year. About
109 persons were lodged for a longer or
shorter time during the year 1888, a por-
tion of this number being under 90 days.
The cost of the property was : —

The officials in connection with it are
an inspector, salary $80 per annum ; a
physician, $200 ; keeper, $350 ; n:atren
$200 ; assistant matron, $120. The last
three live in the institution. Nearly all
the work on the farm and in the house
with this exception is done by the in-
mates. -No less than 21 of the inmates
were imbecile, idistic or insane, and 7
blind. The average costof maintenance,
including salaries, food and clothing of
each inmate daring 1888 was $1.07 pér
week, which'is a little higher than the
average during the previuus years.

COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX.

The House of Refuge for the County
of Middlesex is situated nearly two miles
weet of the town of Strathroy. It was
erected in 1879. Tt is intended for the
accommodation of 154 inmates, although
at the time of the visit about 100 were
in it. The city of London formerly sent
a number of inmates to 1t, but they have
now been withdrawn, the city having
accommodation at home. The farm coa-
tains about 45 acres of land, the produce
of which is consumed by tne inmates,
The cost of the land was $3,300, and the
total cost of land, building, &e., to the
present time is $28,320. The total num-
ber of persons sheltered last year for a
more or less time was 127, The house
is heated by steam, and in addition to
the ueual officials an engineer is kept to
manage the heating and pumping appar-
atus, at a salary of $400 per annum.
The total salaries paid are $1,300 per
anoum, as little other labor ts paid for,
and no assistant to the matron is em-
vloyed, the whole work beiag done by
the inmates. The annual cost of main-
tenance in this iastitution, including the
salaries, is' $1.05 per week for each ins
mate.

COUNTY OF WATERLOO,

The House of Refuge of the County ot
Waterloo is situated near Berlin, aad is
the oldest institution in the province,
having been opened in 1869. The farm
originally consisted of 141 acres, of which
16 have recently been sold for town lots.
The buiiding is a large brick structure,
capable of containing about 125 perasons,
the average numbar of inmates being 85.
The cost of the land originally was
$9,024, the building, stables and out-
houses $15,088 up to tne present day,
making a total cost of leas than $25,000.
The ofticials employed are :—1nspector,
salary of $100 ; physician, $200; keeper,
$560 ; matron, $140; teamster, $180 ;
asaistant keeper, $180 ; two female ser-
vants, $100 each ; total, $1,6560. The
cost of maintenance of each person is a
fraction over 95c. per week. Lo addition
to the produce consumed on the premises,
strawberries and other fruit are raised
and sold in the town of Berlin.

COUNTY OF YORK.

The one at Newmarket iz 105 f-et

It
was built with the intention of accom-
modating 100 inmates, but they have
had there at one time as many as 129.
Those in charge of the institution strongly
recommend a emall farm, of say about 50
acres, as being much better than a large
one, and much more profitable in the
management, They also think that
cheaper and plainer buildings might be
used, and thus save a large and unneces~
sary expense. They have 51} acree,
which cost $4,600. The inmates do all
the labor on the farm, and attand to all
the work, They rawe principally gar-
den stuff, such as celery, cabbage, toma-
toes, strawberries, potatoes, and other
vegetables, for sale. They bave three
horses and five milch cowe, and use all
the milk on the place, and no butter
mada. Tney also raise and dispose of
each year a number of fat hogs. The
officers consist of a keeper, salaty $300 ;
inspector, $100 ; physician, $175 ; mac-
ron, $200; two domestics at 8108 and
896 a year. The average expense per
we3k last year for each inmate, exclusive
of interest on capital account, including
salaries, was $1.17}. Total expense, in-
cluding 5 per ceut. interest on capital
account, per week for each inmate,

$1.351.

GENERAL

Houses have been established in the
counties of Elgin, Waterloo, York, Mid-
dlesex, Norfolk, Wellington and Wel-
land. According to the returns sent to
the Ontario Government, these Houses
contain 779 inmates. Of this number
420 were over G0 years of age, and 122
childran under 15 years of age. The
number is made up of persons helpless
through disease, accident or mental infir-
mity. It will thus be seen that the very
large proportion of the inmates are
through age unfitted to care for them-
selves, and bareft as they nearly always
are of persons able to care for them,
without tho presence of a home must
suffer severely even when granted the
municipzl and charitable assistance com-
monly given.

The conclusions drawn by the Commit-
tee from their investigations are :

‘Lhis
County would probably supply 125 in-
mates, and the annual cost would be ' §6,-
875, or an excess of 81,000 above that
uow paid by the muicipalities, but this
sum 1s certainly less than that which the
insuflicient aid given by the municipal-
ities compels the charitable to contribute
to the support of the indigents of the
County.

Then put on the (previously)
grated rind and juice of the half lemon
and the candied peel, cut in fine shreds.
Beat for several minutes, then drop into
buttered patty pans and bake for fifteen
or twenty minutes. Ice the cakes on
