VISIBLE WHEAT SUPPLIES. [

Bradstreet’s.—<Despite the large crop
of wheat and the high prices ruling,
wheat supplies do not increase mater-
ially in this country. The gain in
the United States and Canada, com-
bined, in November was only 2,900,-
000 bushels, and the stock held on
December 1 was only 64,877,00 bush-
els, a total over 20,000,000 bushels
sméller than a year ago, and the
lightest stock beld at that date sinece
1904. European stocks increased only
1,600,000 bushels in November, but
the increase in supply over Decem-
ber 1, 1908, is 17,000,000 bushels, and
the - combined world’s supply is 145,-
500,000 bushels, a dccrease of ounly
3,200,000 bushels from a year ago.

Winter-wheat conditions at the out-
set of winter, as predicted in Brad-
street’s and shown by the governmen
report, are excellent, having only
been exceeded twice 'in the past de-
cade. High prices, in addition, have
made for the largest area shown, with
one exception, in the same period.
The condition on December 1 was
95:8,- a gain of 1¢ points . over last
year, while the area is 2,449,000 acres
larger than the revised estimate o:
area sown 'in 1908. Quantitative esti-
mates of yield in bushels made at
this time are, of course, misleadihg,
but an exc:llent outlook certainly
presents itself.

TRUST BLAMES THE SCALES

Sugar Trust Lawyer Says Employees
Were Incompetent,

New York, Dee. 16—In his opening
address for the defense Henry F. Co-
chrane declared today that the seven-
teen scaies on the Brooklyn dock on
which the alleged underweighing was
done were of an obgolete’ style and
grossly inaccurate of themselves and
that many of the government weighers
were incompetént.

The line of defense indicated by the
atatement was that it would be claim-
ed that the shorfages in weights were
duve to the scales and the government
employees and not to any manipa-
lation by the sugar. company’s em-

ployees,. as the government charges.

Oliver Spitzer, the first of the six
defendents ealled to testify, took the
stand this afternoon and was still un-
der examination when-court adjourn-
d. 'He denied having tried te li.be
a government inspector. He also de-
nied the existance of alleged signal
lights on the dock to warn the sugar
company -employees of government
insp2¢ors, as had been tesified.

A statement was issued today by
Henry L. Stimson, the government
special prosecutor in charge of the
underweighing frauds of sugar refiners
in_ this distriet. Arbuckle Bros., of
Brogklyn, had to settle on a basis of
$695,573.19 for duties on raw sugar
which they have withheld from their
returns to the custom house depart-
ment from 1898; when the firm began
refining sugar, to Nov. 1907 follow-
ing the discovery of the underweigh-
ing frauds by the sugar trust by
Richard Parr.

The -statement further savs that the
shortage was reported to the mem-
bers of the firm and as soon as they
have verified the governmsnis figures
they voluntarily offered to pay -ae

DR. HC. WILSON DEAD;
"PIONEER OF THE WEST

Edmonton’s Oldest Physician, an ex-
Mayor and Former Member and
Speaker of the Northwest Assembly
Passes Away at His Residence on
Sixth Street, Aged 50 Years—Was
Widely Known and Respected.

In the:person of :Dr. H. C. Wilson

residence " on Sixth “streét "'Friday
one of the best known old:timers of
Edmonton and the eity’s oldest physi-
cian.. Although he had been in poor
heaith-for some. years it wasinot gen-
erally known that he wasg overtaken
by f& serious’illnesd’' a few days ago,
and his gdeath came a8 a distinet shock
to & wide cirele of ' driends and. ac-
quaintances. a5

In the winter of 1908 and again last
winter Dr. Wilson aressed the Pacific
to Japan 1n an endeavor to secure the
alleviation of a nervous disorder from
which he suffered bus-which was not
the cause of his death.

On Wednesday morning last he was
seized by an attack of apoplexy and
without regaining ¢ eonscionsness he
plsSsed away at about three“o’elock this
morning. He was attended by, his
partner, Dr. H. L. McInnes.

The late Dr. Wilson had beena med-
ical practitioner in Edmonton from
$he yrar 1882. He was born at Pie-
ton, Ont:, Deec. 7, 1859, the son of C.
S. Wilson, aPicton bpanker and

place. On his miother’s side he was of
United Endpire (Leyalist, degcent.

and “goodwill of the community. His|
popularity was shown in his election
to represent Edmonton in the old
Northwest council, in Septemlber, 1885;
over Frank Oliver, proptietor of the
Bulletin, and now minister of the inh-
terior. Thiz was the sole defeat sui-
fered by Mr. Oliver iin his politieal
career.

