ST. JOHN'S MUNIGIPAL GOUNEIL

HE following Sections of the amended

Maunicipal Act, passed March 22nd,

Preparing for
the Passion Play.

Oberammergau Villagers
Nine¢ Years in Preparation
Great Speeticle.

It requires nine years of prepara-
tion .for the villagers of Oberammer-
gau to appear letter perfect in their
parts of the beautiful Passion Play
spectacle for it goes without saying
that it is not possible for them to sit
nine years on their carving stools and
suddenly, in the tenth year, appear
before a public consisting of several
thousands and plhy the difficult parts
of a Christus, a Prologus, a Caiaphas,
a Judus, a Daniel, a Mary or a Mag-
dalene. It is not only required that
the cast should be letter perfect, but
there must be a quiet and self-pos-
sessed performance—a certain dig-
nity—comporting to the sacredness of
the theme. The preparation is found
in practice plays during the years
preceding the tenth year of the vow.
And in the course of these practice
plays careful selection is made, with
the result that  actors
themselves worthy emulators of the
best traditions of the art.

The entire action of the Passion
Play is arranged in acts and a tab-
leaux beginning with a scene showing
the streets of Jerusalem and a pro-
cession entry of Jesus. The entire
snsemble of over four hundred per-
jons. forms a spectacle, the charm of
which is heightened by the rays of
the morning sun finding their way in-
to open air amphitheatre. The cur-
tain raises and shows the halls of the
Temple, full of Pharisees and mer-
chants, Jesus, moved with indigna-
tion. at the sight, drives them out.

The connection bétween the living
picture and the action would be diffi-
¢éult to understand jf the Prologus
did not explain. The spectacle of
“Tobia’s Farewell” and “The Manna,’
the pure bread of heaven, which Jesus
distribufed at the Last Supper, are¢
beautiful features of the early por-
tions of the programme as described
bv the Prologus in prose, and by the
¢horus, led by the Choragus, in the
impressive music and song scenes of
the opening acts, but the more beau-
titul dppear later in the action.

0ld Time Radical
Passes Away.

Goldwin Smith only survived the
most exalted of his pupils one month.
It will be remembered a few weeks
before his death King Edward sent a
message of sympathy to the Grange
at Toronto, where his old tutor,
Goldwin Smith, lay stricken sore
from an accident which led to his de-
mise on Tuesday. last. With the
death of Goldwin Smith, the last of
the old school of robust independent
thinkers and writers of the radical
school passes away. Born in 1823 at
Reading, England, jhe was_ educated
at Eton and Oxford. He gained much
eéminence as a classical and English
gcholar, and became a fellow of
Wniversity College and also of Oriel
College. He soon made his mark
in educational reform, and was se-
¢retary of two Royal Commisions of
Enquiry into the state of Oxford Uni-
versity, wwhere from 1858 to 1868, he
occupied the chair of the Regius Pro-
fessorship of Modern History. He
was a keen and attentive student of
eurrent affairs and the Emancipation
of American Slaves, found in him an
ardent champion. In furtherance of
Emancipation he wrote much, and in
1864 he visited the United States. He
was warmly welcomed in the North,
and Brown University confered on
lglm the degree of L. L. D. On his
réturn to England he wrote two
books one entitled “England and Am-
€rica,” and the other “The Cival War
in America.” In 1868 he again visit-
ed America and gave lectures on Eng-
;gnd Constltutional' History at Cornell
University. In 1871 he exchanged
this post for a non-resident profes-
gorship and took up his residence in
Toronto; where he passed the remain-
ing forty years of his life.

Here he took a prominent part in
- the discussion of public matters and
became the best known among jour-
nalists on the American continent.
He took a prominent part in educa-
. tional movements in Canada and be-

¢zme the President of the Provincial

Teachers = Association, Senator of

Toronto University and representa-
'~ tive of the Public School teachers on
- the Council of Public Instructions.
' Many of his views were peculiar, but

he maintained them with great ability.
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For .a long time he maintained that
the destiny of Canada was independ-
ence, but later he modified this into a
belief that Canada would eventually.
cast in her lot ‘with America.

