territorial rights of Russians in Chi-
na; the ‘establishment of a Russian
consulate at Kobdo, Mongolia, on the
frontier between the possessions of
Russia and, the Chinese Province of
i, as defined in the Treaty.

A military demonstration by Russia
against China must be viewed as a
threat of punishment, rather than as
a forerunner of actual war, as the
military resources of the Chinese Gov-
ernment are decidedly limited. The
army organization is of mediaeval,
and the extensive plans. of military
we-organization are maturing slowly
At present China must rely on 100,000
Provincial troops, only part of whom
have been trained in Eurepean me-
thods.

The interest in the Russo-Chinese
situation depends chiefly an the atti-
tude of the Powers, and especially of
Russia’'s understanding with Japan.
The other Powers would appear to
have paved the way for any conceiv-
able measures against China.
