The Council is to be empowered to 
enter into an agreement with the 
Government of Newfoundland

(a) To use a strip of land west­
ward of Job’s Bridge;

(b) To take control of Crown Lands

Provision is also made for the ex­
propriation of any land or interest 
thereon, within or without the city, 
required for any public work or ser­
vice of the city, value to be settled by 
contract or arbitration.

The Governor in Council may ap­
point a “Commission on Town Plan­
ning” to study the lands and roads 
within the City limits and to the ex­
tent of one mile outside those limits, 
with a view to making recemmenda- 
tions as to improvements amd expan­
sion.

VtwEar Drums Served
To British Artillery, Says a Passenger 

, by S. S. Adriatic at New York.

New York, March 24.—A new device 
to protect the ear drums of artillery­
men during engagements on the west­
ern front has recently been distri­
buted to the British army, accord­
ing to Wm. Frey, of Boston, recently 
a member of a British artillery corps 
who arrived here to-day on the steam­
er Adriatic from Liverpool.

The device Mr. Frey added, fits into 
the ears and is so constructed that the 
shock resulting from the discharge 
of big guns is absorbed by tiie wire 
coils before it reaches the ear drums. 
Ordinary conversation, however, can 
be be easily carried on, the device in­
terrupting only heavy atmospheric 
shocks.

Mr. Frey said that lie had secured 
his discharge from the British army 
on learing that the United States was 
likely to become involved in the Mexi­
can troubles.

Song the science of aviating with 

the voice. It has existed for many 
thousands of years and has gradually 
been perfected until expert songsters 
and songstresses now receive as much 
for one five-minute flight as the pilot 
ol' a racing monoplane.

Song is our most popular creation, 
and owing to the absence of laws 
regulating the pastime, everyone in­
dulges in "■it on the slightest provoca­
tion. Tq sing well requires a long 
and painful education, during which 
the aspirant loses many friends. But 
when he has acquired a smooth, easy 
running voice, which climbs high and 
banks well on the turns, he becomes 
very popular and has to sing every 
day at weddings, funerals and charit­
able entertainments, receiving vast 
quantities of gratitude and occasion­
ally a good meal.

However, it is not necessary to 
practise in order to sing. Many men 
sing happily without any practice at 
all, though the happiness is generally 
personal. In such cases the voice 
should first be soaked carefully in a 
good lubricant. A dozen schooners 
lull will put it in condition to attack 
the most difficult feats without hesi­
tation. If all the listeners are well 
soaked, too, the result will not be 
dangerous. When a man has soaked 
his voice for several hours he will 
sing like a bird or an automobile 
transmission on the street at midnight 
provided he can persuade a few 
friends to lean up against him and 
form a quartette. To quartette is a 
most delightful pastime. When from 
three to seven men are quartetting 
with the assistance of a lamp post, 
and are singing passionately together, 
blending perfectly on a difficult chord 
every few minutes, they are too happy 
to do any harm and should not be in­
terfered with. Moreover, after listen­
ing to them for a while, it is much 
easier to appreciate good bagpipe 
music. (.

Song loosens up the disposition, 
softens the heart and removes the bile 
from the temper. If it is good song, 
it causes the mind to soar and fills 
the listener full of great thoughts. 
Songs have made armies fight more 
valiantly and have also made small 
men who go to bed early arise brave­
ly and attack larger men with unut­
terable ferocity.

The world is happier for song, and 
the worse the song the more happi­
ness it produces. In music ignorance 
is peculiarly blissful and the edu­
cated and sensitive critics who bleed 
internally when they move through 
the musical masses without ear muffs 
are the most unfortunate of men.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
NEW YORK. To-day.

An attempt by the Germans to press 
further south against the French in the 
region of Douaumont, northeast of 
Verdun, met with repulse and con­
siderable losses. In the same sector 
north of Caillette Wood, the French 
have continued their progress in driv­
ing back the Germans. The Germans 
made an attack south of Douaumont 
launched against the French first line 
of defences, but the French raked the 
advancing Teutons with their curtain 
of lire, machine guns and infantry fire, 
forcing them to retreat in disorder 
northwest toward Chaffer Wood.

Elsewhere 
along the Western front there have 
only been reciprocal bombardments 
and some mining activities on a line 
held by the British. On the Russian 
front artillery activity of Russians in 
the lake region, ■ southwest of Dvinsk 
increased, but in general no important 
changes in Positions qf Russians and 
Germans have taken place. The new 
Russian War Minister, General CIiou- 
vaieff, announces that all his efforts’ 
wiit.fae -directed towards providing the 
Russian army with sufficient equip­
ment to win the war.

At the House.
TUESDAY, April 4tli, 1916.

Mr. Lloyd presented petitions ask­
ing that the railway extension work, 
originally intended, be carried on in 
the south side of Trinity Bay; also 
asking for the improvement of the 
Labrador mail service.

Petitions were also presented by 
Mr. Stone, Mr. Picott, Mr. Currie and 
Mr. Abbott on various public matters.

