At
a certain aerodrome His Majesty in-
spected an American section and con-
gratulated them upon their smart ap-
pearance. He announced amidst ap-
plause that he would bestow the Vie-
toria Cross on McCrudden. On Satur-
day the King talked with the motor
bus drivers, some of whom hepled to
frusirate the enemy’s attempts to re-
capture Vimy Ridge, with seven pick-
ed divisions including the Prussian
Guards. The King then visited a
resting Battalion and heard the valor-
ous tale of how they held up a tre-
mendous onslaught for three hours,
until the German Commander sent
back a message which fell into our
hands, that he was unable to make
any headway owing to strong resist-
ance, Throughout the tour the King
had words of sincere admiration and
encouragement and gave the men the
latest news. Resting men told the
King their greatest need was sleep.
Finally the King inspected a Company
of Royal Engineers who did splendid
work in the opening days of the of-
fensive. His, Majesty’s visit will long
leave bright and pleasing memories in
the minds of numbers of war
soldiers.

ENEMY QUIESCENT YESTERDAY.

LONDON, To-Day.

The Germans wefre quiescent north
of the Somme to-day, the attacks not
being renewed against the British
front, Field Marghal Haig reports
this evening. There was considerable
fighting, however, south of the Somme.
Text of staterhent reads: North of
the Somme the enemy did not renew
his attacks to-day, but some heavy
hostile shelling, however, has taken
place on different parts of the front.

The American army in France is to
fight shoulder to shoulder with Brit-
ish and French troops who are now
engaged in the great struggle with the
Germans in Piccardy. Pershing’s en-
tire force has been put into the hands
of General Foch, who is to use the
men wherever he needs them. One
hundred thousand Americans, inten-
sively trained and fully accountred,
are available for immediate use in
aiding to stem the tide of the German
hordes, and large numbers of them
on railway trains, and in motor trucks,
and even afoot, already are on their
way to the battle front, eager to do
their part in defeating the invaders.
Miserable weather which has broken
over the country is proving a deter-
rent to the Germans in their push for-
ward. From all directions towards
the battle zone, from the regions of
the Somme and southward to where
the battle line turns eastward, furi-
ous fighting has been continuing on
many sectors, but everywhere the en-
emy has been held, and even pushed
back at some points, and nowhere has
been able, ‘although he continued to
fling great masses of men into the
fray, to gain ground, except an in-
finitesimal tract’ from the French.

blanket of blubber or fat which is
“tried out” for its oil. This muscular
fiber is not solid, but contains a suf-
ficient amount of fat to make it a well
balanced meat ration and this intra-
muscular fat is of a fine white flaky
texture, without. any of the oiliness
which distinguishes the blubber.

So far, comparatively little whale
meat has found its way eastward,
although it has appeared from time to
time in same New York hotels, where
it has been more of a curiosity than a
regular staple diet. In cans, however,
it is making its way from the coast
east, and as it cans readily and keeps
as well as or better than beef, it seems
destined to play a not unimportant if
minor part in the world’s menu.

The supply is*on the increase. The
shore whaleries of the Pacific Coast
were not prepared to realize on the
meat as meat when the demand was
made upon them. After trying out
the blubber fer oil, the rest of the
carcass was turned into fertilizer at
perhaps two cents a pound. Whale
meat at ten cents a pound represented
so tempting a buy to the housekeper
and so unexpected a profit to the
whale killer, that the demand has been
met as fast as the necessary plants
could be erected. The price has been
as high as 221 cents a pound in San
Francisco which, though perhaps high,
is cheaper than beef, particularly when
it is considered that there is little if
any waste in whale meat. When a
whale is towed to shore, now, the
blubber is removed to get at the meat,
and that is “harvested” first, either for
direct shipment to market, or for put-
ting into the recently erected cold
storage plants, or for the cannmery.

It seems not unlikely that the meat,
hitherto a by-product, will shortly be-
come the principal yield of the whal-
ing industry with blubber and oil the
by-product, although the skin and
parts of the viscera are showing as-
tonishing possibilities, of which more
in a moment. A forty or fifty-ton
whale will yield from ten to fifteen
tons of meat and from six to eight
tons is an average yield from the
average whale,  Inasmuch as the meat
is all together and not scattered
among many carcasses, as with beef,
and as the killing takes place in the
ocean, and there are no expenses of
slaughter houses, railroad transporta-
tion and similar factors ine ordinary
packing, the price of whale meat
should always remain considerably
below that of good beef.

