On Oct 15, 1899, the inhabitants were 
warned by the sirens of the mines, 
that the Boers were about to attack, 
so the garrison lay ready in their en­
trenchments, but the enemy contented 
themselves with driving off cattle and 
investing the town. The garrison was 
commanded by Colonel Kekewlch, 
who had about 4,000 men under him, 
of whom only 700 were regulars, the 
remainder being miners, workmen 
and other civilians.

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Revising the Tariff.
At every general election since 

Responsible Government was 
granted Newfoundland, one of 
the strongest planks in the plat­
form of each political party was 
“Tariff Revision,” and so set was 
it in luridity of language that 
the phrase fairly shrieked at the 
voters from every hustings 
whereon candidates s'tood. Nor 
did Tariff Revision fail to play 
its part in the last general elec­
tion. It was there in the same 
old familiar garb, and did yeo­
man service too. After over two 
years in power of the party 
Which promised this one of its 
first acts—we all know how they 
have raised duties beyond pow­
er of payment—it is now an­
nounced that a Committee on 
Tariff Revision is to be appoint­
ed and get to work immediate­
ly. So far the personnel of this 
revising board is not known, but 
let it be hoped that the Govern­
ment will appoint men who know 
all about the job they have to 
undertake, all about conditions 
generally, and be absolutely im­
partial in their judgment and de­
terminings.

It will be surprising to many 
to learn that there has been no 
general revision of the Tariff 
since 1898. In that year Mr. A. 
B. Marine, then acting Minister 
of Customs, completed an en­
tirely different tariff from that 
formerly in use, basing it on the 
Canadian Tariff in form and As­
sembly of Heads and items. It 
was à tariff of confusion. There 
was no index and though the 
various departments were sup­
posed to be arranged alphabet­
ically, the sequence or regular­
ity was not maintained, with the 
result, to give but one illustra­
tion out of many that could be 
quoted, if an importer wanted to 
find the rate of duty on Tarred 
Paper, he had to look for it un­
der the head of Stationery. Any 
reader who is not convinced of 
the ridiculousness of this, can 
easily verify the statement by 
turning up the regular tariff of 
the current year, and he will 
find it just as has been alleged, 
for notwithstanding successive 
changes of Government, with all 
the opportunities they have had, 
no change whatever was made 
in the printed form of the tariff 
of 1898. Perhaps successive 
Ministers of Customs consider­
ed it quite good enough, or may­
be they could not improve upon 
it, or again they might have 
thought that it would be good 
mental exercise for the Sub- 
Collectors in the outports to en­
gage in a game of “Chase the 
item” through a tortuous chaos 
of arrangement, or disarrange­
ment, to be more precise. Be that 
as it may, with certain tinker- 
ings and changes in rates, about 
wh'ch we shall have more to say 
later on, the old 1898 tariff has 
stood the strain of twenty four 
years and will probably have 
achieved its quarter century 
mark ere it is buried with all 
tokens of honour and respect.

S.U.F. CLUB OPENS C1HFAI6N.

A most enjoyable two hours was 
spent in the Hall of the Society Unit­
ed Fishermen on Tuesday erreetag 
last when some three hundred peo­
ple assembled to hear Padre Nangie’s 
lecture In aid of the War Memorial. 
The Executive of the S.U.F. Club Is 
responsible for the promotion of the 
function, to which His Excellency the 
Governor extended his distinguished 
patronage, but regretted his inability 
to be present The Chair was taken at 
8.30 by the Deputy Grand Master, C.
T. James, who briefly explained the 
object and purpose of the gathering, 
complimenting the S.U.F. Club on the 
honor which had fallen to its mem­
bers in inaugurating the new drive in 
aid of the proposed War Memorial. 
Following several musical and vocal 
selections, the Chairman introduced 
the lecturer, who at the outset, refer­
red to the spirit manifested by the S.
U. F. as being the same which animat­
ed our boys during the war when 
neither class nor creed mattered. He 
then quoted Kipling as follows:—

“Not as leaders from earth to Heaven
Not as witness to a>7 creed.
But simple servis-e, simply given _ I 
To his own kind in the common need.”

He referred to the great send-off 
our boys were given and to the pro­
mises made to them. In touching 
words he portrayed what our soldiers 
suffered, quoting incidents which came 
under his notice during his service as 
chaplain. He also referred to their 
treatment when they returned unfit 
for civil life. In glowing terms he paid 
an especial tribute to the members of 
the Royal Naval Reserve whose deeds 
were so well known and whose valour 
would be spoken of for ages to come. 
With regard to those who had not re­
turned nothing had been done to pre­
serve their memory and he emphasis- - 
ed the need of a Memorial which j 
would express the feelings of the com­
munity as a whole. At the conclusion , 
of Father Nangle’s very convincing 
address, the Club ushers took up a 
collection using German Helmets for 
contribution boxes. A handsome sum 
was realised and presented the Padre. 
A vote of thanks, moved by Mr. S. G.

NEW METHOD OF FINANCING.
The Cltisen’d Committee on unem­

ployment held a largely attended 
meeting ea Tuesday evening. Matters 
in connection with the snow shovel­
ling and other work which has been 
provided was discussed. General Su­
perintendent J. Davey reported that 
950 men were now on relief work In 
the city. He desired that efforts he 
made to secure closer supervision on 
the part of the various inspectors. Mr. 
Purcell, one of the Unemployed Com­
mittee. on behalf of that body stated 
that they should have representation 
on the Citizens Committee. This was 
not thought desirable, but it was 
agreed that for the purpose of helping 
matters along provision for consulta­
tions would be arranged. The delegate 
also intimated that a number of men 
were given relief work who find em­
ployment ’longshore. A list of these 
had been given Major Butler at the 
Employment Bureau, and they were 
not given further work, nor were 
their places filled by others. Quite a 
discussion followed and it Is reported 
that the delegate made it known that 
each man on relief work paid 20 cents 
to the Unemployed Committee. With 
the present number on relief work the 
toll would amount to nearly $200 per 
week and it is obvious that the Com­
mittee are anxious to have as many 
at work as possible.

Warning to Public.

INTERFERENCE WITH THE
POLICE WILL NOT BE SHOCKED.

“In future, the police, acting on my 
orders, will drop their prisoners and 
arrest any of the public who inter­
fere with them In the execution of their 
duty,” said Inspector General Hutch­
ings In the Police Court to-day. The 
occasion was the conclusion of the 
trial of two men, charged with inter- 

, fering with the arrest of two drunks 
: on Saturday night last The case had 

been postponed from Tuesday. Mr. 
Fox, for the defendants, called wit­
nesses to prove that In reality, accus­
ed had helped the police. In his sum­
ming up, he declared that the only 
thing they were guilty of was officious­
ness. Inspector General Hutchings 
said there was too much of this kind 
of officiousness. He then made the 
statement quoted above.
