LoNpoN, Jan. 8.—The commanding
officers of the different regiments of vol-
unteers have been overwhelmed with
letters from the men under their com-
mand expressing a desire to be enrolled
for active service. At the war effice'this
afternoon it is stated that troops return-
ing from India or bound for that part of
the British Empire had been ordered to
call at Cape Town before the crisis occur-
red.

Amoug the volunteers and
militia there is a strong feeling in favor
of active service. On all sides the
greatest enthusiasm is displayed. It
gseems to be considered here that Great
Britain has endared all she can in the
way of studied opposition upon the part
of Germanv, even if_the latter is backed
by France and Russia. which is not con-
sidered by any means certalin.

Despatches  from Berlin announce
that Emperor William had an'important
conference with Dr. Kaiser, chief of the
German colonial office, this morning.
Further despatches have been exchanged
between Berlin and Pretoria. The Ger-
man Emperor, it appears, had planned
to land a force of *Germans  at
Delagoa Bay, in order to assist
the Boers against the British, and
only d-gisted from so doing when
he iearned of Dr. Jameson’s defeat and
capture. This, it is claimed, is proof
that his message to President Kruger
congratulating him upondis victory over
the British, and that His Majesty’s re-
peated announcement to Dr. W. L.
Leyds, secretary of state of thé Trans-
vaal, that Germany retused to recognize
Britain’s suzerainty over the Transvaal,
were well weighed over and were the re-

Her little misunderstand-
ing with King - Prempeh of Ash-
anti, together wigh Italy’s warfare
against Abyssinia, are believed to have
been the irritating features which finally
induced His Majesty to show his hand.

To make matters worse it is now re-
ported that the Transvaal republic will
demand an indemnity of £500,000 from
Great Britain as one of the results of
Dr. Jameson’s invasion of the little
Dutch republic.

BOWELLS NEW CABINET

Some of the Best Men in Parliament
Ready to Take the Plaees of
the Deserters.

The Premier Would Resign at Once
But for Objection by the
Governor-General.

Pathetic Statement to the Senate of
the Disloyalty of His Late
Colleagues,

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

Orrawa, Jan. 9.—Premier Bowell ex-
pects to present a reconstructed minis-
try to parliament on Tuesday next, to
which date both houses adjourned after
the explanations offered to-day. The
galleries were again densely crowded
when the proceedings commenced.

In the House of Commons Sir Adolphe
Caron made this announcement: ‘“‘After
several interviews between the Premier
and the Governor-General, the former
waited upon His Excellency yesterday.
for the purpose of tendering his resigna-
tion. His Excellency, however, inti-
mated that he was not at that moment
willing to receive it, the chief reason for
this attitude on the part of His Excel-
lency being that the speech from the
throne, although presented to parlia-
ment, has not yet been considered, nor
has an expression of opinion been given
by E{arliament upon it. It is regarded
by His Excellency as unfitting that the
Premier, as the head of the admin-
istration responsible for that speech,
should not have a full oppor-
tunity of reviewing the situation
and testing the feeling of parliament
thereon. Under these circumstances
the Premier deems it his duty to en-
deavor, so far as.in him lies, to re-
organize the government.”’

A long discussion followed, the oppo-
sition urging that the house meet from

THE MONROE DOCTRINE,

British Journals Said to Be Veering
Towards the American Side of
the Controversy.

The London ‘¢ Chronicle’ Favors
the Submission to Arbitration of
the Issues Involved.

International Law to Govern the
American Continent in Process
of Formation.

Eoxpon, Jan 9.—The ¢risis in the re-
lations of Great Britain and Germany
growing out of affairs in the Transvaal
has during the past few days over-
ghado’wed the Venezuelan controversy,
as it has, in fact, all topics, but by no
means killed interest in the latter com-
plicdtion. All the papers continue to
print every bit of news obtainable with
reference to Venezuela, and the Times
yesterday published four cclumns of
matter explanatory of the Monroe doc-
tring. The theme, moreover, is a fruit-
ful 'gne for discussion by speakers of all

classes, at social functions ana political
gatherings. As has been indicated from
time to time, there has been a gradual
but certain change in the trend

pof public opinion here on the whole

subject. The leading newsplpers not
only no longer denounce President
Cleveland and the Monroe doctrine, but
state, without reserve, their belief that
the dispute between Great Britain and
Venezuela is one which should be sub-
mitted to impartial arbitration. The
message itself of President Cleveland, it
is claimed, might have been worded in
more diplomatic language, but his pro-
vocation, in view of Lord Salisbury’s
positiye refusal to submit the question
to’ arbitration and the attacks of the
British Prime Minister on the principle
of the Monroe doctrine, is admitted to
have been considerable.

Undoubtedly the despatches of Mr.
Henry Norman, the special commis-
sioner of the Chronicle, have tended in
great measure to the changed sentiment,
as'the results of his researches are cal-
culated to cause even the most ardent
supporter of the British side of the con-
tention to entertain grave doubts as to
the justice of Lord Salisbury’s position.
It was but natural that the first reading
of President Cleveland’s now famous

. faouid nawv

States - proposed herself to interfere
in a controversy between Great Britain
and another country, and to appoint a
commission to investigate the former’s
claims and determine as to their validity
and then to adopt forcible measures, if
necessary, to make Great Britain sub-
mit to whatever "decision should be
arrived at, was a little too much for the
average Englishman. But now the
question is being viewed in a different
light, and English opinion, up to date,
may be considered as very accurately
reflected in the following editorial in the
Chronicle.

The Chronicle says: ¢‘The vital and
absorbing feature of the controversy is
that America desires arbitration and we
cannot refuse the request. It is slowly,
we hope surely, entering the minds of
our statesmen that in order to do justice
to the American point of view the hair-
splittings of ingenious lawyers and aca-
demic essayists help very little. We
have to take into account a deep rooted
pational sentiment, which has a way of
getting itself recognized in policy and in
action without sanction of theoretical
rules.

“Lord Salisbury may urge that the
American doctrine is not incorporated
1n the code of international law. The
American answer is: What we call in-
ternational law is merely the customs
observed by European states in theirre-
lations with each other, which have been
determined by the dominant powers.

“ England has been foremost as the
maker of international laws. It requires
no exceptional gift of perception to see
that the United States aspires .to the
same leading role in politics on the Am-
erican continent. England filled Europe
with glory and was herself a benefit to
mankind in the period of the Napoleon-
ic ware. The international law which
is to govern the American continent
isin grmess of formation, and we can-
not shut our eyes to the fact that on that
continent it will not fail to exercise that
paramount influence which is incidental
to the position.”

The same sentiments, practically, were
expressed by Sir Edward Clarke, speak-’
ing a$ Plymouth on Monday evening,
when he said: ‘- We must not be too im-
patient or angry with the Monroe doc-
trine. If we refused to arbitrate except
ountside the Schomburg line, we should
have war with the U,S., and a war in
which we would not be right.”

That Lord Salishury is conscious. of a
certain weakness in his case would seem
to be indicated by the promptness with
which denials have been officially made
of gll the reported movements of British
troops or warships towards Venezuela.
The suggestion of the Chronicle’s com-
missioner, Mr. Henry Norman, as to the
manner in which the dispute might
best be settled with honor to all con-
cerned, meets with much approval here,
and it is not thought unlikely that some
such step may he taken by Her
Majesty’s government, in conjunction
with the government of the U.S.

Mr. Norman’s suggestion is that Great
Britain appoint five commissioners to
confer with the commissioners recently
named by President Cleveland, and
these ten men constitute the board of
arhitration to virtually decide the loca-
tion of the disputed boundary line. Mr.
Norman proposes that the commission-
ers shall confer jointly and afterwards

report separately, ome to the United
States and the other to the Brit-
ish government. Neither government

would in that case be specially
bound to recognize the suggestions of
the commissioners, while both would be
morally bound to abide by their deci-
cions should the several members of the
commission themselves mutually arrive
atan agreement. This is what Mr. Nor-
man calls a ‘“ heroic way’’ of settling
the difficulty, and be considers it neces-
sary, because, as he says, ‘‘the U. S.
government considers itself in honor
bound to insist upon a certain course,
which the British government considers
itself in honor bound to refuse to adopt.”

 In this same despatch Mr. Norman
further says: ‘ Every day spent here
(at Washington) has convinced me more
strongly that it is impossible to exagger-
ate the seriousness of such an inter-
national situation. I once more repeat
my solemn conviction that the over-
whelming “majority of the American
pecple will s rt their government in.

No Danger of an Immediate War
Though the Kaiser Wants
a Chance.

Colonjal Secretary Chamberlain’s
Astnteness—Wilhelm’s Plan of
Invasion Prepared.

NeEw Yorg, Jan. 10.—A dispatch te
the World from London says: No in-
fluential person in England believes
there is any danger of war with Ger-
many in the near future. Awuthentic ad-

There seems, however, no probability
of any immediate rupture, because the
English government, much against its
will, has been forced by circumstances
to take action in South Africa which re-

moves every shadow of opportunity for

complaint by Germany or any other na-
tion. Other circumstances may arise
next month or next year which, will give
the Kaiser his coveted chance, if in the
meantime his present physical ailment
or mental spleen is not changed for the
better. But there is no apparent pros-
pect of those circumstances just now.

Colonial Secretary Chamberlain has
played his cards admirably, and. Presi-
dent Kruger, of the Transvaal, has
rather played into Mr. Chamberlain’s
hands. The Queen’s message to Kruger
to-day is thefinal trump card.

There has been no mincing of words
by the Fory and Liberal press alike in
regard to the entire readiness of Great
Britain to enter upon a conflict- when-
ever William gives the word. Within
forty-eight hours afterward it is certain
that his Baltic sea fleet would be bottled
up there by an overwhelming British
naval force at the mouth of the Elbe and
at the entrance of the Cattegat.

Sir Hercules Robinson
in a despatch adds: ‘‘ You may there-
fore be satisfied the crisis is over and
all danger ended.” -

The despatch received by Mr, Cham-
berlain is regarded as practically set-
tling the crisis in the Transvaal as far as
the Boers are concerned and s also
looked upon as disposing of the report
that Dr, Jameson had been sentenced to
be shot, which was current at Capetown
recently. The most bittef contempt is
felt at Capetown, says a despatch dated
January b, for the .Uitlanders, who are
branded as cowards for abandoning Dr.
Jameson, and the hope was then ex-
pressed that President Kruger would re-
ject their demands. ;

A third dispatch from Governor Rob-
inson to Mr. Chamberlain, dated Pre-
toria, January 7, communicates a mes-
sage from the Imperial agent at Rho-
desia. Itsays: ‘““I had been "absent
from Bechuanaland nearly a fortnight
prior to Dr. Jameson’s move. I arrived
at Mafeking on Sunday, December 29,
and heard then, after the telegraph line
had been cloged, that hisforce was going
to leave that night, and the wire was cut
that night. .
“The first message which came
through on Monday, December 30, was
{)our message directing me to send after
r. Jameson to tell him and his force to
return. About one-fifth only:«of the force
which yielded' started from:Mafeking or
lony; and fnur%fths started
African Company’s territory. No por-
tion of the foree started from Bechuana-
land. Dr.: Jameson left me an officer
and two men at Mafeking and 86 men at
Pithani. IHe appears to have taken all
the available men.
¢ There are now ten police in the
whole of Bechuanaland, four of whom
are doing customs duty. The country is
practically without police, and there is
no magistrate in the British Chartered
Company’s new territory. I have no
reason to believe that any local officials
in Bechuanaland had any knowledge of
the raid. The magistrate who was in
the British Chartered Company’s terri-
tory accompanied the force. Governor
Robinson also telegraphs that Captain
Charles John Coventry, one of Dr.
Jameson’s officers who was reported to-
have died from wounds received in fight-
ing, is alive and is recovering from his
wounds.
A dispatch to the Reuter Telegram
Co. from Krugersdorff, dated January
3, says the wounds inflicted by the bul-
lets of the Mctford rifle are remarkably
clean., The correspondent instances a
case in which a Metford rifle bullet pen-
etrated the brain of a man and the man
is still alive.
Anather despatch also says that the
Bechuanaland contingent of Dr. Jame-
son’s force unite in declaring that when
they left Mafeking they were told that
they were going to Johannesberg to the
relief of the residents of that place and
that they would be joined by a detach-
ment of the Cape Mounted Rifles, 2,000
Johannesburg volunteers and a regi-
ment from Capetown.
The idea of a combination of the pow-
ers being formed against Great Britain
seems to be %aining ground, and a . dis—
patcu to Le Soleil, of Paris, to-day says
that a movement is really on foot to es-
tablish an anti-Britieh alliance.

