A NOTEWORTHY DISCOVERY

Which Assures the Rermanency of the
Klondyke Mining Field and Will Startle
the Scientific World.

Of the finding of the gold-containing
vein ot rock that is presumably the
mother lode of the Klondyke country,
only the very latest arrivals ont have
the news, and it is to Mr. W..J. Jones,
the well known press eorrespondent of
Port Townsend, and his travelling com-
panions, Messrs. D. D. Stewart and A.
Calder, that the CoLoNist is indebted fon
particulars. This great discovery,
equalled only in importance by the
original discovery of gold on Bonanza
and El Dorado, appears to' have been
made a8 many other similar discoveries
have been—by purest aceident. It ie
important chiefly as it establishes the
permanency of the Kjondyke mining
field, and of interest as verifying the
gcientific conclusions reached by Mr.
William Ogilvie, the eminent geological
expert and government surveyor. Those
who heard that gentleman’s lecture here
or have since read his published views
regarding the upper Yukon country,
will remember one passage direetly in
point. It may be here quoted:

“A point to which I now want to
direct “attention is that the gold on
Bonanza and El Dorado creeks at certain
stages has the same degree of fineness.
As you come down both creeks it de-
creages in value until it reaches a mini-
mum of about $15.25 per ounce, troy
weight, From that point it again in-
creases a8 we go farther down. Now, if
we draw a line through the points of
corresponding value on these two creeke,
we find that projecting them eastward
we strike Gold Bottom and Hunker
creeks. Projecting them west we strike
Miller and Glacier creeks, and the heads
of the gulches in Forty Mile, from filty
or sixty miles away. What do we infer
from this? That there isa continuous
system of gold-bearing rock running
across the country in thisdirection. Again
we find that the gold in nuggets found
oa Bonanza and El Do bears no evi-
dence of having travelled any distance—
in fact the majority of the nuggets are
as angular and irregular in shape as
though you had just pounded them oat
of the mother lode. This, I think, leads
to the inference that that mother lode is
not very distant from where the gold is
now found, and the omly debatable
question 1n my mind is, is it in lodes of

Between the 4th and the 7th of last
month, this mother lode appears to have
been simultaneously uncovered by three
parties and at three places—a solitary
miner named Pyle, working on a bench
claim at Skookum Gulch, being the first
to report his great find. Almost at the
same time John Cormack, a New Zea-
lander, and H. P. Joyce, of Gray’s Har-
bor, Washington, in drifting to bedrock
on placer claim 31 El Dorado, struck
 what is unquestionably the same ledge
of auriferons rock. So valuable did they
realize their discovery to be that they
staked immediately.
The next day, Frank Slavin, the ex-
pugilist, and Captain Tippett,—whe
served for years in the employ of the
Nippon Yusen Kaisha, and at the time
of the war commanded a Japanese trans-
port under their flag—uncovered a vein
of the same general character and qual-
ity—the same ledge no doubt—at Dome
Hill, about midway between Indian riv-
er and the Klondyke river, and 25 miles
from the Yukon, this being the most
scuth-easterly point at which the ledge
has yet been uncovered.
Taking this latter point as a starting
g8, the vein has been traced inits full
width of 35 feet in a northwesterly dir-
ection slanting towards the EI Dorado,
which it crosses at No. 31, and continu-
wa the left side of that stream,
g away from the river, theninter-
Ni t Gulch at claim 15, Adams
cum Gaich at No. 2,
and passing through the Bonanza half a
mile below that point, and across the
Klondyke mountain.
Owing to the fact that there is little if
any dynamite in the district, examina-
tions of the great lode have been very
primitive as yet, it being impossible to
get out much of the rock, and equally
impossible to secure satisfactory assays.
With a little black powder, a piece of the
rock was broken off at Skookum Gulch,
as rich if not richer than. the Comet
rock, ahowin¥ both leaf gold and string-
ers, and yielding four or five dollars
when pounded on an anvil.
Where this ledgze crosses the ereeks,
especially at Nugget Gulch, lump gold
is plentiful, the nnggete invariably hav-
ing spider-leg gold adhering, and testify-
ing by their angularity that they have
not travelled at all. These great dis-
coveries, in the opinion of all old time
miners as well as the experts who ae-
companied Mr. Jones, assure the per-
manency of the Upper Yukon as the
greatest mining camp of the world for
half a century to come.

THE POET’S PERIL,

Joaquin Miller Roughly Treated By the Frost
king—The Sad Story of a Brooklynite.
Although there will be no dyspepsia,
indigestion or gout at Dawson this win-
ter in consequence of an over-abundant
supply of provisions, there will not on
the other hand be any starvation, the
outgoing miners each having assisted
those left behind by selling their outfits,
and the caribou and moose having ar-
rived to contribute themselves to the
meat supply, and provide materials for
candles a8 well. On the river from Daw-
son down to Fort Yukon and chiefly be-
tween Circle City and that point there
are, however, about 400 men strung
along who are liable to have great suffe: -
ing forced upon tnem in a month or so,
as they are both poorly provisioned and
ineufficiently clothed, and will not be
able to advance or retreat without aesis-
tance. That the mounted police will be
able to care for them is the general con-
census of opinion. _ .

It is, according to the new arrivals,
ridiculous to talk of taking in relief over
the avenues of egress they have followed,
for the reason that these beaten trails
are but twelve or fourteen inches wide
and would not admit the passage inward
of loaded sleds of the ordinary Coact
type. Itis equally ridiculous to discuss
relief as a charity, national or otherwise,
for what necessities may be taken in will
find purchasers at remunerative prices,
and would not be accepted, indeed, on
other tezms. o
As anexample of the terrible suffering
of those endeavoring to pass from Circle
City to Dawson, the case of Joaquin
Miller is cited as an example. Miiler,
who has d his‘three ecore of years,
had heard of the distress by the way,
and although the miners attempted to
dissuade him from entering upon the
terrible trip on account of his age, he
would not be held back. His duty called
him to Dawson, he said, and accom-
panied by Harold Canovan of Ottawa he
started out. \

En route a blizzard was encountere,d
which sent the younger men and Miller’s

the

endeavored to get to Circle City from
Forty-Mile. On the way he was acci-
dentally shot in the boat, and seeing
that nothing else was practicable under
the circamstances, his comrades placed
him on one of the dog sleighs, wounded
and bleeding, and pressed on.

Without the heat of exercise, and
weakened by loss of blood, the poor
fellow froze to death, and his companions
finally discovered to their horror that
they were dragging a corpse. They
were themselves exhausted, and finally
they left the body and just managed to
get themselves into ‘Circle City, from
which point the miners returned up the
river, secured the corpse, thawed out the
ground in the little cemetery, and gave
poor Anderson Christian burial.
He had kept a diary for his mother’s
reading uutil the very day of his death,
and this little volume, relating all the
tragic story of his hopes and fears and
their sad ending, passed into the pos-
sesgion of the poet.Joaquin Miller, who
will convey it, with the miners’ message
of sympathy, to the mother who on
the Atlantic seaboard is waiting for news
of her boy.

DELEGATES ON THE WAY.

KRepresentative Miners Express Their Opin-

ion of the Regulations and the Prospects
of the Camp.

A Calder, who came through with Messrs.
Joues and Stewart, has been in the Klon-
-dyke country for more than three years,
;going north from thiscity in March, 1895,
and forming ome of the first rush from
Cirgle City. He is a prominent claim
.ownerof Kl Dorado, Adams, Gold Bottom
and Hunker creeks, four of the best streams
in the district, while Mr. Stewart is prin-
cipally interested in the Henderson.
Calder says that very many of the mining
- men. are doing virtually nothing on their
.claims this: season—on . account of the
strike for one thing, and to show the gov-
-ernment how the enactment of unfair re-
gulations may be expected to restrict the
output. They will undertake more enter-.
prising development work as: 'soémn as con-
cessions are made in connection with the
proposed royalty ou the output of the
mines.

