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" EGYPTIAN AFFAIRS. °

The Egyptian difficulty has, within the
last few days, entered upon a new and very
serious phase. The key to the change in
the -aitdstion fis the adroitness with which
Arabi-Bey,-upon discovering his individual
weakness, transformed bimself into a fervent
partisan of Turkey. During the last year,
it will be remembered, this man seemed to
contemplate a role not unlike that filled by
Mohammed Ali three-quarters of a century
ago.” He whs ploéﬁng for his own hand,
and so long as his project had any chance
of success he showed himself quite as hos-
tile to Turkish officers and civil function-
aries as to the tutelage in which the Nile
land was held by the western powers. He
declared that Egypt belonged to the Egyp-
tians, embracing under the latter vague and
elastic term only those persons who were
willing to become steadfast partisans of
Arabi Bey. It is only a few weeks, indeed,
since he announced his resolve to retire into
the Cairo citadel, carrying with him all the
Turks on whom he could lay his hand, and
to hold these prisoners, as hostages in case
the sultan should despatch an armed
force to Egypt. But this plan would
pot work, and Arabi showed his cléverness
by resorting to another. Finding that his
personal authority was repudiated by the
chamber of notables, by the Bedouin chiefs
and by a portion of the army, he atonce
made eommon cause with the Turkish party
and averred that he would only resign at
the bidding of the porte and upon the
withdrawal of the English and French fleets.
Now, there is no doubt that the demon-
stration made in a Moslem port by Chris-
tian squadrons is a grievous blow to the
dignity of the Caliphate, and when Arabi
‘insisted on their withdrawal he simply
echoed the demand of Abdul-Hamid. The
Turkish fleet of five ironclads is at hand,
and a force of 10,000 Ottoman infantry
would speelily dispose of the worthless
material which makes up the Egyptian
army. The troops of the khedive, as was
attested in the last war between Turkey
and Russia, as well as in the contest with
Abyssinia, have nothing in common with
the veteran soldiers whom Ibrahim Pasha
led to the conquest of Syria and Asia
Minor, and the porte would like nothing
better than a chance of demonstrating
its immense military superiority to'its vas-
sal, and reducing the Nile land to its old posi-
tion of a subject province, That is the ob-
ject for which Arabi, in his desperation, at
last contended ; but England and France
cannot consent to a complete reincorpor-
ation of Egypt with the Ottoman domin-
ions, unless they are prepared to surrender
the control over the finances assumed in
the ‘interest of the bondholders. What
added to the gravity of the existing eom-
plication was the probability that Austria,
Germany, and even Russia, for motives of
their own, were privately supporting the
pretensions of the porte to recover a pro-
vince which has long been virtually lost.
It is possible that England would sooner
see the S8uez canal and all the fiscal re-
sources of Egypt pass into Turkish hands
than involve herself just now in a foreign
war, ‘but France has shown herself thus far
more intractable. The blunder committed
by the’khedive, who would probably be
deposed after the reassertion of Turkish
ascendancy, was in not arresting Arabi
Bey and his fellow conspirators a week ago,

when they were at his mercy.
Whether the mistake then mad Ly
- Mohammed Tewfik can be rectified wituout
bloodshed is a question to which an answer
was ‘received just befors we
went to press on Saturday. Twenty-
four hours were given: to Mahmoud
Bariudi, the head of the insubordinate
ministry, in which to decide whether he
would or would not obey the ultimatum
presented on  Thursday by the representa-
tives of England and France.

for after refusing the demdands 'of England’
and France and referring them to the sul-
tan the ministry Yost "heart and tendered
their resignations,  The appeal to the sul-
tan,is of course an impertinence to the
khedive, whose functionaries they were. and
the new ministry will probadly deal‘sharply
with Arabi and his fellow conspirators.

The? Duke of Devonshire.

The following particuiars become of in-
terest regarding the father of the murder ed
Irish secretary, the duke of Davénshire, in
his character as an Irvish laudlord. The
duke’s rent roll in Ireland amounts - to
about £10,000 per annum, of wii:h a halt
is spent upon his estate, Although non-
resident, it has be:n the duke’s habit to
vicit his Lismore estates once a year, gener-
ally during the Easter recess, and on such
occasions he has always taken great pains
to inquire into the condition of his tenantry
Many years ago he constructed a railway
through his e:tates from Fermoy to Lis-
more, conferritig great advantages on lis
tenavtry, at a cost’ of £300,000; and al-
though the line has never paid, it is still
kept working by the duke. During the
last few years another line of railway has
been made, mainly through the duke’s in-
strumentality, running from Lismore to the
city of Waterford ; and to complete that
undertaking the duke of Devonshire ad-
vanced £100,000. Turning to . smaller
matters, the duke has supplied the town
of Lismore with a pure supply of water at
his own cost. He has also, within the last
few years, allocated land and completely
fenced and properly fitted up a publie fair
ground for Lismore town. Close to hi§
own castle he has built comfortable cottages
for o'd and infirm laborers and tenantry ;
and there are few objects worthy of being
supported, material or social, to which he
does not contribate.

