Fhe Work Should Be Undertaken Ly the
Government of the Provineé—More about

our Natural Richness—The Mining Laws
Want Amending.

Binker Walker on the Sitaation,

The tirst gentleman asked o giva his views
on Ontario mining and wmethods was Mr.
Byron E, Walker, General Manager of the
Canadian Bank of Commerce. In a written
statement he favored a geological survey of
'()uLanm which would exhibit all raw materjal
n addition to minerals, In support of the
course advocated he referred to wsurveys
prosecuted by different States, and the highly
satisfactory results which had atténded them.
The Ontario Government, he thought, should
undertake this work in defauls of the Federal
authorities taking it in hand,  All States hav-
mg any commercial importance had made
complete surveys, When in New York Mr.
Walker had frequently been reminded of the
inconvenience of having no Ontario survey.
In the banking business there credits were
given for the importation of phosphates to the
Bouthern States, where they ace used 1n“im-
proving cotton lands. It was stated by
southern wecchants that if pliosphates existed
in the Dominiou, they might be found any-
where  between British Columbia aud Nova
Scotia.

In Pennsylvania a large number of mcuno-
graphs were printsd in such convenient form
as to enable auyone to obtain reports of e
location of minerals in that state. Ountario
capitalists interested in phosphate mining
could, by a similar method, obtain any infor-
mation they required. Simply from lack of
this knowledge northern capitalists reaped the
profits of VirginiaState minerul wealth, which
was as exteusive as that in Pennsylvania.
These northern capitalists prospected inde-
peudently in Virginia State. A report on the
im.lmuloluwy of Ontario would bs of value,

n order to make a satisfactory report on sur-
face geology & thdtough examination of the
fossil-bearing rocks was indispensable. Buch
8 survey as was suggested would be enwaged
10 great measure in collecting paleontological
speciinens, afid they would be the commence-
ment of an extensive public museum.

The snowdon Iron Mines.

Mr. Campbell of Kinmount, whose mining
investigations had been confined chiefly to
North Peterboro, Victoria and Hauliburton,
tmparted a considerable amount of information
to the commission, principally regarding iron
ores, -Snowdon mine, with wkich he had a
good/deal to do, had been considerably devel-
opﬂ}./ In company with Prof. Chapman, who
hudﬁnnda an analysis of the iron ore, he had
ebserved that it was of a maguetic character.
‘With regard to the Paxton mine there was a
considerable quantity of magnetic ore deposit-
ed there, The analysis showed it to be of a very
fine quality, though not so rich as thatat the
Snowdou mine, Another mine iu the 4th
eoncession of Snowdon had been worked to a
depth of eightv'feet. It alsq coutained
mauvnetic ore. The largest deposits in_that
country were found near Pine Lake. These
deposits, with the exception of the Pine Lake
mine, were easily accessible by railways.

There were also very good samples of lead in
gbe neighborhood of Kinmount. He had
mever seen any. indicatiou in these districts of
eopyer, silver, gold or any of the finer metals.
He bad-observed indications of considerable
deposits of mica, and diltrih}lwd through
Buowdon marble ot various kinds was to be
found. Through the township of Somerville
aud Harvey he had noticed some fair samples
of KHthograpl:ic stone. ’

Mr. Merritt asked 1f the settlers were taught
80 make charcoal for sale, would 1t be a profit-
able industry. Mr. Cumpbell answered in the
afirmative. - He had never heard any price’on
eharcoal named by the settiers.

Free Trade tn Iron,

Mr. J. A. Barron, M. P., of Lindsay, who
next addressed the commission, considered it
of the greatest importance that the iron in-
dustry in the sections of whi¢h Mr. Campbell
bad spokén should be fully developed. He
oould see no future for the people there when
the lumbering industry should disappear.
‘Were the iron resources developed the country
would have a thriving population.

He considered, however, that the limited
home market was not sufficient inducement to
mining enterprise, and favored either redue-
tion or abolition of the border duties in order
to/give our iron industry a more extensive
market.

Free trade in iron he considered to be of
greater importance than free trade in any.
other industry.

Mr. Merritt: “If there were a constant de-
mand, thcugh in a small way, do 'you not
think it would create a permanent demand?”’

Mr. Barron thought possibly it would.

Mr. Coe here introduced. the question of
English competition and the impossibility of
our holding our own against it. A short dis-
cussion tock place on this point.

