The first gentleman asked to give his views 

on Ontario mining and methods was Mr. 
Lyrou E. Walker, General Manager of the 
Canadian Bank of. Commerce, 
statement ho favored a geological survey of 
Ontario»which would exhibit all raw material 
in addition to mi lierai < In supi»ort of the 
course advocated he referred to surveys 
pvov«tcuti»d by different States, and the highly 
satisfactory results which had attended them. 
The Ontario Government, he thought, should 
undertake this work in default of the Federal 
authorities taking it in hand. All States hav­
ing any commercial imtairtance had made 
Complete surveys. When ill New York Mr. 
Walker had frequently been reminded of the 
inconvenience of having no Ontario survey. 
In the banking busmens there credits were 
given for the importation of phosphates to the 
Southern States, where they are used in ^im­
proving cotton lands. It was stated by 
Southern merchants that if phosphates existed 
in the Dominion, they might he found any­
where between British Columbia aud Nova 
Scotia.

In Pennsylvania a large numlier of mono­
graph* were printotl in sucli convenient foi m 
as to enable anyone to obtain reports of the 
location of minerals in that state. Ontario 
capitalists interested in phosphate mining 
could, by a similar method, obtain any infor­
mation they required. Simply from lack of 
this knowledge northern capitalist* leaned the 
profits of VugimaState mineral wealth, which 
was as extensive as that in Pennsylvania. 
These northern capitalists pro-nweted inde­
pendently in Virginia State. A report on tlie 
paleontology of Ontario would be of value. 
In order to make a satisfactory re|*>rt on sur­
face geology a tlnAough examination of the 
fossil-bearing rocks was indispensable. Such 
a survey as was suggested would be engaged 
lu great measure in collecting palaeontological 
t|*cimen*, afid they would be the commence- 
meut of an extensive public museum.

The Snowdon Iron Mines.
Mr. Campbell of Kmmount, whose mining 

investigations had been confined chiefly to 
Noith Peter boro, Victoria and Huiiburton, 
Imparted a considerable amount of information 
to the commissi'mi, principally regarding iron 
pres. Snowdon mine, with which he had a 
good/deal to do, had been considerably devel- 
opedf Xn company with Prof. Chapman, who 
kad^ina^e an analysis of the iron ore, he had 
ebaerved that it was of a magnetic character. 
With regard to the Paxton mine there was a 
considerable quantity of magnetic ore deposit­
ed there. The analysis showed it to be of a very 
fine quality, though not so rich as that at the 
Snowdon mine. Another mine in the 4th 
#oncession of Snowdon had been worked to a 
depth of eigbtv feet. It alsq contained 
fiaavnetic ore. The largest deposits in that 
country were found near Pine Lake. These 
de)>osits, with the exception of the Pine Lake 
«line, were easily accessible by railways.

As suggested by The World, the villages of 
West Toronto Junction, Carlton and Daven­
port have virtually decided to unite and form 
one enterprising, growing town. The union 
has no* yet been arranged, but 
municipalities express their approval of the 
scheme, and the details will be attended to i» 
a week or two,

A meeting was held last evening in the 
council chamber, in James’ new block, of 
West Toronto ^ Junction Council, when a 
deputation from Carlton and Davenport 
conferred with the reeve and councillors on 
the proposed union. It was a meeting of 
unionists and was without a dissentient voice. 
How beautiful that brethren should dwell 
together in unity 1

There were present the following: Res?#"'* 
Clendenan, Councillors Spears, McCormack 
and Lapp, who were supported by a numerous 
following of Wést Toronto Junction citisens 
and Chairman Pears, Secretary Hayes, Dr. 
Gilmour, M. P. P., and Peter Laughton, sup* 
ported by eight other representatives of 
Carlton and Davenport.

The desirability of the annexation wae not 
discussed, all were apparently favorable and 
when Reeve Clendenan asked the deputation 
what suggestion they had to make as t* 
terms, there were practically no terme to 
consider. Mr. Pears thought the town should 
be divided into five wards, of which West 
Toronto Junction should have three and 
Davenport and Carlton two. Dr. Gilmour 
made a glowing reference to the future of the 
united municipality, “There are,” he said, 
“very few terms to make; we all go in upon 
the same basis, we start together, with about 
the same taxation, the same desire for im­
provements and to push 
to be no obstacles.”

Mru, Laghton made a few remarks and it 
was decided tbat-rfublic meetings be held in 
Carlton and West Toronto Junction on Wed­
nesday and Thursday evenings next week at 
which public feeling will be expressed. Reeve 
Clendenan considered that the ward evetero 
was a mistake and did not want the new town 
to start out with what bad proved a disgrace 
to Toronto.

to-day gave judgment in the Jennie McGraw 
Fieke will cere, which has attracted much 
attention in the last two or three years. 
Mrs. Fieke bequeathed *290,000 for epeeifio 
funds, and the “ rest, residue and re­
mainder ” of her estate, after tbe payment 
of certain legacies, to Cornell University. 
The estimated value of the bequest to the 
university was *1,600,000. The question 
raised was that its charter prohibited tbe 
university from taking any property beyond 
*3,000,000. It waa argued that Western 
land scrip held by the college wee not 
property. Judge Peckham wrote an 
exhaustive opinion of 15,000 words, 
holding that the university had no power 
to take or hold any more real or personal 
property than *3,000,000 in the aggregate. 
Figures are produced by the judge to show 
that the college hae a total of *3,001,418, 
with counting tbe College Land Sçrip fund, 
in the lands of the Btate as property. At 
the time of the death of Mrt, Fieke the 
university held property greater than ita 
permitted aggregate, and under tbe cireum- 
stances could not receive this legacy. The 
Court holds that the $603,002.87 of college 
land grant funds are the absolute property 
of the university. »

