Industrial Schools.

Hon. Mr. Gibson introduced a bill to
umend the Industrial School Act. = The
5ill anthorizes corporations to guarantee
schoeol
.purposes. It provides that any debentnre
debt  incurred by an Industrial school
board, acting under powers derived from
the Public school board, shall be a lia-
bility of the supporters of Public schools,
and in the same manner when the Separ-
ate school board authorizes the expendi-
ture. its supporters shall be liable. The
school boards may pay a per capita al-
lowance instead of supplying teachers to
the Industrial boards.

The Attorney-General brought in a bill
to correct a clerical error in the schedule
of the act respecting mortgages and
real estate.

Government Bills in Committee.

Mr. Hardy’s bill for the payment of
jurors on Sundays was ge.ssed by the
committée of the whole e. Amend-
ments were added providing for ~the
payment of mileage to a juror in 'the
event of a county council passing &
bylaw authorizing it, in going to and
returning from hie place of residence
where an  adjonrnment over Sunday
takes place, and making it a contempt
of .court, severely punishable, for any
person interested in a civil suit inany
court or his solicitor to directly or
indirectly speak to a juror upon the
jury panel or “to treat any such juror
to drink, cigars or other refreshment.”

Mr. Gibson’s bill for the further pro-
tection of children was also passed in
committee of the whole. An amend-
ment was made rendering any attempt
to induce children to leave Government
institutions punishable by a fine of
$20 and costs. Another amendment was
added preventing parents, or guardians
from obtaining the custody of or inter-
fering with children placed in homes
under the provisions of the Act.

Mr. Hardy’s bill respecting the elec-
tion laws was next considered in com-
mittee and duly reported, as also was
Mr. Dryden’s bill relating to the Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

Mr. Fallis’ bill to enable the corpora-
tion of Port Hope to issue debentures
for ‘high school purposes was read &
third time.

Hon. Mr. Dryden’s bill for the preven-
tion of fraud in the sales .of fruit
passed the second reading. Several mem-
bers spoke against the bill, contending
that it dealt unjustly with the shippers
and’ fruit farmers in favor of the deal-
er. yThey suggested that it would be
better to confiscate bad fruit.

Mr. Awrey said the reputation of our
fruit was being damaged every year by
bad fruit being packed in the centre of
baskets and barrels, and he contended
that the bill was a right and proper one,
and-one in the interest of the fruit far-
mers,

. Asked For a Butter Bonus.

The Minpister of Agriculture was yes-
terday interviewed by President Derby-
shire of the Ontario Creamery Associa-
tion, and John H. Croil, who requested
‘hat the Provincial Government further
\ssist the export of fresh creamery but-
er, by paying a bonus on ‘all butter ship-
ed. + By this means they urged that the
old storage facilities provided by the
Yominion Government would be kept con-
tantly filled, They told the Minister
Lat the recent measures taken up by the
Jominion Government had had a most
yeneficial effect; but Mr. Dryden express-
d his opposition to the granting of a
orus on principle, and urged that it
vas the business of the Ottawa Govern-
aent to provide any export facilities.

Jessie Keith—The Trial Lasted
- Only One Day.
Stratford, March - 28.—Amedee
elle was to-day -found guilty
murder of.Jessie Keith near Listowel
on Oct. 19° last, and was _sentenced
by OChief Justice Armour to be hanged

y 31. ;

Chatelle pleaded guilty to the crime
at the preliminary examination before
a magistrate, and also confessed to &
representative of The Toronto World the
erime on his  way from Listowel to
Stratford after the preliminary exami-
nation. This morning he pleaded 'not
guilty, and refused to- be represented
by counsel.

The trial began at 9 a.m. and = was
concluded before 4. The crown traced
the accused’s movements irom Ailsa
Craig to the scene of the tragedy, and
presented an unbreakable chain of cir-
ctmstantial evidence. Chatelle  offered
no evidence for the defence.

Chiel Justice Armour decided that
the confession made by Chatelle on the
way from Listowel to Stratford was
inadmissable, from the fact that Chat-
elle confessed in answer to questions
put to him, and the admissions were
thus not voluntary.

Primarily’ the right to legislate ‘with re«
spect to legislation is vested in the Local

{slature exclusively. The right of the
Federal Legislature arises only after an
appeal to the Governor-in-Council has been
made antl a remedial order has been reject«
ed or disregarded. Necessarily in such &
case the Dominion remedial legislation will
be in the direction of a restoration of the
Provincial act under which the Roman
Catholic minority enjoyed the rights of
which they were deprived by subsequenf
provincial legislation. It is altogether un«
likely that an act would be originated inl
the Dominion Parliament—the restoration
of the “status quo ante’” being all thag§
is providpd for in the right to appeal.

