It is possible that Michigan may 
see a vote for state wide prohibition 
this year. The recent granting of 
the franchise to the women of the 
State has given special encourage­
ment to the temperance forces and 
they think they can win.

Among the curious suggestions of 
^amendments to existing laws was one 
to regulate the length of ladies’ 
skirts. Another was to prohibit the 
enclosure of pictures, flags or other 
things in boxes of cigarettes, which 
are calculated to stimulate the sale 
These suggestions have been recent' 
ly made at Ottawa.

While it is stated that less than 
half a hundred cases of divorce will 
«orne before ihe Canadian Parlia­
ment this session, it must not be 
forgotten that many Canadians 
settle their matrimonial troubles on 
the other side of the line. Between 
1887 and 1906 there were 455 Can 
adian cases a year in the United 
States, or an aggregate of 8,645.

A paragraph is going the rounds 
about.a Milwaukee dairy-farmer who 
has been experimenting with music 
on his herd of 75 pedigreed cows. 
The experiment was tried, we are 
told, with a gramaphone, “on the 
theory that music at milking-time 
would make the cows less inclined to 
be nervous.” In that way it was 
found that the milk-producing value 
of the herd was increased by two 
quarts each cow per day—a total of 
one hundred and forty quarts.

THE FARMER’S WIFE.

Practical Remedy For Monotony ana 
Loneliness of Country Life.

We have all heard that Insanity Is 
more prevalent among farmers’ wives 
than among women of other commun! 
ties. This is explained on the ground 
of the monotony of the life. Having 
no Interests, the woman In ttie count- 
try Is likely to grow morbid and even­
tually to lose her grip on the sane 
things of life, says Dolly Madison.

One of the most practical remedies 
for the monotony and loneliness of 
farm life may be found in the forming 
of a club. This, in the beginning, may 
not be an ambitious affair. A half 
dozen women may get together and 
decide to do some one thing for their 
community which shall improve it, and 
which will give them an interest in 
the working out of such improvement. 
There is nothing which makes women 
feel that life is worth while like a 
sense of being In touch with big move­
ments. In the city we hear much of 
“neighborhood houses” or “friendly” 
organizations and other social centers 
which are Intended to uplift and to 
bring about a better understanding 
between the fortunate and the unfortu­
nate. There Is great need for neigh­
borhood houses In the country, but it 
is on different lines from those pur­
sued by the social settlement In the 
country poverty is rarely the reason 
for loneliness. It is more likely to be 
work which keeps a woman tied to a 
treadmill.

The farmer’s wife may make her 
club a place In which shall be discuss­
ed her own problems, those of the 
school life of her children, besides cer­
tain educational improvements. The 
question of overwork for farm women 
may be solved by the co-operation olj 
the club in hiring specialized help. 
There will be more enthusiasm ovef 
vegetable gardens when there is some; 
body with whom to compare note$ 
Books and magazines may be exchange 
ed, and the problem of high price/ 
may be met by ordering in wholesaL 
quantities and sharing with otliei 
members.

Each neighborhood must, of course, 
work out its club plans along the most 
practical lines possible, but I know 
of no better example of what a club 
if this class may become than the his­
tory of one In the far west where the 
life of the community revolves around 
a certain house which was bought by 
the farmers’ wives of that section. It 
is a country club, not in the suburban 
smart set sense, but in being the prac­
tical center for the boys and girls and 
the men and women from adjoining 
farms. Here the young people play 
tennis, here the men meet to discuss 
rural problems, and here the women 
give afternoon teas and bring together 
the lonely souls, who without this lit­
tle house set at tho crossroads might 
be left to languish.

WHY WASH DAY IS BLUE.
Because the Laundress Is Forced to 

Stoop Over Her Work.
The wash, day is often spoken of as 

“blue Monday” because it is usually a 
day of hard work, followed, by days of 
recovery from such aches as woman 
thinks her due. Now it has been defi­
nitely proved, says J. Howard Frick, 
instructor in medical correction gym­
nastics in the Samaritan hospital of 
Germantown, in the Mothers’ Maga­
zine, that washing .clothes has nothing 
to do with making a woman feel 
gloomy, but that the way she does it 
has all to do with her after health.

The most common complaint of wo­
men after a day’s washing is the terri­
ble backache which almost compels 
them to go to bed. This is sometimes 
followed by headaches in the middle of 
the head and behind the eyes, which 
often last for days. Now, what is the 
cause of these after effects? Certainly 
ordinary work should not entail such 
after sufferings. The whole cause is 
the position of the woman while work­
ing over the tubs. The majority of 
wash benches are too low, and the wo­
man must stoop over while at work. 
This causes the muscles over the abdo­
men to relax, which allows the stom­
ach, liver, kidneys and, in fact, all the 
organs to fall forward out of their nor­
mal positions, causing the terrible after 
effects of such work.

The proper position before a tub is a 
perfectly erect position.

Another point of value in the erect 
position is the fact that the wringing 
of the clothes is much easier since the 
whole force of the arm can be used 
without having to exert an effort to 
keep the erect position.

The lifting of tubs is an entirely un­
necessary labor. When they are not of 
the stationary kind they can be emp­
tied by means of a siphon.

School Bag Carrying.

Investigation 
disclosed that the man breakfasted at 
6:45 on bread and coffee, commuted to 
the city, worked from .8 o’clock to 
12:30, when he lunched hastily at a 
lunch counter, and worked the rest of 
the day on his nerve rather than on 
well nourished muscle, blood and 
brain.

