The prisoner at the bar, who was accus­

ed of robbing and murdering a poor country 
girl, was a man of low slight stature, 
with a coarse brutal cast of features, ren­
dered peculiarly striking by their strange­
ly sinister expression.

As his small black eyes wandered fur­
tively around the court they met mine, 
and for an instant rested upon me. I 
shrank involuntarily from his gaze, as I 
would from that of some loathsome rep­
tile, and kept my eyes steadily averted 
from him till the end of the trial, which 
had been nearly concluded the previous 
evening. The evidence, as summed up by 
the judge, was principally circumstantial, 
though apparently overwhelming in its na­
ture. In spite of the counsel’s really ex­
cellent defence, the jury, unhesitatingly, 
found him ‘guilty.’

The judge, before passing sentence, 
asked the prisoner, as usual, if he had any­
thing further to urge why sentence of 
death should not be passed upon him.

The unfortunate man, in an eager excit­
ed manner, emphatically denied his 
guilt,—declared that he was an honest, 
hard-working, travelling glazier— that he 
was at Bristol, many miles from the 
the murder on the day of its commission, 
and that he knew no more about it than 
a babe unborn. When asked why he had 
not brought forward this Hue ot defence 
during his trial, he said he had wished it, 
but that the gentleman who had conduct­
ed LU defence had refused to do so.

His counsel, in a few words of explana­
tion, stated that, although he had 
reason to believe the story told by the 
prisoner, he had been forced to confine his 
endeavors in his behalf to breaking down 
the circumstantial evidence for the prose 
cution—that most minute and searching 
enquiries had been made at Bristol, but 
that from the short time the prisoner had 
passed in that town (some three or four 
hours), and from the lengthened period 
which had elapsed since the murder, he 
had been unable to find witnesses who 
could satisfactorily have proved an alibi, 
and had therefore been forced to rely upon 
the weakness of the evidence produced by 
the prosecution. Sentence of death was 
passed upon the prisoner, who was remov 
ed from the bar loudly declaring his in­
nocence.

I left the court painfully impressed with 
the conviction that he was innocent. The 
passionate earnestness with which he had 
pleaded his own cause, the fearles, haugh­
ty expression that crossed his ill-omened 
features, when, finding his assertions en­
tirely valueless, he exclaimed with an im- 
pr cation, ‘ Well, then, do your worst, but 
I am innocent. I never saw the poor girl 
in my life, much less murdered her, caus­
ed “the whole court, at least the unprofess­
ional part of it, to feel there 
doubt about the case, and that circumstan­
tial evidence, however strong, should rare­
ly be permitted to carry a verdict of 
‘ guilty. ’ I am sure that the fervent, 
though unsupported asseilions made by 
the prisoner, affected the jury far more 
than the florid defence made for him by 
his counsel.

The painful scene I had just witnessed 
entirely put the thoughts of the morning 
out of my head, and I walked homo with 
any thoughts fully occupied with the 
trial.

The earnest protestation of the unfortu­
nate man rang in my cars, and his face, 
distorted with auxiety and passion, rose 
ever before me.

I passed the afternoon writing answers 
to several business letters, whieh had 
found me out in any retreat, and soon after 
dinner retired to my room, weary with 
want of sleep the previous night and with 
the excitement of the day.

Dr. Capel, who has been an inmate by 

choice of the Queen’s County Jail for the 
last fifteen years, died ’at an early hour 
yesterday morning. The circumstances 
which led to his incarceration are some­
what peculiar. So far as wo can learn 
they are as follows :—

His wife and he being unable to agree 
from some cause or other, the latter ap­
plied for a separation. The order of the 
Court was that he should pay half of an 
annuity he possessed to the separate main­
tenance of his wife. He refused to obey 
this order and was in consequence commit­
ted to jail. He could obtain his release at 
any time by obeying the order of the couit 
but this he obstinately refused to do, pre a 
ferring to spend the remainder of his 
within the four walls of a prison. Having 
an annual income assured to him he was 
enabled to live there in comparative lux­
ury. He was a native of England, and 
had very good family connections in the 
mother country. In appearance he was 
tall and prepossessing, and although 
somewhat eccentric, his manners were 
those of a gentleman. During his impris­
onment he seldom went outside of his owt 
room, and occupied his time principally in 
reading. Latterly his health has been 
very poor and he was confined to kis bed 
for several days before his death. — Char­

