H. W. Beecher’s Early Poverty.

Henry Ward Beecher was always ready 
to talk wiih every man who had an idea 
or a good story. He hated bores, and 
when they called he always tnrned them 
over to Mrs. Beecher, with the remark, 
“ Mother, you take care of this interesting 
man.”

Beecher liked to talk of his early pov­
erty. He always treated poverty in a 
humorous»vein. “Once,” he said, “I was 
the poorest man in Lawrenceburg, Ind., 
where I supplied my first church, away 
hack in 1836. I was so poor that I couldn’t 
buy firewood to keep us warm without 
going without books. I remember one 
Sunday morning there came a big flood in 
the Ohio. I was preaching at the time, 
and I looked out of the window and saw 
the flood wood"go sailing by my house. It 
seemed wrong for me to see so much good 
wood going by and I not able to catch it, 
so when the service was over I hurried 
home, and that afternoon, with the aid of 
Deacon Anderson, I got out enough drift­
wood to keep Mrs. Beecher in firewood for 
three months ; and all the while,” he said, 
looking up and smiling at his wife, “mother 
stood in the doorway and cheered us on.”

“In 1838,” said Mr. Beecher, “I was 
so poor that I rode clear to Fort Wayne 
from Indianapolis on horseback and deliv­
ered a lecture for twenty-five dollars. 
Then I went to New York to attend the 
Congregational Convention. While in New 
York I went to Dr. Prime, of the Observer, 
and offered to write weekly letters from 
the West at one dollar apiece. Dr. Prime 
agreed, aud paid me five dollars in advance ; 
hut the next day the Doctor thought it 
over, repented of his haste and profligacy, 
and wrote me that he did not think my 
letters would be worth it. But, oh,” he 
groaned, turning to Mrs. Beecher, “it was 
a bitter disappoiûtinent to us—wasn’t it, 
mother ?”

The* Crucifixion Nails.

One of the most curious relics preserved 
in the Ashmolean tnusuem, at Oxford, Eng., 
is a crown having a framework said to have 
been made of the nails that were driven 
through the hands and feet of Jesus at 
Calvary. The crown itself is embossed 
with jewels and gold, exhibiting a close re­
semblance to the enameled work of the 
present day, notwithstanding the fact that 
its history can be traced back to the time 
of the coronation of Agilulfus, king of Nor­
mandy, in the year 591.

As noted in the foregoing, the portion of 
the crown which is of greatest traditional 
interest is the framework of iron, about | 
of an inch broad and 1-10 of an inch in 
thickness, attached to the inner circumfer 
ence of the jewelled superstructure. This 
iron band was made from the identical 
nails, according to legendary report, used 
at the Crucifixion ; given by the Empress 
Helena—who, history says, was the dis­
coverer of the cross - to her son, Constantine 
the Great, as a miraculous protection from 
the dangers of the battlefield.

The priest who exhibits the crown to 
curious visitors points out, as a permanent 
miracle, the fact that there is not a single 
speck of rust upon the iron, although it 
has now been exposed to the dampness of 
the atmosphere for more than fifteen cen­
turies. The crown was originally made 
for Agilulfus, king of the Lombards, under 
the supervision of Thendelinde, lib wife, 
who had fallen heir to the sacred naib.— 
St. Louis Re pul lie.

The facts and figures in relation to the 
lake and river navigation of the Dominion 
embrace a vast variety of information, such 
as depths of lakes and streams, height 
above sea level, times of clusi.-g and open­
ing of navigation ; steamer-, Larges and 
boats employed ; aud many o. her particu­
lars we have not room to mention.

The first railway ever Used for traffic 
was opened on the 17th September, 1825, 
iu England ; the second on the 30th of the 
same month, in 1828 ; the third iri France, 
October 1st, 1828 ; the fourth in the U. S., 
on the 28th December, 1829 ; the seventh 
was in Canada, on the 21st July, 1836 ; 
Belgium and Germany having opened one 
each in May and December, 1835. The 
coal and iron mining companies of Nova 
Scotia, including Cape Breton, own and 
operate 100 miles of railway, with 29 en­
gines and 1300 wagons or cars.

The Latf Rev. T. G. Hooper.—The 
following is taken from the report of the 
proceedings of the Methodist Conference at 
Windsor when discussing the Conference 
Death Roll for the year : “ Rev. T. C. 
Hooper, unlike the others who had been 
called away during th 
man. He had been one of the most pro­
mising of the young men. As a man he 
was loved, as a preacher admired, and as a 
most faithful pastor revered. Rev. J. L. 
Batty said, “I came out from England 
with him. His was a most noble spirit. 
He recognized his duty to God and man 
most clearly and devoted himself to it, to 
his death. I was by him at the last. 
When I met him then il w as but a moment. 
He said, ‘ Batty, I never went this way be­
fore, but it is all right.’ ”

Rev. J. Strothard said it was he who 
selected Mr. Hooper for the work of the 
ministry in Nova Scotia. He was a rarely 
devoted worker who died early because he 
disregarded the law's of health in his love 
for the cause of Christ.

