We Canadians are absolutely un-
.animous about one thing in this war
—that justice and reparation must be
secured for those who have suffered.
“The.'men. who have volunteered to
fight for us, while we have stayed
safely at home,—these men, coming
back shattered and torm, or with
health in any way impaired by their
service, must hav reparation, and
from us.

It is the first-word of justice; and
there is no Canadian worthy of the
name who will not agree to it with all
his heart.

Our head as well as our heart, how-
ever, must be employed to devise a
form of reparation that will really
repair—that will as far as possible
make up to these men what they have
lost.

From the beginning of the war it
was recognized that a man offering his |
body to defend our cause should have

. compensation for any injury his body
might suffer in the carrying out of
that task. A scale of pe
adopted for disabled soldiers and for
their dependants, in proportion to the
degre of disability. A revised scale in-
volving a large increase of expendi:
ture, was lately agreed to by a Parlia-
mentary Committee and is already in
force.

A pension alone, however, will not
restore th injured man to his place
as an active and useful member of the
community; and that has got to be
done, by some means or other, both
in the community’s interest and in
his own.

found EO totally helpless that this re-

stor: is impossible. On the other
hand, judging by our experience so far
a large majority, in spite of their in-
juries, will still be fit for their form-
er work. But between these two
classes will be many men with in-
juries either handicapping them seri-
ously in their old occupations or bar-
ring them out altogether.

Such mer must not be condemned
to perpetual uselessness. They are not
of the backboneless kind, or they
would hardly have thrown themselves
into the war. They did not enlist to be
coddled of spoon-fed, and they will
not want to be coddled and spoon-fed
now. Having recovered their strength
they will naturally expeet to use it.
The question simply is—How?

To begin with, their disability can
often be lsssened by what is called
“functional re-education.” By special
exercises, with or without the aid of
the ingenious apparatus invented for
the purpose the muscles ‘mutilated
by wounds ad operations, and weak-
ened by compulsory disuse, can re-
cover scme of their strength and be-
come once more accustomed to exert-
jon. Then by “vocational re-ducat-
ion,” the men can be enabled to return
to their original trade; or when that
is impossible or undesirable, they can
be helped to fit themselves for an-
other occupation. There is no inten-
tion, by the way, to provide re-educa-
tion for men who do not need it.

The Parliamentary Committee de-
cided that the cost not only of pen-
sions and artificial limbs but also of
this vocational tragnlng should be
paid by the Dominion Government.

The Military H spitals and Con-
valescent Homes Commission, with
Sir James Lougheed at its head, has
already given a great deal of consid-
eration to thé matter and has taken
steps to organize the training requir-
ed in many parts of the country. The

provide training and subsequent em-!

The period of training for a new
vocation will vary according to the
previous education and industrial his-
tory of each individual. The cost of |
tuition will vary in consequence, and !
also owing to the fact that in many
cases the tuition will be free or the
fees nominal. (The training will be
free to the men in all cases. If there
is any charge it will be paid by the
Dominion Government). )

The Commission has already under-
taken the provision of training in
general subjects and elementary vo-
cational work for all men under
treatment in the various hospitals and
convalescent homes operated by the
Commission, irrespective of whether
or uot such men will later be sub-
jects for vocational trai: ing leading
to new occupations. In a few cases, ar-
rangements have also been made for
that special training.

The Commission was not able, how-|
ever, to put into operation a genemﬂ
scheme of vocational training until n!
scale of maintenance could be arrang-|
ed for the men undergoing the train-|
ing and for their The |
Commission has therefore prepared a
scale under which a small sum for
personal expenses will be granted to
the men undergoing training, while
vrovision on a sliding scale is made
for married men who may have per-
sons legally dependent upon them.

Here is the scale which thé Commis-
sion has now been empowered to estab- ‘
lish. It will be understood through-!
out that “maximum age” means 16 for|
a son and 17 for a daughter:—

1. A single man, with pension, liv-
ing in, receives free = maintenance;
that is board, lodging and washing.
A single man, with pension, liv-
ing out,—G0c a day.

3. A married man, with pension

living in,—free maintenance and $8 a
month, with the following additions:--
For wife having no children,—$35 a
month, less her husband’s pension.
For wife and one child,—if child is
under five $38; from five to ten,
$39.50; from 10 to maximum age, $42-
50; less, in every case, the amount of
husband’s pension and children’s al-
lowances under the pension regulat-
ions.
For wife and two children, from
$1 to $47 a month (less pension and
allowances) accordirg to age of child-
ren. -

For wife and two children,—$41 to
$47 a pension and allowances) ac-
cording to ages.

