It is with unfeigned regret I have to announc to you, offi-

eiaily, the deccuse of two esteenied mienibers of this body,-
P. G. T. Joý,epli Williami Quinan, and P. W. P. Dr. Francis -..
Parker.

Brother Quinan elied iii Halif'ax on 5tli May last. lie became
a inember of this body on 24thi April, 1850. For a period of
about t.wenty ycars lie Nvas one of the inost active teiperance
mn in Hlalifax, wvhere, more partieiilarly, his loss lias been se-
Verely feit.

" Brother Quinan w.-s a inember of Cliebueto Division for
over a period of twelve years. Duri that tiiine, until indispo-
sition presscd hecavily on Iiiii, the brother was prictically distin-
guishedt for ze-alous adhlerenee to the cause of temtperaiee,-for
mnuel prudence iii affairs of the Division,-for uniformn brothierly
kindness and chiaity,-for ianly avowaI of luis views,-aind for
promptness in aiding the cause, on numnerous occasions, by ad-
dresscs, noted for good sense, fluently and fervidly exprcssed."

was conispicuotis for the fine eharacteristics whicli ensurel hlmii
-respect and influence in the Division whieli e represented.

"lAs an officer of Grand and Suhlordiniate Divisions, Brother
Qtuitin.n's conduct ,vas mar1zeý1 by dignity of deineanor, and by
careful and efficient attention to tic duties of lis post." liard,
indeed, 'will it ho, to fill thc place loft vacant by our laiiiented
brothier.

In jny ]ast Report 1 should have announced the death of P.
W. P. Dr. Parker, of Windsor, whiech event occurred in the
mont1 of April Iast. Our estcenied brother was adînittcd a
inenuer of this Gn Division in January, 1860.

"lTic friends of the poor drunklard-the uncompromising eue-
mies of the rtumselers-ini Windsor, have suffered a sad depri-
vation in the dcath of Dr. Parker, than whomn there could iuot
bo a more sincere friend of tenuiperance. As a meniber of Avoit
IDivision, and at on1e time, Worth'y Patriaroli of it, lie was distini-
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galishcid by bis gcntlemanly manners, and by bis readiness to,
push forward any project calcuilated to wrcst more nion from the
gra'sp of the dloulou.

"lus voice was noever silent, w'hen hie was ealled upon to give
bis testinmouy, cither as a doiïtor or a nian, to the beneflts uf
total abstinence.

"lIn the prime of lice lie wastedl slowly away, under the de-
st.roying influience of consuiption.

-Dr. lParker's loss lias taken away one of the leaders of the
Tcznperance movcinent in Windsor, at a tiime whien. bis cheerful
presence and advice would have been invaluable."

Yesterda-,y 1 received intelligence of the death of another
iinber of this body-D. G. W. P. liev. W. IL. Caldwell, of
New Gerniany, wlîo was initiated ut the quarterly session hold at
ILunenburg iii January last. Ife died on the 8th inst., after an
ilhîiess of about five nîonths. l3ro. O. was an earnest advoeate
of total abstinence for niany years. To bis oxertions are we im-
debted for the formation of several Divisions during tbe past
two vears.

Wlien leaving home 1 expected to meet an old mnember of the
(;rand Division at the prosent session. It was with pain, how-
ever, 1 this morning, Iearned tliat on Monday last, hoe vas sud-
denly called away fromn this life.

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The answers Vo, the fifthi and sixthi questions are lcss favorable
thiîr culd be dcsired', and înanifests te close conneetion sulj-
,îsing betiween activity ini te cause and harmony in te uteet-
iîigs of the Divisions.

To the seventh question your conimittee regret that the an-
swers manifcst a want of attention to the young, as but iix
report organizations eof youth,-four eof which are Bands of
Hope.

To the ci'gbth question te answers are in the affirmative fromn
twerity-six oniy of the tbirty-four, and their effeet is pronounceà
ilood, and in some instances ntost benelicial. The only instances
iit wh)ioh te systemi is spoken agtinst is on te part eof those who
have wiver griven it a trial.

The- answers to te tenth question are soxnewhat cheoring as

r*egartids incrcasced patronage te te Abstainer-, but mueh remnains
te be donc ore it receives that support froin the Order te, which,
it. is justly etititlcd.

