- The Tnglish
rsilway companies are prospering, their
earnings having been considerably more in
the last three months, for which there ave
returns, thanin the corresponding ones
of last year. - One indication of prosperity
ina very important industry is an advance
of 10 per cent. in the wages of colliers.

There is a falling off in the excise
revenue from lignors, which is attributed
to increased habits of temperance.

SIR HUGH ALLAN,

The news which was received in Canada

by cable on Saturday last, at noon, of the
death of Sir Hugh Allan, of Ravenscrag,

on the morning of that day, caused uni- g
.versal grief. The late Sir Hugh Allan
had not only been eminently successful ~

in the special branch of business to which
his wonderful energies were -principally
devoted, but he  likewise took alead in
the establishment of a vast  number of

industries in the city where he resided.

Having emigrated . to - Canada 'in’ -early
youth he seems to have determined to

Williams’ Manufacturing Co., Adams
T'obacco Co St. Lawrence and Chicago

Forwarding Co, Montreal and Western

Land Co., North-Western Cattle Co., The
Academy of‘ Music Co.. He wasa director
in the Acadia Coal Co., Stormont Cotton
Co., Montreal Rolling Mills Co., Canada
Paper Co. He had been until recently
President of the Richelieu and - Ontario
Navigation Co. The great services rend-
ered by Mr. Allan to Canadian and British
commerce by the establishment of the
line of ocean steamers, were recognized by
Her Majesty, who, in 1871, conferred on

* him the honor of knighthood.

Sir TIugh Allan, a8 is well known, was at
one time disposed to tale a large interest
in the construction of our great railroad

to the Pacific. Ife had been strongly

urged to do'so by the only promoters
“that had then appeared to take an inter-

est in that wor k, and who were connected
with the Northern Pacific road. It was
Sir Wugh’s opinion’ that the wisest course
for Canada to follow would be to utilize
the -American line from the Sault Ste.
Marie, and then to extend the Northern
Pacilic by way of Winnipeg to the ocean
on Canadian territory, leaving the com-
pletion of both roads to be determined on
in the future. "Af that time the funds of
the Northern Pacific were exhausted and
that company wounld have been glad to
have formed an alliance with the
Canadian Pacific on terms that, in Sir
Huglh - Allan’s opinion, would have  been
beneficial to.the latter.
