The lîrice paid for tue assets is considered
cheai, so that Mr. O'Neil, who has returned te
his old position as traveller, May e c able t
liquidate ail claims against him. Rogers las
left the city.

O1 FRIDAY last n deputation of Canadien
tobacco iaiinufiactu rers from elontreal, Quebec
Toronto and Hamilton, interviewed the Minis.
ters of Cistoms, Finance and Inland Revenue
in relation te certain proposed changes in thei
excise regulations regarding tobacco. They
visited Ottawa at the.invitation of the Gover-
mont, who were anxious to learn the views oi
the trade before making any important change.
The principal natters discussed were the easiest
methods of collecting excise duties, tiandling
of tobacco, etc. The general opinion of mant-
facturers appeared to be that the liresent regtî.
latiois ire quite satisfactory if properly carried
out.

T. W. Gmiis, the Oshawa hardwaire dealer
referred to in our last issue, comme cd bsi-
ness some 12 or 13 years ago with but litile
capital. Wien Gibbs & Bro. gave up business
as general merciants, T. W. Gibbs took over
the hardware stock, but thougi carefîl enough
lie seems te have lacked business capacity as
well as capital. The sherlif lias net yet finisbed
taking the stock, and a full statement of assets
anîd liaibilities ceniiot be given. Judgments have
been obtained against him for a total of about
$2,500; the largest isa covenant on n second
mortgage, held by Mr. W. H. Gibbs, jr. This
judgnment, vhich is freely commented on, wili
probably cut out ail subsequent claims. The
assets consist of stock, a few . book-debts
and store property, which latter 1s said to be
îmortgaged for its full value.

A iiTrrE over three years ago T. H. Stone
sold his farm in the Eastert Townships, and
with part of the proceeds stocked a general store
at Sweetsburg, Que., whbere he entered upon
wnhat no doubt ho contemplalted a successfuil
nctrantile eareer. Procuring credit he suc-
cecded for a time, but in October last lie asked
an extension from some of bis Montreal credi-
tors, then representing thè~i'aluîe of his assets
in stock, book-debts and real estate at $6,500,
and his liabilities at $1,400 ; now ha bas sus-
pended, and the liabilities turn out to ha
about $5,000, with assets of oil $2,500, and
nearly altogether in stock. At a meeting of
creditors, of which the list is long, in this City,
last Wednesday, lr. S. O. Fat was appointed
te investigate the estate and report at another
mteeting to-day. Contrary to a report circulated
by n evening contemporary, the creditors do
net look favorably ulpon the state of affairs,
-which are freely commented upon. His habits
have hald a good deal to do with Mr. Stone's
failure-ageneyreports to thecontrary notwith-
standing ; and it je further stated that lhe is
suispected of sonie irregularities: Sonie of the
creditors are curious te know what has become
of. the property for whici he paid $2,000 out of
lie proceeds froml the sale of his farm, and

whbich in October last he valued at $2,500.

F[ANC1AL PROSPECTS.

The most reliable accournts of trade
prospects in the United Kingdom are far
from discouraging. It is true that the
textile trades. are not altogether so
flourishing as might be wvished. Some of
the Eastern markets appear to have been
overstocked, but this applies more to
China and Japan than British India. In
_the first ten months of the present year
the exports had increased by about 5pel
cent. The fall in the price of wheat is
of course a subject of congratulation to
the consumers, however unsatisfactory it
nay be to our Canadian producers. It is
estimated that the increased importation
in the month of October was equal to 35
per cent., wiile owing to the reduced
price its cost in money was little over 12
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per cent. The harvesttoo, although not

egnal ta what was considered an average
one before the agricultural depressiôn
benan, is much better than the harvests

