I am quite aware that there sre difficulties
attending this doctrine, as there are concerning
all others, These difficulties are probably pre
gont in your mind now. Lot me save you the
pain and trouble of saying them.

1. Firat you say to yourself: ‘¢ How oar you

and call the Church one? The West is divided
from {ho Bast, The West is divided in herself,
The English Church is aliepated from the
ancient Church of the West, the greatest of at)
Churches. *You proposoc to me a visible Churh axd
one only Church, How can you venture to de-
mand submission to such & body, when the
unily of your supposed one visible Church is
invisible?

Such is the difficulty, X admit that it is a
vory serious one ; but suffer me to remind you
of the ohjeotions which met us whilst we con:
gidered togother why we wore Christians; and
wheon the failure of Christianity itsolf, its ap
parently unfulfilled prophesies, its slow pro
gress, its8 many and grest scandals, wore all
held up before us in reproach, In spite of all
this, wo replied then, with icars in onr eyes,
with hoads bowed down in humiliation, but
with hearts uplifted in faith and in hope:
' For all this, acd in epite of all other objec-
tions, the Gospel iz true, We oonfess ocur
shortcomiigs, but the Gospel is true.’

It is thus that I now foel and speak in the
face of your arguments, It is in this spirit that
I ask you to liston to me,

But lot me remind you that although many
precepts exist, requiring rot only internal bat
cxternal unity, thare is no prophesy or promise
ihat the Church shall never bo divided exter.
nally, that ite various portions shall slways be
in charity with each other. Just as individual
mombors of tho Church may still bo her mom-

bers and yot at feud cre with another, ro may
it also be with national Churches, or portions
of tho whole Church, It ought not to bo so,
indocd, but it may be so. It may be, it has
been, and it is,

Yet, if tho Church be a speotacle of division
at this timo, sho is algo &

For East arnd West ackncwledge one rule of
faith which is oslled the Nicene Creed, ox-
cepting only the one clause before mentioned.
Eust and West ackrcwledge the early Couneils
and their csnons, snd olsim the primitive
saints and divines as their Fathors, East and
West, althongh with varied Liturgies, acknow-
ledgo not only the prinoiples of those Litargies
but tho common apostolical orginel of 4 1; the
gamo Euobaristic saorifice, celobrate the holy
goasons of the Church, East and Wost look
back to tho buppy days when thoro was no in-
torruption of communion, ard long for the
time when this interruption shall ccase and all
Churches he one agsin as if old,

Come, sxd join us in our prayers and cfforis
for thia blessed remnion, this happy consum-
mation. You ocarnnot atlain it by standing
spart frcm your own Church., To do this will
only add to tho ¢vil. Come, sirengthen her,
ad help ber to throw off the defeots which
mar her porfoction and work with her for the
rcunion of Christordom. You will then bo do
irg your part, at.d on your head will descend
the blessing which the Lord of lovehas promis
ed to peacemakors.

2. Bat perbaps it is in your boart to say
next: ‘1f all this were true, how oan there be
any good thing found

IN Digsxnr ?

I have known and still know men full of faith

[ and good works in its ranks, and in some places

all the religion and morality which exist are
due to their efforts, Surely there may be more
ways to heaven than one, When the poor-and
simple say to you, ‘ We go where we get good,’
how can you answer them # The grace which
they have is surely an evidence of God's bless—-
ing upon them, You yourself formerly argued
that the good which Christianity has done is
proof of it truth, See how these simple ones,
without knowing it, tarn your weapons
against you, What can you say to them ?'

I would say this, in reply:

*You do not know where you get good, The
truth which you Jearned of the Church was the
serd which your presen twarmth of devotion has
caused fo germinate; or your baptism, whioh
is not that of a sect—for thera is but oste bap-
tism, wheresoever it is duly administered—is
now bearing its fruits, True, you may have
been aroused by the preaching of a Dissenter ;
snd 8o you might have becn by that of a here-

‘tio, or of an immoral man, to whom you would

not attach yourself; but this does not prave
that dissent does you good. I could mention
points of character, if I choose, in which I am
sare that it dces not benefit, but the reverse.
As to their being many ways to heaven, surely
this is not a question which we ought to dir—
cuss. If we were on the point of takirg a
journey we should ask for the best way; and
the road to heaven ig scarcely so ecasy to us
poor sinners that we should care to try any
other than that which is assured to us as at
any rate the best of all known roads; and I
must add it is not very often that there are
two roads to the same place equslly short, or
two ways of doing & thing equally servicable.’

But, my friend, I am in duty bound to pro:
test against your inquiring where you get most
good, ard soting only upon the answer which
you make to y.ur question.

Our irquiry should be one, and one only,

WaAT 18 Gop's WiLL ?

What would God have us to do? Do we not
owe thus much 1o our Creator, Redeemor and
Sanctifier ? And if God is the sonrco of all
good and the giver of grace, oan it be safo to
seek good and grace without trying to please
Him? Shall we obtain it apart from Him ?
Surely there is no faith and no love in acting
on &0 selfish a plan. Does not God know best
how you can get good, and will He lot you
lose aught by your endeavor to oboy and to
serve Him ? Be sure you doright. Thisisall
you need concern yourself with. Bo sure you
do good, and you may be perfectly certain that
you will get good,

Such i the answer I am accustomed to make;
and if any inquire how I account for the good
which I thankfully ditcern to be in Dissenters,
and the good which I as thankfully confess to
be done by them, I reply thus:

1. The good is in Dissenters, and nof in dis-
sent, Dissent, as I have shown, deprives men
of many scourities for their faith, and cuts
them off from many channels of grace. It
divide parishes, renders it jmpassible for pas-
tors to keep an eye on their flocks, and to
know whether they attend any place of wor-
ship at all. I.can hardly mention & greater
proof of the mischief which it does than the
state of the education question in England at
this present time So far as diesent can pre-
vail, it is making our National education non-
Christian, and, however unintentionally, plays
into tbe hands of the deist and atheist,

2. When you ssk me to account for the good
whioh is in Dissenters, and for the boncfits
which the Wesleyans once conferred upon Hng-
land ; for the holiness of Doddridge, and Watts,
and Hall, and s0 many othera whose  memories
I honor with yom ; I answer in words far better
than my own: *God blesseth through truth,
If a Wesleyan minister preaches hia naked
Gorpel, that ‘we are all sinners,’ ‘that Christ
died to tave sinners,’ ‘that He bids all sinners

to come t¢ Him,' and saith, ‘Whoso cometh
anto Me, I will in no wise cast out,” thatis of
course fundamental Gospel truth, and, when
God blesses through it those who know no
more, He blesseth them through faithful re-
oeption of the truth.’

Again, as to Presbyterian communions : ‘He
whom they seek, is found by them for that which
they seek,’ ‘' Presbyteriani have what they be-
lieve; we, what we believe.’'

That is to say, God gives more than ‘either
we desire or deserve,’ and blesses truth and
faith acoording to His wisdom and meroy.

And, indeed, this ie only what we Churchmen
should wish and hope, when we consider what
coldness and deadness, how many abuses and
corruplions in the Church have tempted men
to break away {from her; when we reflect how
few of iboee outside the Church have any
means of knowing Her olaims, or the defects
in principle of their own gect ; and still more
when we remember how greatly sll stand in
need of God’s long-suffering merey, both
Charches and Chorchmen ; and that great is
His mercy over all His works, high as heaven
is above earth, and wide as the outstretching
embraoe of the cross,

Bat still the Charch is

Oxx, Hoiy, CATHOLIO AND APJBTOLIOG,

and it is God’s will that we should be members
of her and recelve grace upon grace in Her and
by Her, Sheis Christ's bedy, His bride. 8till,
a8 a bridge, she spans the ages of tho Gospel,
upiting us to the past, to Fathers and saints;
to martyrs and Apostles; to the Charch of the
Acts and of the Gospols; and crossing the
flood condue's to the heavenly Jorusalem and
to the Lord in His glory.

