It would have been issued sooner, but

that the tranguility of the Moly See had been sadly

disturbed by the revolutionary changes which had

invaded almost all the countries of Europe, and had

obtained o temporary success in Rome itsclf.

For nearly three ceuturies Ingland had been de-

prived of the glory and strength of her Catholic

Hierarehy., The suceession of the old Catholic

Bishops tuiled at the death of Bishop Watson, in the

26th vear of Llizabetl’s riign. Yrom that time

delegates, or vicars, had been appointed by the Holy

Sece to govern the Churchin the Pope’s name.  Dur-

ing some time, when persccution was hottest, they

were not even invested with the episcopul order, but
wore merely priests,  As the sky cleared, and some

measure of toleration was obtained, these viears

wure of the episcopal order; but they had no inherent
authority, and were removable ab wvill, They were
without corporate crganization, local superior, and
power of synodal activn, They derived their titles
from ancicnt sees in the Fast, where the sword of
Mahomet had extirpated the fellowers of Christ.
Every good Catholic felt that they existed but for a
scason, and that cither the faith would be altogether
extinguished in England, or the old order of Bishops
would return, perhaps, to fill the vacant and time-
Tonoured sees, Nevertheless,reign after reign suceeed-
ed,and the scattered remnant of the Catholic flock was
still ruled by the Archpriests or Vicars-Apostolic.
During forty years after the death of Watson, Bishop
of Lincoln, in 1384, the fuithful, exposed to bitter
persecution, were deprived of. the saerament of con-
firmation, and of other cpiscopal rites. Dr. George
Blackwell was appointed Archpriest, with certain
administrative powers, in 1593." He, in turn, wag
succecded by Dr. Birkhead, also an Archpriest, after
the death of Queen Elizabeth; and i?) July, 1615,
the 12th year of the reign of James L., Dr. Harrison
was appointed the third Archpriest. Lo have ereat-
ed a Bishop, or c¢ven a Vicar-Apostolic at the time,
would have been a dangerous step.

death, If. however, a single prelate -wero commis-

'1623, Dr. William Bishop was consecrated Bishop of
Chalcedon, and received ample faculties as Viear-
Apostolic. Bishop Smith succeeded him in 1625,
just as Charles I. mounted the throne. The latter
years of his life were spent in exile, and when he
died in 1658, two years before the restoration, therd
was @ vacancy for thirty years, leaving the Catholics
in a dreary end desolate condition till the reign of
James I1. There was a strong desive amony some
of thew in 1688 to Lring about the establishinent of
a regular Hicrarchy, Lut there were insuperaply
difficnlties in the way ; and it was some satisfiction
to them to have succeeded, at Ieast, through his
Mujesty’s goed will, in obtaining the division of
‘Tngland into four Vieaviates-Apostolic. Dr. Ley-
burn’s appointment as Viear-Apostolic is matter of
listory ; and, though James was soon after compell-
ed to pay the penalty of much imprudence, and to
vacate thie throne, the Church continued to be gov-
cined from ihat time until the year 1840 by four
Vienrs-Apostolie. At that date the four vicatiates
were divided anew into eight, but Doth the clergy
unel the Inity embraced every occasion of making
known at liead-quarters their ceamest desire of
pussessing a regular Hierarchy.,  The present Bishop
of Birmingham was foremost amongst *those who
negotiated this importang matter, und he has furnish-
ed us with a detailed account of hLis proccedings
from first to last. In recommuending the division of
England into twelve episcopal sees, the congregation
of the Propogunda had specinl regard to that letter
whicl was addressed to 5, Angustine by 8. Gregoty
the Great, in which the Pope contemplated erceting
an Archicpiscopal Sce in London, with twclve
sullragans, and propesed to create a second at York,
with other twelve suffragans at o future time. Dut
the point to which particalar attention must here be
drawn in this—that while conferring on twelve
bishops the titles of certain sees, the Holy Father
was most caveful to avoid all collision with English
law.

But inScptember,
1850, the hioly father, Leing reinstaterd in his rights,
and supported in Bome Ly the presence of Irench
troops, the obstacles to the promulgation of the
decree fov the Hierarchy were removed.  Dr. Wise-
man had been ereated o cardingl, and there was no
precedent for a cardinal being  Viear-Apostolic, nor
any wish to establish one. His Eminence was,
tlicrefore, made the first Arehlishop of Westminster,
with twelve suffrazan Bishops, according to theplan
originully projected by S. Gregory the Great. The
apostolic lctters establishing the Hicrarchy wure
promulgated on the 29th of September, and were im-
medistely met by a storm of agitation, as unexpected
as it was noisy und absurd. It remuing to be scen
whether the Catholics of England will ever again e
exposed to so insane an assanit; but, in the meantime,
it serves them as a lesson and warning nof to trust
too confidently to the friendly assurances of those
who may be in power.

NLEWS OF THE WEEK.

