‘s .LECTURE BY KIS. EMINENCE THE CARDINAL
" . ARCHBISHOP OF. WESTMINSTER.
«On Sunday night Cardinal Wiseman delivered,
from the pulpit of the Catholic Church of St. Mary’s
'Moorfields, an. address in vindication of the. Austrian
Concordat. - The churck was crowded on: the occa-.
sion.- After vespers were over, - .
. The Cardinal ascended the pulpit and commenced
4is address by saying, it appeared to him & duty both
of charity and justice to offer at any time a candid,
‘straightforward, and simple explanaticn upon a sub-
ject connected with religion which seemed ta be mis-
-understood. It wasa duty which was not coafined to
any one particular body ; but wherever, though pre-
judice, misrepresentation, or that proneness to err
which belonged to all men, a view was taken of any
-ereat topic, which appeared to those whom it parti-
cularly affected to deserve correction and explana-
tion, it was their duty to rectify erring ideas, or re-
aove groundless appreleasions, aad to put in its true
light that whick was placed in a point of view in
which its real characler wasuaperceived or disguised.
It was thus, when a few years ago the whole of this

‘state of religious excitement, bordering in many

body which included among its members many of the
most noble and the most worthy of the earth, and
indulging in violeat declamation, which only created
confusion while it did not enlighten—the scornful
laugh, the spiteful snarl, and even the most indecent
jests and remarks on matters which religion itself had
made sacred. This treaty between the Emperor of
Austriz and the head of the greatest church in the
world, and which bas been the result of the greatest
deliberation and care, is spoken of as if it had been
some miserable fiction or romance, or a laughable pro-
duction which some two or three persons had made to
amuse the world. And that was thought to be the way
to express the miod of a great and mighty nation, which
pretended to speak to the ends of the earth, which
sent forth its trumpet notes across the ocean, which
affected to treat religion always with respect and dig-
nity;-and . which arrogated to-itself the possession of
the only true religion upon the earth. Had they yet
to learn that Lhere was a digpity ia sileace, that there
was a greatoess in reserve, that Lhere was a wajesty
in grave, sofemn warning and counsel. Had they to
learn that, if they wished to have their speeches and
sentiments looked npon with respect by others and
conveyed to the ends of the earth, they tnust not be
lightly fledged, but possess the qualities of the eagle
—the strong, well poised, slowly moving action which
showed deliberation, and which was signtficant of
strength—in fine, that great kingly power which went
from nation to nation, giving to each oracles- that
would be received as wisdom well matured and deli-
beration gravely pursued? But, on the other hand,
how could they expect that the judgments they had
formed on this matter, and which they intended to
react on foreign countries, would bave the slightest
weight? Here they had two states—one a mighty
empire which had always been criticised for the slow-
ness of its resolves and for the multitude of its coun-
cillors—with immense resources not merely of mate-
rial but of intellectual wealth—which drew its coun-
cillors from a variety of nations speaking many
tongues ; and they bad an emperor, surrounded by
these councillors, goiag on foc two  years discussing
that treaty, which bad but now appeared, clause by
clause, and with the greatest minuteness and care—
on the other hand, there was a prelate and a col-
league of his owa (Cardinal Wiseman’s) with whom
in early life he sat side by side at the same bench at
schoot—a man remarkable, ot for what they would.
call the cunning of this world, but for real . genuine

That was the judgment
that twould be passed upoa our uproar and -our ex-
citemeat, and it ooly surprised him that the thing
bad not gone farther and assumed a more systematic
form—that county meetings had not beea called, or
the city, or the Court of Aldermen been convened
together to protest against Austria obtaining the
powers conceded to her by this Concordat. Ilis
Eminence procceded to dilate at much length oa the
doctrine of uou-interference by a (oreign power in
this country, upon which we so stoutly “insisted five
years ago, during the time of what was called the
Papal aggression, and asked how, after lhat, we
could justify our interference in the matter of this
Concordat, which was purely an aflair between Aus-
tria and the See of Rome, with which, ke contend-
ed, we had nothing to do? IHealso commented
upon the manifold forms and shapes which the na-
tional religion of England had assumed and the evils
and difficulties which beset the Eaglish church in
language of savage unctuousness, and drew a fanci-
ful and highly wrought picture of the spectacle we
should present if any serious attempt were ever made
to seltle or reconcile the differences among the Pro-
testanls, and to bring them back to anmything like
unity, contrasting at the same tite this state of
things with the harmony and concord which obtained
in the whole Catholic Church throughout the civil-
ized world. Ide concluded his address, of which
the above is necessarily but a summary, by saying
that be would recur to the subject again on future
‘occasions, for he had as yet but slightly touched it,
and he desired to express there, openly and publicly,
his thanks to the Almighty for baving given to the
Church that fresh proof his goodness and love to-
wards His faithful disciples.— Tiomnes.

WIIAT « KNOW-NOTHINGISM” HAS
DONE FOR THE U. STATIES.
(From the N, Y. Times.)

[t is estimated, by persons familiar with the rate
of immigration, that if the average be no greater the
next six months than the past, there will be a falling
ofl in 1856 of some 150,000 or 180,000 in the
aumber of foreigners arriviag on . our- shores, “This
is a weighty fact, and deserves careful consideration
from those who, in business or morals, are speculat-
ing on the future of our country. Probably 80,000

the deficit is made up almost eatirely of Irish, 1f
each of these immigraats had consumed or spent $4
in New York as be passed through, it will make a
difference next year to the City of some $700,000
io income. If each had posseszed in ready money
the average which the returns from Castle Garden
show at present—namely, about $80—it would di-
minish the import of specie into the couatry by about
thirteen and a half millions of dollers; money
which is not even an exchange, butis so much clear
addition of wealth. Then all these people consume
our products ; they rent our houses, they wear our

beef, and: mutton, and fish; they buy our timber and
brick, and iron and coal; they read our books and
papers and magazines. Setting down the average
‘cost of living as $2 a week to each inan,and woman,
aed child—which would be a low estimate—and sup-
posing thatthey, at least, earn all they consume.by
their labor, we have a loss next year to the producers
of the country—to the farmers, the grocers, the
builders, the clotbiers, the house-owaers, the brick-
makers and :coal-miners, the editors and booksellers,

‘of seventeen millions of dollars. If these estimates

be correct, we have a direct loss next year to the
country, i’ this decrease of immigration; of over

" thirty millions of dollars. .

