'flie features of the ID. R. A.
matches wvas undoubtedly the pro-
test against the use of 1894 animu-
iîition, and the rejection froni the
aggregate by the executive, of the
scores made ini the " Macdougall"
anîd " Hamnilton Powder Co."

We presumne the executive dcli-
berated carefülly over this matter
before giving their decision but we
think tlat we are voicing the opin-

joli of the large majority of compe-

titors in stating that sucli a nîcasure

slîould not hiave beeui decided upon,

on the radier negative evidence of

the use Of 1893 ammunition by

soine of the competitors. Our opini-

ion is that if there wvas not evidence

enough to, incriiiniate any of the
competitors and prove conclusively

that they had used the '9 ammuii-
niitioni, there wvas net enougli to war-
rant suchi a step as wvas taken.

Moreover, we believe that this
was the feeling expressed by a good
proportion of the exectitive coin-
inittee.

The Ranelagli Cups won by the
teani of the i 2h11 at Bisley wvcre o11
view ini the tent of the council, anîd
togethier with tthe St. George's Cliai-
lenge Vase, wvon by Sgt. Kinig at

Bislcy, attracted mnucli attention.
Well done, Canada. The Queen's
may corne next.

Tlîe develepment of the social
phase of the D. R. A. meeting is a
nost pleasant feature of the meeting
and ene which will tend in a great
measure ho assure its success and
bring new shots te the matches.
Many wilt be attracted by the pros-
pects of a pleasant week te whem
rifle shooing alone would net be an
inducement te leave their homes.

The Big D. R. A. Meeting.

This is how the En:#ire correspondent
describes the openîng day of the D. R. A.
meeting Monday August, 27th :-Late
this afternoon a treniendous storm passed
over the D.R.A. canmp on the batiks of
the Rideau. The like of it bas never
been previously seen in the history of the
association. 1It was flot causcd by atmios-
pheric condition ; it %vas a storin of indi,-
nation ; a stormn in Nvhichi there were
many words expended, andi cuss words
at tlîat. T1o-ni.ght on the caînp gîotnnd,
but es))ecially in the Russelli bouse ro-
tunda, scores of comipetitors are diSCU.ss-
ing the situation, and the exciternent is
intense.

'l'le ori-în of the trouble appears to be
ab follovs: Both at the Montreitl andi
Toronto rifle mieetings there w~ere coin-
plaints about the alumiunition. 1It as
of '94 i make, and is generally conceded
to be nmuch inferi-or to that produced by
the Goverrnint fiîctory in 1893). In fact,
exp)ert shiots say that last year's n:îke
could not be iniproved uipon. Early this
morning the execurîive of the association
met and appointcd the îollowing gentle-
men as the Match Comnîiiittec to conduct
the mneeting :Major NMason, nf the l3th
flatalion, Il amuilton, chairmian ;M ajor
Sain Hlughies, M.P>., Lindsay M ~ajor
\Veston, H-alifaîx Rifles ; 'Major Blaick-
lock, Royal Scots, Niontreal, and Capt.
Ilartt, St. Johin. At the saine tinie a
simall coinnuitîce of e\pert shots %vas
chosen tinîepoî t tpon the quality of the
'94 aninnition to be used to-day. NMean-
w hile the Deptity MN inister of M îlitia Nwas
rcquested to supjply a suifficient quantity
(>1 the make of î b93, Inii te event ofilire
decision being reached to discard the '94
aiininition. I3etwcen 5 and 6 o'clock
a formidable looking pr(test, signed L>y
about îoo conipetitors, was lodgcd with
thc-exectitive, alskîîg thaLt dt eMacdotigall
Challenge Cul)îmatch, the last of the day'
Le shot over again, on the ground that
certain conpetitors had substituted the
ainiîmunition Of '93 for that of 'o4, thereby
giving themi a great advantage over thobe

wvbo had fired the cartridges furnished by
the association. Nowv the rule uncler this
head is speciic ; it says that " in al
matches none but the amî-nunition issued
by the D.R.A. shall be used or allowed.",
Thi re is

