i London, Aug. 11.—Strong German
attacks, delivered with fresh reserves,
against the ‘British at Lihons, and
north and south of that village, were
repulsed today, and in the fighting the
Germans suffered great  losses, ac-
cording to the British official com-
munication recetved frqm Field Mar-
shal Haig this eveningl The text of
the communication follows:

“This morning the enemy delivered
;ron‘ attacks with fresh divisions

German Retreat at Montdidier ,
Assumes Rapidity of a Rout
Great Victory Has Been Won

Germans Thrown Into Great Disorder Are
Seeking to Disengage Themselves From

Allied Victory -Daily
Assumes Larger Pro-
portions and General
Withdrawal by the
Enemy is Looked For.

Paris, Aug. 11. — The allled vic-
tory is dally assuming larger propor-
tions and the military experts are
discussing the possibility of a general
withdrawal by the Germans, some of
them even declaring that the retro-
grade movement already is becoming a
general one.

The battle yesterday developed ac-
cording to the allied plans. General
Humbert's army, when it was thrown
into_the battle, compelled Von Hutler
to abandon Montdidier, and under the
irresistible pressure the retrograde
movement in the Montdidier region
assumed a rapidity verging upon that
of a rout,

2 WAR SUMMARY .

'THE DAY'S EVENTS REVIEWED

Unofticial reports filed at British
general headquarters in France early
yesterday afternoon showed' that the

British and French were close to Roye
and had excellent prospects of sur-
rounding a large part of Von  Hutler's
army, perhaps 150,000 men. The Bri-
tish cavalry had pushed on from
Chaulnes for a distance of six miles
and were only two miles north of
Roye. The. French forces were rapid-
ly coming up from the south near
Noyon' and altho the Germans are re-
sisting bravely to' prévent the break-’
ing of their centre, the allies have ap-~
parently succeeded in nearly- closing
their pincers. The next 24 hours will
probably show whether this-movement
has succeeded. If it ‘succeeds, the al-
lies will have attained the greatest
victory of the war. The allies in this
battle are engaging about 400,000 Ger-
mans minys re(;,enﬁ casualties, .

It is certain that the sudden allied
attack, on Montdidier took Von Hutier
at tremendous disadvantage. The
fourteen-mile advance north of Mont-
didier as far as the Avre River also
broke in the German centre badly and
scooped up a vast amount of German
war material for the allies.

It is estimated that already the two
alljed attacks have captured more war
material from the Germans than the
Germafis in all their offensives  have
captured from the allies. An idea 6f
what these words imply may be gath-
ered from the fact that in the Ger-
man advance of March 21, the Ger-
mans captured from the fifth British
army war material estimated in value
at several billion francs, or, roughly,
around one billion dollars.

NOW ANNOUNCED

William Varley Issues Strong
Planks on Behalf of
‘His Party.

WHITE MAN'S CANADA

Stable Nation Can Be Built
Upon Its Citizens'

Willlam_Varlsy, soldier-labor candi-
dute for Northeast Toronto, stated last
night that the labor party helieved that
a _stable’ Canadlan nation could be
built only upon the spirtual and social
happiness of its citizens, and further,
that this state could be best attained
only by recognizing the fact that
lile and happ'ness of the humblest
child was infinitely more valuable
than the acquisition of material
wealth,  °

Corporal Varley presented the fol-
lowing platform on behalf of the
party:

1. Gradual demobilization, Only those
voldiers totaly unfit or unable to en-
gage in their usual or selected occupa~
tion to be discharged from the army.

2. The development of a proper sys-
tem of labor exchanges as a means to
labor mobilization at the end of the
war.

8. The adoption of the electoral sys-
tem of proportional representation,

4, The establishment of trade boards,
similar to those in Great Britain, to e
gulate unorganized . male and female
industries.

5. The establishment of industrial
councils on a basis of equal represen-
tation for workers and employers,
these to include one provineial couneil

trade and one dis-
ugtrial locality.