Dr. Wilson remained a member of
the Northwest council until its ‘@bo-
lition in 1888, when he, was returmed
to the assembly ‘and became’ its first
speaker. He retired from publie ufe
in 1891 ‘owing to 11l health.

. Dr. Wilson served as a delegate to
the Ottawa government from the
Northwest council, in 1885, and we-
ceived the thanks of the ¢ouneil  for
the able manner in which he and his
c¢olleagues had  discharged their
duties,

“Politically a <Conservative, Dr.
Wilson was always a Northwester be-
fore a party man,” says his biographer
in “Men od Canada.”

He was for many years presidentof
the = Edmonton Liberal-Conservative
association from its ‘organization, i
1892, and was known for his opposition
to the system of granting large tracts
of Jand to railway. and other com-
panies.

D Wilson Was_an ex-mayor of Ed-
monton and for many years was pre-
sident of the Edmonton Cricket club..
He ‘was eledted president, of the Al-
berta Medieal dssociation in 1907, the
seeond year of its formatich, Dr~Brett,
cf Banff, being Yhe first, president.
““*He had a bright mind; was weall
read; a good iconversationalist and
good company,” said an acquaintance
in speaking of the late Dr. Wilson this
moining.

In reiigion Dr. Wilson was a Meth-
odist. He marrvied in Septemrber, 1886,
Emily C., eldest. daughter of Arthur
B. Lee, of Toronto. . He is survived
By his wifesand three: children; Mar-
jory, Violet and ‘Charles, theJatter a
student in the law office of Henwood
& Harrison, and ail living at the fam-
ily home, 295 Sixth street.

their own subjects. The protests against
the treatment of Moors in Morocco and
negroes in the Congo need only be glane-
eod at. Zelaya is- accused of torturing
Americans before putting them todeath,
This is not the first time that there
has been trouble Between Nicarfgua and
the United States. Next year it will
be half a century since an American
citizen, duly elected president of Nica-
ragua by a large majority over his ri-
vals, and recognized and felicitated by
Secretary Marcy, was tried by court-
martial and shot by troops of Honduras,
then in alliance with his Nitaragua foes.

Why was not Walker sustained or
even protected from those blood-
thirsty soldiers? Surely, after con-
gratulating him on his election, Presi-
dent Buchanan and Secrétary Marcy
ought not to have abandoned him. Here
we are met by a very strange explana-
tion of g course so seemingly contra-
dictory on the part of the Washington
government. Marcy had hesitated to
recognize Walker, owing to mixed mo-
tives, but, after the presidential elec-
tions of May, 1856, in which Walker
had 15,885 out of 23,236 votes, he ordered
Wheeler, U.S. minister to Nicaragua, to
give the new gavernment his good wishes.
When he learned that Walker, not
Rivas, had been elected president and
that Wheeler had congratulated the ad-
venturer, Marcy was so angry that he
dismissed Wheeler, though that official
had simply obeyed his orders. Besides
the plots of his personal enemies, the sit-
uation that had devoleped under Walk-
er’s ambition was edmplicated by sec-
tional and international sentiment Walk-
er was a Southerner, with a Southern-
er’s prejudices. Son of a Scottish. bank-
er, who lad emigrated -to America, he
was born in  Nashville, Tennessee, on
the 8th of May, 1824. After. graduating
at his own state ungjpersity, he went <o
Edinburgh to study. medicine. Having
won his diploma, hé fravelled through
Europe, and having returned to Ten-
nesse, he practised his profession for a
time, and betook himself to New Or-
leans, where he studied law and was ad-
mitted to the Bar of Louisiana. In 1849
he obeyed the impulse that despatched
so many reétless souls to 'California,
where he became editor of a San Fran-
cisco ' paper. There he seems to have
Become incurably obsssséd by the spirit
of the conquistador. His first. project was
1o seize Sonorg and declare its independ-
gnce.. . Rich Southerners had . contribut-
ed; though somewhat sparingly, to the
treasury of the filibusters.:The ship that
Walker chartered was seized by U. S.
marshals, ‘but in thiee months he had
another with 45 cofederates bound for
Ta Paz. Having captured the town, they
held en electien  which resutled in the
‘cHoice of Walker as president of the new
republic, with ten others in various posi-
tions. Meanwhile, several hundreds of
recruits left San Francisco to serve. un--
der President Walker at $4 a day. But,
what with skulking Indians and Mexi-’
can guerilleros, the little army was soon
sadly reduced and in miserable plight
for clothes and food, their leader limp-
ing along with one boot and one slipper.
On the 8th of May, 1854, 34 tattered,
footsore, starving adventurers crossed
the border and surrendered to the Amer-
ican authorities, Walker's Sonora 'en:
terprise was an apprenticeship. In the
very year of its failure an agent of his
named Cole was contracting with a Nie-
araguan named Castellon to hunt wup
military colonists, who ware to receive
grants of land for their services. The
result was the formation of the Falange
Americana, a corps of expert riflemen
pommanded by Dr. William Walker, In
time, recruits pouring in from the Sou-
thern States, Walker rose to he com-
mander-in-ohief under President Rivas,
and finally was elected President, only
in the emd- to perish at the hands -f
enemies at the age of 47 years. His most
implacable foe was Cornelius Vander:
bilt—the Commodore,