Sudden Death at
the Penitentiary.

A prisoner died suddenly this morn-
ing at the Penitentiary. His name
was Albert Downs. Yesterday he
was sent down for drunkenness. Yes-
terday he appeared somewhat deliri-
ous, but theres seemed nothing the
matter with him to arouse the appre-
hension of the wardens. This morn-
ing he was in a bad condition and
about 8 o’clock he was séized with a
fit and collapsed. The prison sur-
geon Dr. Keegan, was sent for, but
before his arrival, the unfortunate
man expired.

Thirty-Two, Bodies
Taken From the
Earthquake Ruins

CALITRI, Italy, June 8.

The ruins of Calitri and adjoining
villages were inspected, _to-day by
King Victor Emmanuel and Queen
Helena. .Most of the houses in Cali-
tri have been destroyed and the peo-
‘ple who escaped from the effects of
the earthquake yesterday are camp-
ing in the fields. Thirty-two bodies
have, beén uncovered, while ten or
niore are still' thought to be under
the fallen walls. Two were taken
out in the presence of the King. One
séction of the town is almost com-
pletely buried, under the walls of a
feudal castle which toppled over by
the first heavy shock and came crash-
ing down the hill crushing the houses
below..

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The Fishery Question.

Light From History on the Dis-
pute--Important Letter From
W. G. Gosling, Esq.

' Editor Evening Telegram:

Dear Sir,—In my. book recently,
published, “Labrador, Its Discover)'.'
Txploration and Development,” I had
occasion to enquire closely into the
rise, decline and cessation of the ex-
tensive fishery once carried on upon
the coast of Labrador by United States
fishermen. As a result of my inves-
tigations, I became impressed with
several aspects of the American fish-
ery question which had not hereto-
fore, so far as I am aware, been point-
ed out. Further inquiries, more partic-
ularly into the history of American
fisheries in Newfoundland waters pro-
per, have confirmed the theories I had
formed. ‘What these theories are I
think it not amiss to make publie. Tt
is my intention to deal more particu-
larly with the Newfoundland and Lab-
rador part of the controversy than
with that of the Dominion of Canada.

Prior to the war with France, which
culminated in the conquest of Can-
ada, the adventurous New Englanders
had carried on a whale fishery in the
Gulf of St. Lawrence to.the mouth of
the Straits of Belle Isle; and as soon
ag peace was ‘declared, and the coast
of Labrador thus thrown open to their
operations, - they flocked thither  in
great numbers. Their vessels were
fitted both for whade and codfishing,

Palliser was a most ardent naval of-
ficer, and in his eyes the supply of
seamen for the fleet should be ‘the end
and aim of all British fisheries. He
at once set to work to change the
‘condition of affairs, and decided to
apply to the Labrador the principles

ducted in Newfoundland. These were,
broadly, to prevent the colonization
of the country, and to preserve
fisheries for the benefit solely of the
ship fishery from Great Britain,

land. This ship fishery was quite im-
portant at that period, being conduct-
ed principally from ' West Country
ports, but also from the Channel Is-
lands. The merchants who sent forth
this fleet of vessels were a powerful
body and used all their political in-
fluence to perpetuate the trade they
had so long enjoyed.

In 1766 Sir Hugh Palliser issued a
Proclamation for the regulation of the
fishery on the coast of Labrador, one
clause of which promised corporal
punishment to any one found fishing
on that coast who had not sailed from
a port in Great Britain that season.
The New Englanders were therefore
peremptorily ordered off the coast by
English cruisers, and no doubt con-
siderable hardship was inflicted upon
them. They at once sent a protest to
England, and received permission to
fish at Labrador “provided they ‘con-

But
while there was no fishery, there was
Numbers of New
England vessels went trading to New-
foundland every season, exchanging
flour, provisions, molasses, rum and
ships’ stores for the lower grades of
codfish, which they marketed in the
West Indies. This trade was looked
upon .with very jealous eyes by Eng-
lish merchants, but although many
complaints were made no restrnctions
were placed upon it. Larkins in his
report, 1702, says that American ves-
sels were traders only and that he
had known of but one fishing vessel.