The House then went into Commit­
tee to consider certain Resolutions 
relating to the Weights and Measures 
Act. The Resolutions provide that 
cattle feeds and poultry feeds shall 
be sold by weight with the net weight 
on each sack, the ' nett standard 
weight to be 100 lbs, Hay and straw 
is also to be sold by weight and 2,000 
lbs. to mean a ton instead of 2,240. 
On barrels of pork, beef and jowls the 
nett weight is to be stamped on each 
package. The Imperial gallon is to 
be used in measuring paints, oils, 
varnishes and turpentine and to use 
the term “gallon” as heretofore in the 
sale of any such articles shall be à 
violation of the Act. " Hardware is,; 
also to be sold by weight with the 
term hundred weight to mean 100 lbs. 
Regarding pit prop measurement, a 
cord js to. be equal to 128 cubic feet, 
without deduction of air spaces be­
tween the logs. The fees for weigh­
ing scales are higher than those al­
ready in force. Coal and salt is to 
be sold by measure or weight. Pro­
vision is also made fro the gauging 
ot, oils. The provisions of the Act 
requiring the nett weight to be stamp 
ed on packages do not come into effect 
until January 1st, 1917.

Several members spoke on the Re­
solutions and many amendments sub­
mitted, probably the most important 
was that of Mr. Coaker who urged 
that two public coal scales, one in the 
East and another in the West End of 
St. John’s be established for the pro­
tection of the buyer and consumer, 
as at present all the weighing of coal 
is done by those who own the coal 
and there is uo check kept on them. 
He emphasized the necessity of hav­
ing erected the two scales asked for 
as the matter was in the public inter­
est.

The Colonial Secretary was heartily 
in accord with what the previous, 
speaker had said, but thought it was 
a matter for the City Government to 
deal with.

In that event Mr. Coaker said the 
Government would have a chance to 
make provision for the scales when 
the City Charter reached the House.

The Resolutions gave effect to a 
Bill which was read a first time and 
to be fully discussed in Committee 
later.

Mr. Coaker asked the Rt. Hon. the 
Premier if Hon. D. Morison has any 
claim against the Colony on account 
fees for the Hague Arbitration; if so, 
for what amount, and if paid.

Tlte Premier replied that an appli­
cation had been made for compensa­
tion and Mr. Morison was advised to 
make his claim through the Supreme 
Court.

Tlte Leader of tlte Opposition (Mr. 
Lloyd) asked for a statement of ex­
penditures made under General Con­
tingencies for the twelve months end­
ing March 31st, 1916.

A statement was tabled by the 
Finance Minister.

Mr. (Tift (1) asked the Colonial 
Secretary what steps had been taken 
to carry out tile suggestion of the 
Auditor General relative to the ap­
pointment of Directors on the Board 
of Companies, on the capital of which 
the Government guarantees payment 
of interest and was informed that 
there was nothing yet done in the 
matter; (2) he asked the Finance Min­
ister for a statement of all loans, if 
any, obtained from the Bank of Mon­
treal. or any other Bank, from June 
30th, 1915, to date and a statement of 
one loan for $500,000, which was got, 
was submitted; (3) Mr. Clift asked the 
Premier for a detailed statement of 
ail expenditures made under the head 
of Encouragement of Agriculture 
from 30th June, 1915, to April 1st, 
1916. The Premier gave his stereo­
typed reply “being prepared.”

Mr. Stone again jogged the memory 
of the Minister of Public Works for 
answers to questions he had asked at 
the early part of the session in re­
lation to large expenditures of the 
public monies.

The House went into Committee on 
Supply and the vote for Agriculture 
was again taken up.

Mr. Lloyd moved that the vote be 
deferred, pointing out that Mr. Clift 
had asked for a statement of the ex­
penditure of $20,000, on Agriculture 
last year and stated that it was not 
desirable to pass the vote until that 
information was tabled. The Leader 
of the Opposition also urged that the 
vote for the Postal Telegraph De­
partment be not proceeded with until 
some definite information in refer­
ence to the trouble which has occur­
red in that department be given to the 
House. He drew attention to a state­
ment promised to be given by the Col­
onial Secretary regarding more re­
cent trouble. He asked that a re­
port of the enquiry be tabled before 
the House closed, as the charges were 
grave and ought not be left over until 
next year.

Tlte Colonial Secretary said it was 
owing to thsr illness of the Commis­
sioner that the enquiry was not fur­
nished, but intimated that the Execu­
tive would sit on the matter in a day 
or' two with a view to getting the facts 
of the misconduct at the Telegraph 
Department brought before the House.

Mr. Coaker emphasized the import­
ance of having the report. of the 
Postal Telegraph Enquiry before the- 
House closed. Matters had been so 
bad there that it was due the House 
and due the country to have the infor- 
matioii tabled. Allegations as to the 
Postal scandals were made twelve 
months ago and the matjær should not, 
under any circumstances, be kept a 
secret for another year. He advised 
the Government to lay some sort of 
a report before the House, if not he 
would bring in his- information and 
let the country know what he knew of 
the alleged public scandal?. |

The House then went into Commit­
tee on the Tuberculosis vote. The . 
report of Dr. Rendeli was dealt with 
and Mr. Coaker, the Prime Minister. 
Mr. Piccott and Mr. Bennett express­
ed their views briefly thereon.

000 expended for the cure of consump­
tives and urged that some of that 
money should go for old age pen­
sions.