By no means all the meat of one
whale is of one grade, nor are all
whales similar in the yield of meat as
to tenderness.’ The matter is as yet too
new to have arrived at any very ac-
curate knowledge of the mosf tender
cuts of whale, or of the best kind of
whale from which to get a steak or
roast. Incidentally, if there is no
known means of feeding whale stock
to produce “fancy beef” mnefther is
there any expense on “pasturing”
whales which will probably continue
to feed themselves and -be available as

food as long as the supply lasts.

Undoubtedly this time is limited—
perhaps not by agy definife number of
years, but as unquestioned by author-
ity as 'the (all but) extinction of the
buffalo and the practical extinction
of the right whale and bow-whale to-
day. Should international laws be
enacted looking to the conservation
of this economic asset, the threatened
extinction may be averted, but whe-
ther or not the pressing political
questions growing out of the great
conflict will leave time. for whale fish-
ing regulatory laws seems problem-
atical.

However, the whale will supply
good food in rapidly increasing quan-
tities while he lasts. Perhaps almost
equally important is the fact that the
whale’s gkin, his stomach and his in-
testines have developed an entirely
new source of a high grade of leather.

Before the shortage of leather made
any possible source a matter of seri-
ous import, whale skin was considered
too oily to tan. Now, it has been dis-
covered that by putting the skin
through a wringer and squeezing out
the free oil, the skin can be tanned to
a thick, tough leather of fine grain and
with the peculiar quality of stretching
sidewise but not Ilengthwise. The
skin of a whale, which frequently
shows folds on the belly, is loose in a
lateral direction either to accommo-
date his body to -variations of press-
ure or to expand as he swells with a
hearty meal. This quality remains in
the finished leather. Whethey it will
be an asset or not depends on the uses
to which whale leather is put.

There seems to be no doubt that the
yield of 3,000 square feet of good lea-
ther will add considerably to a whale’s
value, however, and this is without
taking into account the fact that his
intestines yield 300 square feet of a
fine white leather closely approaching
kid in texture, and of a toughness
much greater than kid. The stomach
yields a similar leather of even great-
er toughness—so strong that a strong
man cannot tear it by trying to pull it
apart, whereas a kid skin is easily
torn by the same exertion. .

Altogether, it seems that the whale
has been a somewhat neglected source
of human wealth and comfort, and
that the animal which has’ previously
done little but supply oil, fertilizer,
and romance for writers of sea stor-
ies, has been, all along, a source of
food and leather, the value of which
far transcends its other wealth.

Ventilate the
Poultry House.

January, February and March are
the months that demand efficient
poultry-house ventilation if the stock
is to be healthy and if egg production
is to be kept at a maximum, accord-
ing to the poultry authorities at the
New York State College of Agricul-
ture,

Proof of Iinsufficient ventilation
‘usually is found in damp or frosted
walls, damp litter, close or impure air,
and-the presence of colds in the flock,
with consequent low winter egg pro-
duction. The/ body of the hen con-
stantly gives off moisture, and this ac-
cumulates unless there is enough
movement of the air to carry it away.
Dampness fosters_colds, and when a
cold is contracted, the body is too
weak to resist the attack of a contag-
ious diseases such as croup.

The house should at no time be
tightly closed. The exercise of judg-
ment, and a few trials, will show how
much to leave the windows open at
night. Windows should be removable
so that they can be taken out during
the day, it it is not storming. The
birds will not suffer from the cold if
they are not in a draft, if they are
kept working, and if they are not over-
fed. :
Plenty of-air may best be had by
tilting windows at the top, as this
will not let in the rain nor drafts di-
rectly on the floor.. There should be
a wide board at each edge of the win-
dow, to keep the rain out; a strip of
wood, sash-plug, or nail on this strip
will hold the window at any desired
angle.. Both upper and lower sash,
where there are two, should be ar-
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ranged in this way to ;et the best cir-
ciilation. In a pen ten feet square
three or four standard sashes should
be sb tilted. Where cloth curtains are
provided for, a good grade of cheese-
cloth should be kept clean by frequent
brushing.