EARTHQUAKES IN-PERSIA.
TenERAN, Persia, Jan. 9.—Two earth-
quakes have occurred in the district of
Khankhae, the first on the night of the
2nd inst. Upon that occasion the large
village of Jambad was destroyed and
several others were partially destroyed,
three -hundred persons being - killed.
The:second earthquake occurred during
the morning of January 5, and was very
gsevere. It was felt over an area of a
hundred miles. The town of Goi was
destroyed and a thousand houses were
demolished.. In addition great damage
was done to many villages. The loss of
life was very great. There were 800
persons in Goi alone, and large num-
bers of cattle and sheep also perished,
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4 GOOD DEAL IN A NAME.

Our neighbors across the national
boundary line profess to be filled with
zeal for the preservation of republican-
ism on this continent. Great Britain
has a dispute with Venezuela, by which
the United States as a nation is not in
the least affected, but the great bulk of
United States citizens, who know noth-
ing whatever of the merits of the dis-
pute, side with the Venezuelans against
the British, for no other or better reason
than that Venezuela is nominally a
republic and Great Britain a monarchy.
A good American citizen is bound to
hate a monarchy, particularly the Brit-
ish monarchy, however republican it
may be, and to. love and sympathise
with a republic no matter how corrupt
and anarchical it may be. The New
York Post sets this blind and indiscrim-
inating partiality in a strong light in a
vigorous article from which the follow-
ing is an extract:

Of course Venezuela is called a re-
public, as Great Britain is called a mon-
archy; but, if we go behind the names
and consider the faets, what do we find?
Are the institutions.of Venezuela repub-
lican? Is its government popular? It
is notorious that in Latin America the
majority of the so-called republics are
military dictatorships, tempered by peri-
odical revolutions. In the intermediate
periods between successive dictatorships
their condition is one of anarchy. During
the reign of each military tyrant the
forms of republican government are ob-
served; elections are held; but the
“purity of ‘the ballot”’ is protected by
troops, and the success of the govern-
mental candidates is assured by the
show of armed force. During the periods
of revolutionary anarchy all traces of re-
publicanism disappear. There is no
security for life or property except in the
case of foreigners, who are protected by
the war vessels of their respective coun-
tries.

It is notorious that Venezuela i3 a re-
public of this sort. A revolution oc-
curred there less than four years ago;
ex-President Crespo attacked the gov-
ernment of President Palacio, and ousted
it. The struggle for power continued
for several months; and at the close of
the war the condition of the country was
described in all the European and Am-
erican papers as ‘ deplorable.”” This is
the ‘‘republic’’ which we are called
upon to protect in the name and for the
sake of liberty. This is the sort of gov-
ernment that we are to aid in maintain-
ing, to the end that our good republican
morals may not be corrupted by evil
monarchic communications. Thisis the
result we reach by reasoning from
phrages. The truth is, of course, that if
we fear contamination, it is not against
the constitutional states of Europe that
we should first establish quarantine, but
a%ainst our Latin-American neighbors.
The danger whichimore seriously threat-
ens popular government to-day is not
monarchy, but anarchy.

And what kind of amonarehy is Great
Britain? Is its governmentless popular
than that of Venezueia? Is it less popu-
lar than that of the United States even?
Conservative English statésmen, includ-
ing Lord Salisbury, have lamented the
fact that England is becoming a more
democratic country than our own; that

$hey lack the checks which our written

constitutions, interpreted by our federal
and state judiciaries, impose upon our
elected representatives. Sir Henry
Maine declares that we have preserved
in our presidency the monarchy of
George III. Continental European pub-
licists take similar views. Nearly a
score of years ago one of the most bril-
liant of Prench political writers, M.
Raoul Frary, declared that if we go be-
hind the names of the two governments
and examine their real character,
‘“Great Britain is a republic with a
hereditary president, and the United
States a monarchy with an elective
king.” The present exhibition of the
power of our executive, by his personal
decision to bring our country to the
verge of war, is a striking confirmation
of Maine’s assertion and Frary’s para-
dox.

It is nothing to the average American
citizen that the subjects of Queen Vic-
toria, whetherin Great Britain or Canada
or Australasia, are incomparably more
free and better governed in every way
than the citizens of the Republic of
Venezuela. In his opinion the subjects
of a monarch must of necessity be un-
der the yoke of an oppressor and can-
not possess the freedom which the
citizens of a republic enjoy. When he
is told that a British subject in the Old
Country or in any of the self-governing
colonies real\ly enjoys a greater share of
political power, has a greater and more
direct influence over the govern-
ment of his country, than has
& citizen of the Great Republic,
he laughs a laugh of incredulity and
regards his informant as an infatuated
and besotted monarchist—a spiritless
creature who. submissively places his
neck under the heel of the tyrant and
fanatically kisses the rod that smites
him. Itis natural that he should do
this, for from his earliest years he is
taught to regard a British king as a cruel
tyrant and all British subjects as slaves
who are so in love with despotism as to
be unworthy of freedom. The Ameri-
can school boy is taught to believe that
the United States is the only really free
country in the world and that republican-
ism is the onlyform of government under
which a people can be really free. The
books which are given him to read and
the speeches which he hears are all in-
tended to give him distorted views of
history, and to lead him to form an in-
correct estimate of the relative greatness
of his own country and the advantages
of republican institutions. It isnowon-
der that he grows up with an inordinate
opinion of the importance of his own
country and an unintelligent contempt
for all governments that are uot wiat
he regards as purely republican.

THE GLOBE’S RUBBISH.

The Times, in justification we presume
of its repeated denials in the face of the
clearest proof, that Colonel Prior was a
member of the Cabinet, quotes a passage
from a Toronto Globe article the object
of which was to show that a Controller
of Inland Revenue could not be—to use
a foolish phrase invented by the Times—
g full-fledged cabinet minister.”” Here
is an extract from the passage quoted by
our contemporary :

An obscure, inexperienced back-bench
member of the House is offered a subor-
dinate position in the Government with
an inferior rank and smaller salary than
a cabinet minister, and yet the people
are told that he springs at once in the
council of the nation to the same im-
portance and influence as the first
minister.”’

What the Premier did say in the tele-
gram to Col. Prior quoted by the Globe
was that ““ You are Controller of Inland
Revenue and a member of the Cabinet,
and have just as much voice in the
affairs of the Dominion as I have.”
This, as the reader sees, is very different,
indeed, from the Globe’s paraphrase of
the sentence. The Globe ought to know
that there is no difference in rank among
Cabinet Ministers, one Cabinet Minister
is the equal of any other Cabinet Minis-
ter. The Globe, of course, knows this,
but it did not suit its purpose to admit
it when commenting on Col. Prior’s ap-
pointment previous to his election.

There isnothing strange or unreason-
able about the Premier’s statement. It
holds good with respect to members of
Parliament as well as Cabinet Ministers.
The youngest and least experienced
back-bench member of the House of
Commons has just as much voice in the
affairs of the Dominion as the Prime
Minister himself — but he is
very far indeed from having
the same ¢ importance and influence’
as the first minister. The back-bench
member’s vote counts for quite as much
on a division as that of the Premier him-
self. Sir John Macdonald has been
known publicly to remind a young and
diffident member that he was, in the
House of Commons, absolutely his
equal.

We are surprised that the Globe
should say that Sir Mackenzie Bowell’s
telegram, in which he stated the above
obvious truth, was a mere "electioneer-
ing dodge. This is as much as to say
that the Premier of the Dominion would
slgn his npame to a statement
that he knows to be absolutely
false. Sir Mackenzie Bowell, as the
Globe well knows, is not that kind of
man. The telegram to Col. Prior simply
corroborated the offer that was made to
that gentleman in the first place.

Here are the terms in which the offer
was made: ‘ Kindly ascertain from
Prior if he will accept a controllership
with a seat in the Cabinet. This would
give British Columbia a voice in the
Council.” * . This ; offer . was made
over Sir Mackenzie Bowell’s signa-
ture. It was simply a business
proposition. It had no electioneering
objec.t As Sir Mackenzie Bowell is
known to be an honest man it was to be
presumed that he had the power to give
Col. Prior what he offered him, and
when Mr. Templeman affected to doubt
the genuineness of the offer and when
he ridiculed the idea of a controller
being made a ‘full fledged ”’ cabinet
minister he virtually accused the Pre-
mier of being guilty of an offence similar
to that which a man commits who gives
in payment of @ debt a cheque on a bank
in which he knows he has no funds. This
is a monstrous supposition and one which
it ig difficult to believe any man of in-
telligence would entertain for a moment.
Yet this is the assumption which the
Times and many leading men on the
Opposition side pretended to entertain
during almost the whole of the election
campaign. We were greatly surprised
at this at the time, yet we now see that
the Toronto Globe lends its counten-
ance to those who had formed so low an
estimate of the Premier’s character.

The passage which the Times quotes

‘We are not among those gho consider
that sermons are above criti¢ism. Dis-
courses, whether delivered from the pul-
pit or the platform or printed in the
newepapers, are intended, for the guid-
ance of the public and are, therefore,
open to puklic criticism. But that
criticism should be honest. Words
should not be put in the preacher’s
mouth which he never uttered, nor
should views be attributed to him which
he did not express or entertain.

That the description which he gives of
the election skit is correct is virtually
admitted by itsauthor, who said yester-
day in a letter to the Grit weekly:

The Montreal Gazette sees very clearly
the posiiion in which the Victoria Times
has placed itself by its stupid denials of
what had been proved to be true, and by
the lying telegrams which it was so un-
scrupulous as to publish. In an article
on Col. Prior’s appointment in its issue
of the 4th inst., it says:

Judging from the way in which Col.
Prior’s appointment has been received
by the Opposition press in British Col-
umbia, the Government has every rea-
son to be satisfied with the step it has
taken.

BOUNDARY (UENTION.

Venezunelan Revolutionists to Be Exe
cuted - Crespo Tries to Entangle
the United States.

British Troops Have Not Been Sent
to the Disputed
Limit.

Caracas, Venezuela, Jan.10.—The ar-
rests of prominent revolutionists con-
tinue, with rumors that the leaders will
be executed. Simon Barcelos, editor of
the America, and Jose Olavarria,
brother-in-law of ex-Minister Matros,
are among the number, Pojas 'Paul, the
chief revolutionist, is said to be on the
island of Trinigad at present, which
supports the theory of the government
that the revolutionists are seeking aid
from Great Britain at this juncture,
The manifestos issued by President
Crespo have had the effect of arousing
the anti-British feeling; the excitement
here is intense.

A letter from Caracas to the London
Times says: ‘It is evident that it is the
present intention of President Crespo
not to give any satisfaction for the
Uruan incident; that he is determined
to combine the Uruan and frontier ques-
tions, regarding them as one dispute.
The correspondent adds this is directly
contrary to President Crespo’s previous
assurances, and recites at length how
the change was brought about by Presi-
dent Cleveland’s message, and arrives
at the conclusion that *‘ by hook or by
crook President Crespo and his friends
hope to entangle the United States, and
will not leave a stone unturned to ac-
complish this end.”