On Hunker creek a streak of pay dirt has
recently been struck ninety feet wide and
three deep, giving an average return of
$4.9) to the pan, with some phenomenally
.rich ground, actually rivalling the sensa-
tional washings of last year from the El
Dorado. All the principal tributaries of
this stream and of the Bonanza are proving
exceedingly rich, while the quartz interests
-are destined to become of equal importance
as soon as the problem of transportation
shall have been solved.

The gold of the district is still rated at
$17.00 asa medinm of exchange in the
country, although the- government offi-
cials will accept it only as $16.C0 in payment
of record fees, etc., this being nearer the
mark ol its actual value.

Keenest interest is now centred upon the
result of the conference at Ottawa between
the members of the government and the
delegates of the miners who will present
their petition. One of these, Mr. E. J.
Livernash, i3 already on his way
down to the Coast, having left several
days in advance of Mr. Calder’s party,
by whom he was passed about fifty miles
this side of Dawson. . Heis not in complete
accord with the other mempbers of the dep-
utation it appears, and a number of the
miners are also somewhat aggrieved that a
non-resident and stranger among them
should have been chosen to represent
them in conference with the government.
It has been pointed out to them that
their interests may possibly suffer through
Mr. Livernash not being fitted by experi-
ence to detail the actual conditions and
necessities of mining, and a few weeks ago
a petition was placed in circulation calling
for another mass meeting to reconsider the
choice. Nothing had been done as a result
of this action before Mr. Livernash was
ready to leave. The three delegates will
probably meet in this city and complete
their programme for presentation at Ot-
tawa.

Calder and his party passed Justice Ma-
guire near the Little Salmon, where they
were encamped waiting for the arrival of
relief supplies, Both Judge Maguire and
Administrator Walsh were surprised not
to have had any communication from In-
spector Constantine, and could not under-
stand it until Mr. Jones acquainted them
with the fact that the inspector had been
told by an incoming party that they had
turned back to the coast. Even this failed
to appease Major Walsh’s indignation, for
as'he expressed it, .

‘“ Constantine should bave known him
better than to believe that he was going to
turn back for a little cold weather.”

OPERATIONS IN AFRICA.

British Fegiments Preparing for Service
There—A Host of Dervishes to Be

DovER, Jan, 11.—The greatest enthus-
iasm and activity prevails at Shorn-

cliffe, from which camp the Third Hus-
sars have been ordered to Cairo. Large
drafts from other British regiments are
aleo preparing for foreign service.
Lo~Npon, Jan. 11.—The Cairo corres-
pondent of the Daily Chronicle says: It
18 believed here that the British oper-
ations are due to the presence of the
French at Farhoda rather than to the
Dervish advance. The Dervish move-
ment is hamperad by lack of transporta-
tion, but it is believed that 40,000 Der-
vishes are covering Omdurman (oppo-
site Kbartoum) and that 20,00 more
are at Metemneh and Shendy.

The Morning Post says: “ A great'
minister on' a great oecasion has only
whetted the appetite of a people ready
to give him a large and generaus vote of
confidence.’’

The Daily News says: ‘‘ Mr. Balfour’s
exposition of Lord -Salisbury’s policy is
excellent in intention, and the only fear
is that the executiom may fall short of
the intention.’” With reference to the
New York Times’ “expression of regret
that lack of appetite has succeeded to
England’s traditional earth hunger,” the
Daily News says: ‘‘Such regrets in an
American journal are piquant indeed.
But our American friends need not be
uneasy. Our ihterests, which are iden-
tical with theirs, can be protected in
China by other means than territorial
annexation.”

THE KOREAN AGREEMENT.

It Involves a Complete Backdown on the
Part of Russia—The Chinese
Loan.

Loxpon, Jan. 11.—According to a spe-
cial from Shanghai, it is eaid there that
the agreement between England, Japan
and Russia, with respect to Korea, in-
volves the restoration of the status quo
and the reinstatement of Mr. McLeavy
Brown as chief commissioner of cus-
toms, with a Russian commissioner of
customs at Gensan, the port of Brough-
ton Bay on the east coast, and a Jap-
anese commissioner at Fusan, in the ex-
treme southeast.

Sir Robert Hart, director of Chinese
imperial maritime customs, is negotiat-
ing with the Chinese government for a
loan. The emperor took the negotia-
tions away. from the Tsung Li Lamen,
the board of foreign affairs, in discust at
their previous failures.

DENMARK SEEKING SHELTER.

Approaching the Great Powers for a Guar-
antee of Neutrality.

CoPENHAGEN, Jan. 12.—Dmin‘g the
budget debate in the lower house of par-
liament yesterday, the minister for for-
eign affairs informed the house that the
Danish ministers had been instructed to
ascertain whether it were possible for
Denmark to obtain a guarantee of her
neutrality from the various powers. The
replies, the minister added, showed that
the powers fully recognize Denmark’s
readiness to take up a neutral ‘position,
but at the present moment there was no
probability that she would be able to ge-
cure the desired guarantee.

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A SUENE IN THE COURT

Hearing of the Bostock Criminal
Libel Case Has a Sudden
Interruption.

L
Counsel for the Defence Disagrees
With the Magistrate and Leaves
the Room.

The hearings of the criminal libel suits
was quite interesting yesterday. A num-
ber of spectators watched the proceedings
at the police court all day, and just before
the close in the afternoon were rewarded
for their patience by witnessing something
quite out of the common. At the morning
session the charge against Editor Nichol
of The Province, was resumed. The de-
fence called two witnesses in the persons
of Premier Turner and Hon. C. E. Pooley,
but most of the questions put the witnesses

were ruled out as inadmissable at a prelim-
inary hearing. The question of press com-
ments on the cases was again brought up
by Mr. Martin, who claimed that the magis-
trate should interfere in the matter. He
was again told that the court did not con-
trol the press and the matter ended.

Mr. Walter Nichol was formally commit-
ted for trial, the magistrate reviewing the
case briefly. His case will come up at the
first court of competent jurisdiction. The
usual bonds were demanded and obtained.

During the Bostock case, which was en-
livened from beginning to end by lively
tilts between -counsel, a rather unusual
sgene occurred, Mr. Archer Martin, who
has acted for the defgnce throughout the
trials, objected in very strong terms to
Magistrate Macrae’s raling on certain ques-
tions, and because of these rulings abruptly
retired from the case. The hearing will be
resumed at 2 o’clock Monday afternoon.

In the morning, before calling any wit-
nesses for the defence, Mr. Martin stated
that he wished to draw his Worship’s at-
tention for the second time to press com-
ments on the cases now being tried. He
mentioned in particular an editorial in the
Covonist of the 7th inst., and asked the
magistrate to express his strong disap-
proval of such comments.

His Worship replied that he had abso-
lutely nothing to do with such matters.
As he had ruled before he would rule now.

Mr. Martin—‘‘ And you will not, your
Houor, eyen express disapproval of these
comments ?”’ )

His Worship—* No, Mr. Martic; I can
do nothing in the matter. I am not in any
position to control press comments.”

His Worship decided that an answer
must be given to the question, and upon
the question being repeated by Mr. Cas-
sidy witness, with evident reluctance,
stated that Mr. Bostock held about five-
sixths of the stock of the Province Pub-
lishing Company. The magistrate re-
marked that if the question was im-
properly admitted as evidence he alone
was to blame in the matter.

Continuing his examination Mr. Cas-
sidy elicited the fact that the capital
stock of the concern is $60,000. The
next line of questioning was as to who
the other stockholders were. After con-
siderable argument witness said that he
and Mr. Scaife also held stock.

Mr. Bostock thought this was not a
proper question, but would not enter
into any argument relative to it, as he
claimed he was not up in the rules of
evidence.

Mr. Cassidy, during the argument
which followed, endeavored to show that
Mr. Bostock was practically sole pro-
prietor of the concern, controlling, as he
did, most of the stock, and that the stock
not 'held by him was practi-ally
given away. His Worship ruled that as
far as the actual directors were concerned
the question was admissable. Witness
then stated that the other directors had
paid for their stock.