Military Service in France.

Most people who see that 236,000 young
men are brought forward annually for milj-
tary service in France attach an exagger-
ated signitizance to this large number. As
& matter of fact, not one-third of them go
just now into the ranks for five years’ ser-
vice. Oat of every hundred of these youths

seventeen serve only for a year or for six
months, twenty-four are exempted for fam-
ily or educational reasons, five or six are
set aside for auxiliary service because of
minor bodily defects, nine extra small and
of weakly make are put back for two years,
and twelve are deelared totally unfit for
service.  Thus we have the significant fact
that the large proportion of 27 per cent of
the youag men of France are at the age of

twenty, more or less physically unfitted for
military service. The standard of educa-

tion may be judged from the fact that one
in -every seven recrnits can neither read nor
write. Ten years ago the proportion of
the illiterate was about one in five, and fifty
years ago it was 50 per cent. As to height

the recruits are between 5 feet and half
ap inch (the minimum army height) and
5 feet 4 inches, and the general average is
less than 5 feet 5 inches,

THE LAGER QUESTIUN SETTLED,

The Retailers and the Brewers Compro-
mise the Matter Yesterday,

Germania hall was filled with about 150
retail liquor dealers yesterday afternoon,
and the trouble between them and the lager
beer brewers was finally adjusted after a
five hours’ discussion. There was not any
lager beer to be had at saloons and taverns
kept by members;of the liquor;dealers’
aszociation pending the result of yester-
day’s meeting.  About two-thirds of' the
members present were in favor of adher-
ing to the demand of 8 per cent disoount,
but they were finally persuaded to accept
the compromise between 5 and 8 of 6 per
cent.

At 4 o'clock all of the lager beer brewers
of the city, accompanied by their secretary,
entered the room. Messrs. O'Keefe, Cos-
grave and Thomas and Robert Davies went
fully into the merits of the case as it afiéct-
ed their interests, and pointed out the
various reasons why they were compelled
to forego the old system of perquisites and
substitute therefor a uniform discount to
the whole trade of the city, giving the
same advantage to the dealer who only
drew one keg as they did to the dealer who
sold twenty kegs per day. The main
object of the brewers, they explained, was
to deal with all on an equitable basis and
do away with several vexations contingents
that had arisen in connection with serving
their customers. Not the least im-
portant of these was the pernicuous

| systdm of allowing their drivers $2 or $3

per day to spend at the saloons where
they left beer. Mr. Cosgrave gave a con-
cise history of the introduction gt lagerin
the city, aul read telegrams from leading
brewers of Buftalo, Chicago, Milwaukee,
New York and Cincinnatti to show that
the Toronto brewers dealt as fairly with
their customers as did any of the brewers
in these cities. The measurement in the
Toronto barrels was also fairer th:n that
of the States, and the price for stock lager
was lower, Mr, O’Keeie pointed out that
if the brewers here were to sell the cheap
stuff sold in the American cities, the public
would be ¥the suffcrers, What was known
as ‘“‘shank” lager was an abomination com-
posed of glucose, broken sugar and water
It was cheap and nasty.

The brewers were then asked to with-
draw, and another long discussion ensuedl.
The majority of the meeting still insisted in
adhering to the resolution demanding an
8 per cent discount, hut at length a com-
promise was arrived at, and the differénce
split at 6 per cant, and the vexed question
was settled.

A New Trial Refused.

At Osgoode hall yesterday morning, be-
fore the common pleas division, Mr. Mec-
Williams, city solicitor, moved for a new
trial in the case of White v. the corpora-
tion of the city of Toronto. This was an
action brought by Mr. White, who lives
near Strachan and King streets, to recover
damages for injuries caused by the stop-
ping up of a drain, which forced all the
filth from his own and a number of other
houses back into his yard, where it formed
a cess-pool and was an injury to his pre-
mises and to the health of himself and
family. The trial took place last autumn,
when the jury gave Mr. White a verdict
for $500. The drain was stopped up by a
ward foreman of the hoard of works on the
instructions of Ald. Mitchell. The city’s
defence is that the board of works were not
in charge of the matter, which was in the
control of the board of health, that Ald,
Mitchell was not a member of the board of
health, and that even if he had been, 2
single alderman had no power to give such
an order. The court refused a new trial.