Henry Grahum of Kinmount showed a
number of samples of lead from a mining
section six miles from Kinmouunt. All were
fairly rich in varfous metals.

Our Silver and Gold.

Mr. Arthur Harvey, a gentleman who had
been interested inwiningfor twenty-five years,
particularly in silver mining west of Port
Arthur, was the last witness. His iuterests
were located some fifty miles from that point.
He considered that a line of railroad in that
section would pay from the first day after cou-
struction. At a point culled Yellow Girl Bay
he was intervsted in gold mining, of which he
gaid vhere were considerable deposits.

1n Madoc, Nova Scotia and the Lake of the
Woods region, Mr. Harvey stated gold was
chiefly to ve found. . .

On Sulsana Island also he thought without
doubt ricli veins existed. )

The whole couutry weat of Lake Superior
bad been shaken by eafthquukes which bad
created fissures. Al Madoc, on the coutrary,
the beds had been steadily formed.

With respect to the estavlishment of a
school of mining, while e approved of such
an dystitution om educational Aqrouuds, it
was of as little use to the practical miner of
to-day us the establishment of a chair in  poli-
tical economy at the University would be to
she practical legislator. What we req‘mred at
the hands of the Government was, tirst and
foremost, mining railcoads  through  mining
sections. - He considered that Canadian mines
had been worked with the greavesy iutelli-
geunce and skill,

The Aid Fnirly Liberal.

Speaking ofloucouragement given to pros-
pectors by the Government, he cousidered
that the present. aiTangement was a farly
Jiberal one. 1f the . Government wisted to
stinulate the miining interest he could suggest
no better method than that of establishing
works, particularly at R.t Portage and Port
Arthur.

Suecess Killed by a Lack of Varlety.

The Bruce mines, which were started in
1849, after smelting some 1000 tons of ore con-
cluded that the enterprise could net sucoeed
owiug to lack of varieties of ore, Consdquent-
ly the works were shut dows in 1852. He
characterized as a great .Dlunder ore great
anstake the eagerness to secure quick returns
from mining both oa the mnorth and south
shores of Lake Superior, and ode which had
cauxed the loss of vast sums of money by the
United States and Cavadn.

Our Mining Laws,

Herbers O. Jones was then examined, He
believed that f we had mining laws similar
to those of the United States it would give
far greater encouragement to prodpectors 1n
Dennison and other townships. Our laws were
wbar to & wan securing mining property and
making 1t pay. The lawx in Californis, on
tiw othier hand, were of snch a charscter that
no man finding a claim worth anything could
fail to do well.  When he rewurned from
California to Canada he considered there wiis
as much gold und silver heveas there

IMPERIAL FEDKRATION REJECTED

In Pablic Debate Before a Brilllant Audi-
ence nt Osgoode Haull,

Special cards of invitation issued by the
Secretary of the Osgoode Literary and Legal
Society, brought together last evening a select
company of Toronto’s fair daughters and legal
young men. The chair was taken by Juuge
McMahon, who expressed his pleasure at
seeing together so muny of Toronto's citizens
to celubrate the commencement of what he hop-
ed would be a series of plearsant, entertaining
and instructive meetings given by the society.

The President, Mr. W. M. {)(m(lu&, was
then calied upon for the inaugural ress,
He referred with pardonable pride to their
society, and to the success which had i the
past crowned their effurts All other pro-
tessions, he wsuid, bLave thewr special
cullegea for training, but the lawyers
must get their own _training and make
their own experience, Legislation, he main-
tained, should give them the same advantages
as were granted to the other professions.

Mr. T. O'Hagan recited Longfellow’s
“Kiug Robert of Sicily” in a most acceptable
manner and then came the debate, Iv was
resolved that

Imperial Federation would be more benefi-
clm 1o Canada than her present colonial posi-
Uon.

Mr. H, M. Cleland opened in a carefully
prepared speech of particular merit, during
the course of which he clearly defined the
position taken ifi,the debate by tha affirma-
tive, and stat+d what Inuperial Federation 1n
his opinion was.

Mr. P. H. Bartlett followed in an able
speech, pownting out the difficulties thas lay 1n
the way of Imperikl Federation ever becoming
a practical working success, even supposing
the wishes of Canadians were for it.