Where are wliat are popularly known as 
Mthi masses” ou Sundays ? The majority of 
thorn are not at churoh. Thousands remain 
at home resting and reading and a larger num­
ber are found when the weather is favorable 
out in the fresh air. Their non-attendance at 
church is not because they are really irreligious 
or antagonistic lo Christianity, but there is a 
more or leas widespread objection to the 
strongly pronounced creeds and dogmas of 
rival sects. When churches anathematize 
each other, each declaring “Truth will die 
with us;” “the temple, the temple of the Lord 
are we,” a reaction against ecclesiastictsm, 
ils loud profession* and arrogant assumptions 
takes possession of the working daises. With 
Toronto’s 150 churches there is only accommo­
dation for one half the population of this 
great city, and it is either a reflection on the 
abilities ‘of the preachers or want of apprecia­
tion of the citigt'Tis that two-thirds ot those 
who attend church are females and children.

A Deplorable Want of Touch.
The World’s ecclesiastical young man in 

making a series of inquiries on the subject 
found that many of the leaders of the working- 
classes deplored the want of touch between 
the ministers and the masses, and the absence 
from the ordinary sermon of sympathetic 
references and appreciation of life’s daily 
struggle. Too many preachers give stones for 
bread, thistles for figs, ami those who do nos, 
satisfy them selves with time-worn platitudes 
of 41 Be content with such things aa ye tiava” 
“ But,” say the non-attendant-*, “ the battle 
of life grows fiercer, social"problems cannot be 
thfls shelved, there is fresh light on science 
and every ether sphere of knowledge, but the 
pulpit tub remains the same, the parsonic 
organ plays the same old tune.

Much of this is indisputable and cogent, but 
it should be added that there ate honorable 
exceptions to the above sweeping strictures. 
The churches of to-day are far different from 
those of a generation, yea of a decade, ago. 
The “dim religious light^” a phrase which 
sounds so poetical is being superseded by 
brilliant illumination, the exclusive pew sys­
tem is giving way to free and open seats, and 
broad-mindedness and true Christian charity 
are taking the place of the bigot’s narrow zeaL 
There is less of Calvinism and more of human­
ity in most sermons, but a great deal requires 
to be reformed not only in church utterances 
but in church life in order to win the hearty 
championship of Canada's working men.

Wnen Tumblety returned to the hotel the 
big Irish chambermaid sailed into him Mar­
quis of Queenaberry rules, gave him a black 
eye, badly disarranged hie hair and made 
him such a laughingstock that he had to 
leave the city.

•pou the ^Dircossiun girl# who are sold to the 
high«**t bidder in the Tut kisli slave market 
They have been brought up with an eye to 
this fate from babyhood. They are exp^ted 
to make the family fortune; are given the 
daintiest hxai, and their health and beauty 
are n alter* of couataut solicitude. Warm, 
perfumed bath* and silken olot-hiug keep Uieir 
skins soft and fresh, and they are allowed to 
do no work. The rest of the family usually 
fare bard, eat coarse food and do rough laU»r.

Wht-u the future slave girl has reached 
budding womanhood she is disposed of to a 
dealer in slaves, who lets his best customers 
know that he possnefs a treasure almost 
priorlea*, and all her virtues and beauties are 
eetailixi with the usual Oriental exaggeration. 
Finally some royal princsw or rich pasha’s 
,jyife expresses a wish to see her, ami extra 
care having been taken with her bath aud 
dress, she is presented for inspection.

From lour preparation and jealous guarding 
from the sun she has n skin white as milk, 
and her naturally beautiful type of face is 
adorned with the usual tints of kohi to thn 
eyebrows and eyelashes and rouge to the full 
red lipf. Her exquisitely shaped nails glow 
with henna, and lier own luxuriant hair is 
iukfrtwnvd with maxims of silk (for the 
prophet curses woman who join in their own 
hair to that of another) till it reaches her 
•Okies in an uneven number of trails, an even 
•umber being forbidden.

She gives samples-of h»r accomplishment*, 
musical, gymnastic and otherwise. Accepted, 
she is at once clothed with a rich silk dress 
and receives a present of a necklace or bracelet 
as an earnest of favor before she joins her 
fellow slavee. Beyond assisting lier mistress 
in the toilet, accompanying Imr in lier drive» 
and handing her coffee and cigarette», *he has 
little to do. 9hé is an ornamental appendaue 
r at her than a servant. When the time comes 
for her to be married lier owner chooses a 
husband and gives a rich dower, and many of 
the marriages of slave girl# ecli|«e in mag­
nificence even those of the wealthier classes.

The erstwhile barefooted, ragged little Cir­
cassian from Turcoman’s land is now a 
princess or pasha’s wife, with slaves of heB 
own, Hut she would laugh if you suggested to 
her that there was anything degrading in 
their position or hod been in her own. The 
degradation and the hardships are simple 
ideas formed in^ ignorance of the facts ami 
conditions of Oriental domestic life and have 
no place in reality. Of course there is another 
aide to the picture, but even that is hot a 
very dark one. The girl may fall under the 
displeasure of the master or tmstress, and 
will then get punished. She may be locked 
up for a few hours, or, if her unstress is hot 
tempered, have her hair pullrd and receive a 
Bounding box on the eur. Perhaps m very 
rare and extreme cases a severe beating may 
be administered, but the same might and 
would oft n hapjien in the case of a paid 
servant. A reconciliation, however, shortly 
takes pi.ice, and the i^eace is cemented with a 
present of a new dre-»* or trinket.