It is, however, equally apparent that thd
Provincial Legislature could solve the
whole difficulty without re-enacting all
the provisions of the old law; and this ia
what the judgment of the judicial commit<
tee of the Privy Council suggests. It ig
believed that an act could be framed whiol
would be acceptable to Roman Catholio
and Protestant alike, containing such pro<
visions as would ensure to the Roman
Catholic taxpajer an equivalent for his
taxes, and to all state-aided schools, the
inspection and supervision necessary in or«
der to ensure proper results from the ex<
penditure, The teacher could be subjected
to examination and certification, and the
conditions for secular education in all pub+
lic schools assimilated., There has been na
desire, so far as we are advised, on the
part of the Roman Catholic minority, to
evade any stipulation which would tend ta
the efficiency wf their schools, nor has
there been any disposition to evade the
pakmenfi of a school tax, where the dispo«
sition of that tax has been for the benefld
of their denominational schools. No faul&
has been found, within our knowledge, by,
Roman Catholics during the whole discus<
sion as to their right to separate schools,
of the axiom, that “if sepadhate school
are _to be aided by the Statey
the State should have the same security
for a sound secular system in gfhem as iR
other State-aided schools,” -

Such being the case, it 1s at presen§
open to the Provincial Legislature to set
tle the wholp question without furthes
disturbance.

Sir Edward Grey, Parliamentary Sec-
retary of the Foreign Office, said Great
Britain stood in such a position of trust
in Egypt as to make the British and
Egyptian spheres of influence cover the
whole Nile waterway. The Houge ought
to be careful about giving creden
rumor that & French expedition hid been
sent to the N the
valley of the er. The Foreign
had no reason to suppose that
French expedition either had been' in-
structed to enter the Nile valley or had
the intention to do so. He could not
believe it possible in the face of the fact
that the British Government's views
were fully known to France. The
advance - of - a French expedition
under  secret orders from the
west side of Alrica into territory
subject to British claims, whose right-
fulness had been so lonz known, would
be not only an inconsistent and unex-
pected act but also an uniriendly one,
and would be rezarded as such by the
Government. Without doubt African
affairs for the last two,years have caus-
ed comnsiderable anxiety as to hat
mizght happen in the future. ring
these years no provocation had been
given France from the British side.
Engldnd had striven to the utmost to
reconcile the occasional conflict of in-
terests. ‘The Government would con-
tinue to pursue this line of policy, omit-
tinz nothing calculated to maintain good
relations with France and at the same
time to uphold the undoubted claims of
Great Britain. To that end, of course,
the co-operation of the French Govern-
ment and French public opinion wasne-
cessary, but:this co-gpeartion ought to be
easily obtained. He relied upon the sense
of justice characterizing the French Gov-
ernment and people to help to reconcile
the conflicting interests of the powers
in parts of the world which were but
little known.

France Ought To Be Questioned

Joseph Chamberlain, the Liberal-Union-
st leader, spoke of Sir Edward’s state-
ments as the clearest and most satisfac-
tory declaration yet heard on the sub-
ject from & responsible representative
of thé Government. He now saw, he said,
that unless a eclear understanding with
France as to African affairs could be
reached the most serious consequences
might easily ensue. The statement
ouzht to leave Great Britain’s claims on
Ezypt beyond all misunderstanding. The
whole Nile Valley from the lakes to the
sea. was within either the Egyptianor
British spheres of influence, and that
the claim on Great Britain’s part had
been withii the knowledge: of France
for five years. He assymed that the
claim had never been disputed by France.
He.must remind the House, however,.
that as recently as the beginning of
this month the statement was made un-
checked in the French Chamber andin
the presence of the Minister of Foreign
Affairs, that France’s object was always
to make England feel that her pre-
 sence in Egypt was harmful, and that
France could come up with her else-
where than in the, Mediterranean. If
the French Government did not accept
such statements it ought to repudiate
them. France ought to be questioned
regarding her expedition to the Nile
valley.

Labby Not Surprised.

Henry Labouchere, the Radical lead-
er, pronounced Sir Edward Grey’s speech
a menace' to Framce. (“Oh, oh.”) He
quite understood those éries of “Oh,
oh.” They came from the Tory mem-
bers, who were delighted to find a Lib-
eral Minister acting upon their prin-
ciples. This speech was a menace on
the lines of the familidr warning, “Hands
off.” Certain members seem to imagine
the Nile to be as much British pro-
perty .as the Thames. He, for one,
could not ‘feel surprised that in view of
such statements France was not friendly.

The Motion Withdrawn

Sir Edward Grey denied that his state-
ment had implied in any way & menace
to France. The. question of a general
settlement of their respective interests
in Africa. was under discussion between
the two countries. The British claims
had been atated clearly. #

Sir E. Ashmead-Bartlett said that im
view of the satisfactory reply made by
the Government, he withdrew his metion.