Co-operation m Lambton County.
Owing to an unusually heavy crop of 

apples in the United States aud Canada 
the demand for fruit this year is not so 
keen. The Canadian West has been 
invaded by British Columbia as well as 
Washington, Oregon and other Western 
States. Eastern Provinces and States 
have contributed liberally to the Old 
Country market with the result that 
Canadian apples have this year sold at 
somewhat reduced figures. This un­
favorable condition has told most heavily 
upon the individual grower, who, with 
only a few barrels for sale, looks in vain 
for a buyer. The buyer does not come 
for he goes to the Sec’y ot a co-operative 
association and books 5000 barrels of 
apples as quickly as he could purchase 
50 barrels from the individual grower.

Many orchardist not acquainted with 
actual conditions predict ruin for the 
industry and express themselves dis­
gusted with that line of farming. Con­
ditions do not warrant this opinion. The 
last census shows a decrease throughout . 
Canada amounting to 212,562 bearing J, 
trees. Pears, plums and cherries have 
fallen off to a considerable extent while 
peaches alone show any increase over 
the previous census. In the West, 
towns and cities spring up in a night 
surrounded by a farming country which 
will never be able to produce fruit. Con­
ditions augur well for the future of the 
fruit industry.

The greatest impetus to fruit growing 
is the confidence displayed by the largest 
grower in Lambton, Norfolk, North­
umberland and Durham counties ; they 
understand market conditions and are 
confident regarding the stability of 
future fruit growing. One thing how­
ever must come, and that is the co­
operative method of selling. It is sweep­
ing Ontario and is responsible for the 
sale of the greatest apple crop ever pro­
duced in Lambton County. Not only 
does it facilitate the matter of selling 
but through the estimates handed in by l 
the different associations the supply of J 
fruit can be determined much more 
easily than where each individual acts 
separately in the matter. This condition 
will insure a steadier market throughout 
the season and make the business less 
of a gambling game.

In evidence of the usefu)fiess of such 
au organization one might cite the vicin­
ity of Inwood. A satisfactory shipment 
of apples of any account was never book­
ed at Inwood until this year when, 
through the energetic endeavors of a 
Fruit Growers Association, newly formed, 
four hundred and seventy-five (475) 
barrels of apples were disposed of to 
good advantage. Another instance can 
be cited in the County also where one 
individual made five hundred dollars 
(500.00) more from the crop by selling 
through an association, rather than alone 
as was the old time practice. The 
orchard is becoming a valuable adiunct 
to the farm and ways and means to 
make it more profitable should not be 
overlooked. Egg circles also have done 
good work in many localities by supply­
ing the market with fresh produce and 
returning to the farmer an increased 
revenue trom his flock.

It is the intention of the Dept, at 
Petrolea to put forth every effort this 
winter to establish associations in dis­
tricts which are not already served, and 
we ask all parties who may be interested 
to confer with us at an early date that 
active organization work may be accom­
plished this winter before the rush of the 
summer months renders it more difficult. 
The next article will discuss Commercial 
Varieties of Peaches for planting in 
Lambton County.

PLEA FOR COLLEGE ROOM.
Not Necessary That It Should Be a 

Junk Heap.
Tt has for a long time seemed neces­

sary for the college girl’s room to be a 
:ross between a gymnasium and a junk- 
shop. This is altogether a fatal idea, 
not only from an artistic point of view, 
but from the point of view of the work 
to be done at college, play to be played 
at college and health to be maintained 
at college. It stands to reason that in 
a room which is insanely furnished 
concentration on anything—play or 
work—is bound to be more difficult to 
attain, and from this difficulty of at­
tainment a strain naturally ensues.

Surely if there is anything to be 
avoided at college It is strain of any 
kind whatever. The sane room, then, is 
one answer to the question of how to 
overcome some of the nervous tension 
that seems to cause breakdowns and 
the relinquishing of college courses.

The sane room does not mean a col­
orless, prim or cold room. On the con­
trary, it means just the opposite. It 
means a room that is hospitable, warm 
in coloring (not hot) and consistent in 
design—a room, in other words, as con­
ducive to rest and tranquillity as it is 
to consistent, undiverted thought and 
to the most enjoyable type of camara­
derie, room parties and the inevitable 
"eats.” à

If the inmate of a certain room is a 
clever athlete all the more reason why 
her trophies should be housed in her 
room in such a way as not to cause her 
eyes or thoughts to wander from the 
tasks In hand and also so that they will 
not fall every time she or some one 
else passes them. All the more, too, if 
she is athletic should she have—yes, 
should she need—a room which makes 
for repose and not unquiet Far better 
Is it for the "greasy grind” to have a 
hodgepodge room, for then her mind 
might be diverted reasonably from her 
overconscientiousness. But even for 
her this kind of a room is unwisé, be­
cause with all the effort and strain 
needed for the closest kind of applica­
tion to her work she should, even as 
the athlete, have a room that tends to 
organization rather than to disintegra­
tion. Otherwise her effort is the 
greater, with the consequent increase 
of strain to her body and mind.

There Were Several Narrow Eeoapea
For the Hunter That Was Hunted
Before an Unexpected Climax Ended
the Rather One Sided Engagement.

In her book, “Roughing It In South­
ern India,” Mrs. M. A. Handley pre­
sents a graphic description of a thrill. 
Ing adventure in which a member of 
her party played one of the star parts. 
It was a brilliant but unwilling en­
gagement and it was too serious 
while it lasted either for comfort or 
for the enjoyment of the grimly hu­
morous phases of his enforced battle 
and wild scramble for his life. Mrs. 
Handley says:

“Although as a forest officer F.