A. W. D. Parker Mr. Samuel Myres is now lying bed-fast 
at his home in this place, afflicted with 
that terrible malady, the screw worm. Mr. 
Myres has been sick of late with fever, and 
on Monday last while resting in bed one of 
the flies alighted near his nostrils. It re­
quires but a few moments for one of these 
flies to deposit hundreds of eggs which are 
hatched and are grown inside of an hour, 
many of them as much as one half inch in 
length. Mr. Myres, upon awakening, felt 
a slight tickling in the nose and it was 
uot until his eyes and face had become 
fearfully swollen that the physician discov­
ered the presence of the worms The only 
known remedy was applied—calomel and 
carbolic acid—by injection into the nos­
trils. At first a few would drop their hold 
and force themselves out. Application 
after application was made with like result 
up to last night, at which 152 was the 
number passed. The patient is in a cri­
tical condition, with but slight hopes of 
his recovery. The fly is much dreaded by 
our stockmen and is represented as a dark 
colored and fuzzy insect which generally 
attacks cattle or any other animal that is 
unfortunate enough to have blood upon 
which they can alight.

above tog CANADIAN CATTLE IN ENGLAND

At the Smithficld Club Çattle Show an 
experiment is being tried, the result of 
which will be awaited with general inter­
est. It is intended to solicit permission 
from the Privy Council to form a separate 
class for the best specimens of Canadian 
cattle imported after the 26th inst , which, 
in the ordinary course, would be slaughter­
ed at the place of disembarkation. Before 
the cattle intended to he exhibited are al­
lowed to be removed from the port where 
they arrive, there will be a strict vet­
erinary examination. A fortnight will 
elapse between the first day on which suçh 
cattle will be eligible for the show and the 
opening of the show at Islington. It in 
believed that a sufficiently good selectioa 
may be made to give the public an idea of 
the excellent condition in which these 
cattle usually arrive after a long voyage, 
and thus remove much of the prejudice 
which exists against imported meat. 
Messrs. J. A. Thompson k Co., shipped 
from Quebec during last week $2,500 
worth of cattle to Great Britain, and thtyr 
intend next year to ship all their cattle 
from Quebec, as they find it more advan­
tageous than from Montreal.—Herald.

Pboposàl to Light Cork IIarbo* er 
the Electric Lights.—Mr. Yates, an emi-

New Advertisements.primal cause of the war was no doubt 
ttye irrepressible policy and determina­
tion of the southern shareholders pot 
only to maintain slavery in that por­
tion of the Union where it already ex- 
iste<|, but to force it into the new 
States that were being admitted as 
members of the Confederacy.

At the close of the war, however, 
four millions of enslaved Negroes were 
emancipated into the heaven-chartered 
pnjoyipept of personal liberty. This 
was a noble achievement, so fgr aa the 
reputation of the United States in the 
eyes of the friends of civilisât ion and 
Christianity was concerned j but the 
internecine conflict had heaped up a 
mountain of national debt, had crippled 
the finances, and paralysed the com­
mercial activity of the country. The 
democratic party being virtually de­
funct, the Republican party, both in 
Congress and in the Administration had 
it all their own way; and because 
there was no vigilant opposition to ef­
ficiently criticise the measures and po 
licy of those in power, there were gross 
wrong-doings both in legislation and in 
executive action. Improvident mea­
sures were hurried through Congress, 
and reprehensible administrative acts 
aroused a spirit of dissatisfaction. The 
democratic party, though in a state of 
dormancy, had pot wholly lost its vitali­
ty. The abuses of the governing pow­
er roused it into activity ; and it is not 
impossible that to day, it is in such a 
state of vigor, on the first opportunity, 
as to lie able to seize the helm of state.
At the last Presidential Election the 
republicans fiad little to boast of, and 
and subsequently they have probably 
rather lost or gained ip the confidence 
of the Republic. Although the present 
occupant of the White House at Wash­
ington has mainly endeavored to do 
what was fair and right, and especially 
in the matter of a sound national cur­
rency, we doubt nor that the party, of 
which he is the exponent, will be de­
feated at the polls two years hence.