New London, June 26.—The sixteenth

, of raw flesh. She said that Vieuueau’s wife 
had beaten her with a lathe because she 
was sick, ami h ul then scut her home. 
She was put to bed, and everything pos­
sible done for her, but she died Tue>day 
night. Before her death she made a state­
ment to Rev. Father Barry, the parish 
priest of Bathurst, and Mr. McLaughlan, 
stipendiary magistrate, was also inform» d 
of the facts, but up to yesterday morning 
no action had been taken against the 
V ienneaus. When accused of acts of cruel­
ty by the girl’s father and uncle Vienneau, 
it is said he threatened to do blank sight 
worse to them than he had done to the child. 
This is a case that should not be overlooked 
by the Bathurst authorities. If the facts 
are as reported, a few lashes should be ad­
ministered to the guilty ones at intervals 
during the rest of their natural lives.

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What are the Dog Days ?

The dog days are coming. The dog days 
last from the beginning of July to Aug. 11. 
The popular theory is that they are so call­
ed because dogs then go mad ; but the notion 
is etymologically false, besides being un­
true in fact. Dogs, strange to say, are 
rather less liable to rabies then than at 
other times. “ Dog days ” is really a trans­
lation of the Latin “ dies caniculanes ”—the 
twenty days before and the twenty days 
after the heliacal rising that is, appearance 
in the morning just before the sun) of the 
star Sirius, whom the Romans called 
“ Canicula,” or “ little dog.” The ancients 
attributed a most malevclout influence to 
this star—our “dog star”—and sacrificed 
a brown dog to it to appease its rage. If 
this were not done they thought that the 
sea would boil, the wine turn sour and dogs 
begin to grow mid, the bile increase and 
all animals grow languid. It is unnecessary 
to say that in the course of some ages Sirius 
will raise at midwinter instead of at mid­
summer. Perhaps some wiseacres, like 
those who are ready to believe in dog days 
and new moons changing the weather and 
similar impossibilities, will then give him 
credit for the frost and snow.

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Green Fodder tor Swine.

An experiment interesting to swine 
breeders was commenced in June last by 
Prof. Thomas Shaw, at the Ontario Agri 
cultural College, with a view of (1) ascer­
taining whether green fodder used as a 
food adjunct in summer along with a suit­
able grain ration effected a saving in the 
cost of producing pork ; (2) whether a 
large or a’small quantity of the green food" 
used in this way furnished the cheapest 
ration ; (3) whether bulky food mixed with 
a meal ration secures a more perfect diges­
tion of the meal, since it prevents an im­
paction of the stomach.

The pigs selected were pure Berkshires 
and Berkshire grades, and were divided 
into three groups, with one of the former 
in each group. They were all in good 
store condition at the commencement of 
the experiment. The pigs in group No. 1 
were fed all the meal they would take. 
Those in group No. 2 were fed about £ as 
much meal as those in group 1, and also a 
quantity of green fodder. The pigs in 
group 3 were fed £ as much meal as those 
in group 1, and about twice as much green 
fodder as those in group 2, these being esti­
mated at the current market values in 
Guelph. The meal ration consisted of 
ground peas, two parts ; ground barley, 
one part ; ground oats, one part ; and 
wheat middlings, one part. These propor­
tions were by weight. The green food 
consisted of clover, oats, and vetches, corn 
and millet, as these came into season. It 
was cut into lengths of about one-half inch 
by running it through a cutting-box, and, 
when fed, the meal was mixed with it. 
Water was always given along with the 
food. The following table gives t he average 
weight of the pigs in each group, (1) at the 
commencement of the experiment, (2) at 
the close, the average individual increase 
in weight, and the average individual daily 
increase :

May be Washed Out.

Several physicians have tried with grati­
fying success a novel treatment for dyspep­
sia and cancer of the stomach by washing 
out the stomach. The process is very sim­
ple and not dangerous. A long, flexible 
pipe is passed dowrn the throat until one 
end is in the stomach. The upper end has 
a funnel attached, into which hot water is 
poured until the stomach is filled.

After the stomach has been filled the 
funnel end of the pipe is turned down 
til it is lower than the bottom of the stom­
ach, and the stomach Is emptied as a bar­
rel of any fluid is emptied through a siphon. 
The process may lie repeated several times. 
Thv result is that the undigested food and

t'J XX—Touching the Intercolonial Railway it 
is gratifying to observe that through it a 
good example is being set toother railways 
in the matter of lighting and warming the 
cars. In reference to this Mr. Collingwood 
Sohreiber, the General Manager, says in 
his report : “ With a view to the better 
protection of the travelling public and the 
employes, a system of heating by steam 
from the locomotive1, and lighting by elec­
tricity, is being introduced into the passen­
ger car stock, of which 102 cars are now 
fitted with appliances for steam heating 
and 81 for electric lighting.” The steam 
heating is said to work admirably, but the 
electric light is less satisfactory, being not 
only very expensive but also lia!.le to get 
out of order on the journey, thus often 
compelling a resort to the old system of 
amps. Seeing-the wonderful progress that 
nas been made in the matter of electric 
lighting within a very few years, it can 
scarcely l>e doubted that the removal of 
these objections is but a question of time. 
The car stove is no doubt a far greater 
menace to the safety.of travellers than the 
car lamp, and the practicability of steam- 
heating, at least, is surely sufficiently proven 
to warrant Parliament in compelling all 
railway companies to substitute it for the 
stoves which have so often been the cause 
of unnecessary and frightful suffering and 
Joss of life in railway accidents.—Bx.