For wife and four children,—$47 to
$53 (less pension and allowances), ac-
cording to ages.

For wife and five children,—$50 to
$55 (less pension and allowances) ac-
cording to ages.

For wife and six children,—$53 to
$55 less pension and allowances), ac-
cording to ages.

A wife with seven or more children
under maximum age may be.given the
maximum allowance of $55, less pen-
sion and allowances.

All these allowances for wife and
children will be paid to the wife, un-
less otherwise thought fit by the com-
mission.

4. A married man living at home
will receive 60c a day. (This, of course
is in addition to the allowances for
wife and children.)

5 A widowed mother, if dependent
entirely upon the unmarried son who
is receiving training, and if the son
made an assignment of his pay to his
mother and also aranged for her to
receive separation allowance while
he was on service, may be paid at
the same rate as the wife of a mar-
ried man with no children.

6. The parents of a man undergo-
ing training, if both are old and past
work, and entirely or partially de-
pendent upon him, may also be paid

complete establishment of the system
may be expected very soon; for the
Government, by Order-in-Council, has
just adopted a report of the Military
Hospitals summary:—

The report begins by explaining that
the Commission aims at benefitting
not only disabled 'members of the
Canadian Expeditionary Force but
also disabled Reservists of the British
and Allied armies who were bonp’ fide
residents of Canada when the war
broke out.

The Commission has received the
assurance, it tells us, of the active
co-operation of the Provinces and
vawﬁ Municipalities in carrying out
such a policy. Technical Schools, Agri-
cultural Colleges and other public
institutions have agreed to receive
disabled men for training and many
offers have also been received from
private commercial establishments to

at that rate. .
7. The guardian of a widower’s
children (under the maximum age)
will be paid monthly:—for one child,
$10; for two, $17.50; for three, $22;
and $3 for each child in excess of
three, with a maximum of $35.
Payments under these regulations
will be continued for one month after
the completion of vocational training,
whether the man has secured em-
ployment or not.
It is clear that this system of al-
lowances will enable many men to
take advantage of the training offered,
by providing for their families while
the training is being given. i

THE EUROPEAN WAR

Italians Make Important Capture

LONDON, Aug. 9—Gorizia, the key to Trieste, has fallen to the Italians.
After three days of furious battling General Cadorna’s men have entered the
fortress.town on the Isonzo and set the seal on Italy’s magnificent offensive.
Their quick victory is a sure sign that the concerted Allied offensive has begun
to tell. While the Allies in Picardy are slowly pressing forward, and the Russ-
ians scoring swifter and more substantial gains in Galicia, the Italians are
smashing through the whole Isonzo line.

Stanislau an Important Railway Centre
Captured by Russians

PETROGRAD, Aug. 11, via London—Stanislau, an important railway
centre, southeast of Lemberg, capital of Galicia has been occupied by Russian
troops. The capture of Stanislau is anneunced in the official statement given
out this evening. The troops of General Letchitzky captured Sanislau Thurs-
day evening, and pursued the Austrians who retreat in the direction of Halicz.
The Russians have also made important successes in the Sereth region. They
compelled the Austro-Germans to retire from the fortified position of Gliadka
and Voroblevsk and have occupied the town of Monasterzyska. :

French Captured Germans Third Lines Trenches

PARIS, Aug. 13—The third line of German trenches have fallen. The
official War Office report states that the French attacked the third German
positions last of Hardecourt to the Somme, opposite Buscourt. The infantry
made a gallant dash on a six and one half Kilometre front, and captured all
the trenches and fortified works for a depth of six hundred to one thousand
metres. The southern portion and the cemetery of Maurepas to Clery are now

in French hands. One thousand prisoners and 30 machine guns were taken.

British Continue to Push Forward Their Lines

LONDON, Aug. 13—An important advance on the Somme front north
east of Pozieres was announced today by the War Oftice. The British pushv(‘l
forward their lines 30C or 400 yards over a front nearly a mile. The annouce-
ment follows: On the plateau northwest of Bazentin-Le Petit we gained
ground toward Martinpuich and captured enemy trenches. Northwest of

| Pozieres we also made a further important advance of 300 or 400 yards.over a

front of nearly a mile. Our losses were light in spite of a heavy barrage by
the enemy’s aftillery.