To the clevett question tite answers are se few tliat te Coin-
nittce cannot believo there bias beon thjat attention paid to, it
%iehcl its importance demna. Tte requtst for a session of the
G'rand Division in Cape Breton, and Digby, ivili doùubtless re-
(-cive the attention te whichi tltcy are cnttled. The organising,
Of yeuth, and other sitnilar suggyestions, restL with te Divisions
thieinselves.

The fourteeuth question is answered in a inanner that causes
bi pain and surprise, that, mon ott whont depends se ofien. the-
lives of etiters, should lhave said eof theni-" Ttey like their
gl1ass ;" et' anotiter, "Gets drnnk;" and et' anotiter, " Addict-
eti te drinkin&'. The picture is, hoecver, relieved hy somne
honnorable exceptions.

Thte answcrs te the last question relieves the pieture ef ranci
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of its glooin, and animates us wvith hiopes for thie future,-the
teachers-, in the large nuijority of' cases, being reported as
'with us.

Ynnr Coinîittee trust that a, speejal aýppeal viIl be niade Wo

Indecd the inattention paid to the filling up and forwarding,
promptly the quarterly reports, sems to eall for somne more striiiý
gent legîsiation on the subjeet; and yotir comnîittee feel that,
while thcy do flot wish to suggest barsh nmeasures, yet they think
that at the annual mneeting stops slîould be taken whereby offend-
ors shouid bc punishied,-sn by refusing to admîit representa-
tives of Divisions wbicoh have not forwardetl their returus and
dues within the spceified tin-e.

NATIONAL DIvIsIo.

The unliappy difibrences 110w existing in the Ujnited States,
and ivhich have opposed niany of our bretbrea to eaeh other ini
a strife of arnis. have prcvented tue usual meeting of the su-
preme head of the Order ut the appointedl place. Me sînerly
hope that the groat Governor of the Universe wilI so dispose the
ccurse of' events, that a speedy and effetuai settlinent of the
causes whieh led to this eontest mnay be made, and that our Order
nt again be etiablcd to, put forth ail lier strength. anew, where
bier workings have been thus partiaily interrupted.

AIIPNOy FuNý,D.

This ftind, having 'been raised for the purpose et' suppiying
leeturers and disseminating temperance literature, stili affordsa
good oppoitunity to ail friends oe the cause to contribute of the
means with wvhich thcy have been blesscd. In some counties
similar objeets are being carried out by the aid of Temperance
Leagues, and mnueh good bas been donc thciteby. It wtouIt1 W
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well for ail our representatives te advocate, and forra leongues9 or
suila.r .Issocizitions ini thecir localities where they have not; yet
heen establishied, as a ineans of handing, togethier and concon-
trating the efforts of ail tomperance nmen, no matter what the
orgaunization niay bc te wivbih tliey belong.

LicrENS.U LAW.

It wilI ho in the recollection of the bretliren prescrit that an
aincndod License iLat, to suit thc roquirements of the Provincee,.
was prepared l'y soveral earnost, indefiatigab1o brofthers of our
Order, and iru.roduced te the flouse of Asseînibly, at its iast ses-
sien, by the proeont Gx. W. P., and advocatecI fervontly and suc-
cessfully hy Iita there. IButairhough it passed the Iower bouse,
it failed to receive the sanction of the Couiicil, and was thrown
out hy titat body. It now becoines a serjous duty on the part. of
this Grand Division te ascertain and doternuine what stops w'ill
ho neessary to bc taken wîtlt regard te titis niatter for the fu-
ture. Whether or flot sucli an influence can ho brought te hear
on the uppor br-anch of tho Legisiature as will secure the passing
of the requircd act, and te a gitate incessantiy until we obtain the
procurenient of suehi a 1mw as will curtail, if not totaily suppress,
te satle of intoxîcating liquors. WVe need net hore roVer ut

longrhi te the benoefit which moral suasion lias effectedl. It is hut
necess:ary to point te the abhiorrcnce witb whiclt the liquer traffie
is now regardcd hy the respectable classes of society te shoew
tliis; that it bias becît drivoît into the baunds, te a great extent. of
thi nost abandonod class of soeiety, is aise evident: and it isý
for this class, te, rachi thomn, wo need a restrictive 1mw.