of recent years, and moreover there have
loen good harvests over the' world, with
the resuit that wheat is cheaper than it
has heen for several years. The English
r-ahvay companies are prosperinr, their
earnings having been considerably moi-e in
the last three months, for which there are
returns, than in the corresponding ones
oflast year. One indication of prosperity
in a very important industry is an advance
of 10 per cent. in the wages of colliers.
In the iron trade there is increasing pro-
duction combined vith a decrease of
stocks. There is a falling off in the excise
revpnne from liqnors, whbich is attributerd
to increased habits of tetnperance. There
-ih been a considerable increase in the

anount of gold required for internal cir-
culation, which is an indication of greater
actqv,ity in trade, more general employ-
nipt, and high'er rates of wages. On the
ihole then, sa far as regards the United
Kiingdoi, there seem sno ground for alarm.
Somne apprehension exists of a Stock Ex
change crisis in New York, owing ta the
prevailing belief that far too much capital
las been sunk in the construction of nev
railways, and that the banks have ven-
tured too far in financing these nev ven-
tures. The panic in Paris nearly a year
ao is supposed ta have operated as a;
warning ta speculators there, and it is
believed that trade is sound. 'The chief
apprehension in England seens ta be
financial difficulties in Nes York that may
react on London. On the whole there is
no reason ta apprehend- any financial
crisis in England.

There is no doubt that in Canada there
is an increasing tendency ta tightness in
the noney market. This is oving ta a
variety of causes, and we confess that if'
w'e glance at some of them, ve do so with
considerable hesitation, it being very
diflilt to forim a correct judigment on
suc a suhject. There cati be no doubt
that owingto the low price of wheat,
which we may remark etpassant is Most
anrstîtedly not attributable ta the present
tariff, there lias been a reluctance an the
part of ite farmers ta bring their crops ta
market. It is said that they were advised
not ta do so, as the National Policy
would bring up prices again. We should
hardly have believed, had 'we not seen i.t
Bo stated, that our farmers were so
deficient in intelligence as ta be unaware
that the price of wiheat muet depend on
tse harvests of the worid, and that
althiough speculators may raise or depress
prices temporarily, they cannot do so for

any lengthened period. The crops not
having been niarketed, the farmers-have
been unable ta pay their debts to the
retail merchants, who aga.in have had ta
obtain an extension of credit. Against
this viev, is the statement that the whole-
sale -merchants are said to be on the
w'hole satisfied vith their payments, and
do not believe that any unusual cause
for alarm exists.

That a lai-ge aninant of money ias been
locked up in buildiirs and plant for the
numerous manufactures that have been
recently established is beyond doubt. A
still larger amount has been expended in
the North West, where towns and cities
have sprung into existence w'ith ufnpre-
cedented rapility. It is believed that a
good deal of' the money invested, espe-
cially in the North-West, has been brought
fron England, but there must likewise
have been a considerable absorption of
Canadian capital. To what extetit the
Canada Pacific Railway lias locked up
Canadian capital it is out of our power ta
surmise, but it must have done so ta
some extent. It does not appear that
any effort bas yet been made ta interest
British capitalists in this great under-
takiñig. The course adopted by the
gentlemen who have hadl the management
of tiat great work, seems ta have been
marked by w'isdom. Had any attenpt
been made wvhen the company wns first
started ta flat its securities in England,
there, would have been a much greater
risk of failate than there would be now
that several sections of th- road .are in
full operation.

There is another cause for the present
stringency which ouglt not to be lost siglt
of. The Dominion Government has lad
for a considerable time a very large
amount of money in the banks on de-
posit. 0f course this money was en-
ployed, and more especially that portion
ai it which was bearing interest. '[here
bas been of late a considerable reduction
in the deposits, and a consequent neces-
sity on the part a the banks to contract
their loans. It bas been the custom of
the banks to keep a cetain portion of
their assets in the form of loans on call,
and these of course are relied on as avail-
able to meet sudden reductions of their
deposits. It lias been of late the custom
to keep a larger proportion of such call
loans in the Canadian market than fo-
merly. Nois it must beobvious that while
the whole amount of the Canadian cail
loans is a trifie in the New York money
market, and consequently obtainable at
the shortest notiae, it is very different in
the home money market, whiere the call