Beliaving ihese faots, I cannot forsake my
own peaoe; nor can I cease to entreat you to
return to the Church of your forefathers, and
through communion with her to be united to
the Oone Catholic Church militant now,
trizmphant hereafter, Then, whatever may be
coming upon the earth, of worship, of sonfusion,
of sin, and of sorrow, we shall have & refuge
together; and by God’s grace fight the good
fight, kecp the faith, win the orown, whioh
may Ho of His mercy grant us all, through
Jegus Christ our Lord,— The Church Critic.

HOME REUNION NOTES.

A CarepLEss CHRISTIANITY A DELUSION AND
A SKaRR,

A bilter experience to which I ¢an make no
more direct sllusion has convinced me of the
necessity of enforcing the above truth for the

sake of all true Christian unity.

We pray, I hope, daily and earnostly that all
those that °call themselves Christians may bo
led into the way of truth, and hold the faith in
the unity of the Spirit, in the bond of peace
and in righteousness of life.” Bat if we make,
the meroe profession of Christianity the basis of
our united Christisn aotion, ¢ the faith’ that we
as true Christisans are bound to hold at once
disappears; for in meeting on snch & loose
basis the lowest form of belief, or if ycu will
the highest form of unbelief, becomes the level
above which you cannot go,

A quarterly publication has been placed in
my hands issmed by the Christisan Kingdom
Society,’ a Society formed with the best possi-
ble desire to encourage unity; bat whatis their
one rule or bond of unity ?—'Thal members
shall endeavor in ali things to render {faithful
and loyal obedience to the Spirit of Christ.’ It
is certainly a very simple rule, bnt what on
earth does it mean? Jews, Mahomedans, and
every distinetive body or individaal that oalls
itselt Christian are all Unitarians. And the
precepts snd practice of Christ as revealed to
us in the Goepel story may be accepted by all
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the above, and even by M, Renan, who allows
the Christian model to be unique. If youmeet
on tbis low basis you must descend to it; henoe,
though I fondly hope aud believe that the
speakers at these Creedless meetings do hold
cortain dogmas as of vital importance, yet from
foolings of courtesy.to the semi-believer they
gre constrained to put prominently forward no
more distinctive utterance than such phrases
a8 ‘loyal obedience to the Spirit of Christ,’
ithe teachings and example of the Christian
life ;' or they may ventare & step further, and
show that ‘the imitation of Christ,’ not as
taught by Thomas & Kempis, but by such lives
of Christ as Archdeacon Farrar's and Dr.
Beikie's, and perhaps evon that of Rensn,
¢ have forwarded in these latter days the desire
for the regeneration of the social cordition of
mankind, which the simple narrative of the
Gospels has failed to carry out in their present
fulness; others on the same low basis may wax
oven bolder and propound a Christianity utter-
ly unknown and oppdsed to the Christianity of
the past, and dencunce the revival of those

works of merey by sisterhoods ard brother-|P

hoods, which in times past so wonderfully
leavened tho nations, as utterly out of place
and 8 hindrance to the more enlightened wor k
of tho so called better Christianity of ihe latter
half of this nineteenth century,

Again, I weuld ask you to consider how we
can proach the Goepel of the kingdom to all
tho nations if we keep ¢ the good tidinge’ to
ourselves and hide them under a bushel? or
how can we extend the kingdom if we ignoro
or conceal the foundation on which it is 1o be
built up? 4t is sctually contended by some
that our blessed Lord left behind no dogma bat
the example of His holy life of purity and
lovoe for Christians to follow, and yet we who
believe the Grospel story know how ocarefully
Ho prepared His disciples through mnearly the
whole three years of His ministry upon earth
bofore Ho oalled for the confession of that great
truth on which His kingdom was to be founded.
At last comes the momentous question] ‘Whom
gay yothatI am ?' Then Simon Peter answored,
 Thou art the Christ, the Son of theliving God'
(Matt, xvi, 12-20). For enunciating this truth,
which counid only have been revealed to Him
by the Father, he is specially blessed, On this
truth, as on a rock, the Church or kingdom of
Christ was to bo founded, and until thig truth
was acknowledged the whole scheme of redemp-
tion could not bo unfolded; but after this the
groat law of Self-suorifice, as revealed by the
coming death upon the Cross, was given for
ran’s example a8 the one way in which msn
csn be raised throngh the great fact of the In-
caroslion, even unto the right hand of the
Throne of God. All this i jounded on no iso-
lated passage, for later on, in apswer to Phil-
ip’s question, comes the awful words, ‘Havel
beon so long & time with you, and yet hast
thou not known Me, Philip? He that bath
toon Mo hath seen the Father; how sayest
thou, then, show us the Father ' (John, xiv.
8-11) Again, ¢ Other foundation can no man
lay than that is laid, which is Jesng Christ’
(1 Cor, iii. 8 ). Wemay baild upon this founda-
tion rotten buildings of wood, hay, stubble;
but there is nu other foundation on which the
kingdom of Christ can be founded.

There is co other motive that can help man
10 bear without despair the tronble to life;
there is no other motive which can stir up man
to deuy himself for the guod of others; there
15 no other motive which oan make man long
for that higher life opened to mankind by the
stuperdous fact of the Incarnation of the Son
of God ; and there is no other means enabling
man to live up to those higher inspirations of
his nature except by the indwelling of the Holy
Spirit, the direct ontcome of that schemeof re-
demption which ‘the good tidings’ of the In-
caroation of the Son of God has brought to
lost mankizd, A philosopher once said, ' Give
me & fulerum and I can move the world,’

would eay, Give us this one foundation trath
and we can teach Christianity; without it the
name Christian is & delusion and asnare,—Ear!
Nelson, in Church Belfs.

THE ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH IN
ENGLAXD,

Some of our readers, no doubt, have scen the
boastful utterances alleged to have bsen deliv-
ered by Cardinal Manning at a rocent reception
given by the Cardinal to a Pall Mall Gazette
interviewer. Apparently Dr, Mannicg waxed
humorous from time to time at the exponse of
the Church of England, as he contemplated her
shorteomings, Hore and there he ‘ffairly
laughed,” especially when he contemplated the
increase of * free thought "—¢ irrational irra-
tionalism,” a8 he called it—in the Church of
England, Why this subject should cause a
Christian Bishop to laugh outright is not ex-
lained to us. We shonld think it was rather
a matter for sorrow if there was any roal oar-
nestuess in the gpeaker. Asked what was his
opinion ooncerning the past, the present, and
the future of the ‘' Catholic ” Church in Eung-
land, * the Cardinal (we are told) pushing back
his crimson biretts, smiled and said, ¢ A very
comprehensive question, I will answer it ag
well a8 I oan, Ln tho last forty yesrs, since the
restoration of the porfoct orgunization of the
Catholio ! Churoh in England, the progress has
been gingularly great ; but it wouid be a mis-
Lake to test it only by the number gathered into
it, for though many, what are they upon the
millions of this country? The true progroes of
the Church in England is to be measnred firat
by ils immense material development in
churches, clergy, colleges, convents, and schools,
Everything is doubled or trebled, and in some
cases inoreased gix or even ten-fold,’” Itisto
be observed that his Emincence was very careful
not to enumerate numbers, He relied chicfly
on ** perfect organizstion ” and the ‘ immense
material development in churches, olorgy, col-
leges,” &o., and no doubt herein he spoko the
truth, In the absence of numbers the next
thing to lean upon is brick and mortar and
multiplied ecclesiastics. The Cardinal acknow-
ledged to the fact that the numbor of adherents
of his Charch in England amounted to only one
million and & half, and it was for tho uso of
these ho boasted of the peorfcst organization and
tbe immense materisl development in churches,
clergy, colleges, &3.