The political news from Europe is of little
interest, The Prince’s convaleseence progresses
rapidly, and all ansiety about his health is at
an end. On the other hand, small-pox is be-
coming epidemic all over the world, and is
raging with much intensity both in the British
Islands, and on the Continent, .In London the
mortality by small-pox has risen from au aver-
age of about 600 per v to 8,000 but it
is stated that of the cascs that have terminated
fatally, not thrce per eent. had ever been vae-
cinated even in vouth. This shows that vac.
cination, even it it assure not¢ an immunity
from the pest, greatly inereases one’s chanees
of safety, and as a gencral rule guarantees a
mild attack, even in these cases whercin it has
failed as a perfect prophylactic. ’

In Dublin the discuse las razed with much
intensity, and indeed all over Ircland. Ttis
reported by telegram that in conscquence, His
Eminence the Cardinal Archbishop of Dublin
has issued a Pastoral Letter in which he, for
sanitary reasons, gives dispensation frown the
obligation to abstain from flesh meat on Fri-
days.

The sudden and violent outbreak of a disease
which for many years had almost disappearcd,
is generally attributed to the negleet of the pre-
caution of vaceination. Of course on this mat-
ter, as on so muny others, opinions greatly vary;
but certain facts scem to be strongly in favor
of vaccination at present. It is certaiu for in-
stanee, that when, ns was the case some fifty
years ago, the practice of vaccination was more
prevalent than it is at preseat, small-pox was a
dizease of which in England one rarely heard;
it is also certiain that those who have been
vaccinated, are less liable to cateh the dicease,
and if they do take it, 2s a generyl rule, they
take it im 2 milder form,

The course of truelove never yet ran smooth.
Even in theraptures of theirlioneymoon, Russiz
and the U. States scem to have discovered to
their cost the truth of this uadagc; and hot
angry words, in licu of amorous dalliance, are
now passing betwixt them. Minister Cutacazy,
whose impertincot interference in the domestic
affairs of the country to which he was acere-
dited, gave great offence to President Grant, is
i would seem countenanced by bis own govern-
ment. Matters have gone so fur thut interrup-
tion of diplomatic intercourse betwixt the two
.gountries is spoken of. There is still much
tnlk of war with Spain, in the U. States; and
if the latter do not make the demanded apology
for the outrage on the Floridu, hostilities may

soon break out.

PASTORAL LETTER OF THE RT. REV. JOIIX

WALSH, D.D. BISHOP OF LONXDON. TO THE

CLERGY AND LAITY OF THE DIOCESS, ON

CATHOLIC EDTCATION,

The Catholics of U. Canada have good cause
to thank God for the vigilunt pastors whosa it
has pleased Him to set over them; aud parti-

Holy Father the Pope, therefore the Canadian
4 Iierarchy in sacred synod assembled, have
utterly denounced and condemued these schools,
as. altogether dangerous to faith and morals.
This has imposed a solemn obligation on all
Catholic parents and guardians, not- to allow
their children, or those in their charge, to
attend thesc permiciods iustitutions, but to
cstablish and support such separate schools us
shall secure to their pupils the one thing need-
full—{.e. Catholicreligious and moral training.
This obligation the Catholic people of U.
Canada, have, as the Bishop rucognises, well
and faithfully discharged : and he writes to them
not to rcproach them, not to stinwulate lag-
¢ing encrgies, but to encourage them to persev-
cre stoutly in the course they Liave hitherto pur-
sued,—and which if adhered to, God will bless.
His Lordship also recogpises that the existing
Soparate School law is defective in many re-
spects; but stili, as he points out, Catholics
must make the best of. it, whilst awaiting the
much nceded reform, Bad books, irrcligious
literature, and non-Catholic journals are passed
in review by His Lordship, and condemncd,
who eoncludes his letter with the following

practical injunctions : —

We have endeavored to peint out the importance
of Catholic cducation, and the dangers that result
from an unchristian education. We bave shown
that the education imparted in the commmon schools
of Ontario cannot be religious, for the simple reason
that it cannot, in justice to all sects, be denomina-
tional. We have pointed out the duty of our clergy
2nd of our Catholic parents on tuls subject, und we
carnestly exhort them to be faithful to it. To in-
sure the eflicient working of our separate school
svstem:—We, having invoked the holy name of
God, deem it our duty to ordain as follows i—

Ant. I—No Cathulic parent, living within the
legal limits of & separate school, shall send his
children to mixed or common schools, they being
adjudged by the Canadian hierarchy as dangerous to
faith and morals. Should any Catholic parent un-
fortunately persist in violating this ordinance, he
shall De refusel the holy Sacruments until such
time as he shall consent to obey the Church in this
matter.

Ant. IT.—Every Catholic rate-payer living within
the Tegal limits of a separate school, shall pay his
school taxes to said school under o penalty of being
refused thie holy Sacraments, If for grave and spe-
cial reasons, exemptions should be claimed from
these ordinances, let the pastor, and, if necessary,
the Bishop be consulted, and their divections fol-
Iowed :

We hercby renew the following wise ordinances
of our predecessor:

Ant. L—In vvery school section whose trustees are
Cutholics, no other than o practical Catholic shall
be chosen to fulfil the dutics of a teacher, whether
male or female.