We cannot ‘easily”appreciate . thisloss uatil we

‘take some corresponding destruction“of value in-our

tmore appareat .wealth. People do-not .readily ‘see
Joss and gain on a great scale. It has takea centu-
vies to make the.mass understand that a farthing or
a:penay duty, on.a pound of some foreign article im-
ported, is an:immense loss to their onrq,gockets.

It would seem a fearful blow to
the country i, by war or fire, or any calamity, our
whole exported manufactures, all these to cherish
which we have beea paying duties so long, should
suddenly be utterly destroyed ; yet the loss would be
four millions of dollars less, taking the valuein 1854,
than the loss, this year, from impelled immigration.
The quick destruction of all the flour and cora, and
the products of agriculture, which we usually esport,
which bring wealth to so many thousands, would be
but a litile greater than the destruction, this year,

of value imported by the immigrants, 1f one-third
of the cotton crop of last year had been lost, what
lamentations would have re-eclioed from one end of
the Union to the other !

Or, if
the whole Indian corn crop, last year, of New Eng-
tand, New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Dela-
ware, Maryland, and the District of Columbia, bad
perished, what a Jeremiad of mourning would have
arisen !

Yet
the first of these supposed losses is no greater, and
the last is tess, than whai we shall silently bear, this
year, from decreased immigration. Will aot some
good Kuow-Nothing Governor intitute a Fast ?

The country will teel the deep injury done to is
prosperily by this diminution of immigration erveaif
it does nol see its source. Lvery man who owns
tenement houses, the ship builder, the ship owner,
the cheap grocer, the butcher, Lhe railway companies,
the thousands who own stock in them will feel dt.
The biouseholder will pay higher soon for Lis carpen-
ter, his plumber, his paiater ; the house-mistress must
alter « time give more for her cook or her layndress.
The farmer must offer bigher wages to his men, and
put a higler price on his cattle, his milk, his potatoes
and wheat, Less new land will be broken, agd those
who have invested in Western lols must be disap-
pointed in Lheir plans, Business at the great depots
of. commerce in the West will be less active, because
there are fewer hiands to belp it. Not so many rail-
roads, or canals, or steamboats, ot flat-boats will be
built, because there is less travel over them, and fess
labor at hand to build them. The cost of aew cities,
of schools, churches, stores and dwelling-houses, will
be greatly increased, because there are fewer work-
mea at bigher .rates. Kach professional man must,
after a time, feel 1his; the client cas pay less; the
church-goer less ;. the patient less. High wages to
laboring men are not, in themselres, necessarily an
advantage ; they depend on their relation to the
value of food, and clothing, and means of living,
With fewer baods to labor ip this country, every
article of living would be more. €xpensive, while the
impeding and stoppage of busisess would not be
compeasated by the bigher rates to. the workingmaa.
The -well-being of each class in a:couatry like this,
depends on the well-being of every other: If the
workman gets $4 a day, who before got $2, he gains
nothing if bis bread and clothing cost double ; and
he loses, if there are just half the meaas for business
enterprises which were before. There will be less
work for him ; and all that he uses will cost more.

Under this falling off of immigration, will cease
something of that almest incredible sprieg of en-
terprise and prosperity which has thus far character-
ised our communities. It will thus be seea that this
wonderful progress was oot a mysterious blessiag
conferred by an unexplainable Providence, nor alto-
ether the fruit of the old Scandinavian and Saxon
blood. Tt will be found not altogether due to our
rich virgin soil, or our wide. territory, or our deep
rivers ; nor enlirely to our Puritap-industry, or our
Republican Goveroment, or our.isolated positiop.——
We shall see then, perhaps too late, or perhaps after
a deep - depression of every - branch of industry aad
commerce, that these squalid, imbruted Irishmen lacd-
ing in tatters or homespun ; these foreign, gutterad,
garlicky Germans, wilh their aut-brown faces and

‘broad-shoulders; -these conceited Englishmen. and

bairy Freachmen; and out o’elbows Scotchmen, aud
sharp-ejed Welchmes, and rag-picking. Italians, all
had some part, and no swall part, in building up-this
grand steucture of-our prosperity.

A verdict has just been rendered in the Court of
Memphis, which will be viewed as right by soma
and wrong by otliers; according 10 the -preconceived
opiuions they are imbued with and the latitude in
which thay dwell. ,Several months ‘ago a tragedy—
a wild aud fearlul scene—accurred in Memplijs.—
Mary Moriarty, an Irish servant girl, altacked with
a dagger und slew on’the spot, John Sheéhan, her
sedoecer. Sheehan had insidiously and basely insi-
uuated hirself inlo the confidence of Lis victim, de-
stroyed her virtae and blasted ler hopes under. pro-
mise of tnarriage, and then brutally forsaken her.—
She sought him and remioded him:of ‘his solemn, pro-
mise; ‘she besought him by every cousideration -of
honor to himself, and justice 10 her, to r1epair the
great wrong done Ler as far as Jay in his power by
making her bis wife, as be bad promised. The se-
ducer scornfully rejected the proposal, and added in-
sult te injary by taunting her with her shame.