A conipetitor' must uise the ammiunition
fiiin:shied to hini by the association ; if
he contravenes the rude, hc renders hirn-
self hiable to expulsion from the matches.
It is in regard ho this protest that the
present rowv prevails, and over which
there is so muchi controversy to-night.
Unqu'estion nably the ammutnition wvas
bad, sonie of the best shots having madle
miserable scores at the 6oo yards range,
and in neaî-ly every case wlîere tlîey paid
50 cents foi. challenging, the shot was
found liot to be in the harget. It is sin-
gul!ar, howvever, that proof of the substi-
tuttion of 1893 ammunîtion for 1894 is not
forthcoming in a single case, and the Exe-
cutive Committee are, therefore, greatly
puzzled what to do. Wrappers with the
1893 stamps uponhthem hbave been picked
up on the range. Dut as the Metropoli-
tan Association's matches were fired here
a week ago, when 1893 ammunition wvas
used, and there bas been flot a di-op of
rain since, the presence Of 1893 ammiuni-
tion wrappers is easily accounted for.
The mien who are asking for the match
to le fired over again are the ones w~ho
made the poor scores at 6oo yards, they
having, as a ruIe, made good scores at
400. 1It is siid l.y somne competitors, who
believe in the inte.grîty of their felloivs,
that it evinces a very unsportsînanlike
trait to raise this prot est for the purpose
of hav'ing another trial. " \Vhy can't they
take their niedicine like little men, and
stand the consequence of their bad shoot-
ing ?" rem-arked a Toronto rifleman to
TIie Emj5ire to-night. " I made poor
Ehooting in the Hamilton Powdem Coin-
pany's îmatch, and yet 1 did not blaine
the amîintnîtion, and ask for a second
trial. 1f the Executive decide that the
ïMacdotigall match be shot over atgain,
they estz blish a dangerous precedent;
wlîcre it wIl end no one knotvs. In coin-
mion fairncss, if the match is to be rcfired,
they ought to allow us to shoot aIl the
matches over again."

The Executive had a meeting to-night
to discuss the situation, but no decision
wvas reaclied. It was agreed ho sleep on
it and mieet for final decision at 8 o'clock
to-îniorr*ow v oning. As the scores nowv
stand in this match Lieut. Hutcheson, of
the .13rd I},attalîon, is cup winner.

The weathier taken on the whole to-day
lias not been favorable ; the sky wvas
overcast ali day and the lighit very try-
îng. Somne competitors say they had dif-
ficulty in cistinguishing the barley-comn
on their i ides, whle the black and white
of the tarîgets wotild blur with the pe-
culiar iîghit.

did flot take long Tluesday rnornmng ta
reach a decision ini reference ta the cam-
petitors' protest made against the amn-

munitian. It was clecreed that the scores
made in the Macdougrall match should
stand, but that they should flot count in
the grand aggregate. In other 'vords,
the decision imphied a condeinnation af
the aînimunition, and a substitution by
sarne comIPetitOrs Oi'93 miake in place of
that served out by the association, ai-
though no proof of the latter was forth-
caming. In the Dominion of Canada
coniinenced the openintz afternaon and
flnished the second marning, ammunition
made in 1893 was used, and there was a
naticeable improvement in the shooting.
For instance this year there 'vere two
97's Out of the passible io5, while last
year the flrst prizew~as takzen with a score
of 95. Last year 8î's caime in, while this
year under precisely simmlar conditions,
18 86's 'vere counted out. lu this match
there is a tearn prize ta be awarded ta
the highest teani of six from any battal ion
nanied after the miatch is concluded, the
cup ta beconie the property of the corps
of the battalion whose team wivns it three
timies in five years. Last year the cup
wvas hield by the 43rd Ottawva Battalion,
with a tetal of 525 points. To-dlay it was
wvon by the 3rd Victoria Rifles, af Mont-
real, with the magnificent score of 551,
or an average of 9î 5-6 goints per man,
the highest average rmade by a teanu af
six mnen on the Rideau ranges.

The Caron Cul), in the Minister af
Miiîtia's mnatch, held last ycarby thie Vic-
toria Rifles, of Montreal, felI this vear ta
the Victoria Rifle Club, of Hamiltan,
wlîile the first individual prize af $5o 'vas
captured by Lieut. T'. Mitchell, af Toron-
ta, wvho, by the way, is up to-nighit to top
man in the grand aggrelate.