7. The establishment of a commis-

8. The conservation of natural re-
sources: by (a) the refusal to grant
further concessions to foreign inter-
csts, and (b) to levelop the resources
of the country under provineial con-
trol and ownership.

Since then, Russia
has known revolution, appalling inter-
nal disorganization and tremendous
material loss, In the western war
theatre, the g:&mln armies in Flan-
ders, on the me and on the Aisne
and ~he Marne have added greatly to
the devastation of France and
gium, :'hilﬁ the do‘\;elopwm utmh?a;

Purchases in North America after
the war will undoubtedly be central-
ized more or less either in govern-
ment agencies or in unofficial but
non-competing buying agencies for
foreign interests. Sharpened by the
necessity. for the utmost frugality,
Burope will be the closest buyer the
North American market has ever
known. Only the strongest exporting
organizations will be able to compete
successfully. The British Trade
Corporation with ‘an ‘authorized capi-
tal of $500,000,000 has been incorpor-
ated by special royal charter “to meet
the needs of British firms after the
war as regards financial.facilities for
trade. It will “specially devote its
energies to the trade of the British
Empire in eyery part of the world.”
It intends to lend to exporters on
longer credit than banks can offer, to
open new markets for British indus-
tries and to effect “further co-ordina-
tion in commercial and industrial
undertakings” In France the Asso-
ciation Nationale d"Expansion Econo-
mique has a similar function. A Bri-
tish Ministry of Reconstruction has
been created and the minister now
proposes to import raw materials for
British manufacturers and to ‘allocate
them as the British trade associa-~
tions may suggest. g

Japan is making extensive prepara-
tions to develop the resources of
China and to increase her foreign
trade, particularly with the TUnited
States. The government is co-operat-
ing with {(ndustries and extending
libera]l financial support. It is tak-
ing (extensive measures for the im-
provement of internal communica-
tions, watérways, ports, etc. Finan-
cial legislation has been prepared to
enable banking institutions to sup-
port the enterprises of manufactur-
ers and traders. That Japan might
be thoroly 'informed of the financial
and economic measures taken by for-
eign powers to meet exigencies aris-
ing out of the great war, a special
finance and economic commission
was created on September 12, 1917,
with Baron Tanetaro Megata, mem-
ber of the house of peers, at its head.
Believing that American participation
in the war would bring about an en-
tirely new situation in the industrial
and monetary circles of the world, the
commission spent three months in the
United States, from November, 1917,
to January, 1918. Its business is ex-
fressed in the words of Baron Mega-~
a:

“Our commission, made up of gov-
ernment officials and experts and re-
presentatives of the leading financial
and industrial interests of Japan, has
come to study present conditions in
America and the probable tendency of
finance and economics after the war, to
investigate your measures for the re-
adjustment of the international money
market, to, examine the far-reaching
war measures already adopted by your
country, to tell of conditions and busi-
ness possibilities in Japan and the en-
tire orient, and to confer with your
leaders in finance and industry and to
urge greater development of machin-
ery for international finance, and.the
establishment in the far east of more
co-operative business enterprises.

“Touching upon the last suggestion,
I may say that there are already in
Japan a number of successful com-
binations of American-Japanese capi-
tal, technical skill, management and
marketing, conspicuous examples being
that of the General Electric Company
with the Tokio Electric Company, that
of the Western Electric Company with
the Nippon Eleetric Company, and the
Brady interests of the People’s Power
and Light Company with the Osaka
Gas Company. If these combinations
have been successful—and they have
been—why should not others similarly
constituted be?

“Among the advantages of joint un-
dertakings in the industrial fleld, I
might mention:

“1. Increasing the financial power by
capital from America for co-operative
enterprises.

“2. Co-ordination in the supply of
raw material.

“3. Co-ordination in the supply of
technical  skill.

“4, Co-ordination in distribution of
Americo-Japanese products thruout
the far east.

“5. Partial relief from the . severe
competition of the products of the
two countries in oriental markets.”