Walker was for a time dictator, and
had he been supported by his own
Government, might have ‘achieved his
great pirpose and founded a perman-
ent uniem of the Central American
stat"s inlo one strong republic.

Anti-Race Track Gambling.

A new race track gambling bil¥ was
introduced in the House today and
given a first reading. It is intituled
An Act to Regulate Horse Racing
and is promoted by Capt. Tom Wal-
lace, oi Centre York. The bill secems
to strike a blow at professional betting
on the race track and to make horse
rucing a clean and manly sport, and
free from mueh at any rate of the
vice which now surrounds it. Capt,
Wallace explainell to the House that
the great evil was in the long race
meetings and he proposed to limit
the duration of a meeting to 15 days
with no more than two meetings on
one track during a eeason and anl
interval of at least 40 days. He said
that the trouble tdday was very large-
ly owing to the faet that race meet-
ings were extended to as long as 40
or 45 days. He considered that legis-
lation intended by the bill .would be
the best method of stopping the pro-
fessional betting.

The Ross Rifle.

Col. Worthington, referring to Ross
rifles asked: “In view of its defeots
and the faot that it is widely consid-
ered unsaie for use, does not the gov-
ernment. consider ‘that it would be a
sound policy to scrap the issue ancd
write i off the books entirely?”

Sir Frederick Borden replied that
the defects in the rifle were but slight
and had been remedied.

North Atlantic Trading Co. up Again

F. D. Monk, in moving for an order
of the house for a copy of the peti-
tions of rights and pleas offered in the
defence. in ‘the case of the North At-
lantic Trading ‘company vs. the King
inv the Exchequer court, introduced e
discussion on the question of operd-
tons of the North Atlantic Trading
company. He said that in the face
of the fact that. the contract with
this' company had expired and that
a final payment of over $36,000 had
been made to the company to take
action in the Exchequer wourt for an
amount exceeding $7,000 for damages
incurred through cancellation of éon.
tract. This, Mr. Monk regarded as be-
Ing sirange, more particularly in view
of, the faci thag Mr. Oliver fn an.
pouncing the intention of the govern-
ment to cancel the contract had said
the departmenty of justice ‘hadegdvised
that he had a perfect legal mght to
take action. Mr. Monk Jlaid seome
stréss on an act that neither Mr.
Smary or Mr. W. T. R. Preston, who
had been compelled  to divulge the
nmes of members of the organization
which had been paid over $400,000 by
the Canadian government.

He said that there had really been
two syndicates, one with headquant-
ers in Amsterdam and the other in-
corporated in the Isle of Jersey and
suggested the possibility of the gov-
ernment having paid the wrong syn-
dicate for such rendered. He thought
thiat “he progress of the case before
the exchequer court would be watch-
ed ‘with a considerablé degree of-. in-
terest by the people of Canada.

Cancelled the Contract,

Dealing with purely legal aspects of
the .matte¥; Mr, Aylesworth eaid that
the North Atlantic Trading Company
had mmade application’40’ the State
Departmént to be allowed to take the
matter of the cancelled contract up
and the secretary of gtate had referred
the application to the: Justice De-
partment. The claim advanced by
the company had no reference what-
ever to The payments already made,
btut was fér'damages caused by the
cancellation of the contract before the
date fixed for its expiry. It was a
question of law on. language and pro-
vision of a contraet as to which differ.
ent men might have 7different opin-
ions. _While it was quite true that
as Minlster of Justice he had ad
vised the Minister of the Interior that
he had a right to cancel fthe contract,
the lawyers representing the company
had taken a different view and under
the circumstances it was only fair that
there should be a reference to courts.
It would be gn intolerable condition
of affairs, Aylesworth said, if the de-
partment refuse to give the right to
litigate eimply because it was of *he
opinion that no claim’existed.