In the years immediately preceding
the War of Independence, therefore,
the New  England colonists carried on
a large fishery upon the Grand Banks,
in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and on
the coast of Labrador, but at New-
foundland they had no fishing inter-
ests at all. The importance of this
fact will be observed later.

In 1775 Lord North passed an Act
through the English Parliament for-
bidding the rebellious colonies from
fishing on the Grand Banks, with the
expressed intention of starving them
into submission. Naturally one of the
first declarations of the Congress of
the United States was that at the ex-
niration of the war they should con-
tinue “to enjoy the common right to
fish on the Banks of Newfoundland
and other fishing banks and seas of
North America.”

When peace began-to be negotiated
(1779) . definite instructions were giv-
en to Mr,Adams ‘on this point.

“You are therefore not to consent
0 any treaty of commerce with Great
Britain without an explicit stipula-
tion, on her part, not to molest or dis-
turb the inhabitants;of the United
jtates of America in taking fish on
the Banks of Newfoundland and other
fisheries in the American seas:any-
where, except within the distance of
three leagues of the.shores of the ter-
ritories . remaining " to Great Britain
at the close of the Avar, {if a nearer
distance cannet be obtained by nego-
tiation. 'And in the negotiation you
are to exert your most strenuous en-
deavors to obtain a nearer distance in
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and par-
ticularly along the ‘shores of Nova
Scotia; as to which latter we are de-
sirous that even the shores may be
occasionally used for the purpose of
carrying on the fisheries by the in-
habitants of these states.”

No mention was made of Newfound-
land for two reasons:—

(1) Because the United States fish-
srmen had not "been accustomed to
ish there; and (2) because Great Bri-
tain had always particularly preserv-
>d it for their own ship .fishery.

The result is traceable.in the Treaty
of 1783, which was arrived at after
many long and heated debates when
2very -word was fought over. The
course of the negotiations need not
be traced minutely, but two incidents
are important. (1) Earl Shelburn de-
clared that on no account would U. S.
fishermen be permitted to land on
Newfoundland shores; and (2) in the
dispute as to the use of the words
“right” and “liberty,” Mr. Adams de-
clared, ‘“We have constantly been
fighting in Canada, Cape Breton and
Nova Scotia for the defence of this
fishery, and have expended, beyond
all proportion, more than you.” The
first instance shows that England
kept Newfoundland apart from the
other colonies during the discussion;
and the second sets forth the chief
argument used by the U. S. plenipo-
tentiaries to prove why they were en-
titled to a participation in the British
American fisheries; but it will be no-
ticed that they do not lay claim to
Newfoundland by reason of the mar-
tial assistance they had rerdered to
the Mother Country,

& In passing, let it be noted that while
the colonists did lend excellent help
in the wars with France for the pos-
session of North America, it cannot
be said that they won :them for Eng-
land any more than it can be said that
England won the New England col-
onies for them. J, R. Seeley, “Ex-
pansion of England,” pertinently says,
“We had ourselves enabled our col-
onies to do without us,.by. destrayins'
for their interest the power of France
ln Nonh Amerlca.” ‘

rights of fishing they would have en-

joyed as colonists, which i§ correct.

‘They secured rights of fishing on ‘the
coasts, that is the open coasts and
banks about Newfoundland, but were
not permitted to enter the bays, har-
bours, or creeks, or to dry fish on the
shores’ of that island, which rights
they had not emjoyed as colonists.
The term “such as British fishermen
shall use” has been very generally
misunderstood. Attempts havé been
made to prove from it that bays, har-
bours, and creeks, being used by Bri-
tish fishermen, were therefore open
to U. 8. fishermen. Such was not the
intention. It was used to indicate that
part of the Newfoundland coast re-
gserved solely for the British, in con-
tradistinction to that part on which

‘the French had concurrent rights, and

known as the French Shore. The rea-
gon is obvious. During the War of
Independence the United States had

made a treaty of alliance with France,

one particular clause of which was
that the U. S. undertook not to inter-
fere with the fisheries enjoyed by the
French in North America. Fishing
rights on the French Shore were
therefore of no value to them.