The Colonial office this evening pub-
lishes a denial of the report which
reached here from Caracas, Venezuela,
via New York, that the British troops,
with cannon from Demerara, had ar-
rived at Quiyuni station, at the extreme
limit of the British claims in the dis-
puted territory and the scene of the
Uruan incident.

Plucky Miss Peck.

Women are climbing these days in
more ways than one, it seems. A Miss
Peck, who is called ‘‘a scholarly young
woman,’’ of Providence, is going to at-
|tempt to climb the Matterhorn this
summer. While studying in Athens
some years ago Miss Peck ascended Hy-
mettus and Pentlicus, and was so de-
lighted with the experience that she has
been an advocate of high climbing ever
since. In fact, her enthusiasm led her
during a later trip to the Pacific coast to
climb Mount Shasta, a distance of 18,-
000 feet. The Matterhorn is a very dif-
ficult peak to climb. Edward Whymper,
the famous mountain climber,after eight
unsuccessful attempts was the first to
climb it, in 1865, but the occasion itself
was a very tragic one, as four of his
companions by the misstep of one fell
4,000 foet down the precipice and were
dashed to pieces. It is to be hoped that
Miss Peck will make her perilous jour-
ney in safety if for no other reason than
that she carries a vast deal of erudition
in that head whieh she takes skyward.
She has been professor of Latin in Smith
college and has spoken on art and ar-
chaeology before the National Geograph-
ical society, the American Geographical
society and many colleges, institutes and
clubs.

RICH AS THE BLACK HILLS.

TRENENDOUS ACTIVITY.

Great Speculation Regarding the
War Preparations—Germany an
Exceedingly Close Observer.

The Future of South Africa Depends
Upon the Course of Presi-
dent Kruger.

Loxpox, Jan. 10.—There is a feeling
abroad in London that there are many
details of the ecomplication into which
the foreign affairs of the Empire have
been placed which have not been pub-
lished, and much speculation is indulged
in by the public. So far as official in-
formation goes, the situation seems to
be improved. The mystery of the naval
position occupies a large place in the
public mind and the conclusion arrived
at by the attentive public after thus

thinking it over, is that the tremendous
activity diSé)layed, not only in the fitting
out of the flying sciuadron, but in the
rushing forward of work in ‘the navy
yard, arsenals and supply shops for war
material, does not appear wholly neces-
sary on account of the condition of rela-
tions with Germany.

It is also fel: that it is difficult to see
what part is to be taken by the flying
squadro., which, together with the ex-
isting available squadrons with which it
is proEosed to join it, will form, ivis
said, the most powerful fleet of war ves-
sels ever put afloat. This fleet, as
already announced, will be anchored off
Portland on Tuesday next. Moreover, a
report comes from Plymouth, this after-
noon, that a second special squadron of
war ships, consisting of fast cruisers, has
been told off, and will remain in readi-
ness for commission at a moment’s no-
tice. Whether or not this second
squadron will rendezvous with the fleet
anchored off Portland harbor next Tues-
day is not known; but in any event the
latter will be probably the greatest dis-
play of naval strength ever made byany
nation.

The composition of the fleet, it is stat-
ed, will be eighteen battle ships and
cruisers and fifteen torpedo catchers,
and this number may be added to be-
fore the time of rendezvous. The vessels
include the eastern and western squad-
rons of the Channel fleet and the new
flying squadron. - The destination of the
fleet is of course secret. Some signi-
ficance is attached by the German press
to the large number of torpedo boat
catchers in the British fleet from the
fact that the only point of superiority of
the German navy is its large number of
torpedo boats.

Until to-day the German press hes
not taken much notice of the prepara-
tions of the British fleet, considering it
as a political and precautionary rather
than a war measure. This afternoon’s
report, however, of the preparation of a
second fleet is exciting cousiderable
comment. So far as the situation in the
Transvaal itself is concerned. matters
there are undoubtedly greatly improved;;
and unless President Kruger has
extortiohate ~ demands, * such  as
the complete independence of his
republic and freedom from the suzer-
ainty of Great Britain, and has
received the support of Germany in
favor of these demands, such a powerful
fleet as is being prepared will not be
needed at Delagoa 3ay. In fact the
whole future of South Africa now de-
pends upon the nature of the demands
made by President Kruger, whose re-
sponse to the Queen’s message, address-
ed to him in the third person through
Colonial Secretary Chamberlain, is, to
say the least, not effusive. In fact
it virtually declares that the Pres-
ident will hold Dr. Jameson and
the other members of his expedition
who were taken with him as hostages
for the disarming of Johannesburg,
whose time of grace for the surrender of
the arms held by the Uitlanders expires
at six o’clock this evening. Those of the
Uitlanders who have not yielded their
arms at that time are to be excluded
from the amnesty to be granted to those
who participated in the uprising. The
indemnity demanded by the Transvaal
government from the Chartered South
African Company is variously stated at
from £500,000 to £2,000,000.

The disturbances in the Transvaal
have led to an exceedingly heavy stock
exchange movement, especially for
Chartered South Africa and Consolidat-
ed Gold Fields; brokers havingdifficulty
in obtaining payment from weak hold-
ers, who had hoped to be able to carry
over their etock, but have refused to do
go in view of the disturbed political
situation. Some of the differences are
said to have been verv heavy. In two
instances they amounted respectively to
£90,000 and £35,000. The former sum
was paid; but in the second case the
payment is reported to have been the
matter of a temporary arrangement.
Several failures are expected to oceyr.

Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain went
to Osborne to-day and will stay there
over night. Right Hon. G. J. Goschen,
first lord of the admiralty, made a_spe-
cial visit to Portemouth to-day and in-
spected the ships of the flying squadron
and saw the guns of their armament in
operation. The operatives at Chatham,
Portsmouth rnd Plymouth worked late
to-night by electric light for the
fitting out of the ships of the
squadron. It was announced this
evening that the government has
ordered the stores of small arm
cartridges to be increased from 15,000,-
000 to 150,000,000. It is further report-
ed that the government, in order to
meet this and further measures, will
present a bill immediately in parliament
to devote the surplus revenue over the
present budget chiefly arising from the
remodelling of the death duties, and to
the activity in the stock market, and
which, it is said, will amount to several
million pouuds, to naval expenses.

The admiration felt by Englishmen for
the South African executive finds abund-
ant expression, even in face of the hard
and sharp reverse he has administered
to Dr. Jameson. Sir Charles Dilke de-
clared in a speech to-day that President
Kruger has few rivals among modern
diplomats.

In the Portuguese chamber of peers
to-day the premier, replying to a ques-
tion regarding the Transvaal, dec ared
that the government had great respect
for President Kruger, but it declined to
discuss matters in which Portugal, owing
to her special position, ought not to in-

terfere, The peers then passed a reso-

lution favoring a satisfactory mainte-
nance of peace and calmess in South
Africa.

CABINET MAKING.

.Orraws, Jan. 11.—(Special)—Hon.
Geo. A, Kirkpatrick arrived trom
Tdronto this morning and had a long
conference with Sir Mackenzie Bowell
to-day. Sir Charles Tupper, Bart., and
Hon. Peter White, speaker of the Com-
mons, also spent considerable time with
the Premier. To-night Chief Justice
Meredith is prominently mentioned as
the likely leader from Ontario
upon the retirement of Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell, which may soon
follow the present reconstruction of
the ministry. If Dr. Weldon, of Albert
comes in it will be without portfolio for
the present. T.E. Kenny, M.P., who
was offered a portfolio when Sir John
Thompson died, but could not then ac-
cept it, may now become the elder
Tupper’s colleague in the cabinet repre-
sentation of Nova Scotia. Sir Donald
Smith is likely to be invited to join the
cabinet without portfolio.

The social festivities of the Capital
have not suffered much through the
ministerial troubles, and to-night the
state drawing room held by His Excel-
lency and the Countess of Aberdeen in
the Senate chamber was a brilliant
success.

HELPING THE PREMIER.

Excellent Material Being Placed at
His Disposal for the New Do-
minion Cabinet.

Farmers Gratified at the Mention of
Their Popular Representative
From Ontario.

Col. Prior Has Unexpectedly Profited
by Taking the First Chance
Offered.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

Orrawa, January 10.— Tranquillity
prevails in the political atmosphere here
to-day, though a large contingent of the
members of parliament, especially the
Conservatives, are spending the holi-
days in town. Sir Mackenzie Bowell
appears in excellent spirits, indicating
satisfactory progress in his task of
cabinet making, but it is too soon yet to
make any official announcements.
There are so many good men to
choose from, especially in the mat-
ter of the Ontario representation, that
the speculation covers a wide range.
The mention of Mr. Smith of Ontario,
as telegraphed yesterday, for the port-
folio of agriculture, gives great satisfac-
tion, for it will be remembered thatonly
a few weeks ago a large delegation of
farmers waited upon the Premier to ask
for jhe appoiptment of Mr. Smith ag a

Yepresentative ' farmér ‘and otherwlse

capable man. The Premier then admit-
ted that they had made a strong case,
but pointed out that there was no
vacancy in the Ontario representation.
Now that the opportunity presents itself
Sir Mackenzie would gratify the farm-
ing community by calling in Mr. Smith,
who is a popular man in the house.

Hon. George A. Kirkpatrick, Lieuten-
ant-Governor of Ontario, left for Ottawa
this evening, it is believed in response
to a summons from the Premier. His
term of office is very nearly up, and as
he is one of the 1most respected
and popular ublic men in
Ontario he would be a source
of strength to any ministry. The influ-
ence of Sir Charles Tupper, Bart., is re-
lied upon to secure popular repre-
gsentation from New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia, and Mr. C. H. Cahan, the
well known Halifax newspaper man and
politician, is here to-day to advise as to
the local situation. The friends of Sen-
ator Donald Ferguson, of Prince Edward
Island, now a member of the cabinet
without portfolio, are urging his claim
to preferment, and he is certainly a very
capable man, but to give him a defpart-
ment would be to deprive some of the
other provinces of what they have come
to regard as their rights.

One vacant portfolio as to which there
seem to be no two opinions is that of
Militia and Defence. Col. Prior is ad-
mitted to be pre-eminently the man for
that position, and his re-election in Vic-
toria in the face of the unparalleled com-
bination of adverse circumstances ap-

ars to have established for him an
indisputable claim to preferment. Had
he not aceepted the offer of a cabinet
appointment in combination with mere-
ly a controllership, he possibly would
have missed the other opportunity that
now presents itself of securing the more
important portfolio for the charge of
v;ihg:h he is s0 exceptionally well qual-
ified.

PREPARING 0 FIGHT.

Great Britain G-tting Ready—The
People Thoroughly Imbued With
the War Spirit.

Never Before Was Such a Powerful
Naval Armament Assembled
in.the Chann:l.

LoxpoN, Jan. 11.—Great Britain is
seriously and steadily preparing for war
on a very large scale both at sea and on
land, against Germany or against Ger-
many, France and Russia should they
combine against. her. The Emperor
William threw down the gauntlet, it
was promptly picked up and energstic
steps were immediately taken by the
British government to back up this
action by a most imposing display of
naval power. These exciting political

events eclipsed all other topics in the
publicmind during the week, and crowd-
ed the Venezuelan question almoset out
of recolleetion. This, however, ismerely
due to the better feeling prevailing here
in favor of gracefully submitting the
whole matter to arbitration. %Vhen
Great Britain is arming for a struggle
possibly against Germany, France and
Russia, the question of the addition or
subtraction of a few miles more or less
of South American soil is a matter de-
cidedly not worth haggling over.