Q.—*“ Did yon pay for youre, and how
much?”’

Witness—*I think, your Worship, Mr.
Cassidy is exceeding bis limit now.”’

After considerable argument witness
reluctantly stated that it ad not been an
actual cash transaction, as he had taken
the stock in lieu of salary.

Q.—*‘ Your nominal salary is $30 a
month as managing director of the
Province Publishing Company ?”’

Witnees—** I never said that.”’

<His Worship stated that Mr. Coltart
had said he got $30 a month as secretary
of the Province Limited Liability. Wit-
ness at this stage rose excitedly to his
feet and made frequent interruptions,
claiming that Mr. Cassidy’s line of ques-
tioning was for the purpose of getting
him ‘“mixed.” He claimed that coun-
sel for the prosecution was en-
deavoring to draw answers from
him  regarding both companies
whereas he should take one company at
a time and put hie questions regarding
it. Mr, Cageidy then turned his atten-
tion to the Province Puablishing Com-
pany, and asked witness what he got
month for his services with that com-

fully brought out by Mr. Cassidy in bis| pan

examination of Mr. Coltart. It was
developed that he held five-sixths of the
stock in one concern and three-quarters
of the stock in the other. The ex-
amination of Mr. Coltart was decidedly
interesting, owing to frequent interrup-
tions by the witness. Tne same ques-
tion which resulted in Mr, Martin’s
withdrawal from the case was again
asked yesterday of Mr. Coltart, and the
magistrate firmly held to his first de-
cision. At the close of the case Magis-
trate Macrae decided to withold his
decision until this afternoon at 2o’clock.

Mr. Cassidy, before calling any wit-
nesses, announced that owing to the fact
that Capt. Wolley, who was tp appear as
a witness, had an important engagement
with the Provincial Board of Health he
desired to call him first. His Worship
consenting Capt. Wolley was then placed
on the stand. He stated to Mr. Cassidy
that he was associated with the Prov-
ince newspaper about the ‘‘ time of the
Jubilee.”” There were two companies
when he ~ was there. He was
editor for about five weeks. Mr. Ian
Coltart wasat that time manager. There
is a printing establishment in the build-
ing. There was no division at the time
between the departments which wrote
the paper and printed it. In fact the
whole thing, as far as witness could see,
was run as one affair, and the paper was
run and published by Mr. Coltart.

Mr. Bostock refused to- cross-examine
this witness.

Mr. Cassidy then stated that Mr.
Bostock, the defendant, was to act for
himself in the case. ‘Mr. Bostock being
an English barrister, he was sure the
case would lose nothing by his handling
of it. Mr, Bostock replied that as it was
some ten or twelve years since he had
practiced at the bar he was ratherrusty.
He would have liked to have proceeded
on Saturday, as he was anxious to leave
the city.

Ian Coltart, who was next called, was
not present, and Mr. Nichol was placed
in the witness box.

Mr. Nichol stated that he was editor
of the Province, and had been appointed
in October. He was not at the meeting
of the directors when the appointment
was made. The appointment was merely
a verbal one, there being no written
contract. Mr. Cassidy, producing a

proved copy of the Province, and turn-.

ing to the article* There is light at last,’’
asked witness if he had written it. Be-
fore anewering the guestion the magis-
trate instructed witness that in do-
ing so anything he might say Wwould
not be wused againet him so far
as his’ own case was concerned.
The question being repeated, Mr. Nichol
answered in the affirmative. In answer
to a question as to whether he had writ-
ten articles in thesProvince prior to the
one in question cri icising the govern-
ment and in regard to Premier Turner
and Mr. Pooley, the witness again re-
plied in the affirmative. He had also
written the article in the Province of
December 4 entitled *‘ Men and Things.”

Witness also testified to having “written

any.
Q. *“Is that the company in which
you took out the stock ?”’

A. *‘ I did not say that.”

Mr. Bostock here interrupted and said
that Mr, Cassidy was apparently trying
to mix up matters regarding the two
companies. There were two separate
companies, and the counsel for the
prosecution knew it.

Mr. Cassidy responded that he was
trying to disentangle the matter and dis-
cover the exact standing of the concerns
in question.

After a tedious argument Mr, Cassidy
finally put the question this way: *‘Do
you hold steck 1n your own name, pur-
chased for cash or in lieu of services, in
the Province Pablishing company?”’
After some protest witness stated that
he had not paid cash for the stock he
held but had given as its equivalent his
services to the company. '

Mr. Cassidy—‘“ In other words you
were credited up in the company’s books
for the work gou did in payment for
your shares,”

A.—**The stock was inscribed in my
name. 1 did not pay cash. I paid for
it in services rendered.”’

A question as to whether Mr, Scaife
paid for his shares in the same way, and
what stock he held, brought up Mr. Bos-
tock, who claimed that Mr. Cassidy was
cross-examining his own witness. «His
Worship ruled that Mr. Cassidy was not
examining a willing witness, and that
the question, consequently, was ad-
missaple.

Witness then stated that Mr. Scaife
was a shareholder in the Province Lim-
ited Liability and that he had every
reason to believe that he paid for his
shares in cash. Mr, Wileey, a printer in
the employ of the company, held five
shares, witness said. They were one
dollar a share. There were no other di-
rectors in the concern.

Mr. Cassidy then endeavored to find
out if there were other sharcholders in
either concern, and what proportion of
the stock they held. His Wurship ruled
that as the quest.ion was agked to define
Mr. Bostock’s actual position in the
company, and as this had already. been
ascertained by the evidence, this infor-
mation was immaterial. Witness stated
that there were three directors in each
company, and the examination was con-
cluded.

Mr. Coltart then expressed a desire to
his Worship to make a protest as to Mr.
Cassidy’s examination, and said he
wished in justice to himeelf to make an
explanation. He was advised by the
magistrate to leave that to Mr. Bostock,
and the latter then cross-examined him.

The first question was: *‘ Have you
gince the time you have been connected
with The Province Limited Liability
Company found that I personally was in
any way dominating in that company ?”’

A. “Qertainly nos.”’

Q. “At the time the alleged libel was
published do you know where I was?”’

A, “Yes; in Toronto.”
This ended the cross-examination, and

addresses by counsel began.

Mr. Bostock said that in the few re-
marks he would like to make he would
ask his Worship to diemiss the charge
against him. The only grounds on
which the counsel for the prosecution
had sought to substantiate his charge
was that he was the proprietor of a com-
pany called, the Province Limited Lia-
bility. He was a shareholder and direc-
tor, but claimed that he was not respon-
sible in any other way. He quoted a
section of the Companies Act 1o prove
hie premises, but was informed by his
Worship that the section referred to had
been repealed. He then read the follow-
ing address from a typewritten docu-
ment: N

“The evidence for the prosecution
shows clearly that I. did not know of or
see the libel before its publication, and
gave no instructions regardiog its ap-
pearance. As a matter of fact at the
time of the publication of the alleged li-
bel I was over two thousand miles away,
in Ontario, and only saw the copy of tte
paper containing it oam the 23cd of De-
cember, after my return to my ranch at
Ducks. ;

‘I have no desire whatever to evads
any responsibility for any of my actions,
but I regard this prosecution as a traus-
parent and malicious attempt to brand
me a8 & criminal and prevent both the
press and the legislatuie of this province
trom discussing a matter of the first im-
portance to the people.

‘“Suach a prosecution as this could not
be begua in England without the order
of a jndge, and if it is the law in this
country that shareholders, large or small,
of companies can be branded as crimin-
als because of acts about which they
know nothing, it is time the people re-
alized their danger plainly, because I
feel sure they do not now.”’