Mr. J. Russ L. Starr, B.A., supported the
resolution, advancing as one argument the
prevalent provincialism of the time. Said he,
“Nova Scotia is loyal to her fish, Quebec to
her church, Ontario to her Queen, Manitoba
to the Red River Railway, and British Colum.
bia to the expulsion of the Chiness,”

The negative made a strong appeal through
Mr. A. N. Anglin for Home Rute and Gov-
ernment of Canada by the Canadians, It
hias been remarked,” suid he, “that in the event
of this d. eam of Imperial Federation becoming
an accomplished fact, every office in the
Empire will be open to Canadians. Yes, of
course, a Canadian may choren then as
viceroy of India or British Comsgnssioner at
Washingtou, but 80 may we havegs Governor-
General of Canada a Hottentot from Austra—
lia or a Malay from India.”

Judge McMuhon briefly reviewed the argu-
ments and **charged the jury.”

In the matter of wires connecting all their
exchanges from Montreasl and the Eastern
Townships to all points in Western Outario,
they hiave a very strong’position, as no purely
local company can hope to compete with them
in that respect,

A JUVENILE RIPPER.

Arrest of a liyeur-old Boy for the Havant
\ Murder,

Loxpox, Nov. 29.—A boy named Hus-
band, aged 11 years, the first to give notice
of the discovery of the body of the boy
Zarle, who was found dying in the streets
of Havant yesterday morning with his
throat ¢ut from ear to ear, has been arrest-
ed for the murder. The crime was undoubt-
edly committed in imitation of ‘‘Jack-the
Ripper,” the chronicles of whose butcheries
bave excited depraved youth in many parts
of the kingdom to emuiation of his deeds,
and the police throughout the country are
thus contronted with a new problem.

The Spitafields Vigilance Committee,
organised to aid the constabulary in detect-
ing the Whitechapel murderer and prevent-
ing further orimes, have secured the ap-
proval of the police to their appointment of
ten men each night to watch the courts and
alleys of the East End and otherwise act
conjointly with the metropolitan force,
Each man will carry a dark lantern, a
whistle and a night, stick, and be invested
with all requisite authority.

LoxpoN, Nov. 29.—Col. James Munro,
who has been appointed Chief Commissivner
of Metropolitan Police to succeed Gen. Sir
Charles Warren, served 25 years in Bengal,
whence he returned to Eogland in 1884 to
replace Mr. Howard Vincent, at present
member of Parliament for the central dis-
trict of Sheffield, as director of criminal ex-
aminations.

It is probable that
few inventors have Leen supported with such
munificence and confidence as hasKeelybytliose
who have belisved in hmn, It was over a dozen
vears ngo that be first announced that he had
perfected an appliance of a force to produce
perpetual motion.  Sotentists and capiialists
Lecame interested 1n - his discovery, and hun-
dreds and thausands of dollars were subscribed
for stock in the concern. From an humble
wrchanic he blossomed forth as a well o do
man of the world, and surrounded himselt
with everything that money could buy. Dur-
ing all the years thiat have elapsed since the
first announcement of the discovery, Mr
Keely's adlierents have had to rely entirely on
fuith in his representations, rather toan upon
any demonstration of his avility to accomplish
what le proposed, and yet, notwithstanding
that the weight of scientitic authority was
all agamst the fruition of the schieme, his
admirers have continued to supply an abun-
dance of funds tor the vrusecution of the work
until now, wheu one of his army of dupes has
asked for more substantial than vague prowm-
ises. Hs refusal to reveal the alleged secret
has brought nim to prison, If itis as sacred
as he has always pretended it was, 1t is not_to
be supvosed that any judicial penalities will
draw it fromy, his hps. If, on the other hand,
he has really nothing toreveal,it is hardly prob-

_able that he will be prevailed upon to say %o, in

view of the severer penaities that would be
visited upon him as o fraud ':m.d an  impostor.

WHERE THE MASSES OF TORONTO'S
POPULATION ARE FQUND.

The World Talks With Workingmen and
Their Leaders— Thelr Oljections to Par-
sons and Charches—The Big Project of
a People’s Tabernacie.