President Hayes has had to contend 
not only with the misdeeds of bis pro 
decessors, but the present financial de­
pression is being used by blatant de­
magogues and wily politicians, who op­
pose him, to divide the ranks of the re­
publican. A greenback currency party,
(made up of both ambitious democrats 
and dissatisfied wily politicians) has 
recently sprung up, and assumed por 
tentous proportions on the political 
aiena. This new party, taking advan­
tage of the present business depres­
sion, are appealing to the suffering 
classes, and promising prosperity on 
the adoption of the policy they pro. 
pound. The masses of discontents in 
the United States, as elsewhere, for 
the most part, are too ignorant to 
know, that legislation can do little 
either to cause or to impair the busi­
ness prosperity of the country. They 
think any change must necessarily be 
for the better, and will listen to the 
most absurd promises that are dishon­
estly made by unscrupulous demago­
gues.

The prospect then is that the new 
party element will operate to the dis 
union and the defeat of the Republi­
cans. The State Elections, just now 
taking place, demonstrate the fact that 
the green-backers, as an organized pow­
er, are not to be regarded with indif­
ference or contempt. The great Ame­

0-ERMANY.

Perhaps in none of the principal 
European nationalities are internal af­
fairs in a more perplexing condition 
than are those of Germany. Financial 
matters are not only embarrassing to 
the Government, but among merchants 
and the industrial classes generally the 
Stringency in monetary matters is se­
verely felt. When peace was conolud 
ed between Germany and France only 
a few years ago, while the result of the 
yrar was a source of national exulta­
tion to the former, the condition of the 
Isttpr was an object of almost univer­
sal commiseration- It was generally 
believed that many decades would roll 
away belole the debt of indemnifica­
tion would be paid. It appeared then 
that the future of Germany would be 
distinguished for unclouded prosperity, 
end th»t France shattered and torn by 
the war, would be pecuniarly straiten­
ed, and that it would be manyjfyears 
before she could regain her former 
status among the Great Powers of Eu­
rope-

Few years, however, haye elapsed 
since the peace just alluded to was en­
tered into; and to-day the Republic of 
prance is in a far more prosperous con­
dition than is the German Empire. 
The indemnification debt has all been 
paid—ail the material interests of the 
Republic are flourishing — and the 
spirit of general contentment ani­
mates the masses. But in Germany 
internal aspects are dark and gloomy. 
The Emperor lias an immense standing 
army which is a security against exter­
nal aggression ; but the people, groan­
ing under the pressure of internal tax, 
at ion, are restive, and sedition, though 
aw.ed, checked, and partially smother­
ed by physical force, is in the minds of 
millions of discontented people. It 
is like the underground fires of a vol­
cano; but it is distinctly indicated by 
the dissemination and spread of social­
istic principles. The regicidal at 
tempi* ma'-le upon the life of the Em­
peror, are the specific acts of individ­
uals, who represent the seditious ten­
dencies of multitudes. Perhaps in no 
JSuropean country, except in Scotland, 
are the lower »}atp 9f tt|# people better 
educated, and intellectually more en­
lightened by reading than in Germany, 
ft Rationalism” in religion is one of the 
mischievous elements in that country, 
and weaken» those moral restraints, 
which are essential to the support of 
social order, and to due submission to 
civic authorities. A spirit of restless­
ness and discontent may long slumber 
among a people before it is developed 
jn acts of outrage and lawlessness.

Through the medium of the Euro­
pean Press, we receive alarming intima­
tions from time to time that the Ger­
man people are far from satisfied with 
the iron rule of Bismarck, and abomin­
ate his government policy. The ex­
pense of carrying on the government 
is enormous ; and unbearable taxation 
is thereby necessitated. The keeping 
up of the standing army alone is a 
heavy pressure on the material and in 
dustrial resources of the Empire, and 
the people are writhing under it.

The German mind has strong philo- 
«optical tendencies, apd it naturally 
ruminates on the elements of which 
national society is formed, and not only 
sneers at the “ divine rights of kings,” 
but it regards hereditary titles as nuis­
ances in the earth. From what we 
have said in the foregoing remarks it 
will be seen that the internal affairs of 
Germany are ominous of serious im­
pending trouble. The following de­

strength. ' May I ventiue to suggest tbe 
importance of giving special attention to 
the subject of domestic economy which 
properly lies at the root of the highest life 
of every true woman.”