The pigs were valued at $4 50 per 100 
lbs. live weight at the commencement of 
the experiment, as prime animals brought 
$5.25 per 100 lbs. at that time. At its 
close, the pigs in groups 1 and 2 were val­
ued at $4.90 per 100 lbs., w-hich was the 
market value, and those in group 3 were 
valued at $4.25. As to condition the ani­
mals in group 3 were not improved in con­
dition. It will also be observed that the 
market values had fallen in the meantime. 
The manure is supposed to form more than 
an offset to the cost of the labor.

The following are the more important 
conclusions from the experiment :

1. That while (1) pigs fed for 123 days 
on a suitable meal ration and housed in 
summer increase in weight at a rate of 04 
per cent.,-(2) pigs fed on two-thirds the 
quantity of the same meal ration, the bal­
ance of the food being made up of green 
fudder cut and mixed with the meal, in­
crease at a rate of only 13.37 per cent., the 
labor of feeding being also relatively great­
er where green fodder is given.

2. That when the pi ices of food and pork 
are the same as in this experiment, the 
gain from feeding pigs, as in group 1, for 
123 days in summer, will be but 4.56 per 
cent, on the first cost of the animals, as in 
group 2 but 2.71 per cent., and when fed 
as in group 3 the loss will be 23 per cent.

3. That in pork-making the question of 
market values and of the best season to 
market are of great practical importance.

4. Farmers should study to avoid mar­
keting their pork in the months of October 
and November, when prices are usually 
lower than at any other season of the year.

5. That a ration of which the major por­
tion consists of green food, as in the case 
of that fed to the pigs in group 3, will fail 
to bring them into a marketable condition.

6. That of the rations given to the pigs 
in the three groups in this experiment, 
the meal ration fed to those in group 1 has 
proved in every way the most satisfactory ; 
hence

7. If feeding a bulky fodder along with 
meal to pigs is any aid to digestion, it 
must be given in a less proportion than that 
used in feeding the pigs in group 2 in this 
experiment.

Recipes.

The cake jkxv excellence now is a layer 
cake, \i ith chocolate aud cocoanut mixed 
together and put between the layers. Pre­
pare the chocolate after any of the well- 
known methods, and add the grated cocoa- 
nut to it. No one can think who has not 
tasted it what a delectable morsel it is.

Meringue Peach Pie.—Make a rich 
.pie-crust aud line a deep plate, drain and 
sweeten one can of peaches and fill the pie- 
plate, bake until the crust is done, turning 
a plate over the top in order not to brown 
the peaches that has been boiled down 
with one cup of sugar, until it threads. 
Spread this over the pie and set in the oven 
to brown slightly. %

Tavioca. Cream. — Soak one-half cup of 
pearl tapioca in water, over night, put a 
quart of milk in a saucepan to heat, beat 
the yolks of three eggs and two-thirds of a 
cup of sugar with the tapioca. When the 
milk is hot stir in and boil two minutes, 
stirring constantly. Set on the ice, and 
just before serving beat in the whites of 
three eggs beaten stiff, and season with 
lemon and vanilla.

Milk Toast. —Slice some bread, toast it 
of a nice light brown on both sides. Boil a 
pint of milk ; mix together two teaspooufuls 
of flour in a little cold water ; stir this into 
the boiling milk. Let it boil about 
minute, then add a. little salt and stir into 
it two ounces of butter. Dip the toast iu 
the milk, place it on a dish, and pour the 
remainder of the milk over it. The toast 
may be made much richer by increasing the 
quantity of butter.

A Delicious Dessert.—Beat together 
the juice of two lemons, one half pound of 
sifted sugar, and the yolks of five eggs. 
Put on the tire in a double boiler, and let 
it come to a boil. Add quickly the white 
of the eggs, beaten stiff. Stir all well to­
gether, take immediately from the fire, 
and serve cold in glasses or in large dessert 
dish.

— In feeding to get egga don’t use much 
strong stimulant, poultry powders, etc. 
Cut clover hay fine, mix it with good sweet 
bran (wheat bran) ami scald it with lvt 
water ; feed when nearly cool in the morn­
ing. Good wheat ami oats mixed for 
night ; use hut little corn except for male 
birds, growing chicks and sitting hens—it 
is the right food for them, but give laying 
hens sparingly of it. Once a week or 
oftener, parch or brown their wheat and 
small portion of corn ; it is a corrector and 
a healthy diet ; feed lean meat or liver, 
cooked and chopped up fine, twice a week. 
Poultry kept in small yards or where they 
cannot range much, should have gravel 
within reach at all times ; a head of cab­
bage to pick at, or green food ; a bundle 
of corn fodder they will strip clean ; a 
bunch of clover hay is also good and relish­
ed by them. Good care is the main point 
of succeeding with poultry.