Last night we carried out three successful raids on trenches of the enemy;
the first southwest of La Folie farm on Vimy ridge; the second opposite Cal-
onne, and the third east of Armentieres. We inflicted many casualties on the
enemy aad captured a machine gun and prisoners. - The enemy attempted a
raid near Hohenzollern redoubt, which was repulsed with loss by our infantry.
Several Bavarian prisoners were captured. The enemy exploded a mine east
of Cabaret Rouge, but we occupied the lip of the crater. We fired three mines
north of Neuse:Chapelle and also south of the quarries northeast of Hulluch.
The enemy made no attempt to occupy the craters.

Situation in ‘the Balkans

NEW YORK, August 14—The correspondeut of the Tribune cabling from
London lagt night says: Fresh indications that the long awaited Balkan offen-
sive of the Allies is about to begin comes in the news today from Vienua that
the Ttalians also have started active operations there. No memtion is made of
this in the official statements, from any allied source but the Vienna communi-
cation says that there was “skirmishing along the lower Voyusa in Albania.”.
Military experts here attached the greatest importance to this news. The
Voyusa, or Viosa, empties into the Adriatie, a little North of Valona, where
the Italians had an army of around 100,000 men at last accounts, This is, of
course the extreme left of the allied line across Northern CGreece and Southern
Albania. All previousactivity along this line has been at the Eastern end, near
Saloniki, where uuofficial reports on Aug. 11said that the allied forces had gain-
ed important positions near Lake Doiran. The important fact in today’s news
is the extension of activity all along the line. While there is nothing to indic-
ate a general offensive has been begun it is apparent that the entire Allied
force in the Balkans is feeling out the enemy’s positions. It is possible that
operations so far reported are similar to the raids which were made by the
British along the line in France, to find how greatly the enemy bas been weak- -
ened by the - withdrawal of men to other fronts.

or less about sour skimmed milk as a
food stuff for poultry of all Kinds.|

DRASTIC ACTION TO PREVENT
PARALYSIS

Drastic precautions are proposed by

‘the Halifax Health Board to prevent

infantile paralysis breaking
through children coming there from
New York by steam and rail. The

board passed a resolution, which will

be sent to the Dominion Government

immigration department, recommend-
ing that every child under 16 years of
age going to Ilalifax or any other
Nova Scotian port either by train or

out

boat be d.etained from landing for

eight days from the date that they
last left the district in which the
malady is prevalent.

It is not expected that parents will
put up with the inconvenience of be-
ing isolated for six days at a Nova
Scotian port. No cases of infantile
paralysis have been discovered in
Halifax, and only one death has re-
sulted from the disease in Nova Scotia
since the out-break of the epidemic
in New York. The health board offi-
cers will examine all children arriv-
ing from New York.

As soon as a case of typhoid is re-
ported an inspector calls and among
other things, leaves a circular of in-
formation on typhoid fever and how
it may spread.

The department has urged al! the
hospitals in the city to inoculate their
nursing staffs with typhoid vaccine as
a preventive . in nursing possible
typhoid cases.

The danger of fly transmission has
beerr materially cut down by the pub-
licity campaign against flies and the
abolition of hundreds of old-fashion-
ed outdoor privies.”

In this connection much interest at-
taches to a recently published obser-
vation that fewer cases of typhoid
than of paratyphoid are being report-
ed amongst British troops. Antityphoid
inoculation has had a remarkable ef-
fect in diminishing the prevalence of
enteric, which in previous wars was
the scourge of armies. Statistics show
that the admission rate per thousand
troops has been nine times great-
er amongst the uninoculated than
amongst the inoculated, while the
death rate from enteric amongst the
uninoculated has been thirty-one times
greater than amongst the inoculated.