for even a small portion of such loans is

calculated ta produce a pani on the
Stock Exchange, and a serions fall in the
value of securities. We do not think that
any of the causes vhich, according to our
judgment, have led to the present strin-
gency are of serious consequence, or likely
to last very long. It seems probable that
when the sleighing is good the farmers in
Ontario will bring their wheat ta market,
and be satisfied with the ruling prices of
the day. Wýre shall doubtless obtain all
the required foreign capital for the pro-
secution of our railways, and with our
revenue fiourishing as ,it is, Government
deposits will again increase.

SIR HUGH ALLAN.

The news which was received in Canada
by cable on Saturday last, at noon, of the
death of Sir Hugh Allan, of Ravenscrag,
on the morning of that day, caused uni
versal grief. The late Sir Hugh Allan
hadl not only been eminently successful
in the special branch of business ta which
his wanderful energies were principally
devoted, but he likewise took a lead in
the establishment of a vast number of
industries in the city where he resided.
Having enigrated ta Canada in early
youth he seems to have determined ta
follow the shipping business, and after a
short tour in Western Canarla and a brief
visit ta his native country lie became a
clerk in the house of James Miller & Co.,
a firnm engaged in building and sailing
ships. He soon became a junior partner,
and in process of tine head of the house.
A few years after the Canard steamers
had becoie a success, it was determined
by the Governuient to make an effort ta
establish a line of steamers between Liver-
pool and the St. Lawrence in summer and
Halifax and Portland in winter. Tenders
were invited for a fortnightly service, and,
although the firm af which Sir Hugh Allan
was then the head, tendered, a Liverpaol
house, McKean, McLar'ty & Co., was
much lover and the Government, much
as it would have preferred the Canadian
house, felt bound ta accept the lowest
tender. After a short trial the Liverpool
firrm wvas compelled to abandon the service,
which was then undertaken by the Alans,
and after a few years'.trial w'as marde
weekly. This wvas about the year 1859.
During-the early period of the contract
the ocean steamers of the Allan line met
with many disasters, but during the last
twenty years they have not been sur-
passed by any line in the worid for speed
and safety.

Sir Hugh Allan did. not confine his
attention to ie supervision of. the ship-
ping business; he was tic founderof the
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Merchants' Bank, of which he was Presi-
dent at the time of his death. He was
likewise president of the Montr-eal Tele-
graph Co., of the Citizens Insurance Co.,
RIalifax and Cape Breton Railway and
Coal Co., Thunder Bay Silver Mining Co.,
The Canadian Rubber Co., Cornwall
Manufacturing Co., Montreal Cotton Co.,
Williams' Manufacturing Co., Adams
Tobacco Co., St. Lawrence and Chicago
Forwarding Co., Montreal and Western
Land Co., North-Western Cattle Co., The
Academy of Music Co. le vas a director
in the Acadia Coal Co., Stormont Cotton
Co., lointreal Rolling Millh Co., Canada
Paper Co. le had been ultil recently
President of the Richelieu and Ontario
Navigation Co. The great services rend-
ered by Mr. Allan ta Canadian and British
commerce by the establishient of the
line of ocean steamers, were recognized by
ler Majesty, iho, in 187], conferred on
him the honor of knighthood.