1t o happens that a copy of the Hamilton
Spectator, a Canadian newspaper, of March 18th,
1840, has jist come into our hands, giving an
aceount of anothoer interview had with Cardinal
Manning, the iavoured interviewer on this
occasion being Bishop Dowling, a Roman
Catholio prelate of that place. Bishop Dowling
wag preaching on 8¢, Patrick’s, in St. Patriok’s
Church, Hamilton, The buiiding “ was crowded
to the doors, and standing room wus not to be
had.” ~ At the conclusion of tho Mass, Dr. Dow-
ling asconded the pulpit and preached & remark-
able discourse on ‘‘ Poor Ireland,” The part
of the Bishop's sddress, bowever, which is of
infportance in connection with Cardinal Mao- |
ning's reported speesh with the Pall Aall Ga- |
zette interviewer is the following statemont:
“ When I was in Eogland,” said his Lordship,
# 1 was honored with an inferview with Car~
dinal Marning, axd I asked him, ‘Are your
congrogations mostly English?’ ‘1 assure
yon,’ he said, ‘ my dear Bishop, that eighteen
out of twenty of my people are Irish, and were
it not for the Irish people there would be no need
of ﬁriest: or bishops in Engiand.""”

ow here, to use 8 vulgar phrase, the candid
Cardinal * let the cat out of the bag.” All the

Cavdinal Manning oonfessod to the Pall Mall
Gazetle intorviower that thore were only one
and a-half millions of Roman Catholios in Eog-
land, and he confessed to Bishop Dowling that
oighteen out of ninetcen of his people were
Irigh, and that were it not for the Irish people
there weuld be no noed of priests or bishops in
Eogland, Taking into account the United
Kingdom, it i evident from statistios given on
Romun Catholio authority that that Church has
not grown with the growth of the population,
In 1801, when the population of the United
Kingdom was 16,345,645 the Church of Rome
estimated her numbers as fally one-third, or
5 448,000, whereas now, with a population of
39,000,000, shoe only returns 5.641000. De-
duoting the number of foreign Roman Catholios,
estimated at over ono million—an elemont thay
was almost entirely absont in 1801—it follows
that the actual number of native Roman Cath-
olicg in the United Kingdom, is actually less
than it was at the boginning of the century,
although the population has more than doublod,
—Irish Ecclesiastical Gazetle.

¢ And farther resolved, that thisresolution be
communioated by the Secretary to Mrs. George
M. Armstrong and Mra, Charles S. Medley
reapeotivaly,

And ‘ Resolved, that this Synod deeply la-
ments the recent death of E. B. Chandler, Ksq.,
who, having taken & deep interest in the form.
ation of this Synod, and been for many years a
lay delegate thereto, was well known to all its
older members as a courteous gentleman and
zealous Churechman ;

¢ And farther resolved, that a. copy of this
resolation be forwarded by theSecretary to the
widow of deceased, with whom the Synod
sincerely sympathises in her bereavement,’

A committee was appointed to ascertain the
cost of the incressing expenses of the
Provincial Synod, for & share of which the
Diocese was assessed and to report at the nexf
meeting of this Synod.

A discussion followed upon & motion sffirm-
ing the evils mrising from the traffic in intoxi.
cating liguor, andresolving that all Legislatures
on the subject of liquor traffic should tend to
its restriction, and at the hour of noon adjourn.
ment the discussion was in progress,

The discussion was continued in the after.

noon, several members of Synod strongly ob-
jecting to the oconsideration of matters non-
ecclesiasticul; doubting too the wisdom of
interforing with tho legislation of the country,
The mattor engaged tho attention of the Synod
for the larger part of the afternoon, several
amendments being moved, .but was finally con-
tinued until the 4:h inst,
N Daring the afternoon the committes reported
ag to the delegation to the Conference on the
amalgamation of the Church and resommended
as clerical delegate, that the Right Raov. the
Bishop Coadjutor with the Revs. J, M. Daven-
port, J. Roy Campbell, O, 8. Newnham, as
substitutes ; and as Lay delegates, Sir John
Callin, with C. W. Welden, W. M. Jarvis and
C. N. Vroom as substitates, and their recom-
mendation wus accepted. The Hom, D. L.
Hannington and the Rev. Canon Brigstocke are
the Provincial Synod representatives for the
Diooese of Frederioton.—

On the morning of the 4:h a notice of motion
was given for noxt session in regard to section
1 of Art. 2 of the Constitution as to lay repro-
gentation in the Synod, and several committees
having been appointed, the temperance question
was again taken up, when Dr, Weldon moved :

At the afternoon session the usual votes of
thanks were passed, and the subject of the pro-
posed Ladies’ Collegiate Academy at Windser,
being broughi forward by the Rev. J. Roy
Campbell. A resolution approving of the
scheme was carried and & committee appointed
for its furtherance,

Owing to the small attendance the consider-
ation of the report of the Sanday School Com-
mittee was not proceeded with and the recom-
mendations contained, in it stand as notices of
motion for next session,

These recommendations are as follows :

1. The annual examination of the children
on the lessons of the year and the giving of
prizes {0 the most successful,

2. Some scheme by which every Sanday
school in the Diocese should use the same lesson
paper.

3. Organization of weekly teachers’ meetings,
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4. The centralization of Sanday school work
nnder & Dioceean Arsociation with examination
for teachers snd Diocesan irspection,

5. Stirring addresses by some laymon and
clergymen appointed to visit the Diooese.

6. The formation ofa Diocesan Sunday school
organization,

7. The Synod should make 8. 8. work of
greater importandce in ite deliberations,

It would appear from the report of the Com.
mittee that making an estimate for the twenty
out of seventy parishes that failed to report
the total number of Sunday schools in the Dio-
cese was, during Iast year, 131, in which 674
teachers were employed, two thirds or more of
whom were females, and the total number of
scholars was 5 534,

A committee having been appointed {o raise
fonds necessary to deofray the expenses of the
delegstes to the Convention at Winnipeg, the
Synod was closed.

Church Bells says:—The Provost of Trinity
University, Toronto, the Rev. Dr. Body, has
obtained his interview withk Lord Knutsford,
and hae laid before him & memorial in answer
to the allegations made some time ago with

reference to the Musical Dagrees granted at
Teronto, The memorial, which now lies before
us, strikes us as heing abozt as conclusive an
overthrow of the original accusations as could
well bo imagined. Itwas said that the degrees
were granted oarclessly, on ipsofficient ex.
amination, It has been proved that they were
only given after the utmost care; and after
most rigid examination. Dr. Body's just but
severo remark that thirty per cent of the car-
didates who failed in the Toronto Musical
Examinations had obtained diplomas either
from the College of Organists or from Trinity
College, London, may be not flastering to Eng-
lish vanity, but it is a refutation of the charge
of laxity in the Toronto examinations, Some
persons in England have not scrupled violently
to attack the University at Toronto, with
which Dr. Body is conneoted. Surely such
must feel deeply ashamed of ithemsclves now.
Whatever they may say, Lord Knutsford said
last woek that there was no doubt of the bona
Jides of the Institution, and that & University of
such a standing as it possessed would not know-
isgly infringe the terms of its charter. Asto
what the terms of the charter are, that of
course the law officers of the Crown must
decide, Sir Horace Davey has already given
it a8 his opinion that Trinity University, To~
ronto, is well within ite right in all it has done
and is doing, Bat whatlever the Crown law-
yors may decide, this at least has now been
proved beyond dispute, that an attack which
was caloulated deeply to injure & Church Uni-

versity abroad has failed, and that its examina-
tions and its work are beyond say -tinge of
suspicion, The leaders of the attack ought
pow to make the amende honorable by apolo-
gising to Dr. Body. We hope that they will,