Arr. IL—The scliool trustees are to consult their
respective Pastors, in regard to the appointment or
ismissal of the snid teachers, as well as in all that
concerns the general good of the Parochial Schools.
Arr. J1I—In case of a dissent between the Pastor
and the Trustees in this matter, recourse shall be
bad to the Bishop, who, after hearing both sides, will
give a decision which shall be final

Ant, IV.—Inasmuch as any school established and
maintained in opposition to these rules, can no
longer be considered as Catholic ; the Pastor, after
consulting the Bishop, will forhid parents to support
aid schools, or to send their children thither.

“For the rest, brethren, whatsoever things are
true, whatsocver modest, whatsoever just, whatsoever
Loly, whatsocver lovely, whatsoever of good fame—
if there be any virtue, if any praise of discipline,
think on these things,  The things which you have
Loth learned and received, and heard, and scen,
these do ye, and the Lord of Peace shall be with
you"  (Phil, ¢, iv, v. 8—9.)

May the peace and blessing of Almighty God,
“ather, Son, and Holy Ghost, descend upon you and
abide with yon forever.

This pastoral shall he rcad on Sundays in all the
Churches and religious communities of the Diocese,
as soon after its reception as may be convenient.

The object of the society, as our readers we
suppose are aware, is to destroy Popery in this,
the « stronghold of the beast” on the North
American Continent. Tor this praiseworthy
object a lot of old women in, and out of petti-
coats, together with a few of a different stamp,
who are smart enough to turn the anility of
the others to their own prefit, are bunded to-
gether, to collect money, to distribute tracts,-
to send out enlportenrs, whose chief business is,
with what ability they can, to invent thrilling
stories of wicked parish priests, and Tow these
were worsted in evangelical contosts; and last
not least, to publish Annual Reports about

" Sometimes ¢ the great object” of the F. C.
M. Socicty is represented—as in a recent ar-
ticle of the Montreal W1 itness—to be rail-roads;
but as this pretext will not -always suit, the
spiritual well being of the French Canadians is
sometimes put forward as the end of its being.
Thus, in the Report for 1871 we are told :—

This anxiety for our spiritual welfare appears
to us to be quite uncalled for. If the’ révela-
tion which God las been pleased to make to
the human race consist in the Gospel, or glad
news, that for their redemption the Son of God
hecame man ; that of His infinite love He suf-
fered and died for them upon the cross; that
by His stripes they arc healed, and by His
blood, applied to them in the sacraments, they
are cleansed ; that in consequence of this re.
‘demption, to all who truly repent, a full and
free pardorn is assured, no matter how many of
how great may have been theirsins; that after
death there is a judgment ; that all who have
loved God on carth, or may have turned to
Him with humble and contrite hearts, ghall be
called, to love Him, and dwell with Him for
evor in heaven—if in these doctrines is to be
found God’s revelation to the human raco, then
is it false that the Chureh of Rome sccks.to
withhold it from her people ; for these are, par
excellence, the doctrines which daily and hourly,
from the pulpit, and in the confessional, arc in-
cessantly preached to all her members, and in-
sisted upon as the clementary and essential
truths of religion in all her catechisms; trutbs
of which no onc however simple, can amongst
membors of the ¢ Chureh of Rome” be in
ignorance, since they form the staple of all her
teachings, the very centre of her system. If
the Church of Rome really sought to conceal
these things from her adhercots—she would
ot surely tolerate the publication of them in
books and journals professing submission to her
aunthority.

Since then it cannot be pretended that any of
the truths, or Christian doctrines by us above
enumerated, arc withheld by, the Church ' of
Rome from her adherents—we ask arain, but
as we have often before asked in vain :—¢ What
is the doetrine, or Christian truth, of which
the Church of Rome cndeavers to deprive
them, and which it is the ebject of the T, C.
M. Socicty to impart to the Catholics of Lower
Canada ?”’  We defy the ¥itness, orany onc of
the agents of the Socioty, to return a simple
straightforward answer to thiz questior,

The converts of the Socicty are, judging
from its Report, & rum lot; and it is a remark-
able fact that, though they have all been kept
in utter ignorance by the priests—they can all
read, and understand the tracts and Protestant
version of the bible, which the colporteurs put
in their hands, As a certain class of men are
said to rush in impetuously there where angels
fear to tread, so our Hliterate Canadian Zubit-
ants the moment they came in contact with a
colporteur have their eyes marvellously opened,
g0 that they can read, and their intcllects so
strengthencd, that without a doubt or moment’s
diffidence, they can determine the medning of
texts over which the most learned of scholars
bave hung in suspense. This is a great mar-
vel.

But the behaviour of the converts when once
they have beecn manipulated by a colporteur is
still more extraordinary. Here is a story we
elip from the Report as published in the T¥it-
ness. .
P., the interesting convert in question who
is made to tell his own story, had had a bible

given to him, but the book was earried off by

2 malignant being in the guise of a priest.

1 \What ® had read in it"—hic Bible P. goes on to
ray— had convinced me, and 1 no longer believed
in the Romish religion, but I had no Bible to nour-
ish me in the truth.