The %veather wvas on the wvhole, favor-
able, the wind fairlv steadly, although the
ligit changed. Tlhe skvwas oveicast and
threatening, but no ramn felI. 1)uring the
afiternoon thiere were niany visitors on
the range, ch ief aînong theru being Mzjoî'-
General Hlerbert. Late in the aternoon
a supply of Màrtini-MNetfor-ds 'vas issued
and i any riflenen for the first tîmie tcsted
the new wveapon.

In the miorning a great inisiortune be-
kl Scrgt. G rey, of Charlottetowvn. lie
put on a score af 9 1 in the Dominion af
Canada mnatchi, but %vhen his rifle caine
ta be tested it 'vas fouind that the mnini-
mnum pull of die trigger 'vas less than six
pounds. l'ie result 'vas that Sergt.

THE KIOKERS' MEETING.
The annual meeting of the competitors

%vas heid Tuesday evening in the Drill
Hall, Lieut. -Col. Tilton in the chair.
Aniong the shots this littie meeting is
familiarly known as the kickers' meeting,
and the naine was applicab le enough.
Several minor grievances of the coni-
petitors were ventilaed ; then came the
big kick of the day, that about the bad
amnunition and the alieged frauds in con-
nection wiîh the Macdougall match.

Capt. Hood, of the P. W. R., started
the bail rolling by enquiring why the ex-
ecutive had seen fit to use the 1894 amn-
mîunition, knowing it to be inferior 10
1893.

Major Mason, of the 131h, Hamilton,
a member of the executive and chaîrman
of the Match Comrnîîîee, explaîned that
the 1894 ammunition had been ordered
because the cartridge factory authorities
had offered to put it up in more conven-
ient packages. Major Provost, superin-
tendent of the factory, had said that it
was equal 10 1893 make, the saine powder
being used. As soon as the inferiority of
the ammunition was proven steps
were taken to procure 1893 ammnunition.
As to the Macdougall match, fired before
the 1894 ammunition was discarded, there
was proof that competitors had used 1893
instead of that served out, and, as this
was unfair 10 those who used the author-
ized ammi-unition, the match had been
gîruck out of the aggregate.

Major Sami Hughes, also a memnber of
the Match Commîîtee, explained that he
had personally investigated the mialter,
and found that 1893 ammunition was
used, although the rules restricted the
competîtors to ammunition supplied by
the association. There had been many
cases of nmen calling theniselves militia-
men and marksmen running up and down
ranges offering 40 cents a package for
ammunition 10 give themn an unfair ad-
vantage over other competitors. These
men had confessed 10 him on his promise
that he wouid not expose them that îhey
had used 1893 ammunition.

Lieut. J. D. Taylor, of the British Col-
umbia Garrison Artillery, created much
amusement 1y solemnly reading a rule
of the association to the effect that any
member having knowledge of a breach
of the regulations by any competitor and
flot aI once reporting il 10 the exectitive
should forfeit his prizes and entrance
money.

Finally a resolution ivas passed on a
division, requestîng the comnîittee to re-
fer the question of the McDougall match
and also the Hanmilton Powder Cornpany's
match, wîîh a view of deciding whether
either of these matches, or both, should
be struck out froni the aggregate.

Lieut.-Col. Hood then drew attention
10 the fact that Major Ibbottson, the com-
mandant, Capt. Kirkpatrick, adjutant,
and most of the memrbers of this year's
Bisley team were present, and called for
three rousin.g cheers for them, which
were given with a will.

Major Ibbotson and Capt. Kirkcpatrick
fittingly responded, and the kickers' meet-
ing for 1894 was over.

THE THIRD DAY.

The Executive Committee of the D. R.
A., Wednesday reached the important
decision Ici elimînate the scores made in
the Hamilton Powder Company's natch,
as well as the Macdougall, froni the grand
aggregate, these being the two matches
fired with bad ammunition.

The programme of the matches was
confined 10 the 'Walker Battalion match,
for teanis of six, and the Henshaw match,
one of the mest trying matches of the
series, consisting of seven shots of 200
yards standing, and ten shots at 6oo
yards, any position. The weatber wvas
ail that could be desired. The tempera-
ture ail the week had been acceptable
and the competitors hiad very little
cause for conîplaint.