Commenting on the greatly increas-
ed trade between America and Japan
since the outbreak of war, Baron Me-
gata pointed out that the principal
growth in imports was in the following

‘aﬂb‘lel:;. cotton, steel, soda,

turers for export business:

“The purpose and intent of the law
is to give to American exporters the
privileges and advantages of dealing
thru ‘associations or
those which have
existed so long in foreign congtrlel,"
says the Guaranty Trust ) o
New York in a special et de-
voted to the measure, ‘“‘Nearly every

country with’ which we compete per-

mits and encourages ma,nnta.ct:’rerl
and producers to organize combina-
tions to advance its foreign trade. In
Great Britain manufacturers and pro-
ducers are permitted “to consolidate
thru the medium of an export com-
pany. In fact, most of the leading
products are exported under lawfully

thorized agreements, syndicates and
combinations. Similar co-operation is
authorized or permitted also In
France, Italy, Switzerland, Holland,
Japan and other countries, and the
trade covers practically every article
or product which we manufacture or
produce for export.

“Co-operation and association per-
mitted under the Webb law may be
availed of in various ways to thé aa-
vantage of exporters. Common selling
agencies may be formed; agreements
may be made concerning the handling
of goods, the time and manner of the

shipment, and the manner of packing; |

agreements may be entered into con-
cerning the kind of goods to be manu-
factured; agencies may be established
for investigation and study of the
needs and demands of foreign markets;
and any other combinations or asso-
clations may be formed or agreements
made which will aid the exporter but
which are not 1n restraint of trade in
the United States. Thru such agen-
cles as the above, foreign countries
have built dp their foreign trade, and
the manufacturers and producers of
the United BStates must prepare for
competition in foreign trade after the
war by ‘means of such co-operation,

“The effect accordingly of the provi-
sjons of this law is to remove from the
exporter the restrictions of the anti-
trust laws insofar as his export trade
" concerged and leave him free to
contract and co-operate Wwith others
for purpose of competing in foreign
markets. At the saine time, the liabi-
lity for prosecution for any act in re-
straint of trade:in the United States
or for unfair competition remains un-
changed.” ¢ : ‘
CIf friendly “aifd’ aliYed’ .nations are
taking such wise precautions to pro-
tect national interests and increase
national prosperity by means of a fav-
crable balance of trads, what is the
enemy doing? Above all other things
after the war, Germany fears the as-
option of an economic agreement be-
tween theallies, Tremendous prepara-
tivns are being made in the central
empires to recapturs foreign trade,
The industrial fabric of Germany de-
pands upon her successful competition
in world markets, and her pre-war or-
ganizing ability proved her capacity
in the industrial field. She will exert
every possible effort to restore her
commercial position.

Everywhere save in Canada there
ie thoughtful and aggressive prepara-
tion for export development, The
Dominion is slow to act, There s
splendid assurance of the ability and
adaptability of Canadian manufactur-
¢rg in the history of the development
of the munitions™ shipbuilding in-
dustries, but practically no measures
or¢ being taken to put that ability and
adaptability to account after the war.
New markets and greatly increased ex-
pert trade are essential if the country
is to find employment for its workers
and avoid severe industrial depression.
The necessity for preparedness has
been brought to the attention of the
sPnate by Hon, Prederic Nicholls, but
artive and practical measures are still
to be taken. Canada is months be-
hind. The price of further delay will
be heavy to the state, to the mgnufac-
turer, to the farmer, to the worker, to
the public. Low wages and low prices
with industrial unrest and extensive
unemployment will be the cost of neg-
lect. Individual comfort and national
prosperity will be the reward of con-
structive activity.

In' conclusion the commission ‘ad-
yises all employes to keep out of strife
and to appoint committees from them-
selves in the various departments to
refer all grievances back to the chiefs
of departments. It points out that all
grievances between the commissioner
of works and the parks commissioner
and’their employes had already been
settled satisfactorily by this method
of procedure.

The commission received complaints
under 31 headings, the majority of

A minority, consisting of Messrs.
Bradshaw and Wright, favored  an
amendment that the present war bonus
of $2 per week should be dated back
to the first of January, 1918, in the
departments of works, parks and street
cleaning, and be paid in a lump sum
to the men. This amendment was lost.