The depariment had filed a state-
ment in reply to the case presented
by the Company and Mr, Aylesworth
expressed the belief that the opinion
expressed by the Justice Department
as to the right of the Interior De-
partment to cancel the eontract would
be upheld bv the eourt.

Mr. Borden Fails to Ridicule.

R. L. Borden.said that the reasons
given for thé cancellation of the con-
tract were not borne out by answers
to questions which had been given n
the House. Oliver stated that the
contiract was cancelled because the
company was Dot sending to Canada
from certain countries as many immi-
grants ‘as it had stipulated to.

This was not borne out by {facts.
Mr. Borden combated the statement
made by Mr. Aylesworth that the con-
tract was an ordinary one. As a
matter of fact the seal had not been
attached to it until six months after
it had bBeen made. The readiness of
the Minister of Justice to grant a fiat,
he said, indicated a tenderness of re-
gard for the company which had-not
been evidenced in the case of the
othet companies and individuals with
a better right to .litigate claims
against the government, Hon. Mr.
Oliver thought that parliament could
spend its time better than debating
this matter. The gdvernment, u-
said, had no apologies to make for
its contract with the company. The
value had been received for the
money expended and the contract was
cancelled only when it was found
that the company was not supplying
as many of a certain class of immi.
grants as had been agreed upon.

Wants Canadian Attache.

E. N. Lewis proposed a resolution to
the ‘effect that it was advisable “that
an application be sent to the Imperial

ment of a Canadian attache at Wash-
ington. He gave as his reason that
séven-tenths of the British business at
the United States capital concerned
Canada. 4

The Premier remarked thdt - every-
body would agree with the sentiment
expressed that - relations -between
Great Britain and the United States
had pever been so friendly as at pre-
sent/ Nothing was heard in the
United States about British arrogance
or in Britain of .Yankee aggressive-
ness, but in .their places were feelings
of respeet and cordiality. for each
other. The war with 8pain had
shown that blood was thi¢ker than
water and since then the relations be-
tween the two countries had b=come
still more cordial. It was obvious
during that struggle that the whole
English-speaking race was friendly 1o
the American cause.

“Our relations with the United
States,” said Sir Wilirid, “have been
of late years on the whole very
friendly and the recent treaties hav:
removed all possible cause of con-
tention.

I am’'glad to say that the Britisn
Embassy s giving more attention fo
the affaire of Canada than ever be:
fore. - At'one time I would have been
strongiy “inclined to vote for thé re-
solution now proposd, bat in view of
the ‘conduct of the past two or thrp_e'
years, my views. have been much
modified,

Ambassador Bryce has {aken es-
pecial pains to give atténtion to
Canadian affairs.

A8 soon as he took office he came
to Ottawa and tried to damiliarize
himself with. Canadian questions. In
condueting  negotiations  affecting
Canada at Washington, he has taken
no steps without consulting Cana-
dian authorities, and if in the result
of the negotiations there is any. fauilt
to be found, the blame must bé
Canada’s.

Would Make No Improvement.

I doubt if the appointment of a
GCanadian -dttache at Washington
would improve  conditions, “though
the time may come when ‘it may
be ‘mecessary. But. so ' long as
the present satisfactory conditions
continde, I do met think that
such a step is necessary. While seme
good might arise ‘from our having a
representative to. advise  with - the
British . Ambassador. at . Washington,
still his presemee might also giverise
to complications. So long as our re-
lations with the British .Ambassador
at Weashington remains as they are,
perhaps it 'is better to leave well
enough alone, and T would suggest
that it would bz the part of wisdom
to withdsaw the resolution.”

Lewis complied with the suggestion
made by the Premier.

An Adequate Policy.

that the government’s naval policy
would be inadequate-to meet the situ
ation now “confronting the mother
country,” in view of German “aggres-
siveness.

“Canada ‘should show: fo the world
that she is prepared 10 vote ten mil-
in words but in deeds,”’ heigaid, ‘“‘and
aaat she is prepartd to vote ten mil-
lions or twenty millions of the people’s
money for immediate construction of
one’or twa super-dreadnoughts.”

He hoped that Canada “would join
with tho other oversea colonies in
imposidg . a tax against the products
of foreign- nations, a percentage of the
uroceeds to be devoted in' completing
a joint system of naval defence.

In the speéches of the Liberal speak.
ers, on the other hand, no indication
was, given<oi -any desire to, part from
the policy of the upbuilding of a Can-
sdian navy to co-operate with -the im-
perial fleé€t in the defence of the em-
pire as ldid down by the unanimous
vote' of parliament last session.

The budget debate was resumed by
Dr. 8proule, whe at the outset made
a statement ‘as to the maval defence
which, i3 is semi-officially stated, re.