The activity in the Admiralty, War
office and other offices called upon to
take part in war preparations is really
remarkable, and London is overrun with
officers on the retired list or otherwise
who are desirous of drawing the sword
in defence of the Empire. The rapidity
in which the various naval stations are
commissioning war ships, large and
small, for active service is pointed to
with great pride and has served to re-
move any doubts the British may have
had regarding the state of efficiency of
the navy in the event of a sudden
call being made upon it for aggressive
action. The Portsmouth authorities
explain that the war ships from that
dockyard which are being promptly got
ready to join the flying squadron are
but three out of a total of twenty-eight
in the fleet reserve which could be made
ready for active service at short notice.
The gravity of the situation may be
estimated fro: the fact, it is asserted,
that never before in history of nations
has there been witnessed so powerful a
naval armament as is shortly to be as-
sembled in these waters ready for attack
or defence against Germany or against
the combined powers of Europe. The
fleet being made ready for battle is com-
posed exclusively of the very fastest and
newest British war ships afloat which
will be ready for sea on Tuesday next.

WELLINGTON OUTRAGE.

Facts Coming to Light Regarding
the Dynamite Attempt on Mr.
Sharp’s House.

Four Miners Implicated by an Eye
Witness and Accessory to
the Crime.

Nanamo, Dec. 10.—(Special)—Super-
intendent Hussey returned to Union
this afternoon. The object of his trip
was to investigate the report received
from Detective Ellis respecting state-
ments made to him by a miner employ-
ed at the Union mines named George
Graham. Graham’s statement is to the
effect that the explosion which destroy-
ed a portion of Alexander Sharp’s resi-
dence at Well'ngton on March 13, 1894,
was caused by four miners who came
down from Union a few days before that
date. The bomb afterwards exploded
and effected considerable damage to the
house, It is almost certain that had
Mr. Sharp been sleeping in the front
part of the house, as was his usual cus-
tom, he would have been instantly
killed.
The informant, Graham, is personally
implicated to some extent with the four
other dynamiters. He stated that he
was present when the explosion took
place and within one hundred yards of
the premises, and that' he knew the
Egrties concerned, though he himself
d nothing to do with the discharge of
the bomb. Ellis communicated with

In connection with the prevailing
war spirit here it is stated that the
Queen has expressed her desire that all
British army and navy officers in future
should wear- uniforms, only putting on
civilian clothes for the present like other
European officers who are rarely seen in
civilian dress even when on leave of
absence. In Great Britain it has been
different; when officers have been off
duty they have almost invariably donned
civilian dress, reserving their uniforms
tor duty, balis or state functions. All
this is said now to be changed, the
clanking of spurs, the clattering of
sabres and the rattle of swords will be
heard throughout the land, while in
the fashionable thoroughfares of the
metropolis there will be bright visions of
red, green, black and blue, gold and
silver, sparkling steel and glistening
accoutrements, to the delight of the fair
sex and the envy of the swells who are
not military or naval officers. All this,
of course, will tend to fan the war flame
in Great Britain and heighten the spirit
of aggression throughout the empire.

It is difficult to give a good idea
of how completely the generally un-
emotional Britishers are imbued with
the war spirit, but at every public as-
semblage this week there has n some
little incident or allusion which provok-
ed a tumult of enthusiasm. For instance
at the Olympia theatre the other night
the scene depicts the last stand of Major
Wilson and the little band of British
troopers in Matabeleland in 1894, when
surrounded by 3,000 natives they fought
three hours. Wailson in the midst of a
circle of his dead fired the rifles which
were handed him by a wounded man,
and when the last cartridge was fired,
taking off their hats, the few survivors
sang “God Save the Queen ’’ just as the
enemy made the last rush on them and
completed the massacre.

Though Pretoria is the capital, Johan-
nesberg is the chief town of the Trans-
vaal; of its white population of 60,000
about 3,000 are Americans, while the
British preponderate. The chief value
of the Transvaal country lies in its gold
fields, which are not only rich but cover
a great territory. Mr. Johnston says
that the South African Chartered Co.,
whose director Dr. Jameson is, appear
to have over-estimated the resources of
Matabeleland, adjoining the Transvaal
to the north, and having discovered the
superior advantages 6f the Transvaal at-
tempted to secure a footing there by the
expedition which has ended so disas-
trously.

There are three lines of railway con-
necting Johannesberg with the coast,
the longest running directly south to
Capetown, about 1,100 miles away, Mr,
Johnston repeats the advice so often
lately given to Canadians, that South
Africa is a good place for the average
man to stay away from. There has been
a great influx from Australia recently
of people seeking work and not find-
ing it.

THE SCANDINAVIAN COLONY.

The incoming steamer Mischief brings
the following very satisfactory report of
the doings and expectations of the Scan-

dinavian settlers 'who have exchanged
the discomforts and disadvantages of
Dakota for the more genial climate and
promising prospects of British Colum-
bia. The author is Mr., C. F. Nord-
strom, president of the Quatsino Sound
settlement :

“Through the medium of your valu-
able paper, I should like to let our
friends in Dakota and Victoria know
how our new - colony is progressing. A
year ago last November we landed in
Coal Harbor, Quatsino Sound, after a
very successful voyage in the steamer
Mischief, Captain Foot, with Mr. Huson
as land guide. Our party, through the
kindness of Mr. William hunt, were
fortunate to get the use of his house for
tht winter months. During our first
winter the weather was all that could be
desired, the mildness of the climate be-
ing a very agreeable change from the
severity of the Dakota frosts. We spent
all the winter prospecting and selecting
our locations and found large areas of
good arable land, beautifully situated on
the waters of the sound, enough, I should
think to support two hundred families.
During the summer we worked on the
govérnment road from Coal Harbor to
Hardy Bay on the east coast of the is-
land and this fall we have all moved into
our own houses and have commenced
clearing land.

“«“Jish of all kinds are plentiful, as
also are ducks and geese. Deer and elk
abound, and several bear have already
been caught. The practice of trapping
bears, however, is proving distinctly
dangerous, one Indian having already
been severely hurt in a trap. All that
is now needed to make our colony a suc-

HEESTERMAN V.THE 0Ty

Chiet Justics Davie Gives His Decision
0oa the Branch Sewers Assess-
ment By-Law.

1he ity May Replace in the General
Funa the Sum Spent on
Branches.

A most important judgment has been
given by the Chief Justice, upholding
the city by-law which provides for the
assessment of various properties to pay
back to the general sewer fund the
money temporarily appzopriated for the
construction of sewer connection to such
properties. This by-law, No. 250, Mr.
H. F. Heisterman made an application
to quash and the Chief Justice has de-
cided in favor of the city with costs. The
full text of the judgment follows:

In the matter of an application to
quash by-law No. 250, entitled. ““ A by-
law to settle the amount the owners of
land or real property situate within ¢he
municipal limits of the city of Victoria
shall pay for the construction of branch
sewers to the line of the street, to con-
nect such land or real property with a
main or common sewer laid in or under
the street upon which the said land or
real property fronts.”

‘“ Henry Frederick Heisterman vs. the
Corporation of the City of Victoria—Mr.
Heisterman is a resident of the munici-
pality and interested in the above men-
tioned by-law. He is also agent for
John Smeaton, who owns Lot 6, Block
76, Victoria, abutting on Government
street, and who is assessed under the
by-law in the sum of $496.52 for con-
struction of branch sewers connecting
his property with the main sewer on
Government street. David Spencer’s
property,® being one-half of Lot 170,
Block 13, immediately opposite Mr.
Smeaton’s lot, has also been connected
with the main sewer, but Mr. Spencer
is assessed only $206.18 in respect of his
connection. Mr. Heisterman has ob-
tained a rule to quash the by-law on the
ground, firstly, that it imposes a double
tax upon the property mentioned therein
for the work of construction of branch
sewers, and secondly, that the by-law
imposes an unequal amount of taxes
upon property receiving equal benefits
from the branch sewer.

The second ground was disposed of
and practically given up during the
argument, it beiny proved that
the difference in assessment arose
from the fact that there was
for the Smeaton branch sewer a
greater quantity of rock excavation in
proportion to its length than there was
in the braneh sewer connecting the
Spencer property, and that both proper-

ties had been assessed only for the actual |

cost of the work to the corporation.

In-support of the first ground it was
proved that the corporation had bor-
1owed $100,000, chargeable upon the
whole of the rateable property of the
corporation, for the definite purpose, as
it was sworn, of constructing branch
sewers.. It was therefore argued that as
M. Smeaton had to pay bis share of the
interest and sinking fund in respect of
the $100,000- loan, to now aasess him
over again for the very same work which
was to have been execumted out of the
$100,000- was to tax him twice for the
same work, and so it would have been
if .the $100,000. had been borrowed for
the purpose of braneh sewers; but the
evidence before me shows that it was
not borrowed for branch sewers, but for
sewerage purposes generally.

By sub-section. 1@a of section 273 of
the municipal act, 1892, as amended by
section 40 of the municipal act amend-
mentact, 1894, it isenacted vhat the coun-
cil may by by-law determine an amount
the owners of property shall pay for
the construction ef bramnch sewers to
conneet any property with a common
sewer,. and that notwithstanding any
law to. the contrary, the eouncil may
assgess the amount so. determined, either
before-or after the commencement or
completion of the work, as a special tax
in addition to allr others upon the pro-
perty connected ; and under section 104,
sub-section 97b, of the municipal act,
1892, the council has power to regulate
and compel owners of real property
fronting on a street in which or under
which a main or common sewer is laid,
to cennect any building or premises up-
on such property with a branch main
or common sewer; and in the event of
such owaer failing to make such eonnec-
tion Wit‘l‘llleﬁ\a specified time, to have the
work done at the expense of the owner
of such building or premises or real pro-
perty, and to recover the cost and ex-
pense connected therewith in a sum-
mary manner from such owner by sale
of the property.

Acting under these lpowers the cor-

provided that when it should be deemed
desirable to connect any premises with

owner requiring him to make such con-
nection, and it was further provided
that,'in default of the owner making the
connection within a stated time, the
corporation should do the work, and
might recover the expenditure therefor
from the owner.

The city as far back as 1890 resolved
upon a general system of sewerage,
and for the purpose of carrying
it out the sum of $300,000 was duly
raised under by-law No. 120, passed 30th
September, 1890. Ry resolution passed
on the 22nd January, 1894, it was deter-

bed to extend the system, and for
that purpose a by-law was placed before
the ratepayers and received their assent
on the 15th May, 1894, for raising an
additional sum of $100,000, which was
borrowed accordingly. Out of this
money it appears the. council tempor-
arily appropriated $12,548.64 for braneh
sewers in the business parts of the city,
deeming it best in that area to them-
selves undertake the work under one
management, than leaving each ownern
to construct his own. This plan was de-
termined upon by resolution dated 24th
September, 1894, and the properties of
Mr. Smeaton and of Mr. Spencer were
some of those connected out of these
moneys. To replace this sum of $12,-
548.64 the by-law now in question has
been passed, and the money when col-
lected will go intothe general sewerage
fund. The remainder of the $100,000
has kbeen invested in general sewerage
work.

THE LAW COURTS.

The Divisional court yesterday, Jus-
tices Walkem and Drake presiding,
heard the appeal in Le Lievre v. Walk-
ley & Co. This was an appeal from a
decision by Mr. Justice Crease sitting as
county court judge. The aection was
brought to recover $30 for ome month’s
wages and for wrongful dismissal. De-
fendants paid into court $11 for plain-
tiff’s wages as waiter for eleven days,
and denied that they were further in-
debted. The defence set up that by cus-
tom in the business in question they
could discharge at any time without
notice. When the case was called and
before evidence was taken, Mr. Belyea
for plaintiff asked to have paragraph 2
struck out of the particulars of defence,
and the judge so ordered. This para-
graph set forth that the contract under
which plaintiff was employed was
made  according to a well es-
tablished custom known to both
plaintiff and defendant that plaintiff
should leave defendant’s employment at
any time without notice and that de-
fendant could without notice discharge
plaintiff.