Mr. Cassidy made an eloquent ad-
dress, asking that the case be sent to the
jury on ghe evidence. It had been
clearly proved that Mr. Bostock was
virtually proprietor of the concern in
question, »nd an individual should not
be permitted to shield himself behind
associations like that of *‘The Prov-
ince,” when he alone virtually consti-
tuted them. Reviewing the evidence at
considerable length  Mr. Cassidy,
after endeavoring to show that
Mr. Bostock is the proprietor
of the Province and was at the
time of the alleged libel,entered into the
lagal significance of the word ‘‘pro-
prietor.”” He claimed that the pro-
prietor of such concerns is, according to
the law, responsible for the conduct of
those whom he employs. He cited a
case where the proprietor of a London
paper, although away at the time a libel
was published in his paper, was made
personally responsible for it. Inanother
case although a libsl had been published
without theé consent of the proprietor of
the paper, that proprietor * did not
escape responsibility in the matter. Mr.
Bostock he claimed was in a position to
interfere in the matter of the alleged
libels. He is actually in the position of
absolute proprietor. " It iz a part of the
agreement of companies that the major-
ity vote rules. Mr. Bostock held the
majority vote by reason of the stock he
controlled. On the question of negli-
gence alone, he claimed, the case should
go to the jury.

Mr. Cassidy’s line of argument regard-
ing the proprietorship of the Province
was supported by numerous legal au-
thorities. At the conclusion of bhis ad-
dress, the magistrate said'he would not
give a decision until Monday at 2
o’clock, as he wished to carefully con-
gider the evidence.

Before adjourning the court he said he
would like to make a few remuarks.
When the cases just concluded were
brought uwp in this court, he had made
up his mind that he should allow the
counsel more latitade than was usually
allowed at a preliminary hearing. Whe-
ther the counsel had failed in the cour-
tesy which is due from the bar to the
bench, he left it for them to decide.
As regards himself he had yet to learn
that he had ever failed in this rule of
courtesy. Tarning to the matter of
press commentg in the cases brougnt up
he said that his attention had been di-
rected to them early during the trial.
He had been asked to do what ha had no
authority to do, namely, express disap-
proval of a certain paper’s comments.
If he had done so ,he would have done
wrong, as what a judge says he must say
with authority. Had hefollowed out the
wish of the counsel for defence, the paper
in question might bhave said: ‘ What
right has a police magistrate to interfere
with us?’’ Reverting to the evidence
submitted to him in the various cases,
he said that in all questions broaught up
for his ruling he had ruled to the best of
his ability and knowledge. If he had
refused evidence or taken evidence im-
properly, the counsel knew. that they
could get redress by going to the Supreme
court. In the case of the counsel for the
defence in regard to a certain question
admitted as evidence, he had not seen fit
to seek this redress.

The court was then adjourned until
2 o’clock this afternoon.

STATIONED IN VICTORIA.

One of the Northwest Mounted Police Offi-
cers to Have His Headquarters Here.

Major Perry, of the Northweat Mounted
Police, who came down from Skagway
on the last trip of the City of S-attle,
will, it is understood, be stationed for
some time in Victoria as a transfer ofii-
cer in conpection with the Northwest
Mounted Police. Major Perry is an offi-
cer who has had quite an extensive mili-
tary experience. He was the first cadet
from the Royal Military College at Kings-
Atun to secure a commission in the Royal
{ngineers - when that regiment was
vpened to Canadian officers. He served
eighteen months inthat distinguished
corps and afterwards joined the North-
west Mounted Police, where he was in
command of a mixed brigade of North-
west Mounted Police and militia during
the Northwest rebellion. He waschesen
for the honorable post of going to Eng-
land in command of the detachment of
the Northwest Mounted Police at the
Jubilee and remained in England for
some time, being attached to the staff of
the cavalry brigade at Aldershot. He
afterwards was for a short time attached
to the Irish Constabulary.

Sergeant-Major Elliott Answers Mr,
de Malchin’s Challenge for a
Sword Contest.

To THE Eprtor:—Apropos of the recent
mounted sword contest it is meet that I
should reply to De Malchin’s challenge in
this morning’s CorLoxIsT.

Having been a witness of the recent
so-called ‘“contest” in the city market, it
seemed to me that an ordinary artillery-
man could show to advantage the relative
merits of the practice of the British cavalry
as compared with the horse play of the
circus ring. The result of the recent en-
counter bstween myself and de Malchin
justifies such a conclusion. It is neither
sportsmanlike nor manly to attribute well
merited defeat to the horse of one’s own
selection. The poor horse, if frightened at
all, was made so by the uncertainty as to
whether it were really a mounted contest
or otherwise, so frequently was the gentle-
man upon his back [I cannot call him a
rider] upon the floor.

It
was the bombastic utterances of
the circus performer who styles him-
self the champion of the Pacific
coast ( ?) that first induced me to engage
in this contest, but if he will spend the time
to learn the art of utilitarian horsemanship,
realize that spurs are for use on recalcitrant
horses and not solely for ornament, and
meet me for u side bet of $1,000, at. some
time in the near future I have no doubt
but that I can accommodate him. As for
acknowledging supremacy, that is for
neither of us. The public will take care of
that.

For the present I have proved the value
of the training of Her Majesty’s soldiers,
and may add that any member of my old
regiment could have done as well and some
better.

MR. JUSTICE IRVING.

The New Judge Sworn In Before the Full
Court—Appeals Heard.

The sitting of the Fall court yesterday
morning was marked by the ceremony
of swesring in Mr. Justice Irving, who
took his seat on the bench for the first
time, and after taking the oaths of office,
received the congratulations of his bro-
ther judges and of the bar. Besides the
members of the legal profession, there
was quite a gathering of spectators in
court to see the new judge take his seat.

Upon the court opening Mr. Justice
Irving eat upon the right of Mr. Justice
Walkem, who administered the oath of
office; Justices Drake and McColl being
also presene, the Chief Justice, who was
unwell, not being able to attend.

After the reading of the commisgion
by Mr. B. H. T. Drake, registrar of the
Supreme court, the new judge took the
oaths and Mr., Justice Walkem and his
brethren shook their new confrere by
the hand and offered their congratula-
tions.

Hon. C. E. Pooley, Q. C., on behalf of
the bar of British Columbia, congratu-
lated Mr. Justice Irving on his elevation
to the bench. Since Mr. Irving had be-
come a mewmber of the ‘bar, the relation
between himself and the other members
of the profession had always been
friendly and cordial, and Mr. Pooley
trusted and believed that now that Mr,
Irving was upon the bench the eordial
feeling« wounld continue, -aad that he
would e an adornment to the bench.

Mr~. Jastice Irving was very much
obliz - to the bar for their congratula-
tion  «nd hoped the good feeling be-
twe« uimselt and his brother practi-
tion: . » would continue to exist now that
he was on the bench. He hoped he
wouid make & useful jadge and in- the
full course of time reach the high stan-
dard the bar so earnestly desired to see
in their judges.

Tae court proceeded then to business
and gave judgment in Cunningham v,
Beuk of Britieh Columbia, dismissing
the nppeal with costs.

M.. Justice MgColl and Mr. Justice
Drake both expressed themselves of
opinion on the appeal of Gordon ve. the
City of Victoria, that it and other cases
of the kind should stand over till Patter-
son vs. Victoria was settled by the privy
council. Mr. W. J. Taylor, for the city,
ur«ed that there were a different set of
facts to consider in each case. The Gor-
don case was put over till next term and
the Lang case will come up on Thursday.

In the appeal of Davies v. Le Roi from

a jodgment in which plaintiff received
$1.000 damages for injuries received in
t.pe mine, & new trial was ordered.

Roi were argued and jodgment reserved.

EMPLOYMENT Of CHINESE.