Where are what are popularly known as
“the masses” ou Suudays ? The majority of
them are pot at churgh. Thousands remain
at home resting and reading and a larger num-
ber are found when the weather is favorable
out in the fresh air. Their non-attendance at
church is not because they are really irreligious
or antagonistic o Chrissianity, but there 18 a
more or less widespread objection to the
strongly pronounced ereeds and dogmas of
rival sects. When churches anathematize
each other, each declaring **Truth wiil die
with us;” “‘the temple, the temple of the Lord
are we,” a reaction against ecclesiasticism,
its loud professions and arrogant assmnptions
takes possession of the working classes, With
Torouto’s 150 churches there is.only acccmmo-
dation for one half the population of this
great city, and 1t is either a reflection on the
ahilities ‘of the preachers or want of apprecia-
tion of the citigens that two-thirds of those
who attend church are females and children.

A Deplorable Want of Touch.

The World's ecclesiastical young man in
making a series of inquiries on the subject
found that many of the leaders of the working-
classes deplored the want of touch between
the ministers and the masses, and the absence
from the ordinary sermon qof sympathetie
references and appreciation of life’s daily
struggle. Too many preachers give stones for
bread, shistles for figs, and those who do nos,
satisfy themselves with time-woru platitudes
of * Be content with such things as ye have.”
‘ But,” say the non-attendants, ‘ the battle
of life grows fiercer, social* problems cannot be
this shelved, there is fresh light on science
and every cther sphere of knowledge, but the
pulpit tub remains the sawme, the parsonmie
organ plays the same old tune.”

Much of this is indisputable and cogent, but
1t should be added that there ate honorable
exceptions to the above sweeping strictures,
The ghurches of to-day are far different from
those of a generation, yea of a deoade, ago.
The “dim religious light,” a phrase which
sounds g0 poetical, is being superseded by
brilliant illumination, the exclusive pew sys-
tem is giving way to free and open seats, and
broad-mindedness and true Christian charity
are taking the place of the bigot’s narrow zeal,
There is lessof Calvinism and more of human-
ity in most sermons, but a great deal requires
to be reformed not only in church utterances
but in church life in order to win the hearty
championship of Canada’s working men.

Streaks of Light in the Purkness,

‘Where are those of the magses who attend
chareh principally found? Listening to men
who approve good music, bright and lively
serviges, who are not afraid to call a spade by
its Saxon designation, who spenk from heart
to heart, consider the needs of the miind as
well as the soul, believe that it’s man’s inhu-
manity to man makes countless thousands
reourn and not ths foreordained décrees of a
beneficeut God, men who are at war with the
soc.al demons of avarice, malice, pride aud all
uncharitableness,

Much of tho suceeas of the modern crusade
of the Salvation Army is owing to its forsak-
ing the beaten tracks of respectable formality
and having devised novel means for domng
what proud and self-righteous orthodoxv
never could have compassed. Their barracks
never have a beggarly array of empty benclies,
nor have the churches where the milk of hu-
man kindness flows and the fatlggrhood of God
and bretherhood of man are‘taught and prae-
tised. Practise is better than vrecept and the
common Christianity is ocularly proved to be
peculiarly adapted to the common lot.

The above is a resume of what The World’s
investigator found to be prevalent im-
pressions in working class cireles in Toronto,
and he also learned that an effort is about to
be made to meet many of the objections and
satisfy the longings of many of the poorer
citizens,

his Agnes-strees taberhacle overflowing, takes
Shaftesbury Hall for the winter, and relying
upou the common people who hear him gladly,
has conceived a big projecs for the evangeli-
zation of the masses,

In his perambalations The World's investi-
gator heard of this scheme, which apparently
has in it the elements of success. There are
several desiderata from Mr. Wilkinson’s point
of view : The People’s Tabernacle must be 1n
the most populous part of the city; it must
be large and convenient and free to all; noth-
ing sectarian must be taught or preached
therein ; the poor must be made welcome, the
body considered as well as the soul, vocal and
instrumental music must lend their aid, con-
troversy Le tobooed, the humamties must be
taught, the War of theological strifes cease
within its borders, the religion which is profi-
table for both worlds practically exemplified,
and names and sects and parties fall that the
Nazarene and his good tidings of great joy
may be all in all

This seems a step in the right direction.
Mote power to Mr. Wilkinson and all ot sunil-
ar large heart and broad views. There is rosm
in Toronto for the latger faith, the brighter
hope, the kindlier hand, the warmer heart,
and that such mnay be developed The World
would be glad to hear of practical steps being
taken ere this year closes for the proposed
People’s Tabernacle, inthe ercction of which
the Agnes-street apostle and his friends will
spend something between $30,00) and $40,000.