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Breeding from unsound stock, espe­
cially horses, is a serious, yet common 
mistake of farmers. No rule is better 
established, than hereditary transmis­
sion of qualities; and this does not 
mean that actual disease is commu­
nicated, but merely that such peculiar­
ities of constitution, or form, are hand­
ed down from generation to generation 
as renders the offspring extremely 
liable to the same disease as their pa­
rents, whenever they are exposed to 
suitable exciting causes. No one would, 
of course, believe in the transmission 
of a deformity from an accident, as a 
broken limb, ora dislocatedjoiut. But 
in considering the purchase of a breed­
ing mare, or the use of a certain stallion 
be careful of what is admitted into the 
list of accidents ; do not be imposed 
upon by the assertion that this spavin, 
ringbone, curb, heaves, or roaring, oc­
curred from a wrench, strain, or fall, 
violent or sudden over-exertion, for 
which the animal is not to be blamed. 
Trust invariably to the mare, or stallion 
that goes through her or his work, at 
all ages, sound, and turns up sound at 
the last. Such can speak for them­
selves, and need no apologies for this 
or that ailment. Some diseases are so 
trivial, that they need not to be taken 
into account ; but many others are so 
serious that they should never be over­
looked. Broken wind, ringbone, navicu­
lar disease, curb, spavin, and scrofulous 
diseases of the joints (found especially 
in cattle), periodic ophthalmia, catar­
acts,'etc., are so important, and so de­
cidedly hereditary, that they should 
always he considered, unless known cir­
cumstances tend to mitigate the gener­
al rule. Temper should always receive 
special attention ; a fractious, fretful, 
dogged, or vicious disposition is so 
vexatious as to be a great drawback on 
both the value and usefulness of the 
animal. No consideration should in 
ducc any one to breed from an auimal 
with a l< soft” constitution ; and there 
should always be plenty of substance 
and size to suit the purposes for which 
the progeny may be designed. Choose 
animals of a medium age to breed from 
as they generally produce more vig­
orous, healthy, and thriving offsprings, 
than the very young or very old, though 
there are some notable exceptions to 
this general rule. It is claimed by 
many, that there is no foundation for 
the prejudice, in some quarters, against 
in-and-in breeding. Un the contrary, it 
has been plainly established, that with­
in certain limits, this plan is highly 
advantageous, when the stock is of the 
right sort. Some writers go so far as 
to say that there is no other way in 
which the perpections of any particular 
strain can be so certainly retained as by 
returning frequently to the original 
blood. When out-and-out crossing is 
strictly followed, the tenth generation 
contains only 1 1024th of the original 
stock ; shown in tabular forms as 
follows :

The practical result, of course, will 

not always follow this arithmetic, be 
cause some certain horse may stamp 
his form so completely on his offspring, 
than it will not be easily gotten rid of ; 
but still it will run out in the course of 
time, and the more complete and vio­
lent the cross, the sooner will the pecu­
liarity disappear, and it can only be 
retained by frequent returns to the 
same blood. By bearing these few facts 
in mind, and acting upon them with 
judgment, the breeder can reap all the 
advantages of good stock, without run­
ning in-and-in so constantly as to haz 
ard the deterioration of his animals ; on 
the other hand, if there in any special 
defect, he will be able to breed it out. 
In short, this just amounts to the fact 
that “ like begets like”—shown plainly 
when looked at in a more marked de­
gree,—as, who would expect a Short­
horn calf by an Alderney bull from an 
Alderney cow ? and this is no more 
absurd than to expect a first class foal 
from inferior parents. Again, the fault 
of looking to pedigree alone, has caus­
ed much disaster amongst breeders ; 
good blood is a good thing, but it is 
not soundness and perfection of form, 
and does not supply their place. Never 
breed from an unsound, or ungainly 
animal, thinking that perhaps he will 
;‘throw back” to bis sire, grand-dam, 
half sister, or some other renowned 
relative of the past. By all means keep 
to the good blood, but select its best 
specimens, for this alone will give 
cess, or history falsities herself.