A mixed vaccine is now being used
for the protection of the troops, con-
taining killed paratyphoid A and para-
typhoid B as well as typhoid bacilli.
This 'is being employed in the pro-
tection of our Canadian soldiers, three
injections being given at intervals of
one week. It is confidently expected
that protection against paratyphoid
will thus ve conferred, which will be
quite comparable to that which has

EVENINGS ON THE CITADEL, |

HALIFAX ;

The great hill rearing itself proudly l
from the very centre of the city dom- |
inates the landscape; it is impossible |
to get away from it or from the con- |
sciousness of that for which it stands. |
Go where you will—north, south, east,
west—so0 long as there is a clear view
before you you must perceive the Cita-
del; and so long as you see it with the
Union Jack floating above its ramparts
and trim, khaki-clad soldiers standing
sentinel at its great gate, you will beg’
reminded that our little sea-girt Pro- i
vince of Nova Scotia is one link in the |
mighty chain of the British Empire. |

Sometimes I like to picture to myself |
the panorama that lay before the eyes |
of the Englishn:en on that summer day
in 1749, as their white-winged ships
sailed up the calm waters of the har-
bor and came to anchor under the
shelter of the escarpment that is now
crowned by the Citadel. When imagin-
ation is gracious I see the whole scene
—the curved line of the peninsula that
thrusts itself boldly out toward the |
ocean, its steep sides clothed with al
dense growth of green, the wide andi
glorious expanse of blue sky and |
bluer water. I see the foliage of the |
trees clad in the incomparable hues of |
early summer shimmering and glanc- |
ing in the sun; I hear the soft lap-lap |
of the waves as they break on the |
stony beach; I smell the woody per-|
fume that is like no other—the fra- |
grance of pine and fir, of sweet fern |
and bayberry, that is distilled by the |
moist heat and shed abroad by every |
wandering breeze. At such times though ;
no lover of the Indian, as represented |
by our dirty and degraded Micmacs, I |
could find it in my heart to pity the

one of the ships, and instantly filled
with a tumultuous party of stalwart |

their long sea voyvage. With steady, |
deliberate strokes they make for the
land. Now the keel grates on the beach,
the men leap hastily ashore, and ere
long the sound of axe and hatchet can
be heard.

Instead of the primeval
forest the sides of the peninsula are
covered with close-packed and ugly
buildings, above which rises the rug-
ged peak of the Citadel; while over all
hangs a low cloud of smoke which has
come from a thousand busy chimneys.
But if vou will climb to the top of the
hill, taking either the broad carriage
road or one of the little footpaths that |

air of a country village, and the whole
scene is met by and fades away into the
far landscape of dim blué hills.

The old Citadel has been the mute
of many a notable historic
sight. Full many a famous ship has 1t
watched riding at anchor in the harbor.
(Only a few months ago it looked down
on the Good Hope which sailed out of
that haven to meet battle and destruct-
ion. Many a gallant soldier bearing a
name that is written large on the page
of history—men like Wolfe and Sir
Harry Smith, Fenwick Williams and
Sir John French—have passed beneath
its shadow. In its early days it was one
of the strongest fortresses on the con-
tinent having been greatly strengthen-
ed during the command of the Duke of
Kent, to whom the old clock tower on
the glacies is in some sort a memorial.
To-day it is obsolete. The amazing ad-
vances of modern artillery have ren-
dered it useless for practical purposes,
except as a barracks or storehouse. But
it has other than practical uses. As a
strength of the imperial tie, its import-
teacher of history an inspirer of pat-
riotism, a mighty witness to the
ance cannot be over-estimated.

Once upon a time, I remember, the
Citadel was the scene of a great con-
flagration. The darkness had just fall-
en one evening when the harsh clang
of the fire-bell smote the still air, and
presently the sound of hurrying foot-
steps and loud, excited voices gave
warning that something out of the
comimnon was occurring, and that near
at hand.

SAVYE THE TREES
Attention Being Paid to Their|
Protection by Railways '

and Others

That the shade tree increases the
value of property, and adds much to
the beauty. of surroundings is being
more and more appreciated. Municipal
corporations are encouraging the
planting of trees in greater numbers
those they al-
ready have. Many estimates have been
made as to the actual cash value of a
growing' shade tree, but all concede
that its aesthetic greatly exceeds its
mometary value. In the transfer of
real estate, .a favourably situated
shade tree will enhance the value of
the .property out of all propertion to
the intrinsic value of the tree. From
therefore, the
shade trees should be protected.

Several railways are giving careful
attention to the trees. Not only are
they protecting, by special patrols and
otherwise, the forests along their lines
but, at no inconsiderable expense
they are protecting them on their
rights-of-way. One railway line was
diverted from its originaJly planned
route to save two handsome maple
trees. Considerable attention and
much favourable comment has been
bestowed upon this considerate action
of the railway corporation.