Sir HIugh Allan, as is ivell known, was at
one time disposed ta take a large interest
in the construction of our great railroad
ta the Pacifie. Ie had been strogly
urged ta do sa by the only promoters
that had then appeared ta take an inter-
est in that work, and who were connected
ivitli the Northern Pacific road. It ias
Sir Rllugh's opinion that the iisest course
for Canada ta folloiv would be ta utilize
the American line froi the Sault Ste.
Marie, and then ta extend the 'Northern
Pacific by way of Winnipeg ta the ocean
an Canadian territory, leaving the coin-
pletion of both roads ta be determined on
in the future. At that time the funds of
the rNorthern Pacific were exhausted and
that coipany would have been glad ta
have formed an alliance ivith the
Canadian Pacific on teris that, in Sir
Hugh Allan's opinion, would have been
beneficial ta the latter. The violent
opposition made ta the connection 'with
the American railvay, joinied ta the regu-
lar opposition ta the Goverument, was sa
far successful as ta campe] the breaking
ofl of the connection with the Northern
Pacific Company , and although a company
was organized ta construct the road by
Canadians it ias found impossible ta oh-
tain He required capital Sir Iugli Allan
took a view. of the subject that was well
deserving of mare careful consideration
than it received.

Sir Hugh Allan married in 18441Matilda
daughter of Mr. John Snith, wbo was ex-
tensively engaged in business in Montreal
as a iwholesale grocer, and by that lady
liad thirteen children, nine daugliters and
four sons. .Four daughters and one son
are married,,and two of the sans are en-
gaged in their father's business. Lady

Allan died about tielve months aga. In
several of the city churches the death of
Sir Hugh Allan was referred ta, and at
the City Council a Zesolution was adopted
expressing deep sorrow at the news of
the sudden death of our esteemed and
universally respected fellow-citizen, Sir
Hugh Allan, and offering sincere and
heartfelt condolence ta the faiily. The
Corporation lias given expression ta the
universal sentiment of the citizens of
Montreal.

THE l FRtENCI TIREATY.

It appears that Sir Alexander Galt is
mkRing another effort ta induce the
French Government ta treat Canada with
coammon justice. It has long been the
opinion of the most enlightened statesmon
inEngland that commercial treaties are
a mistake. Whatever inducenent there
may be for Great Britain ta enter into
sucli arrangements, thora can be no
doubt that in the case of countries that,
like Canada, have adopted a protective
policy, there cai be no passible abject
in entering into commercial treaties. We
hold that France is botund in honor ta
admit Canadian exports on the sane
ternis as the most favored nations, as we
have always admitted French exports
into Canada. France lias clained, and it
is much ta he regretted that Sir Leonard
Tilley lias evinced a disposition ta yield
ta its demand, that we should purchase
the reasonable claini that ie make, by re-
ducing our duties on French exports. It
is ta the principle of this deiand that ive
have on more than one occasion recorded
our protest. We liave it in our power
ta enforce justice fron Fiance aud frmin
any other country with iwhich iwe trade.
We want nothing but ta be treated like
other nations, and ve ought at once ta
adopt a policy that should be uniformly
followed, and which should be ta impose
a differential duty on the exports of every
country that refuses ta admit our exports
on the footing of the most favored nation.
Sa long as France persists in subjecting
Canada ta higher rates of duty than those
imposed on other nations, it is the heiglt
of absurdity ta subsidize steamers ta
encou.rage trade. The practical effect of
our efforts ta establislh steam communica-
tion bas been ta encourage the -Frenchi
Government ta believe that it can extort
from Canada wbatever concessions it
pleases to demaxni. Of course we have
nothing but rumor ta rely on as ta recent
negotiations, but it bas been saidi that Mr-
Chapleau lias been endeavoring ta prevail
on the French Government ta meet Can-
ada in a more liberal spirit. Our convic-
tion is that the result of our diplomacy

will be that France will compel us ta pUr.
chase on mosi disadvantageous teris a
righît that we could easily have euforced
by displaying a little vigor.

RMILWAY MONOPOLY.