Two
children in spite of all that conld be done for
them, have also passed away, and the devotoed
wife who had shared his labors in Mission and
schools, has for years been an almost helpless
oripple frcm rhenmatism cansed by the olimate
of Sierra Leone, The word ‘almost’ is used
advisedly, for nothing but & strong determina
tion to use the ecant powers remaining to her
would make Mrs, Caiger anything but holpless.
As sho is lifted into her bed st night, s0 is she
found in the morning, uoable even to turn
round, Oncoe placed in her chair, with book
and work so arranged that by means of an in-
strument she can draw them towards her, and
with many efforts get pen, pencil, or needle
into position, there she ocoupies herself busily
for the good of others, How she accomplishes
50 much is her gwn beautiful secret and a Gad-
given will power blessed by Himself, Hundreds
of the Christmas letters to inmates of prison
and hospital are written by her, and many a
sum of money is earned laboriously by her
needle for the Mission ocause. The Church
Missionary Society in their appreciation of her
own, and of her hasband's services, desire her
to accept frora them rneans to provide ber with
every alleviation of her lot, but she will take
only what juet ¢ suffices for hor necessities aud
nothing beyond,’ that more may remain for
those still able to work in the Mission fields of
the world. ,

The effort being made in Canada for the edu-
cation of the children of its Missionaries. has
touched & kindred chord in this noble woman’s
loving beart, and she writes that she is watch-
ing and praying for ifs succoss.

Dear 8ir: I beg to congratulato the Canadian
Church on her proposed offort in behalf of tho
education of her Missionaries’ children, Iknow
experimental.y the comfort and blessing of the
care extended in this direction, to the children
of those on foreign service, in connection with
the English Church Missionary Society, in
whose excellent * Home' no less than 100
children aro maintained and educated, from
four to sixteen years of age, provided the
parents are willing to entrust them to their
care,

You may judge, what a strain and anxiety is
lifted from & mother’s hesrt by such a recogni-
tion of the children’s claima; and how thank:

MoONTAEAL.—Grace Church.—The work of
the Church in this parish seoms to be progress-
ing not only satisfactorily but beyond expeota-
tion, We understand that there are now two
Mission scrvices csrried on independently of
those in the parish Church, and two Sunday
sohools. We learn that & Sunday or two sgo
there were nearly 500 children in attendanve at
~the Psrish Church Sunday schocl, and sbout
160 more are enrogistered on the roll books of
the Misaion schools. This certainly augurs
well for the future prospority and extension of
the Church in this parish, and reflects great
credit not only upon the Rector, but upon the
uble staff of Liay assistants at his back.

Tgre Diocese, wa fear, does not get that credit
for its contributions towards outside work
whioh it should. For ipstance wo noticed s
few days ago in tho Algoma News acknowledg-
menis of divers large sums of money received
from members of the Churoh in the Diccese of
Mountreal, smounting to nearly $2,000, and
which we understand wero nct reported to the
Tremsuror or Secrotary of Syncd, and conse-
qnently do not appear in tho sums contributed
by the Diocese for this work, We are inclined
to think that this is not an exceptional case,
and that in other instances where speciai ap-
poals have beon made the resulis bave not
always been communicated to tho offizers of
Synod, slthough we believe there is & rule of
that body in force to the effect that sll monies
80 received and colleoted shall be reported as
s condition of the appeal being allowed by the
Bishop.

Bazasars, oyster suppers, pew rents, and many
other honest business schemes, hava their con-
scientions advooates, Bat ara they not modern
and homan devices ; humiliating alike to all
concerned in buying and eolling under the false
colors of religious giving? God’s good old
way, the Bible plan, is best: “ Upon the first
day of the woek let every one of you lay by
him in store, as God hath prospered him.”

In the desire to help to eduoate public opirion
on Christian giving the parish vestries are new
sending out literatare bearing upon the weekly
offertory.

DIOCESE OF QU'APPLLLE.

Sgnop MENTING.

Tho Synod of the Dioscse was held on Taes-
day, June 3rd, at Rogina. There wore present
sixtoon out of the eighteen Clergy of the Dio-
cese, and fifteon out of the twenty-seven cleoted
Lay Representatives,

The Bishop, in his opening address, after
briefly alluding to the death of two members of
Syned, Mr, Leslie Gordon and Mr, R. Dundas
Strong, the former of whom had sat aa & mem-
ber of the Synod ever since the formation of a

subjoots :

1. Religious education, chiefly in connection
with the opening of St John's College School
under tho chargo of the Rev. W. Nioolls,

2, The statistios of tho Diocese, of which
wo give asummary below,

3. The consolidation of the Church in British
North America.

4 The Church principlo with regard to ap-
pointment to the Cure of souls.

The must important subjects brought before
the Synod for disorssion were :

1. The Consolidation of tho Church in British
North America, on the report of a committee
appointed last year to consider the subject. On
this subject the Synod passed the following
resolntions—

1, That it adopts the recommendation of the
Committee. ‘Thst ihe most desirable method
for tho consolidation of the Church in British
North America would be the formation of One
Provine: to embrace all the Dioceses.’

2. ‘That failing the attainment of this, the
Synod adopts the salternstive scheme recom-
mended by the Committee,

Mr, Fisher and Rev, J. P. Sargent, were ap-
pointed delegates at the Conference at Winni
peg, to consider this subject.
~1I. The establishment of an Endowment
Fund for Clergy in the Diocese. This also
was on thercport of 8 committee. The Bishop,
while in England, was offered £200 as a
nucleus for such a fund, and the Synod, last
yoar, gave an instruction to the KExeoutive
Committoe to consider how the Fund could
beet be organized. The Synod adopted all the
rocommendations of the Committee, which
were a8 follows:

1. That a separato Fund be at once opened,
to be called ‘The Qu'Appelle Diocese Clorgy
Endowment Fund.'

2, That the said Fund be under the control
of the Exeontive Committes of the Diocess,
who shall invest all morey received for the
game in substantial securities, and use the in-
torest only. ’

3, T hat for the present, and until the Exe-

cutive Committee\ s,hall consider that the

Synod in the Diocese, deslt with the following

amount is sufficient to make more definite ur.
rangements therewith, it shall be devoted to
the general assistance of providing Clergy
stipends, :

4 That (whereas it is right that the Diocese
should itself help in this work, and it is well
that it shomld be commenced at once,) euch
Distriot ba asked to aontribute to this Fand 2
peor cont. of tho gross amoust raised thersin an.
uually for locsl purposes, or a special offartory ;
the slternative to be decided by the vestry at
Taster,

5, That one tonth of the interest of the said
Fund be devoted to the Endowment Fand of the
Bishopric until the Endowment Fand produces
the amount of $3 500 snnually.

6. That the Trustees who now hold the
£200 promised be requested to pay the same to
the Synod of this Diocese for investment in this
conntry, under the above conditions of trust.

7. That application be made to the Society
for Promoting Christian Knowledge for a Grant
in aid, g0 roon as the Fand amounta to £500,

8, That an appeal be made for the £300 need-
od to raise the Fand to the said £500.