T was so troubled that I could neither work, cat,
nor sleep. I prayed day and night. I went to the
Driest. I passed two days with him, I paid for a
Mass. I took the Communion, and the Priest's
mother recommended mo to the Nuns. I was no
better A

The questions naturally present themselves.
what did P. if he were ¥ convinced, and no
longer belicved in the Romish veligion”—as he
tells us was the case—go to the Priest for?
Why did he pay for a Mass, since he no longer
belicved it to be a suerifice? Why did he
confess, since he was # convineed,” and no longer
believed that the priest had power to give him
ubsolution? and why above all did he mock
God, and do violencc to his own conscientions
convictions by recciving Communion ? These
arc’(uestions easy to ask indeed, but which it
puzzle the most astute lawyer to answer.  An-
other story cqually extraordinary is' to the fol-
lowing effect. ’

E. «is the son of a widow of a respectablo
position und firmly attached to the Church of
Rome.” This widow, of arespectable position,
therefore we suppose not pressed by want,. and
¢ firmly attached to the Churchof Rome,” sends
her son to the school kept by the F, C. M., So-

known object of delivering its pupils from

bondage to the Church to which the mother
was so ¢ firmly attached!” The son of course
in a short time refuscs to attend mass and the
confessional, and coles out in full bloom as a
first-rate article of Protestantism—whereupon his
mother curses him, Agzain we ask—how came
it to pass that a mother in easy circumstances,
for so we interprel “a respectable position,”
scnt hor child to an avqwedly Protestant insti-
tution, being herself firmly attached to the
Chureh of Rowe,—so firmly attached that when
the natural consequences manifested themselves
in that child’s apostacy; she cursed him? Ig
it not evident that in this story, as in the other,
there must be a lie, somewhere, though it isnot
for us to determine where it comes in.

Questioned as to hicr motives for sur-
rendering Jemnuie, the poor old woman with
more of candor than courtesy to her visitor
replied—+ Why, you see, my lady, Jemmie
was going to the divvle any how.”
SisTer Woons.—Not the Comununity of the
Grey Nuns alone, but the entire Catholic popu-
lation of this City, have suffered a severe loss
in the death of Sister M. Elizabeth Woods,
whose demise on the 3rd inst., we announced
in our last. A brief biographical sketch of the
career of this zealous servant of God, and His
poor, will, we are sure, not prove uninteresting
to our readers.
The decessed was a native of Irclind, having
been born at Tullaher, County Kilkenny, on
the 27th of April, 1827, Trom her emliest
youth she was animated by an ardent desire to
consecrate herself entirely to the service of God,
in some institution especially devoted to the re-
lief of the poor, and the afflicted. Obediert to
the heavenly call, this strong aad gencrous soul
was duunted by no obstacles, and did not recoil
in the fuce of any danger, With joy she added
the sacrifice of her most cherished and legiti.
mate affections to that of her person,  Without
hesitation she said farewcll for cver, to friends,
relatives, home and country, and having de-
manded to be received into the Community of
the Grey Nuns, she sailed for Canada, in which
country she entered upen her Novitiate on the
26th June, 1852, Two years afterwards, on
the 27th day of Juue, she took lier vows, and
with joy found herselt' « member of the Socicty
after which her heart had so long yearned.
And now commenced for Sister Woods that
apostolate of Charity which with so much suc-
cess for the glory of God, and the good of her
neighbors, she excrcised for so many years. She
was charged with the mission of visiting the
poor from house to house, and in the discharge
of this duty she had but one thought, one de-
sire—that of ministering to the temporal and
spiritual wants of the poor.  With this object
in view shespared no paing, 1o toils, andno dan-
gers terrified her ; upheld by the spirit of that
faith which animated her, she made herself all
things to all; but by preference did she select
as the objects of her ministrations, the most
wretched—the most abject and miserable; in a
word, all were sure of finding in Sister Woods
a tender and compassionate mother who knew
liow, by her tender sympathics, to assuage their
sorrows, even when material resources failed.
The merits of the deceased may be thus summed
up. She was the help of the poor, the support
of the widow, the mother of the orphun, there-
fuge of the abandoned, the consolation of the
afflicted, an eye to the blind, and a foot to tho
lame. In fact these several- classes of the af-
flicted were during cighteen years the special
objccts of her care gs a Sister of Charity; and
when the sickness that she had contractod in
the exercise of her duties, compelled her to
abandon them, still her charity found means of
being of service to her beloved poor; and ac-
tively did she still'exert herself in their behalf
amongst the many charitable citizens of Mont-
real, who knew and appreeiated her. '
Besides that tender und compassionate
charity which was the distinetivo character of
Sister Woods, her assiduous regularity and ob-
servance of all the religious observances and
rules of the Community, were remarkuble; as
were also her implicit obedience towards her
Superiors, her lively faith, and, in a wgrd, all

the virtues of a good and fervent Religioys
We may well hope that her days, so ful) oé
virtues and good works, may have merited for
this worthy servant of the poor, the happinegsg
of hearing pronounced the sentence of the Sove.
reign Judge, “Come, you blessed of my Fa.
ther, and possess the  kingdom prepared fyr
you; for I was hungry, and you guve me tg
cat; I was thirsty, and you gave me to drink .
naked, and you clothed me, sick and you visiti !
ed me,” '