The Walker Challenge Cup, the six
badges and $48, wvas captured by the To-
ronto Kilties, 4Sth, who deserve great
credit for their splendid victory. A smnall
cup, which becomies the absoluite property
of the highe,-t individtîal scorer, 'vas cap-
t'îred by Staif-Sergeant G. Brooks, of the
Royal Grenadiers, with a score of 98 out
of a possible 105. This is the best total
made on the range this week at Queen's
ranges. The high scoring made since the
93 ammunîtion was brought mbt the use
is rcmnarkahle. Last year the Wilker was

nmade up from the scores recorded in the
Dominion of Canada match,which is at the
same ranges, and was captured by the
fanîous 12th Battalion, with 520 points,

so that the shooting to-day shows a net
increase of three points per man. This is
largely due 10 the benefit of~ coaching,
whîch was flot allowed last year owing 10
it being an individual match.

At the Brigade office on Saturday,

Sept. i 5th, a meeting was held from

which it is expected wilI come a good

deal of good for the forces of Ibis city in

the near future. It wvas a gathering of
ail the coînmanding officers of the city,

the only absentees being Lieut.-Col.

Strathy, who was out of town. Lieut.-

Col. Houghton was in the chair, and no

time wvas lost in discussing the différent

subjects for which the meeting had been

calied. Lieut.-Col. Houghton aI the

opening stated 10 the assembled officers,

Lieut.-Cols. Starke, Butler, Cole, Mc-

Arthur, Aubry and Prevost, Majors Mac-

aulay, Hon. J. S. Hall and Roy, that the

meeting was called at the request of the
Hon. Minister of Militia, whio vould be

in the city on Monday (to-day) ho discuss
with themn some of the improvements

that have been asked for and which wvere

needed. The 6irst question that came up

was the drill hall floor. At first opinion

was divided, between asphaît and wood

blocks, but when the points wvere ex-

Artîllerymen hope
that this camp will be a yearly one.-

The War in the Orient.

During the course af the next few
months a highly important chapter will
be added ta the history of the two great
nations of the Orient, and the develop-
ments are bound to have results thal will
be bath far-reaching and beneficial to
one if not bath of the belligerenîs. It lias
already been noted that a close analogy
is found to exist between the general
conditions of the China-Japanese ivar and
the Peninsular operations nhnety years
ago. Corea is separated fromi China, as
is Spain froni France, by a difficuit' na-
tural frontier, most easily traversible at
its flanks. The main route from Pekin
to Seoul, like that from Paris ta Madr id,
passes within a short distance af the sea,
and the land contest is being foughî out
on the territory of a decayed manarchy
that is now in a state af paverty and
general stagnation. The bîstarians tell
us that if disaster had befallên theBrit-
ish fleet Wellingtan's position during
the early part of the Peninsular war
would have been bopeless, and s0 it
seems may Yamagata's became if com-
munication with the japanese warships
is cut off. The poverty of Corea is so
great that provisions for the army during
a prolonged mîlitary aperation could flot
be found. The naval engagement off
Yalu was indecisive, and il is hardly
probable that another will be attempted
until the scattered Chinese squadrons
have been united. Regarding the rein-
forcements that Li Hung Chang is send-
ing to check the advance of the japanese,
il is difficuit to learn rnuch. A fourth of
the army is said ta have escaped from
Ping i'ang, numbering probably about
5,000. Port Arthur, which is sîîuated at
the opposite side of the entrance ta the
Gulf of Pechili from Ping Yang, is, how-
ever, a strategic outpost from which
troaps have been despatched in large
numbers ever since «the outbreak af the
war, and it is probable that the japanese
force of 75,000 men in Carea is now about
equalled by the Chinese. But in the
malter of arms, drill, discipline, organiz-
ation, and leadetship there is not a doubt
that the japanese farces are far superiar,
and it does nat seein probable that the
Chinese will be able for some lime ta
corne ta offer any effectuai resistance ta
the occupation of the peninsula. japan,
througb bier achievements thus far, lias
won the applause af Europe and the civil-
ized world, and bias jaincd the s'sterboad
of nations. She bias a united national
spirit, a ricbly-endowcd territorY, 40,000,.
oaa of loyal people, possessing intellect-
ual resaurces af the higbest order, wbile
China is disintegrated by warring tribes
and factions, and weakencd by the pre-
valence of a spirit ai' opposition la the
reigning dynastv.