The commissioners also by a ma-
jority vote decided that they were not
prepared to make any recommenda-
tion in regard to a change from a nine
hour day to an eight hour day.

It was unanimously - recommended
that in the promotions made in the
different departments, seniority, other
qualifications being equal, shall be the
ground of promotion; also that any
man in the employment 6f the city
for a year shall be entitled to the
same pnvileges as to holidays and
sick pay as a permanent employe, and
a break in time not being a break in
employment shall not take away/this
right.- It was further decided that cer-
tain, men, having lost the benefit of
three-quarters of the $2 war bonus,
thru their foremen having been given
a half holiday each week Ly the city
council, should have an opportunity
of working their full time and making
the whole amount,

The commissioners recommend that
any man, who is a skilled blacksmith

Differences Adjusted.

The report contains a memorandum
signed by the commissioner of works
and the representative of the men, in-
forming the commissioners that “as
a result of our deliberations concern-
ing certain matters in difference be-
tween the works department and the
parks department respectively and the
employes, we beg to advise that satis-
factory readjustment has been made
relative to all points, exclusive of
those on account of which evidence
was tendered to your commission.”
The commissioners point out that all
the grievances in the works, parks and
waterworks departments, with one ex-
ception, had been settled and adjust-
ed between the commissioner of works
and the men, and that a statement
as made by the men of a settlement
in each case was attached to the
award. The exception referred fo was
in the waterworks list of grievances
and relates to what are known as
seven day men. The board by a ma-

8kiM in warfare is chiefly shown by
the ability to make the most of the
forces at command.” By this test the
Germans have falled from the begin-
ning, and if the entente alliance has
not always passed the same test with
fiying colors there has usually been
the condlt{on that the forces at com-
mand have-been wholly inadequate
for the task. But judged by this cri-
terion it must be admitted that in the
present campaign, since last Mareh,
the directing brains have been wise
as Ulysses. What they have saved
end what they have spent have alike
been shrewdly ordered and with won~
derful results. In days to come when
the military annals of the war are
published it will be the study of the
scholars to compare the fulfiiment of
these plans with what has been at-
tained, as the result of their guid-~
ance.

There was admittedly an over-
whelming preponderance’ of men on
the German side last March. Had the
German commanders, had 'any skill at

all- they should have been able to-tie

the entente alliance all up in knotsé'
and finish the business this summer.
But the only idea the German great
generals had was brute force exhibit-
ed in bull rushes. Against this the
entente command adopted the Japan-
ese method of Hu-jitsu, ylelding to
the shock, but, yielding so as to dis-
locate the driving agency. Unable to
stem the tide of its own force, the
German flood rushed on, but: ot
where it wanted to go, while the
brakes characteristically applied on
the yielding flanks gradually slowed
up the momentum. Thus brains got
the best of brute force.
| People who play chess 'or draughts
~ oan but appreciate the moves by which
the German forces were gradually
‘herded  into the positions which the
entente command desired, and which
by the middle of July warranted the
counter-stroke which has precipitated
the results of the last three Weeks, It
may be said that Marshal Foch has
declared his theory of war to be
founded on the ability to take advan-
tage at any moment of the enemy's
weakness or error. But:he has also
said that defensive action will never
win a war; there must be- offensive
action as well.. It is the business of
a good general to develop weakness in
an enemy and to lure him into error.
Both these have been done to the
Germans, and the German soldiery,
among whom are multitudes of chess
players, must have the uncomfortable
fealing that their master players are
deing played with by the French and
British experts, and their pleces dis-
posed on the board of battle at the
pleasure of the strategists of Ver-
sallles. Nothing is more humbling to
the young chess player or draughtsman

than to feel the supremacy of the op-

ponent whose game is a dozen moves
ahead of his own, And nothing can
be more demoralizing %o an army
than the thought that however strong
it is, however well-equipped or brave,
the brains at the head of it are being
toyed with by those other brains
which can make things Thappen
against the German will, in the face
of circumstances and appearances
gnd fate itself.