In England,
indeed, such topies are very rarely. in-
troduced inte a political election, and if
they are introduced they are speedily
resented and suppressed. Here it ap-
pears that this is not the case. If a
stranger whe knew nothing of what was
going on had come to Dublin within the
last few days, he might easily. have
imagined:.that vou are electing not a
members of parliament, but a member
for-an ecelesiastical council at' a time
when religious intolerance ran pecu-
liarly high. Very rarely, I suppose, of
lage years has there been an election in
which the odium theologicum has
played so. great a part, and I am told
that it is notorious that a large propor-
tion of the votes that will be given
against me will be due to the employ-
ment of this weapon, and that it is
upon it that my opponents are chiefly
basing their hopes of success. I
do not think that this will reflect honer
either on those who haveemployed these
means or on those who have- silently ac-
quiesced in and profited by them.

NEWS OF BATTLES,

Movements of Hostile Fore:s in the
UnMappy Island of
Cuba.

Campos’ Resignation Not Accepted—
The Naval and Military
Forees of Spain.

Havaxya, Jan. 10. — The colemn of
troaps commanded by Colonel Molina in
the district of Alphonso XII, province of
Matanzas, have captured an insurgent
position on Mount Manjuari atthe point
of the bayonet. The engagement lasted
four hours, during nearly all of which
time the Spaniards used the bayonet.
They captared the insurgent camp,
thirty sets of arms and much'ammuni-
tion, supplies, medicines and an in-
surgent banner. The insurgents left

fifteen killed on the mountain and re-
treated with many wounded partly in
the direction of Cienega and others in
the direction of the province of Favana,
The troops had two officers and twelve
soldiers wounded. The news published
in New York, via Tampa, Florida, that
the insurgents have captured 17 forts
and that 700 soldiers have deserted to
the enemy is not true. The insurgents
have not been able to capture one fort,
it is officially stated.

After the engagement between the in-
surgents and Gen. Navarro, the column
of troops commanded by Gen. Suarez
Valdez overtook the insurgents, who
were in retreat, and opening fire upon
them with small arms and artillery in-
flicted heavy loss. The insurgents in
the engagement with Generals Navarro-
and Suarez Valdez lost 263 men.

A column of Spanish troops com-
manded by Gen. Prats is announced to-
be continuing in pursuit of the insurg-
ents under Generals- Marceo, Seayas,
Miro and one of the Munez brothers. In
the skirmish between the insurgent
cavalry and the Spanish troops in pur-
suit of the enemy, three officers and
seven soldiers were wounded.

MADRID, Jan. 9.—At a meeting of the
cabinet to-day which was presided over
by the Queen Regeunt, it was decided not
to accept the resignation of Martinez
Campos as captain-general of the forces
in Cuba and governor-general of the
island. It was also decided to increase
the naval and military forces in Cuba.

Havana, Jan. 10.—The lull which
seemed to have taken place in the active
ity of the insurgents in the past few
days bas given place once more to an un-
expected dash on the part of Maximo
Gomez into the heart of the rich tobac-

eo growing district of Pinar del Rio. The
news eabled lastevening that Gomez had
passed Alquizar and Guira Melena, in
the province of Havana, was generally
supposed to indicate that he was bent
upon retreat into the eastern province.
It is now evident, however, that
he was merely making: a pretence
at retreat in order to mislead his enemy,
and meantime he has once more coun-
termarched, like a fox doubling upon
his own track, and to-night he has
nearly his whole eflective forces in the
tobaeeo district in the southern part of
Pinar del Rio, ready to vis™ destruction
upon the tobaceo crop, as it has already
been widely visited upon the sngar crop.
His mareh westward from Gwira Melena
was a swift one. and he has been re-
ported to~day- frcin Artomaiss. Manoos,
Ragate and Candelaria. 2
The northern portion of the province
of Pinar del Rio has also by uo me«ns
been cleared of insurgents and iiis re-

ported to-day that a band of 500 com-
manded by Perico del Garde has passed
westward along the coast in the northern
heart of Pinar del Rio going west
through the sugar district and by the
plantation of Tinaja Quiebra Hacha to
the port of Cabanas and thence
again through  Amiol. and San
Diego de Nunez to Bahia Hon-
da and to Las Pozas beyord. When the
news of this movement wag received the
troops were hurriedly despatched from
here to Bahai Honda by sea to reinforce
the garrison at that important seaport
town.

The authorities have discovered evi-
dence of what they consider a conspir-
acy to cause an uprising in Havana and
to hand it over to the insurgents. The
conspiracy is believed to be widely ram-
ified and its discovery has caused grave
uneasiness in Havana, and suspicions
that the dissatisfaction is more widely
spread than has been admitted. Thirty
persons have been arrested for complie-
ity in the plot, and eight have.
been  imprisoned while Aquilino
Solano, the police inspector for the
Port of Mavana, has been relieved from
duty. An engagement has occurred be-
tween the combined columns of General
Navarro and Colonel Arizon and the,
bands led by Maceo and Rayas at a
point between the plantations of Rega-
lado and Begon, in the district of
Cabanas. The Spaniards, it is reported,.
took the insurgents’ positions, who fled,
leaving twelve killed and carrying off
many wounded. The Spanish loss was
five killed and a number wounded.

Infinitely Preferable to Many in
Which the British Pablic are
Eagerly Investing.

Hopo. Mr. Turner’'s Forcible Array of
Facts—Worthy Rival of South
Atrica.

¢From the London Times, Dec.6.)

The following letter, addressed by the
Premier of British Columbiato a gentle-
man in London who asked for informa-
tion about the mineral wealth of the
province, is interesting, as little is
known here on the subject except what

has been stated in letters published by
us:

My Dear Mr. Beeton:—1 am in re-
ceipt of your letter of the 8th of October,
enclosing clipping from the Times,
which containg Mr. W, C. Prescott’s
letter with respect to the Trail Creek
mines. .

I can quite understand your anxiety to
know if what is stated therein can be
substantiated, because, if not, its pub-
lication in the London press would do
harm rather than good; but if it can be
substantiated it is evidence of' great
mineral wealth in that particular part
of the Kootenay country, and must
open the eyes of the British readers to-a
mining region which has heretofore had
but little attention paid to it by British
capitalists.

I am not acquainted with the writer
in question. My attention was called to
his letter as reproduced in one of the
papers of the interior, I think the Miner,
and I am pleased to say that, so far as
the most reliable information in my pos-
session goes, I can, without becoming
responsible for the exactness of every
figure given, corroborate in a general
way the statements it contains. It
would be unwise, in the best interests of
the mining development of the Province
generally, if for no other reason, tosanc-
tion the publication in England of letters
about which there might be any reason-
able doubt ae to their substantial accu-
racy; and I am pleased to know that
your interest in the matter extends to
ascertaining their truthfulness.

Rossland, I may say, is a town of this
season’s growth, the centre of a recent
mining camp near the Columbia river
and adjacent to the United States boun-
dary. It is the result of a very remark-
able mining development which has
produced a half-dozen or so of working
gold mines and dividend-paying proper-
ties, conspicuous among which are the
War Eagle, Le Roi, and one or two
others mentioned by Mr. Prescott.
The  Trail Creek division, to
which I refer, includes a number
of other rich claims in the development
stage and: many fine prospects. The
first shipments were made last year,and
the camp has just recently, therefore,
sprung into prominence. The War
Eagle, to-which reference is made, was
“on velvet,” as it is expressed, some
months ago, and has paid something
like $75,000 in dividends this season.
Several other minesin the samegroupare
“on velvet,” and are paying dividends
as well. - The shipments last vear and
this, up to date, are as follows:

When we consider the cost of trans-
port and the distances to smelters in the
United States, where these ores have to

be treated, you will agree with me that

it is a remarkable showing for such a
brief period of time. .

However, while Rosslahd, or more
properly speaking, Trail Creek, has for
the time being occupied paramount at-
tention, it is not more remarkable than
the Slocan , division, which came into
great prominence in 1892 and 1893, and
is daily growing in importance. \It is
perhaps the richest silver camp orfthe
continent to-day, and had it not been for
the silver crisis, whieh affected argenti-
ferous properties everywhere, Slocan
would even now rank with the great
silver districts of America. There are a
number of producing mines which, not-
withstanding the low price of silver and
the cost of transport to smelters, are
netting handsome profits to their
owners. Two railways have pushed
their way  into the mines —
the Nakusp and Slocan, operated
by the Canadian Pacific Railway,
which started to operate last year, and
the Kaslo and Slocan, now about com-
pleted. These will have no dther traffic
than that created by the mines, a cir-
cumstance which is of itself a proof of
the largeness and richness of the metal-
liferous deposits. Shipments from the

Slocan aggregate to date, including last

vear’s, 9,302 tons.

At Pilot Bay, on Kootenay lake, which
is bordered by several important mining
camps, notably the Blue Bell mine
and the Hot Springs camp, at Ains-
worth, a smelter has been erected and
lLias been in operation since early in the
season. It has a capacity of 100 tons a
day. The ores treated are argentiferous.
The smelter has exported about 1,500
tons of bullion up to date.

It is difficult to speak definitely with-
in the ~limits of a letter of an
average length of all the mining proper-
ties in British Columbia which are now
attracting attention. New strikes are
being made daily, and mining news
comes in thick and fast. Engaged as
my time is with other pursuits and in
the affairs of public office, I confess my
inability to keep track of all that is go-
ing on in our mining world and to In-
form you asI would like. )

Down in the southern part of Yale, in
the new Kettle river' division, there
have been numerous locations made
this summer of what are reliably report-
ed to be good prospects, and at Bound-
ary Creek active development on a con-
siderable scale is going on. These are
mainly gold properties, and are includ-
ed. I believe, in -the same mineral belt
as the Trail Creek mines.

I had almost forgotten to speak of the
Nelson or Toad Mountain group ¢
nines, where the inau%uratlon
of  Kootenay mining really be-
gan., There the owners of the
Nilver King, stocked by an English com-
pany, as you are aware, are erecting a
smelter and building a tramway. Other
importont work is coing on as well. At
Ilicilliwaet, Lardean and Trout Lake,

in the Big Bend country, and through-
out East Kootenay, at various points,
deposits said to be quite as rich as
any referred to in the foregoing have
been discovered upon which more or less
development work is being done, and
only await communication such as has
been afforded to Nelson, the Slocan, and
Trail Creek to become producing mines.

Just the other day news came from
old Cariboo, the scene of the earlier
days of placer excitement and much
wealth-getting, that two big ‘¢ clean-
ups ”’ bad béen made, one at the Horse-
fly and the other at the Quesnelle Forks
diggings, where extensive hydraulicing
works have been built, owned by a com-
pany in which the Canadian Pacific rail-
way directorate is largely interested. A
great deal of interest has been evinced
in the result of this enterprise, as it was
undertaken at a cost of about $400,000,
and upon its success much depended.
Not a few difficulties were encountered
in the preliminary operations of this
company in the way of getting water
and other unlooked for obstacles. The
‘“ wash-ups’’ were the result of four
weeks’ work and aggregated about
$68,000. The company will prosecute
the work vigorously for the remainder
of the season. Besides this company,
there are four or five others, in several
of which English capital is interested,
engaged in extensive hydraulic opera-
tions in Cariboo, from which we may
expect to hear next season.

ich strikes are reported from Lulu
island, at the mouth of the Fraser river,
from near Nanaimo, from Somenos, and
from Texada island, but the district
which is now attracting the greatest at-
tention is Alberni, Vancouver island,
where a number of gold claims have
béen located and prospectors and local
investors are crowding in. Upon sev-
eral locations wurk is being actively
prosecuted, and trial shipments fromw
these have given promising results. The
veins so far as exploited show extensive
bodies of ore, and their accessibility for
shipment by water is a most advantage-
ous feature. If these anticipations are
realized, the Alberni district will become
not iess important than Kootenay.