Some Interesting Points as to the Situation
at Nanaimo and Elsewhere,
To TaE_Epitor:—I -notice that in Wed-
nesday’s issue of the Times the editorial
writer attempts to turn the question of the
employment of Chinese in the Alexandra
and Extension mines to good account, as a
reason why the Turner government should
be removed from office, and calis upon the
electors of Nanaimo city to elect an op-
position member at the next general elec-
uon to assist in effecting tnat ubject. The
Times editor has drawn a good d:al of his
inspiration from the Nanaimo Review, a
paper which, from the large display adver-
usewment of the New Vaucouver Coal Co.,

AN Bl - o

Lid., evidently enjoys the patron-
age aund approval of that corpor-
ation. The “writer in the Review

endeavors to instil a fear of direful results
to the people of Nanaimo city if the em-
ployment of Chinese is countinued, as it
avers that companies who do not employ
Cuninese underground will be unabie to
compete with those that do. This of course
refers to the New Vancouver Coal Co., who
do not employ Chinese underground. At
oue time 1t was understcod that the non-
employment of Chinese below ground was
from philanthropic motives, but here we
have a distinct admission that the objec-
tion to other companies employing them
is a purely selfish one. I thiuk 1t not very
much out of place at the present moment 1o
recall to the memory of the public the an-
swerof the superintendent ot the New Van-
couver Coal Co. to a deputation of Nanaimo
citizens who waited on him to ascertain on
what terms he would sell some land con-
tiguous to a wharf in_Departure Bay, so
that Nanaimo might derive some benefit
from the shipping of the coal mined at the
Alexandra and Kxtension mines—that an-
swer was °* that so soon as Mr. Dunsmuir
discharged all the Chinese he employed un-
derground he would entertain a proposition,
and nos until then.” This reply was of
course copied into many of the provincial
papers, and the Inland Sentinel, in par-
ticular, held Mr. Rooins up as the ideal of
a workingman’s friend. Permit me, how-
ever, to go into this question .a little
more in detail; and to do so, 1 am
compelled to go back to the time
and reason of the withdrawal of Chinese
from the collieries. In May, 1887, an ex-
Plos-.on took place in the Vancouver col-
iery attended by a large loss of life. An-
other explosion in No. 5 shaft, Welling on,
occurred in January, 1888. Immediately
after the laster occurrence a deputation of
miners, the greater number, if not all, of
whom belonged to the Vancouver colliery,
waited on the late Mr. Robert Dunsmuir
and asked him if he would agree to the ex-
clusion of the Chinese from the under-
round workings of the Wellington col-
iery. That was the only colliery men-
tioned, and in fact the only one which Mr.
Dunsmuir was operating. Mr. Dunsmuir’s
reply was to the effect that it the Van-
couver colliery agreed to do so, he would.
The management of both collieries con-
sented and the owners of the Wellington
coileries have so far loyally kept up to the
agreement, although it is true that they
are employed in the Extension, the Alex-
andria, and Union mines. But without
wishing to insinuate too much, I might say
that the attitude of the New Vancouver
Coal Company in the non-employment of
Chinese underground, and their employ-
ment in considerable numbers in other
parts of their works, does not impress one
as being due to philanthropic leanings to-
wards the white laborer. It will be readily
admitted that a white man, whether on top
or below, requires the same necessaries of
life—and both uire houses to shelter
them. He is of the same importance, from
a mercantile point of view, to the city of
Nanaimo, inssmuch as it matters little to
the public whether the workman’s wages
are earned above ground or below. Is it
not true that at the present time the New
Vancouver Coal Comg&ny.employ a small
army of Chinese about their work, and in-
asmuch as it matters little whether it is a
white man’s place on top or a white man’s
lace below which this Chinaman fills, why
Eave not direful results happened before
this? If the Vancouver colher{{manage—
ment is sincere 1n their dislike of Mongolian
labor, why do they employ them atall. In
looking over the colliery returns of 1896, as
submitted to the Legislature and which 1s
the only one I can lay my hand on, I notice
that the Vancouver colliery employs one
Chinaman to every sixth employee in their
works, while on the other hand the Welling-
ton colliery employs one Chinaman to
every eigth white employee. This on a large
staff like these two collieries possess makes
uite a difference in favor of Wellington.
he returns given in the report are as fol-
lows: New Vancouver Coal Co., 887 whites
and 145 Chinese; Wellington Collerigs, 862
whites and 91 Chinese; the New Vancouver
Coal Co. employing, vherefore, 54 more
Chinese than the ellington Colleries.
This statement will be quite an eye-opener
to those'who have been led to believe other-
wise,

Again, I am told that the New Vancou-
ver Coal Co. have a large farm which 1s al-
most exclusively worked by Chinese labor.
Now, what I would like to ask is this: Is
it fair—is it honest to be constantly hold-
ing up the New Vancouver Coal
Company as being thoroughly anti-
Chinese when, as a matter of fact,
they are nothing of the kind? If the last
named corporation were employers of white
labor only there mjight be some ground for
claiming their anti-Chinese leanings, but
such is not the case, and until that time
arrives the Times should cease prating
about the Dunsmuir corporation as the
only employers of Chinese labor.

ISLAND RAILWAY LAND GRANT.

To TEE EDITOR:—A great deal has
been said and written lately about the
‘“land grant” to the late Mr. Duns-
muir for building the Eequimalt & Na-
naimo railway by persons who know
little or nothing of the history of
the undertaking. There are a few men
still living in Victoria who, if they took
the trouble to speak out manfully, could
inform misinformed persons that they
themselves and their fellow-citizens are
to blame—if blame should attach—for
the land and money grant alluded to.
Soon after the province entered the
North American federation a certain
belt of land on Vancouver island was
regerved in aid of the transcontinental
railway guaranteed by the Dominion
government, Had the Canada Pacific
railway come by Butte inlet down Van-
couver island to Eequimalt, the govern-

A Sensational Sermon Preached by
the P:stor of Metropolitan
Chureh.

He Says Victoria Carries On Worse
Than Any Other Canadian
City.

In the Metropolitan Methodist church on
Sunday evening Rev. J. C. Speer, the pas-
tor, preached on the subject of ** Municipal
Morality. He also incidentally referred to
the late council of Victoria, and his ser-
mon has since been the subject of much
comment.
Rev. Mr. Speer’took for his text the pro-
phesy in Amos v, 13-14: * For I know your
manifo’d transgressions and your mighty
sins. They afflict the just, they take the
bribe, and they turn aside the poor in the
gate from his right; therefore the prudent
shall keep silence in that time for it is an
evil time.” After describing what he said
he had seen and heard he proceeded:
‘* I ask was Sodom worse than this? Was
Nineveh worse than this when God threat-
ened her destruction? Was it worse than
this in Pompeii when the wrath of God,
buried them with the burning lava of Ve-
suvius? I have heard serious things said
against our police force since I came to
this city. I believe such charges cannot be
sustained. I have come recently from one
of the best policed cities on the continent,
and yet [ am bound to say that the de-
fenceless child and woman here may walk
the streets day or night without fear of mo-
lestation. The crimes that these men
condone, that they do not attempt to wipe
out, are such crimes as they would certain-
ly attend to if they knew by not do-
ing so they would immediately be repri-
manded or discharged. It is no more
right to blame the policemen for these
things than to blame the city clerk. I
have no charge to lay against the city
council of Victoria as to any overt act of
injustice or wrong. Let this be distinctly
understood. And let it also be remembered
that I am sure that in that city council
there are honorable and true men; men
who, if they had their way, would wipe out
the terrible blot that stands against Vic-
toria. I am bound to say, however,
that the gross immoralities that I have
mentioned could not possibly exist if the
majoritay of those in the city council de-
manded their extermination.

OUR AGRICULTURAL LANDS.