Lord 
Lorne nad known the Princess from 
childhood. It would hardly be an ex­
aggeration to say that the two had 
grown up together. In age there was 
little difference between them ; in 
temperament almost none. Both were 
highly accomplished and for,d of fol- 
lowing the higher purposes of life, de­
voted to literature and art,- energetic 
in well doing and desirous of walking 
the world with a higher aim in view 
than is ordinarily to be found amoug 
those who have their dwelling in kings’ 
palaces and each we may add was en­
dowed with that inalienable wealth of 
character which cannot be misused, 
squandered or thrown away For years 
it was thought desirable that persons 
admitted to alliance with the royal fa­
mily of England should be absolutely 
unknown to the British public. ‘The 
Royal Marriage Act" was directed ex­
pressly against the union of princess 
with subjects. The secret marriage of 
the Duke of Gloucester in the latter 
part of the last century with Maria, the 
Countess Dowager of Waldegrave, hail 
excited the ire of George 111., who had 
been displeased before at the Duke of 
Cumberland’s matrimonial alliance with 
Lady Anne Luttrell. The result was an 
act forbidding any of the royal family 
contracting marriage without the royal 
sanction while under the age of twenty- 
live years. After this period they were 
at liberty to solemnize the proposed 
union, even if the royal sanction was 
withheld, if, after having announced 
their intention to the Privy Coun­
cil, an entire year should elapse with­
out either House of Parliament address­
ing the King against it. Queen Victo­
ria determined to emancipate the royal 
family from an obsolete bondage tend 
ing to very evil consequences. She ad­
mitted the Marquis of Lorne within the 
circle of her own family as a suitor for 
the hand of Princess Louise. The lady 
had the courage to accept the suit and 
to take a husband from among the peo 
pie, and her royal mother felt free to 
uphold her daughter's choice. The 
Parliament of the country ratified Her 
Majesty's decision, and saw in the in­
novation upon courtly eusfom a proof 
of the sincerity of the sympathy exist 
ing between Queen Victoria and her 
suTijects. Consequently the young 
couple were united in marriage March 
21, 1871. The ceremony was celebrated 
in St. George's Chapel at Windsor, and

A 8RBTC1J OF LORD ^OKXs’s LIFE —IiOW HB 
WOOED AND WON A QUEKN*S DAUOUTER.

The Marquis, from his boyhood’s 
days, has bejen a prime favorite with 
the Queen, as he was with Prince Al­
bert, and tne marriage with the Princess 
Louise was decidedly ope of choice,and 
not simply of political 
His ancestry is most unexceptionable, 
he being descended from the second 
Duchess of Sutherland, who 
${jstrea# of .Robes to the Queen, This 
ottice is one of considerable political 
importance, perhaps the only office of 
political importance in England be­
stowed upon a woman. It is the gift 
of the Ministry for the the time being, 
and is generally conferred upon a lady 
of high social rank, whose appointment 
is likely to prove acceptable to the 
Sovereign. Since the accession ol 
Queen Victoria the appointment of 
Mistress of the Robes has always been 
looked upon as one requiring careful 
and discreet consideration ; but 
was a wiser selection made than when 
the late Duchess of Sutherland was ap­
pointed to the office. Besides being 
person of èxtraordinary ability and 
force of character, she was the very 
counterpart of the Queen herself in 
every quality that has made the present 
Sovereign of England famous. The 
late Mistress of the Robes had much to 
do in moulding the character of the 
Marquis of Lorne. and she was the 
trusty adviser in every matter relating 
to his early education. The Queen thus 
writes in her Journal ofUur Life in 
the Highlands/* of the Marquis when a 
boy. “ Outside stood the Marquis of 
Lome, just two yeers old, a dear, white, 
fat, fair little fellow, with reddish hair, 
but very delicate features, like both his 
father and mother.’ His. early boy­
hood was mostly spent at Inverary Gas 
tie, his ancestral home, and here he 
obtained his first training 
man. At an age when most lads have 
been barely relieved from the re 
straints of the nursery he was a keen 
fisherman and clever sportsman, divid­
ing his leisure between whipping the 
mountain streams and tramping the 
heather-clad moors, wary in the use of 
the fly and true in his aim with gun 
and rifle. The ruder accomplishments 
of the English gentleman did not, how 
ever, render him insensible to the re­
finement and courtesies of existence, 
and it has been said that the graceful 
courtliness displayed by the Marquis of 
Lorne when a mere boy was most 
marked, and such as frequently engag 
ed the attention of strangers. In the 
sumptuous palace of the Sutherlands 
used to assemble the foremost men in 
the State, in the church, in literature, 
in art, in every vocation of life. The