We learn, and we must confess ivitl
much surprise, froin the Winnipeg Tilles
that the people of Ontario have I for nearly
thirty years been groaning under a re-
morseless railroad monopoly." They are
for six nionths of the year lat the niercy
" of the Grand Trunk, a'foreign'corpora-
" tion owned by the English capitaists,

who do not scruple ta exact the utter-
" Most farthing from the settler anad mer
" chant." One would really imagine on
reading the Winnipeg Tiwnes that the
English shareholders in the Grand Truilc
had been receiving enormous dividends
during the thirty years that have elapsed
since their investments were made. ILt is
notorious tlat the very contr'ar is the
fact, and that the railroad earniîings haie
never been suflicient ta yield dividends
on the ordinary stock. A more suicidai
polic.y than that adopted by the Manitoba
press can liardly be imagined. It is clearly
the interest of the settlers in the North.
West tliat every possible encouragement
should be given ta the introduction of
English capital, and yet the popular de
mand is that investments should be un-
remunerative. Competition with its
necessary consequence, the cutting o
rates and running at a los$, is the general
cry, and it is much ta be feared ivill pro.
duce t le result that may be expected,
viz., a refusal on the part of capitalists to
invest in Canadian public works. It would
really he amusing ta read the denuncia-
tions of the Grand Tîunk Company by
the Winnipeg Tines were it not that they
are calculated ta do injury ta the country.
Mr. Hickson is the I arch destroyer," and
by the aid of certain " co-conspirators "lias
actually obtained the control of the Toron-
to, Grey and Bruce railroad, and " is reach-
ing out his arma like a devil fish ta seize
the Northern railway." Does the IY'ties
understand that the shareholders in the
Northern are not getting a cent of dividend
and not likely to get one under its present
management? If it he true that there is
a prospect of the Grand Trunk obtaining
that road, it may be hoped that it will be
on terms that ivill enable the shareholders

ta get soniething. It was at, one time
imagined that the- abject 'of granting
municipal bonuses ta aid in the construe-

tion of new lines was ta give the towns and

counties interested the benefit of a rail.
road, but it is now argued that there ras
a further object, viz., ta secure 'competi-
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ion and unremunerative rates of freight,
involving the loss of the capital subscribed
by the public at large. There is ample
security in Canada against excessive rates
either of freight or passage, and most
assuredly railroad stocks have never risen
Bo higl as ta justify such articles as that
w'hich has led ta the foregoing remarks.

WORK IN CONGRESS.

nANKRiUPToYv.

We made reference in a recent issue ta
the Bankruptcy -Bill vhich is at present
before the Senate of the United States.
It appears that Senator Morgan, of Ala-
bama, proposed a most important amend-
ment, the object of which was ta add ta
the list of acts the commission of 'whicl
rienders an indivilual liable ta be de-
clared bankrupt. The text of the amend-
ment, which has been adopted by the
Senate, is that any oae "vho shall sel], or
" agree to sel], for delivery at a future
" time, any stocks, bands, or other securi-
c ties, or any grain, food, provisions, pro-

vender or cotton, sugar, sait, or tobacco,
without heing at tho time of making
such contract bite owner or assignee or
trustee of the property soid, or agreed ta
ba soli, or the authorized agent of such
owner, assignee or trustee," will commt

ihat is termed an act of bankrtptcy. It
appears from Mr. Morgan's speech in
proposing his amendment that by the lany
lu the State of Massachusetts such con-
tracts as those described in the above
amendment are null and void, and that
the effect has been ta suppress in that
State a practice which prevails extensively
elsewhere of daaling in futures. Mr.
Morgan stated that in an interior city in
the State of Alabama, six hundred thon.
sand dollars had been squandered in a
single season in betting on futures lu
Cotton.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC COMPANY.