IIL A Canon proposed by Mr, Fisher on the
gubject of the Appointment to Benefices and
other Cures of souls in the Diocese, The pro-
posed Canon was as follows:

¢ Qu the vacancy of any Raotory Incumbency
or Misgions within the Diccese, with the ox-
ception of Purishes or Missions sustained wholly
by grants from without the Diocese (the mode
of appointment to which shall remain as here-
tofore), the appointment to the vacancy shall
reat with the Lokd Bishop of the Diocese, it
being, however, provided that, before making
such appointment, the Bishop shall consult with
the Chnrohwardens and Lay Delegates of such
Parish or mission; provided also, that the
Parish or Mission may leave the Bishop to
make such appointment without consultation,’

An amendment was proposed by Mr. White,
of Moosomin, acting on on behalf of Judge
Wetmore, to adopt the plan now in use in the
Diocese of I'redericton. This scheme gave all
such apprintments into the hands of the parish-
ioners, on & vote of two thirds,

After s oonsiderable amount of disounasion, it
was suggested that the addition of the words
“and obtain the sanction of' after the worda
‘shail consull with’ would satisfy both sides. It
was felt that it wounld ba a vory great if
it was possible to obtain snything like a unan-
imous vote on such a subject, and as there
was little doubt that the requiring of the
Bishop to consult the Churchwardens and Lay
Delegates implied that he should not act
direotly contrary to their wishes, the smend-
ment was accepted by most of those in favor of
the original resolution, It was carried by both
Orders with very few dissentients,

IV. A report presented by the Church

‘Literature Commitiee was considered veory

meagre, snd it was only received, without
being adopted, Another committee was form-
ed, whioch it is hoped will go more fully into
the subject next year,

V. The Rev. L, Dawscn presented a report
from the Committee on Indian Work, from
whioh it apperred that while more interest bad,
it was hoped, been oreated in Indian work,
very little had been actually done beyond a few
districts having become responsible for the
olothing of some children (10) at our
sohools, and some sacks of old olothiag having
been sent to the reserves. Mr. Hardymsn, in
tie course of the debate on this question, sug-
geated that in each house & bag should be kept
for cast-off clothing, all kinds of which would
be most acceptable to the Indians,

In the evening, Evensong was said, as usual,
the Bizhop preaching on the mutual relations
of the Clergy and the Laity, pointing out that
the admission of the Laity to the Synods of the
Church was an innovation of very late origin.
and brought with it respousibilities of & very
serious character,
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The ladies conneoted with the Charch in
Regina invited the members of the Synod to
tea betwoen the close of the afternoon session
and the Service, and to & supper and social
entertainment afterwards, A most pleasant
evening was spent, .

On the day following the Synod the Cleray
met for special Services and conference. The
Services were: 8, Holy Communion, with ad-
dresses by the Bishop; 10:3), Matins, with
addresses by Rev. A Krauss; 2, Sarvice of In-
tercession; '7:30, Evensong, with address by
Rav. J. P, Sargent. .

Conferences were held in the moraing and
aftornoon The chief subjects discussed were :

1, The establichment of & branch of the
Chureh of Eogland Temperance Society in the
Diocese, The Bishop was asked to form such
a socioty, and to issue a pastoral to the Diocese
on the subject; and also to appoint a Sunday
on whioh this most important subject might
specially be brought before the people throngh.-
out the Diooese,

2, The Obeervanae of Rogation Days.

3, Communicants’ and Corfirmation classes,

4 Parochial Councils—oconsisting of all the
charchwsrdens within the different districts.

5. More frequent meetings of the clergy,
pither for spiritual refroshment or conference,
It was felt that while such meetings were most
desirable, and most helpful to the spiritual life
of the olergy, the present condition of the Dio-
oese rendered frequent meetings of such & char-
acter almost impossible. It was, however,
determined to endeavour to hold ore more susch
mecting in September. It is to be held, this
yoar, at the ipvitation of the Rev. A. Krauss,
at Whitewood, as being the most central place
for the majority of the olergy.

Many of the clergy afterwards stated that
the day had been one of much happiness and
help {o them, . '

DICCESE 07 BRITISH HONDURAS.
BELIZE,—THE SYNOD.—(Continued.)

SeoonD Dar.

The Synod was called to order by tho Assist-
aut Bishop at 5:30 p m, when the Special
Synod prayer wassaid by the Commissary, after
which the roll was called.

The minntes of yesterday's proceedings wers
read and oonfirmed.

The President said that he had intended to
have brought the question of ‘ finance’ before
the Synod, but would defer doing so until the
report of the Corporate body bad been presented.

The revision of Canons was then proceeded
with, The Synod adjourned at 8 p.m. for ten
minutes, and then resumed the Canone' revision,

The President mentioned thatin consequence
of duties which had been arranged for Wednes
day and Thursday, the consecration of St.
Mary’s, the annual Missionary meeting and the
United meeting of Diocesan Church Workers,
the Synod would be adjourned until Friday at
b o’clock,

Tho Synod then adjourned at 9 p.m.,, after
the Epircopal Benediotion had been pronounced.

Tarp Day,

On Friday March 31st, the Synod was called
to order at 5 p.m. by the President, after whioh
the Syncd Prayer was said and the roll called.

The minutes of Tuesday’s proceedings wore
road and confirnfed.

The Synod then proceeded with the revision
of Canons, Two new Canons were adopted,
one * of voluntary lay readers,’ the other of the
‘aggressive work of the Church,’ Two others
on Sundsy schools and Diocesan Statistics were
embodied in two old Csnons, The amended
Canons were accepled by the Symod, waiting
the formal acceptance of the acting Biskop of
the Diocese for formal adoption, and the fol-
lowing resolution was adopted : Resolution of

Synod March 2lat, 1890, adopting awended
Canons, ‘The amended declarations and
Canons now adopted by the Synod numbered
one to tweuty—ine are horeby adopted, and
ackoowledzed as lawfal and binding ordinaunces
of the Chureh of Eagland in British Hoadaras,
aand all Canons and psrmaneant rosolutions of
the Synod of the Church of Englaad in British
Hunduras, passed previously (o the twenty first
day of March, 1890, are hereby repoaled. save
and except such oontracts and doalinga as are
speoified in olause 6 of the Church of England
ordinance of 1883,

The Rev. F. R. Murray moved, that the
Canons &s now amended be submitted to the
aoting Bishop of the Diocese for his approval
which was seconded by the Houo, J. H. Phillips
and agroed to, The President thon informed
the Synod that progressive steps had boon made
with regard to the withdrawal of the monies
from the Saving's Bauk, and that he had that
day received a letter from the Colonial Soore-
targ upon the sabjsot, which his Lordship then
read,

The Hon. J. H. Phillips presented the roport
of the Corporate Body to Deo, 31st, 1839, which
nas adopted,

The question of Finanoce was then disoussed
at some length. The Rov. F. R, Murray then
proposed the following resolution relative to a
rosident Bishop, which was seconded by Me.
Carter and carried unanimonsly: ‘* Whoreus
varicus efforts bave been made from to time to
scoure a resident Bishop ia the Diocess of
British Honduras; and whereas these efforts,
notwithstanding the kind and warm advocaoy
of the same by the Lord Bishop of Jamaioa,
have g0 far been fraitless; and whereas, all the
neods and necesdities of a permanent resident
Bishop, whioh prompted the earlier efforte to

rooure the same, are increasing day by day.
Bo it resolved that this Synod once more make
an urgent appeal to the Archbishop of Canter.
bury the Metropolitan and Bishop of the Prov.
ince of the West Indies through the kind inter-
vention of its acting Bishop, the Lord Bishop
of Jamaics, to take the neceseary steps for the
procuring of finds a8 may tend to secure the
fulfilment of the object of tha resolution and
enable this Synod to proceed to the election of
a Bishop for the Diocese, who may live amongst
the people, and knowing their wants, may be
enabled to inaugurate such schemes and plans
whereby the best interests of the Church may
be fosterad and advanced,

Be it further resolved that a sub-committee,
to consist of the clerical and two lay members
of the Synod be now appointed to carry out the
wishes of the Synod, and to furnish tho Arch-
bishop of Oanterbury and the Motropolitan
with the claims of tho Dioocese which aotuate
the appesal, and the means by which the stipend
of such Bishop may be permanently secured,
and that this committec be and is now hereby
empowered to adopt such means a8 it members
jn their wisdom may deem advisable and expe-
dient, with the consent of the Acting Bishop.