CoroNISATION AND CROWN LANDS—Th,
Minerve has an able article oun this subjeet
which, if true, gives much matter for consii
deration, Nuwbers of French Caundiane, it
says, who have emigrated to the United St:;tes
are now aunxious to return to their native lang
and would return, could they but find l:mé
therein whercon to establish themselves, We
have also a Colonisation Society, to which ap.
plications by letter are being 'constantly ad.
dressed by our expatriated French Cunudi:ms,fbr
lands; and every onc knows that in Lower
Canada there are still large areas of land without
an inhabitant, At first sight then nothige
would appear easter than to satisfy the Wish:s
of the French Canadian exiles, and to estublish
them on their native sbil——yet, at present, the
thing is impracticable. For instance, so the
Minerve points out :—* The Colony of Lake
Mcgantic is in the midst of the forest, thirty
miles from the old settlement, ind yet there is
not alot to grant, and the applicants return
discouraged, — those who are residents of the
United States remaining there ; thos: who ure
uot, going there.”

Why is this? Beoause iv constant and
flagrant violation of the law, which it & said
the Government will not enforee, and which
requires the possessor of a lot of land to cleay
it, on pain of losing it—the land is all “ taken
up,” not settled, by spcculators, who neither
go in themselves, nor suffer others to go in and
cultivate is,

The remedy for all this is indicated: i
consists in the rigid entorcoment of existing
law. No wrong would be tlereby done; no
rights of property trespassed upon; since the
holders of the wild lands in question obtained
them wpon well-known conditions, which eon-
ditions they have deliberately violated, The
remedy is then in the hands of Exccutive.—
Will they employ it ?

The Montreal Guzette, Ministerial, speaks
out also very strongly on this subject. Having
expressed its regret at the long continued in-
fraction of the law, it ndds:—

& Bu_t we can only cxpress the hope that the
Commissioner of Crown Lands will take such steps
as will secure the absolute forfeiture and placing
upon the market of all land not actually and lone

dide oecupied.  He muy rely npon it that his failure

to dc_»' 50 will arouse a feeling of hostility to him and
the (-_?\'crrm?unt with which he is connected, which,
in spite of thelr numerical mujority, they will find it

CoxyoN ScrooLs aAND Coxyox GaoLs oF
ONTARIO.—The British Whig gives us the
criminal statisties of the year 1871, comprising
the total number of prisoncrs committed to the
Common Giaols of the Province, It appears,
nor are we surprised at it, that therc has been
a very considerable increase of crime in the
Province “ though, perhaps, not disproportioned
to the increase in population,” us the Whig
apologetically puts it. Whether or no, this
steady increasc of eriminality clearly shows that
the Common School system of U, Canada does
nothing towards improving the morality of the
comumunity, or diminishing its eriminality,

The number of commitments to the Common
Gaols of Ontario has, so we learn from the
Whig'sstatistics,inereased from 5,655, in the year
1869, to 6,615 in 1871 ; a pretty good inerease
for two years. Of the criminals so committed
it further appears that only ubout 25 per ocnt,
were destitute of primary instruction—or un-
able to read and write; the great majority of
the eriminals was thercfore composed of persons
who had been cdueated.

These figurcs show—not that cdueation has
apy tendency to inerease crime, but—that edu-
cation, without religious and woral training
which purely seoular schools are incompetent to
give, has no value whatever towards the re-
pression of it.  Never was there a more silly,
groundless assertion than that « {gnorance was
the mother of crime,” us if' the lutter denoted
merely an intellectual deficiency, The fact we
here record, that in spite of the muck vaunted
school system of U. Cafady, the best that csn

crime increases rapidly, that increase is ¢ per-

haps not disproportioned to the inerease in po- .

pulation,” is n pretty eclear pwof that the at-

This is indeed unmitigated sectarianism.—

The non-conformists cannot, do not indeed pre-
tend to have any fears for the spiritual interests
of their children, eveu should these be converted
* to the opinions of the wealthier acct. ':[‘heir
fhostility to the denominational gystem is slml?ly
jealousy of the Establishment, and of the in-
fluence that it owes to its wealth.

“erein lies the difference betwixt Catholies,
and von-conformists, Whether right or wrong
in the matter, Catholics do fear that the souls
of their «children, and their eternal salvation
would be grievously imperilled by allowing them
%o attend non-Cutholic schools, or schoolsunder
the influence of non-Catholics. The non-con-
formists of England do not so muck: as pretend
to entertain any such apprchensions. The
Methodist, or Congregationalist will admit that
the spiritual status of the Protestant members
of the Established Church is as good as his
own, and can therefore have no reasons, based
on tender regard for his child’s salvation, to
withhold it from a school taught by a winister
of the government sect. His opposition then
to the denominational system is purely sect-
arian, and lis objections against it cannot be
spoken of as conscientious objections; they are
but the forgeries of jealousy; jealousy of the
superior wealth and higher social status of the
Establishment.