And this is military genius, and we
have to thank the democratic spirit
that evolves and nurtures the best
in the nation and gives it the oppor-
tunity to serve. Napoleon was the
product of democracy, and Welling-
ton, who was the dullest of boys at
school, was a product of the demo-
cratic army of the East India Com-
pany. It was democratic Germany
which broke aristocratic France in
1870, and it is democratic France that
has been able, with the help of her
democratic allles, to reverse the
situation and’|defeat Germany, grown
aristocratic, and, even worse, autocra-
tic in the las{ hailf-century.

It has been noted also that skill in
the use of the means at hand is the
test of military art. The use of the
American divisions at Chateau Thier-
ry and of the Canadian divisions in
the advance towards Chaulnes is an
evidence of this skill, as well as a
tribute to the unrivaled quality of
the spear-
head of an attack. Their impetuosity
and dash are irresistible and invinei.
ble, and they have been supported by
men as worthy of reliance in the
places to which they have been called.
The allled armies, man for man, are
superior to the German, but it has
now been demonstrated alsp that the
allied commanders are better gener-
als than the kaiser and all his staff.

The New Education Policies.

In the education bill pussed by the
British House of Commons the leading
foature is the change in the age
limits for the education of children
and the facilities for additional train-
ing, vocational and technical, for chil-
dren beyond the Nmit and up to
eighteen years of age. At the same
time the employment of children under
tweive is prohibited. School attendance
becomes compulsory between the ages
of tive and fourtoen, and there will be
nursery schools for children wunder
five. : §

*The bill is admittedly a compromise,
but all education hitherto has been a
compromise more or less with condi-
tions which do not make for the best
citizenship, and any advance is wel-
cume. The compromises now are not
with ignorance Lut with the taxpayer,
who ha&s not yet learned that he will
pay less taxes in .an intelligent com-
munity than in an ignorant one in
proportion to his advantages.

Hon. Dr, Cody suggests 16 as the
age up to which compulsory educa-
tion shall apply. Labor men seem to
think that 16 ‘is a sufficient limit if
the tacilities to be provided in Britain
are made available here for continua-
tion work up till the,age of 18 s
reached. Boys who are 8oing to work
at a trade or business should get into
hurness at fifteen, as the habit of in-
dustry thust be formed or somethihg
worse may take its place. Besides, in
many families it is impossible to sup-
port a boy or girl at school to this age,
and many families 100k to the earnings
of such boys and girls to help out the
family budget. Fifteen would appear
to be a good compromise age, giving
the ¢hild an opportunity to develop his
intelligence and to take advantage of
the auxiliary ‘classes for”'the three
years following in which the hours of
work are limited.,

girls in a democratic country like
Canada there should be some provision
Ly which they could obtain a proper
cducation without becoming a burden
to their families or having to hazard
their own health with undue exertions.
In these years of adblescence occur
most of the tragedies of education and
of the want of it, and it is not sur-
prising that labor asks for some of the
crumbs that fall from the abundance
of the nation’s lcarning. The posses-
slon of brains is not confined to any
rank or class, but the opportunity to
develop them undor our present sys-
tem is too much limited, ' Scholarships
that would cover the whole university
course of approved.pupils should be
available, and they ghould provide
completely for all reasonable expense
and charges. It §s not good economy
for the nation to waste its brightest
trains, and many are wasted Who
would do honor to their country had
they had the advantages open’ to the
childrén of the wealthy.

A fraction of the sums we are spend-
ing on war if devoted to such an ob-
ject in times of peace would bring ex-
traordinary returns to the nation,
There is no self-seeking in pleading
for the children of the future, and they
cannot carry on our ideals and pre-
serve our standards if we do not pro-
vide for them facilities equal to those
of any other country.

Editor World: Might I be permit-

There is no doubt that the soldier,
and more particularly his dependents,
should receive such remuneration, and
that wholly from the government, as
to be commensurate with the present
cost of living, and independent of the
local or national charities upon which
théy now depend. Naturally taxation

government can hope to accomplish
this very necessary duty, yet I can-