You will see, therefore, that from
nearly every part of the province to
which access can be had—not excepting
even the far North, to which I have
not referred—the mineral indications,
where actual results have not
been obtained, as in Kootenay and Cari-
boo, are of the highest possible charac-
ter. We are on the verge of a great
mining activity, and it i8 easy to pre-
dict an era for British Columbia not less
remarkable for mineral output than
tbat now distinguishing South Africa.

Laying aside the 1,000,000 tons of
coal used annually in Vancouver Island,

and the placer output of Cariboo, which

last year was about $200,000, it is estim-
ated that the province from Kootenay
alone this year will produce $3,000,000
in gold and silver. Last year, which
wagthe first in its shipping record, the
ores exported were valued at $770,000;
next year we may reasonably hope for
$5,000,000 or $10,000,000.

The actual shipments from Kootenay,
which'began in the latter half of last
year, have been up to date:

As stated previously, the smelter has
exported about 1,500 tons of bullion, and
up to May 30, 1895, the Blue Bell mine
had shipped to the smelter in question
at Pilot Bay, 20,285 toms, and although
I do not know the quantity since it must
be double or treble that quantity.

With reference, however, to South
Africa, I would deplore any such
‘““boom’’ in mining stocks as exists
there, as economically the results must
be more or 4ess disastrous in the long
run. So far, as the correspondent of the
Times remarks, the development of
mining in Kootenay is due largely to the
enterprise of the Americans, and
whatever may Dbe said of the
speculative instincts of our neigh-
bors to the south, their trans-
actions in British Columbia have been
up to the present of a legitimate, busi-
ness-like, and industrial character. As
an Englishman myself, though long iua
Canada, I would like to see British in-
vestors taking 'a greater interest in this
country. I would like to see them visit
our mines personally, or send reliable
representatives, to thoroughly investi-
gate for themselves, and Iam quite sure,
satisfied as they usually are with legiti-
mate and reasonable returns for their
money, they would find mining and
other investments in this province in-
finitely preferable to many they are be-
guiled into making on the London Stock
Exchange. Believe me dear Mr. Bee-

THE END OF THE CHAPTER.

“With the birth of the new year,”-
says the Honolulu Commercial Adver-
tiser, * the last political prisoner in
Hawii was released. It wasa dramatic
scene at the jail, the last act in what
was nearly a very bloody tragedy. Those
of the prisoners who think, and they do
think, realize now what might have been
had they been successful. We feel as-
sured that they realize that they had
started a ball rolling which they them-
selves shudder over. Major Seward, in
his remarks to the executive officers,
showed the spirit of a gallant foe. He
said he had done wrong and fully appre-
ciated the kindness of the government
in remitting the sentences and that the
government would lose nothing by what
they had done.” .

J. K. Sheridan and Dr. J. Under-
wood, the two strangers who were re-
cently arrested at Honolulu for conspir-
acy, have been committed for trial,
without bail. Paul Neumann, the law-
yer, and F. H. daselden were the prin-
cipal witnesses for the prosecution.
The two prisoners had a scheme to re-
store the Queen, for doing which, they
were to obtain a concession for an Am-
erican sporting syndicate. The gam-
blers intended to start a lottery in Ha-
wgii. Money enough to ensure the suc-
céss of the conspiracy would be furnish-
ed if the Queen would grant the franch-

f|ise, and they would land arms and

men at both ends of Oahu, and move to
Honolulu. But the Queen refused to
have anything to do with the proposi-
tion.

THE “MIOWERA" SAFE.

Captain Stott Tells of His Efforts to
Bring the Disabled * Strath-
nevis” Into Port.

Purser McDonald’s Party From the
** Strathnevis” Reach Seattle
in safety.

By the arrival early Friday morn-
ing of the Canadian-Australian steam-
ship Warrimoo, all doubts as to the
safety of her companion liner, the Mio-
wera, are set at rest. The Miowera was
passed seven hours out from Honolulu
on January 2, and letters from Captain
Stott explaining all the circumstances
of his effort to bring the disabled Strath-
nevis to this port, were picked up at the
Hawaiian capital. From these it is ap-
parent that the Miowera’s officers formed

the same conclusions as to the ultimate
fate of the Strathnevis as first gained
circulation here in regard to the Mio-
wera herself. Fortunately all anxiety
in Tegard to either vessel is now at an
end, and to complete the chapter the
good news is also received that Purser
McDonald and his boat’s crew have ar-
rived safely at Seattle.

Captain Stottin a letter to the Cor-
oN1sT, which is identical with that for-
warded to the Collector of Customs, thus
refers to his parting with the Strath-
nevis, after telling in detail the story of
the sighting, picking up and towing of
the crippled liner to within sight of
Cape Flattery:

¢ All went well until the afternoon of
the 22nd of December, when we had
thick weather, blowing fresh southwest-
erly. At4 p.m., the same increasing
and the glass falling rapidly, and being
then about 50 miles southwest of Cape
Flattery, we hauled the ship round to
the southwest, head to sea, purposing to
keep that way until the weather cleared
and moderated, going dead slow. Wind
and sea quickly increased, until about
midnight it was blowing a fierce gale,
with a tremendous sea; and at 1 a.m. on
the 23rd December the manilla hawser
parted, half an hour later the steel wire
also snapping off. It was blowing such
a fierce gale that it was impossible for
us to do anything, the sea being so
heavy that the Strathnevis at times
would be engulphed nearly out of sight,
and other times towering above us. It
was noticed, too, that the Strathnevis
rolled so heavily that the green side
light at times was nearly perpendicular
with her port red light.

*“ We kept well in sight of her lights
until 4 a.m., bearing E. 14 8., when
suddenly they were lost to view, and
from the tremendous sea running, we
fear that she may have foundered. Ow-
ing to the very heavy cross sea running
we had for our own safety,at 5.30 a.m,,to
head the Miowera with head to sea,
southwest; and go dead slow, as we
found from the force of the cross seas
hitting our stern that we were endan-
gering our rudder and rudder-post and
shipping heavy water on board, flooding
the stokehold, and also down the engine
room skylights, which were stove in,
and causing considerable other damage.
The rise and fall of the steamer in- the
sea wag™so great that she buried her
stern six feet under water; but notwith-
standing all the above, and at risk to
ourselves in this ship, we held on to the
Strathnevis to the very last, until the
hawsers parted and we could do no
morc. After daylight, we ran in to-
wards the land before the gale to within
about 19 miles westward of Destruction
island, to sight the Strathnevis if she
had survived the night.

‘“ It was our intention, when not see-
ing her, to search the coast, southward
and then northward, but at 1 p.m.,
about the above &sition, on the edge of
a bank of soundings, such a tremendous
sea was found, rising precipitously like
a wall and followed quickly by others,
that for the Miowera’s safety, an op-
portunity had to be watched to bring
the ship round to the westward to get
off such a dangerous position on a lee
shore. Thus about this time the steam-
er was headed southwest, the only way
she would lay to work off the land. I
may mention that for the last two days
oil had to be used continuously fore and
aft to help to smooth the water.

‘“ With the usual ordinary gale that
one would expect, we are sure we could
have saved this vessel aud her people,
but with this flerce and unusual gale,
and under the above circumstances in
which we were placed, although we had
done our very utmost, it was with great
reluctance and deep sorrow that we had
to recognize on the evening of the 23rd,
the impossibility of, being able to ren-
der any further assistance to the Strath-
nevis and her people, even if she still
survived the dangers of the previous
night, and we thus had to abandon all
hopes. I might mention that after the
hawsers parted we kept in the supposed
vicinity of the Strathnevisto the best of
our knowledge for fifteen hours, in the
hope that we might sight her and the
gale moderate. Up to that time there
was no abatement, and even if it had
been possible to have sighted her we
would have been totally unable to ren-
der her any further assistance.”

The theory reluctantly advanced by
Capt. Stott and his officers that the
Strathnevis had capsized and gone down

Whether they effect-
ed a landing or not remained unknown
until yesterday, although the conviction
that they were lost was very general,
when the U.S. lighthouse steamer Col-
umbine returned with them to the
Sound. The steamer, in Captain Rich-
ardson’s command, had been dispatched
to search for the brave litile party and
her mission was accomplished quickly

and successfully.

H. Brown—Ho Wai, the Chinese cook,
and C. E. Gaile, the reputed *‘ man-
ager”’ of the opium deal and the passen-
ger before referred to. The search of
the vessel revealed 3,740 tins of opium,
besides a full store of provisions and
about 500 gallons of water, effectually
disposing of the story of distress.

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BRITIS! - ENTHUSAMM.

Britain and France Not Unlikely to
Enter Into an Alli-
ance,

Loyal and Patriotic Demonstrations
Jameson’s Raiders to Be Brought
to England.

LoNDON, Jan, 11.—In view of the as-
sembling of the British fleet for active
service and the many clouds hovering
over the horizon of politics, the cabinet
meeting held at Downing Street to-day
is entitled to rank as one of the most
momentous in the history of Great
Britain. The ministers had to make

decisions upon several questions of *vital
importance to the British Empire, in-
cluding the Transvaal, Armenian and
Venezuelan difficulties, and Great
Britain’s position towards ‘the other
European powers.

It is a striking fact that although the
present cabinet is one of the largest on
record, it is known to be unanimous on
all the leading questions- under discus-
sion, and the central figure among the
ministers is undoubtedly Rt. Hon.
Joseph Chamberlain, the formerly much
abused Radical leader, whose able treat-
ment of the recent colonial difficulties
have excited the admiration of even his
most violent opponents.

It is impossible not to remark the
wonderful change of feeling towards hin
in the Radical press, which only latelv
scarcely ever referred to him without
calling him *‘ Judas.” Now the Radical
editors have nothing but the warmest
eulogies for the Secretary of State for
the Colonies, and he might also be de-
geribed as a popular hero at the present
moment.

The latest advices from the Transvaal
would seem on their face to indicate
that the situation is in no way so hope-
ful as it was a couple of days ago, in
spite of official statements to the con-
trary, and it is believed that the cabinet
is conesidering most unlooked for de-
mands upon the part of President
Kruger, demands _ which it is
intimated Great Britain  cannot
possibly concede. The reports of the
deadlock in the negotiations between Sir
Hercules Robinson, governor of Cape
Colony, and President Kruger at Pre-
toria, which reports are generally be-
lieved correct, show the gravity of the
gituation there and account for much of
the warlike preparations being made by
Great Britain.

On the stock exchange to-day there
were rumors that the government in-

will lead to the startling revelation that
the whole plot was hatched a group of
financiers in London, including several

Another feature of
thesituation is the feeling that France,
although she would perhaps like to see
Great Britain seriously injured, would
never allow Germany to win, but would
seek a pretext while Germany was crip-
pled to secure a ‘‘ revanche ” for 1870-71.

According to the~ Westminster Gaz-
ette, Germany’s recent attitude on the
Armenign question has alienated Great
Britain and led to a reapproachment of
the latter country to France, and the
Marquis of Salisbury, it asserts, suggest-
ed to the powers an internation-
al agreement, by which Russia was
to be entrusted with the pacification
of Armenia, but the proposition col-
Japsed through the opposition of Ger-
tmaty. Now, when Great -Britain is
found to have been confronted with the
demand of Germany to pass an armed
force through neutral territory for the
purpose of establishing German troops
in the transvaal, it became evident, ac-
cording to the Gazette, that there must
be a change in the direction of Great Brit-4
ain’s European leanings, and the imme-
diate result has been the re-ap-
proachment with France. Continuing,
the Westminster Gazette says there is
absolutely no intention to enter the
Franco-Russo alliance any more than
the dreibund ; but Great Britain has be-
. come, it is hoped, better friends with
both France and Russia. Regarding the
Transvaal, the Gazette views the alleged
demands of the Boers for compensation
with scepticism, and adds: “‘It is a triv-
ial question, almost as insignificant as
the ownership of a swamp on either side
of the Schomberg line.,

In the meanwhile preparations for
war are being actively pushed by Great
Britain. Three tons of Lee-Metford
rifles have been received at Chatham for
the warships which are being commis-
sioned there to form part of the flying
squadron.