To tHE EprToR:—While much good
~work is being done to draw the world’s
attention to the Yukon and British Col-

-ambia mines, and to the important fact
that Victoria is the &roper place for out-
fitting; little or nothing is being said
concerning tHe prospective value of agri-
cultural lands in British Columbis. It
is a matter of notoriety that we do not
produce enough to fi ourselves, and
this is put down by outsiders to the
-gcarcity of tillable land, though I am
-quite sure that this is a mistake. Our
farmers are so few in number that they

-cannot make headway against outside
competition, and imagine that there is

-a prejudice against local produce, though
I think the fruit growers have last year
proved that to be a fallacy. we
-can produce enough to feed ourselves
with ease, foreigners won’t find it worth
‘their while to flood our market and
'‘make their own goods unsaleable, Dur-

«ceeding years, we shall be. able to sell
with ease every pound of farm produce
which we can raise; but if we are to do
as well as we should we shall have to
raise many times as much as we do now,
and that chiefly in grain and vegetables,
which will bear transportation, leaving
such bulky stuff as hay to those who can
afford to hire vessels to carry it in. ‘On
the Fraser river, especially on the Delta
islands, there is abundance of land which
at present produces nothing at all, either
unreclaimed or else held by persons who
cannot afford to improve, and who hope
Some day or other to get a hjgh figure
for their property, having paid taxes
thereon for many years. The canmery
-owners on the Frager require a large
number of hands annually for several
amonths, and would gladly employ white
labor in place of Indian or Chinese,
if they could get it regularly
-and in. sufficient quantity, and I think

A Peking despatch to the Japan Times,
bearing date of the 23rd December, says
that Great Britain had declared that if
China should acquiesce in Germany’s de-
mand, Britain would be obliged to prefer a
similar demand.

HIGH SCHOOL FEES.

. ToTaE EpiToR:—Mr. Marchant’s letter
in Tuesday’s Times is worthy of considera-
tion. The effect of the fee imposed on High
school students is to deprive many of the
advantages of our educational system. We
are already taxed to support the public
school system and then a second tax is im-
posed qun parents in the shape of a fee for
those who desire their children to have the
full benefit of the system they are taxed to
support. The cost of keeping a child at
school is sufficient without a second tax be-
ing imposed. The effect is to increase the
disadvantages of the children of poor men
in the s_tmg%le for the means of existence,
by making it more difficult for them to ob-
tain the education necessary in these days
of extreme competition. '

The proper sphere for economy is not in
restricting educational advantages, and Mr.
Marchant’s letter points out methods that
might be adopted without making it harder
for the workingman to provide his children
with a proper education.

Again let the outgoing trustees remember
that our system of government is a repre-
sentative one, and that unless their par-
poses and ideas sre such ‘in this matter,
that the electors can endorse they cannot
expect the votes of the people to cast in
their favor. In our system dark horses and
combined tickets seem an admission of the
lack of ideas, or fear that their ideas will
not be endorsed, and their only safety to
lie ia silence and combination. = CitizEN.

Dave Spencer Writes of Mineralized
Roek Running $14,000 to
the Ton.

Joe Levy Gains: Placer Claims-but
at & Spcrifice-of Much
‘mﬁgﬁ‘dity.

Mr. Dave Spencer of Dawson, in a let-
ter home, says large “finds have recently
been made along the banks of Bear
guleh, which promises to be one of the
richest ecamps in the country when a
little more developed. Hunker is turn-
ing out a veritable Bonanza, and there
is not a square foot of ground on the
creek that is not taken up, while Quig-
ley creek, between Bear Gulch and
Hunker, is also attracting many pros-
pectors to that locality. Thereare about
200 prospectors along the banks of the
Stewart river, and Henderson' river in
the vicinity of Hunker, is giving good
results. Routledge, a real estate man
from Revelstoke,is going through the
district, bonding claims for companies
represented by him. Prospectors work-
ing between Bear gulch and Hunker
creek have struck large bodies of gold-
bearing quartzof immense richness, an
average asgay giving $14,000 to the tom.
The managér of the North American
Trading company’s branch at Dawson,
bought three claims on Bonanza. creeek
a‘few weeks ago, paying $350,000 for the
lot.

Mr. Spencer advises every one going
in to take "provisions sufficient for two
years, as Captain Hansen, manager of
the Alaska Commercial Company, with
whom he was conversing, says there will
be just as great a scarcity of provisions
for the next two years as at the present
time, on account of the inadequate tran-
sportation facilities and the large num-
ber of people who wiil go in during that
period expecting to purchase their out-
fits in the country. ‘“Dave’’ says that
on account of his recent illness, from
which at the time of writing he was still
counvalescent, he will be unable to under-
take the trip up the river and overland
to the coast, but intends to wait until
the river opens and then take the first
boat down and come out via St.
Michael’s.

In another private letter just to hand
from Joseph Levy, addressed to A. A.
Aardnson, the veteran Joe gives some
interesting particulars of his own trip to
the mines and his’subsequent experi-
ences. Thée letter bears date of Decem-
ber 3, and in it Levy says that he
arrived on the 20th of October after &
hard trip, sixty days having been epent
on the trail and fourteen on the river.

He had his toes badly frostbitten on
the journey, and the boats when Daw-
son was at last reached, were literally
coated with ice. Boon after arriving,
Joe took part in two rushes or stam-

es to new diggings, finding the walk-
ing none too good and sleeping om the
ice and snow not altogether a pleasur-
‘able experience, There:was plenty of
wood for camp fires fortunately, and this
was the redeeming feature of the ex-
perience.

Levy has enough grub to last him
until spring, and will therefore be all
-right. He reports firewood extremely
scarce in Daweon, and retailing at $30 a
cord, while he himself has earned bis
$10 a cord for sawing and splitting—not
bad wages for & working man.

As -an example of the sensational
prices prevailing at the time of the
starvation scare, Levy encloses the fol-
lowing ‘‘ Notice,”” which was posted at
a prominent Dawson corner on the 6th
of November. It explains itself, and it
may be interesting to note that running
over the prices of the various articles
enumerated yesterday, Messrs. Simon
Leiser & Co. found that while the list
would sell here at the same time for just
$82.40? $1,300 is the modest value placed
on the outfit by the would-be seller:

DEATH OF BISHOP HOOTENS,

The Aged Prelate Passes Away After a Brief
Hiness—A Sketch of His Career.

_After an illness ofonly a few hours dura-
tion, Bishop Lootens died at his residence
early yesterday morning. When the
ishop’s personal attendant entered the
room of his master early on Tuesday morn-
ing, he found that venerable prelate
had been afilicted during the night
with an apopletic stroke,
completely paralyzed his right side. Al-
though ~conscious  Bishop Lootens
was unable to speak. Dr. Helmcken was
sent forand speegﬁy arrived at the bedside
‘of the sufferer. The bishop lingered until
nearly 5 o’clock yesterday morning.
Father Althoff, two Sisters of 8t. Anneand
the bishop's personal attendant were pres-
ent when he died. From the time he was
found afflicted by his attendant until his
death the bishop neverrecovered the power
of speech.

Louis John Aloysius Liootens was in his
seventy-first year at the time of his death
having been born “in' “Bruges, Belgium,
March 17, 1827, He réceived his classical
education in the seminary at Bruges, and
then removed to Paris, where he pursued
his higher studies and was ordained priest
in the seminary of 8t. Nicholas, Paris, by
Bishop Demers on June 14, 1851.

Immediately after his ordination Father
Lootens came to Vancouver Island arriving

here in the fall of 1857. In early days, the'
eceased’s work often took him up the
Fraser river, and he also travelled a great
deal on' the East coast of the Island. In
this way he became known to nearly al
the pioneers of the Island.

Inthe early sixties tive deceased  bishop
removed to California and took charge of
the Orphan of St. Gabriel. During his
residence in Californie, Father Lootens be-
came widely known in San Francisco,
where he was universally respected. -On
August 9, 1868, it being decided at the sec-

ond council of Baltimore to elect
Idaho, then a part of the dio-
cese of  Oregon, into a separate

Vicariate Apostolic, the fathers of the
council recommended Father Lootens and
he was consecrated first Vicar Apostolic
and made titular bishop of Costakilla. In
1876 the bishop owing toill health resigned,
and returned to British Calumbia, where
he has resided ever since either in the city
or at Cowichan. Bishop Lootens was the
author of a very able work upon Gregorian
music and he was a recognized authority
upon the subject.

The body of the deceased bishop was re-
moved to the Bishop’s Palace last evening,
where it will lie in state until the day of in-
terment Tuesday next. The faneral will
take place from the cathedral and the in-
terment will probably be at Saanich.

Messrs. F. C. Davidge & €o. Propose
to Take a Very Large Share
of the Yukon Trade.