too numerous to mention. As a mat 
ter of course these gatherings of the 
learned and great were not without 
their influence upon the Argyll and 
Sutherland children. They were in 
structed, as it were, in the Whig creed, 
much as other children are trained to 
drink from a cup or eat from a platter; 
and while, all unconsciously, they im 
bibed the pure water of Liberalism, 
from the very fountain source, they 
were taught as well to appreciate the 
inestimable value of learning. Until 
twelve years ago the young Lord pur­
sued his studies at home under the 
tutorship of a Suabian pastor, Schmidt 
by name, who instructed him in the 
Latin and Gree.k verbs and the ancient 
classics. Neither his father nor mother 
had much respect for public schools, 
but after much earnest thought and 
consultation they decided to place him 
at Eton when he reached his twelfth 
year. While at Eton he and his bro 
ther did not live with the other boys, 
but had a furnished house of their own. 
presided over by a Mr. Lampney, who 
had been private Secretary to Lord 
John Russell, and was a graduate of 
Trinity College, Dublin. Prime Minis­
ter Gladstone always looked in upon 
fhe bqys when in their neighborhood, 
aqd from him they naturally received 
many hints which were of use after­
wards. While at Eton he was an in­
dustrious student, and was also decid- 
ly proficient in all athletic spoils, in 
fact he was “ good at all things, poor 
at none, and superior in many,” to use 
the words of a» old writer. The late 
Prince Consort asked him one day 
whether it was liis intention to com­
pete for the prize annually given by 
the Priqce arid now perpetuated in his 
name for proljcigncy in the modern 
languages. This reward is very highly 
esteemed by Etonians, and generally 
brings to the front a formidable body 
of competitors. At once young Lome 
resolved to try for the prize, apd ap 
plied himself rçrjth 8Q much energy to 
his studies that he went in and won it 
triumphantly in the face of many of his 
seniors. At Eton he met as schoolfel 
lows the present Lord Rosebery, the 
Hon. George HotyartJ, nephew of the 
late Lord Carlisle, the Lyttons, Lord 
Newry and others now well known in 
the higher circles of English society. 
In the intei vais between school work 
he was notlnfrequently a visitor at the 
home of the Queen's ipotfier, the late 
Puchess of Kent, and there used to 
take part in those dçlightfut social ga­
therings of the young, in whioh the 
late Prince Consort was wont to show 
the heartiest interest. The Queen her­
self would often receivejthe Argyll boys 
in her own home-circle, and would 
question them as to their progress at 
college and upon the books they were 
reading.

"S THE HAVOC BY YELLOW FEVER.

ELEVEN THOUSAND DEATHS AND A SCORE OF 
IMPOVERISHED CITlEa!

But how much has been lost by this 
fearful scourge! In New Orleans it 
has destroyed about 4,000 lives, in 
Vicksburg about 1,000, in Memphis 
over 3,000,and in the other towns along 
the Missisippi, to which it spread from 
New Orleans, the mortality has been 
about 2,500. If we add the death at 
the places from which we have no 
specific reports, and at the outlying 
settlement and detached plantations, 
we shall probably get at least 500 more. 
This makes the. total mortality of the 
epidemic 11,000; though possibly more 
accurate statistics than are now attain­
able would reduce it considerably. It 
is a vast number of deaths to have 
occurred within ninety days in a region 
of the country where there is only one 
great city, and where the population is 
so scattered, and from a disease which 
is preventable. But the 
tality total does not by any 
represent the whole injury inflicted by 
this terrible pestilence. It is a very 
small part of it, though the most ap 
paling. Many times the number who 
died have been prostrated by the dis 
ease, and the proverty and suffered 
which have followed in its train have 
been incalculable. Through the con­
tributions of the North have been so 
great, reaching nearly a million and a 
half of dollars in the aggregate, the 
cry for more comes from the scourged 
cities. The Secretary of the Howard 
Association at New Orleans,for instance, 
telegraphs that they need $30,000 more, 
and throughout the winter the number 
of applicants for charitable assistance 
will be greatly increased by reason of 
the epidemic in all the cities where it 
has raged. New Orleans, with its 210- 
000 inhabitants, Memphis, with its 45- 

ilOO, and a score of cities and towns 
along the Mississipi River of lesser po­
pulation, have for nigh upon three 
months been shut out from the rest of 
the world, so far as active business 
intercourse was concerned, and the 
pecuniary loss has been enormous. The 
railroad transportation has been inter­
fered lyitlb the movement of cotton has 
been delayed, and enterprise has been 
seriously checked or utterly killed.—- 
New York Sun.