A few days ago one of tbose canards
that are so frequently circulated for a
purpose, appeared in an evening contem-
porary, accompanied by the report of an

in terview on the subject with Mr. Angus,
who considered the exclamation 'Pooh"
to be a sufficient answer to the question
ofi hether Mr. Villard of the Northern
Pacific had obtained a controlling in-
flience in the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba Railroad, and had donc so for
the purpose of injuring the company,
whose stock lie had been, it was said, in-
vesting in so largely as to obtain a control'
ling influence in its affairs. , Strange as it
may seem, rumours have been circulated
in the United States that Mr. Villard and
his friends were selling out of Nerthern
Pacific, the consequence having been
that there was an onslaught on the stock
of that conpany. We have little doubt
that ail these rumours are connected with
operations on the Stock Exchange, but
there is ane thing that seeins ta us higlily
improbable, which is that Mr. Villard or
any one else would purchase a controlling
interest in a company with the object of
doing all in bis power to injure it.

CATTILE EXPORTS.
Although it is as yet too early to pro.

cure details of the slipmients of cattle
frorn Canada during the current year, the
information at hand may not be without
muterest. The season shows but little
diminution as compared with the last two
years. The figures for 1S82 in the table
herewith are only to the close of naviga-
tion at this port; those for 1878 imcluded
9,070 from Chicago; the numbers for the
subsequent years were all of Canadian
grow'th. The figures for 1881 include
about 6,000 head, chiefiy from Ontario,
sold for consumption in the United States,
nat for shipment. The number sent across
the lines during the present year will
probably be not iuch under those for
1881, but these with the number of Cana-
dian cattie shipped by way of Halifax,
Boston and New York from the close of
navigation ta the end of the year-will be
includedin the afficialreports in due time.
The actual shipments from the port of
Montreal againsshow an advacee on those
for the previous year:

IL may be expected that the coming
years will w'itness a considerable increase
la shipments as long as the foreign de-
mand is maintained, and according as
farimers become avare of Vite greater pro-
fitableness of cattle raising. The North-

experience af each season tends towards
a decrease in the rates of mortality: suit-
able fodder and sufficient ventilation with
careful and intelligent attendance have.
accomplished much, while the stalls fitted
up by thc many superior ships froa this
port leave little ta be desired.

The rate of mortality returned by the
Allan Line was only one-fourteenth of one
per cent. on cattle and three-fourths of one
per cent. on sheep i by the Beaver Line,
one firth of one per cent. on cattle and
1i per cent. on sheep; Donaldson Line,
-56 o one per cent. on cattle and ]-70 per
cent. on sheep Thompson Line '76 of
one per cent, on cattle and 2-28½ per cent
on sheep ; Ross Line, 1-13 per cent. on
cattle and ]-73 on sheep j Great Western
Line, 1-89 on cattle and 1.07 on sheep.
The total returus of mortality are not yet
available, but the rate as far as can be
ascertained is commendably lov, being on
the total average about à of one per cent
on cattle and 2T' per cent. on sheep, a re-
duction highly creditable ta the respective
hues.
1 Freights for the year averaged about
75s. per head for cattle, but tney ran as
high as £4, and in a fev instances as low
as 55s. ''hie rates for sheep ranged from
8s. ta 9s., but some were taken as lon' as
7s. and a fen even at 6s. per head. In-
surance, covering mortality, was done' at
2 p er cent for cattle and 3' to 4 per cent
for sheep from ]st May ta ist September
after which date it gradually advanced till
the rate reached 7 ta 8 per cent. for cattle
and 9 ta 10 per cent. for sheep on the
last shipments. These last are the pre-
vailing rtes meantime from Ialifax,
Boston and New York. The profits ta
shippers during the year have been re-
markably good, and in this respect also
much encouragement is given for future
operations.

ONTARIO LEGISLATURE

The Ontario Legislature was opened on
the 18th inst., with the usual. ceremony.
In his opening speech the Lieut-Gov-
ernor acknowledged the prosperity of the
country during the present year, and the
abundant harvest with wyhich the country
bas been blessed. After referring to the
progress of agriculture, the increase of
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immigration and tise prosperity of teia
lumber trade, ha noticed the boundary
dispute, promising some additional cnr-
respondence on the subject, and also the
disallowance of the Rivers and Streams
Act, which requires renewved attention.
Various subjects are then :dverted to as
calling for legislation. On the liquor
trafilc question his Hono declares
hiiself glad tiat there is a determination
on the part of the people to resist aill
attempts to relax the laws for restricting
the traie in intoxicatinglliquors.