The President then appointed the following
committee to prepare a statement of the finan-
oial proposals, &o., with regard to a resident
Bishop: Rev. F. R. Murray, Chairman ; Hon,
J. H.‘i’ iltips, Hon. B, Fairweather, Rev, L, A,
R. Swabey, Secretary.

The Secretary of the School Managing Com.
mittee, now ‘ The D.ocesan Education Board,’
prescnted and read a report which was received
and adopted.

The Seorotary of the Standing Committee
prosented the annual report, accompanied by
the financial statement to Deo. 31at, 1889, which
was also adopted,

The Hon, J. H, Phillips moved and seconded
the adoption of the following resolution, which
had been prepared by the Bishop’s Commissary
on behalf of Mr. R. W. Piockwood, who una-
voidably had been obliged to leave the city.

Wheress the nature and character of the
work of the Church in the Diocese of British

Honduras ia such a3 to need the services of
itenerants Missionaries to follow the mamboaes
of the Church to the various mahorany and
logwood worksin the intervior and on the banks
of the rivers where they reaide for cight or ning
months in the year, aud ave thus ont off for that
period from the ministrations of the Church,
carried on in the mors suttled plases; ang,
whoreas, on every side wishos are oxpraziod
and olaims urged that those, the sons and
dsughters of the Church may not be left oat in
the cold and be deprived so long cach year of
spiritnal oomforts and blessings.

Bo it resolved that this Synod do make an
urgent apponl to the Venerable Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel in forsigu purts that
its Committes may be lod to aid and assist the
Church in the Diocoese, whioch is entirely un-
supportoed from ontside its own bordors, with 8
grant of at least ono hundred and fifty pounds
storling for & period of five yoars in order to
enable the authorities of the Churoch to opon
three Mission stations by giving fifty pounds to
eaoh atation: to be sugmented from Dicoesan
and looal sonroces,

Bo it forther resolved that the Assistant
Bishop of Jamaioa now paying us an Episcopal
visitation be empowered to Iay our claims be-
fore tho Acting Bishop, so that his T.ordship
may forward this resolution with his warm and
hegrtfelt advocaoy to the venerable Saciety.

Tho President then stated that the business
of the Syncd had been progesded with s far as
possible; until the acting Bishop's sanstion
and consent had boen formally resaived for tho
business traunsacted, and that ho would now
deolaro the Synod adjourned de die in diem,

Boforo the Bonediction was pronounced, the
Rov. F, R. Murray asked permission to read an
address from the Synod of the Church of Eng-.
land in British Honduras to the Assist. Bishop,
who had so cffiviently and genially presided
over their deliberations, which was read
accordingly—to whioh the Bishop very feol-
ingly replied. ‘The HEpiscopal Benediction
having been pronounoced, the Synod then nd-
journed at 11:30 p.m.

Fourre Day,

Tho Synod mot under the presidency of tho
Rov, F. R. Murray, Bishop's Commirsary, who
aleo said the Synod Prayer, After theroll had
been called the Scoretary resd the minutes of

yesterday's prooeedings, which wereconfirmed,

The President read & lottor from the Aoting
Bishop confirming the acts anc. Canons as passed
snd adopted on the provious days of the Synod,
and expressing his Lordship’s willingness to
co-operate with the Synod in the attempt to
securo funds to onable a rosidont Bishop to be
olected, and of his willingness to interest the
S.P.G. to give an amount of money wheroby
two or three Missionaries may be aided, so that
cuisiations way have their spiritusl wants
gapplied. The Rev. F. R. Marray then pro-
sented the By-lawsrequired for the due working
of the Dircosan Home and Foreign Missionary
Socisty, all of which were adopted and only
wait the Bishop’s approval to he put into prac.
tice,

Tho work of tke Synod having boen com-
pleted, the President then bricfly addressed
tho Synod and congratulated them wpin
the good work dome, and hoped that their
words and actiora would be blest by God, and
cauge the work of the Church to grow aud iun-
oresse, and, after having signed the minutes,
he pronounced the Benediction, aund formally
closed the fourth sossion of the Synod of the
Church in Honduras.

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THE BIBLE.

Thero are those who are fond of telling us
that the Bible does not acknowledge the
smallest right of any body of people calling it—
solf tho Church to intorpret the Now Testa-
ment. Certainly; nor does it deny that right.
And such persons forget to remind their hoar-
ers of a further truth, that according to the
Bible itself, the Apostles never allow thoir
authority to be questioned ; that they never ap-
peal to the Scriptures when they would exhibit
tho faith, although they do use them for pur-
poses of illustration and tostimony, If the
argumenium e silentio is available for one side,
it is oqually available for the other, Nay,
even more 80; for the actual writings of the
New Testamont are composed in & groat moa-
suro of anthoritative etatements from the lips
of Bishops or other teachers who never even
ask their boarera to test their preached word
by any word written. The New Testamont
writings sro alive with personalities, and thoso
porsonalilies compose a Sooiety,

It was a saying of Dean Hook that if you
would onforce a {ruth you must reiterate, and
this will bo a sufficient exouse for emphasis we
have laid apon the idea of the Church. Oar
claim, thon, modest enovgh and not very
romarkable, ia to have exhibited the following
faots :—

1, That in order to eave tho word our Lord
deliborately formed a Sociely, separato and dis
tinot from the rest of mankind, to whom it was
5it;m to know the mysterios of the kingdom of

od.

2. That this Society was solemnly ordained
by Him, invested with tho gift of the Holy
8pirit, with power to pronounce absolution for
gin, and with a command to presch a definite
message.

3. That the Society fulfilled this command,
and that their converts recognised their author-
ity, bolioving their message simply on their

suthority, and remaining steadfastly in their
followahip, separation from which was called
gchism and regarded as sin,

4 That the process of writing camo after
wards by dogrees, and in most cases withont
either the appearance or pretension of system,
and that the written message was & fragment
of tho preached message, which was a whole.

Those, then, who make much of the Biblo
are inconsistent unless they also make much of
thea Churoch., O! course, our Lord might have
Himself written the New Testament ard in-
vested it with & self-consciousness and a power
to speal for itself; but where is the evidence
that He has done 8o, or that He intended others
todoso? :

Lord Grimthorpe says that the Ritualists
evidently feel that the Bible is against them.
Thoy may bhe left to answer for themselves
But, in any oase, the Bible is equally agsinet
Lord Grimthorpe, for where the Church takes
the Bible at its word, a8 in the Visitation
Office, it becomes an offence in his eyes, He
referred to this office in his opening spcech at
the Protestant Churchmen’s Alliance; but he
was careful to omit words which, if any, carry
with them the whole idea of a visible Church
with a divinely imparted authority. Is it not
simply true that our strong Protestant friends
absolutely give that Visitation Service tho cut?
Let these words of absolution be plainly faced :

¢Onr Lord Jesus Christ, Who hath left power
to His Church to absolve all sinners who truly
ropent and believe in Him, of his great mercy
forgive thee thine offences; and by His suthor-
ity committed to me, I absolve thee from all
thy sins, in the pame of the Father, and cf the
Son, and of the Holy Ghost.’