The position of the (ladstone Ministry on
the Education question is very delicate. It
cannot afford to treat the non-conformists with
indifference, as united they form a party poli-
tically influcntial in Kngland; neither cun it
afford to slight the unanimous demands of the
Catholies of Ircland for denominational educa-
tion, by laying down for the’sister island the
principle of mixed and purely secular cduca-
tion. The only issuc from its troubles is to
deelure the total scparation of State and Schoel,
and to leave both Religion und Edueation to
the action of the much vaunted Voluntary sys-
tem. If good for onc, it must be good for the

other.

Trerns For THE Trves—This is the titleof
atract lately published by a Mr. Abbot, and of
which the cclebrated author of the * Origin of
Species'” expresses his almost unqualified ap-
probation, as coineiding with his views. We
notice it because of its striking adinissions with
respect to the tendencies of Protestantism, as
educed from the work itself by the critic of the
Montrend Gazette.

! “It {s beyond doubt that in America the in-
crease of crime hns kept pace with the increase of
Stute-supported scenlar schools, ind no where more
than in the State of New-York, One great object of
schools is the training of children to lead lhonest
and moral lives. In this respect the continenial
schools have grievously fuiled.  In the much beland-
ed kingdom of Prussin, where evéry child is com-
pelled to go to sehool, atid where the ratio of school
attendance to population is said to approximate to
poifection, the standard of wmorality is lower than in
almost any other European State. The divorces

annually pronounced in Berlin are ncarly double.

those in any other capital in Europe. It is all very
well to tell us what can be scen -in Saxony—how
nany children attend how well, they behave, how
fow are unable to read and ‘rite, and so on. But
the plain trath is, that these children, when they

grow up, having had noadequate moral and religious
training, become very bad men and women, and
that, with the single exception of Bavaria, the num-
ber of illegitimate children every year is in a ratio
double thut of England, France, or Austria. It is
in their results that schools are valuable or not, and
the after-results of the secular schools on the Con-
linent and in Amecriea are in the last degree dis-
couraging.”

. FRANCE.

PArrs, Jan. 9th.—Eléctions have been held
in 17 districts in the Provinces to fill the vacant
seats in the Assembly. In 3 of these districts
the Radical candidates have been successful.
The Committee of Republican clectorsin Paris
called on Deutrain to-day, and begged him to
remember that his clection was the expression
of the peoples’ desire that the Assembly return
to Paris.

ed. - ,
Paris, Jan. 10.—In the National Assembly
to-day the committce of Parliumentary initia-
tion, to which was referred the proposal of Dach-
afcl that #he Assembly return to Paris reported
adversely. - The report was received with
great cheering by the Right but the Left re-
mained silent. _

Paris, Jan. 12.—It is reported that Thiers
has requested Gumbetta to discontinue his pub-
lic addresses in the south of France, and a
malieious rumour says it was done at the re-
quest and bidding of Bismarek. o

The Committee of Parliamentary initiative
to-duy reported to the Assembly a bill provi-
ding for the release of all the Communists now
confined in the hulks who are not known to be
guilty of criminal acts. . :

Members of the party of the Left in the As-
sembly are making preparations for the pre-
sentation to that body of a demand for the
cessation of the provisional and the definitive
establishment of the Republic.

M. Pouyer-Quertier will, in two weeks, pay
the fourth half milliard of the German war
indemnity.

The Committee of the Assembly has report-
ed unanimously in favour of repealing the law
sequestrating estates of the Orleans Prinees.

The French Bishops are opposing the eom-
pulsory cducation bill.

Tux Frexcit Triars.—The Jouraol Q-

ciel states that up to the 16th of December the
Court-Martial had pronounced 2,032 sentcnecs,
and that the number of prisoners set at liberty
by reason of the withdrawal of prosceution was
12,366. During the last five days rather more
‘than 41 judgments have been pronounced per
diem. Topes are entertained that by means of
further arrangements, and when the more im-
portant cases have been disposed of, thisaverage
will be much diminished.

A TeMaLE ComMUNIST.— Louise Michel,
another of the noted Communist women of
Paris has been tried by court martial at Ver-
sailles, found guilty, and sentencod to “ trans-
portation in a fortificd place.” To the faet,
transmitted by telegraph, we can now add de-
tails. Tt is said that even more than Mmne.
Leroy, she showed courage and audacity. A
t ]ittle woman, of encrgetic firure, keen eyes,
fine nose, and abundance of black hair,” she ap-
peared in court ¢ firm, proud, and self-com-
posed.” Whea the charges against her were
read, she was asked what she had to say in re-
ply. Her answer was singularly bold, fitting
and original. She declined, she said, to defend
herself cither persoually or by counsel; she
belongzed to the social revolution. and accepted
the responsibility of her acts. As regards the
assassination of General Lecomte, Louise said
she certaiuly would have shot him had she
been present when he ordered the troops to fire
upon the people ; but that once a prisoner in
the hands of the Commune, she would have
held his person sacred. She contessed she
proposed to burn Paris; she sought to keep !
out the army of Versailles by a barrier of:
flames. She went even further, declaring that
this proposition orizinated with herself, und
that no one clse whatever was responsible for it.