A ‘report/from Durban, Natal,i says
that Hon. Sir Walter Francis Haly-
HutcHinson, Governor of Natal has gone
to Pretroria to arrange with Sir Hercules
Robinson, Governor of Cape Colony,
for the transportation of Dr.
Jameson and his followers through
Natal to England. Arrangements have
been made to bring the parties under
arrest from Capetown to England by u
troopship.

The Observer, Unionist, in an edi-
torial saye that the manner in which
the directors of the Chartered Company
have used their powers will compel the

_Secretary of State for the Colonies
to examine the whole question
of the wvalidity of their rights.
The Boers are by no means sinless. The
repeated pledges made by President
Kruger have been broken again and
again, and the Jameson escapade cannot
postpone drastic changes in South
Africa. Dr. Jameson’s raid must be
paid for, but not by a people that this
country can ultimately utilize.

WILHELMAND ENGLAND

Transvaal Matters Not to Come Up
in the Reichstag—Displays
of Bitterness.

Why the Kaiser Wrote to President
Kruger—Fulfilment of a
Promise.

Beruix, Jan. 11.—It is the unanimous
feeling in Germany that the Jameson
raid was due to connivance on the part
of the British government, and all Ger-
many is intensely but quietly anti-
English. This feeling is finding vent in
resolutions in favor of Transvaal in-
.dependence, and the entire press is ex-
pressing hostility to England.

In the Reichstag the Transvaal matter
will not be ventilated in consequence of
a hint received from the minister of
foreign affairs, Baron von Bieberstein,
that the government does not want to
show its hand. To that end the foreign
budget, which was to have been dis-
cussed in the Reichstag, was postponed
indefinitely.

The Emperor William, it is said, felt
bound to assure President Kruger of
'Germany’s sympathy, and if necessary,
support, and he deemed himself bound
to take this step by the verbal appeal of
P:esident Kruger during the latter’s
stay in Berlin, made by the Emperor’s
grandfather, William, and Prince Bis-
marck, for help in the hour of trouble, to
which appeal the Emperor William
made a half promise of sup-
port. The attacks made on
the Emperor by the London
press are regarded here as being typical
of British insolence. Germany insists
simply on the status quo which will
suffice for the Transvaal to develop its in-
dependenceandresources. Allspeculation
beyond that is baseless. In insisting
upon the independence of the Transvaal
Germany is backed by the whole of
Europe. P

Several of® the newspapers point out
that Germany has big commercial inter-
ests in the Transvaal. Forinstance, the
National Zeitung recalls that the Del-
agoa Bay railway wasmainly constructed
by Dutch and German capital, while a
million marks are invested in the best
Transvaal gold mines.

Tne report that letters have passed
between Emperor William and Queen
Victoria, in relation to the Transvaal
matter ie confirmed here, the intima-
tion being made that the Emperor has
made a statement that, while not in-
tending to offend England in_any way,
he is still of the opinion that D1. Jame-
son’s raid was worthy of condemnation.

The Tageblatt charges the English
press with falsifying the news and saye
it is not true that Emperor William and
the German government have agked for
the help of the European powers for the
purpose of neutralizing English influ-
ence in the Transvaal. Both, according
to the Tagblatt, insist the arrangements
of the 1884 convention shall be reserved.

THE * JANET COWAN.

She Is Supposed to Be the Unfor-
tunate Bark Now Ashore at
carmanah Point.

High on the Shore When Last
Sighted and m a Decidedly
Bad Position.

Carmanah Peint, the scene of so many
marine disasters, claimed still another
victim during Wednesday night last,
first word of this latest shipwreck reach-
ing Victoria by way of Alberni yester-
day—the Carmanah telegraph line, never
more urgently needed, having been down
for a fortnight or more. The identity of
the unlucky vessel, a large four-master,
is not yet positively established, but she
is supposed to be the British iron bark
Janet Cowan, of 2,498 tons net reg-
ister, which left Capetown on September
11 last for Vancouver, to load a return
cargo of lumber at Hastings for South
Africa.
The Cowan and her master are alike
strangers to this part of the world, and
the supposition is that the entrance
to Barclay Sound has been mis-
taken for the entrance to the
Straits — a fatal mistake, but one
that has been made not infrequently in
the past. It is practically certain that
the disaster occurred during Wednesday
night, for when the Princess Louise
assed the Point on her way to Alberni,
%hursday evening, the topsails were still
set on the big vessel although she was
piled high up on the rocky shore with
the breakers outside. The ship did not
appear to be in immediate danger, ac-
cording to the report made by Captain
John Irving on his arrival at Alberni.
“ There is no danger of her going to
pieces just now,’’ said the last telegram
received from the Commodore. ‘‘The
crew gignalled to us but we could not
render them any assistance on account
of the high sea and the approaching
darkness.” ]
It is altogether likely that the Louise
will pick up the shipwrecked crew on
her return trip upon which she is ex-
pected to leave Alberni to-day.
The scene of the wreck is a point
about twelve miles to the west of Car-
manah light, very close to the line of
rocks on which the bark Sarah met her
fate on the 8th of November, 1891. This
section of coast is very much dreaded
by all experienced mariners, being ex-
posed to all winds from the open ocean
and a strong inshore current practically
sealing the doom of any craft coming
within its influence.

The breakers, too, greatly decrease the
chances of any craft that may come to
grief in the locality, the making ot a
landing in rough weather being practi-
cally impossible. It is not now known
whether any loss of life has attended
this last disaster, the Louise being un-
able to obtain any definite information
owing to the rough weather at the time
she passed. A

There ig a possibility that communica-
tion with Carmanah may bé restored to-
day, but it is extremely doubtful as the
break in the line appears to be worse
than usual. TUnfortunately the very
storms which made the signal telegraph
line most necessary are almost sure to
interrupt communication, the wire
necessarily passing through a very wild
and thickly wooded country, in which
every gale is certain to bring the trees
down in hundreds.

Justice Drake refused
to allow evidence to be takenas to the con-
dition of the law in Hawaii at the time of
the deportation, as mnot sufficient
eyidence bad yet been put in bear-
ing on the alleged conspiracy between Cap-
tain Bird and the Hawaiian government.
Johnson, the deported Englishman, and C.
V. Ashford, attorney-general under the
late King of Hawaii, gave evidence.

VENEZUELA’S BOUNDARY.

LoxpoN, Jan. 1l.—In an interview
with Mr. Geachburch, the consul for
Venezuela, who has just returned to
London from South Africa, the latter is
quoted as saying he did not think the
United States would support Venezuela’s
boundary claim a whit beyond what was
equitable and just. Mr. Geachburch
added: ‘“The U.S. commission must
have beneficial results and compel
Great Britain to disclose ground for her
claims to the Schomburg line. But if
the United States wish to make the
commission unassailable they should
appoint one or two European members
of the commission.

‘“The chances are that the present
gituation will lead to an interchange of
ideas which will result in the resump-
tion of diplowatic relations. It is
obvious that war would be very disas-
trous to a young country like
Venezuela, even if it was backed
by the TUnited States. From
any other point of view except that of
conducing to an intelligent mutual en-
tente between Great Britain and Vene-
zuela for a specific settlement United
States intervention would be disas-
trous.”’

CIVIC ELECTIONS.

So far very little interest seems to
have been taken in the municipal elec-
tions. This is to be regretted-for the
prosperity of the citizens requires that
the next City Council be composed of
good men. The election of a Cabinet
Minister has for a time diverted public
attention from civic affairs. This is, in
a sense, to be regretted, for it is most
important that the affairs of the city
should be well managed. But it is not
yet too late to select the best men avail-
able 3s candidates for seats at the
City Council. Board. In voting
for City Councillors business con-
siderations should be paramount.
The City Couneil is really a business or-
ganization.- It has work to do which
affects every man and woman and child
in the city closely and directly.  If thaty
work is well done the comfort, the con-
venience and the health of the citizens
will be well and intelligently cared for,
and the interests of the city generally
advanced. If 1t is badly done and if
much of it is neglected; Citizens of 4l
classes and of every age will suffer to a
greater or-less extent and thé city’s ad-
vancement will be retarded or perhaps
stopped altogether. Very few citizens,
as far as we can see, take ‘the
trouble to consider to what extent
the welfare of the city is in the hands of
the City Council. If they did we are
quite sure they would take a greater in-
terest in the city’s affairs than they do,
and be more anxious than they have
hitherto been to eleet capable men to
the office of City Councillor.

It is not a little singular that many
civic electors in choosing men to man-
age the affairs of the city for them do
not appear to he actuated by the same
principles and motives as they are when
they are required in their pri-
vate capacity to choose men to do
business for them whichthey either can-
not do themselves or do not find it con-
venient to do. When a citizen wants
his horse shod he does not ask hisneigh-
bor the carpenter to do it for him,
neither does he engage the services of a
tailor or a baker to do the job. He goes
at once to a blacksmith, and the best
blacksmith,'toe;, that he knows or that is
available. He wants his horse well shod
and he does not inquire what church the
blacksmith goes to or ‘whether - he is a
good or a bad talker. ‘He does not want
to know anything about his politicse
Whether he is a Grit or a Tory
is perfectly immaterial to him. It is
nothing to him whether the blacksmith
is a good "or bad neighbor, or whether
or not he mnods to him when
he meets him on the street.
Is he a good shoer of horses?
is the only question he asks. If he finds
that he is, and if he 18 pleased with
the work the smith has already done
for him, he takes his horse to that man’s
forge withoutany more ado.

But when a civic elector is asked to
give his vote for a City Councillor the
ability of the candidate to do the work |
of a City Councillor is about the last |
thing that the fluent canvasser talke

about. .The voter is told that thel

candidate is a fine man, that he
is thought ever so much of in such and
such a church or in such and such an
organization. He is a fine speaker and

the position. Tkeconsequence is that in
by far too many instances men are elected
to the Council who have not the remotest
idea how a Councillor’s work should be
done, and who have no capacity for do-
ing it if they did know.

It is to be hoped that this year electors
will inquire chiefly into the ability of a
candidate to do the work of the position
to which he aspires, and that personal
considerations will have no weight with
the electors. A good citizen will vote
against his own brother without hesita-
tion if he belteves that he does not
possess the qualifications necessary to
make an efficient member of the City
Council. He should choose a City
Councillor for the same reason as he
chooses a doctor, or a lawyer, or a
carpenter, or a tailor; and that is, be-
cause he is satisfied he understands the
business and can do it well.

If the majority of the electors regard
fitness and bonesty as the main qualifi-
cations for the office of Councillor, Vic-
toria this year will_have a good City
Council: But if the majority are influ-
enced by other considerations, if they
vote for:candidates because they like
them, or because they are good mneigh-
bors and fine talkers, the Council cannot
fail to be an indifferent or it may be
a very bad one. We do hope that
electors will be careful how they vote
and that the best men available will
be elected. o

SCHOOL TRUSTEES.

o EE

The office of School Trustee is an hon-
orable one, and we trust that men and
women well able to perform its duties,
and who have an adequnate conception of
its responsibilities, will offer themselves
as candidates and be elected. .