Many Passengers Offering for the

‘ Dananbe ’—C.P.R. Steamers
Leave England.

Owing to the necessary alterations taking

a little time to complete, Messrs. F. C.
Davidge & Co. state that the steamer City
of Nanaimo will not make her first trip to
the North until January 20 from Victoria.
The City of Nanaimo is being fitted up
solely for passengers, and will run from

Victoria to Wrangel, Dyea and Skagway.

The Richard ITI. has been chartered by the

firm to carry freight, and will be towed by
the tug Lorne, making as good time as the
City of Nanaimo and accompanying that
vessel on her Northern trip. The Nanaimo
will thus have the best of passenger
accommodation for 100 cabin and 100 steer-
age passengers. She will run every alter-
nate Thursday and will only be one of a
tieet, for arrangements are now made
to secure a fleet of eight or nine
vessels to run on this line. Special ar-
rangements have been made by the firm
for connection at Wrangel with river
steamers plying on the Stickeen, and they
have decided to build special wharf ac-
commodation at Wrangel especially for
this trade. With a fleet o? nine ves-
sels running north the company will com-
mand a large share of the carrying trade to
the Yukon.

SAILING DATES FIXED.

At the C.P.R. office yesterday word was
received that their two large steamships are
about to take their departure from London,
Eng., for Victoria, the first to sail being
the 'I‘artar. which is announced to start on
the first of February.

DROWNED IN THE FRASER.

Fate of Two of the Crew cf the Steamer
“ Transfer.”

New WESTMINSTER,; Jan. 12.-On Sunday

NANAIMO CIVIC FUNDS.

The Late Treasurer Has Made Good the Most
of a Large Defalcation.

Nanamo, Jan. 11.—At the final meeting
of the retiring city council Auditor Boyce
made a verbal statement in regard to the
defalcations of Adam Thompson, the late
city clerk and treasurer.

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A MAD RUSH,

Hundreds of people are rushing North.
There is not much wonder at it, Every

report from the gold fields only serves to

stimulate the excitement. The world

will be astonished at the spring’s output

of the Klondyke. The mother lode has
been discovered. Such are the reports

that are brought out. ‘“I saw a ton of
gold owned by one man,’”’ said one of

those who came out this winter, ‘‘ and
when spring comes he will have as much
more.” No wonder that peeple reading
such things become almost frenzied in
their desire to get to the Yukon at the
earliest possible day. Hence a rush has
begun, and every steamer going North
takes hundreds of people bent on reach-
ing the land of promise.
\_ What do these people expect to accom-
lish? Where do they expect o spend
the next few months? They cannot
hope to get themselves and their ontfits
over the Passes at the head of Lynn
Canal. It is costing the Mounted Police,
when they move anything at all, $1,000
a ton to get supplies carried a distance of
twenty-six miles. How can individual
miners hope to do any better? In fact,
we may ask: How can individual
miners hope to do anything at all. This
rush to the Passes is madness. There
will be a crueh of people there; and
while none of them need suffer from
hunger or cold, for they will take enough
to eat, and they need not go far from the
sea level, they will waste their substance
in fruitless effort. It is utterly out of
the question for people to think of get-
ting into the Yukon valley now by way
of the head of Lynn canal. We make
this statement because we' are satisfied
that it is absolutely true,and because we
think it a pity that men should be
guilty of the insane folly of crowding to
a place like the head of Lynn canal at
this season of the year. We repeat, so
a8 not to be misunderstood, that the
CoronisT is not opposed to the encour-
agement of travel by these routés. It
believes that if there were a dozen more
routes into the Yukon they would not
be sufficient for the host that will seek
to use them. By and by it will be pos-
sible to make use of these routes; but
they cannot be utilized now. Knowing
these things, it would be little short of
criminal if we. permitted the Northern
rush to continue without giving warning
against the delays and dangers to be en-
countered.

POST-INTELLIGENCER.

s in Seattle than here? Not a bit
of it, When it was talking for revenue
there was nothing that the Post-Intelli-
gencer could say against Victoria and
Victoria merchants that it did not say;
but when it came to outfitting its syndi-
cate for Alaska it threw its teachings to
the winds, and sensibly from a business
standpoint, if very illogically from a
newspaper standpoint, sent ifs syndi-
cate over to this city to purchase goods
for its Alaska outfit.

This was all the CoronisT asserted.
The remainder of its article on the sub-
ject was devoted to‘chaﬂing the Seattle
paper over its inconsistent: action. We
draw attention to the express language
used, which was carefully chosen, be-
cause we did not want to make the alle-
gation more sweeping than the facts in
our possession warranted.

MR, SPEER AND CITY MORALITY,

Rev. Mr. J. C. Speer, of the Pandora
avenue Methodist church, in the course
of his sermon on Sunday night made
some statements in regard to immor-
ality within the city. The subject is
not a pleasant one and considerable
courage ia needed to deal with it. The
reverend gentleman certainly handled
it without gloves. We submit for his
consideration that he must not stop at a
sermon. He has made certain very
grave charges. To make them and stop
there would be a great mistake. If
things are as stated it is his duty to
make a formal presentation of the facts
to the Police Commissioners and have
that body deal with them. He will find
himself backed up by the newspapers of
the city and the very great majority of
the people. If he finds on investiga-
tion that he has spoken too strongly,
we feel sure that no one will feel better
pleased than he or be more ready to
acknowledge his error.

We concede that the matter to which
Mr. Speer has referred calls for some at-
tention. It probably always will be that
women of the class in question will be
found in every city; but we proteswthat
they should not be allowed to make
themselves unduly conspicuous. They
are permitted to do so in Victoria, and
we wish to say in the plainest possible
language that this must stop. We will
not go so far as to say that they musi be
debarred from attending places of public
amusement; but we do say that when
they do so, they should be obliged to ap-
pear in & manner that will not make
them the most conspicuous persons pres-
ent. It is idle to say that this cannot be
prevented, It can be and it must be. A
word from the police authorities would
stopitimmediately. Truethisisan inter-
ference wit.}'x personal liberty, but there
are many occasions when it is necessary
to interfere with the liberty of individ-
uals.
Referring again to Rev. Mr. Speer’s
sermon, we have to say that it is un-
doubtedly the duty of ail ministers of
the Gospel to take an active part in
suppressing vice and immorality. There
will be no disposition on the part of this
paper t0 put a single straw in the way
of as sweeping a reform as can be in-
augurated. The promise of the immedi-
ate fature is that our city will be
thronged with strangers, and we all
know that under such circumstances we
must expect immorality to run at full
tide. If it is unpleasantly conspicuous
now, it will be obnoxious then. Now is
undoubtedly the time to protect the
community from an undue ascendancy
of this element. We submit, however,
that the way to accomplish the desired
object is not by simple declamation
against it. The police have wide powers.
They have always an adequate remedy
at hand. They can enforce that remedy
on short notice, There need be no
scandal or no undue publicity about it.
But the police, like nearly every one
else, are much given to letting things
alone, and they will leave this matter
alone unless they are compelled to act.

THE CITY ELECTION.

There is a remarkable apathy over the
city election. No one seems to think it
worth a moment’s serious conversation,
except those who are seeking election
and their closest friende. Why is this?
We do not think it at all severe to say
that the people of Victoria have almost
grown to despair of better city govern-
ment. Thisremark is not applied to
anyone in particular. Indeed it would
not be difficalt togo through the city es-
tablishment and select many men who
are well adapted to diecharge the res-
ponsibilities which they have assumed;
but some how or other the whole ma-
chine seems out of order. Like the dea-
con’s celebrated one-hoss shay, there is
about the civic establishment
A general flavor of mild decay
But nothing local, as one might say.

This seems to be the solemn truth
about the business and it is time for a
change. We do not see any prospect of
getting it from the gentlemen who are
now offering their services. Most of
them have been in office before, and it
cannot be truthfully said that they dis-
played those qualities of administration
which would lead anyone to suspect that
the new council will inaugurate a better
regime.