ADVERETISING.
There are but very few business men

who will deny the beietits to be derived
fromn advertising. Even professional pao.
ple testify their great appreciation, and
resort to the most ingenious methods
of getting their advertising done free of
charge. Singers, actors and other cater-
ers of note never think themselves kept
sufficiently before the publie, if one msay
infer from the fact that when travelling
from one place to another something is
sure'to befai then i either there is a rail-
way accident, or they are robbed of their
jewels or other valuables ; while wien at
home, something occurs to keep the pub-
lic alive te the fact of thair existence.
But all these, to ha useful, must be pub-
lisied in the papers. Atarecentoperatic
performance in New York, it was given
out that somebody had sent a letter
to the primia donna threatening to take
her life. She was accordingly escort-
ed on and off the stage by a couple of
armed men; the whole was generally sup-
posed to be an advertising ruse, and one
paper refused to publisi it except as an
advertisement.

Doctors, as a rule, consider it inifra dig.
to advertise in the newspapers, but it is
often amusing to watch their efforts to
get an account of some obstinate case,
which they have successfully treated
mentioned in seme way in the public
prints. It is stated that in a certain city
in France a shrewd druggist conceived
the idea of benefiting by this peculiarity
on the part of the medical men. He
started a newsapaper, which contained
nothing but a record of births, marriages
and deatis. The mortuary notices ran
usually thus:-" Mr. Blank Blank died at
his residence this morning of such and
such a disease, &c. &c. Hle was attend-
ed at bis last moments by doctor---."
In eaci case the nans of tie attending
physician was given, and this occasioned
such a fluster among the profession that
they called a meeting amd agreed to pur-
chase the offensive pu blication, whicli tley
accordingly did and suppressed it.

We have in our mind's eye a manufac-
turer ihose products were favored with
a prize, honorable mention or the like,
at an exhibition soma tise since, and
whoisoneof those who " never advertise."
Tie press by some inadvertence took no
notice of his exhibit. le immediately
notitied his newspapers to be stopped,
and on meeting one of the proprietors,
expressed hiiself in good set terns con-
cerning the neglect to mention his prize.
"But, Mr. --- , you never advertise;
you told nse your goods do not require
it." " Oh, wtell,"1 replied the man of

springs, " I meant that I do not advertise
in the advertising columns, but I thougit
you would have given uie anotice, foi- the
benefit of your readers, you knowt?' The
manufacturer does not take the paper
yet, but maiages to read it at the house oEf
a subscriber, whon le visits at least once
aweek. A clotiiig deler in Chicago, not
satisfied with doing well and distanc.
ing most of his comspetitors by his legi-
timsately pérsistent advertising and
system of doing business, determined
recently to ou tdo himself. He accord-
ingly publsised that on a certain day he
would cause to be thrown from the roof
of bis warehouse into the street below
several dozen overcoats. Fearing that
the city autîsorities wanild o1-ject, the
proprietor of the place sent out a feeler
in the shape of a request that ie ha given

a detail of police for the occasion, ex
pressing his willingness to pay for their
services. The chief said the datait would
be sent without charge, as lie desired to
keep the street free of any blockade, and
the advertises announced in the papers-
that theI "gift enterprise " had received
the sanction of the city authorities, on
the strength of this. As early as half past
i o'clock the crowd begai to gather, and
by 2 o'clock the sidewalks were inpas-
sable. The police were powerless to clear
them, and pedestrians were obliged either
to walk around the bloclc or force their
way througi a dense crowd of dirty, ill-
smelling humanity, made up of tramps,
pickpockets, and idie curiosity-seekers.
It was found impossible to break the
blockade, and many lucklesa ladies were
pulled and hauled and nearly crshssed to
death by te heowling msob. It had , ben
announced that the throwing would begin
at 3 o'clock, but at half-past 2 the mayor
saw that sonsething must be donse, as tie
cars could not force a passageway througi
the moscb, ansd ie told the proprietor of the
store that he must begin bis worlc*
Accordingly, about twenty minutes be-
fore 3 o'clock the first coat was thrown
from the roof, and others follouuved rapicly.
Thee was.a regular riot, and the struggle'