It is quite evidomt, then, that the Anglican
Church olaims for her ordained priests a share
in tho authority committed to the first Apos—
tles, And those who shut both eyes when they
come to that passsge are not quite the men to
lecture others on the duty of obedience to the
Prayer-book, As for the remark that the Visi-
tation Office follows up the absolution with
o prayer showing that forgivencss is con-
ditional depending on the sincerity of the
sinner’s repentance, what is that to the
purpose T For in the Roman Church, though
there may be some who do not know it, the only
indispensable condition of pardon is an ‘inward
dispoeition. and not an ontward act,” Aud the
Saoraments ‘corvey no saving grace to the
unworthy receiver. If, them, the principle
and duty of fellowship, the fact of unity which
moang infercommunion, and the exercize and
acknowledgemont of authority, are realities of
the first age, and if, as the Guardian reminds
we, ‘individualism bas been the ruin of the
seots, as well as the cause of their endless
multiplication’ in 1he ages that have followed,
those who yearn for reunion, seeking points of
agreement rather than points of difference, and
claiming their share and place in the Holy
Church throughout all the world, are not open
to the oharge of oonepiracy, nor of being
inventors of a new theory. They aresimply
building upon &an original tact.

_ Moreover, apart from this original fact, noth-
ing, as it has been often observed, oan atlain to
groatness in this world bat in society, and our
own age is alive with evidences of this trath,
In the religious sphere the advanced party
forme iteell into the English Church Usnion,
and the party of the Low Church into the*Pro-
testant Churchmen’s Alliance,’ Laborers who
cry out for shorter hours ignore nstionality,
and sirike, not as individuals, but as & body ;
and 88 a body they make themselves heard.
And in the sphere of politics, Liberals and Con-
servatives drop their differences ard unite to
preserve the integrily of the Empire, It was
this principle of unity, realised in & visible
society, whioch gave to the Church its irresist
ible power in the early centuries, and the
attompt to ignore it has been a fruitful source
of weakness in our own.—.Y; in Church Bells.

GIVING: SYSTEMATIC OFFERINGS
AND LARGE INDIVIDUAL GIFTS,

And now, since our wise General Seoretary
has saved you from a ¢ Hydra” by prescribing
only two heads to my discourse, my second
ghall be my last, namely, “Giving: large
individual gifts.”

If the small gifts which are all that most
of us can offer bring to us such happiness, how
blessed ought those to be who out of their
abondance are epabled to give noble sums into
the Lord’s treasure-honse. That one may build
a chapel, or endow a hospital, or & school, or &
scholarship, or send & missionary as a sub-
stitute for personal work in the field, or uso
any of the thousand methods which suggest
themselves to the-wise hearted, must indeed be
canse for devoutest gratitude to God.

Yet again we must complain, “ Why is this
not oftener done "' Wher to those who have
srught first the Kingdom of God and His
righteousness has been fnlfilled the promise of
the added * sll things of this world,” why are
not more of these consecrated to the Master's
porvice than tho mere tithe, or & portion which
will never bo missed? If ope be worth mil-
lions of ‘money esn any need of household or
kindred demand them all? Yet what wounld
one million not accowplish if given to the
Board of Missions or its hand-maid, the
Woman's Auxiliary ?

BANNS OF MARRIAGE,

The public notice of marriage to be contraot-
ed is traced back in France and England to the
twelfth and thirteenth centuries, In England
it is known a8 oarly as A, D, 1200 to bave
been given throe times, as now. A ocanon to
that effoct was passed in the Synod of West
minster, under Hubert Fitzwalter, Archbishop
of Canterbury (Johnson's Canons, ii. 91), In
1322, a oonstitation of Archbishop Walter
Reynolds ordered the banns to be on threo
Sundays, or holy-days, distant from one an-
other (a 2e distantibys); on which, William
Lyndwood (Bishop of St. David's, 1444) notes,
in his ‘Provinoiale,’ that it seems one day at
least between them; and adds that he thinks
three fast-days running, as in Easter or Whit-
sun Week, will do ; because to be distant is the
same as to differ, or to be removed, and if three
fagt-days come running, they so differ that one
of them is not another. Bat all room for this
little bit of oaenistry is removed by the
‘Sarum Manual,’ which provides, in so many
words, that there musi be one common day be
tweed the feast-days, Following the Saram
use, holy-days as well az Sondays were mon-
tioned in all our reformed prayer-books, includ
ing the one of 1662, that now in use; and it is
without the least authority that the rabrio was
altered by the printers, about 1509, a8 it now
commonly stands. The time for banns, in the
Sarum use, was during the Mass, and 1n agree-
ment with this, all our books directed and
direct that it is to be during the Communion
Service, before the Offertory sentences ; but the
above mentioned printer's alteration has swept
this too away, and substituted * after the sccond
lesgon.! The history of this is that the Act of
26 George IL. (commonly known as Lord Hard-
wicke's) provided this as the place for banns
in the Evening Survice, for which no previous
provision had ever been made, and that it was
construed to extend to the DMorning Service
also, But it has been held ap by Lord Mans.
field and by Baron Alderson (1856) that this is
& wrong construction, and that the time for
banns in the Morning Service is still regulated
by the rubric, and is therefore before the offer-
tory mentences, With regard to the former
point, whether holy.days as well as Sundays
are still available for banns, the case is differ-
ent; for though it has never heen raised or de-
oided, and though it may seem &t firat gight to
stand on the same footing, the Act 4 George
1V. distinotly provides that banns shall be pub-
lished on three Sundays. and that other rules of
the rabrio not hereby aliered shall be duly ob-
getved. An Actof Parliament is geverally hold
to supersede the rubric, and the decision of
Lord Mansfield and Baron Alderson was not
opposed to this principle, but simply declared
that the Act, being capable of a construction in
sgreement with the raprio, was to receive such
construction. -The latter act, 6 and 7 Will. IV,
which confirms ¢all the rules prescribed by the
rubrio,’ refers, not to the publication of banns,
but to the actual solemnization of marriage.
The object of this publication of banns, it can
not be denied, is publicity; as the Sarum book
has it, ‘ when the greater multitude of people
shall be present’ In England the greater
multitude are now present at Morning prayer,
and when Lord Manpsfield and Baron Alderaon
gaveo their decisions, this was aimost invariably
followed by the Communion Service, so that
the greatest publicity was still attained ; but it
is not now attained by publishing banns at an
early celebration, when (atleast in the country)
a dozen at most may be present,—J'rom ¢ The

PAROCHIAL,

When a man says ¢ my Church " ho usually
means the parish in which hoe has an interest,
and not the Church to which he “belongs.”

It puts the Father away, enthroned
in impenetrablo mists ; it divides the Kingdom
against itself and kills true loyalty and patriot-
ism; it abolishes the Holy Spirit and makes
the brothorhood of man & theory. It shows
itself in littleness, in envy, hatred and malice
and all uncharitabloness, It provents groat
movements because it stands in the way of
unit.d sotion. It destroys Christian fraternity
and distorts Christian living., It is a contradioc-
tion in our lives to what we profess with our
lips; and it gives great occasion for scoffing
and unbelief. It is the internal seofarisnism of
the Church.

Away with it! The parish is but an accident,
and the Diocose a convenience, Our citizenship
is in Heaven, in that heavenly Kingdom which
Joaus set up on ocarth, whore bounds neither
the limits ot earth nor the swvep of ages oan
compass. Men of the Churoh, awake! Lift up
your eoyes and look upon your inheritance.
Glory in your citizenship in Christ's Kingdom,
and that whole-hearted loyalty to the King and
sound-minded patriotism for His Kingdom will
make you true to the smaller daties of tho dio-
cese and the parish, unto which state of life it
hath pleased God to csll you.—8¢ Andrew's
Cross.