Further than this, again, Louise declared
that she urged Ierre to invade the Assembly
&t Versailles, and regretted he did not consent. !
But she desired only two vietims—2M. Tiiers
and herself, She was willing to die for the
Commune; she, herself, would have undertaken
to kill M. Thiers, and to take the consequences,
She denied that she had proposed to shoot one
of the hostages cvery twenty-fours hours ; what
she did was to propose to “threaten” that ac-
tion; “ a very different thing.,” Having said
thus much, this daring woman, again  discluim.
ing any intent to defend herself, wound up her
speech us follows :—

¢ Your faces are uncovered; so is mine, and
I can look at you steadfustly. You are men,
and I am a woman devoted to the cause of
social revelution.  Of what use to defend my-
self? It would not influence your sentence,
I am here in your hands; you are masters of
my person; do with me us you plesse. DBut
betore sitting down, I desire to glorify the me-
mory of those who have just been shot at Satory,
Yes, I proclaim it aloud; they are martyrs of
the social revolution, of which I am proud to
be one of the promoters, What I demand of
you, who judge openly, und not, in sceret, like
the Pardons Committee, is a prompt and decis-
ive sentence, X do not want to live, for as
long as I live my hatred will follow you, and I
shall iucite my brothers to revenge. What I
ask of you is « place on the plain of Satory,
by-the side of our dear brother Ferre. If you
do not shoot me, you are a pack of cowards,”

A correspondent says that in delivering these
gentences Mme. Michel’'s whole figure shook
with passion, that her voice rang forth like a

" trumpet, and that she looked the very image of
an inspired fury. It is impossible not tores-
pect her courage, think what we may of her
cause. Truly, in viewing the examples of these
Communists, we are forced to see that the spirit
of the old martyrs is not extinct from the curth,
however wide the discrepancy between the oc-
casions that called it forth. -

ITALY.

Victor Emmanuel’s agents have just dis-
covered evidenee of an extensive and powerful
coalition between the Italian branehes of the
International Workingmen's Society and the
partisans” of Mazzini and Garvibaldi, formed
with the avowed intention of over throwing the
monarchy and making Rome once again the
capital of a republic, embracing the peninsula
and the neighboring islands. During the con-
siderable time since the inception of the plot,
it hus gained adherents rapidly, and already
has assumed proportions considered somewhat
threatening. Plans for simultancous insurree-
tionary operations in various parts of the king:
dom have been agrced upen.  Genon and
Romagna arc indicated as the provinces ln
which the plot has most strength, while Sicila
is also included in the plan of revolt, agents of
the new conspiracy having there been actively
laborine to kindle the fires of revolt, agents of
the new conspiraey having there been actively
laboring to kindle the fires of revolt.

Upon the advice of the historian, Theodere
Mommsen, the Committee intend to begin with
a preliminary operation of essay on a limited
scale. in order to prove both the practibility and
the usetulness of the great undertaking. The
objects of art, antiquity, &e., which may be the
results of tlicse excavations, are to be collected
in a specidl National Museum in Rome, intend-
ed to show that the present generation in Italy
wus able to conceive n great scheme and to
carry it into exccution with energy and
perseverance. ’

AUSTRIA.

ViExNA, Jan, 11,—The draft of an address

Fary Actotst.~Drobably no one thing hinders
the pecuninry snccess of the agricullurist so much
as the lack of system.  One of the first requisites for
profitable business of any kind, is the keeping of
some kind of account whereby failures or successes
may be in a great measure traced back to their orig-
inal causes. Furmers are altogether too apt to trust
to their memories in these things, and take it for
granted that if they raise a good crop of grain and
sell it at the ruling market prices, they have made
all the profit possible, and if they are nsked how
much it costs to raise the crop, not oncina thousand
cun give the fgures, and consequently not one in a
thousand actunlly knows whether he is making
money of stunding still.  Now it is by no means a
difficult operation to keep a dinry of farm matters,
roting at the close of cach day what kind of work
and about how much of it had been done; with such
memoranda of the growing crops as may be service-
able in the future. A large variety of dinries is now
furnished by Llank book mukers, and those who wish
can procure books especially arranged for the keep-
ing of farn accounts. To begin with, however, a
simple dinry with spaces for, say three days on 2 page
and addjtionnl pages for memoranda and cash ac-
counts, is sufficient. These may be preured at 25
cents, or more, according to style, nnd we are quite
sure that no farmer will regret it i he now starts
with a determination to know where he stands by
the close of this year, and to commence the next by
turning over a new leaf.—£Rock River Furmer.

- REMEDY ror Unarrep Hasps~—Idissnid that honey
is an unfuiling preventative for chapped hands.
When washing the hands, or rather having washed
them, while they arc «&ill wet rub on them a little
honey, und then dry them, taking care to leave the
honcy on, and not rinse it oft before drying the
hands. 1f the hands are sore and chapped, on the
first and seccond applications the honey will cause
pain for about five minutes, but if used c¢v.ry time
the hands are washed the hands never chap.  Itis
also a cure for irritation on the fuce caused by wind
and cold weather.