‘We are proud to be able to say that
the way in which Mrs. Gordon Grant
has performed her duties-has fully real-
ized the expectations of those who advo-
cated the election of a woman as a mem-
ber of the Board of Trustees. That
lady will,f we have not the slightest
doubt, beiragain elected. Another
lady 1is this year in the field,
but not, we presume, as an
oppenent of Mrs. Gordon Grant.
Her claims to be elected will no doubt
be favorably considered by the constitu-
ency. There is now, we are glad to see,
no prejudice against lady trustees to be
overcome. We do not know at this
moment who are the other candidates
for the vacant seats, butit is to be hoped
that gentlemen well qualified in every
way for the position will be induced to
offer themselves for election. Intelligent
and capable men who have the interests
of education at heart will find in the
office of School Trustee congenial occu-
pation and ample scope for their talents
and their energies. The citizens should
remember that the success of the city
schools in a great measure depends on
Hthe kind of persons they elect as city
trustees.

CUBA.

If reliance is to be placed on the tele-
grams from Cuba, the struggle in that
Island cannot last much longer. The
insurgents have of late without doubt
made great headway. The boom of
their guns can, it is said, be heard in
the capital of the colony. It is quite
possible that the royalist general, seeing
that he can in the open country do very
little to defeat the guerilla bands that
are scattered all over the island,
has - concentrated his forces in Hav-
ana in order to get an op-
portunity of meeting the whole
of the insurgent forees on a field in
which disciplined troops can fight with
some eftect. It does not appear that
there has been so far a single engage-
ment in Cuba at all worthy the name of
a battle. The rebel bands have annoy-
ed the royalist army and have purpose-
ly avoided a general engagement. Fever
has from the beginning of the insurrec-
tion been the most effective ally of the
rebels. It has killed at least twenty
men to one that has been slain
by the bullets of the guerillas.

This year’s campaign will, without
doubt, cause much loss to the Cubans
and great suffering in the near future, for
Fthe rebels are destroying the crops and
wrecking other property on the planta-
tions.

“¢ direct falsehood.”” Now we ask, if the
men who manufactured and circulated
that roorback were not supporters of
Mr. Templeman, who and what were
they? Supporters of Col. Prior would
not concoct and circulate such an
abominable and stupid lie.

The Times says that Mr. Christie can
testify to the genuineness of the tele-
gram. Very likely. Buf can Mr. Christie
testify that the man who manufactured
it was not a supporter of Mr. Temple-
man? Among the ‘smart Alecs’”’ -who
wasted their time and exhausted their
ingenuity in inventing false reports and
monstrous lies in Mr. Templeman’s in-
terest the Times’ Ottawa correspondent
appears to have been the most active
and industrious.

When the Liberal policy on the school
question, as expounded by Mr. Laurier
himself in Montreal Centre, comes to be
generally understood the Conservatives
who on Moaday voted for the Liberal
candidate because they were opposed to
interference with Manitoba and because
they do not approve of separate schools,
will be even more strongly opposed to
the Liberal policy than they are to that
of the present Government. When they
are fully convinced that Mr, Laurier’s
object is to restore separate schools to
Manitoba, they will see his policy is,
from their point of view, even more ob-
jectionable than that of the party which
favors remedial legislation. If to oppose
remedial legislation makes a Coaserva-
tive a Liberal, in what position will such
Liberals be when they find that the
main object of Mr. Laurier and his
party is to restore separate schools to
Manitoba. They will then find them-
selves, to use a common but very forci-
ble simile, ‘“out of the frying-pan into
the fire.”

The simple truth is, the vote cast for
Mr. Templeman is very {ar indeed from
showing that Liberalisma has greatly in-
creased in Victoria during the past five
years. That the number of Liberals has
increased in that time there can be mo
doubt, but the increase is not to be at-
tributed to conversion, but tuv immigra-
tion. The Liberals who have come to
Vietoria have mnaturally
their Liberalism; but the missionary
work which they have done does mot
seem by any means great. They have
made very few converts indeed, if they
have made any. °

The introduction of the Manitoba
school question, which has really
nothing to do with either Liberalism or
Conservatism, was a disturbing element
in the late election. But its influence
will, we have no doubt, be transitory.
When the views of the Liberal leader on
that question come to be known and the
action of the Liberal party seen,
those Conservatives who have voted
for a Liberal candidate.because they
are opposed to interference with
Manitoba  will find that they
did so while under a false impression.
They will find they have been deceived
by untruthful representations and by
indefinite and ambiguous statements as
to the position of the Liberal leader and
the Liberal party on the question, and
they will without doubt resent the decep-
tion that has been practis.d upon them.

the Cabinet had their effect upon many
electors, who considered it of the great-
est importance that British Columbia
should be represented in the Cab-
inet.of the Dominion.

We are quite certain that Liberalism,
properly so called, has not made any in-
road on Conservatism in this constitu-
ency of Victoria and that the apparent
increase in the Liberal vote at the late
election was accidental and temporary.

SURFACE AGITATION.

The disturbance in the Government
and the disagreements among the minis-
ters do not, we are satisfied, extend to
the Conservative party as a whole.
That Conservatives are not a unit on the
Manitoba school question is beyond a
doubt, but it is also true that the
Liberals are equally divided on that
difficult subject. If Mr, Laurier were

have precisely the same difficulties to
face in the country and within his own
party as Sir Mackenzie Bowell has
to meet. It is - well known
that many Liberals demand that
any government that .is in power
shall restore to the minority in Mani-
toba the privileges with respect to religi-
ous education of which that minority
have been deprived ; and there are quite
as many, perhaps more, Liberals as there
are Conservatives who are strongly op-
posed to any interference with Mani-
toba’s schopl legislation. How to deal
with the perplexing question is equally
embarrassing to both parties. But if it
were eliminated from the politics of the
Dominion the indications everywhere
show that the two parties have pretty
much the same relation to each other as
to principles as they had five years ago.

This means that the Americans have
really no warrant for this doctrine of
theirs. No nation is under the least ob-
ligation to observe it gnd -it is wholly
without authority unless the United
States is strong enough to enforce it. It
is in fact a mere expression of the will
of the people of the United States and
its recognition depends golely on the
ability of the United States Government
to enforce it. The principles of justice
or of sound international polity have
nothing whatever to do with it.

NOT WORTH.HELPING.

It is evident that the Transvaal im-
broglio will not be productive of the
serious consequences that were appre-
hended a few days ago. Both President
Kruger and the British Government are
pursuing a commoén sense course. Dr.
Jameson must - accept the consequences
of his audacious acts. He must have
known when he entered wupon the
enterprise of invading a coun-
try with which the mnation was
at peace that the alternatives that were
before him were complete success or
utter ruin. He no doubt counted upon
the enthusiastic co-operation of the Uit-
landers, who complained so bitierly and
with such good reason of the way in
which they were treated by the Govern-
ment of the Transvaal. They failed
him and he must accept the consequenc-
es of failure. We are not surprised that
the people of Cape Colony are disgusted
with the conduct of the Uitlanders.
They have evidently forgotten that

“ Who would be free themselves must strike
the blow.”

They appear to have been willing that
Dr. Jameson and his little band of fili-
busterers should sacrifice themselves for
their sakes while they looked on with
cowardly indecision. It is said that the
Uitlanders were overpowered by an
army of twenty thousand Boers. This
cannot be true, forthere are only sixteen
thousand burghers in the whole repub-
lic, while the Uitlanders are nearly four
times that number. Itis not likely that
any attempt will be made by their coun-
trymen after this to help the Uitlanders,
let their treatment by the Boers be what
it may. ™ )

TELEGRAPHING
EXTRAORDINARY.

The organ of the Opposition has evi-
dently a high opinion of the value of the
telegram with its sensational headings as
a means of political instruction. It
seems to be of the opinion that a lie is
not a lie when it is embodied in a tele-
gram or proclaimed in a flare heading.

3purpose, our contemporary continues
to practise upon the ecredulity of its
readers in the most impudent way.

The first thing that attracted the eye
of the reader of Thursday night’s Times
was the heading in big, black capitals,
| ““A Derelict Government.”” Everyone
knows that a ship that is derelict is one
that is abandoned by its captain and
crew and is drifting about ®at the mercy

of the winds and waves. The Govern-
; ment which the Times in this emphatic
|and conspicuous way proclaims to be
derelict is the- Dominion Government.
| Now everyone knows that the Dominion
Government is not derelict. Its com-
{ manding officer is at his post and the
Ministers are doing their duty much too
well to please the Opposition who are
most desirous to take their places. In
the next heading the editor ventures a
prediction. He declares that the Gov-
ernment is drifting to inevitable de-
struction. After his election predictions
have been so signally falsified it is sur-
prising that the editor should so soon go
into the prophesying business again.
The Government is not drifting and
it will in a day or two be
seen that ite destruction is not
inevitable. We do not think that!
it is wise to risk ome’s repu-
tation as a prophet on a prediction
which may be proved to be utterly false
in a day or two. The reputation of the
prophet of the Times has, one would
think, been damaged enough already,
without his unnecessarily running the
risk of making himself utterly ridic-
ulous.

The omniscient editor tells the readers
of the Times that the Government are
‘“trying to buoy themselves up with
hopes of temporary reconstruction,”
and that ‘‘ Lord Aberdeen cannot stand
this disorganized state of affairs much
longer.” Being only an ordinary
mortal, it is simply impossible
for the Times editor to sav
what hopes the Government en-
tertain or what are their intentions,

Lord Aberdeen has taken him into his
confidence and told him how he regards
the situation in Ottawa. Yet the editor
does not qualify his statement in the
least. He positively declares that the
Governor-General ‘‘capnot stand ’’ the
existing state of affairs ‘‘ much longer.”
The reader of the telegram finds that
the Governor-General has not only
made a confidant of the editor of the
Times but has also taken its Ottawa
correspondent to his bosom and told him
without reserve how he “feels and what
he has done. Of eourse the corres-
pondent does not keep such important
information to himself. He immedi-
ately imparts it to all the world, or at
least as much of it as read the telegrams
of the Times. The passage is a curios-
ity. Here it is:

““Lord Aberdeen is so przzled over the
mix-up which is now going on in the
Cabinet that he has sent a cipher mes-
sage to Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, Sec-
retary of State for the Colonies, asking

his advice under the present difficul-
ties.”

His Excellency must have felt reliev-
ed when he unburdened himself to the
sympathetic Times .correspondent, but
there may be some who will say that it
was not exactly the right thing for that
correspondent to take advantage of Lord
Aberdeen’s weakness and to abuse his
confidence by telegraphing the confiden-
tial communication to the organ of the
Grits in Victoria.

There are, we fear, wicked people in
Victoria who will express surprise that
the editor of the Times would be so un-
utterably stupid as to publish the lying
and absurd rubbish which the Ottawa
correspondent of his paper was fool
enough to send over the wires.

BOERS AND UITLANDERS.

Lonpoxn, Jan. 9.—The secretary of
state for the colonies, Rt. Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain, has sent the following
despatch to President Kruger: I have
received the Queen’s command to ac-
quaint you that Her Majesty has heard
with satisfaction tlL.at you have decided
to hand over the prisoners to Her
Majesty’s government. This fact will
redound to your credit and conduce to
the peace of South Africa and the har-
monious co-operation of the British and
Dutch races, which is necessary for its
future development and prosperity.’”’

The Boer government at Pretoria is
showing discontent at the reluctance dis-
played by the Rand men to disarm. It
18 estimated that 30,000 of the latter
have been armed, and only 2,000 have
yielded up their arms. The position at
Johannesburg is critical and the Boer
leaders have the utmost difficulty in re-
straining their men. A proclamation
has just been issued calling upon all the
Rand men to disarm before 6 o’clock on
Friday evening under pain of prosecu-
tion. Those eomplying will be pardoned
except the leaders of the revolt. There
is a feeling here that the Rhodes char-
ter will be cancelled to prevent further
disorders.

A dispatch to the Times from Johan-
nesburg confirms the report that sym-
pathy with Dr. Jamieson makes the
Uitlanders reluctant to disarm, but as
it is estimated that there are 20,000
armed Boers around the town there is
no fear of any further rebellion.