It is time for Victoria to turn over a
new leaf in city matters. We have had
sufficient illustrations of how not to do
it. A year ago everyone thought that
we were going to have good roads. We
have them with a vengeance. We have
about as poor a lot of streets as can well
be imagined, and yet it would not be a
very difficult matter to make them pre-
sentable.

THE LIBEL PROSECUTIONS.

The gentlemen accused of libel upon
Hon. Messrs. Turner and Pooley have
all been bound over for trial. They are
Senator Templeman, and Messrs. Bos-
tock, Nichol and Coltart. Mr. Bostock
is a member of parliament. During the
preliminary examinations two references
were made by the counsel for the de-
fence to the Corowist. The CoLoNIsT
did not make any editorial mention of
the case on the7th inst., as Mr. Martin
said. It did refer to the case when Mr,
Coltart’s case was before the court.
What it then said was that the persons
who are respongible for the libel should
manfully take the responsibility for it
and not attempt to unload it upon
others, who may only have been doing
their utmost. to earn their salaries by
carrying out the policy of the several
papers. In law the latter may be re-
sponsible. They undoubtedly are, if it
shall appear on trial that the matter is
libellous, about which ' there can be
hardly any doubt. But the men who
ought to bear the brunt are those in
whose behalf the articles referred to
were published. We feel bound to say
that Senator Templeman shines by com-
parison with the others in his manner
of meeting the charge. He made no
effort to throw the responsibility upon a
subordinate, which is the true position
for a responsible newspaper man to
take. In the ease of the others, there
was a painful shuffle, and one that has
so far been fruitless.

TaE developments of this year will not
be confined to the Yukon and Kootenay
alone, but the host of people who will
come to the Coast will spread out all
over Southeastern Alaska, and Western,
Northern and Central British Columbia.

YERDICT ON LONDON DISASTER.

The Jury Find That the Sad Occurrence
Was Purely Accidental.

LoxpoN, Ont., Jan. 11.—(Spscial)—
The city hall disa_ater inquest has been
concluded. Two witnesses were exam-

ined, city engineer Graydon and John
8. Dodd, the contractor who supplied
the timber and erected the fatal build-
ing. They pronounced the timber good,
the only defects being two knets, which
the contractor claimed were invisible
when the timber was purchased. The
jury was out one hour and returned the
following verdict unanimously: °*That
the beam which broke, causing the floor
to give way, was placed there in October
1889, by John 8. Dodd, builder, under
the supervision of Col. Tracy, then city
engineer; that no complaint was made
by any of thirty officials or others. The
evidence touching the matter has been
carefully gone into, and the jury is of

purely accidental.”’
FOREIGN RELIEF SPURNED.

Spaniards Incensed at This Form of Inter-
ference by United States in Cuban
Affairs.

Maprip, Jan. 11.—A despatch to the
Imparciale from Havana says the send-
ing of supplies from the United States
to aid the indigent population of Cuba
has aroused deep animosity among the
Spaniards, who, it is added, are ‘‘in-
censed at the pretext thus given to the
American consuls and the Yankee ele-
ment to interfere in Cuban affairs.” It
is alleged that the funds will be used to
widen the breach between the Cuban
peasantry and the Spaniards, and it is
further stated that American corres-
pondents have been instructed to ex-
aggerate the sufferings of i1he peasantry

WASHINGTON, Jan. 11.—When the at-
tention of Assistant Secretary Howell
was called to ths difficulties experienced
at Detroit and Suspension Bridge by
tourists and others in the matter of de-
tention of their sealgkin garments, he
immediately sent the following telegram
to the collectors of customs at those
ports: ‘“ Admit sealskin garments im-
ported as personal effects if they are
shown to bave been in the use of the
owners prior to the 29th ultimo.” Mr.
Howell said, in explanation, that it had
been held by the treasury that sealskins
actually in transit to the United States
prior to the passage of the act of Decem-
ber 29, 1897, were not subject to the pro-
visions of the act, and it would be mani-
festly unfair to hold these sealskin gar-
ments purchased by tourists previous to
December 29, and used by them in their
travels between the United States and
Canada, subject to the provisions of this
act on their arrival in the United States.
He added that it was thought that the
collectors of customs -would experience
very little difficulty in determining
whether the garments were owned by
the tourists prior to December 29. This
conld be shown in several ways. In some
cages an ingpection of the garment would
be sufficient, but where that would not
entirely satisfy a collector he might re-
quire the presentation of the bill of sale
or accept the testimony of parties in
whom he had confidence. Collectors are
expected to use judgment and discretion
in the matter of carrying out the pro-
visions of thalaw, and to avoid as far as
possible annoyance to travellers.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 11.—The tieasury
department has been informed that
Weil & Co., fur importers of New York,
will protest against the operation of one
feature of the new sealing law, with the
intention of bringing the matter into the
courts. The firm represents that it had

A MUTINY IN AFRICA !

Soudanese Soldiers in Revolt .and
a General Massacre of the
Europeans Feared.

A British Officer and a Missionary
Killed and Troops Hurrying
to the Front.

Loxpon, Jan, 10.—A despatch from
Mombassa, capital of the Coast pro-
vince, in the British East Africa protec-
torate, says news of remewed fighting in
Uganda has been received there from
Fort Lubwas, in the Usoga country,
under date of December 19. Lieut.
Macdonald, brother of Major Macdonald,
the commander of the British forces,
and. Mr. Pilkington, the missionary,
have been killed. Troops are hurrying
to the front from Machakos station. It
is reported that the garrison at Budda,
numbering 300 Soudanese, under two
officers, may join the revolters. No
further details are given. Mr. Pilking-
ton was one of the leading Englishmen
in Uganda. He joined Major Macdonald
after the mutiny ot the Soudanese to act
as interpreter.

The rebellion among the Soudanese
soldiers in Uganda broke out in the
early part of October last, and the dan-
ger has been of a general rise of the
Soudanese throughount the country and a
massacre of the Europeans.

Uganda is about as large as France.
The government stations, about thirty
in number, are -manned by Soudanese.
Perhaps there are 1,800 in all. In the
early part of October 300 Soudanese sol-
diers from the Kanhala garrison at
Mongo, capital of Uganda, on the north
shore of the Victoria Nyanza, were
sent to the Kldoma station, bet-
ter known as the Ravine. There
they mutinied and looted the
government agent’s store. Then
they resolved to march back to Mongo,
raising the standard of general revolt to
kill the Europeans and establish a Sou-
danese kingdom in Uganda. They looted
the station at Nandia, obtaining 3,000
rounds of ball cartridges. Fortified by
this and provided with plenty of ammu-
nition, they pushed on to Mongo, looting
the stations as they advanced. At Juba
station the garrison revolted and joined
the mutineers, seized Major Thurston,
commander of the fort, ana occupied the

post.

It was at this stage that Mr, Pilking-

ton, the missionary, a member of the
Anglican Church Missionary Society,
volunteered, at the suggestion of Mr,
Wilson, the acting commissioner of
Uganda, and with the permission of
Archdeacon Walker, to accompany the
B_ags.i:da (natives) who were being hur-
ried to the Nile to prevent the Soudanese
from crossing. He went as an inter-
preter and with a view of giving the
moral support of the missionaries to the
Baganda in resisting the Soudanese. His
companion was Dr. A. R. Cook, of the.
‘mission, who went for medical duty.
The two men were able to open ap com-
munication with Major Macdonald, and
after a thrilling experience, reached his
camp on the banks of the Nile opposite
Jubas station, then in the hands of the
rebels. The c::u:p was pitched near the
spot where Bisnop Hannington was
seized. :
Writing under date of October 24 from
that point to the central offices of the
migsionary society in London, Dr. Cook
said: ‘I suppose there will be some
desperate fighting. There are no non-
combatants in Central Africa, and Pilk-
ington and I take our turns  at night
duty. If it comes to a fight we will
stick together. No one knows what will
happen, but it will be just right. Of
course mission work in the country is
almost stopped.’’