for coats -resultei in many rows and
jangles. At the time the ma yor was in
the middle of the street, in the thick of
the gansg, andi he was pulled and hauled
about by the rowdies, who appeared to
have no regard for his official dignity, and
were only anixious to get their banda on
nhat the Tribune reporter tarmed,amucil
age sewed ceoat. One individual escaped
vith a coat, but minus his bat, and
when he examined the gai-nient on the
outskzirts of the crowd he came to the con
clusion that he would have been a winner
if ha had stayed away. One coat fel in a
little group on the opposite side of the
street, and there was a great scramble for
it. A small colored boy finally succeeded
in sneaking it away, and left the crowd,
pulling and hauling at the overcoat of a
gentleman who iad been walking through
the crowd with his own on bis arm. Tro
or three fell on the telegraph wires and
rested there, but an employé of the tels.
grapi conipany mounted a pole, secured
one, and hurled the rest down into the
crowd. He started to descend, but w'hen
lie saw-the touglis beneath him lie thouglit
he would never reach the ground alive
with his coat, so he threwv it in at a win-
dow. Aboutthirty coats were throw-n down,
and then the mayor, vho hlad succeeded
in working bis way to tie door of the
store, demanded that the thing should be
stopped and the crowd dispesed. The
throwing was stopped, but it was no easy
matter to disperse the crowd, as it iras
not yet three o'clock, and many were
coming to the store from -all directions,
expecting to be in time for the rint,
Finally the patr-i.aggons from the
armory werè called, and did good work,
The Mayor and the proprietir of the

place mounteci the stepa ins front of the
store and yelled at the crowd that l it
was all over." By 4 o'clock the mob was
dispersed, after having effectually block-
aded the street for two hours, to the dis-
gust of hundreds of citizens, and all
because a ratait clothier wanted a 1 tIle
cheap advertising. This, it may be re-
marked, is a long way in advance of
"Leacing Lines," for drawing a crowd,
but the latter system bas been found
effective enoughs lately in Montreal.

It bas been used as an argument in
favor of advertising, that if the makers of
many of the patent cure-alls in themarket
can make their fortunes by the large sales
cfsuch merchandiseacquired bypersistent
advertising, how nadich easier it were to
thrive by thoroughly alveetising a legiti-
mate and worthy article of trade. "Even
Le bon Dieut," says a witty Frenchman

1 requires to be advertised ielse iwhuat if
the meaning of church-bells?" It is we1l-
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Irinown to more than on eommercial

travelier in Mont-real and Toronto that a

laIe pisperous dry goods merchant owed

not a fen of his good customers to tue

advartising hie received diuring hic contest

with .tue authorities of a fashionabie

churich concerning his righits as a imember

of the saine. There cau be no doubt that

adivertising pays, more or less, himn who

does it judiciously; it is a competition

which ls ahvays alive and active, and
vhich no business man can afford to

ieglect in some fora or other. te most

persistent advertisers in trade are usually

the most successful, and we do not require

to go to New York, Boston or Chicago for
confirmation of this truth : M6ntreal,

Toronto, IIaiilton and other cities in

Canadafurnish abtndant exarnples. Soume

people fancy that advertisements are not

generally read. Let anybody ask himself

ta what portion of the newspaper, when

visiting a strange city, he gives the nmost

attention, and the ansver imst be the
advertising columns. These are a map of
busy life which lie Nho runs may read
and study, and he seldom neglects ta

do so.