A MEMBER UF CHRIST,

You are *“a member of Christ”” Consider
what that mesns, It expresses the condition
of one who is spiriiually as much a part ot
Chbrist's body, as physically your hand or your
foot is part of your body. Its lifo depends upon
its connection with the living body ; separated
from it, it is a dead thing, It is protected by
it; all the body is engaged for the protection
of every limb; all it wisdom and power are
exercised to save oven your liitle finger from
harm, You sparo no pains to protect it from
injury, and to heal it if injured. Would you
lose it? Would you let it be cut off? Never,
if you could help it; never so long a8 it were
possible to save it. All moansand offorts would
be exhausted firat,

See in all this a pioture of your privileges as
a “member of Christ,”” You live in Him;

However feeble
and insignificant you may be in yourself, He
will spare no pains to save you 1 tho utter-
most, Give yon up? How can He give you
up while your salvation is possible?

Does He not love yom with
s love 80 deop that when you were a sinner He
died for you ? You are His own, and where Heo
puts you forth He goes before you. Who, then
can harm you? .

Are you trusting in this your Saviour, and
yet afraid to confess Him, afraid to meet the

world as His disciple ? Think, then, of being
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“g member of Christ,” Consider how you
love, cherish, protect, your own members,
however feeble. Axnd see tho cheering picture
of the way in which the Lord Jesus Christ
loves, cherishes, protecis you. .

THE CHINESE AND CHRISTL
ANITY IN HAWAIL

BY THE BEV. H, H,-QOWEN,
[Continued ]
The answor is with ourselves, only

it may seem strange that while the
Chinese immigration (withont reck:
oning the influx of Japagesc) has
been a factor in the h's'ory of these
jelands for the last twenty years, no
further monotary provjsion has been
made by the Church than was made
for the carrying on of the work
among the native Hawaiians, .

(ii ) Thus China in its dispersion
is influencing the world. Influence
must be met by influence, action by
counteraction, nnd the ounly way to
meet.this encroachment of heathen
ism is to advance upon heathenism
with the Gospel of Christ. For God
with irial gives grace sufficient to
moet the trial, and the same circum.-
stances which are designed to pro-
mote the extension of Chinese infln-
ence seem desigred in His provid-
ence, to supply the means of influ-
encing China for Him,

Here the Chinese immigrants have
all the conditions which may make
ihe Gospel accepted by them. Itis
to be feared that in Avstralia and
America the struggle for eXistence
i8 too severe to give them a pause
jn life to realise their thirst of soul.
In pome countries, alas| the troat-
ment they havo received at the
hands of mobs has been such as fo
make them roceive the Gospel as
Browning's Jews in ¢ Holy Cross
Day.' Hers, at least, they have
hitherlo received the meed of hum-
anity, and the conditians of lifo in
these beutiful isles have never been
gufficiently hard altogether to ma‘e.
rialise and brutalize them,

The Church of Christ has, I firmly
belieyo, an opportunity here which
only our own faithlossness can make
of no avail. 1In olden times this was
tho golution ¢f the problem which
the tottering of civil sation and the
advance of barbarism presented to
men's minds, It was, ¢ Church of
Christ, invade the invaders; with
the leaven of the Gospel of Christ
makos the threatened danger a prin-
ciplo of rejuvenation !’

The British Church made little
offort to convert the Saxons, there-
fore her cand!estick was removed
out of its place. Alfred, the Saxon,
not only conquered ihe Dane but
converted him, and the Anglo Saxon
lives to be the heir of tho future.

‘When Gregory longed to transform
his ¢ Angli’ into * Angeli,’ his eiti-
zons of wrath inio the heirs of
heaven, he could never have dreamed
of the results with which his mission
would bo fraught. Who can say
but that the pluntation labourers
who now are members of a Celestial
Empire, go called in the languago of
flattory or bonstfulness, may not by
the eftorts of the Christinn English
be made very inheritors of the celés.
tial city, which is not only change-~
less, but incorruptible ? May God
help us to stamp with the image of
Christ the race which has beforo it
s0 undoub:edly a future of enormous
mngnitude!

Itis a very commonly express:d
opinion that the Chinamen is im-
pervious to the influence of Chris-
tianity, and that he is lacking con
gpicuously in the religious faculty,

My own experience leads me to
a directly opposite conclusion. I
admit that the conversion of the
Chinese is, and must be, exception-
ally slow, yeb the slowness is full of
proof to me that the Ch’naman
a’cepts Christiauity not merely as a
profession but ss a life. He will not
profess what he is not determined to
Jive, and I would rather have ten
such than a thousand professors,
accepting Christianity on impulse,
or a8 the result of emotion, without
any real conviction to give stab lity
to the future, The history of
Christ'anity shows, I believe, thit
conversions of individual men and
wowen have been in the long run
more relisble and more Pproductive
than the conversions of large bodies
of mon or of nations simultaneously,
and I fancy that the few Chinese in
Honolaln now Christians will do
ipfinitely more for the future of
Christisnity than tho Hawaiians who
gave in go readily to the now
Evangel,

Again, it must be remembered that
there are great difficnlties aris ng in
great part from the very best pon's
in the Chinese character, the love of
parents and obedience to law, Even
a dead croed when it is plucked u
brings with it living fibres of the
heart, and few know what o fiery
trial the love of heathen father or
mother has proved to many a man
longing for baptism, or how often it
bas prompted the fatal * by and by’
which we hear 20 commonly, The
tyranny of secret societiss, foo, is
respons blein s large measure for
the meshes in which a heathen finds
himself entangled.

But when all these difficulties have
been considered we find that the
‘prishna,’ or thirst of the soul, is as
inhorent in the soul of the Chinaman
ag in that of the Saxon or the Latin -
It was indeed in the Celestial Em-
pire, as in India, that the populace,
the * weary and heuvy laden’ of the
crowded East, folt the thirst so keenly
that they nccepted the DBuddha's
solution, the oternal quiescence of
the *glad city of peace ‘—* Nirvana.’
The ionging for Nirvana is the frait
of * prishna.'

At one of them —held at the Church
House, Westminster—the Bishop of
London expressed himself in favor
of encouraging the formation of
Bands of Hope among children ; at
tho other—held &t Sien C.lloge—
the Dake of Westminster reforred
a8 & goneral impression, rather than
as an ascertained faot, to the spread
of intemperance, among women,
and condomnod the tradivg indrink
by grocers. The C.E.T.S. in re-
tolving to devote itself in future
more particnlarly to this work is
well advised. It is & form of ac-
tivity from which nothing but good
results ean acorue,—CAurch Bells.

Philadelphia Press (Rep.), July
2.—~Btatistics oxhibit an incressing

oonsumption of intoxicating liquors
in the French capitsl, with & oor-
responding multiplication of the
resultant evils, Within the Iast
thirty years, the consumption has
been trebled, and inthe past decade
doubled. As the result of this
enormous amount of liquor con-
sumed, crime, disonse, insanity and
puicide have alarmingly incroased,
This is & sad picture. Paris has
enough of domoralising agencics
without this demon of intemper-
ance working hor physical, mental
and moral destruction.

Pall Mall Gazette, London, June
25.—The Temperance Party has
good reasom to fool proud thkis
morning. They have killed the
principle of Componsation, They
have defeated Mr. R'tchio and Mr,
Gorsohen,  Twioce, therefore, has
the Temperanco Party triumphed
over oven the strongest goverr-
merts, and the most powerful ic-
torests, It is a groat viotory ; full
of encouragomont not for the Tem
perance advocates only, bat for all
causcs which have moral convic-
tions behind them.

Prohibition in main is very leosely
enforced. Of couvge it is; the
columns of The Voice have time
and again furnished ample evid~nce
of that fact.

The very fact
that with the law enforocement in
Maine, the law has succeeded as it
bas in checking drinking so that
there is not, according to Neai Dow,
one-twentieth as muoh liquor drank
a8 before the law was passed, is the
best kind of a vindication of the
law. What wounld it nof do, if it
had behind it & party determined on
its enforocement ?