Pagrrmye Wister Graix—It is much too com-
mon a custom_ to turn cattle on to the ficld of
winter grain at the picsent time. This is a very
unadvisable practice. Feed is short, certainly, and
cattle need all they can get.  But what occurs to the
grain? A considerable portion is pulled up by the
roots and devoured., Another portion is destroyed
by the ponching of the ground, and the filling of
the holes made by the feet of the enttle with water
when the winter rnins come. ‘Then the nceded
protection the herbage affords to the roots is want-
ing, rnd the crop caunnot withstand the severe frosts
from which it i no longer sheltered, The result is

or the heavy showers in May or June, which knock

 short crop, for which the spring raine are blamed,

off tho blossom, or the hot sun which blasts it, or
the midge which sucks its juices, and many other
things ; all of which are probably innocent, and the
real blame attaches to the farmer who allowed his
cows to ent off the full growth. It is very rarcly in-
dewd that grain nceds to be eaton off; and if such
should be the the case, calves, sheep or pigs, wel
ringed, are better than heavy stock.

Oar-CuaFF For FrED.—A year or two ago we were,
by accident, led to feed some oat chnff to a few head
of milking-cows, and were agretably surprised to find
that they suddenly came up considerably in their
milk. The chafl was discontinued for a day or two,
when the cows fell off to their former quantity ; but
oun fueeding the chaff again, the flow increased, Since
then the value of oat chaft as a milk-producer has
been satisfactorily proved by us. This would then
make it ndvisable that when. oats arc thrashed the'
ghaflshould be saved for feed. 1t may be fud in the
place of cut chaff, with the usual wetting, salting,
and mixing of the regular, allowance of meal. In
years ‘when hay is as scarce s in the present, not
only the chaff may be fed, but the oat straw should
be carcefully saved for fodder. ‘It is quite as nutri-
tious as timothy that has gone to sced.—Ifearth und
Ilome. .

Wasmise  Carnigors, — Dlack salicoes should be
washed in water in which potatocs have been boiled,
or starch water made by having two or three
potatoes scraped in it; or pour boiling water on
whent Lran, strain it, and when lukewarm wash
them in it, using no soap. Defore wetting any
calico, rub soap on the grease spots—hard seap, or
soft soap a year old,  Alum is good to set the color
for green; salt put in the rinsing water of bluy,
black or green calico, will prevent the colors
running into cach othier., Some washerwomen fu-
fuse vight gills of salt in four quarts of Loiling water,
and pat the calieoes in while hot, leaving tham
until cold, which provess is to render the colors per-
manent, so they will not fade by subscquent wash-
ing. Cotton goods (except pure white) should never
remain in water a moment longer than necessary,
and should be dried in the shade.

Ecoxouy 1y Coars—Itis usual in many families
to have a stock of coke as well as coal, and by hav-
ing the coke broken up very small a good tire wiil
be produced.  You may also effeet a great saving in
coal by having the ashes kept, mixing small coal or
coal dust with them, and throwing a small quantity
of water on this mixture, Take some of thiz com-
post and put it at the back’of the grate, fill up the
frout with coal, and it will all burn together Lrightly
and clean, and save a great denl of trouble in sifting !
the cinders. :

THE object of the present lottery is to assist in re-
lieving the Cathedial from the henvy burden of debts
by which it is still encumbered, n{l(l to offer the
Bishop means to bhuild a house sux.table.to the re-
quirements of the diocesan  administration, 'ljhu
urgency of such relicf, and the confidence with
which His Lordship relics on the the gencrous as-
aistance of the Faithful of the diocese will be easily
anderstood from a brief statement of his actual
position. .

TThe first bishop of the diocese, the regretted Dr.

Cooke, saw himsclf compelled to undertake the

" building of a Cathedral whilst the resources of a
diocese so recently erected were yet inadequate to
the expenditure of such an enterprise.  Couse-
quently, as the walls wrose, debts inereased ; and
when the edifice was closed in and dedicated to
divine wvorship, it was found fo be enveloped in o
deficit of about £24,000.

To meet this enormous debt every sacrifice had to
be accepted, every source was drained; and with the
aid of a genvrous contribution from the clergy, and
a yearly collection in all the churches of the diocese,
the burden has been reduced in ten years from
£24,000 to £7,600, and the interest from £1,500 fo
£350. The result is indeed gratifying und permits,
to look upon the future without despair,

But the wants of the Bishopric ave still great, and
in one respect they have increased.  The Bishop is
yet without a hou-é to lodge himself or his Assist-
ants. His present residence, being that of the parish
priest of Three Rivers, is quite insufticient to meet
the wants of a Bishoprie. 1t is too sruall to admit
the necessary assisits, and i such a condition as
to afford no fit hospitality to those who do the
bouse the honor of a vixit, .

On the other hand, the yearly collections in favor
of the Cathedral are to discontinue after the present
year, and also another important source of aid. In
this extremity, his Lordship uppeals to the faithtul
of the diocese, asking that their last offering be more
abundant, Andsin order to render their contri-
bution less onerons, he offers them the advantage of
